Loxpox, April 3.—In the commons to-
day Mr. Gladstone said the time had not
yet arrived for sendinga peremptory order
to General Gordon to withdraw from
Khartoum. At the same time he was not
under orders to remain and could leave at
any moment he felt so disposedi General
Gordon believed himself to be perfectly

gafe.

In the commons this evening Sir Stafford
Northcote moved the adjournment to dis-
cuss the government’s Egyptian policy.
He said the honor of England was pledged
to epsure the safety of Gen. Gordon.

Mr. Gladstone complained against the
opposition for constantly raising the de-
bates in regard to Egypt. The motion of
Sir Stafford Northeote, he said, was mis-
chievous. Hg believed the object of the
opposition wasto consume the time of par-
liament and to weaken the resources of the
housz in regard to the franchise bill.

Sir Stafford Northcote’s motion was
negatived. :

ERLIN, April 3.—The German press
unanimously pronounce Mr. tiladstone’s
foreign policy incomprehensible. It is
agreed that the retreat of Gen. Graham’s
forces and the recent defeat of Gen. Gordon
must greatly encourage the rebels.

| temporary Review, Ireland, he says, is
clamoring for a parliament of her own, but
| at thesame time the English statesmen deem

+ it intolerable that the imperial sway of
| England should be removed from one of
her fairest possessions, or that the
vast interests of Englishmen should
be left to the mercy of 'an inde:
pendent and perhaps hostile legisla-
ture, He therefore pro as a com-
promise what he calls ‘‘Provincial home
rule in Ireland.” He would have four
f)mvincial diets, that of Leinster to mit at
ublin; of Munster, at Cork} of Ulster; at
Belfast, and of Connaught, at Galway.
These diets should each consist of an up:
per house or senate, and a popular branch
or chamber of deputies.  The term of ser-
vice in the upper house he would establish
ab six years, one-third of the members
being elected every two years, while all
the members of the lower house should be
eleted biennially; all the members of both
houses to be elected by popular ballot,
subject to the same regulations and the
same qualifications for electors as now pre-
vail for parliament.
The power and duties of these diets the
marquis would have confined strictly to
local purposes, such as the imposition and
collection of the poor rates, school taxes
and assessments for local public improve-
ments and the maintenance of public order
within the provincial limits. He would
leave undisturbed the administrative ma-
chinery of the island, comprising the lord-
licutenaney, the*county lieutenancy and all
other crown officials, and would leave to
the imperial parliament the levying of the
queen’s tax and the enactment of all
eneral laws for the government of the
islard as at present. The marquis argues
that the Irishinen’s pride in their local
assemblies would supplant their desire for
a central parliament at Dublin: that their
taste for electioneering and for enjoying
the power of the ballot would be amply
gratified by "the frequent elections pro-
vided, and that those functions of govern-
ment of which they see and feel the re-
sults most directly, being exercised by
their own representatives, they would
have the feeling of governing themselves;
while in regard to all things vital to Eng-
lish or imperial interests, matters would
remain as they are at present.

Opinion of Mr. A. M. Sullivan.
The New York World’s correspondent
asked Mr, - A, M. Sallivan, the eminent

Irish publicist, for his opinion of the
marquis’ article.

“Bosh !”” exclaimed Mr. Sullivan, ‘‘His
lordship doesn’t know what he is writing
about. His proposal shows that his igno-
rance of Irish affairs is simply deplorable.
The marquis is fresh from Canada. The
Canadians are peculiarly loyal and at the
same time extremely jealous of their local
rights. They possess local legislatures and
are content with the general domination of
England. Lorne thinks it would be a so-
lution of the Irish question to apply the
Canadian system to Ireland. But the
Irish situation is the very re-
verse of the Canadian. The people
of Ireland are content with their
district governments and are at war
against the general denomination of
England. The Canadians don’t wish
to be a nation; the Irish do. The
Canadiaps protest against independence;
the Irish are rebels against allegiance. The
main source of trouble in securing desir-
able legislation for Ireland is that those
who control British opinions and parlia-
ment are at least as ignorant of Irish
affairs as Lorne. His proposal to end
Irish rebellion against English government
by giving the Irish more local rights
and less nationality is like an attempt to
quench a bread-stuffed beggar’s thirst by
giving him more ‘dry bread. Perhaps,
however, I should give Lorne credit for
the intelligence of the malignity his artiele
appeurs to contain. His idea sccins to be
to set the Irish people by tue ears by re-
viving the four hostile kingdoms; in other
words, to conquer the Irish by dividing
them against one another His scheme is
so ridiculous that in the London clubs it is
already dubbed ‘Lorne’s Irish home rule
(imited).””

U MeKINLAY LAST NIGHT = -
Evidence of Nuries aird Medical Men—
How Deceased was Trested--Verdict

As the jurymen, reporters and others in-
terested filed through the .gate leading to
the asylum last night a lamp shining at the
oor of the dedd house far distant in the
s showed the place where Valeria
MeKinlay, themaniac murderess of Rachel
Stephens lay dead. - In'a bare room in the
basement of the building and at the head
of a long table eat Coroner Duncan, who
had summoned the jury to.inquire into the
cause of her death.  Near him sat a gen-
tleman with a close-cropped grey beard
and a note-book in his hands. = This was
Robert Christie, inspector of asylume.
After the jury had been sworn, Coroner
Duncan briefly addressed them. He
sketched the history of the recent asylum
crime, alluded to the insinuations made
regarding the conduct of the officials of
the institution, warned them that this was
an  important case ~and = required
their  close  attention and then
piloted them to the morgue where they
viewed the body of deceased. Her face
looked wonderfuﬁy intelligent and she had
the features of a woman far-above the
average line of beauty.
The jury returned to their room and Mary
Curran was the first witness called. She
is the supervisor of ‘the retractory ward.
She is a big, muscular, black haired,
athletic and stern looking Irish woman of
about 25 years. ' The gist of her evidence
was that after deceased committed the
deed she was very much excited and was
removed from the scene of the murder,
the hot air room, to a smaller room next
to it where she was locked up..

The Chinese Question.

tIs difficult to believe that Sir John
Macdonald can have any reason, as chief
of a political party In Canada, for wishing
to contiriue tftie nfflux of Chinese into Brit-
ish Columbia.™ Nor canit be that the rail-
way contractors want more Chinese, for
they have already more than they can
employ. But somewhere or other there is
a strong influence in favor of the Chinese
invasion. This influence is not in Canada,
but in' England.

Tt i8 no secret that English manufactur
ers are very anxious to get a market for
their goods in China. Also, that the
opium trade is worth millions every year
to the Indian government. We can see,
therefore, what very powerful influences
there are against any decided action by
Canada in the matter.

_ The dominion government would be well

advised to bring all its influence to bear
on the home government to have the
plague stayed. One main point should be
insisted upon—that the railway needs no
more Chinese than we have already. To
argue that we must keep bringing in more
Chinese until the railway is completed will
not hold, because all that can be employed
on it are there already, with a considerable
number in excess of what the contractors
want.

Another argament, to be addressed to
the home government, should be this:
Neither England nor any of her colonies
send -laborers to China to take work from
the natives. Our -people, and the Ameri-
cans as well, send to China merchants and
their clerks, who give work to poor China-
men instead of taking it from them. To
pretend that the two cases are parallel is
utter nonsense. If a thousand English,
Canadian or American laborers were to
land in China and take work from the na-
tives there would be rebellion at once.

In .order to do exact and even-handed
justice in the matter this should be agreed
upon between China and Great Britain.
That citizens of either country be allowed
to enter the other in the capacity of
travelers, scholars, merchants and their
assistants, and sugh like, but that all per-
sons seeking work and wages be rigidly
excluded. We send none of our people to
China to take work and bread from poor
people in China ; why should China be al-
lowed to send its surplus labor here? The
case for Canada and the Australian colonies
18 overwhelming, but very possibly both
Manchester and Calcutta are working
against us.

" It is somethiig, however, that our

. Australian kindred are with us in this
matter. Their influence, along with our
own, will tell fora good deal. ' And it would
be welcome news in Canada that our high
eommissioner in London was working with
Australian representatives towards the
same end. In the meantime let the repre-
sentatives of the Pacific province be assured
that they have all Ontario at their back, a
few cranks only excepted.

The Factory Bill.

The factory bill is dropped for this ses-
sion, but perhaps the measure is not such a
pressing one after all. ‘When factories are
vunning short time the temptation to em-
ploy child labor is but small. In Germany,
where labor is abundant and wages low,
laws against the employment of children
are deemed unnecessary; the public do not
call for them. If ever Canadian factories
begin running overtime, then a factory bil
will be wanted immediately. Just at
present all the work there is is none too

much.

The Cincinnati Riot.

There are indications that the recent
riot at Cinecinnati is likely to mark a turn-
ing point in American politics. In several
cities over the border the existence of the
‘‘dangerous classes” in large numbers has
been revealed. Already there are, in New
York, Boston, Chicago and other places,
organized societies meeting regularly every|
week, and having for their object the over-
turning of law and the abolition of pro-
perty. The greater liberty enjoyed this
side the Atlantic enables them to do in
New York and Chicago wkat they dare
not attempt in Paris or Berlin. In Europe
sympathetic juries don’t count for much to
save murderers from punishment; and the
red revolutionist has to face a military des-
poiism as ferocious as himself. There it is
ti, r against tiger, with no weakness to-
wards mercy or sentiment on either side,
iut in the United States there are merci-
ful juries, and also politicians who live by
the support of the dangerous and criminal
classes, hence the difference.

It is a'fact that the Cincinnati riot had
its start in the wholesome impulse of hon
est citizens to correct an outrageous failire
ot justice. That wasthe ease at the start,
but things »oon went {urther. The deter-
minatien te hang a murderer bocame
lesa semspiousus, and instead of it there

appeared a fury for burning public build-

iy he soared
into the proper performance of their duties
as citizens.  When the best men absent
themselves from jury duty, and perhaps
even use a little corruption to_escape being |
called upon, what wonder that rogues
come to the front and assume the duty
which honest then have most unwisely, we
mizht at most say criminally, declined ?
The American people are getting a les-
son. Tt is that even democracy will nbt
save a country from the assaults of nihilism
and the red republic. To the men who fun
these movements mere political liberty
counts for nothing. What they want is
plunder and robbery, universal and every-
where.

There are indications, after all, that our
neighbors are’ getting awakened to the
danger. The Cincinnati lesson—a " very
costly ome it was—will not be lost. The
great republic will not fall—probably not,
But if it did, this' lesson would be left for
future ages: that a Jarge number of its best
men had proved themselves its worst
citizens.

If immigrants won’t work we believe it
is the practice of the agents” to send them
adrift, causing them probably to become a
burden on the community. The best plan
would be to send the worthless vagabonds
to jail as vagrants, and there -have them
put to hard labor.  Such a procedure
would have & most salutary effect, and we
strongly recommend it to -the agent at
Winnipeg, who says he has fifty men in
his keeping at the local sheds who posi-
tively refuse employment at $25 to $30 a
month and their board. Ifsuch people can
work and won’t they must simply be made
to. Canada has no room for idle paupers.

April fool jokes are mostly harmless and
invariably senseless. One, however, can
generally forgive them in spite of a momen-
tary irritation if the inconvenience caused
is not too great. It is doubtful if the
Ohio democrats will “entertain any very
friendly relation towards the Cleveland
Leader for bringing them on a wild goose
chase to see Mr, Tilden, who in an article
a column long it announced was in town
Tuesday last and ready to receive his
friends. One man traveled a hundred
miles to see the suge of Gramercy park
and had the journey for his pains.

When the Pacific scandal was the topic
of the day the tory press thought to break
the force of the revelations by calling it
the Pacific slander. In like manner they
are now terming the bribery case the grit
conspiggey. The mere change of head-
lines may contain unetion in the eyes of
Messrs. Bunting, Meek & Co., but it will
avail them little "either in public or legal
judgment. :

Over his own signature in another col-
umn Mr, F. H. Torrington makes a sug-
gestion which certainly deserves consider-
ation. He proposes that in erecting the
proposed new city buildings provision
shall be made for a large hall suitable for
;high-class concert purposes. Such a hall
would be a real boon to the city, At
present there is not a single building in
Toronto worthy of the entertainment of
the world’s first-class singers or musicians
or in any way adapted for the rendering of
oratorios.

An Admirable Suggestion.

To the Editor of The World.

Sir: As the city contemplates the
erection of a new city hall, would it not be
well to follow the example of so many
cities in England and the United States,
and include in the scheme a music hall,
large enough to allow the masses of our
people opportunities of enjoying organ re-
citals, oratorios and other first-class con-
certs at prices within their means?

It appears to me that our city fathers
could legitimately consider the present and
future good of our people in this direction.
1 know that many of our influential citi-
zens feel the necessity for some such pro-
vision. Such a music hall need not add
very much to the cost of the'city buildings,
and would, I am sure, be a great boon to
all here.
