Why then did McClellan accomplish 8o
listle? The guestion is & lsrge one, but ig
oan éasily be answered in part, While his
srmy was in process of organization it wae
his purpose to strike Lee in the early win-
tor near the historical Manassas, At that
$iié hie was commander of the army of the
Potomac alone, Before giving ef-
fect to his plans he was createq
commander in-chief of the Union armies,
#nd this enlargement of his sphere of
action made it necessary to delay his per-
sonal operations ill spring. The following
summer was .one 'of .agtivity on the
Potomac, Lee’s army had been improved
pari passu with McClellan’s, and though
he received a sharp check from the latter
at Antietam the advantage remained on
the whole with him.

This was due in some degree, it is gener-
oliy believed, to the machinations of Mr,
Stanton, Lincoln’s secretary of the war
department, < In him good abilities were
coupled with narrow-mindedness and a
perfidious disposition. McClellan was a
