3 Discussing the Policy.

Sir ‘Richard Cartwright: Is it a new

poliey ?
. Hon. Mr. Foster: If it is a new policy it
will be something the hon. gentieman
not been able to find for
years. Tlhey taunt us with sticking to the
old policy and ghe old flag. They stick to
their old policy, and a mighty poor policy
it is;-and a foreign flag. [Applause.]

Continning, he said in considering any
tariff changes it Wwas necessary to take into
sccount the conditions of other markets
than our own and otheér trade policies than
our own or we may find ourselves in the posi-
tionofanarmy fightingwithoutentrenchment
against an entrenched enemy. He thought
it maight be as well to state that the Opposi-
tion had no foundation for the statement
made by them that the tariff as adopted in
1879 would not be changed. The National
Policy was perfectly good in prineiple, and
while that may be maintained judicious
changes may be made.

As for the present motion, he thought it
would be best to postpone it until the Gov-
ernment had declared its policy.

Col. O’Brien expressed himself as
surprised at seeing the order paper
studded with 'notices by friends of
the Government of amendments to the
tariff, when -a prominent supporter ot the
Government had been read out of the party
for saying that the tariff policy of the Gov’
ernment needed amendment. In con-
clusion, he moved the adjournment of the
debate.

Sit Richard Cartwright attacked the
National Policy in general, and *‘the binder
twine iniquity,” as he designates it,
in particular, and drew one of
his usual gloomy pictures of the
destitute condition of the Ontario farmer,
whom he represented as being ground to
death between the nether millstone of the
National Policy and the upper millstone of
the McKinley tariff.

He stated that the average price of farm
land in Ontario had decreased $10 an acre
in the last few years, and that very few
farms were without mortgages on them,

Read Nobody Out,

Sir John Thompson rose at 5.50 and spoke
until the Speaker left the chair. He said
he was not surprised at the honorable mem-
ber from South Oxford (Cartwright) oppes-
ing the proposition to postpone the vote on
binder twine until after the Government
had declared its policy on the whole tariff
question, because that honorable gentleman
always opposed any fair and reasonable
proposition.

He was not surprised to hear him rehash
all the stale old stories about the Red
Parlor and contributions to corruption
funds and combines and other trash with
which he was accustomed to cumber Han-
sard, for the honorable gentleman was
accustomed to delight himself, if he did
nobody else.

He pointed out that it was still a month
the wusual time of consider-
ing thie tariff, and thought the House
should wait until the whole policy
of the Government was submitted. This
would apply not only to the present, but to
all similar motions. They should be left
until the Finance Minister had made his
statement.

In conclusion he referred to Col. O’Brien’s
allusion to Mr. D’Alton McCarthy, and
said that he should probably not have
spoken had he not desired to correct a state-
ment made by the member for Muskoka
that the Government had read a gentieman
out of the party because he had ventured to
propose tariff changes.

The Government had read nobody ous of
the party. 1t had never done soin the

ast, and did not propose to do soin the
uture. The hon. gentleman had read him-
self out of the party, and every hon. gentle-
man had a perfect right to do so if he found
he was not in sympathy with the party with
which he had been accustomed to act.

It being 6 o'clock the Speaker left the
ohair.

Trade With Britain,

The Dgpartment of Finance has issued
trade bulletin No. 6 on - trade with Great
Britain, the subjects treated being hay and
milk, With regard to hay it is pointed out
that practically the whole of our export
trade in hay is done with Great Britain and
the United States, and that while up to the
passage of the McKinley bill our trade with
Great Britain was very limited, it is steadily
and rapidly increasing. For the six
years from 1885 to 1890 inclusive the an-
nual average export to Great Britain was
$76,000, whilo in 1891 it rose to $150,291,
in 1892 to $167,604, and for the six months
eading Dec. 31 last it was $95,635.

With regard. to condensed milk itis
pointed out that Canada appears to possess
exceptional advantages for engaging in this
business, and tables are given showing the
imports into Great Britain, which amount
to over four million dollars annually; and a
very useful letter from Prof. Robertson,
Dairy, Commissioner, covering a report
from Prof. Shutt on analyses made at the
Experimental Farm of samples of condensed
milk from Truro, N.S., Limerick, Ireland,
and London, Eng.

In the Senate,

In the Senate to-day the debate on the
address was continued by Hon. Mr. Boul-
ton, who moved an amendment in favor of
free trade and made oneof his usual rambling
speeches without any particular point to it,
He was followed by ﬁon. Mr. Bellerose,
who expressed himself pleased with the
personne! of the new Government, except
that he would have preferred to have an
old member of the Senate made leader in-
stead of one of the youngest members.

One of the Best Speeches,

Hon. Mr. Angsrs spoke for an hour, de-
livering one of the best speeches delivered
in the House for some time, and moved the
adjournmens of the debate shortly before
6 o'clock, as he had not finished his re-
marks.

Mr.Borgess
is one of theé most competent and industri-
ous officers in the civil service, and his value
to the Department. of the Interior cannot
be overestimated.

Mr. Daly has done a commendable act in
reinstating Mr. Burgess, and one which is
likely to raise him in public estimation as
showing his appreciation of a good officer.

His Health Failing.

A rumor is nfloat to-night, which cannot
be verified at this late hour, that Auditor-
General McDougall is about to ap-
ply for  superannuation on the
ground of failing health. Mr. Me-
Dougall has not been working as well as
usual of late, but has been constant and re-
gular in his attendance at his office.

Should :he state of his health necessitate
his retirement, the public will lose a most
faithful and conscientious servant, and the
civil service one of its most efficient mem-
bers. The position of Auditor-General is
not a very pleasant one to fill, and Mr. Me-
Dougall has done his duty so fearlessly that
he has made many enemies, but he has also
madé many warm friends and admirers who
appreciate his valuable services.

Phe Employers’ Liability Assurance Cor-
q ‘fh“ has decided to discontinue its fire
reinsurance business in Oanada, which it
practically dropped in London two years
g0, During the six years which the com-
 has been carrying on the business there
the loss ratio has been only about 56 per
cent. The speciaity was given up owing to
the wish of a majority-of the stockholders
that the company’s lines be confined ex-
clusively to employers’ liability and guaran-
teed business.

'NEGRO BURNRD AT THE STAKE

BECAUSE HE MURDERED A LITTLE
GIRL.

Dragged by a Rope to the Scene of His
Crime—Pelted, Beaten, Tied to a Stake,
Tortured and Cremated—The Whole
Oountry-Side Helped to Punish Him
for His Horrible Deed.

Paris, Tex., Feb. 1.—Henry Smith, the
negro who murdered the 4-year-old daugh-
ter of Henry Vance, has been caught near
Clow, on the Louisiana and Arkansas Rail-
road. He was pursued by a mob of indig-
nant citizens,

Hundreds of people ¢ame to the city to
await the arrival of the guard having the

the Texas and Pacific train from
the north arrived ,it is estimated that the
crowd surrounding the depot numbered
nearly 20,000 people. When the train ar-
rived a rush was made tor the coach in
which the negro was confined.

The deputy sheriffs and the guard of Paris
citizens who accompanied the negro from
Texarkana ‘drew their revolvers and at-
tempted to prevent the mob from taking
the prisoner.

The guard was quickly overpowered
and a rope was thrown about Smith’s neck.
He was dragged from the train and hur-
ried to the scene of his crime.

All along the route he was pelted with
missiles, struck by fists and otherwise
maltreated. He was tied to a stake
and after being subjected to every conceiv-
able torture he was cremated amid the
howling of the mob.

All citizens of the town aud surrounding
country, irrespective of class or color took
part in the lynching.

An Awfal Torture,

Words to describe the awful torture in-
flicted upon Smith cannot be found,. The
negro for a long time after starting on the
journey to Paris did not realize his plight.
At last, when he was told he must die the
most awful death by slow torture that hu-
man mind could conceive, he begged for
protection, L

He was willing to be shot and begged
Marshal Shanklin to do it. But‘he was
told he would be burned to death. His
agony was awiul. He pleaded and writhed
in bodily and "mental pain in anticipation.

Scarcely had the train reached Paris
when his torture commenced. His clothes
were torn off piecemeal and scattered in the
erowd, people catching the shreds and put-
ting them away as mementos.

The child’s father, her brother and two
uncles then gathered about the negro as he
lay fastened to the torture platform and
thrust hot irons into his quivering flesh.

Every groan from the fiend, every con-
tortion of his body was cheered by the
thickly packed crowd of 10,000 people.
The mass of beings was 600 yardsin dia-
meter, the scaffold being the centre.

Eyes Durned Out.

Before burning the feet and legs the hot
irons, plenty of fresh ones being at hand,
were rolled up and down Smith’s stomach,
back and arms. Then the eyes were burned
out and irons were thrust down his throat.
The men of the Vance family hav-

all kinds of combustible stuft around the
scaflold, poured oil on it and set it on fire.
The negro rolled and wriggled and tossed
out of the mass only to be pushed back by
the people nearest him. He tossed out
again and was roped and pulled back.”

Hundreds of people turned away, but the
vast crowd still looked calmly on. People
were there from every part of this section.
News of the burning was sent to every
town, and anvils boomed forth the an-
nouncement.

SHOULD BE RECOMPENSED.

¥ork Council Think the Dominion Gov-
ernment Should Repay Cattle Exporters.

The County Council went into committee
of the whole yesterday morning on Mr.

that a committee be appointed to censider
offers of any other companies and report at
the June session, The first clause passed
without discussion, but the proposal to ap-
point a new committee was not approved,
and on motion of Reeve Petermau the com-
mittee of the whole rose without voting.

The report of the Printing Committee was
read and adopted. The contract was
awarded to Corson & Son.

The firm of McLean & Mitchell has been
carrying on business since 1889, but previous
to that time Mr. McLean was in®business for
himself, In 1883 he was employed by one of
the leading wholesale houses here. Hesover-
ed his connection with the house and em-
barked in business on a small capital. In
1889°he was joined by Mr. J. A. Mitchell of
Deseronto, who put in $1000, At that time
a surplus of §5000 was claimed. They bave

BAD YEAR FOR THE POOR.

Bat as the Season Advances the Calls for

The Charities Commission met in the
Mayor’s office yesterday and were gratified
to learn from City Relief Officer Taylor that
the wants of the city poor were decreasing
as the season advanced. There were 275
applications made for relief during the last
two weeks of January, as compared with
510 for the two previous woeeks. Last year
for the first fortnight in January there
were 77 applications, and during the bal-
ance of the month 59. The increased num-
ber of applications filed this winter is attri-
buted to the extreme severity of the
weather,

_The applications for relief filed with the
city were during ’92 jast 35 in excess of those
filed during '91, and in 91 there were 75. less
filed than during the year before. 8o it
will be seen that the number of applica-
tions during this year'is far in excess of
the average.

COLDEST BUT ONE IN A CENTURY.
January Was a Record Breaker For Oold
Weather,

The past month was the coldest January
as far as the record shows with the single ex-
ception of 1857, when the average only
reached 12°.8, or about 29 colder, -Jan.,
1888, was nearly as cold as the past month,
its average being 15°. The lowest point
reached by the thermometer in the cold spell
on the 11th, 17°.8 below zero, has been sur-
passed four times in the half century: 1840—
18:.6, 1857—209.1, 1859—26°.,5 sud 1873—
18° .4

The average of the coldest day—7°.9—
has only been exceeded three times during
the same period: 1853 on the 23rd—14° 4.
1866 on the 7th—9 ©.5 and in 1882 on the 23rd
—10°,2. During the past month the mini-
mum thermometer has registered tempera-
tures below zeroon 8 days, 02 to 5° on 8
days and from 5° to 10° on 7 days.

An mcreased area of cul-
tivation, new fenges, new barns and 'the
stump-extracting tripod in all directions,
This is not the way that bad trade operates
in cities and manufacturing centres. When
a city industry doesn’t pay it is no-longer
followed; or at any rate, some factories are
closed if others are strung enough to sur-
vive and eventually flourish from the re-
duced competition. Still, we are to believe
that all these big barns spriaging up in
every direction with stone foundations and
an enormous extent of roofing are indications
of poverty among the farmers. When
every farmer finds that raising street car
horses for the States does not pay that in-
dustry will perish and horse-breeding will
_be confined to the survival of the fittest.
Good farmers never did raise atreet car
horses, When the farmer finds that he can
grow some other crop more profitably than
barley he will cease to grow Bagley. At
present prices it pays quite as well to grow

. barley as to grow wheat, and even' Mr.
. Mills will not aver that Sir'John Thomp-
son’s Cabinet can regulate the price of
wheat. When there are no bad farmers
there will be no insolvent grocers or ruined
tailors. The rotten sticks in all trades
have to go, and it is about time for the Op-
position to drop their silly twaddle about
the poor farmer. The poor farmer is poor
because he farms poorly or because he em-
barked on a risky business with insufficient
capital to face a temporary depression that
is universal. :

Goldwin Smith on the Rampage,

We are tired of Mr. Goldwin Smith ; he is
becoming a public bore. There was a time
when the brilliance of his style - made any-
thing he said at least good reading. It af-
forded much the same enjoyment which
musical foreigners get at Italian opera, the
words are nothing, nor the plot, but the
music is a treat. Mr. Smith, outside his'
style as a writer, is a minus quantity.

He has, in his whole life, never done any-

{thing worthy of honorable remembrance as
& public man, apart from his style. By
that accomplishment he has kept himself
before the world, and without it he calls for
no attention ; just as an actor on the stage
is a poweras a histrionic artist, but off
it is a very ordinary citizen. True, such
performers put on airs occasionally,
and presume upon their stage fame
to claim honor in another sphere—but
mere airs.do ‘nothing to elicit honor.

Mr. Goldwin Smith; in proposing to lay

, his views before President Cleveland, is
arjike a cobbler quitting his last, He bears

o message from the Canadian people, un-
less a baker’s 'dozen of annexationists can
be so reckoned, as he and they wish to be.
He said to an interviewer, “we are hopefal
that the Cleveland administration will meet
us half-way in the matter of annexation.”
““We” are hopeful; the Professor gave an
editorial touch there, for he meant, “I am
hopefal.”

Suppose, on the polite invitation of Mr.
Smith, the Cleveland administration did
meet him half-way, we don’t see anything
they could do except invite lum to a drink
at the half-way house. Whatever the
partiés might do would be of no concern to
us, we have no Paul Pry tastes, and
the Cleveland party and our professor
might have the best of times together with-
out being noticed.

Mr. Smith’s style failed him in speaking
of the President meeting him “*half way.”
Where is the *‘half way” point on annexa-
tion road? Suppose even Canada went
half way to annexation, we fail to see that
Mr. Cleveland going also haif way thither
would bring them into each other’s arms.
Mr. Smith says that if the question were
put to the vote in the Dominion ‘‘a large
majority would be returned for union with
the States.” Now, this hag been put to the
vote, there has been this fssue before the
electors of Canada at every election since
1878, and their decision is vigible in the
fact-that in the House of Parliament there
is not a single member inclined or brazen-
faced enough to even raise the annexation
question in that assembly.

Mr. Smith is a man of books, not of
affairs. He has no direct interest in
Canadian enterprise, nor any practi-
cal knowledge of Canadian interests
or feeling. He'is one of the last men Cana-
dians would select to represent them at
Washington; they have no use for political
faddists.

Mr. Smith says the debt of Canada is
$280,000,000. It is no such amount, as he
would know if he relied less on his exuber-
ant fancy for his facts. But, as we have
said, we are tired of him, except as a liter-
ary artist. If he will write for us, as he
once did, comments on every topic within
the range of the human understanding we
shall enjoy his style as style, but as a self-
appointed ambassador to Washiagton we
can only treat him as more to be pitied
than blamed, as age brings infirmities that
call for charity.” But, we put it to him
s a man of honor, does he think it honest
to go to Washington to lay his private,
personal notions before the authorities
there as the views of the people of Canada ?
If he does his views of honesty are as much
at variance with those almost universally
entertained as his annexation ideas are ¢on-
trary to those of thie overwhelming mass of
Canadians. )

The Exodus,

There are aspects of the so-called
“‘exodus” which have been wholly over-
looked by those who are bent on using it
to damage this country. In the first place,
the fact is ignored that there are thous-
ands of those who are reckoned upon ag
Canadians in the States who were born and
bred in that country, or left here in child-
hood, whose parents many years ago'left
Canada, whose children have been brought
up to regard themselves a§ Chhadians; Mr.
Erastus Wiman is-a conspicuous instance
of the Canadian immigrant to the States
retaining a nomingl allegiance to this
country. s

There are many others who, after settling
here some time—if this class can be said to
¢“sgettle” anywhere—in obedience to their

tunes in the States, which was their last
throw of the dice of life,
Others there are, Chicago is full of them,
who have gone to tha States to find no bet-
ter luck than that which induced them to try
ugain in & new field. There are large num.
bers in every country who are enervated by
friendly surroundings, they are bound down
by familiar associations and conventional-
ties 5o that their latent energies are not
developed. When persons of this class get
among strangers, whea they feel the spur
ot necessity, when it becomes a case of “‘do
or die,” they are aroused into pusting their
best leg foremost, as the saying is, and
reap a success from their determination and
industry which they could have gathered at
home had they worked ns hard and as
diligently and been as ready to embrace
opportunities as they have done and as
they have been in the midst of strangers, -
Young men are known to us, and many
are known all over Canada, who would
have done as well here as they
are doing in the States if they had
been as industrious, steady and alive to

city recently wrote that the luxury of his
home, his parents’ coddling, had been his
ruin in Canada. He could not get down to
hard work, severe economy | of habits, nor
to realizing the need for push and steadiness
while surrounded by undarned gomforts.
But in the Awerican city where he went he
was thrown on his own resources, he was
nearly broke down by the rush and long
hours and closeness of application needed,
but he rallied and is now a typical specimen
of thousands_of Canadians who - bave done
better in the States than they were ever
likely to do at home. .

There are thousands of others whose
minds were inflamed by the pictures of the
superior attractions of America, which
bave been for many years and
are still published in the Opposi-
tion  press, We do ' not  affirm
that any of those organs are subsidized by
the Immigration Bureau of the United
States. But if they are so paid they are
earning their money by faithful work fér
their Washington employers. If they are
not 8o employed they are giving that
Bureau an amount of free advertising which
seems to us such a reckless waste of ad-
vertising space as is not a common fault in
journalistic management.

We are satisfied of this, that if the Gov-
ernment of Canada asked for even a fiftieth
part of the space now devoted by the
Opposition press to booming the States as a
field for immigration, in order to advertise
this country, our authorities would be in-
formed that such matter must be paid for
at the usual rates for publicadvertisements.

Whatever else then the exodus, so called,
means it is a tribute to the influence of the
Opposition papers; an influence, however,
so exercised is a scandal to the country.
Another point of grea importance is this,
the development of our manufactures has
provided a  much more varied line of
occupations for our people and retained
amongst us many thousands who, had
things gone on as they were doing up to

AND NOW IT I8 THE MILK.

5 . .
The Analysis of the Lacteal Fluld Sup-
plied the Oity Far From Encourag-.
ing—Distillery Slop-Fed Cows,

The monthly milk report was prepared
yesterday, 'dnd from it can be gathered sta-
| tistics of an interesting character, In it the
inspector dwells on the evils of “‘slop feed~
ing.” He states that in the suburbs, as well
as in different places in the city, the principal

feed if not all, consists of distillery slops .
each cow receiving about 80 gallons per day,
which is fed to the animals when-it is quite
warm, and feels sure it cannot produce the
quality of milk desired. The bui dings, also,
cannot be vroperly ventilated, as the cows
require to bs kept so warm when receiving
this feed that it is impossible to admit a plen-
tiful supply of fresh air. The stables are not
kept as clean ‘as could bs desired, and in
some cases the cows Frmnt such an appear-
ance that it is impossible to draw pnre milk
from them. This *‘slop feeding” has the effect
of placing a cheap and interior qual-
ity .of milk on the market, as
the other producers claim that they cannot
supply milk of the desired quality te compete
with “slop-fed” milk.

A register is kept at the offics so_that citi-
zens can ascertain which vendors supply the
best quality of milk.

A great affort will be made by the heulth
officials to have an act passed regulating the
quality of milk to be supplied the citizens.

Dr. Alleu speaks warmly on this subjeet,
stating that if the Government protects
cheese factories from adulterated wilk, bow
much more should it exercise itself on benalf
of the consumers of that product |

The condition of the dairy cartle forming
the source of Toronto’s milk supply has, on
the whole, been remarkably healthy and free
from disease. Saveral cattle wer, however,
Auspectad to be tuberculone, and by the use of
Koch's tuberculine they trare proven to be
suffering from this disease and destroyed. In
another dairy seven cows afflicted with
‘'trembles ” were destroyed, as was a cow in
another stable which was suffering from
actinunycos'

By the unuiysis' of samples of milk pro-
cured it has been proven that the wholesals
dealers adulterate their milk to a greater de-
gree than the retail vendors,

COMPARATIVE SUPPLIES OF WHEAT
A Rapid Diminution of Stotks Between
Now and May Prophesied.

A large and rapid decrease in the public
wheat stocks is expected to begin with the
results of this week, to come into notice next
Monday, when the visible supply is made up.
The decrease last year was 5,778,000 busbels
from this time to May. The preceding year
the decrease was 8,052,000 between this time
and May, and for the same time in 1890 the
decrease was 8,486,000 bushels. Of conrse
such decreases would leave an uncomfortable
quantity on hand this season from our larze
supply ~ But the limit of decrease in those

this year to the same parrow lines. In the
preceding seven years of the last decade the
decreases in the visible stocks between this
rime and May ranged from approximately
2,000,000 bushels in 1883 to 5.008,000 buashels
in 1857. The average decreass wasunder8,000,-
000 busbels yearly for the last 10 years witi
the maximum neariy 15,000,000 bush. in 1887
That was the season of the largest visible
vefore this year. The conditions are similar
this year, only that the supply is 20,000,000
bush, larger, which under similar rales of
decrease would indicate a decrease of some
20,000,000 bush. to May 1 this year. That
would leave about 70.000.000 busb. to be
disposed of in the remaining two months to
July 1 and to be carried over to the next
crop. The greatest reduction we find in any
season between May 1 and the incréase inci-
dent to a new crop was in 1887, the orevious
year of & large stuck, which was 17,000,000
bush. To follow out the calculation that the
decrease this year will be in proportion to
the supply. that has usually prevailed in the
past, and the decrease, after May 1 would be
21,000,000 bush., which would leave us with
40,000,000 busb. to gointo the new crop with,
against 30,000,000 bush in 1887. The low point
of 30,000,000 bush. in the visible that year
was not reached until in August, and the low
point of 40,000,000 bushels may not be reached
until August this season, especially with a
light crop of winter wheat such as followed
toat, Ouce before we went into the new
crop with 40,000,000 bushels in the visible,
but as that experience was followed by two
seasons of very low prices it isdesirable that
the parallel may not continue further.

The average decline in the visible wheat
supply for ten years past is nearly 9,700,000
busbels from May to the end of the decline,
usually in August. Tne suppiy isa little
more than twiee the average of this time io

At present we have a duty of 15
per cent. ad valorem and a specific duty of
2c per square yard on cottons, | Now, y oun
will see that a specific_duty of 2c a yard
equally on common and fine goods makes
the percentage of duty much higher on the
common than on the fine goods, in some in-
stances 15 or 20 per cent, This gives the
opponents of protection an opportunity to
cry out that the tariff grinds the poor man.
As a matter of fact, it does nothing of the
kind, for all of our cottons, except the finest
goods, are madein Canada, and our Cana-
dian-made goods are better and cheaper than
a similar ciass of foreign goods, éven if we
bad only a very low duty against them. I
have been a protectionist and am still a sup-
porter of protection. The National Policy
has built up our cotton and woolen indus-
tries until, by giving our manufacturers our
own market, we are making goods fully
equal to foreign goods in both price and
quality. ButI think that if the Govern-
ment be wise they will impose a straight
ad valorem duty of 20 or 25 per cent., or any
duty they may deem advisable, which will
make the duty equal on both common and
flue goods, AU present the tariff has the ap-
pearance of discriminating in favor of the
rich and against the poor. A straight ad
valorem duty would avoid this appearance,
and at the same time afford full protection tv
our industries.”
