. PARISH COUNCILS BILL.

Three Motions to Amend Voted Down in

the Commons—Alleged Obstruc-

tionist Tacues. 5

Loxpox, Nov. 22.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day William Rathbone, Liberal,
moved to amend the Parish Councils Bill by
providing separate representation of la
and house owners and other voters with
view to a direct division of rates between
owners and occupiers.

Mr. Goscher, Liberal-Unionist, argued
that there was nothing in the amendment
that was essentilly opposed by the Liberals,
Some such arrangement as was proposed
was expedient and fair. He thought the
principle of the amendnient sound.

Sir Vernon Harcourt, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, said that the committee hid
already arrived at a decision regarding the
electors mentioned in the bill, and there-
fore the present discussion was a waste of
time. It was out of the question to create
separate electors.

The Parish Meeting.

Mr. Rathbone withdrew his motion and
raised the subsequent clause of the bill.
This is clause three and . provides that the
parish meeting, which shall consist of all
parochial electors, maleé and female, shall
assomble at least once a year, the tiie of
meeting to be not earlier than 6
or later than 8 o'clock in the evening.
It may also be convened at sny date by (a)
the chairman of the parish council, (b) any
two parish councillors or (c) in a small
parish not having a council by its own
chairman, whom it will iuself elect, or by
any six parochial electors. As a rule
the chairman of this ‘parish coun-
cil will also be chairman of the
parish meeting. Finally, it is enacted that:
One-tenth in number of parochial electors
of a parish having a parish council may
request the chairman of the council, or (it
there is no chairman, or he is absent or un-
able to act), two parish councillors to
convene a parish meeting, and if within
one week after that request is given to the
chaicman or councillors a meeting is not
convened, to be held as soon uypructicablg,
the electors making the request or any six
of them may convene the meeting. The

arish meeting will be first of all the place

or nominating the parish council.
An Amendment Réjeoted,

Mr. Henry C. Stephens (Comservative),
member for the Hornsey division of Middle-
sex, moved that the council should be held
in the week before April 15 yearly.

The Right Hon. Henry Fowler,President
of the Local Government Board, said that
the bill provided for the holding of the
council. He complained of the obstacles
that the Opposition were placing in the way
of the progress ofgthe bill.

The Right Hon. Edward Stanhope, Con-
servative, formerly Secretary of State for
War, protested against Mr. Fowler’s ae-
cusation.

Mr. Stephens’ proposed amendment’ was
rejected by a majority 84 votes,

Sir Richard Paget, Conservative member
for the Wells division of Somerset, .moved
to omit the clause providing that the
parish meeting shall begin not earlier than
6 o’clock and not later than 8 o’clock in the
evening. He thought the councils ought to
fix their own time.

Mr, Fowler objected. The Government,
he said, wanted to fix the time so that the
bumblest elector could attend.

The Right Hon. Arthur Dyke Ackland,
vice-president of the committee of the
Council, demanded that the Government
should not give way on this point because
the hours of meeting must be fixed o that
rural laborers could attend. WA division
was taken on Mr. Paget’s motion and Gav-
ernment won with a majority of 113.

Gen. Macias will take the! fietld at the
head of six brigades of infantry, numbering
in all 9900 men, one regiment of cavalry,342
field guns, four mountain batteries and 48
ordinary guns.

Spanish convoys report seeing large
bodies of the Sultan’s cavalry carrying white
flags.

The Storm Interferes With the Campaign,

LoNpoN, Nov. 22.—A despatch from
Melilla dated Monday evening says a har-
ricane had prevailed there for days. The
weather was so severe that it compelled a
cessation of work at the forts that are
| being constructed by the Spaniards. The
tents occupied by the troops and workmen
were blown down and the camps were inun-
dated by the floods that poured down
from the mountains. Notwithstanding the
severity of the storm skirmishing proceeded
between the Spanish forces and the Riffians.

Convicts as Fighters,

The band of 30 convicts under command
of Captain Ariza, who have heretofore done
excellent work in fighting the Riffians, con-
tinue to make sorties ffom Melilla and
carry provisions to the outlying forts. The
convicts are proving themselves experts in
this guerilla warfare and are becoming a
terror to the Riffians.

Detective Burrows testified to searching
the house of Irwin R. .Andrews in Shaw-
street and finding vials of medicine there.

The coroner declined to allow counsel to
cross-examine witnesses, but gave them'per-
mission to ask .questions through their
clients,

Sergeant Reburn and Detective Slemin
testified to visiting the Andrews house and
finding “‘Del” Andrews and his wife there,
when the tormer said no girls had ever been
in the house except two servants, and they
left six weeks previously.

George Bowley and John Tracey, an
employe of the Gladstone livery stable,
testified to Andrews hiring a rig, driving
to the Shaw-street infirmary and taking
two persons therefrom oh the night of Nov.
1. These two persons, the crown claim,
were Doc Andrews and his wife.

After the evidence of Alfred Robinson of
the Gladstone House, J. E. Ashton of To-
ronto Junction and  Frank Armstrong as to
the driving of the rig to the Peacock Hotel
the investigation closed.

The Coroner's Address.

Coroner Johnson then addressed the jury.
He drew attention to the death of Lucy
Denning, the disappearance of her child,
and the evidence that an abortion was com-
mitted on the Lafontaine and Mahoney
girls. It has been told that Lucy Denning

Andrews’ house, and that for a certainsun
Andrews agreed to rid her of the child.

- It has been shown that Doc Audrews was
alone with the deceased when the act was

If the evidence shows that Irwin Audrews
committed the act then he is guilty of
murder..

Andrews and his wife had a knowledge
of and participated in the profits of the
business.

The criminal code of 1892, part 18, sec-
tion 227, sub-section D, proyides: If the
offender for any unlawful object is guilty of
an act which he knows, or ought to have
known, to be likely to cause death, and
thereby kills any person, though he may
have desired that his object should be ef-
fected without hurting anyone, it is mur-
der.

There are two cases cited. ,The prisoner,
although not intending to destroy life, was
convicted of murder. The other, a mid-
wife, for the same offence, was convicted of
murder. When a person is charged as
accessory after the fact to a murder the
question for the jury is whether such per-
son, knowing the offence had been com-
mitted, was either assisting the murderer
to conzeal the death of in any way aiding
him to evade the pursuit of justice.

MOTHER AND DAUGHTER SUICIDE.

Found Hanging From a Gas Pipe—The
Girl Gashed Her Wrist,

NEw Yorg, Nov. 22,—Two women who
lived alone in a tenement in Eighty-seventh-
street were found dead this morning. They
were Antonio Ledecky, 67 years old, and
her daughter Fauanie, 35 years of age. The
mother was found Hanging by a bit of
clothesline to the protruding end of a gas
pipe from the ceiling. The daughter was
sitting in a rocking chair in the adjoining
room and had evidently bled to death trom
a cut inflicted by a razor on her wrist.
The bodies were found by Otto Ledecky, &
son of Mrs. Ledecky, who had received a
letter at 9 o’clock, which read as follows:
“‘Excuse me for the trouble that I caused
you. Come here and you will find out.”
The letter was in his mother’s handwriting.
The family were in good circumstances.

AN $80,000 FIRE IN HAMILTON,

The City’s Water Supply Falled At a
Uritical Time.

Hamirron, Nov. 22.—One of the most
disastrous fires which has visited Hamiiton
for some years broke out about 1 o’clock
this morning in the basement of Peter
Bertram & Co.’s hardware store in Bruce’s
block, corner of Macnab and King-streets.
The building is a three-story brick with
basement and about two-thirds of it is oc-
cupied by John A Bruce & Co.’s seed store.
The firemen were on hand shortly after the
alarm was sent in and when they arrived
the fire was apparently of little importance.
Lack of sufficient water pressure, how-
ever, caused much delay, and it was pro-
bably owing to this delay that the whole
brick block was totally destroyed. The fire-
men might easily have extinguished the
blaze had they been able to get water, but
1t was found necessary to notify the pump-
ing house at the beach to give more pres-
sure, and for nearly an bhour the firemen
were compelled to witness the fire gaining
headway rapidly before water could be
obtained with sufficient force to reach above
the second story. During this delay the
fire had spread to almost every portion of
the building.

The loss will be in the neighborhood of
$80,000, made up as follows: Peter Ber-
tram, stock, $20,000, almost a total loss;
insured for $8000. Bruce ‘& Co., loss on
stock, $40,000, on building about $20,000;
stock insured for $30,000, and building for
$18.000.

38 THOROUGHUBREDS BURNED,

T, D. Hodgens’ DBreeding Stables Destroy-
ed by Fire,

Loxpox, Nov. 22.—The extensive breed-
ing stables of T. D. Hodgens, situated
about three miles in the country, were
totally destroyed this morning about 5
o’clock by fire, together with 38 of the
finest thoroughbred horses in Canada, ip-
cluding ‘Jim Crack,” valued at $4000;
Marquis, $7000; Catalog, Dandy Dick and
Fred B. “Kitestring,” the winner of the
Queen’s P.ate in 1891, was not in the
stable. Katalina was got out uninjured.
At present the loss is placed at $30,000,
with small insurance.

Two Million Dollar Blaze at Springfield,

SrrinerizLp, Mass.,, Nov. 22.—A fire
broke out in the block in Worthington-
street, owned by Dexter and Dickenson,
which was destroyed. Doolan’s building
adjoining went next, and then the Mayo
block. The Abbi block was then attacked,
and soon the Hotel Glendowen caught and
was destroyed. At 6 o’clock the fire had
been effectually checked at the Fuller block
on the south, and on the east there seemed
to be no danger of spreading from the Web-
ber block.

CAME TO TORONTO AND LEFT HERE
FOR ENGLAND.

The Peculiar Movemenis of Jeweler Kirby
. Give Rise to the Suspicion That He
Was Lured Away and Mardered—What
an Investigation Into the Ciroums-
stances Revealed, .

A Pawtucket, R.I., despatch of Nov.
17 states:

Charles F. Kirby, who for several months

| has been in the employ of Totten & Co.,

jewelers, has suddenly disappeared, and bis
friends here, in Boston - and New York fear
he bas met with foul play. Kirby hkad a
brotber, Thomas J. Kirby, in Biriningham,
Eng., for whom bhe found a situation with
the same firm by which he was employed.
On Oet. 17 Kirby was given leave of absence
to go to New York to meet his brother, who
was to come 1o this country by steamer,
Nothing was heard of thé jeweler until yes-
terday, when the proprietor of the boarding
house-where Kirby lived received a letter
from Thomas J. Kirby, from Birmingham,
euquiring about bis brother and whether he
was alive or dead.

The letter also contained a clipping taken
from ‘I'be Birmingham Mail, in which
Charles F. Kirby's death was announced as
having ocecurred In London, Oat. A few
days ago a postal dated Providence, H.L, 6
p-m., Oect. 28, was received at Kirby’s

The man’s
disappearance, coupled with the death - otice
in the English papers, hag led his friends to
believe that he has been put out of the way
and that this method was taken by the per-
petrators to cover up a crime,
Kirby Came To Toronto,

Charles F. Kirby of Pawtucket, R.L,
registered at the Queen’s Hotel on Oct. 20.
He came here on a visit to Mr. William
Lewis, jeweler, of 64 Charch-street, and re-
mained in Toronto until Oct. 26. He told
Mr. Lewis that he wasen rounte to Birming-
ham, Er)éhmd, where he intended to re-
main and invest the: $30,000 which he had
succeeded in saving during the 15 years
that he had been employed in Pawtucket.
He had the $30,000 in cash and drafts
with him when he came to Toronto and ex-
changed $1000 in United States money for
Eoglish sovereigns with Mr. A. F. Webster,
exchange and ticket brokér, King-Yohge-
streets, from whom he also purchased a
ticket for London via the Sardinian.

Kirby is » widower. His father-in-law,
Wallace Winkle, is a well-knowa keeper
of a public house in Birmingham, and
his' daughter has been living with her
grandparents. It was in order to be near
her, he said, that he had decided to throw
up his position in Pawtucket and return to
the Old Country.

Kirby left Toronto on the 9 o’clock
C.P.R. train on Oct. 27, and it was feared
by Mr. Lewis,after observing the Pawtucket
despatch,that he possibly might néver have
reached Montreal.

WORK OF A MIGHTY BLAST.

Nearly 200,000 Tons of Rock Loggened
% by a Single Explosion,

For many years a huge mass of rock
technically known as a *‘dike,” a legacy
from ' previous workers, has frowned
over one of the Great Dinerwic quarries,
_the property of Mr. Assehton Smith,
and has been a growing menace to safe-
ty of the men employed in the galleries
below, which, in a series of terraces,
rise almost from the edge of the lake far
up the steep breast of the mountain,
The Hon. W. W, Vivian, who manages
the quarries for Mr., Assehton Smith, de-
cided to remove the dike, and during
the last three months preparations for
its declaration have been in active pro-
gress.

From three longitudinal tunnels in the
solid rock ten chambers, each 11 feet by
4 feet, were made and charged with
gelatine dynamite., Each bag of this ex-
gosive was placed in position by Mr.

iviane himself. Everything having
been satisfactorily arranged. Mrs. As-
sehton Smith was requested to fire the
twenty minutes’ time fuse leading to the
mass of some two and a half tons of
gelatine dynamite safely packed in the
entrails of the rocls, a request to which
she readily acceded. The hour was
fixed for 1 o'clock on Saturday, and
shortly before the time thousands of
people from Llanberis and adjacent vil-
lages—Bangor, Carnarvon amnée other
towns—took up advantageous positions
in the neighborhood,

Punctually at theappointed time Mrs,
Assehton, Smith fired the time fuse,
and at 1.0R o’clock the earth for a mile
round was shaken as if by an earth-
quake. At the nextinstant the face of the
tremendows dike, which towered gloom-
ily upward, and on either side of which
the rain-covered rock glistened in a pass-
ing burst, of sunshine, began to quiver
ominously, and the loose earth in its
crovices ¢lattered down its smooth face
like an avalanche. Next, from different
parts of the rock came sputtering bursts
of smoke and then enormous blocks de-
tached themselves from the mountainous
mass of rock, toppled slowly forward,
and finally crushed into the abyss below
with deafening uproar, which, mingling
with the thunders of the exploding
dynamite, now freed from its rocky
prison, reverberated grandly among the
mountains and towered ruggedly into
the cloud-darkened sky. .Again and
again was the downfall of the huge
masses of rock repeated till 180,000 tons
lay like ‘‘tumbled fragments of the hills”
far below. A dense white smoke, the
deadly afterdamp, clung for a while
| around the scene of the explosion, and,
when cleared away, in the place of the
| dike there was a greéat gap, m wihich
| glistened here and there pinnacles of
| splintered rocks.—London Telegraph.

The Ophir mine is located in the Township
of Galbraith, District of Algoma, about 16
miles north of the Bruce mines, and the Jo-
cation consists of 153 acres. The vein is said
to be a true fissure between syenitic rocks,
and from 80 to 40 feet wide of gold-bearing

artz. - The shaft from which the gold is

en is 150 feet fn depth. The company

mises to be a very strong one, It was or-
gauized with a capital of $3,000,000 and it is
said that more stock will be issued if the

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The Winnipeg Election, p

The election of Ex-Attormey-General
Martin for the vacant seat caused by the
resignation of Hugh John Macdonald, the
Iate Conservative member, is a defeat for
the Conservative Government and party
and must be recognized as such. There
arc various reasons which will be advanced
toaccount for the change in public opinion in
the Prairie City. Among these reasons will
be mentioned (1) Disappointments over the
unsettlemens of the Lieutenant-Governor-
ship of the Province; (2) the hue and ery
raised by the Liberals and many Protest-
ants of Manitoba against Sir John Thomp-
son becauge his Government rveferred the
claims of the Roman Catholics of Manitoba
for remedial legislation in the matter of
Separate Schools to the Suapreme Court.
(3) to the demand for tariff reform, which
has some force in the country at large, and
probably moré in the Northwest than any-
where else, (1) D’Alton McCarthy’s defaction
from the Conservative party and the P.P. A.
movement may al§o have had something to
do with it.,

_As far as we can size up the situatjon
from this distant standpoint we should say

that the school question was'the main issue’

and that the citizens of Winnipeg desired
to intimate to the party in power at Ottawa
that they will not have their legislation in
regard to schools interfered with by the
Federal Government. As The World has
tried to point out _on  other. occasions mo
attempt has been made. by .the  Dominion
Government to interfere with the rights of
the province in this matter and S8ir John
Thompson has only observed the constitu-
tion in the strictest manner by adopting: a
course which, while it gives no encourage-
ment.to the minority, still says they have a
right to exhaust all legal means to secure,
if they can, what they claim, As far as we
ean see the Manitoba school question
has been settled and settled . finally
and forever by the decision of
the Imperial Privy Council, and that being
the case, the minority of the province who
claim they have a grievance must look for a
chango in the law to the Provincial and not
the Federa!l Parliament.

The Globe, Mr. McCarthy and the others
who are shouting so leudly tor tariff reform
are free to make what they see fit out of

-T,Q;ei!esult, but The World still stands by
its opinion that the great bulk of the Cana-
dian people believe in a National Policy in
favor of Canadian commerce and Canadian
manufactures, and that they wiil so vote
again when the occasion comes. When the
tariff issue is - pus fairly before the people,
gs it will be in the next election, and when
any necessary alterations which fourteen
years’ experience of its working has sug-
gested haye been made, the electors will
declarg1oF it again.

The McGreevy-Connolly Verdict.

The evidence that has come to light in
the McGreevy triai at Ottawa is no plea-
sant reflection on our political life in Can-
ada. It cannot be denied that aspirants to
political honors in both parties often resort
to practises that, cannot be deemed parlia-
mentary, but we are glad to know that such
charges as have been proved against Mc-
Greevy and Connolly are exceptional, and
not characteristic of our public men gene-
rally. McGreevy and Connolly conspired
to rob the Government, and for this they
richly deserve the sentence passed on them
by Judge Rose. A most satisfactory fea-
ture about the trial is the strong common
sense and impartiality that characterized
both the judgs and jury before whum the
case was heard. The verdict tells us that
the people are united in their disapproval
ot the public pilfering and wholesale
bribery and corruption. The McGreevy-
Connolly business is all wrong and worthy
of the severest condemnation. On the
other hand the public sentiment in regard
to such wrong-doing is all right.

Amend the Law,

The seizure for unpaid taxes of goods
stored in Oliver, Coate & Co.’s auction
rooms is the second case of a similar kind
that The World has recently brought into
public notice. The previous one was in
connection with an auctioneer’s office in
Yonge-street. In each case the goods of
people who had sent them to the auction

rooms to ~be sold were seized to satisfy a-

claim for overdue taxes. In the ‘first case
the goods were actually sold, and in the
Oliver, Coate seizure the auctioneer was
on the point of disposing of them when he
was notified by a process of law to desist.
The individuals whose goods were seized
will carry the case to court and have the
Jaw tested. We do not see that they will
have much chance of succeeding as the law
now stands. But events, as far as they have
gone, clearly demonstrate the necessity of
" #an amendment to the law in regard to the
collection of overdue taxes. The law is a
good one which makes, the municipality a
preferred creditor. But in regard to the
collection of taxes the law has given too
much authority altogether. It is enough
that the municipality should be sare of its
taxes. It is more than enough to give the
municipality, in addition to perfect security
for taxes, a lever by which innocent people

Nov. 22.—As soon as Justice
Rose took his seat in the, bench the jury
filed into their seats, and a verdict in the
conspiracy case of McGreevy and Con-
nolly was handed to His Worship. Tt
was that both were found ~guilty of con-
Spiracy.

Mr. Blake, counsel for the prisoners,
said that His Lordship had been good en-
ough to intimate that he would reserve
acase for the defence. He asked now that
rsuch a case should be reserved, first on the
ground that there was no evidence present-
ed by the Crown to show that there was a
conspiracy, and secondly, he submitted
that before His Lordship should have given
the jury the letters and the other docu-
ments in the case, they ought to have
been convinced that comspiracy had ex-
isted.

He said that the prisoners be admitted on
bail until such time as called for, so that
jodgment might be pronounced against
them.

Judge Rose said that he would be pleagéd
to reserve a case as suggested by Mr. Blake,
but he had not sufficient confidence in the
prisoners to admit them on bail.

Mr. Blake: If the bail is not sufficient
then it can be indreased.

Justice Rose said that the prosecution
had advised him against taking bail and
unless he was relieved on that point he
could not see his way to accepting it.

Mr. Blake: Butitis i your own dis-
cretion.

Justice Rose admitted that such was the
case, but he would like to be relieved by
counsel tor the prosecution before consent-

e

ing.

gmtlce Rose said that he had been ad-
vised that one of the prisoners had formerly
left the court during the progress of the
case. :

Mr. Blake: Not since this case com-
menced. I do not know what may have
taken place during the Parliamentary en-
quiry.

Mr. Kerr: Thomas McGreevy left the
country during the time the Parliamentary
investigation was going on.

Mr. Blake: Bat not since this case was
started.

Mr. Kerr then spoke against granting
bail, stating that counsel for the prosecu-
tion had agreed together to press this upon
His Lordship.

Mr. Blake made another appeal, which,
however, was fruitless.

Justice Rose, in passing sentence, spoke
of the various scenes he had seen in his
judicial life, and how affecting it was to see
men like the prisoners in the position which
their own operations had brought them. He
would try, however, to meat the ends of
justice without exciting toomuch sym-
pathy. It wasimpossible, however, not to
sympathize with the prisoners in their pre-
sent condition. He agreed with the ver-
dict of the jury. It wasnot only morally
but legally right. A

The offence was one which affected many:
It was against public policy and good gov-
ernment, and could not go unpunished. He
would not yield toa cry that vengeance
should be meted out against single
offenders, because many were implicated.
He did not-wish either to create undue
sympathy.

The sentence which he passéd was one
year each in the County of Carleton Jail
here without hard labor. !

‘The prisoners were then handed over to
the sheriff, but not before many friends ex-
pressed sympathy for them.
