In addition 
to this, the county council has insured 
the lives of all married men who have 
enlisted for active service from Lambton, 
at a cost of $19,734.17, making a grand 
total of $39,134.77 paid out by Lambton 
County for patriotic purposes during the 
past twelve months.

The rural public and separate school 
Truant Act is now strict, and every 
child between the ages of eight and 
fourteen years will be reported to the 
inspector if not in attendance for 80 per 
cent, of the teaching time in the month. 
Reports must be made under penalty and 
this warning is intended to help 
teachers, truant officers and inspectors 
to discharge their duties in accordance 
with the new act.

That a Chatham woman has been 
going through various parts of the, 
county working the much worked en­
larged photograph swindle is the gist 
of complaints that have been made to 
the county authorities by persons living 
in different parts of Kent and particular­
ly Chatham township, says the News. 
It is charged that the woman has taken 
orders at many farm houses for enlarge­
ments of photographs and secured small 
deposits on each. Although it is many 
weeks since she took the orders nothing 
further has been heard from her by the 
owners of the photographs, who are now 
asking the police to take criminal action. 
The police have already learned the 
name of the woman who is alleged to 
have perpetrated the swindle, and action 
yvill likely be taken before long. About 
two years ago scores of farmers and the 
residents of small places were swindled 
out cf thousands of dollars by a gang of 
swindlers who professed to be agents for 
companies engaged in enlarging photos.

Many friends of the Rev. W. J. Ford, 
L. L- B. of Glencoe, a former pastor of 
the Watford circuit, were delighted to 
hear the venerable gentleman preach in

the Watford Methodist church on Sun" 
day morning, the pleasure being en­
hanced by unexpectedness, as it had not 
been previously announced that he 
would be present. Before commencing 
his sermon he congratulated the congre­
gation on the great improvement made 
in their place of worship since the time 
of bis pastorate. He preached a thought­
ful discourse from I Chron. 29 :5, “And 
who then is willing to consecrate his 
service this day unto the Lord.” In 
choice language he impressed upon his 
hearers the truth that as God had pur­
chased us from bondage with His blood 
we were in duty bound to give Him con­
stant service, and that such service 
should receive proper preparation ; should 
be faithful, loving, willing, thoughtful, 
forceful, ample and consecrated. The 
reward of such service would be fulness 
of grace and life everlasting.

A correspondent writes At a re­
cent reunion ot wounded officers of the 
1st Ontario Batt., C.E.F., at Stratford 
and Windsor the greatest ot tribute \yas 
paid to Capt. T. L. Swift, who has been 
missing since the battle of Givenchy on 
June loth. Out of the eight wounded 
officers of this battle six are now on 
leave in Canada. These officers were the 
guests of Capt. T. Delamare and Crown- 
Atty. McPherson, of Stratford, and Capt. 
G. Wilkinson, of Windsor. Capt. Wil­
kinson was the last officer to see Capt. 
Swift and at the time he saw Capt. 
Swi/t, he was putting up a gallant fight 
against the Germans in the second Ger­
man line. At this time the officers of 
No. 3 Co. were all either wounded or 
killed and when Capt. Wilkinson fell 
wounded with three bullet wounds, Capt. 
Swift was left in charge of the remaining 
men. Capt. Wilkinson claims that Tom 
was putting up a gallant fight against 
great odds and succeeded in driving the 
Germans out of their second line. All 
the officers piesent deeply regret that 
Tom was not in a position to get back to 
his own lines. The following are the 
officers that met together : Capt. Wil­
kinson, Windsor ; Capt. Delamare, 
Stratford ; Lieut. Chesham, Strathroy ; 
Lient. Brown, Galt ; Lieut. Douglas, 
Chatham ; Lieut, Stapleford, Watford. 
These six officers are six out of eight 
officers alive out of the thirty-three who 
left Canada with the 1st. Batt. last year.

Corp. Gerald H. Brown Wounded
Mr. A. G. Brown received official 

notification from the Adjatant General 
at Ottawa on Wednesday morning that 
his son had again been reported in the 
casualty list. The message says :

“Corp. Gerald H. Brown of the Princess 
Patritias officially reported admitted to 
No. 11 stationary hospital at Rouen on 
October 18th. Gunshot wound. Com­
pound fracture of wrist.”

A PAIR OF SHOESTRINGS.
The Matter of Length end How to Tie 

a Bowknot That Will Hold.
A shoestring to •'six-fourths” long 

when one does not specify the length 
required. "Six-fourths of whatr to 
likely to be the question put by the 
layman.

When a man buys a new pair of 
shoes the strings in them are just long 
enough. When he buys the next pair 
of shoestrings they are too long. The 
strings that come with the shoes are 
four-fourths long, the next pair will 
be slx-fonrths unless the purchaser 
asks for and can get four-fourths.

These lengths have to_do with men’s 
high shoes. There to not the same 
trouble in the case of low shoes.

Some shoestrings will wear a long 
time, but they will become brown. Oth­
ers will not wear so long, but will 
retain their original blackness. The 
strong strings that turn brown are of 
linen or very strong cotton. The oth­
ers are of mixed fibers that hold their 
color.

Many people prefer the less durable 
shoestring, not only because it holds 
its color, but because being of a lees 
hard fiber it stays tied better than 
the other. A few of the millions of 
shoestring wearers know how to tie a 
bowknot that won’t come untied. The 
method can be explained without a dia­
gram.

Instead of tucking the bow once 
over before drawing the knot tight, 
tuck it twice over. A fiddle string used 
for a shoestring would not come un­
tied if the knot were made in that 
way. This knot can be untied in the 
same way as the other, by pulling at 
the ends.—Philadelphia Record.

The gull was exhausted from Its 
desperate efforts and at first could only 
stagger like a drunken sailor toward 
the water. Finally, however, it flew 
away and soon returned in the van of 
a cloud of gulls come to inspect the en­
emy that had trapped one of their 
tribe.—St Andrews Beacon.

When a de­
tective becomes proficient, he is able 
to learn something of the conversation 
between people who are visible, but out 
of earshot The article says that at 
from 50 to 100 feet it is possible for an 
expert to get the general run of a con­
versation. Some reading has been done 
with glasses at a distance of 125 feet 
Instruction and practice in the art 
must be very thorough if the detective 
is to use it to real advantage in his 
work.

A suburban resident grew tired of 

the wooden clothesline posts in his 
back yard. He incased them in chicken 
wire netting and planted sprouts of 
honeysuckle abound the posts. He then 
nailed a little bird house to the top of 
each.

Teacher’s Institute

The annual meeting was held in the

Dr. Knowles of the Methodist church 
opened with devotional exercises and 
ortended a most cordial greeting to the 
^teachers.

Miss Reid’s paper on primary work 
Was interesting and educational. She 
taught the symbols of sounds first, then 
busy work, which included Kinder- 
garden sticks, making of objects, picture 
puzzles. These things should be done 
accurately. Paper cutting requires small 
scissors which are very useful in other 
work. Drawing with crayon of simple 
objects also introduced.

Miss McTavish also dealt with primary 
work. Interest in the letters was to 'be 
bad by allowing pupils to outline them 
■with peas or beans. Teacher makes a 
copy word or letter on the slate and 
pupils copy these. In reading have them 
do it naturally. This requiries lots of 
practice.

Composition for second class was 
taken up by Miss Alexander. Oral work 
taken first, then written. This subject is 
used in all subjects so very important. 
Do not accept any careless or loose work 
•or statements. Original stories, criticism, 
variety, fairv stories all help. The black 
board should be used freely.

Miss Mott had composition for I. class. 
Stories as subjects awaken our interest 
in many things, Bible, nature, pictures 
.are also good material. Examine care­
fully all work doing and have errors 
corrected. The great object here is to 
increase the vocabulary or the pupils.

The afternoon session was opened with 
devotional exercises by Rev. J. M. Mac- 
gülivray of the Presbyterian church.

The discussion on the superannation 
scheme was led by Mr. J. W. Plewes, of 
Chatham.

The annual meeting was held in the 
Methodist Church, Petrolea, on Thurs­
day and Friday Oct. 14 and 15.

^teachers.

Miss Reid’s paper on primary work 
was interesting and educational. She 
taught the symbols of sounds first, then 
busy work, which included Kinder* 
garden sticks, making of objects, picture 
puzzles. These things should be done 
accurately. Paper cutting requires small 
scissors which are very useful in other 
work. Drawing with crayon of simple 
objects also introduced.

Miss McTavish also dealt with primary 
work. Interest in the letters was to 'be 
bad by allowing pupils to outline them 
with peas or beans. Teacher makes a 
copv word or letter on the slate and 
pupils copy these. In reading have them 
do it naturally. This requiries lots of 
practice.

Composition for second class was 
taken up by Miss Alexander. Oral work 
taken first, then written. This subject is 
used in all subjects so very important. 
Do not accept any careless or loose work 
•or statements. Original stories, criticism, 
variety, fairv stories all help. The black 
board should be used freely.

Miss Mott had composition for I. class. 
Stories as subjects awaken our interest 
in many things, Bible, nature, pictures 
.are also good material. Examine care- 
tully all work doing and have errors 
corrected. The great object here is to 
increase the vocabulary of the pupils.

The afternoon session was opened with 
devotional exercises by Rev. J. M. Mac- 
gillivray of the Presbyterian church.

The discussion on the superannation 
scheme was led by Mr. J. W. Plewes, of 
Chatham. He pointed out that if the 
scheme was turned down now it is» nil. 
He spoke on the clauses of the bill and 
made them clear.

Mr. Carbert, of Alvinston, opposed the 
scheme. He thought it a poor invest­
ment. Teachers should provide them­
selves with a reserve.

Inspector McDougall favored the 
scheme as far as he himself was concern­
ed but saw the difficulty of the rural 
teachers. He suggested the appoint­
ment of a committee to bring in a res­
olution later.

Picture post­
cards would also be useful. Department-, 
al publications could be had for the ask­
ing. Supplementary Readers could also 
be used.

Misses Hume and Buchanan outlined 
the work done at the O. E. A. Toronto, 
last spring.

A round table conference for teachers of 
V. class was held and many interesting 
points discussed.

The evening meeting held in the 
Methodist church was more of an in­
formal social nature than usual. Lun­
cheon was served at the close of the 
musical program. The evening was 
thoroughly enjoyed by all.

careful attention.
Mr Steer, principleof Watford High 

School, thanked the Association for 
an invitation to be present and gave 
some good advice along hygienic lines.

A collection in aid of Red Cross work 
amounting to $50 was taken up.

Miss Bell discussed ‘‘How to secure 
neatness in work.” The pupils are 
great imitators so the teacher should be 
neat not only in appearance but in the 
way the work is done. Pupils should be 
trained to be orderly. Many pupils come 
from homes ot untidiness therefore a 
great amount of time is necessary to 
correct bad habits.

Miss Tanner dealt with order in a 
school. A place for everything and 
everything in its place. Make neatness 
a daily task not a special one. Teachers 
should not fail to give praise whenever 
possible. Teaching should be the living 
example to the pupil of a neat orderly 
life.

Mr. McDougall spoke along general 
lines. 120 teachers were present out of 
123. 40 changes occurred during the 
past term. The ideal of the teacher is 
everything. Our character, our work is 
the ideal set before the child. Set right 
ideal before pupils first of all. Train 
pupils for good citizens. He spoke about 
what he expected to see when he visit­
ed the school—neat premises, busy inter­
ested pupils.

Friday afternoon was used by the 
teachers to visit the North Enniskillen 
rural school fair.

Lieut. Stapleford at Dutton
The Dutton Advance ot last week in 

its report of a Red Cross meeting held in 
that town has the following :

As Lieut. Stapleford, supported by 
cane, stepped on the platform the 
audience went into raptures in the 
warmth of its reception. The gallant 
soldier modestly claimed that he was not 
an orator, and went on in his simple but 
most interesting way to tell of his exper­
iences at the front. By means of a 
blackboard he illustrated the positions of 
the different forces, the trenches and the 
lines of communications at Festubert on 
June 15th, when he received seven 
wounds as he led in a bayonet charge on 
the German trenches after being blown 
up by a mine, including a bayonet 
wound in the arm and a badly fractured 
aukle by a sniper’s bullet. Where he fell 
was but a few yards from the British 
trench but it took him four hours to 
crawl to it. He paid a tribute to the Red 
Cross Society for the noble work they 
are doing. He described the Germans as 
well equipped with machine guns, in 
fact they seem to be carrying them in 
their pockets.

In that engagement, which was so 
graphically described, were 700 men and 
22 officers, of whom only 42 men and 
one officer escaped. It was in that battle 
that Lieut.-Col. Beecher, of London, was 
killed and also Lieut. Metcalfe, of St. 
Thomas.

A touching appeal was made that the 
boys at the front might not be forgotten. 
A little token from home or friends had 
a wonderful influence in arousing the 
depressed spirits of the soldiers. He had 
often seen when the mail was distributed 
the fortunate ones receive the reminders 
from home with a smile of gladness while 
the disappointed ones would wipe their 
tear-dimmed eyes.

In concluding, Lieut. Stapleford asked 
that patience be exercised as to when the 
war would end. It will end in the 
triumph for freedom, and that may not 
be very long.

The Western University
The Western University is reaping the 

advantage of the extra thousands of 
dollars that are now being put into its 
organization every year. Instead of 
having to face a very large reduction in 
the number of students, as is the case in 
the other universities, the registration 
this fall is equal to the high-water mark 
of last year, though many others have 
been prevented from attending owing to 
the unusual conditions of the present 
time.

The new science labratories are prov­
ing to be a valuable addition to the 
equipment of the University and are sure 
to have a splendid development under 
the direction of Professors Robertson and 
Barker, who are expert up-to-date men in 
these departments. Another of the new 
men, Mr. G. Mel Brock, besides giving 
lectures in English -and History is de­
voting much of hVs enthusiasm to streng­
thening the athletics of the University.

The funds of the University are rapidly 
increasing and the Governors are de­
termined to push it forward into the 
front rank as speedily as possible. The 
revenue of the Arts Department has al­
most trebled in two years.

A LIVING TORPEDO.
That Odd Fish, the Electric Ray, H a 

Terror In Hie Own Way,
There is a queer fish, bearing the 

name torpedo, that in its own peculiar 
way is a good deal of a terror. This 
is the torpedo, or electric ray, a dweller 
In the southern seas, which grows to a 
large size, sometimes weighing seventy 
or eighty pounds. This peculiar fish 
has a nearly circular body, a short tail 
and a very small mouth.

The back Is brownish in color, and 
the underneath parts are white.

The torpedo obtains its name from 
Its power of giving a violent shock, 
similar to an electric shock, to any­
thing with which it comes in contact 
Whenever an enemy approaches the 
fish emits from Its body a kind of elec­
tricity, which incapacitates the attack­
er Immediately.

In capturing Its food the torpedo 
finds this power of use. Being very 
inactive, It cannot pursue the small 
fish which form its diet so it lies in 
wait until they swim close by and then 
throws out its powerful shock, which 
Instantly renders them helpless.

If a person touches this strange fish 
he Is attacked by cramp, which affects 
the stomach, producing a kind of con­
vulsion. For this reason the torpedo 
is sometimes known as the “cramp 
fish.’’—London Answers.

THE YELLOW FLAG.
A Ruse That Once Saved a British Ship 

From Capture.
An effective rose de guerre in the way 

of flag flying was that practiced In the 
Mediterranean at the beginning of the 
last century by Lord Dundonald while 
emitting in the British ship Speedy. 
This little brig had captured so many 
of the enemy’s merchantmen that a 
Spanish frigate was specially fitted out, 
disguised as a merchantman, to bring 
her to book.

We traveled and lectured together bo 
constantly that each of us developed 
an almost uncanny knowledge of the 
other’s mental processes. At any point 
of elther’s lecture the other could pick 
It up and carry it on—a fortunate con­
dition, as it sometimes became neces­
sary to do this. Miss Anthony was 
subject to contractions of the throat, 
which for the moment caused a slight 
strangulation. On such occasions—of 
which there were several—she would 
turn to me and indicate her helpless­
ness. Then I would repeat her last 
sentence, complete her speech and aft, 
erward make my own.

The first time this happened we were 
'In Washington, and Aunt Susan stop­
ped in the middle of a word. She could 
not speak; she merely motioned to me 
to continue for her and left the stage.

LIFE ON A SUBMARINE.
There Are No Comforts, and Sleep I» • 

Almost Impossible.
Speaking of life on a submarine, one 

of Uncle Sam’s naval officers stationed 
on one of these under sea terrors says:

“Every minute the ir.- u are in the 
submarine means the ri-!: of pneumo­
nia and tuberculosis. N lie entire in­
side of the boat sweats like a pitcher 
of ice water on a hot day. Before we 
are on it three hours onr clothes are 
soaked, and they stay that way. We 
have absolutely no heat, which means 
that the boat is the temperature of the 
outside air. Sometimes we nearly, 
freeze. The doctors say that the men 
on a submarine never sleep; they 
merely become unconscious for brief 
intervals. The air, the odors from tfifr 
machinery, the constant vibration and 
the intense strain funder which you la­
bor make sleep an impossibility.

“In a storm, when we have to seal 
up, the air gets worse than anything 
you can imagine. There are eighteen 
men and two officers in one of our 
boats, and at any moment any one of 
the twenty may cause the death of all 
the rest. There is no room for mis­
takes. The space in which the men 
live is fifty feet long and about ten 
feet wide. I can stand upright if I 
pick my place, but most of the time 
my shoulders are bent There are no 
bunks; we all spread our mattresses 
on an iron deck. The dining room con­
sists of four electric hot plates. Noth­
ing in the nature of a spark is allowed 
below decks, but we can heat up cof­
fee on the hot plates and occasionally 
fry things. We can’t smoke, and the 
vibration of the engines makes it im­
possible to read or even play cards, so 
when we are not working there’s noth­
ing for us to do but sit on the floor 
and look at each other.”—Pittsburgh 
Dispatch.

WHEN TO SOW ALFALFA.
Some Farmers Prefer Spring and Oth­

ers the Fall.
The soli for alfalfa should have 

plenty of humus. A deep, rich, sandy 
loam will grow alfalfa to perfection. 
The land should be well drained, for 
alfalfa will not be a success on swamp 
land, says a contributor to Farm 
Progress.

There is a difference of opinion as 
to when alfalfa should be sown. Some 
prefer the spring and others the fall. 
I think one should be governed by 
conditions of climate and soil. In those 
sections where there Is little moisture 
In the fall and the winters are exceed­
ingly cold spring seeding Is preferable. 
Soil that tends to bake on account of

drop of honey, not only from the su­
pers. but from the brood nest as well, 
and In Its place they feed sugar sirup 
and make the bees depend exclusively 
upon It, and there Is much to be said In 
favor of this plan.

The honey from the fall flowers la 
full of pollen grains, and too much of 
this eaten by the bees during the win­
ter Is liable to cause dysentery, espe­
cially If the bees are kept in winter 
repositories, and by giving the hives 
clear sugar sirup In place of the honey 
taken there is a decided gain, not only 
In the health of the colony ao treated, 
but a gain In dollars, as the honey we 
take from them will sell for more 
iftan the sugar sirop will cost.

Windsor Church Bought German 
Organ

The congregation of St. Andrèw’s 
Presbyterian church at Windsor will 
hold a meeting shortly to decide on some 
plan whereby they can get back $4,000 
paid as part payment on an organ to a 
firm in Germany before the beginning of 
the war. The congregation contracted for 
a $10,000 organ, and were required to 
pay part down to show good faith. On 
the declaration of war between England 
and Germany, the firm could not ship 
goods to any of the English colonies and 
the order was held up. Even though 
they might get the organ eventually, it 
is teared many, members of the congre­
gation would stay away from the church 
on account of the organ being made in 
Germany, so the congregation has de­
cided that they will not take the organ, 
but will cancel the order and, try to get 
their money back. All German firms of 
small capital who did business with the 
English colonies before the war were 
required to keep a deposit of $10,000 or 
$20,000 with some banking house in 
England to show their good faith and to 
protect the English provincials in case 
of the liquidation of the German firm. 
It is understood by the St. Andrew’s con­
gregation that the German firm selling 
the organ had, at the beginning of the 
war, such a deposit with a banking firm 
in England and that therein lies their 
chance of recovering their money.

drought will give better results when 
seeded in the spring. When seeded In 
the fall the roots go Into winter quar­
ters very tender and are apt to be 
winter killed.

When there Is plenty of moisture 
and soil is alluvial and sandy and win­
ters light, fall seeding is recommended 
because the alfalfa can be sown after 
the season’s crop is harvested. When 
planting in the early spring one should 
be certain to wait until all danger from 
frost has passed. The soil should be 
harrowed and disked until it is like an 
ash bank, then packed until it Is firm 
below. Lack of thorough preparation 
of soil Is the cause of more failures to 
get a stand of alfalfa than anything 
else.

When alfalfa Is planted in the spring 
It should have a nurse crop. Oats are 
considered the best nurse crop In certain 
sections. They shade the ground and 
protect the young plants from the hot 
summer sun and at the same time give 
à profitable crop. The ground should 
be full of moisture when planting the 
seed so that it will come right up and 
start to growing.

CLEANING HINT.
Effec-How to Remove Grease 8pete 

tively With an Absorbent.
In removing a grease spot it is best 

to try an absorbent, for the absorbents 
are all harmless to materials and easily 
applied. Flour or cornstarch sprinkled 
on linen Immediately will remove all 
spots. It should be left on for several 
hours, but a warm Iron placed on a 
cloth over the powder and left until 
cold will hasten the process.

Turpentine or any of the other sol­
vents may be used with an absorbent 
powder to make a paste for spreading 
over the spot When sponging a spot 
if one commences at the outside and 
works toward the center spreading of 
the grease is avoided. It Is always 
safer to test the cleanser on a scrap of 
the material to see that the color is not 
affected. The use of a piece of the 
material for a sponge also lessens the 
liability of changing the color. Hie 
sponging should be completed by rub­
bing with a piece of dry cloth.

Chloroform and ether are best for 
removing grease from delicate fabrics. 
Alcohol also dissolves grease, but often 
affects colors. A mixture of equal 
parts of the three Is often most effec­
tive. Kerosene does not evaporate 
completely, so must be followed by an 
absorbent or soap and water. Gaso­
line Is best for most purposes, since It 
Is Inexpensive, quickly effective and 
evaporates rapidly. All of these solv­
ents are highly Inflammable and must 
be handled with great care.

Washing Dairy Utensils.

To thoroughly clean milk utensils 
they should first be rinsed with cold 
water to remove all particles of milk. 
Then they should be thoroughly scrub­
bed with a brush in warm water to 
which a small quantity of good wash­
ing powder has been added. A wash­
ing powder free from grease is much 
to be preferred. After this they should 
be steamed or at least, rinsed in boil­
ing water. No wiping cloth of any kind 
should be allowed to come in contact 
with them after the scalding process. 
Sunlight Is one of the best disinfect­
ants, and when possible all utensils 
should be placed In good sunlight and 
pure air.______________

| BEES IN SEPTEMBER, ;

September Is a month that often 
brings hope to discouraged beekeepers 
who for one reason or another have 
failed to secure a crop of honey from 
the earlier sources, such as the clovers. 
Experience has proved that often the 
fall flow exceeds the earlier one.

This may be the result of two causes. 
It may be that the colonies were so 
weak from winter losses or spring 
dwindling that they were not strong 
enough In numbers to take advantage 
of even an abundant flow, or the lack 
of an early crop may have been the 
result of real lack of nectar secreted 
by the flowers.

There Is an ever Increasing number 
of progressive beekeepers who during 
September take from the hives every

There are various substitutes tor 
bread, other than muffins, that can be 
made in a remarkably short time. Here 
are some of them, excellent for break­
fast, luncheon or Sunday night sup­
per.

Cinnamon Buns.—Sift the following 
dry ingredients: Two cupfuls flour, two 
teaspoonfuls baking powder, one-half 
teaspoonful of butter or other short­
ening and enough milk to hold togeth­
er, about a quarter of a cup. Soil out 
on a floured board, brush with two 
tablespoonfuls or less of melted butter 
and sprinkle with two tabiespoonfuls 
each of raisins and currants and half 
a cupful of brown sugar and a little 
cinnamon. Roll like jelly roll and cut 
in slices about two inches thick. Bake 
in a greased pan for about twenty 
minutes, then brush with hot milk and 
molasses and brown.

Maple Roll.—Roll out a sheet of bak­
ing powder biscuit dough an inch thick. 
Spread with a thick layer of butter 
and shaved maple sugar, roll, cut into 
two Inch lengths and cook until brown.

Quick Cinnamon Bread.—Sift togeth­
er twice half a teaspoonful each of 
salt and cinnamon, three teaspoonfuls 
of baking powder, a cup of flour and 
half a cupful of sugar.

The Late William A. McDonald
On Tuesday, October 19th, 1915,

Mr. William A. McDonald, a resident of 
Brooke township for many years, died 
at his residence, 15 sideroad, after a few 
days’ illness, aged 61 years.
