The difference between the man-
ner in which Danes and Canadians
ship their bacon to the British mark-
et is that the Danes ship the sides
in bales, whereas the usual Canadian
custom is to pack in boxes. Some of
the Canadian. packing houses, how-
ever, have adopted the bale method
and are finding it satisfactory. A
bale contains four sides wrapped in
cheesecloth and coyered with jute
sacking. The Peterboro packing
house has adopted this method, ship-
ping about twenty percent of its
bacon in bales. Only such sides as
will make leanest Wiltshires, and
are as nearly as possible identical
with the Danish sides of the first
grade, are chosen. The percentage
corresponds very closely with the
percentage of “selects” that are tak-
en in at the Peterboro packing house,
indicating that the select bacon hog,
as identified on foot, is the type that
is actually turning out the higher
priced produect.

LESSONS FROM HOG GRADIH_G

A few hours at the elbow of a‘hog
grader at one of the abattoirs’ or
stock yards in Canada +would be
time well spent. One may learn mué¢h
about hog grading from rkading and
conversation, but the lesson is much
more impressive if one sees a ship-
ment divided into separate lots ac-
cording to grade, more especially if
the shipment contains specimens
from ones own farm.

A grader has three prmeipal points
to bear in mind—weight, length and
form. Many hogs of 1deal weight
are assigned to the thick-smooth
group because they are too short for
selects. Others may have the correct
length and weigth, but are so rough
in shoulder as to put them outside
the select section. One may doubt
the justice ofa gradingreportif he
has never witnessed grading in prac-
tice, but he is unlikely 20 do so if he
sees the work done by an official
grader.

It is equally instructive to go
through the packing plant and to be
shown collections of sides made from
hogs of the different market grades.
The Wiltshire side is of definite
form, and of weights ranging be-
tween certain limits. The character-
istics of the side that brings the
highest price are well understood and
the first grade of ‘Wiltshire is obtain-
able only from a select bacon hog.
Like No. 1 hard wheat, No. 1 cheese,
No. 1 creamery butter or fancy fruit,
the select hog is worth the higher
price. A hog raiser will profit greatly
by visiting a stockyard or an abattoir
and seeing for himself the actual
grading of a shipment of hogs.

settlemen.t of the loss.

The Salt Works Company do not
insure their stock against fire, so this
loss they take themselves, but for-
tunately the demand for Elarton
Salt is such that there is never a big
stock on hand.

A large staff of carpenters ete.,
soon got busy and made short work
of the reinstatement and very little
trace now remains of the fire which
at one time spectators thought must
burn the whole place to the ground.

A few who profess to see no
virtue in hog grading are following
along the same old lines, but is it
not a mistake to keep on producing
an article that is not wanted. Too
long the farmer has been neglecting
the marketing end of his business
and in this connection he can learn
considerable from the manufactur-
ers who always put markets first. The
Wanstead Farmers’ Club will be the
means of putting hundreds of dollars
in the pockets of the farmers of this
district by selling the hogs on a
graded basis and getting the bonus
of 10 per cent. for them. Ship cec-
operatively.

jewel.” The policy of Mr. Hay ap-
peared to be the time honored policy
of shirking responsibility by offering
further referendums to the electors.
The government’s policy to quote the
Premier’s words is “There must be
no turning back.” Mr. Oke closed by
explaining the two bills he was able
to put through the House and show-
ed that his amendment to the Judi-
cation Act had been instrumental in
getting $105,000 for the beet grow-
ers of Ontario, $42,000 of which
came to Lambton. Many questions
were asked all of which the candi-
date answered satisfactorily. Three
cheers for the candidate was given
after which the meeting closed with
the National Anthem. Sp far we have
not heard from the Opposition.

RURAL DEANERY OF LAMBTON
COUNTY MEET AT WARWICK

The spring meeting of the rural
deanery of Lambton held at War-

turned to power.

“My question to the farmers is
this: What has the Prime Minister
done for you?” Hon. Mr. Ferguson
put it, “and I ask you that because I
want it understood that I am not in
opposition to the farmers, but that
I am in opposition to that aggrega-
tion in Queen’s Park which misrepre-
sents the farmers. 1 say they have
done but one thing for you and that
is raise your taxes anywhere from 50
to 150 per cent. What else have they
done?”

“Raised their own salaries,” an
obliging voice replied.

“] had forgotten zhat,” Mr. Fer-
guson returned, ‘“but that is because
they have been so good at the raise,
and they are good not only in rais-
ing their own salaries, but in raising
the money out of you.

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SOMBRA’S POSTMASTER
DROWNS AFTER
SAVING WIFE

SOMBRA, June 3.—After saving
his wife from drowning in the Syden-
ham River at Brown’s Ferry, five
miles from here, this afternoon, John
McKillican, postmaster at Sombra,

wh.o was recognized. as an expert
swimmer, sank from the exertion and
was drowned in 15 feet of water,
The body was recovered.

At 4.30 o’clock Mr. McKillican
drove his automobile on the ferry on
the east side of the river, with his
wife and three small sons as passen- |
gers. Arriving at the bow of the
ferry the brakes on the motor re-
fu§ed to work and the car kept on
going until the rear fender caught
in the bow, the automobile being
suspended over the water. The little
boys, Harold, aged 7; Donald, 93
and Jack, 11, clambered to safety.

Mrs. McKillican became excited
and jumped into the river, her hus-
band diving after her into 15 feet
of water. After a hard battle he suc-
ceeded in getting his wife to the side
of the boat, where willing hands
dragged her unconscious body to the
deck. In the excitement her husband
was forgotten and it was several min-
utes before he was missed.

Frantic search was then made for
him and his body was recovered a
short time afterwards.

Medical aid was summoned from
Wallaceburg and Sombra, Pr. Cath-
cart, of Sombra, using a pulmotor,
but to no avail. Dr. Cowan of Wal-
laceburg, also hurried to the scene
of the drowning.

James Vye made = spectacular trip
to the ferry, hand over hand along
the cable, but arrived too late to be
of any aid to the postmaster.

Mrs. McKillican was rushed to the
home of Mrs. William Vye, where she
soon recovered consciousness.

The family was returning home af-
ter a visit to Mrs. McKillican’s par-
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Arthur Dell, of
Buthil, when the accident happened.
