(2) Cheaper freights, and
(3) Legislation against drawbacks.
This last is an evil of comparatively recent 

growth. To charge a farmer ninety cents a 
barrel freight, keep seventy or at most eighty 
of it, and hand the balance over to some 
speculator or agent whom perhaps the farmer 
never saw or heard tell of, might very pro­
perly be made a crime or misdemeanor by 
act of parliament. It is a discrimination 
against the man whose labor creates the 
traffic and without whom there would be 
neither carrier nor speculator. If we mis­
take not laws to prevent such discrimination 
have been enacted in the United States. If 
the railway and steamship companies can 
afford to carry freight at the -cheaper rates 
for speculators and large shippers they might 
very properly be made to do it for others at 
the same rate.

Again, it would seem that the $750,000 
voted to assist in establishing a fast line of 
steamers might be spent to much greater 
advantage in giving our farmers and fruit 
growers cheaper freight rates than in the 
way proposed. The carrying of passengers 
and mails, while important of course, is a 
matter of but secondary importance when 
compared with the advantage it would be to 
the people of this valley to have cheaper and 
better transportation for fruit and other pro­
ducts.

We trust, therefore, that the agricultural 
committee of the House of Commons will so 
urge this matter upon the House and Govern­
ment that something will be done about it 
without delay. No step that our politicians 
could take would be more satisfactory to 
their constituents.

In giving its reasons for this refusal 
the Manitoba government certainly makes 
out a pretty strong case. The great extent 
of the province and the sparseness of its pop­
ulation makes it a heavy burden upon the 
people to keep np even one system of schools. 
It further states:

“It will be obvious that the establishment 
of a set of Roman Catholic schools followed 
"by a set of Anglican schools, and, possibly, 
Meunonite and Icelandic schools would so 
emasculate our present system that any ap­
proach to even our present general standard 
of efficiency would be quite impossible.

to our minds would more seriously imperil 
the development of our province.”

There is very much force in this reasoning.
It would doubtless be of great advantage to 
the people of that province if all classes and 
sects could unite in maintaining one system 
of schools, just as it would be of great ad­
vantage, from a financial and business point 
of view, if all the people of our towns and 
villages would unite in keeping up one 
church—the church ot the majority of what­
ever sect that might be. We could have 
better churches, pay our clergymen better 
stipends and expend more in missionary and 
other philanthropic work under a system of 
that kind. But an attempt to bring about 
such a condition of things by legislation 
would create an endless amount of opposition 
and trouble no matter how beneficial the re­
sult might promise to be in the end. The 
Manitoba legislature has been attempting to 
do something of this kind, educationally, to a 
very small extent, it is true, and the result 
is what might be expected where questions 
of conscience are concerned.

The answer suggests the advisability of 
the dominion government making a fall in­
vestigation of the whole matter before tak­
ing further action and promises from the 
Manitaba government all the information 
necessary on the subject. It also offers to 
reimburse tbe Roman Catholics for any in­
justice done in the matter of private church 
funds.

Upon the whole the answer of the Mani­
toba government strengthens the case of the 
province and will gain for it a larger meas­
ure of sympathy than it previously had.

It is now quite probable that nothing far­
ther will be done, except it may be the ap­
pointment by the dominion government of a 
commission to investigate and report upon 
the matter, until after the approaching gen­
eral election.

PIPETo the Editor of the Monitor:
Dear Sir,-An article over the signature 

of J. Gaetz in your last issue seems to call 
for some answer from me. In answer to the 
first part of his article I wish to call his at­
tention to the Messenger and Visitor under 
date of April 24th, in which he will find a 
short article from me, from which I make 
the following extract, vie. : “ We have lately 
held a few special services at Torbrook where 
Rev. Mr. Gates, Methodist, has been for 
some time engaged iu special work. On Sun­
day April 7th, it was my privilege to baptize 
a brother there, and on Sunday April 14th 
two more believing ones followed their Sav­
iour in the same sacred ordinance.” I con­
sidered that statement a sufficient recogni­
tion of any human instrumentality in con­
nection with the Lord’s work. Surely he 
would not have me say that the work of 
grace proceeded from him. I did not even 
consider it necessary to repeat that state­
ment in my subsequent articles to the same
***1?is true that the Baptists shared largely 
in that work, and also bear testimony to the 
blessings which they received. They were 
then without a pastor, and harmony did pre­
vail while they remained in hie services as 
helpers. When they secured a pastor of 
their own, and having been informed by 
Bro. Gaetz that his special work was about 
to be concluded, they began work in their 
own church, he suddenly became conscious 
of a lack of harmony. So far as I am able 
to judge the exact point of time when the 
uneasiness began, was at a baptismal service, 
when, according to the custom of Baptist 
ministers, a few passages from the Bible 
were read showing our reasons for believing 
that immersion is the baptism taught in the 
New Testament, and asked the people to 
udge for themselves whether we are right 
n our belief. The reading of those passages, 
repeated on a subsequent occasion, with the 
addition of giving the definition of the Greek 
word “ baptizo” from a few standard lexicons 
has fallen like a bomb shell in some quarters, 
and since then the air has been decidedly 
smoky from the discharge of great and small 
guns.

Concerning the brother who I reported in 
our denominational paper as having changed 
his church relations, I may say that it is cus­
tomary among all denominations to report 
the progress of the Lord’s cause, along the 
lines on which they are laboring, in their re­
spective denominational papers. If secular 
papers choose to copy such items we take no 
responsibility for their appearance there, nor 
do we consider that any rights are thereby 
violated. I believe that when Methodist 
ministers have such things to report they 
have no scruples against sending them to the 
WeMeyan.

The plain intimation which he has made 
public in his article, that the brother in 
question has not sufficient intelligence to 
judge of his Christian duty from a study of 
the word, denies him liberty of conscience, 
and is not only uncharitable and ungentle- 
manly, but un-Christ-Iiko and unscriptural, 
for which he owes him a humble apology.

Christian 
countries annually give a few thousand dol­
lars that missionaries may be sent to the 
heathen, for the purpose of saving their 
souls, while at the same time millions of 
dollars are gained by Christian countries 
from sending the vilest of vile rum to the 
same heathen lands, where it annually cai- 
ries off almost a million of the helpless na­
tives. The church of God has the power to 
stop this terrible method of gaining money 
by wholesale murder. Until this power is 
applied by united action the church, in an

These schemes, taken from personal ex­
perience, may help mothers and sisters who 
are at their wits’ end to think of another 
“ thing to do” to keep the sick little one con­
tented. If a stage of contentment is pre­
served, Nature, could she speak, would say, 
“Thank you for thus kindly aiding my at­
tempts towards recovery.”

It is more difficult to amuse a child with a 
contagious disease, as things of value should 
not go into the room.

A child six years old who, for a time, had 
to lie on his back with scarlet fever, was 
made happy with the following devices, the 
materials of which conld be easily destroyed.

A lage piece of paper on which had been 
drawn a bull’s eye centre marked 100, and 
radiated circles fmarked 60, 20, 10, were 
pasted on the inside of the foot-board of the 
child’s bed. This child, who was a boy, 
threw in succession three tiny five-cent rub­
ber balls, trying, of course, to score the 100 
each timé. His nurse kept tally and occas­
ionally, acording to the amount of w<yk she 
had on hand, took a turn herself. It is wise 
to beat occasionally. This diversion proved 
a “ mind cure” for fifteen minutes on the 
stretch.

Another device to amuse this same boy 
was a stout string, without knots, tied upon 
the top of the headboard to the top of the 
footboard on the boy’s bed; then from brown 
paper a ship, with bright papier flags and 
gaily dressed men and women, was made and 
tied to the string above mentioned in such a 
way that the ship will run down if the boy 
carries one end of the string, with which it 
is tied, in his hand. It takes ingenuity, but 
it is fine sport for a sick child. The child 
should be told to “ let her go” very slowly 
at first, and then with rapidity glide into the 
billowy depth of hie white coverlid.

Still another scheme was a sale of pictures. 
Bright colored pictures, cut from an old 
nursery book, were hung on a string which 
was stretched across the room, and the little 
impatient patient made his prices, which 
consisted of small squares of white paper 
marked $25.00, $15.00, etc.; these squares 
were pinned on the edges of the pictures. 
After admiration for the artistic array was 
sufficiently expressed, the sale commenced, 
and finally a goodly sum of paper money was 
paid over to the owner of this valuable 
sale. Tic-Tac-To and similar games are very 
good, also.

Every crop planted on the farm, every an­
imal bought, and every hired man, is an in­
vestment, involving sound business judg­
ment in both the planning and the manage­
ment, to insure a profitable outcome. Too 
often crops are planted or stock raised sim­
ply because other farmers raise them, with­
out regard to the cost, the market, or the 
adaptability to the particular farm and its 
equipments. When planted no account is 
kept of the expense, and not even an esti­
mate is made of the cost, but the crop is sold 
as soon as harvested for what it will bring, 
and the crop repeated next season. While 
it would sometimes cost more than the crops 
are worth to keep a detailed set of accounts 
with each crop, still, a simple business like 
set of farm accounts will furnish the data 
whereby the profitableness of particular 
crops or stock may be closely estimated, and 
thus furnish a safer basis than guess work 
for the abandonment of the crop, or for 
changing its treatment. Many parts of the 
estimates made for one year or field would 
not answer for other years and fields. 
Whether accounts are kept with particular 
fields or crops or not, there should be an ac­
count opened with the farm, and others with 
the household and personal expenses. By 
taking stock each year it can be determined 
whether the farm has been profitable; 
whether the improvements have exceeded 
the repairs; whether personal pleasures have 
been too extravagant, and whether tho 
household department has been economically 
carried on. Of course, there should be an 
account for every person with whom a credit 
business is transacted, for memory utterly 
fails in keeping an accurate record of such 
transactions. Treat the farm as a person, 
and see whether it can be credited with a 
fair balance of profit every new year. If 
farming is a busines, then the keeping of 
farm accounts will pay.

In face of the frequent accounts of acci­
dental poisoning, the following facts may 
prove both interesting and useful. In the 
first place, all copper vessels should be re­
tinned directly the surface shows signs of 
being worn. Neither acid, salt nor fatty 
bodies will attack well-cleaned copper ves­
sels; vinegar may even be boiled in them 
with safety, but should it be allowed to cool 
in the vessels, it will dissolve enough copper 
to become dangerous. The advantage in 
copper poisoning is that one of the first 
symptoms" is vomiting, that is to say, the 
poison is rejected from the system.

Zinc, though it conceals itself so often 
under the name of “ galvanized iron,” is still 
more dangerous than copper. No acid foods 
or liquids should ever be allowed to remain 
in galvanized vessels. Lead, from a culin­
ary point of view, is the least to be recom­
mended of all the metals, as it poisons slow­
ly without producing vomiting, while tin, 
iron, steel, and nickel are practically harm-

But it is not only the vessel used in prepar­
ing food which is dangerous;, many foods in 
themselves arc legitimate objects of suspi­
cion. For instance, the potato becomes unfit 
for food when it has commenced to germin­
ate, or when it is green from having l>een 
partially exposed to the air while growing. 
The green parts and the “ eyes ” contain au 
undoubted poison, which has a sharp taste, 
and is capable of producing paralysis or even 
death. At the end of the winter many pigs 
are unhealthy through having been fed on 
these green potatoes or on potatoes from 
which the eyes containing the germs have 
not been carefully cut.

Mushrooms should always be carefully 
verified by a person thoroughly acquainted 
with their peculiarities. Some cooks put a 
silver coin with them when cooking; if the 
coin turns black they rejects the mushrooms. 
This is really no test at all as many ofÆàe 
poison fungi will not blacken silver. ÆKl 
animal food in a state of decomposition is 
more or less poisonous, for this reason tinned 
fish is never to be trusted, as fish are often 
stale when tinned, 
should be careful as their taste is often not 
so fine as that of a non smoker and they are 
consequently less likely to detect a tin of 
doubtful fish. Mussels, again, are always 
poisonous, although the seat and nature of 
the poison has never been discovered.

JOSEPH I. FOSTER.6 A
Dipping Sheep.

There is no time of year that tick-killing 
on sheep can be so effectively done as soon 
after their fleeces are removed. It requires 
much less dip then than when the wool is 
long. It is important to put all the lambs 
through at the same time, as the ticks leave 
the ewes and go upon the better protected 
and more tender bodies of the lambs at that 
season. If a flock is thoroughly dipped, 
and again gone over in a couple of weeks, 
when the eggs are all hatched, there is no 
reason why the ticks of that flock will not 
be almost, if not quite, exterminated.

GRANVILLE STREET. Points on Pastry Making.

Here are a few points usually overlooked 
in regard to pastry making. First of all it 
should be prepared in a cool place; in winter 
and early spring, or at times when the tem­
perature is decidedly low, it is not impera­
tive to be very careful, hut as soon as the 
thermometer rises, in nine cases out of ten, 
failure is the result of too great heat. The 
flour, too, should always be absolutely dry, 
and the butter well pressed and freed from 
all the surplus moisture. To this end it is 
advisable, especially in summer, to wash the 
butter that is needed for the preparation of 
the pastry in fresh water over night, to roll 
it tightly in a clean dry cloth, to beat it 
gently with a wooden roller, and to place it 
on a slab in a cool larder till the time when 
it is to he used. The knife or cutter must 
be perfectly sharp, to avoid jagged, untidy 
edges; and, when the pastry is brushed over 
with egg or water, as the case may be, care 
should he taken that none is dropped on any 
other part of the pastry than that on which 
it is needed as a gloss; for experience dis­
tinctly teaches that even a little thing is 
detrimental to the proper rising of the dough. 
Lastly the oven should be kept well closed 
to insure a perfectly even heat, otherwise 
the pastry will fall in on the side where the 
heat is not so great, and present an unsight­
ly appearance.

If by intemperance or any other 
cause he raises pulsation to 75 a minnte, the 
same number of pulsations is less in a sleep­
ing than waking state; it stands to reason 
that a long sleeper has a much better pros­
pect of long life than a per 
fled with naps. It is well known that the 
great cause of our bodily ailments is reple- 
pletion—that is, eating a larger quantity of 
food than is wanted to supply the necessar­
ies of the system.

flannel tightly over some deep vessel, like a 
bowl, for instance, and fasten it there. The 
ice is placed on top of this drumhead and 
covered lightly by another piece of flannel, 
in this condition the ice keeps cold, and even 
freezes to the flannel. Thus a small piece 
of ice can be kept near a patient all night, so 
as to avert many weary marches up and 
down stairs to the refrigerator.
