capacity. shot the boy dead. After the
thooting Trefry made a staitomens
that ke had loaded the gun himself,
and had awaited the appearance of
three boys who previously passed
the house, one of whom had .brown a
turnip which struck the window sill.
These boys were Percy Corckum, Horry
Zwicker and Harry Riley. Trefry did
not have long to- wait, for the ‘hoys.
When he noticed them returning he
crouched down behind his fence «nd
almost immediately after young Cor-
kum had thrown a turnip Trefry fired
the shot. The heart and lurys of 1he
boy were literally perforated. Whild
the remains were lying in a pool of
blood on the roadside Trefry remark-
ed: “Yes, I fixed him; I had been hotha
ered long enough and this fellow will
tantalize me no more.”

He coolly picked the body up from
the centre of the road and Jaid it on
the edge to prevent teams from run-
ning over it.

Shortly after the shooting Trefry
found Dr. Margeson. He told him that
he had shot a man and desired the
physician to accompany him to his
home. Trefry then repaired to the
magistrate and surrendered himself.
The magistrate told Trefry to go
home, but later a warrant was sworn
out and Trefry was arrested.

Fred Alley, a farmer who: was at
the doctor’s when Trefry made the an-
nouncement that he had shot a man,
said that he went direct from the
store to -Trefry’s place. The first
knowledge he had of the tragedy, ke
said, was when Trefry rushed into the
store and enquired for Dr. Margeson.,
saying: “I have shot a fellow ;I have
fixed a fellow. I have been bothered
by the boys before and I have wamned
the town about it.”

Harwood ZWicker, one of the boys
who was with the deceased at the
time of the tragedy, said Percy Cor-
kum, Harry Riley and he were near
Trefy’s on the evening of the shoot-
ing. Zwicker was on the opposite side
of the road, a short distance from
the house and near the willow bridge.
The deceased was a few feet awawy.
Harry Riley was kneeling beside
Zwicker, who said he cautioned Cor-
kum not to throw the turnip at Tre-
fry’s house. 'He, however, threw one
in the direction of the residence. It
struck the fence. Almost immediately
after Zwicker heard the leaves rustle
inside the inclosure and in an instant
the discharge of a gun followed. He
heard a cry from Corkum. Then Cor-
kum fell to the ground. Zwicker ran
away as fast as possible and

home, and did not become aware
Corkum’s death until some time

terwards, the same night.

An examination of the remains 1e-
vealed that 126 shot hal eniered the
boy, 47 in the body, 26 in the right
erm and 3 in the face. Those in the
arm had entered near tha shoulder
and traversed through the hone to the
skin on the other slle. The lungr and
heart were pi-rced. Lher. vare 97
distinet holes besides the « nglomerate
ones. The concentrated shot was ex-
actly at the heart and entered the
lower point of the left shoulder blade.

Trueman Trefry is about ifurty four
years old. He is married and bhas one
child and an aged wmother. 1le is a
laborer and resides in one half of a
doukle tenement of one story and a
half, which is the first house inside
the Hants county line. Trefry wag
born in Hants couniy.

The father of the murdered boy is
in the United States, having’ gone
there three.years ago. His motheria
dead, and he resided with his grand.
father William Rogers, of Lockhart-
ville, Kings counly. He was 15 years
old and bore an excellent reputaticn.
This is Trefry’s first criminal offence.

The verdict returned was that the
deceased came to his death at Hants-
port from a gun in the hands of some
one in concealment, on the evening of
October 3lst, between 8 and 9 o.clock.
The funeral took place this afternoon,

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—The manner in  which the Town
Council is enforcing the truancy sec-
tion of the school law should not pass
without comment. By its decision to
furnish suitable clothing to those
youngsters whose parents are unable
to clothe them decently they have set
an example in humanitarian civic gov-
ernment that other towns in the pro-
vince may well follow. The difficulties
in the way of enforcing the truant
law have been so great that in most
places in the province it has been al-
Jowed to remain a dead letter, citen
afier having been adopted by the
school meetings or by the school com-
missioners. When the police officer be-
gan- the work of enforcing the law
here he found the chief diffienlty to lie
in an unwillingness on the part of ‘the
children’s parents to €énd them to
school in the c.othing ae their disposal
alung with the better dressed children,
preforring  rather to allow -them to
grow up on the streets in idleness and
ignorance. This was undoubtedly a
fals: pride, but it had nevertheless to
Le ovircome. In adopting the method
they have, the council has cho-
sen the better part, and the trifling
expense entailed will no doubt be off-
sct by the advantages that will even
in a brief time be attained.

—1he vigilance of the apple inspect-
crs continues unabated and it looks as
jf- the quality of fruit packed vould
be brought up to the swndaird re-
quired by law.

This surveillance may at present ap-
pear a hardship, but we believe it will
prove in the lung ran avast kendit to
our fruit growers and apple sbippers.

jhere can be no reasonable doubt
that it has been the general custou: of
the apple peciers of the valley to face
the head of their barrels, with the best
spccimecs of their crop, giving it on
appearance that was not borne out by
the full contents of the barrel.

This custom was so common that it
was followed by men who were to all
intents thoroughly honest and who
luosed upcn this as the only projer
method of packing their appis.

The buyer, however, who judged bis
purchas: Ly the top and fouuu. fhe
boay of the package of wa iniericr
grade fct that they had heen inten
vionally deceived and this feeling was
accented by ~ the discovery of
an  occasional case of fugrant
roguery in  packing Fruit  was
therefote bought at & discount on 13
face value, and if a farmer did pack
his apples in the barrel as they came
to hand he was made to suffer for his
neighbor’s duplicity.

The frait of the Annapolis
reeqs no such false representaticn to
cecure for it a favorahle macket. Its
trae appearance and quatifies Bre i
bist recommendation, but thess should
not Le prejudiced oy an apparent of
fort to mislead the buyer. A tigid en-
forccment of the fruit marks act,
coupled with the introduction (J- a
neater package will in a short time
Lring our Nova Scotia upple.f up toa
higher standard of reputation and
price than they have yet attained.

__Success always commands a cer-
tain degree of admiration, whether it
attends the acts of individuals or na-
tions. 1In this connection if we free
owselves irom thoughts of the bearing
it mey have on our owm devclopm_ent
we canndt but admire the ease with
which the United States scem v at-
t=in their desired ambitions. Closely
icllowing on the finding of the Alas-
kan boundary arbitration, comnes ther
new twin of events at the Isthmus of
Panama which at present inclines very
much toward the advantage of the
United States. In their amkition to
have & Panama canal, all their own,
the United States have rerently 1o
cived a check by the refusal of the
Colombian government to grant them
{he necessary privileges and territory
through which the canal must pass
without a much greater indemnity
than has yet been offered. Now, how-
ever, Panama itself has seceeded from
the Colombian government and pro-
claimed itseli a new republic. Its in-
dependences is being encouraged and
protected by the United States, who
will now have to look to the mnew
government for the dcsired concessions
with' the chances of having things
pretty much thir cwn way. “he Unit
«d States and their sympathizers, of
course, contend that this is all in the
dircetion of the advancement of civili-
sation. The balance of power, how-
ever, that occasiors so much concern
in the old world seems to cause little
uneasiiess here. - In the past hali de-
cade the United States has helped her-
scdi to large slices of other nations,
in the name of humanity, and even
Canada does not feel that she has been
wholly exempt from this tribute. The
course pursued by our neighbor along
this line is so marked and persistent
as to be, when put in the mildest farm,
of great interest to Canada.

Que Wire for Telephone and Telegraph
The despmtching of trains by tele-
phone instead of telegraph all over the
Canadian Pacific system is one of the
possibilities of the future, if the ex-
periment bdng tiied by the company
groves saccessful. The experiment is.
utilizing telegraph wires for both tel-
egraphic and tclephonic services. At
preseat the s;scem is working between
Montreal and Ottawa, there being one
‘phone ia the Canadian Pacific office
at Ottawa, one in the office of Super-
intendent Ushorne of the castern di-
uision, at Windsor street depot,’ and
one in the office of Mr. Kent, manager
of the C. P. R. Telegraph Company.
These instruments were installed a few
days ago, an American patented de-
vice being used- to make the necessary
connections. The telephone instrument
is laxger than those in common. use,
as it holds a tclegraph instrument as
well.  The wire used for the connec-
tion with Ottawa is technically
known as a-No. 9 wire of the ordinary
kind, and runs from Montreal foTo-
ronto. 2 :
There ig little vibration on the wire
in spite of the fact of its double use,
and the telephonic aitachment does
not intcrfare in the least with its use
~for telegraphic purposes. Mr. Kent

46,357 bbls. to Liverpool last wuuk,
and .other ports large quantilies, so
the total was 108,065 bbls., the jarg-
est number we over remember of
resching Liverpool in the week. The
week previous was a ligh one, being
81,217. The total for the week to
London was 49,920 bbls., New York
sending the same as Halifax, over
1,900 bbls. The same week last year
London only received 5,924 bbls, and
in 1901, 1,233 bbls. Liverpool also
greatly increased over last year, being
41,494 bbls. in 1902 and 20,071 bbls.
in 1901. Montreal sent 19,597 bbls. to
Glasgow last week, making the total
for all ports of the immense ship-
ment of 220,017 bbls., as compared
with 209,210 bhls. for the week pre-
vious, and being double for the same
week last year.

A Plea for Quality in Fruit.

In an address at the recent annual
meeting of the American Pomological
Bociety, Mr. G. Harcld Powell gave
some excellent advice in  regard to.
growing fruit of first class quality.]
Many of the points which he brought
out were noted with #pproval by Mr,
W. A. McKinnon, Chief of the Domin-
jon Fruit Division, and are given here
for the benefit of Canadian fruit grow-
ers. . Mr. Powell recommended as sum-
mer apples for the United States, Red
Astrachan, Sweet Bough and William;
for, autumn apples the Gravenstein and
Alexander; for winter the Grecning,

' the Newton Pippin, which he stated
had sometimes sold as high as $20.00
a barrel, the King, the -Spitzenberg,
Baldwin, Spy and MacIntosh Red.
He recommended top grafting the
King on two year old Spies, stating
that in this way a vigorous tree bear-
ing good crops would be ol tained.

Regarding the Ben Davis Mr. Powell
made a very cutting eriticism, declar-
ing it had only ome quality to recom-
mend it, namely, its color; and stav-
ing that no fruit would take a jrem-
inent place in our markets or would
continue to be a profitable one for
the growers which depends on a single
virtue for its sale.

The Champion grape received a sim-
ilar castigation. Its only virtue is ite
cleanliness, and this Mr. Powell thinks
has made it one of the worst enemies
of grape growers, inasmuch as the
price of the Champion at first very
high, drops almost to nothing. The
last price of the Champim, o whav
the people are willing to pay after

The Balky Horse. .

The balky -horse has found a cham-
pion in Miss Mabel Alva Messenger,
who has been conducting an individual
crusade against this much abused an-
imal:

Don’t beat the horse. That is Miss
Messenger’s first bit of advice, given
in the Chicago Tribune. .He may have
a sort of equine reaion bdck of his
gonduct. Then her remedy is of the

[ simplest. David Harum had an-smus:

ing remedy, but it required patience.
He, it will be remembered, tied the
animal so that it could not move
when it wanted to, and his patience
exceeded that of the balky horse.

Miss Messenger's remedy takes just
a minute. She simply. lifts ome of the
horse’s front hoofs, holds it for a
minute, and ‘when she has dropped it
the, horse has lost its stubbornness.
The plan has never failed, she as-
serts. Explaining her crusade Miss
Messenger says:

“It is well to remember that, it al-
ways makes matters worse o ill-
treat a horse at any time, and it is
usually futile to try to lead the balk-
er, as that will cause him to rear,
breaking the harness, etc. The simple
remedy is to hold up the horse’s front
hoof for some time, being careful not
to jerk the lines or wield the whip—
nothing to remind him of his mad
eonduct.

After the foot has been held wp, say
for about a minute, urge him gently,
and he will start off as though noth-
ing had happened. I have never known
it to fail. The theory is that the
horse can think of but one thing ata

they have become acquainte] with its "time,and in holding his foot up his

wretched quality, fxes the price for ail
other grapes which follow, though they
are infinitely superior in quality to
the Champion. In other wcrds, rock
bottom prices having been once fixed
it is impossible to get hack to ncrmal
prices.

Mr. Powell spoke rather more kind-
ly of the Elberta peach, but is of the
opinion that-it also is not an unmixed
blessing to the fruit growers. It is
a splendid shipper, but has ro qual
ity.

Tha conclusion to be drawn from Mry
Powell’s remarks is that whatever
{ransient advaniages may be obtain-
ed by the grower from the introduction
of inferior varieties, it is to his per-
manent advantage, and it is his only
wise policy to produce the highest
quality in eac_h sort of fruit which he
places on the market.

Striking testimony to the value of
such advice is furnished by some re-
ports of fruit sales just received by
the Fruit Division, from London, Eng-
land. On Oct. Tth there were sold a
large number of half cases of Califor-
nian and other American pears, in-
cluding about a dozen varieties. The
Seckel, which is generally regarded as
a pear of the hignest quality, sold for
12s; the Glout Merceau for 13s. 6d; the
Calabash (similar to our Bosc) for
11s; the Comice (one of the varietiss
recommended by the Fruit Division)
for 11s to 12s. 1f we contrast these
prices for those for fruit of  inferior
quality, we must conclude that the
Englishman wanis only the best fruit
and that he is prepared to pay for it.
Bartletts; which are certainly above
medium quality fetched 6s to 7s; An-
jou 9s; Clairgeau 7s_to 7s 6d; Duchess
3¢ 9d to 4s; Hardy 2s 6d to 3s 9d;
and Keiffers, which it is only fair to
mention were “wet,” obly ten pence
to 1s a cask. Large quantities of Ca-
nadian apples sold on the same day
brought all the way from 10s to 25s
per barrel (the latter figure being for
Pibstonsj,with the great majority at
15s to 18s. On Oct. 12, half cases of
Comice pears were sold by the same
firm for 1ls 6d; while the Duchess va-
riety fetched only 4s 3d, these lemng
the only two sorts of pears handled
that day. The highest figure for ap-
ples on that date was 23s, again fo
the crédit of No. 1 Ribs®ms, while
the lower prices were 12s for No. 2
Fall Pippins, and 13s. for No. 2 Rib-
stcns and Gravaisties. The wige
variation of 10s per bbl. between No.
1 ard No. 2 iiibst s is particubmly
worthy of notice, indicating as it dces
that quality is surej to ‘tell.

BOXES FOR APPLES. :

In view of the scarcity and high
prica of apple barrels this seascn, and
of the fact that in some districts
farmers find it impossible to procure
barrels at any price, the Fruit Divi-
sion recommends the general use of
boxes. These can be had, knocked
down, at almost any saw mill for
about eight cents each, and they
should not cost more than ten cents
cach made up. As three boxes hold
about as many apples as a barrel,
they will be found much cheaper than
barrels at fifty cents and upwards.
The hoxes should be well and strong-
ly made, and should hold about forty
pounds of fruit. The dimensions cf
the boxcs used by the Grimsby ship-
pers are nine by twelve by eightcen
inches, while the British Columbia
standard box is ten by eleven by
cighteen inches, these being inside
measurements in hoth cases. Tie box-
o3 should be made of strong material,
not less than fiveeigh:hs of an inch
thick for the ends, and not less than
three-eighths of an inch tor the 87ins;
the tops should have strips aweross 1the
ends to prevent the weight of other
packages, piled on tup, from Learing
directly on the fruit. It is also usual
to leave open corners at the top and

" bottom for ventilation. Little or no
packing material should be used, as
purchas-rs like to find the package
quite full of fruit. A sheet of card-
" board at the top and bottom will ma-
terially reduce the amount of injury
from bru'scs. But it should be re-
membered that even in this year of
searcity of barrels, it will not do to
ship apything but first class fruit in
hoxes. as the reputation of the Cana-
dian box and of the Canadian trade
in general will greatly suffer if infer-
jor fruit or common fruit is exported
in the box or any fancy pa-kages.

While well bred horses are seldom
stubborn and unruly, considerable de-
pends upon the management. Horses
that are docile, obedient and tractable
in the hands of one man, are vicious
and unruly in the hands of another.
Bad dispositions are generally the re-
sult of bad management.

Feed and Dairy Produects.

A good illustration of the influence
of foods on the quality of dairy pro-
ducts is shown when dairying animals
eat garlic in the - warly spring. The
milk of one such animal v:ll spoil the
product of the emtire dairy, and a
very few the output of a large crecam-
ery or factory.

A consideration ot these facts shouws
forcibly the impoctist rilaticns of
feeds to products, and shouli teach
us the folly of allowing cur dafry an
imals to become furced to cat rank-
flavored and ill smelling herhage when
pastures are short, or to practice the
feeding of equally injurious- plants in
cured fooders or ensilage.

Dairymen of too pronounced instincts
of thriftness will sometimee feed spoil-
ed fodder from the bottom of the hay
or the edges of the silo, and moldy
grain from the bin simply because
their animals will eat it when very
hungry, but such practice is always at
the expense cf the health of the ani-
mals and the quality
duets. ‘

Keeping Horses from Slobbering.

The slobbering of horses in my opin-
ion is the effect of condition i) at any
vegetation undirgoes in contact with
or in mear proximity to the ground
during the warmest scasoa of the
year. I have always found rhort pas-
tures to be worst, nnl 1 believe tie
vegetation becomes ncid and will re-
tain enough to slobier stock hadly un-
less handled and aired in cooler weath-
er. I temember being oLlged to move
and use some secoad growth ciover
hay once in cold weathsr without any
bad or very little bad effect to my
horses. I also had some oats once
that T left to cure nrd thsy 1were
caught in the rain, that slobbered my
horses g0 badly that I was obliged to
fied them to cattle. T dit net xnow
the effect of airing ir. cold weather
then. Ome acid poisoning cen be cured
by other acids, #nd io prove my the-
ory 1 ask you 1o feed sour apples iik:-
erally to horses that are slobbering,
or the starch in a peck of bran will
stop them.—Cor.

Save Soft Corn on the Stalk.

The silo is a ;plmdid way to care
for late eorn, but for the farmer who
is not able to rightly comstruct one
we would suggest- cutting up the corn
and then husking through it iffr the
most matured ears, to be used when
grain alone is needed, leaving the soft-
est corn on the stalk to be fed.

Of course there are times when the
shredder would be preferable for in-
door feeding, but with the shredder the
corn would be husked as ‘well as the
more matured. The best way to take
care of soft corn is on the stalk.
