Expczctation of the announce-
ment drew a great crowd to the
commons chamber. Almost every
member was in his seat, and on the
floor, in places of honor, were a
number of distinguished people,
among thein Their Royal Highness

the Duchess of Connaught and
Princess Patricia. The Duke of
Connaught was not there, as in

Canada he personates the king, and
no British monarch has entered a
sitting of commons since Charles I.

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“tducation For Every Child,

(To the Editor of the Montreal Wit-
£ ness.)

e

8ir,—Our school laws are designed
to give every child born in the land
an elementary education. The com-
pulsory education law is supplemen-
tary legislation to compel ‘he care-
less and indifferent to send their chil-
dren to school and thus make sure
this universal education. The time
has come in our civilization when  il-
literacy must he entirely hanished.
We ‘have infinite pity for the mien and
women who are unable to rzad and
wri?e, and who are deprived thereby
of at least gne-half the pleasur: of
existence. All our administrative
laws and methods aim at effectually
stopping this ignorance by requirinz
every child, however lowly Lis Lirth,
to attend school and receive such ed-
ucation as will tend to make him
useful citizen. Briefly stated,
Ontario law of school attendanc.
as follows:

THE ONTARIQO LAW.

Every child between eight ani [our-
teen years of age must, attend
school of the section of municipality
in which he resides,

Police commissioners in towns and
cities are required to appoint and
pay one or more attendance o fcers
for the enforcement of the law.

The council of a township may ap-
Point one or more such officers, and
if the council objects A0 appoint
such officer before the first day of
February in each year, th: board of
a school section may make the
rointment,

Every truant officer ghall examine
into all cases of truancy within his
| knowledge, and also inguire into sach
cases as are reported by an inspector
school trustee, teacher or ratepayer.
| He shall warn truants and their par-
jents in writing, and it parents refuse
{or neglect to send their children
| school they are to be ,um-
!mum'd and fined not less than five
‘dn)n.xrs; or, instead of this penalty,
they-may be réquired to give a bonl
i'Of $100 that witkin five days the law
will be complied with.

It is noticeable that the act does
| not specify any punishment for the
{ child, the responsibility being placed
| enticely upon the parent.
| One difficulty ir' the past has been
| that many municipalities and
1ship councils have neglected to
| point any truant officer, ﬂand at
{ present time it is safe to say that
| there ' .gre at least 150 to 200 dis’
!tricts where the law is not put in
fforce. Efforts have been made from
time to time by the Education De-
partment to have this important
work more generally taken up, but
there is always more or less indif-
ference to contend with—largely on
the ground of municipal economy.
For the same reason, slso, the du-
ties of truant officer have, in many
instances, been added to the. many
other duties of the town constable,
and have not been taken seriously.
WOMEN AS
TRUANT OFFICERS.

Failure”on .the part of the parents
to send children to school is often
due to the poverty and wretchedness
of the home life—lack of clbothing and

lack of good management in the dir-

ection of household affairs. Often
there is the presence of drunikenn-ss
and vicious living, with children, un-
der most baneful influences, rapidly
acquirirz an education of the wrong
kind. To secure the best results it
is' important that all truant officers
should be inspired with a motive of
helping and uplifting such pcopte.
Merely to order compliance with #the
law will not bring atout all the im-
provement nzeded. There should be
the kindly and sympathetic advice
and perhaps practical help, that will
lift a family out of the slough of de-
spondency and get them to realize
that the law is, so far from being
arbitrary and unreasonable, intended
to be for their protection and ulti-
mate happiness and prosperity. For
this reason I have often thought that
a good innovation would be the ap-
pointment of women as truant of-
ficers. There are many exceliently
trained and practical women in need
tof a voeation, and, in eddition to
explaining the law to these negligent
parents, they could in many instanc-
es bring the deft touch of a woman
to bear on the home life and iis
problems. I need not elaborate this
idea, for it can readily be under-
stood in how many . different direc-
tions this plan would work out for
| the general benefit of the commun-
ity.

Then it would be well if all truant
| officers would act in co-oper.tion
{with the Children’s Aid Society,
*since the Children’'s ‘Protection Act
;furnishes' complete legislation for the
| protection of the child whose home
| life cannot be improved by kindly in-
tervention.

France is Trying to Persuade Greece
to Adopt a Less.Unyielding
. Attitude— Relations Be-
.tween Bulgaria and
gGreece Strained.

London, Dee. 3.—~The protocol ar-
ranging an armistice was signed late
this evening by the Turkish and Bul-
garian delegates, the latter represen-
ting alsb Servia and Montenegro.
Prior to this there has been 5 long
sitting of the. Turkish Counell of
Ministers to consider fresh proposals
submitted by the Allies.

Apparently the Greek delegate did
not sigr the protocol. At present
nothing is known on this point, nor
of the terms of the armistice as re-
vised today.

GREECE DIP NOT SIGN.

The refusal of Greece to sign the
armistice is susceptible of diflerent
interpretations. In the first place, as
a tacit armistice has been in exist-
ence for more than a week already, it
is not impossible that the negotia-
tions may have served to bring about
an agreement ot the: general princi-
ples of the terms, such as \ould
promise the speedy arrangement of a
peace treaty when a conferemce meets
as is now expected iw London. 1In
this case the fact that Greece is
standing out from the armistice pro-
tocol, would not be of great im-
portance.

SPLIT AMONG ALLIES.

_ In the secord place, the Greek ab-
stention may mean a serious split a-
mong the Allies, arising from jeal-
ousies ceoncerning the possession of
Saloniki, a1l the insistence of the
Greeks on the capitulation of Ad-
rianople, Scutari and Janisa.

Other points which may influence
the situation are to be found in the
fact that Turkey recently sought to
conclude a s:parate treaty of peace
with Greece, that Bulgaria apparent-
ly is not unwilling to enter into an
alliance ‘with Turkey, and that the
Allies are desirous that Turkey shall
enter the Balkan customs leagues.

There is & rumor iw Sofia that a
suggestion has been made to substi-
tute Roumania fer Greece in the Bal-
kan League.

RELATIONS STRAINED.

It seems clear from the report that
