The Halifax fish laborers’ strike, which a few days ago threatened to
assume a serious aspect, has pretty well fizsled out, 150 men engaged by
the merchants in curipg fish upon the wharves being dissatiefied with the
irregularnity of their employment went out on a strike, but labor being plenty
and the merchants not being unwilling to desi fairly with their employees,
fish making is proceeding as usual and the strike has collapsed. So far as
one can judge the system under which the fish-makers were employed was
an antiquated one, and we are glad to note that the merchaats have decided

to pay their employees a fixed sum per week,irrespective of the condition of
the weather.

The British ¢ Mary Aon”’ of non-cap-wearing principles {s again in
trouble. “ The * Domestic Servants Lrade Union ¥ made a demounstration
st Hyde Park the other day. The special grievance is with the maid-of-all.
work, who complains that, after entering service in some inferior lodgiog-
house, itis impossible for her to ¢ better herself,” as. if she leaves, the mistress
will give her no character. If this complaiat be 2 just one we hope a reform
will be instituted. The Ubion’s plan of csmpaign is to advertise such
employers and to boycott them in the future. The union also aims to
provide board and lodging for servants out of employment—a most com-
mendable undertaking.

Memphis is a proud city and deservedly so. To-day *he great transe
Mississippi bridge will be opened. The bridge has becen s work of time,
for thuty years have elapsed since the work was begun. The vast under-
taking has met with many reverses, and it i3 a wonder that even the second
generation of its projectors have seen its cowpletion. The length of the
structure is within ros feet of 3 miles. It is built solidly of masonry and
steel and is a triumph of mechanical engineering. As it is the only bridge
of the kind between St. Lowis and the Gulf, it is expected that it will divert

much trade to this quarter, and be a stimulus to commerce throughout the
valley of the Mississippi.

Last week two Chinamen went to Boston via the S.S. Halifax avg,
despite the fact that they were British subjects they were not allowed to
land at the Hub, and were sent back by the authorities to Halifaz. Accord-
ing to the United States law John Chinaman is rightly excluded from the
land of liberty, but as the law is not ex, licit it is probable that some diplo
matic correspondence will take place over the arbitrary treatment of these
Jobn Bull Chinamen. The subjects of Queen Vicloria, irrespective of
their natiorality or color, havoe rights, and it ill becomes the suthoritles of a
mixed nationality, sucg as the United States, to make such an invidious
descrimioation. This incident will probably be heard of again.

Ever since the resignation of Dom Pedro, and the establishment of a
Republic in Brazil, there has been dissatisfaction with the ceatral govern-
ment, and several Brazilian provioces are watching the case of Malto
Ggosso with a lively 1interest. The Province of Malto Grosso, which
iocludes ope-seventh of the whole Republic, has now revolted and intends
to set up its own government. As the rebellious proviace is only accessible
by the river Paraguay, the Brazilian Government is at a loss how to proceed.

Traffic throughout Farther India will be speedily revolutionized, indeed,
the commerce of the whole world will be affected by the introduction of
the Siamese railroad. The first sod was broken at Banhok on"March g:h,
a cerémony rendered most interesting on account of the active part taken
by the Siamese Majesty and the heir apparent. The new line will extend
ob the west to Tenasserinn, snd on the east to China. The Royal Treasury
of Siam, supplemented by loans of wealthy natives, has undertaken the
work, which is sublet to English contractors, under German supervision—~a
fine national medley  Anotber line will shortly connect Banhok with the
gea, while operations are already underway to lay a road in the Malay
peninsula, connecting Peoang with the Siamese Gulf. Aund so the far East,
the land of mysteries and spices ond white elephants, will be made to yield
up its secrets before the march of civilization.

The spring swindlers sre at work agsin, and of course, their first victim
will be some unwary woman, hooked by the tempting bait, ¢ $5.00 a day in
your own home—costly outfit free.” Almost every woman of small means
has at some time been caugbt in this way, and the result is always disas-
trous to the speculstor, The Womens' Eucational and Industrisl Union,
264 Boylsion 5t., Boston, has undetisken to investigate the circumstances
of the firms who make these sounding offers, and any circulars or cut adver-
tisements sent to them will be promptly attended to. We cannot too
earnestly impress upon the less business-wise balf of the community, that the
companies who make these generous offers are, for the most part, thoroughly
dishonest. That, in many cases, no answers at all are received by the
dupes who have forwarded * stamps for reply.” Thatif the * costly out-
fit” arrives it will be found almost worthless, and the work, even if per-
fectly done when sent to the head office, will be rejected on one pretence or
another. Hideous blackmailing schemes are sometimes resorted to when
‘““the address and photo™ of the employee are secured. In short, we
warn the women of Nova Scotia to have no dealings whatever with these
advertlsing sharpers,

Is free trade a great fandamental trath, or is it simply a policy ? This
Is the question which the British taxpayer and the British politicisn is
now considering. According to Cobden and Bright the adopiion of free
trade by the nations of Europe was to follow closely upon its adoption by
the British Parliament. Instead of this the very opposite has been the
result. In the last two score of years revenue tariffs have gradually given
way to protection tarifis, and the British merchant have had to seek in the
colonies and the countries of the East for the extension and continued
growth of trada. Cansds, situated geographically as she is beside a coun-
try that has adopted the protective policy, was forced to adopt a similar
policy or to become a slaughtering market for the manufacturers of the
United States. Canada has now offered Great Britain differontial duties,
provided the mother country will place 2 small duty upon the imports
from foreign countrics. The British press has frankly and freely commented
upon this offer, and, beresy as it may secm to some enlightened minds, there
are those in Great Britain who are beginning to doubt the truth of the
theory of free trade, and there are those who believe that Imperial unity
will beat be preserved and Imperial commerce most largely extended by a
great British zollverein which shall include the mother country and her
forty colonies. For our own part we strongly favora wide reciprocity
treaty with the United States, but it tskcs two to make a bargaip, and if the*
United States will not favorably consider tbis, the next best thing for
Canada is to endecavor to obtein a preference in the markets of Great
Britain such as 2 British zollverein would ensure,

Queen Amelié of Portugal will, this year, be the reciplent of the Pope’s
Golden Rose, which is annually awarded to the worhan whose benevolenice
has been most satisfactorily applied. In the present dase, the costly emblerti
is well bestowed, for Amel:, daughter of the Comte de Parls, is a noble
and pious woman,

We heartily congratulate the Allan Lino on the tnducemeat it offes now
to emigracts, Instead of the large compartment hitherto provided for
third-class passengers, where martied and uomerried men, women aud little
children were compelled to herd together for the right, berthed and
erclosed rooms are provided. The Allan vessels from Glaegow to
New York are already fitted, and the new system will be extended to other
branchee of the sexvice.

Amid the eccentricities and tyranny of European Governments, it is
refresbing to find a young Monarch &t peace with the world and beloved by
his people. King Charles of: Portugal and his young and devoted wife arc
turning a deaf ear to European wrangles, and are workiog like galley slaves
to revive industry and to restore the former power of the little kingdom.
They live in the simplest manner, their only luxury being a fiae library.
If kingly character is still a national force, we will before long hear more
of the vine-covered country.

While the Russian pessants are starving the Ymperial Government can
afford to call a meeting of the Imperial Tobacco Co, of Peraia to offer the
Shah of Persia $2,500,000 to settl claims for alieged damages. The Rus-
sisn Minister at Teheran is urgiog the Company to accept the Uaw's
terms, but British stockholders regard the offer as a bribe, and ar- featful of
the cffect of the loan on Persian diplomatic affiirs, and the American press
characteristically wonder why, with all this spare cash in the Imperial cof-
fers, Russia needs to accept charity for her peasants.

The Presidential election in the United States, which 1a coincident with
leap year, is now awakening a widespread inicrest throughout the neighbors
ing republic. As the weeks fly by the chances of the resnowioation of
President Harrison by the Republic convention become less cetiatn, while
the prospects of the nominaton of * James Q. Blane, Blane of Maine,”
daily grow brighter. So far theae are the only two Republican candidates
i. the field, but as Mr. Blaine’s health is precarious and he has expressed
his inability to assume the arduous strain of a political campaign, 1t is fair
to suppose that his candidatare will not be heard ot after the convention
meets. On tho other hand the pronounced unpopularity of President
Harrison will not admit of his party assuming the risk of his candidatare.
‘This beiog the state of affairs the wise heads of the party look to the bring-
ing forward of a dark horse at the eleventh hour, and it is covertly hinted that
Mr. Lincolo, a son of the popular Abrahem Lincoln, may receive the nom-
ination, in which event it is thought he will carry a large vote. ‘I'ne
Democratic party some months sgo were divided in their choice of a
nominee. Many there were who favored the re nomioation of ex-President
Cleveland,while others clamored loudly in favor of ex-Governor Hill, of New
York. Of the lest two gentlemen nsmed the chances of nomiunation are
decidedly in favor of ex-President Cleveland, Nova Bcotians will watch
with interest this great political contest, as upor its result will chiefly
depend the securing of a reciprocity treaty between Canada and the United
States.

For the past twenty-five years the public schools of Halifax have been
peacefully and satisfactorily carried on upon distinctive Protestant and
Roman Catholic lines. There has been but little friction in the meatter of
school government, the education imparted to tbe children has been of a
sound character, and the religious differences which disgraced former gene-
rations have practically cessed to exist. It seems, however, that this happy
state of affairs may now be endangered. The Protestant schools, which are
owned by the city, are under the control of a Board of School Commission-
ers, upon which Board the Catholics are represented. The buildiogs
in which the Catholic schools are conducted are owned by the Episcopal
corporation of the Roman Catbolic Church. These buiidiogs are leased to
the Board of School Commissionera for echool purposee. A new school
building is required at the north end of the city, and in the section referred
to a large majority of the children belong to the Roman Catholic Church.
The quostion arises, shall this new building be erected and be owaned by the
city, or shall the Roman Catholics erect a suitable building and lease it to
the city upon the same terms as St. Patrick’s and St. Mary's Schaools are
leased. Kis Grace Archbishop O'Brien as the episcopal bead of the Roman
Catholic Church, avers that the cost to the city of thezs {eased buildings is
over 30 per cent less than that of buildings owned by the city. A special
committee of the Board of School Commissioners, after investigation, repoits
that the difference is mainly due to the iccreased interest charges conse-
quent upon the purchase of extensive school grounds in connection with the
buildings. As the matter is likely to evoke a pretty lively discussion our
citizens should inform themselves fully as to the facts. If the principie of
separate schools for the Protestant and Roman Cathclic children be
accepted as sstisfactory to the ratepayers of Halifax, we see nuo reason why
a religious war should be stirred up upon the question of the ownership of
the school buildings. If the Arcbbishop's contention is correct, the city is
the gainer by the arrangement ; but the question of suitable play grounds is
one that should not be overlooked by those interested in the training of
city youths.

. templated lobater bill, and lobster packers are no longer tn suspense as to
e provisions of this measure. whe protective policy isto be extended to
these palatable crustacea, and fines are to be imposed upon those who con-
tinue to can the baby lobsters. Propriotors of lobster canueries will here-
after be obliged to take out licenses, and any violation of the law will result
in the forfeiture of the license.

Our importers and wholesale dealers are rejoicing in the announcement
that no changes will this year bo mado in the tariff regulations, It would
be in the interests of the public to enact such logislation as would prevent
any chango in the tanfl at any tune coming 1nto force within six months of
its onactment.  How many of vur merchunts have gainad or lust nonduly by
sudden tariff changee.

The Cunnollys are not dismayed. The action of the Guvernment to
recover & coul half millivn of dullars, said to bave Leen ubtained by the
Conno:'ys through undue influence, is met by these gent'omeu with a coun-
ter claim for oxtras for 3120,000. The outcome of the trial will be watched
with interest.

Mr Wood, of Wostinoreland, has asked for information relative to the
charges on tho I. C. R. upon cattlo shipmonts. Mr. Wood stated that a
carload of cattle could be carried from Sackville to Halifax fur $26.00, being
at tho rate of abuut 81.50 per head, while the charge for a single animal
was §3.00. Io thought the difference was out of proportion, and operated
unfairly against small shippers.

Charlton's Sunday obsorvance bill was killed in conmittee aftor a lively
dobate. The weight of opinion was in favor of leaving such legislution to
the Provinces, but Charlton thought the question should be dealt with by
the Fedoral Parliament.

Tho effort to obtain a committee to try Judge Elliott, of London, Ont.,
missed fire, Tho Opposition claimed that the Judge ac.ed throughout the
election trinls in a partizan manper, and that he was the writer of stron
party articles in the London Free Press. The Governmeut objected to the
appointment of the committes, upun the ground that Parlinment had by
law fixed the method fur impeaching a Judge of the County Court. That
method was open to the mombers of the Upposition snd a committes was
quite unnecessaiy.

Mr. Heggart, M.nister of Rmlwaye, made a statement 1 the House with
reforenco to the Guvernment Railweys, which arvused a warm discussion.
The Guvernment Railways, which include the Intercolonial and Prince
Edward Island Railways, have a total length of 1,356 miles, they employ
4,473 men, and last year they were run ata luss of 684,946, Mr. Haggart
proro es to level down the rypen:es soas to correspond with the receipts by
reducing the employees and iuking off some of the extra passenger and
freight trains. 230 Jismissals are contemplated, one of the daily express
trains Lrtween Halifax and St. Jubn is to be discontinued, and other miuor
changes are to bo made. The discussion which followed Mr. Haggarts
announcoment empharizad pretty strougly two ideas—first that the road
could be more successfully operated were its affairs conductea dircetly in
Moncton ; and second that tha deficit was mainly caused by charging capital
expenditures to current account.  Speaking generaily, Mr. Haggart's doter-
mination to master the the details of these railways was approved on both
sides of the 1louse,

The recipients of these communi-
cativns decline with thanks the chance of making a fortune in the nefarious
trade.

The local government of P, E. Island was prorogued last week. The
Lieut.

The C.P. R. Co. has appropriated some $25.0c00 to be expended a
McAdam Junction on repairing, rebuildiog and renovating locomotives and
cars this spring.

The eleventh annual meeting of the Canadian Pacific Railway waa held
in Montreal on Monday last.

HALIBURTON AND IMPERIAL FEDEL ATION.

Haliburton fretted under the cramping influence of belonging to an unro-
presented dopendency of the British Empire. He hss compared the
colunies to ponds which rear froge, but want only outlets and .ulets to
become lskes and produce fino fish. Ho observed that tho stiwwzis of
Gray’s Elegy beginning, Perhaps in this neglected spot 18 laid,” might be
aptly inscribed over the gate of any colonial cemetery; for to thote who
rested there, as completely as t¢ the peasants who slept in the churchyard
at Stoke Pogee, ' their lot forbade,” either to ** sway the rod of empire,”
or to “read their history in a nation's oyes.

It is a strange coincidence that his ablest depreciator, Professor Felton, of
Harvard College, shared Ilaliburton’s views on this subject. In his review
uf The Attache, in the North Awmerican Roview for January, 1844, Felton
attributed what he terms ‘the antiquated political absurdities” of the
Judgo to “ the boliltling eflects of the colouial system on tho intellects of
colonists. A full and complete naticual existince,” added tho IHarvard
professor, “is requisite to the formation of a manly, intellectual character.
What great work of literature or art has the colonial mind ever produced?
What free, crestive action of genius can take place under the withering
senge of inferiority that a distant depondency of a groat empire can never
escape from? Apy consctousnees of nationality, however humble the nation
may be, is preferable to the second-hand pationality of a colony of the
mightiest empire that ever flourished. The intenso nstional pridc which
acts so forcibly in the J7pited States 1s something vastly botter than the
intellectual paralysis that deadens the energies of men in the Bntish North
American provinces.”

To give Canadians full nstional hifo, with its wider horizen and more
slimulating intellectual environment, Haliburton proposed an imperial fed-
cration, in which his country should be a full partner. The words * col-
onies” and *“ dependencies,” he urged, should be disused ; all the  British
possessions” should be * integral parts of one great whole.” He thought
the time was aircady at hand when ‘ the troatment of adults should super-
eede that of children,” in the case of colonies possessing responsible gov-
ernment. But ho was not of thoso who want to obtain all the privileges of
manhood, and to shirk its obligations and responsibilities. He did 2ot
clamor for the right to make treaties and bave them enforced by the impe-
rial services without offering something in return. He did not desire rep-
resentation without taxation, as some parasitic colonists do to-day. He
wanted to see L ritons and colonists * united as one people, having the same
rights and privileges, cach bearing & share of the public burdens, and all
baving a voice in the general government.,” Professor Drummond has
strikingly described the detarioration of the hermit crab resulting from its
habitually evading the natural responsibility of self-defense. Haliburton
evidently feared an anslogous taie for a nation perwanently evading the
sameo responsibility , snd he tried sarcasm as well as argument to rousoe his
countrymen from their ignoble content- * Don't uss that word *our’ till
you aro entitled to 1t,” said the clockmaker. * Bo formal and everlastin’
polite. Say ‘your’ er:pire, ‘your®' army, etc, and nevor strut under
borrowed plumes,”

But Haliburton advocated imperial federation not only to improve the
status of the colonies, but also to strengthen the empire, which, in its pre-
sont state, ho aptly likened to a barrel without hoops, and to a bundle of
stick~, which must either be bound together more securely or elso fall apsrt.
He was 8 little too sanguine in expecting an oarly chsnge. * Things can't
and won't rernain long us they are,” said Mr. Shek In Nature snd Hamsn
Nature, which was publiched in 1855. * Eongland bas three things among
which to choose for bor North American colonies; First, inc.rporation with
herself, and representation in DPerliament. Secondly, independence.
Thirdly, annexation with the Statee.” Thero are, however, some quiet
observers in England, and one or two even in Canads, who hold that the
propbecy hexirded by Senator Sherman 1n 1887, that withio ton years
Canada would boe reprosented at Westminster or Washizgton, may yet
prove true ; but that the longer she defers choosiog her patb, the moro
likely she is to decide upon indepondence.

If Heliburton hoped to seo the DBritish Ewpire foderated, and made
what Professor James K. Hosmer gracefully calls “a great world-Venico,
through which indeed tho soas shall flow,—to unite, howover, not to di-
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vide,"—ho anticipated Professor Hoamor’s belief that this federation would
probibly load to a groater fraternity betweon thoe two groat English-apeaking
powers. Ho did not fear, liko Mr. Andrew Carnegie, that imperial fodora-
atlon would arouse an implacablo jealously in the United S:ates, but rather
trusted that the incrossing grandour of both powers might onlargo theit
mutusl respect and the pride of cach in their common race. Indeed,
Haliburton’s imsgination had conceived the very grandest of all tho schemes
propounded Yor the welfare and civilimtion of mankind,—an Anglo-
American union or allisnce, ¢ dowminating the world, and dictating peace to
the too hozvily armed nations.” ¢ Now e aro two great nations,” observed
Sam Slick in Wiso Sawe, ¢ the greatest by a ling chalk of apy in the
world,—speak the same language, have the same religion, and our constitu-
tions don't ditfor no great odds, We cught to druw clesoc than we do, We
aro big enough, equal enough, and strong enough not t» e jealous of each
other. Indeod, wo are more nor a match for all the other nations put
togethor, and can defy their floets, aimies, and millions. Single, we
couldn’t stand sgainst all ; and if one was to fall, whore would the other bo?
Mournin’ over the grave that covers a rolative whose place can never be filied.
It is authors of silly books, editors of silly papers, and demagcgues of silly
partics that help to estrange us. I wish there was a gibbet high enough
and strong enough to hang up all theso enemies of mankind on."—XF. Blake
Crofton in Atlantic Monthly.

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COMMERCIAL,

Now that tho country roads generally have como into geod condition
sgain, distribution is onco more in its usual state, and thero is a protty
atiefactory movement of gcode.  Still the provaiing cool weatbor ie delay-
ing tho purchasing of goode, eo that the sctual volumo of ne'v business is
pot nearly so large as might bo wished. TLorefore, while certain hines bave
been busy, sll are very hopeful of what the spring will bring, and the
goneral feoling is good.

In tho mechanical trades bueiness has brightened up and spring work is
in full swing. A vory catensive amount of building is projected, and con-
sidorable is already under way, This stimulates mapy lines of work, and a
brisk spring and summer scason is ovidont.

Romittances romein about the samo, and aro on the whole rather better
than was expected.,

Tho Canadian Grocer, Toronto, gives the following digest of the Boards
of T'rade Insolvency Bill :—“Thoe Committes appointed by tho Toronto
Board of Trado to prepare a schems of insolvency logisiation reported last
woek to the Council »f that body. The bill they submitted is o very
lengthy one and gocs oxhaustively into the matter, It ropresents an
{mmenso smount of work, and is tho resultant of much hard thinking, bard
argument and great worry. To got tho problem clearly stated was no easy
matter in itsolf, but to provide a sufficiont solution that would not be incon-
sistent in apy of its parts was a laborious task. Tho circumstancoa of the
various provinces and of tho various trades had to be carefully considered,
and oftentimes unanimity was reached only through protracted and heated
diecuesion. Thero is not much of compromise in the bill, howover. It
‘eaves little to auybody’s discretion. Tho diecharge clause, the most
smportent matter, provides that there can be no settlemont witu: an insolvent
debtor-unless by the unanimous consont of the creditore. No mere majority,
based either upon numbers or proportion of the total smount of claims
against tho estate, shall avail to gacure a debtor's discharge if one creditor
representing one dollar holds ont. This is stringent, but 1t is wholesome.
As the law now stands in this provincs, a minority sgainst a sottloment must
yield ; if this measuro becomes law, a majority for settlement must yield,
unless it is unsnimous. That is, no creditor will be forced to consent
to s compromise. The delegstos from the Montres!, Hamiiton snd London
Boards of Trado acquiesced in the adoption of this basis, and were parties
to the measuro that was finally reported by the committee. The committeo
had the benefit ¢f the best specislist assistance available in the co-operation
of such men ss B. E. Walker, goneral manager of tho Bank of Commerce ;

D. R. Wilkie, general mansger of the Imporial Bank ; E. R, C. Clarkson,
trustee and accouniant, and other capable outsiders, whom the committee, as
authorized in the resoluticn appointiog it, hsd added to their aumber.”

The lsx discharge conditions under which settlements have been secured
in the past bave been an indirect csuse of much mischief. Ono familiar
diroct effect is that felt by competitors of the trader who has been permitted
to resume businees sfter paying less than 100 cents on the dollar of his total
indebtedness. His insolvency was probably due to his own reckless sacrifico
of profit to damage the bueiness of a local rival. But there were ends served
by thoss essy settlements that were often overlooked. Creditors saw in
such compromiees an ally of the combine principle that was very convenient
sometimes. Suppose tbat A fails for a large amount, and owes to ten
houses engsged in the same trade in the same province. Lot it be further
supposed that seven of these houses sre strong concorns, and that, having
oxercised the usual caution of such Louses in selecting accounts,their claims
againet A are on tho average small as compared with the aversge of claims
held by the other threo, which are assumed to bo weak houees ; and let the
total amount of their claims be very slightly abuve the total amount of the
claims of the other three. Then the former bave all the majorty of both
numbers and smouant oo their sido, and can carry a gettlement of 4vc. in the
dollar if they pull together. Such a settlement would fail upon them
lightly as compared with its effect on the other three, because individuaily
the former are financislly stronger, and tho loss to them is both relatively
snd absolutely lighter. It can easily be scon that the seven strong houses
would have a motive for forcing the three weak ounes to a sottlement that
would put heavy loes upon them, snd tend to bear heavily or oven destruc-
tively upon them as trade compelitors of the eoven houses in question,
Such strategy is probably now and then worked, and the field is widened
for tho oxerciss of wire-pulling to this end, when creditors reprasenting other
trades are pressed into the service of such designe. It is conceivablo 1o such
a case that two houses with emall clajms may force one rival hcuse with a
claim five or six times the amount of their united claim, to a loss that will
serioualy cripple it in its future compstition with them. The manipulators
of such a settlement would of courss neod to enlist on their side 8 majority
of the interests of other trades having claims against the estate. This is
combination of the most dangerous sort, and uny chance for the roaction of
such a principle upon less favored creditors should be guarded against, and
is gua-led against in the bill proposed by the Torontu commuttee,

As we proviously stated the goveroment will not take up the measure at
the present session.”

A Montreal report is a8 follows :—* The slight scarcity of new dairy butter
oxperienced Ly somo deslers last week has been foliowed by more liberal
supplies, and values aro now decidedly easier ; sales of Eastern Townships
being reported at 19¢. to 20c., Brockvilles at 18c. to 19¢c., and Weatern at
16c. to 17c. New creamery -as boen placed at 21c. to 22c.  Roll butter ia
in large supply, snd during the past fow days roceivers have found it
imperative to force it on the market, as grocers will not look at it after tke
warm weather sots in, Large quantities of Western rolls have been sold at
16¢c., but buyers who wore offered fresh stock at 154c. yesterday left,and did
not return, aud a fair quotation to-day is from 15c. to 16c. The grass flaver
in tub butter will soon be relished.” A London correspoudent writes :—
“ The market for butter has been extremely dull, and buyers have bad their
own way pretty much, the scarceness of fine Normandies having no effest
o rates nominally quoted 110s. to 116s. Thers is no American here and
littls Colanial, what there is of Australian and New Zealand selling slowly
at 80s. to 100s. The Irish grass butter sosson has opened with overy
appearance of a favorable run for producers, and it is expected that the out-
turn will bo largor this year than over before, 8o that there will be a flood of
good butter from now ustil July from the Emerald Isle, while 1n diminisbed
though far from small quantity we shall be supplicd thence with grass butter
well on into November. This is a loog way from beiag a satisfactory
prospect te shippers abroad, who will bave inevitably to face low levels of
price during the next two or three months, uunless some at present
unexpected factor crops up to alter she situstion. Ireland’s export trade to
hot climates is incressing, in consequence of the keeping qualities of the
grassified product, and thero is consequently looked to be a large tioning
business dono this summer which may moro or less affect the aggregate of
the market placings.” Mr. D, Hislop, of the firm of Hislop & Meldrum,
Montreal, who hsa just returned from an oxtended visit to Eogland and
Scotland, in a recent interview said :—* The Australisans arc pushiog their
butter trade, and bave advantages which make it hard for the Canadians to
compete with them. The Governmont not only gives a bounty on the
exports from Australia, but gives an extra bonus if the butter sells above a
certain figure, thus encouraging not only the export of butter, but the export
of the best grades. This butter is packed in square boxes, which sre lined
with waxed paper, and i3 as good as apy butter madein this country. Thero
is butter made in Canads, howover, which 18 just as good as the
best entering the English market. Mr. Hislop will strongly recommend
the Canadisn cresmeries to adopt the idea of lning their tubs with wax
paper, which kceps the butter 1 much better condntion. The idea meots
with much favor in England.”

Cugese.—Thoro has been no change in tho local cheeso market. No
new has como to hand and what litle old comes forward 18 of inferior
quality. The consumptivo-demand is oxtremely slow, 8o that practically no
businees is doing bere. A report from Montreal is as follows:—* Thers is
more businces doing, and several lots will go forward by this weok's stoam-
ors, costing about 10¢c to 10c, but they can be bought choaper to-day, sales
in the country Laving transpirec at 9fc to luc; about 80U boxes bsing
reported sold in the Belleville section at Yic to 1Uc, with sales at 10c in the
Brockvillo district, Considerabls cheoso has been contrasted for first half
of May in the Bollevillo and Xingston sections at 10c. Quutoa lot of April
cheese has been turned out this soason which shippers state will be in oxcess
of last year's make for that month. Sinco our last repoit a better demand
has set in on tho other sido; but latest cable advices report the market in
Livorpool again dull and ecasy, the low price of now choese having frightened
buyers. Yreights are quoted at 203 to 26s.” A lotter from London ssya:
“ Notwithstanding that some lato mskes of Canadian cheeso havo been
allowed to go at easier figures, the roally fine parcols hold by some houses
hero aro still kopt for oxtrome figures, and 58s to 623 is tho firm rate of
quotation, while, unless tho opening of the season has been supplied with
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too much firet-cless stuff, & consummation hardly to be expected, I should
not be eurpriced to see rates fo even higher, though it is to the interest of
the shippers the margin should not be too grest just now.”

Eqon are coming in quite freely sud good fresh ones may be guoted in
round lots st sbout 10 cents per dozen—they ars worth about 12 cents at
reteil.  In fact tho supply is now fully equal to if it does not exceed the
demand, and as from now ou the supply is likely to be increased, our people
will probably soon be in s position t5 export considerable quantities to
Engiand aud the United Stater, In Montreal thc receipts of eggs are
reported to he alill liberal, but the demand is sufficient to keep stock well
cleaped up and the market in cobsequence rules steady at 103c. to 1le.,
choioe stock bringing 114e. in siugle cises, The offutings in the country
ore large and the averuge price sbout 10¢c. f. 0. b. the cara. A correspondent
writing from London says: * Egge have been quist, and with a ateady
consumptive demand prices have undergone no alterstion. Taking the cost
- price of egge in Montr.al and Ontirio just row, it would seem that the
oXpott basis 13 not anywhers near reached ; and iv shippera send %00 freely
in the present state of the market, they are likely to get nipped, as it will be
difficult to get ccst price from now until June, when the shipments from
Ireland fall off The novelly of the Cansdian shipments has worn off 10
some extent, and the recklessnean of some shippers in mixing their consign.
ments and sending along limed eggs to a market sick of them has not been
forgotten by those who were suflerers here at the end of the season a few
monthe back. It is & great pity to spoil s good trade by mistakes like this,
and it is to be hoped that in the uesson now opening—which will be one of
suxiety and care to every ahipper in the Dominion, no matter in what
department, owing to the hard competition that will have to bs faced—every
cate will be taken to keep up the reputation come brands of Canadian oggs
dessrvedly enjoy, while no effort should be spared to retrieve the character
of such as bave suffered by the errors of the past. I am epesking now in
the interects of this trade, which should grow to be one of considersb's valus
to the Dominion, snd which I bave every confidence that, with judicious
hendling snd fair dealing, it is bound to go on increasivg snd augmenting
jn profit to the exporter. I oertainly think it necessary to strike a note of
warning to thoss who may be heedless of the danger of extinction they
bring on the whole trade by their, perhaps, thoughtlesaness. e can take
a reliable, sound articls ; we don’t waat a stele or inferior stuff. Thire is
pleoty of that ex-Continent every day. Irish eggs sre quoted from bs. 4d.
to 6s. It should be noted by Cansdian exporters that it is with these eggs
they wil! chiefly come into competion, especially at Liverpool, and the rate
gives leaves very little margin.”

Nova Soorian AreLes IN LoNDoN —We take the following froma Lon-
don letter bearing date April 23rd :—* There have been some good sales of
spples this week, iu which Nova Scotians have come out very well. A
number of the lstler came into competition with oue of the esrly conigt.-
ments of Tasmonisn and New Zsaland, and came very well out of the ordeal,
their prices being far and away comparatively better. Tasmanisns sold
from 70, 9d. to 15s. 6d. per case, the latter exceptional rate for some very
good Ribston Pippine.

Prices hers
romain about the same as they were. Advices from New York state that
there is & better enquiry there, and that currants are stiffer and raisins more
active. Salea are quoted of layers about 54c., and off stalk at Sc. to 4c.

Suear.—Our local market is quiet 30 far as the refineries are concerned
and wholesale grocers are not very sctive as yet as the ceason is early. The
sugar matkets all over are very weak, and prices in many cases are actually
lower. Beet firsts in London are 13d. lower than last week, being quoted at
12s. 9d. for spot and 123, 104d for Juze; cane is quiet but steady. In New
York the market ssgged of a little, but has become firmer again or the
understanding that ths Sugsr Trust were going to Washington to protect
the interests of the monopoly. Mail advices from Cuba stite that the
demand for raws is very dull, and that a good deal will be sent forward for
sale ; but the bulk of this will be shipped to Eugland in preference to the
States, 88 the “one buyer” in the latter place is not s good feature for
goods on consignment ; the consequence of this is that England is likely 2o
be over-supplied with 1aw, and the States may have too little for their
wante.

Morasexs.—Nothing is doing in molasees here at present. The Mon.
treal Trads Bulletin says :—** In molasaes there have been some small sales
at S4¢. on spot, snd sowe of thestock lying at Quebec is being brought up
for this matket.

H. S. McKony’s paper on the Killog Gold District, which was read
boforo the Nova Scotia Institute of Science and published in the Morning
Herald, has veen strongly criticised by John L. Hardmanand George W,
Stuart in Jengthy lotters to that journal, 1In the Herald of May tenth Mr,
MecKay hits back with considerable force; and contondsas is now genorally
admitted that most of the mines tlat have proved failures would have
turned out valuable if v.derstood and worked sciontifically and intelli-

ently.
& Mr. McKay's original paper on the Kiliag Gold District, which has pro-
voked tho discussion, whilo possessing undoubted merit, was marred by its
tono of 2:sortion, and lacked the dignity and calm improssive reasoning that
gonerally distioguish sciontific articles. It apparontly reflected sevoroly on
Goorgo W. Stuart, who had discovered the lead after yeara of patient work
and no small outlay of cash, and drow from the laiter gontlem:zn an able
defonce of his convection with the mine. Mr. McKay in his last letter
disclaims all intention of attacking Mr. Stuart, whom he compliments
highly, and this should remove from the discussion an unpleasant personal
featuro.

Giving Mr. McKay due credit for what ho has already accomplished at
Killag, it is still apparent that resultsas yet hardly justify his claims of suc-
cess. A year's actual mining work will yet be required fto prove the
soundness of his theories, and wo hope his reward may be commonsurate
with his undoubted ontorprise and originality.

The discuesion will do much good, and we shall wateh for further lot-
ters with keen intorest, as the parties involved in the controversy are all
promiently connected with gold mining, and what they writo should be
worthy of careful porusal.

Mooseuaxns.—Through an unfortunate lypographical error in our last
issae the yiold of gold at the preliminary crushing of the new mill of the
Mooselands Gold Mmning Company was placed at two instead of ten ounces,
ths correct yield.

Anotlier session of the Local Legislaturo bas been brought to a close,
sud nothmg appears to have been done towards establishing a Provincial
Assay Qifice, nor was a grant made to defray tho exponso of a mineral col-
lection for tha World's Fair,

GoLp River.—Preliminary arrangemouts made to work the Neptuns
Gold Mine in the Gold River District by thoroughly practical mining men
bavo been abruptly terminated, as it was found tho injunction had not been
dissolved. There is work ahoad for the legal fraternity.

Care Brrrov.—Considerablo prospecting werk was done at Middle
River and its vici ..cy last yoar and work will soon be resumed. XNsthing
of special value has yet boon discovered, but hard work may result in the
unearthing of paying lodos.

The Beulder Tribune and Camera of April 20th, published at Boulder,
Colorado, has been handed us by Mr. G. A. Huestis. 1n it wo note that
the Orptin Boy Mine, Copper Rock Camp, has beon yielding somo wonder-
fully rich ore. * Here are the figures:

Nova Scotia Coan RovarLty.—We Jalely montioned that the govern
me .. of Nova Scotia proposed increasing tho royalty collected on coal sold
froio crown mines. The legislaturo has authorized tho increase, though
everything was done by tho lessees to mako it plain that tho bill wasa
breach of contract and trampled on vosted rights.
best lawyers in the province were unequivocally on the side of tho lessoes,
apd clearly laid down tho principlo that asa matler of contract tho legis-
lature had no right to increase tho royaity during the currency of tho leases.
Sull, .ho legislaturo has so cnacted, for thoy have the power, 8 power to
override vested rights happily not possessed by our stato legislatures. Many

of the wembers who as suppottors of tho government had to voto for the 8

measure, disliked so doing, for thoy folt thoy woro trealing in bad faith SN

The opinions of the 8
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the capitalisis of their own and other countrios who had been oncouraged
by earlier legialation to invest in mining onterprises, aud whose expendituro
had done ro much to dovolop the resources of Nova 3cotia. Theso mem-
bera saw that a scandal had beou created, though how grave it is they have
not yot roilized, nna thoy had added to the bill a clauso providing that
leases could be obtained for s long term of years ata maximum rate of
royalty if losaces ngreed to surronder their presont leases and pay s still
higher royalty. Thisisall ve  vell, Lut it zhould be remembered that a
govornment that has onco ropudiated s positive contract may do it sgain ;
it has no moral justico left to restrain it when apparent neces-ity again
suggests o similar course. And our people who may contemplate investing
in that country should clearly understand tho iuherent weakness of any
contract mado with a legislaturo possessing this undubitable powoer. But if
our capitalists will venture into a country given to ropudiation, they may,
if thoy aro caroful, obtain protection by insisting to have in their loase a
clauso that will enable thom in the ovent of disputo to go bofore the courts
The courts of Nova Scotia are without suspicion; but without oxpress
ngroomont the government of Nova Scotia will nover allow its lessees to
take them into court, and our peoplo who venture their money down there
should nover forget this.

Although tho legislature of Nova Scotia has passed this high-handed
aul, the Jossees are not withoul hopa of redress ; they lcok for disollowance
by the Governor-General, and they look to get a case into court on somo
technicality whon tho endeavor is made fo collect the increased royalty.
Pay quietly they will not ; on this question they are united as they never
havo been before. and we expect to hear a great deal more on this struggle
botwoeon veated rights and logislativo powor befure a settlement i3 roached.

Tae SrearMaNy WaTer CarTrIDGE.—In o paper read beforo a recont
mooting of the I'edoraled Institute of Colliery Managers, Mr J.J Speskman
s33id :—Thero was no direction in which improvements had been greater or
attontion mors fixed than in that of explosives. Aftor carofully examining
tho results of the many tests that had been made, it scemed not too much to
say that amongst thom the water cartridge, as used with gunpowder, right
be fairly claased amongst the safest types. The comparative ease and safoty
with which colliers could bandle gunpowder (which for 30 long a time was
almost the only explosive), its freedom from gases injurious to health, the
completenees with which the water extinguished the flame when the car-
tridge was properiy made and placed in the hole, and, above all, tho gene-
rally correct estimato a collior could form of the quantity required in a shot
50 as to yield the largest quauntity of round coal, scemed to point to gun-
powder being reinstated in the estimation of mining eogineers and
becoming again almost tho eole explosive used in mines. Miny and
various oxperimonts had boen mado for tho prevention of flamoe as produced
from ordinary charges for bringing down coal to that of the blown-out shoi,
and to avoid its coming into contact with fire-damp and coal dust. The
greatest advanco towards safoly in coal mining w~as due to the discovery
made by Sir Frederick Abel of using explosives enclosed in a water shield,
now known wmore particularly as the water cartridge. Tho locturer was
inclined to give Mr. Tonge, who read a paper on the subjact before the
Manchester Geological $ocioty in 1880, the credit of the invention end use
o1 tin cartridges, and although a. first thoy were not successful, thoy were
usod successfully afterwards, Captain M'Nab touk out his patent in 1.6
for tho papo1-bag cartridge, which, when used in a proper mazuer did good
work, but did nc* supply the lou.-felt want.

Mr. Miles Sottlo designed a tin cartridge, but it was rather cumber-
somo, and tho diticulty of manpipulating it wilitated against genoral adop-
tion. Mr. Speakman now submitted a tin cartridge, which, he siid,
answered every purposo, and was probably the best water cartndge which
had yot been baforo the notice of the public. It was simply worked, and
thus enabled every miner to bo in the position at any tims to use it him-
eolf, without the assistance of the shot-firer, A series of tests were recontly
made at tho Bedford Leigh Collieries, near Manchester, in thoe presence of
a number of mining engincers counccted with tho neighbouring pits, as
well as Mr. Saint, Hor Majosty’s inspector of mines. In theso tesis the
explosive charge used in the cartridge was tonite, snd four shots of four
ounces oach were fired in coal. The experiments wero satisfactory, as
thero was an entiro absence of flame, and the coal was orought dowa in
vxcellent condition. Tho charge of explosive when in tho cartridge lay in
such a position asto bo almost complotely surrounded by water, and by
thus placing the chargo in tho bottom of the cartridge it was claimed that
there was a greator head of waters for extinguisking any flame that might
arise when the charge vxploded.

In tho discussion which followed, soveral gentlemen pointed out that it
bad heon proved that under no circumstances could the flame from gun-
powder be prevenied by water.,

men to wnk, and sathey pracoed to the dip the gaa makes frocly, ard unless
greater power bo used, thers is no moans of increasing th volums of ar, and
¢ it ig vecossary to obtain increased airway, tho Eaglish alopes that were
sunk 1700 or 1800 foet have beon started sinking agiin, and a placs tarned
off tha narth level of the Foord pi* to cross-cut the mossuras aud meet the
s':n's, thus as there aro two slants when cawpleled, will mike a god travel-
licg way and air-way, and give o goud field of coal, giving the Foord pit two
mere seams viz, tho Cage pit and four feet seam immedistely overlying it,
all dowr-hill fur tho ¢ sl excepting through the tunnel, which will be about
340 or 400 feet, and as the watar now fiods ite way to the Foord pit, they
will not experiones much difficulty from that source, There has been some
five or six plec:a driven into the old works, which would scem to indicate
some errors in tho old plaus; thess places had to bo built off with iron riils
and brick and rand ; they havo had many difficulties to contond with, but
go far every difficulty bas becn met, and this mine is agiin assuwmiog ite
u~usl appearince,

Third Seam Slopes~It is understood that the Cige pit and Third Seam
are cogtiectvd by a tunpel eome 250 fzef in length, and the extension of
this tunzel has cut ano‘her 4 fsot soam of the best coal probably in this
country, and a band of iron stone which carries 45 por cent.of iron. It
takes tim» to advance levels and get new works like tbis opened out, but I
sm pleacea to say thst this his been systematically and quickly done.
Duting tho yoar there wasa bsck-balanco driven up on the north side of
1hird seam, and nive borls turned awsy, and the levels extondod a consid-
erable distacce beyond.

(1 the scuth side thero has been a balanco with 8 burds worked cet
nearly, snd the lcvels extended. In the Cago pit seam the levels ¢n north
and south side have been rapidly extenoded and balances driven up.

In the Four Feot Seam tho levels aro also beivg extended and places
driven up hill. Some of the irun has been taken out and roasted at the
mine with satisfactory resulls. This seam of coal will bo worked long
wall,

Sprive Hitr Mines —It is unnecessary for mo to ssy anything at
length in 1efer neo to the explosion which occurred bero on the 21st of last
Fubruary, the investigation having been published in last year's report. I
may, Lowever, say thre was a Jargo st«fT of officisls employed at this mine,
8" men of cobeiderable peactical expericncr, cuwe of them extending over a
peti.d of thirty yeare, 1 was familiar with all of thew, and hsd wany pri-
vato and public interviows with them, but never hesrd ono of them to
express fear of any kind in referonce to the occurrcmce of an oxplosion;
they one and al, like my-olf, appoared fully satisfied that everything was
s+fe I myseif have bod 30 add years’ oxperience in miring, and consider-
ed this mine cne »f tho safest in my district; and further I may say, that
six men,all good practical miners, most of them holding certificates as
underground managers and overmer, were sppuinted by the workmen to
exinine the mino, and dote 83 only a day or two previoas to the explosion.
T was prerent and read the report the evesing beforo the explosion; they
reported everything s tatisfactory. The day previous to the explusion 1
travelled the siction of the mino in which the explosivn oceurred, accom-
patied by II. Swift, ** manager,’” a man of large practical experionco in
wining bith in this and the ¢ld country. We were then both sauefied
everything was in good order.  The abive goes to prove that in our pro-
fession of min«rs wo havo something yo! to learn. As the years roll on our
mines are gradually b conitg deepor, nnd the vertical pressure greater, and
io my experierce a3 the depth of the mice itcresses fire d.mp also incressos.
It w u'd therefore seem that vertical pressure and atmospheric pressure are
huth active agenci- s in liberating gis from the s'raty, if there be any pent
up recking admission into the work.

It was only two weeks sfter the explosion when the mine was agsin
biirg p.rtislly worked, tho dimago underground being s ight whon we
think «f the terrible loss of life. These collieries aro now comparatively
clear ot gas.  A' tho working faces there are times when a fow inches is
fourd by the fire-boss, moro especially io up-hill places whera the brattico
is nct kept cleso up ; but as to gas beiog in standing places or old work, T
never found 1t, nor do 1 know of any man who over did. The overlying
otrita in Cumbetland County does not carnty fire-damp like the Pictou
C unty coal scams. The Pictou County coal basin has for its cover bitu-
minous shsle, while Camberland County coal basin has more freestone and
fire clay, which sccounts for being less gas than in Picton collieries.  Safety
l.rops is the only kiod of light nuw used in this mise. Ecxplosives ato not
used.

Thero has been yuite a lot of work done in tho sir-ways, and the volume
f air covsiderably increared. Tho new lift which was sunk last year in the
East slope has teen opened up this yesr, and lovels driven ocast and west.
Durirg the year ine West s'opo bas been sunk down 1200 feet. There is
alao a new hift in the Nerth slope, end one in the East slope 600 feet oach,
and 1260 feet in tte West.  Properly spesking, we do not know the extent
1bis lift n-ay be diiven westwsrdly, as every yeor further developments are
made f this ~ram westorly, until now thoy are proven for somo miles with
shght variaii ns southerly, caused by vp-throw dikes or faulte. Eastesly
the No. 5 «lopo is proved to semo extent a distance of one mile rouglly
speaking.
