switching was recently enacted in the presence of a rep-
resentative of Bookseller and Stationer, whent a custom-
or asked far a well-known brand of fountain pens and in
return was given a liberal dose of the “just as good™
talk. Kvidently this retailer failed to recognize the evil
he wax assisting in.  Thoe sale wax effected simply be
cause the consumer believed she was getting something
which she did not. That the public canuot be imposed
upon indefimtely ix too old a maxim to need repitition.
The dealer who persists in such practices, while he may
tepurarily exaet a higher profit, inevitably deereases
his sales.  Further. when the fact of substitution is dis
covered- confidence in the dealer is destroyed and the en
tire trade of the customer may go elsewhere.

Business integrity and honesty are necessaty ANRCLS
fur permanent success. That substitution is dishonor
able and wrong will be admitted by every fair-minded
dealer  Substitutes often are svnonmous for deprecian-
tion in quality so as-to place the imitation on the mar
ket at a2 lower price. Certain concerns there are whee
have this piratical habit of imitatime the original with
Jicht satiatiens. Trade marks are fmitated and bust-
nese 1 done upon the reputation established by others
through guads of merit judiciously advertiscd.

THE PROBLEM OF EXPANSION.

ROGRISS and expansion go hand in hand in the-de-
P volopment of a retail store. There is a limit to the
amount of business which any one store can do in a par-
ticular department. Particularly in the smaller towns
the possibility of increasing business bevond 2 certain
point is small, unless the range is widened. Here is
where the real advance ean be made. Merchants are just
now heginning to realize what may be done by the addi
tion of new departments.

The-old idea ofskeeping strictly to stationery lines is
passing away. Some few years ago the stationer sold
stationéry ouly, and:never thought of foing beyond this.
Noiv the advantage of keeping allied-lines. such as faney
goods, wall paper. cte., is becoming-génerally recognized.

Many reasons can be adduced to show that these
lines can be run more advantageousty by the stationer
A fiérchant has a business
established.

A PHONOGRAPHIC POSTAL CARD.

T"R latest thing in postals is one on which a phono-
graphic message may be recorded by means of a

special form of talking-machine, the message being
repraduced in the sender’s veice by the recipient. who
uses o similar machine.  This novelty has just been in-
trodueed in Paris, and. if it is as efficient as it is repre
sented to be, it vught to be popular  Below appears a
deseription contributed to La Nature (Parisy by Mr
Henri-Rene d°Allemange. e says :

“The phunepostal is an apparatus inteaded to record
and afterward repraduce the human voice with the aid of
a picee of cardboard of the size and shape of a postal
card  The idea of replacing the wax-covered evlinder of
the ordinary phonographs with a  sheet of paper that
mav he sent like a letter had already been eonceived by
the great intelleet of Jules Verne. whe, pushing present
inventions to their extreme limits, foresaw much that
would ane day be  suceessfully  realized  Nevertheloos,
Jules Verne was not the inventor. properlyv speaking. of
dirigible ballaans «or scbhmarines he was endowed with a
vart of »econd sight. and it was left for pore practieal
minds to realize the dreams ol the charming writer whe
was the delicht of our vounger days

“The advantages of the vhoenopoastal are manv: in
theae davs of extended tours thers ran be nothing more
attractive than to put in one's automohile or in a comer
of «ne’s bag this apparatus.  which takes up ne more

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room than two or three boxes of letterpaper. By add-
ing a few dozen cards  prepared for use as records. we
may. at ecach stoppiug place, send to those at home fresh
and, as we may say, vibrant news of our juourney  On
the other hand, the explover may also receive news from
hix family—not the limited news of the ordinary epistle,
but news in which he may hear the solt voices of his
children, and recognize the sweet prattle of babies vot
toa small to hold pen or peneil: aud this charmug sen
sation  of freshness  and remembrance may be renewed
again and again, for one of the peeuliatities of the
phoneeard is its power of indefinite use.

“Besides these evident advantages, the new inven
tion may also be used to note down the songs and ais
peculiar to the country through which one is traveling.
A double souvemir may thus be obtained, for on the back
of the phonocard may be pasted photographs intended to
commemorate ti.e most interesting views of the journey *

“The sounds are recorded in a spiral, beginning at
the edge of the card and  growing continually smaller
until the Iast cirele is bavely as large as a 10-centime
piece.  The greove made is so hard that even the two
postmarks are nat able to destroy more than a syllable
or two.

“On one card there may easily be insetibed 75 to S0
words, which is sufficient to give ample news. We should
not forget that the phonneard merely aims at Hlling the
same place as the illustrated post eard.

“One of the most appreciable advantawex of  thix
new mode .of communication is to assure the relative
seereey of the correspondence.  Until it is so well known
to the public that jamtors feel obliged to provide them-
selves with the reproducing apparatus, the members of
this honorable bady will be deprived of the pleasure of
reading the correspundence of tenants We have almost
a new cipher. ecasy of use and demanding neither pre
liminary studv nor speeial knowledge.

In all these  cases the banks
have to carry and support the merchants.  Besides this,

.of a new countiy, reads, bridges, railroads, public build-
ings, all these are heavy drains on the present resources
and licns on the future prospects of the country.

It requires great faith in men of capital to take such
a chance on the futute.  This year has justified their
-trust. When the present crop is sold there will he money
_enough to square accounts and still leave something to
work on.  The fat vear, as Mr. Walker has said, has
‘come, the vear which has been looked forward fo with
admirable faith by the merchants whose very existence
dependel upon 1t and by Canada at large, whose boasts
had to be made gowd.  Credit will be given again in in-
creased amount, thete will be bad years when money will
be scarce, but the hope in the west has been justified and

there will never mote be a doubt as to the ultimate out-
come.

bearings, with which jt is decorated, &
new appreciation has arisen for mottoes.

Two or thiee words that breathe an
appropriate  senliment are  printed
across the left-hand  corner of the
paper and upon the envelope flap.
