celve and aak for, Tieat nature genoromly
and she will not repudiate your acquaint-
ance. If naturosays eat, drink and be mer-.
ry, do it; i she says spare my hygienic
powers, familisrity with such a quality of
meat, with that particular vegetabls, or
with a beverage she fails to assimilate with
her blood, then be care'nl and kind to her
suggeations.

As wo are speaking of cholera, we may as
woll say a word about small-pox and its
remedy—vaccination, Itisa simple thing
to vacolnate; one would think that oven the
moat uncivilized of all people wounld hear of
ard adopt vaccination asa protective act
against & visit of the loathsome diszeines
And yet, not only they buy tho more favor-
od of our racr will take no trouble to vac-
cinate,—on the contrary they will not do st~
having a projudics against it. Xf we are nct
mistaken the prejudice exists In countrics
where alone thereligionof Rome 1s profes:ed,
more than it doss in those latitudes where it
s not only argued against batput to the pre-
tost, Why thisis 30 wo do not at this mc-
ment explain. But we do oxplain how sim-
plo it is for almost every one to obtaln frem
& medical man s small quantity of vacoiro
matter. Put a small picceabout the size of
the head of a large pin npon a piece of olean
glass, Moisten it with water and rab it
dovm to tho comistency of cream, Scratch
the skin of one of the arma above the olbow
with a lanco or sharp knifo until the blood
begins toappear; apply tho softened vaccine
matter to the abrasive and the whole opera
tion is over with, A littlo care of tho wound
st it inflames and produces a hoealthy
acsb about tho slzo of a Iarge pes, will suffice
toguard an individual againat an attack at

all of small-poa, or at leact againgt one
which will destroy life, In visitlng o small.
pox patientnature is furthor proteotod by
tho visitor fortifylng his stomachwithhealthy
food and good boverage, Lxporionce, inauch
au emergonoy, is rathor againet than in fav-
or of the oxpulalon of potontiat Uyuids, Law
should compel vaccination as peremptorily
asit demands tho payment of taxes,

New Navai Devices.

The demonsatrated fact that & huge fron.
olad, costing milllons of dollars, oan ba sunk
by one blow from a properly placed torpsdo
has caused all the leading nations to busy
themselves with the donble problem how to
make thelr own torpedoes effective and how
to parry the attacks of an enemy’s. Franoce
and England have just made two noteworthy
contributions to this problem, one on the
side of attack and the other on that of de-
fence,

The new Eoglish devioe, the invention of
& young Australlan named BreExxaN, who
has already the guarantes of a fortune from
it, hay been teated for several months at
Garrison Point Fort, Sheerncss. Without
golng into minute details, it may be briefly
desoribed a3 employing a stoam engine for
driviog and ateering the torpedo toward its
object, To the drams of the engine are
fastened tho endaof colls of wire wound on
reels in the torpedo machine, and the un-
winding of theze colls, with their rewind-
ing upon the drums of the engico, sets two
sorew propellers at work, which drive the
torpedo throngh the sea with the velocity
of an express train, By getting the greater
pressure on one screw or the other the tor-
pedo is ateered, Lights ecreened from the
enemy show ita position at night to those
weho direct it, while the very small portion
above the surface of the water greatly de-
creases the chanca of its seasonable detection,
Exactly what ita cRpabilitien of progress are
can as yethardly be eaid; but on each of
the many oocasious of its trial, the torpedo
machine, which looked something like the
soctionofa boat, on emergiog from the Sheer.
ness fort ran down a short rallway to the
beach at a speed of forty or fifty riles an
hour and plunged into the sea, I is obvi.
ous that the principle of the now devios is
wholly unlike that of the Whitehead or the
Harvey torpedo, Indeed, one of its atrik.
Ing peculiarities is that since the unwinding
of its tight coils proosods most rapidly to-
wzid the end, the apeed of the torpedo will
apparently be greatest toward the end of its
course, or at the time most necessary,

The satisfaction of the British authorities
with this new apparatas is wndisguised.
The experience of its inveator in being wel.
comed instead of snubbed is exoeptional,
and as » oonsequence tha British Govern-
ment will have the devioe ax its property,
Instead of seeing it taken in disgust to some
othér country, like the Whitehead torpedc,
and thenoe served outfrom a foreign factory
to all who will pay for it.

The Freuch devioce is directed to the con-
trary purpose, that of diminishing the de-
structiveness of torpedoes, by finding anew
protection agtinat them. The aubatance
thus chosen is a most' extrsordinary one,
conaisting of a composition made from ths
fibre of the husk of ths cocoanut, Itwas
first used as » ahield for the masonry of
quays, and ita extraordinary action under
thees ciroumatances caused it to be applied
to the protection of vessels, In pulverized
coooanut tissue there lios an extraordinary
oounterpoise o xhe damagecaused by hos-
tile shot entering at or below the waterline,
In sundry experiments at Toulon a target
was compoysd of a felt-liks mass of this cel-
lulorn, as it is calied, fourteen parts being
ground husk, and one part the fibre, which
helps to hold tho mass together like hair in
mortar. The target, which was about two
foet thick, as reprosenting the lining that
would bé given to a vesssl,was perforated at
short range by a nine-inoh gun. In each cess
no sooner had the shot passed thriugh than
the oollulose clowed up so firsiiy that a

Without entering into a confusing snalysis
of the cansos of disease, we may ingeneral
terms divide them into two olasscs : visiblo
and invisible. The former we can casily
underatand, and we need but cite a few ox-
amples to illustrate, Thore Is not usually
much doubt or myatery attending 4ho case
of a man who has boen Injured by an oxplo-
sion of gunpowder, a railroad accident, a
fall from a building, a runaway horse, or
an overdose of polaon, The query usually
in auch casesis, not howdid it happen, but
the wonder is why the result was not more
serlous,

But with the Iatter, orthe invisiblo, doubts
and queations will always arise, Itis true
that therc are many diseases which are her-
editary, but sclentific investigation compels
us candidly to admit that the list of so-call-
ed hereditary diseases isnot at present so
large as it was ten or fifteen years ago. Re-
cent research seemsto point clearly to the
faot that it Is not so much the disease that
is tranamitted from one generation toanoth-
or, as itis a Jow, impoverished aud feeble
constitution which is unable to withstand
the attcaks of auch maladies as are genoral-
ly met with in the courso of an ordinary
lite,

Baut it is to the manner In which these in.
visible attacksaremade upon the citadel of
life, and which bring in their train the long
list of fevers and other waating diseases,
that we wish now to comsider, and, if pos-
aible, to guard against,

Medical treatines teach us that thers are
three avenues of approack to the human
system : the stomach, lungs and the skin.

Now, with the exception of a few dizenses
which, either in & latent ur more sdvanced
form ave preseut in the system at birth, the
caure of any disease must exist ontside of
the body, and, if subsequently taken into
the human system, muat be conveyed to it
through one of the abive mentioned chan.
nelx,

The question then to bs decided is, can
these avenuos be guarded 5o as to kecp ont
the enemy. The answer must be, no. This
is Inevituble, for In order to austain life thess
ways of approach must be kept open in
order that the functions of the body may be
carried on, We must eat; the lungs must
take in and exhale air, and the pores of $he
skin must be kept open and fres from any
obstruction,

The dismissing of this factor leaves bus
two others to be considered, one, is the re.
moval of expurgiog from food, air and
water, xhich substances as are known to be
either poisorous or detrimental to heslth;
the other is to fortify the systemso that it
will not submit or be impressed by these
outside or exteraul inflaences,

To one of these belongs the province of
sanitary laws and the best methods of pre-
venting disesse, which bave already been
made the aubject of previous articles in this
series, To-day wetake upthe consideration
of some of the beat means of proventing the
{aroads of disease by a wel nourished wnd
evenly balanced mind andb .

That a weak and impoverished body is pe-
euliarly suspectible to disease of any kind
oan be no longer queationed, It isthersfore

he duty of everyone to keepup his nor-
mal atandard of health,

This can best bo ascompitshed by 1egulae

.

this connestion aleo a word ahould be apoken
with reference to variety in Iabor and periods
of 1 vreation, It lsthe steady and con-
tinuous round of the same work, day after
day, that wears out our people. The tread-
mnill will wear out threo horscs, where the
road will one, ;WVe need a change in order
to cqualize the forces of the phyalcal system.

To think that everything will go to ruin
unless you are thore to ‘‘runit,” is a mild
form of insanity, and to think nothing can
be done in the home, on the farm, in the
store, mill or office, is one of the first ioHl-
mations that the work can be done without
you,

Agaln, it Is & mistake to force Iabor which
must bo done at the oxpenso of the body
braced up by attmulante.

Another caues of debility, and which scon
produces an injurions effeot upon the body,
is long continued over exertion, Thlis is
specially trne of domestis and out door
labor on & Isrge farm., The resnlt of such
over exortion is to encrvats the system so
that when in the fall, typhoid or typhus
fever is prevalen%, the system Is not able
to prevent the taking In and absorbing its
poisonous germs, and thus preparing the
way for along spell of sickness, Additicnal
help {s cheaperin the end than totry anddo
all the work alone,

A man'slength of days is largely in his
own hands; certainly he may not cut short
the"Soriptural limit as s0 many do, Butin
order to do this we must bs regular in our
habits, cheerful in onr disposition, willing
that others should live and have an equal
chance with curselves, sud laatly, remem.
ber the trite zaying of one of the oelebrut
ed phyaicians in medical history, *‘Keep the
head cool, the bowels open, and the feet
dry."

Nuraing As & Fimo Art.
Few facts in roference to the sick and taeir
welfare are more noticeables than the devel-
opmont of tho art of nursing in recent years.

done was often performed unskiliully and
untenderly, It isnot pleasant torecall what
must have boon the sufferings of the sick In
earller days in poorer hospitals, espoclally
in poor-law hospitals, when given over for
the night to the care of a nureo not consider-
od good enough for day duty, and who pre.
pared horself for her nocturnal work by cop-
ious potations of Leer. The ory for a cap of
water or for a change of posture by a thiraty
or reatless pationt was often unhteded, or
only heeded to be rebuked. Whenkindness
was not at fault, intelligences wax often want-
Ing, and superstition and Iguorance had it
all their own way. The beat proof that
this Is not an exaggeration is to be foundin
tho prejudice which still survives against
professional nurses, There are large
numbers of educated people who would not
consent on any terms to havo a ‘¢ hoapital
nurso. It can scarcely be Imagined that
their objection is to the training received in
the hospitals, It muat be traceuble to ex-
perience of the older order of nuraing, or to
the aurvival of some of its bad traditions.
The older order of nursing is not quite
extinct, Practitioners of any standing counld
atill give instances of nurses whote coarse
ignorance and unkindness brought discredit
on theorder, who put the wrong end of the
clinical thermometer into the mouth, who
seemed to think less of the patient than of
themselves, who conceived of nureing asa
calling requiring a largeamounnt of stimulant,
and who disgusted all the other members
aud servants of a household by the asaump.
tion of alrs of superiority which neither their
nursing powera nor their general intelligence
Juatified,

Fducation and Iatelllgenco Incteasing tho
Domand.
This Is emphatically a reading age. Re-
latively wlth our onlarged oducational faclit.
ties the roading public has incressed In
sumbar. Whoro horotofore those who oould
not read woro in tho majorliy, tho rule has
been roversod, and now a porson who oan-
notroad is regardod ax a curiosity, but yet
deserviug thoslncoreat sympathy. Inaevery
dopartment of lifo tie domand for newspaper
reading in over on tho Inorease. The boy at
school, the young man in the workshop or
In thooftios, the younggirlin domestio sarvice
or behindtho counter, the maater at thedosk
and the mistress in the parlor, all look with
equal eagerncss for the regular appearance
of the local journal. To supply the grow-.
ing demand for newspaper reading the city
’jdllel publish large woekly ecditions, made
up almost entlroly of the matter which ap
pears from day to day in thodaily,  These
weekly reprints of the groat dailies aro aup-
plled at such a ridiculously low sabscrip-
price as throatened at one time to totally ex-
unguish the local country sheet, which could
never afford to furnish the quantity of read-
ing matter glven in tho large foreign week-
lies, To meet the difficulty which here
presentod itscll, the ready-print system was
inaugurated. Firms were eatablished which
make a specialiy of furnishing o country
publishers roady-printed sheets, contalning
the easence of each week’s happenings, and
clippings from sources available only to a
Iarge city publishor.

This system has rapidly grown in publio
favor, until, in the Dominion at least three-
fourths of what are known as the country
press are published on the ausiliary plan,
The prejudices which once oxisted againat
the ready-print system havo entirely disap-
pearod, and proprletors find that in order
to compete with contemporarics using the
system, and with the city dallies, and to
ensure w profit at the end of the year, they
wnust comply with the inovitable and adopt
ready-printed sheets,

Some idea of the populrrity which «this
syatem hag attained with country readers
will be gained whon wo atate that a firrz in
this city supplies between one and two
huudred publishers with ready-printed pa.
pers.  Todothis three soparate and distinct
editions are isaned cvery week, containing
matter entirely dilferent each from the other,
and the syatem is becoming so genoral that
those who have, from prejudice or other
cause, heretofore refrained from adopting it,
find {t ncczaeary to doso to maintain their
circulation and give aatiefaction to their pa-
trons,

The “Living Death ” of Trinccas Carlotta.
Sarely the mastmonrnful of all the sad
atories of modern history Is that of Carlotts,
the daughter of they Leopold of Belgium
whom the great Napoleon describes as ‘‘the
ficeat man he had ever seen,” The young
Pulnoess, whenbut 17 years old, was married
to Maximilian, younger brother of Francis
Joseph, Emperor of Austrla, Thiswas in
1857, From 1857 to 1863 Maximilian and
Carlotta dwelt, as ia Eden, at tho palace of
Miramar, on the Est cosst of the Adriatlo,
It socoms that thelr lile there was a perfect
idyl, love and literatare supplying its rhy-
thmio tones. Art inall shapes, muo, soulp-
ture, palnting, words—all combined to tnake
thelr brief aix yearsof happiness one of thoss
delightfal eplsodes the mere readioglof which
auggests happiness and love to all mankind.
But the tempter came. Maximilian was
ambitious of worldly renoxn ; he knew the
sweets of acquisition as s acholir; he was
brave, a sailor, and a Hapsburg. Au emplre
“was offered him. The 4ira¢]l Emperor of a
graat nation, the fellow who inherited a
name without a particle of blood-right to the
fnheritance ; the amaller Napoleon, before
whom the Sinso-Tigres kneeled for & few
years, gave vent to one of his grandiloquent
decrees. Ho would “create a Latin empire
fn the West to redreas the balance of the
Eamt. Plaglariat, even in thisrotund phrase,
Lo }iinded men's eyes to his folly, and Max-
fr Jian wasseduced into becoming his ia-
strument. Poor Carlotts, the faithfal wife
and brave woman, followed her Axstrian
husband to Mexico, wherethe new empire
was to bo founded and miintained. The
achemo was skilfolly contrived. Napoleon
the Little had money and prestige enough
peading the Civil War in the United States
to buy up a party in Mexiso. They were
called a party, but were really a lot ofatock
jobbors aud speculators who, with hearts ab-
solutely cold aa to humsnity or pasriotiam,
soncht to make a profit out of Mexican
bonda—to sy nothing of Mexloan blood.
They wen'’; to Miramar, and in name of Mex-
100, offered throne and fealty to the hapless
Prince, Thzongh one of those miracles of
blindness which sometimes affect the best
educated men Maximilian swallowed the
balt. Napoloon IIL not only nesded a new
Latin empire in the Western world, but the
prestige which a political alliance with the
Hapelargs woald givae bim, Maximilian
became his tool, and the faithful Caslotta
followed her lord.

She went
to Franos, to Pazis; aaw the sputious Bona-
patio and begged forald; Legged for the

Reasen awoon-
4, and from that $ime to within a fow days
past, for nineteen fong years, ahe has been
an amiable maniso—dead to the world.

Twe Murdtrers Quilistined at Daybreak
Befere & Parls Crowd,

The two notorious oriminalv—G
who murdered the old Delaunay in the Rue
d'Angoulems, ~ud Marchandon, who out the
throat of the Creols Indy, whose servioe he
had entered, woord!ni to his oustom, for
the purposs of plunder—were gulilotined
shortly after daybresk. It was expected
that the wretchés would be reprieved, as
Gaspard had had an acoomplioe, and Maroh-
andon’s friends had made energetic offorta
to save him from the geiilotine, Their ap-
poals, however, were rejected, and both the
criminals were handed over to t.ie common
executioner.

At 1 o'dlock in the morning the Place deo
Is Roquette, outside the prison of the con.
demned,'was fullof people, who, as Is castom-
sry on suck ocoasions, had remained up all
night to witness what, in the annalyof re-
oent sensition, was an exoeptional aight,
namely, a double execution, The police had
oonsiderable difficulty in keeplog the crowd
of sightseers in their places, and the mount-
od gendarmes were froquently called into re-
quiaitiontoclear the approaches tothe places
of exeoution. The unsual horseplay, low
jokes, and badinage were freely Indulged
{n by the expectant crowd in ths roadway,
ocomposed as it was of the lowest strata of
the Parisian rabble, Sgatches of obsoens
songe were even sung by soms of the villain.
ous Jamins and vicdous girls who pressed
through the crowd to obtain a view ofa
soene which seemed to have no terrors for
them,

At 1 o'clock a moving light was seen ap-
proaching., Itpreceded a dark mass acarve-
1y discernible through the enveloping dark.
ness. This was the oar conveying the ter.
rible dois de juatice, or guillotine, which had
onde more been removed from its resting
place in the vicialty of the prison. 1t was
followed by Deibler and his amistants, and
wa well guarded by policemen, Turming
the corner of the Rue Folie Regoault, the
ghastly caravan lambered heavily lato the
Place dels Roquette, and stopped before the
door of the jall.

The guillotine was prumptly dismounted
and by 20'clock everythlug wasready, Del.

A Cherry Festival, )

A curious festival tak. _ place in the Ger-
man city of Hambrrg, when the cherries
areripe, Itis a festival forthe little folk,
who march in a provession throngh the
stroets, waving cherry ladenbranches, The
Cherry Festival bas been held for morethan
400 yoars, and it serves to put all the peo-
ple in mind of a victorywon by nono but
little children over an army of fierce men—
an old, old story that ia very touching and
boautifal, and which the citizens of Hamburg
donot wish to forget.

In the vear 1432 Hambturg was beaieged
by agreat army, The army of Huasites it
was; its leader remembered in history as
Procopios the Great.l, The war had been
raging formany years, and on both aides it
had beoome very bitter and cruel; and wo
the peopleof Eamburg were terribly afraid,
for they could not hops to hold out against
agreat multitnde of men who had been
tralned to war. A council of the chief citl-
vanx was held %o consider what they should
do; and at length some one atggested that
they shonld sevit out the little children,
for when the great army of soldiers saw them
tho aight would melt their hearts and they
would do no mors harm to ths town.

Then all the children were gathered $o-
gether from their homes, and thoy were put
in order in the atroets, and the city gate was
opened, and they were told to march ont
and moet thearmy. Thesoldiers 2ying out-
side, and who had come to deatroy the city
and murder all who were in it, were sor.
prised to sce the gate swing open, ard
greater still grew thelr amaremen: when
they saw ths little childron, clad all in pure
white robes, come forth, and when they
heard the pattering on the road of little
foet; and when the little ones drow timidly
up to their tents, tho eyes of tho rough sol-
diars began to fill with tears, and {as there
were cherry orchards all about) they threw
down there arms and gathered beautiful
branchoes oft the cherry trees, full of fruit,
and sont back the children to their parents
with anywers ol peace.

And that 1s why the Hambarg chiidren
down to this very day got thelr cherry foast
overy year, and tho pooplo turn ont to look

at them, and think with grateful teara of
the army of little ones who gained the aweet,
bloodloas battle,and saved the good old town
from duatruction 450 years ago.

Thesonfled into another room,
Thefsther followed him with astick of wood,
and deolared with an oath toohorzible to be
repeated that he would kill him, The boy
hen drew a 32-calibre revolver and fired at
him, The father turned and made a movs
tocomo toward him, The boy fired and
a second time, 84U the father came on,
then the boy fired a third shot, With
thisahot the father fell to the floor, He
lived only & short time, He uttered noth-
ing but groans. One bullet had struck him

In the left shonlder, another in the upper
part of one eye, and thethird went into the

forehoad.

The boy then started for Rockaway at
once to give himself up, Ho expressed ro-
gret at what had ccourred, and said nothing
but a foar of danger to his life would have
indaced him to do what he did.
