WE have received from the Government several copies
of Prowse’s History. Many of the persons to whom they
are addressed are not now with us; we have, therefore, re-
addressed and posted these. No doubt they are now in the
proper hands. The names are :—Misses Collins, E. Taylor,
Hudson, Rabbitts, Avery ; and Messrs, Christian, Crummey
and Pippy.

Ix glancing over Nansen’s new buok we note that on
the day the 80th degree of North Latitude was reached,
the menw on the Fram was :— Oxtail soup, fish pudding,
rissoles, green peas, haricot beans, cloudberries with milk,
a bottle of beer to each man. Coffee and cigarettes after
dinner. In the evening we had tinned pears and peaches,
gingerbread, dried bananas, figs, raisins, and almonds.”
Not much appearance of privation here! It is, however,
on account of the mention of cloudberries that we make
the quotation. These cloudberries are our bukeapples. We
believe that Nordenskicld also made free use of them
(tinned) on his Arctic journeys. They belong to the Rasp-
berry family and their botanical name is, Rubus Chamse-
morus. They are near relatives of our plumboys. (Rubus
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triflorus) and of owr common red raspberries (Rubus
strigosus). Notice when you are out trouting and are
crossing a bakeapple-marsh, that the flowers of the bake-
apple are of two kinds; these are the male and female
flowers, The plant is called dizcious, that is, two houses,
because the two sexes occupy different plants. Notice at
the same time the springy moss under your feet. Though
formed of a great variety of plants,these plants are nearly all
closely related, and form the family ecalled Sphagnum.
Thus sphagnum when thoroughly rotted and compressed by
late growths above it, forms peat, of some of the uses of
which we have been recently reminded.

WE have come to associate the words “ Made in Ger-
many ” with the idea of cheapness. The following items
in” connection with the teaching profession will interest
some of our readers.

The new Prussian scheme for the increase of certain
salaries shews that University Professors are to get an
average salary of £275 per annum, Technical teachers,
elementary teachers, and secondary (i.e.advanced) teachers,
are to get £50 per annum, rising to £150 after twenty-
seven years’ service.

WE note that the number of candidates who entered
for the College of Preceptors Lxam. in this year was
17,932—an increase of about 1,000 over the previous year.

It ig remarkable that some substances which (uite re-
cently were prejudicial to the substance containing them,
are now enhancing their value, Basic slag from the great
Inglish ironworks is selling at £10 per ton, a higher price
than the iron itself is obtaining in some instances.

The following is an extract from a letter from Cluny
Macpherson :—

“Tell Mr. Holloway that I asked Dr. Ruttan, our
Registrar, about the A. A, Examination in place of Matri-
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culation, He said it would do splendidly if the certificate
specified that Latin had been one of the subjects.”

This information is satisfactory. It means that holders
of the A. A. diploma from the Council of Higher Educa-
tion, will be received into McGill University without fur-
ther test, provided Latin forms one of the subjects taken.

SiNce last fssue two more lectures on X-ray phenomena
have been given by the Principal,—one to the Meth- List
Institute and one tu the St. Andrews. We venture to think
that few Crooke’s tubes have had as long aud satisfactory
a life as ours has had. The continual warming found
necessary by so many experimenters has never been found
necessary with ours,

Ox March 24th the Prize-giving Entertainment by the
Primary Depaitment came off. It was a success—every
way. The programme and detailed prize list appear on
another page.

Miss BarxEes received well-deserved recognition at the
hands of her pupils. The address apn.a Miss Barnzs’ reply
have already appeared. The pre.ent accompanying the
address was a very handsome one,

WE all owe thanks to those who give time and trouble
to help Miss Barnes,—Mrs. Kendall, Miss Greaves, etc.
Sergeant Cockshott is taking a great interest in the physi-
cal side of our school advancement. We hope soon to
show the public what the older girls and boys can do in the
way of drill and concerted physical exercises.

Now that marbles are in, try this little experiment
with one. Cross the first and secoud fingers of the right
hand,—second over first—place the two finger ends so that
they both touch a marble on the table. Close your eyes
and roll the marble about, still keeping both your finger
ends in contact with it, It will now feel as if there were
two marbles instead of one. The explanation isthis, The
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two sides of your fingers which are generally separated by
the width of two fingers, are now close together. Now
something that can be touched at the same time by these
two sides, suggests to you the idea either of something as
wide as two fingers, or else of fwo things which together
are as wide as two fingers. A very simple experiment;
but one which requives a little thought to understand.

When marbles are out, a similar experiment may be
tried with the tip of your nose.

ANSWER to * Inquirer.” Candidates for grades (teach-
ing) who have failed at previous examinations i» one sub-
ject only will have papers, in that subject, given them on
June 22nd or following days. A paper in Navigation (first
grade) will also be set at the same time. This examination
will be conducted at the College. If, however, any of
these referred to above are intending to present themselves
in St. John’s at the examination, under the Council of
H. E, beginning on May 31st—it is probable that arrange-
ments can be made to give them then the single paper
necessary to complete their grade.

So also, arrrangements can be made to examine any
candidates in Elocution either duving the weck beginning
May 31st on later in June.

WE hear that our boys who entered McGill last year
are passing the Exams. with Honours, but we lack authen-
tic details. We wish some one of them would undertake
to supply us with exact information on this matter.

TO TEACHERS-

TIME TABLES.

1.—These serve to secure systematic and effective
work; and, by keeping everything under the direction and
supervision of teacher, do much to preserve order and dis-
cipline by giving suitable employment to everyone, and a
pleasant variety of exercises.

2.—In organizing o school, a teacher, after necessary
examination, must form them, according to attainments,
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into classes or groups, to prosecute courses of study on ap-
proved principles, and so as to secure healthy competition,

3.—As recommended in last COLLEGIAN, a convenient
mode of school work, is according to standards, as they are
there explained. The scope of each standard might be as
follows :

STANDARD L.—Pupils read, spell, write or print on
slates, and from bail-frame and blackboard, learn the use of
simple figures and multiplication table, second line

SraNpARD IL.—Read, spell, write a.d advance in know-
ledge of figures and multiplication tables as far as sixth line.

STANDARD IIL—Read, spell, write on copy-books, mul-
tiplication table complete, and simple rules of arithmetic,
English grammar in classification of words and elementary
geography and maps.

STANDARD 1IV.—Read, spell, write, arithmetic simple
and compound rules with easy fractions, grammar, classifi-
cation, subdivision and easy parsing, geography, introduc-
tory and map of Newfoundland.

STANDARDS v and VI.—The above more advanced with
outline of Newfoundland or British history, algebra,
cuelid, &e.

N.B.—(a). In constructing Time-tables, teachers
should keep in view standards required and scope of each,
and that frequent change of work is needed by young
pupils. (D). The tension of school work may be relieved
by occasional school songs or calisthenic exercise.

An Evening with the College Telescope.

Our beautiful 3 inch refracting telescope has lately
afforded us some extremely interesting and instructive hours
upon clear nights. Space would not allow us to give any
detailed description of the many beautiful telescopic objects
that we have brought into the field. But we can mention
briefly a few of the principal ones,

We turn to the Moon first, because the glimpses we
have had of her strange scenery seem to have left the
strongest impression upon our minds.

A number of us gathered vne night to see the Sun rise
over Copernicus, which is, no doubt, ot all the Lunar Cra-
ters the grandest and best known. Later on, when the Sun
was setting on the Mare Crispium we saw the curious radi-
ating streaks surrounding this crater, so unlike anything we
know on our Farth, some of the streaks extending for more
than a thousand miles over the Moon’s surface.

After we had seen the planet Jupiter and counted his
Moons and discerned the Crescent of Venus and the Disec of
Mars, we directed the tube towards Arion, the most conspi-
uous constelation in the winter sky, here we soon found the
unrivalled Multiple Star, surrounded by the great Nebule,
the glories of which one can hardly tire of gazing upon.
Next, we found the brilliant star clusterin the Sword-han-
dle of Perscus, consisting of thousands of tiny stars crowd-
ed closely together, and yet it filled the whole field of the
telescope.  We did not attemnt to count them! F. C. V,
