He bâi nlot long
surveyed thse multitude offered for sale belote he
ied is laye upon an aid and decrepit slave,

andl told bis masttr thlat hie must ha one. The
poor fellaiv begged that hie might bie iudulgedi
wben the dea[er reinarkede that if they. boughit

teà,h ould give them that man iuta the
barai. hepurchase wasacrdnl made,

and the slaves were couducted ta the plantation
otf their master ; but upon notile ýdid the selecter
bestow balf the attentian sud cote that hie did ap-
an the poar aid deerepit African. Hie took him
ta bis own habitation, and laid him upon his own
bcd : hal fed him ait bis own table, snd gave him.
drink out af bis awn cup: wlseu ha was cold he
carried hina inta the eushine ; sud when hae was
hot, he placed him under the shade of the coca-
nut tree. Astonihed at the attention this confît-
dential slave bestowed upan a fe]low slave, his
master interrogated hlm upon tisa suhject. Ha

1 think 1 amn warranted lu stating, that the
nuinher of Jews now iu Jerusalem a àgreater than
at any other period iu modem times.

The population of any eastern city la with great
difficulty accurately sscertainucd, owiug to tht to-
tal absence of statistical or municipal tables, as
well as ta the immense flaating population, hla-
<lre<lq arrivin.' at naight and passin ont mn the
m1orning ; lcsTdes, here the nuumberoJpilgrims va-
ries dai ly.

The entire resident population of the city is
about 35,000: of which 10,000 are Jcws, 10,000
Christians, 10,000 Mahommedans, and about
5,000 fareigners, or partial residents, including
the garrison.

As a rough gnoes would but little appraximate
to the trotta, and as many coutradictory accotints
have been piubliqhed of the numlier of Jews rosi-
<lent in Jerusalem, 1 have tiscd everyv mous
of procuring correct information on this sbheet.
The Latins, end the Jeivish rabbies themselves,
whom 1 sevcrally consultedl, both agreed iu sta
ting, thatthe number is greater now than at any
otherperiod lu latter times of which they have
any record, and that at the lowest calculation it
amountcd ta the number 1 have stated.

The periodis ual very distant wheu the Ttirk-
ish lawv permitted no more thon 300 Jews to me-
side within the wails. The celebrated Jewish
baistorian, Beniamin of Tudela, gives a lamenta-
ble accounit otthe state of the Jews in Palestine
about the mniddle of the twelftb century;
and id wc may safely select," says Milutan, in
bis ciH-istory of the Jes1 <9 his humiliating ac-
count of the few brethren who stili clunog, luýpo

Benjamin la said ta have round 400 Jews, glass-
blowers. The Samaritans stilI accupied bichent,
but lu Jerusalem there wvere only '200 descend-
ants cf Abraham, almost ail dyers of wool, whn
had baught a moncpoiy af t bat trade. Ascalon
contained 158 Jews -Tiberias, the seat of lear-
iug sud of the lcimgly patri archate, but flfty.

Tas acconnt af Bcujamin la conflrmed by the
unfrequent mention of the iews lu the histories of
the later crusades lu the Holy Land, and may
pembaps lie ascribed, ini gmeat measume, ta the de-
vastatiaus commltted en the tira of these dopapu-
Iatiug expedition.

A vast coucaurse af ibis pcople fiocked ta Je-
rusalerusat the time that Symia was occupied by
the Egyptisns, sud attemwards on thé conquest
of AIVers.
