Much of the prejudice against the * ritualist”
is doo to the indifference, laxity and disobe-
dience that is now so prevalent in the Church.
When the ¢ ritnaliat” appesals to such evidence
a8 the Bible and the Chursh in support of his
position, men become offended and even startled,
for it -is plain to see that the position of the
“ ritualiat” seeme tenable. In ¢ is controversy
over forms and oaremopies, charity is often
violated and the meanest nemes are thought of
‘with which to braod the * ritaslists”; snch as
* hypoorite,” “traitor,” betrayer of the g orious
Protestant prinoiples of the Chureb,” ““Roman
iger,” ete, L )

We are no sdvooates for extreme Rituslism,
nor are we undertaking to prove that all the
“ ritualist” teaches or praotioes is right But
we do olaim that the “ ritaalist ™ has a right to
be heard, and that his case should be jadged of
impassionately. Whenever ho has the Bible
and Church law on his side, he Bhould be sus.
tained, Whenever he has transgressed these—
if he has done ¥0—he should bhe reasoned with
in & friendly and Chrestian apirit. Nothing
will be accomplished in this matter of ritaalism
by denouncing the whole aystem by vitopera
tion, The man that is in the right uses strocg
arguments, but eoft words. The one in the
wrong, strong words bat weak argaments. The
prejadioe agsist ritualism must be laid aside,
and the system oalmly exumined, if any pro-
grees is to be made in opposition to it.

A ‘‘ritunlist” has 88 mach right to be heard
as 8 Low Churchman, He shonld not be con-
demned or called a law-bresker before his case
has been tried. Calling a man or a aystem
barsh names will donogood. In Xngland,
ritaalism has been tried. There many churches
have been “eresied that were ritualistic from
the foundation-stone to the turret, Ritualism
was the spirit that buil them, and was the at-
traotive power that filled them. Ithas cansed
services to be multiplied, rubrios to be obsarved,
reverence  to take the piece of irreverence,
oharohes to be beauntified, frequent celebrations
of the Blessed Saoraments, guilds and benevo-
lent sovieties to be started. The poorest court
and ally of uverorowded oities, and every den
where pin and poverty dwelt, have left the in-
floence of ritnalism., In many places moral
filth has been swept away and the atmosphere
wade pure. In the bed of profligacy and ignor-
ange, rituslism was bred and developed. There it
ga hered strength, and now its iufiaence is felt
throughout the whole Anglican Commupion,
It hasdone and is doing a mighty work for

poraoni:beside; himself, snd’the ooni:|

- The ohief outory against ritaalism -and>the
‘“ ritualists” is of dissenting origin. The more-
Protestant a-man js, the more vooiférous is he
against ‘ritoalism. And we might add, the -
more unreasonable he becomes, - There is some-
thing significant in this. The world, the flesh,
and the devil are mever very noisy against
those who are ever ready to their work. We -
msay be sure that Dissenters care very little
about the Church, her inflaence, power, welfare
or onity. In condemning ritnalism, Church-
men shonld remember this. Too many Church-
men are willing to ally themselves with Dis-
senters or Protestants, and often to tho detri-
ment of the Charch.—Okurch Oritic:

How many liviog Among the rich and power-
ful, having their own friends and relations
smong them, dare to tell what they know freo
and boldly ? Somwghere are, of course. Thank
@od it is so! Many there are, too. who pat
the truth forward, though they take care to
water it well with ‘if's’ and ‘but’s, and allow-
ances. - Bat many there are who never speak
at all.  Of these last, some exerocise taot till it
becomes a vice ; others take no steps beoause
they are not hypoorites enough to say one thing
and do another, and they dare not act aright
themselves ; others have ‘eyes and ses not,
ears and hear not,’ for the prejudices of their
-class still oling to them, the Spirit has not yet
led them into all truth, they have not learned
that they have nothing which they did not
_reoeive. ' :
This same class, too, does infinite harm
among the poor. They indeed preach the troe
@ospel, that the things of this world which
passeth away, are by comparison a8 nothing;
“that men should be contented with whatever
lot in life God may give them, Bat they give
the lie to their words by their deeds, Thney
lay up treasures mpon earth; they keep all
they bave for their own uxe, giving away a
periunotory little; they carry class distinotion
into most holy pluces. From them we turn with
joy to think of those others who, though they
err, err through exvess of zeal rather than
throngh selfishness. Nowadays there are many
such,. Qar Chorch has become alive in recent
years to the fact that whatever her aims, she is
the Church of the respectable rather than the
poor, and with the knowledge has come the de-
sire notonly to do rightin the fature, bat also to
remedy the neglect of thé past, Some of her
best snd noblest are engaged in the
task. They wili do anything almost to reach
those for whom they yearn, and with whom
they symputhise, They see their difficulties,
they learn their deficiencies, they even project
themselves into the very life of theirr new
friends; but they still see all things from their
own standpoint, and are led to preach the gos-
pel of discuntent instead of the Gospel of Christ,
Weo know what you miss, they cry, by living
thus—you are shut out from a world which
gives us joy. They forget that the truest hap-
piness, the best riches, the pearl of greatest
price, is the property of all men, especially of
all those who are wesk and foolirh; thoy
magnify the power of wealth. There are, as
we #aid, many like this, so anxious to let the
poor know that the Churoh cares for them that
they forget the messsge of the Charch and
preuch any other meseage.

Now, half hoarted as some ove may be, yet
he cannot but admire what I may call a whole-
hearted man, He cannot read without a re-
proach to himself, the daring, intense, passion-
ate aotion of the three mighuy men who jeopard-
ized their own lives in order that they might
draw water out of the well of Bethlehem, and
bring it to their king. He cannot read with-
out admiration of Phinebas, the fiery son of
Bliezer, who, filled witu a holy fury, ran
throngh and through with his sword the wicked
pair who were defiling the camp of .God's" peo-
ple. He oannot help but be struck with the

faithful, nor Moses the obediént, nor Job the
patient, nor Solomon the wise,—that none ot
these were called the men - * after God's own
heart.” ‘No, none of these; but David the

all the great Saints‘of the Old Law, he was the
Saint who was most térribly in earnest. . One
of his burning tears as worth 8.million of our
juy prayers. .

He know tbat love
meant & yearning for & union with the Lord;
and he knew that to yearn for God by. halves
was a thing for devils to laugh at. He knew
that for a sin & man maust be, if he be anything,
contrite ; and he knew that t. be really ocon-
trite & man mnet be in some sense broken- -
hearted,

Again, we, by baptism mombera of the
Church, know that our Lord not only * oame
to be a sacrifice for sin, but also an ensample .
of godly life,” and the keynote to that life was

% Every man went unto his own house ; Jesus
went unto the Mount of Olives;” and at the
Last Supper we read of Jesus turning to Judas
snd saying, * What thou doest, do quickly 1"

The Rev. B. F. Wilson is taking steps to
form a Oanadian Indisn Research and Aid
Society, It is ‘hought to be needed :

Beoanse at present no sunch society exists ;
because it is desirable that Indian relics,
traditions, folklore, etc, be oolleated and pre-
gerved, while yet it is possible to gather them;
becanse the Indians are *the wards of the
pation,” and it is the uJuty of the Canadian
people to take a kindly interest in their
welfare ; because sll efforts made hitherto for
the benefit ot the Indians have been isolated in
their charaoter—each chuxch working on its

own lines and the Indian department on its line,’
and the general public knows but little either

of what the churches or the Government is
doing ; becanse our mneighbours in the States
have two or three well organized sooieties, hay-
ing the above objects in view, already success-
fully in operation, and we in Canada have
none. ,

The aims and objects of the Soociety will be
to bring the cause of the Indians more pro-
minently before the Canadian public, the Chris-
tian Churches working band in hand ‘together,
hearing -about (through the joarnal and meet-
ings) and taking an interest in each other's
work. HKach church can still follow its own
lines in caring for its own church members
among the Indians and educating their child.
ren, but it is believed that great benefit will

posed society aims, and that it wil -become
8 power for good (as bhave Bimilar societies in
the States) in restraining ipjustice and im.
proving the condition of the Indisns, and will
lead to a deeper and more earnest interest in
their welfare.

' muoh s Divine institution now 88 it was under
the Jewish dispensation, The Church is just a8
m oh & Divine gift as the Bibie itself is;

I am a Churchman, becanse I love ani pray
for unity. For I read in the Bible many plain
precepis and earnest exhortations concerning
the duty of Christian unity, and mauy sirong
condemnations of division and separation,

~T'sm %'Oburohman, because I'daranot sdno-
tion and conntengpoe the modern principle; that
any number of men who please may j»in them-
selves in & new religioas ‘Bociety, and originate-
a new brotherhood, quite independently of the
Quurch, and then oail that new, self made soci-.
ety, a new branch of the Church of Christ. This
appears to me to be quite, destructive of all
order, rule and disoipline, * ¥ * Where is
there to be found in the New Testament the
slightest autbority for this prinociple ? To for-
sake the Church alroady established by Christ
Himsself, and to originate 8 new sooiety instead,

this sarely is to put a humsan invention into the

place of Divine institution, 8 haman seot into
the place of the Church founded by Christ. *
% ¥ Where do we ever read in any part of the
New Testament of more than one Churoh in
one place ? - .

I am a Churchman, because I find in the Acts
of the Apostles, and in the Epistles to Timothy
and Titus, the Apostolic institution of the three
Orders in the ministry of the Churcb, and be-
canse thia form of ecolesiastical government has
been preserved in the Church alone. * ¥ *
There is no trace or hint of any other method
for preserving & oontinual succession of minis-
ters to be found in the New Testament, This
continual eaccession of ministers having
been kept up in the Church, by this Di-
vinely appointed methed from the days of
the Apostles to the present day, I feel mysclf
strongly bound to regard the saored authority
of the Episcopal form of Church goverom ent.
For fifteen hundred years after the Apostles,
there was no pretence of the existence of any
Charch without Bishops, who thus derived
their spiritus! authority from the Apostles, The
other forms of Church government have all
been invented by this or that man io only mo-.
dern times, and sre entirely withont any war-
rant from Holy Soriptures, '

Iam & Churchman, because I learn from the
Bible thatobsdience to properly oonstituted au-
thority, is & most fandamental principle of the
Christian religion, -* % - * QObedienoce to my
spiritual governor ig enjoined upon me by the
same Diviue authority, as obedienos to my tem-
poral governor. Obedience to the spiritual
Raler, therefore, is one of the elemeatary prin-
olples of Christian religion, * * * Burely,
if there be any spiritnal Ruler in the world,
rightfully appointed, it is the Bishop.

A Bishop is made a
Bishop according to the very method appointed
by Christ Himself.

Iam not presaming to sit in judgment on
on those who may be hindered from being con:
vineced by these reasovs, throngh inveterate
prejadices or through want of proper instroct-
jon. The question is, not what lossothers may
suffer, that is not for rue to judge; but for my-
geif I am firmly convinceu that I should en-
daoger my salvation if I were to forsake the
Churoh and jyin myself instead to one of the
human sects uround, Nordo I think it any
want of oharity to endeavor to show my neigh-
bors the truth on this point, however bigoted
they may fanoy.me to be, or however much I
may displease then at first by telling them that
their mistakes on this matter are very serious,
for this I do in most sincere love toward them.
I do notoverlook or undervalae the good whick
there is among the Dissenters ; [ greatly admure,
love and reverenee many of them tor many
good qualities, in which they far excel many
Churoh people; bat all this does not prove to
me tbat they ara right in the matter of Church
membershi .

THE HOLY APOSTLE ST. JOHN THE
DIVINE.

St, John, *the disciple whom Jesus loved,s
was born under circamstances considerably
superior to those of most of the other apostles,
Te prononnce him, and his elder brother, 8t,
James Major, ‘ poor fishermen’ is to misrepre-
sent their actual position,

Their father Zebedee was & man of some
capital; and Nicephorus observes that the faot
of the many servants their father kept, acting
under him in the fishing trade, denotes him a
For it muast be
remembered that in that country every one
was required to have some trade; oven the
literary St, Pauf, brought up at the feet of
Gamaliel, was a tentmaker, and wrought at

that voostion with his own hands,

The ships, also, were the property of Zesbedee,
a8 well a8 the tackle; and, moreover,
Nicephorus proceeds to relate thas he had land
besides, which on his decea<e St. John sold, at
least his own portion of it, in Gualiles, to Annas
the high priest, to whom, as the inspired his-
tory tells us, he was related, and with whom he
was acqoainted—a privilege of which he took
advantage during our Lord’s trisl,  With the
produce of the sale of this little patrimony St.
Jobn procured himself ‘& fair house® in Jernsa-
lem, donbtless divinely so impelled; and to
this, *his own home,’ he took the Blsssed Vir-

gin Mary by appointment e%er the Cracifixion,
there proteoting her till her 'death, ' which
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. ocourred about filteen years after the Ascension,
AD. 48, And while, in the division of pro:
‘vinces :made by the Apoatles, Asia fell to his
share, he dwelt at Jerusalem t6 take charge of-
his adopted mother so long as sbe lived, 8t
John never married ; what otber woman could
. have suppl:ed her companionship ?
. Some years after he travelled inlo Asisa,
founded the eeven churches of Smyrus, eto.;
but his chiet place of residenco was Ephesus,
to which 8t Timothy was appointed Bizhop.
Dr. Jobn Mason Neale, in bis History of the
Eastern Chwch, tells us that ¢ St, Paul had not
only himeelf dwelt at Ephesus, bnt had
ordained 8t Timothy first Bishop of that See ,
and yet that Church ackvowledges St. John the
Evangelist as its founder,” This only shows
with what perfect unanimity the holy Apoetles
labored together; one founding & church, and
another permitted by him to appoint a bishop.
At length, aconsed to Domitian, whose bitter
persecution bad commenced, by his command
the Proconsul of Asia sent the Apostle 8t. John
to Rome, where he was cast voluntarily into &
caldron of boiling cil, or rather, oil that had
been set on fire, However, it took no effeot on
the body of the holy martyr; but, on the con-
trary, it waa eaid that he oame out of, it as out
of a refreshing bath.

This glorious triumph of 8t. John, so com-
pletely in accordance with our Liora’s prediction
and promise, as one of the signs to be given, in
confirmation of the divine misrion of His dis.
ciples and apostles, took place without the gate
ot Rome ecalled Latina, because it led to Latium,
A chuoroh was gonsecreted in the same place, so
Butler tells us, in ‘memory of this miraole,
" under the first Christian Emperors, which has

slways borne this title, 1t is said to have been
& temple of Diana before it wus converted into
a Chriatian church, and it was rebuilt by Pope
Adrisn I, in 772, '
But to pursue the immediate thread of the
hietory. Finding the Apostle thos miraculonaly
" preserved, a mew canse wasipstituted against
him, for he was then acoused of magio; and
the Emperor had to content himself with
bunishing him to Patmos, a desolate island in
the Archipelasgo, where he remained, tesching
the barbarons ichabitants, for many yesrs.

Domitian, with most of the heathens, enter-
tained & great idea of the power of magic—and
paturally s0—in which he had been confirmed
by the reports concerning the prodigies pro-
tended, or really wrought, by the famous magi-
cian Apollonius of Tyanse, whom he had sent for
to Rome. He therefore saw the miracle with-
ont drawing any advantage from the sign
- given him, any more thap Pharaoh did from

the miracles performed by Moses,

Liexrmos says tnat it was here, in the isle of
Patmos, at the advanced age of ninety years,
AD. 84, that the venerable and holy apostle
wrote the Apocalypse, a statement supported
by the inspired testimony of the same buok.

And now we may chserve that the tyrant

"who bad so cruelly persecuted him was not
spared to increase the sum of his enormities
mauoh longer, being assaseinated the year follow-
ing, his name erased from all the pablio build-
inge, and his atataes pulled down, .

1u the reign of Nero the apostle returned to
Epheeue, 8n ediot of grace recalling all those
who bad been banished, And now he took
upon himself the presidency of that See, while
baviog seven bishops under him in that large
diooese. ' ,

St. Irermus and others say that his Grospel
was written after his retorn from Patmos to
BEphesus, and was composed at the earnest
entreaty of the Asian Bishops, and Ambasis-
dors from several quarters, ‘Che thres Gospels
already written were submited to him for his

_ opinion and spproval, and while commending

them &8 coriect histories, and as clearly prov-
ing our Blessed Lord’s Ma.hood, snd birth of
the Holy Virgin Mary by the direct operation
of the Holy Ghost, he deemed it expedient to’

consent to the general wish expressed, snd to
write a fourth, whioch shonld more especia lly
refer to pur-Lord's Godhead, - Thus he begins
with- it in the boldest style, and it"is most
sublime in its diotion, * The beresies of Bbion
sad Cerinthus, which donied the divinity of
Christ, were his especial object of attack, and
are therein fully refuted, . .

Hore at Ephesus, one of the seven churches
of his own planting, and to whom he wrote s0
magnificently in hs. Apocalypse, the Baloved
‘Digoiple expired at last at the advanced age of
a hnndred years, We are told that he expressed
a wish 0 his disoiples that the place of his in-
terment should bs kept seorat.

It is said that, when extreme age and weak~
ness prevented his sayiog more st the publio
meetings of the Church, he said ¢ Little ehild-
ren, love one another;’and when asked why
he elways said tho same thing, his auditors
being wearied wih it, he answered, ¢ Beoause
it was the command of our Lord,’ and that if
theydid nothing else, this alone was enough.—
Lives of the Hily Apoaties,

ST. STEPHEN, THE FIRST MARTYR.

CoNpEuroRABY wiTH THE HoOLY APOBILES,

The protomartyr is said by Epiphanius, and
others generally, to have been one of the seveuly
disoiples chosen as coadjutors to the Apostles,
He himself says he was a Jow. Be is generally
supposed to have been young at the time of his
martyrdom, 8t. Chrysostom calling bim ‘a
young man ' repeatedly. '

Some say that ho snffered about throe years
after our Lord’s Cruoifizion, but Euasebins states
that it took place shortly after his ordination
a8 deacon—not more thau about eight months,
He was martyred without the walla of Jerusa-
lem. near the gate on the north side that leads
to Cedar—acoording to Luoian—afterwards
called ' 8. Stephen's Gate.’ It was anciently
styled ‘ the Gato of Ephrahim.! Butothers say
it was by the Fishgate on the east side. Orver
the snpposed site, whichever it was, the BEm-
press Eudoois, wife of Theodisins, when she
repaired the walls of Jerusalem, erected & bean-
tifnl chanrch to the honomr of 8t. Slephen,
wherein sho herself was afterwards buried, The
great stona upon whioh he stood wher mar
tyred is said to have been afterwards rcmoved
into the church built to the honour of the
Apostles on Monnt Zion; and one of the stones
with which he was killed, preserved by some
Christian, was afterwards carried into Italy,
and laid up as & choice treasure at Ancona, and
& church was there built to commemorate the
martyr, '

Various sccounts are given of his burial,
Gamalie! ia supposed to have taken charge of
the body, fetching it away secretly, and having
it boried in & costly way, with muoch mourning,

In the pontificate of Honorius, Soxomen says,
it was disoovered at the same time ss the bones
of the prophet Zachary. A longstory is related
of the opening of the tombs, and the discovery
of an ipscription (*E. B. L., I, E. L. or servant
of Gad), and & few of the bones and & little dust
bestowed on Lmcian, -8 presbyter in the diocese
of Jerusalem, who discoyex .d it, and who, witk
many others, geclares thau an exquisite perfume
arose, and that cures were wrought on the
opening of the holy man's cufla, These re-

maing, it is said, were translated to Constanti |.

nople. . S

If, ucder the old dispensation, the touch of the
benes of the prophet Hiishr brought a dead man
to life, it is no matter of surprise that the cures
ssoribed to the protomartyr's body should have
borne witness to the fact ‘that God was with
him, and toat his testimony to -the faith of
Christ was according to His will, —Miss Yonge
in Lives of the Holy Apostics.

Itisa faot too
often forgotten that only one Church is spoken
of in the Now testament, If we read the his-
tory of the Church at Jerusalem, at Antioch; at
Epheaus, or” at ‘any other place, only one
Church is mentioned. ~ The historical fuct that
reots have existed,  proves the fact that the
Catholic Churoh must have eXisted all along
since the day of Pentecost, or Whitsun Day,
until now, for these rects to break away from
it. The fandamental Scriptural trath, there-
fore, whioch it is necessary for all t ) embrace who
acoept the New Testament, is this—that omr
Lord came not merely to teach certain truths
or dootrines, but to fount a society. If a right
cenoeption of thigsociety and its rights is once
obtained, 8 whole host of misapprehensiona
about the Church Catholio, and espedially the
english and Amerioan portions of it, will at
‘onoe be put to flight,

Now,
‘how could this last, this solemn promise of our
Lord be falfilled unless that Chureh, against
which the gates of hell were not to prevail,
waa to be not only visible bat “lastiog * unto -
t20 end of the world,” except by means of A pos-
tolie Succeasion? . From Acts 1: 2 3, we learn
that our Lord, during the Great Forly Days,
between Easter and Ascension Day, spoke to
the Apostles of many things * pertaining to the
kingdom of God.” What these instruotions
were we are not told directly, but we can_{earn
indirectly what they were by observing what
the Apostles did after the Ascension. The
period of the great Forty Days has been oalled
the constructive period, the period when our
Lord traced the plan of the spiritual edifice,
the Oatholic Church. 1t is in this pericd that
wo find the germs of Chureh offices and institu-
tions, '

Weo read in the Acts that’ after our Lord's-
Ascension the Apostles returned nato Jerusalem
and there continued-with oae accord in prayer
and supplication, and that St. Peter spoke of
the apostaoy of Judas and said that another
must . be ordained to take his place. So they
nominated two, Joseph, called Barsabas, and
Matthias, After prayer,  they gave forth
their lots; and the lot fell upon Matthias; and
he was- numbered with the eleven Apostles.”
Thus was the “*bishoprick" of Jadas taken, We
next read of the members of the Chrigtian
Church continuing * steadfastly in the Apostle’s
dootrine aud fellowship, and in breaking of
bread, and in prayers,” There was no schism
then. No ope had then arisen to say, “I am
of Apolles, I of Cephas.”

We next read of the apsintmentof the seven
deacons, While the diseiples were to choose
the seven men, * full of the Holy Ghost, ' the
Apostles were to appoint them. Alfter they
had been chosen, the Apostles prayod and laid
their hands on them. Thus the authority to
administer in the Lord's vineyard wss given to
the deacone, by the Apostler, a8 it is to-day by
the Bishops (the successors of the Apoatles) of
the Church, : '

The Church of Apostolic.days was evidently -
of divine origin and institution, maintaining its
eontinuity by unity of doctrine, proper admin-
istration of the Sucraments, and a sucoession of
duly ordained ministers, The picture of things
in-the' New Testament is that of Churches held
together by the action of a three fold ministry.

They were an Order of men, who transmitted
their powers to others, and were by no means
cffivers inventéd from moment to moment, as
necessity demanded, or elested by, and to suit
the pleasure of the people, This Order of men
was t0 g0 on existing, tranemitting and propa-
gating itself without b-eak, intermiesion or ces-
sation, ' The history of the Church for the past
fifteen hundred yesr- slearly shows this to be
the ocase,
