Loxpo¥, Dec. 13—It is reporied that the
{aw officers of the Crown have been consider-
ing the advisibility of indicting T. P. O'Con-
nor and Healy for conspiracy on thelr ar-
rival in England. It {8 stated that the part
they 100k in the proceedinge of the Land
Leagne Convention at Chicago 1s relied upon
as sufficient to insure coaviction,

By advice of English sympathizers with
Ireland, O'Donpel attempted to gain admis-
gion to the Mansion House meeting to-day as
the representative of the fenmantry. The
Tord Mayor refused to sdmit him, as be had
not been invited. 0O’Donnel sent a protest,
gtating ¢hat the Liord Mayor was doubtless
prudent to prevent the voice of even a single
representative of the Irish people being raiged
in & packed meeting of city money-lenders
and friends of rack.renters, who were prepar-
ing to render the Land Act a dead letter by
pressiug for immediate payment of arrcars of
the farnine season,

Braprorp, Dec. 13.—Tobin, arrested ro-
cently for being connected with the Fenian
and Land League movements, has been com.
mitted for trial on the charge of treason-felony
and conepiracy. .

BiaxinGHAN, Dec. 13.—The Reform League
to-night passed resolutions expressing indig-
nation at imprisonment without trial of 354
patriotic Trishmen.

Dunrry, Dec. 14, —Kolly, a town councillor
of Tralee, was arrested yesterday after leaving
the meetiag in aid of the sugpects’ mainten~
ance fand. The charge against him is in-
timidation. Kelly was previously imprison-
od for holding a Land League Court at his
hounse,

The Evening HMail ssys that the number of
resident magistrates is to be largely increased,
and that the military suthorities will be asked
to sanction the appointment of a number of
officers as magistrates.

DusuiN, Dec. 16.—At the plougking of Par-
nell's land, an effigy of Gladstone labelled
aThe last Landlord” was paraded over the
ground. Two members of Parliament
delivered addresses, and 3,000 were present.

Dusuy, Dec, 17.—The cartoon published
in this week's isaue of the Unded Ircland,
which has been selzed, represents Mr. Forster
with jailer's keys in one hand and a warrant
marked “ Kilmainham” In the other, Before
him atands a figure wearlng s helmet bristling
with tayonets and with placards on its back
ingeribed «Martial law"” and “More coercion”
In front there 18 an array of females repre-
senting the Ladles' Land League, The Jrisk-
men and the Shamrock, newspapers published
In the same oflice with the United Ireland,
were not touched by the police.

There were two arresta under the Cosercion
Act to-dsy, including that of the late asecre-
tary of the Millstreet Land League,

The Doblin Jrishmar was published to.day
as usual, The places of the clerks and the
editorial staff were filled by lady lesguers.

Lonpox, Dec. 18.—A Dublin despatch, re-
ferring to the finding of arms and smmuni-

eral thourand ronnds of ammunition and a
large stock of rifies, revolvers and other arms.
The discovery Is believed to be closely con-
nected with the Bradford affair for which
Tobin was arrested. Papers found at the
time implicate a number of persons on both
sides ot the Channel. The decuments ssized
were of old date, and had reference to the
Fenian organization of 1867. The articles
selzed comprised eight hand-grenades, two
parcels of dynamite, each parcel belng In a
case resembling a box of rifle cartridges,
twenty.alx Enficld breach-loading rifles, six
revolvers, five thousand rifle cariridges, five
hundred revolver cartridges and twenty-eight
pounds gun powder, with a liat of names of
officers belonging to some organization. Two
brothers named Whelan and one Ryan were
arrosted,
Owing to o controversy among the land-
lords in regard to their proposed meeting to
express indigpation at the working of the
Land Act, and to demand compensation, two
meetlngs will be held—one on the 3rd of
January, of the more moderate section, the
Duke of Avercorn presiding, to criticise the
Land Court decisions, and the other on the
22nd of the present month, the Esrl of
Desart presiding, to attack the Government.
The Earl of Dunraven deniea the report that
his tenants received an abatement of thirty-
three per cent. on their rent. He says his
tenants pald two-thirds of their rent, pending
a re-valuation of the land,
Loxpox, Deo. 19.—All the 1iype and
machinery of United Jreland has been for-
warded to London where the paper will be
printed.
The Land Commigsioners have decided
that a notice to fix rent, if served ounly
upon the agent's clerk, will be deemed sufii-
clent service. This decision, against which
no appeal will be allowed, will govern 15,000
cages.
It is stated that a prison designed for fe~
males is being prepared for the reception of
members of the Ladies’ Land Leagne. The
arrest of several prominent members of the
Dublin branch of that organization is expect-
ed.
The Lord Lieutenant haa issued a circular
to the police, informing them that the pro-
clamation dezlaring the Land Leagne & cri-
minal agsociation, idcluded females, and di-
recting them to take meagaures against any
women partiocipsting in any illegal proceed-
ings.

NASBY ON IRELAND

An American Opinion of the State
of Affairs.

A large andience, a goodly share of which
were ladies, gathered within the Opera House,
Toledo, Ohio, last week, to listen to the ad-
dress of Mr. D, R. Locke (¢ Nasby ¥), editor
aud proprietor of the Toledo Klade, and Mr,
James Redpatb, on the condition of affairs in
Ireland. There were seated on ths stage
many notable citizens.

Wae take the following from the address of
Mr. Locke :—

A poor man .ia America I8 one whom fate;
or his ewn improvidence or Incapacity for
maenagement compels to live in a houss,
weather-tight, of four to six rcoms, mayhap
two, with one or two stoves, three meals a
day, with meat twice, and always with cloth-
ing encugh to keep warm in eny weather.
He may not save anything, but he has what
is absolutely necessary for life from day to
day, aud at the end of his career he is certain
of a decentsupport in the county infirmary,
i{f he has not friends to care for him. That
is 8 poor man in America. At the worst he
has such comforts as may be had trom daily
wages of $1 to $1.50 per day.

A poor men in Ireland, and there are 5,000,-
000 of them, is quite another thing, and the
depth and breadth of poverty he endures an
American, as I gaid, cannot understand, and
cannot be mada to till he has

Mr, Locke here gave a description of Irish
lapdiordism, and the part ths Irish playin
enriching the plunderers.

I want to warn you right here against

about Irish affaira, The Irish preass is muzzled
as effectually as the Russian. An Irish editor
has the prospect of jall before him every
minute of hislife, He may be arrested and
imprisoned for stating a fact or expressing an
opinion. Consequentiy nothing can be ob.
tained from that source, for a commitment to
jail in a country in which the habeas corpus is
permanently suspended, where a suspected
person s arrested at the pleasure ot a Secre-
tary and kept in durance vile at the pleasure
of one man, 18 no very pleasant thing. All
the information we get from Iraland,
except {rom  correspondents on the
ground, comes from the English press
and that ig owned body, soul, boots and
bresches by the Knglish Government. 1f
yon could belleve the English press, Ireland
is in a state of prosperity, the people are con-
tented and happy, and Parpell and his asso-
clates are simply a set of demagogical actors,
sgitating for purely selflsh purposes. The
day I landed in Dublin the London papers
had each an article stating that Ireland was
contented and quiet, and tbat the Land Act
wa8 going to be acoepted as a final settlement
of the slight troubles that had to a trifling
extent disturbed the island, and that Parnell
had lost his hold npon the Irish people, and
yeot the next Sunday I saw 100,000 people in
procossion to do honor to Parnell. I counted
500 shoeless women withina distancae of five
miles, who were snything but satistied with
their conditior, and they were the most
lively people for quiet ones I evor encoun-
tered, I attended scores of Land League
neetings, at which the natural hatred of
lapdlordism and English rule found most
patural expresaion, and I found an upndylng
determination to resist the tyranny they ware
groaning under, by any means the Almighty
would give them.

These London papers,jowned by the Eng-
lish Ministry, are full of two things: namely,
that Ireland is quiet and happy, and that
tenants are perpetually shooting lords. If
Ireland is contentad and quiet, why are land-
lords sbhot ? But the shooting of landlotds is
a lie intended to destroy sympatby with the
Ixish, though in my case the shootlng of a
landlord would have precisely the opposite
effect. 1 hold that ’

MISSING THE LANDLORD, NOT SHOOTING HIM.

is the crime.

I know whereof I speak when I say that
human life, even of the oppressors, is safer
in Iroland than in any other country in
Europe—~for these lesches it is altogether too
gafe. A shot-gun—nproperly loaded and aim-
ed—1is a great reformer. The Irishmman ought
to do what he ‘doesnof do. He ought to
mske the landlord understand that he holds
his stolen land at some personal risk to him-
self. But they don't do it. Their religion
forbids killing, end itis only in cases such
as I have instanced, where the wrong is so
monstrous that it has but one expiation, that
landlords have gone to thelr just reward, in
the right way. .

{t WHY DON'T THEY WORK?1?

Ab! why indeed. What is there for him to
do? My Lord has uarcofed hundreds of
cabins on the mountains to convert the Jand
into sheep walke, and hag awelled the rotl of
pauperism by just the number of tamilles he
hag made homeless. Kngland will not permit
manufacturing trade or commerce in Ireland,
go that source of labor is cut off. The me-
chanics are idle for two reasons: England
flods the country with her own goods to fill
what demand there is, and secondly, fnas~
much a8 the landlord takes everything the
people earn above two menls of potatogs a
day, they have nothing to buy goods with.
A woman who cannot wear shoes ond stock-
ings isn’t purchssing jewellery very much
and it ig a very poor country for a cabinet-
maker where the occapant of a cottage con.
siders bimgelf lucky if he has a three-legged
atool to sit dawn on. Therefore, as the only
labor in the country Is agriculture, and as
Landlordiam either kills that by evictlon or

Every
pranch of trade that shounld afford labor at
remunerative rates to the people lies para-
lyzed, and that passive infamy, the Queen,
who, Jlke & sponge, silently absorbs cvery-
thing she touches, and those notive infamies,
the Miniaters and the Rords, temporal and
spiritusl, makes the paralysis that kills the
island. And the civilized world sees this
oppression and makes no protest. Those
who dareto proteat at home are in. jall,and a
brutal.goldiery etands guard over them.

TALK OF COMMERCE IN IRELAND,

Why should yon ship a cargo of wheat
from Tolede to Cork, that cargo will be

taken past Queenstown to Liverpool,
twenty-four hours beyond Cork, un-
londed, subjected to all sorts of

imposts, and all sarts of charges, and then
reloaded and taken back 24 hours or more at
local rates, to Cork, England must have
her hand upon everything.

As to manufactures, let an Irish firm start
manufactures in the Sonth of Ireland, and a
combinstion of English manufaotures at once
crugshes them out. Eugland wante Ireland
as & market for her goods, as a pasture fleld
from which she may crop wealth to be {aken
to England and spent there. lreland is not
a country to be developed ; it is s country to
be plundered.

He can't swim the distance, and the cheapest
passage i8 £5. Five pounds 18 more mouey
than he dver gaw, or ever expects to. Aund

HOMKLESS, PENNILESH AND HALPLESS.

Howaver, he would chance that could he
get there.

And so he says, like a bear chalned to a
post—he ¢an neither fight nor run. He atays
the unwilling victim of a system of tyranny
that hae made hin a past of wretchedness, a
present misery, with no futare to look for-
ward to. Ho simply lives in = passive sort
of way, hoping, with no reason to hope, for
pomething that will turn ap that will emanci-
pste him and his children from their llving
death, Give them a chance to come, and
English landlords would have possessfon of
Ireland in short metre. Give them &hips
enough and the entire five millions would be
in America in a month, But getting away
fa 8till more impossible than staylng.

WHAT I8 THE BEMEDY?

To what must Ireland look for the woes
she is enduring, for the miseries that are
heaped upon her? 7To what must she look
for her redemption ? The Land League, and
the Land League alone. There can be no
appesl to arms, for she [s too weak, and her
oppressors are too strong.

ORDINATIONS.

The Prieathood of the Catholie Churchh—
Selection of the Candidates — The
Theolegieal Seminary of St. Suipice—
Gne Hundred and Twelve Aspirants
~His Lordship Mgr. Fabre Ofliciates
~Beaniiful amd Imprewsive Ceres
monies—The Newly Oxdaimed and
thelir Friends—The List of the Partis
cipants 1n the Ordinationn. j4

Ssturday last waa a day of great moment
to the Catbolic Church. It wae the last of
the Ember-tide of the year and on that day
it ia the duty of the Episcopate of the Oatho-
lic church throughout the entire world to
make a careful selection of the aspirants to
the holy office of that priesthood founded by
the Saviour of mankind over 18 centuries
ago and destined to perpotuate and epread the
principle of His Divine Doctrine. In our own
diocese of Montreal thls important work of
recruiting the ranks of the priesthood was
performed by His Lordship Mgr. Kabre, who
on Baturday 1ast conferred the varlous orders
on one hundred and twelve candidates.

The Grand Seminary of St. Sulpice, which
fn evory respect 13 admitted to ba the first
Theological Institation oun this continent, and
which can compare to decided advantage
with the leading Beminaries of Europe, was
the scene of this most important of Episcopal
duties and labors. At six o'clock in the
morning the spaclous sanctuary of the Grand
Chapel was tilled by those who were to parti-
cipate in the ordinatlon, while the body of
the sacred edifice contained numerous
representatives of tbe clergy and some
two huondred ecclesiastical students. 1In
the choir and gallery, every available space
was occupied by relatives and friends. After
the grand entry had besn made, and all had
agsumed their respective positions in (he
Sanctuary, the Master of Ceremonies, the Rav.
Father Porent, called the name of each can-
didate, which was answered by the word
« Pregent.” At the conclusion of this for-
mality His Lordship entered, assisted by the
Director of the Seminary, Rev, Abbe Lecoq;
Bev. Fathers Trole and Tremolet. The
hymn “Vené Creator” was chanted, and His
Lordebip after putting on his episcopal robes
proceeded to conter the orders of Tonsure
and Minor Orders. Ten candidates received
the Tonsure and thirty-four received Minor
Ordera.

The Pontificlal Mass was ten commenced,
at various periode of which twenty.six
aspirants were made sub.deasons, seveuteen
deacons and twenty-five were raised to the
priesthood. The ceremonies attending an
ordination are the most beautiful and impos-
ing in the liturgy of tho Catholic Chorch. A
most solemn aud {mpressive sceme is the
simultanecus and complete prostration of all
the candidates for the orders of sub-deacon,
deacon and priest. This position of aumilia-
tion, which conveys the idea of their flnal
separation from the world, 18 held during the
chanting of the Litany of the Saints and
never fallg to create amost prolound impres-
sion on all thoss who behold it.

The ordinations lasted until near 10 o'clock,
when at thelr concluslon, the 7% Deum, the
hymn of praise and thanksgiving, was intoned
by the Bishop and sung by the entire assem-
blage. After the coremonies were over the
parlors of the Seminary were beselged by the
friends of the newly ordalned priests. Among
them were o large numberof Americans, espo-
clally from Boston, Hartford and New York.
They bad come to present their congratula-
tions and felicitations to the new soldlers of
Christ, and to recelve from them in veturn
their sncerdotal blessing. In the afternoon
twenty of the newly ordained priests left for
thelr respective dioceses in;the various parts
of Canada and the United Btates, so that they
could reach home by Bunday morning and
celobrate their firat Mass in their own
pnrishes.

«THE LAND CORPORATION OF
CANADA.

A NEW BCHEME OF COLONIZATION,

Loxpo¥, Dec. 13.—The prospectus of a new
land Company to prcmote colenization upon
lands in tle NortL-West bas been issued.
The title of the Company bas been changed
to ©'The Land Corporation of Canada.” The
capital is fixed at £500,000, divided into
50,000 shares of £10 each. The Corporation
has the option of purchasing from the Syndi-
cate 1,000,000 acres of land slong tne main
line of the Canada Pacifiz Railway or its
branches. They contemplate also purchasing
other lands from the Hudson Bay Companyv
and the Government of Canada. They will
divide the land into farms of from 160 acres
each to 640 ncres. On each farm they
will erect suitable buildings, and will
let these farme to tenants. The torms
will be very easy, with a view to inviting
gettlements. Tenunts will be offered
the option of purchasing their farms omn
certain conditions. Every day the inquiries
about Canada and the prospects of emigrants
to the older Provinces or to the Northwest
become more numerous. Thae Dominion is
better known and its name is more frequent-
ly mentioned thuan ever betora. A large and

(THE CLAYION-BULWER  TREATY.

WasnixeroN, Dec. 15.—The President to-
doy sent to the Senate the instructions of
Bluine to Lowell in reference to a modifica-
tion of the Clayton-Bulwer Treaty. On
November 19th Blaine wrots Lowell as
follows:—«In pursusnce of the premiszs
laid down in my circular note of June
24th, touching the determination of this
Government with respcct to the guarantee
of neutrality for the inter.oceanic cnual at
Panoma, it becomrs my duty to call your
attontion to the Convention of April 19tb,
1850, botwaan Great Dritsin and the United
Srates, Lknown as tho Clayton-Bulwer
Treaty. According to the articles of that
Coavention tho high contructing parties
in refarring to the iInter.oceanic cunal
through Nicarazun, agregd that neithor oue
nor the other will ever gbtain or maintain for
itsolft apy exclusive comtrol over said ship
capal, and that peither will ever erect or main.
tain any fortification commanding the same
or in tho viciaity thereof. 1ln the concluding
paragraph the high contracting parties agreed

to extend their protection by  treaty
stipulstions to any other practical
communicstion, whethor by canal or

railway across the Isthmus, which are now
proposed to be established by way of Tehu-
sntepsc or Panema. This convention was
mads moro than 30 years ago uander excep-
ifonal and sxtraordinary conditions, which
have long since ceased to exist—couditions
which, at best, wore temporary in their
neture, and which can never be reproduced.
Tha remarkable  development of  the
United States on the Pucific cosst since
that timo has created pew duties for tho
Government, nod devolved new responsi-
bilities upon it, a full and compieto dis-
charze ot which requires some ersential
modifications in the Clayton-Bulwer treaty.
The intevests of Bar Majesty's Goverament
invelved ia the Juestion, in so far ns they
may be properly judzed by the observation
of n irlendly Power, are 8o inconsiderable
in comparison with those ot the United
States, tbat the.President hopes that an
adjustment of tbe terms of the treaty may

be reached in & spirit of amity and
concord, Respect to Her Majesty's
Government demands that the objec-

tions to the perpetuntion of the Convention,
ag it now exists, should bestated with direct-
ness and entire frankness, and among the
most salient and palpable of these is the fact
that.the operation of the treaty practically
concedes to Great Britain control of whatever
canal may be conetructed. The presump-
tive '
INTENTION OF THE TREATY

was to place the two powers on '8 plaune of
perfect quality with respect to the canal, but
in practice this would prove utterly
delusive, and would, instead, surrender it,
if not in form, yet in effect, to the control
of Great Britain. The treaty binds the United
Btates not to use military force in any pre.
cautionary measure, whilo it leaves the naval
power of Great Britain perfectly free and
unresteained ; ready at any moment to seize
both ends of the canal nnd render its military
occupation on land a matter entirely within
the discretion of Her Majesty’s Government,
The military power of the United States,
88 shown by the recent civil war, is
withont limit, and in conflicc on the
American continent nltogether irresistable.
The Clayton-Bulwer treaty commands this
Governmesnt not to use a fiagle regiment
of troops to protect its interest in connec-
tion with the inter-oceavic canal, but to sur-
render the transit to the guardianship and
control of the British navy. If no American
soldier is to be gquarlered on the Isthmus
to protect the rights of his country
in the inter-oceanic canal, surely by the
fair logic of neuntrality, no war vesscl
of Great Britain should be permitted to
appear in waters that control either en-
trance to the canal. A more comprehen-
slve objection to the treaty is urged by this
Government. Its provisions embody a mis-
conception of the relative positions of Great
Britain nnd the United States with respect to
the intereats of each Government in questions
pertaining to thia contizent, The Govern-
ment ot the United States has no occasion to
disavow an aggressive disposition. Its entire
policy establiskes its pacific character, and
among the chief aima ia {0 cultivate the most
friendly and intimate relations with its
neighbonrs, both independent and colo-
nial. At the eame time this Govern-
ment, with respect to Europenn Stateg, will
not consent to perpetuate any treaty that im-
peaches our rightful and long eatablished
claim to priority on the American continent.
The United States seeks to use ouly for the
defence of its own interests, tho same forecast
and provision which Her Msjesty’'s Govern.
ment g0 energetically displays in defence of
the interests of thy British Empire. To guard
her English poszessionr, to secure the most
rapid transit for troops and munitions of war,
and prevent rny other nation having equal
facilities in the same direction, Great Britain
holds and : . ’

assured. Amnotner cobsideration, forcibly
suggestiny the mecessity of modifying the
trenty, is ‘the greatly enlarged commercial
conneotions of other nations and Centrnl
and South America. Indeed, 80 far as the
canal scheme now projected at Panama
finds a national sponser or patron it is in
the Republic of France, and the ron-inter.

EATIBFACTORY KERTING OF OREDITQRS~-A
LIDERAL OFFER ACCEPTED.

A meeting of the creditors of the Christian
Brothers was held.at the office of the assiguee,
Mr. O'Sullivan, Yonge street, Toronto, on
Thursday afternoon. Among the largest
creditors in attendance were :—Mr. Sadler,
of Montreal ; Mr P Hughes, ¥ir O'Halloran,
Mr Petly, Mr Thompson, solicitor for Mr
P Barns; Mr Falconbridge, solicitor for
Measre Ottoman, Cavie & Co., of Chicago ;
Rev. Father McCann, for the Bishop sand
othets.

Mr. O'SuLLivaN, upon opening, siated that
tho Brothers of the Christlan Schoola having
got into financial difficulties deemed it pru-
dent to oall their creditors together for the
purpoee of arriving at a satisfactory settle-
ment with them. He had prepared a state-
ment of the Brothers' assets and liabilities,
which he would submit to the meeting. He
might state that the Brothers had not specu~
lated in property as had been stated. The
only property which they owned in this city
wal that at the corner of George and Duke
streets, known a8 the De La Salle Institute.
Ten years ago, when that property was pur-
chased for them from the Dominion Govern.
ment, they pald ten per cent on the purchase
money ; but since that time no part of the
principal nor interest bad.been paid, and

They thought
that they wore establishing & new gospel and
forgot that eighteen centuries ago there was
given ta the world by Him who having
created it, knew all its wants, n gospel whose
precepts Inid down the wlsest lawa for the
distribution of wealth, and whilet inculcating
the Iaw of labor and the duty of saving to
provide for the weakfulness of childrun and
tho inabilities of old nge, taught wmankind
that they owed to their neighbor help and to
their God an account of that which he had
given them,

The lecturer continued by indicating the
gources of wealth, which were agriculture,
industry and coramerce, and by shawing how
these wars applied to the uses of mao by the
intermediary of natural agents, capital and
labor.

MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT AND TAX-
ATION IN IRELAND.

The Situsation In Connty Hayo and &al-
way—Eow the Land “as Leased for
Grazivg Purposes—Reticonce ef the
Landiord Party.

The Toronto Glob: Commissioner to Ire-
land, writing {rom Donegal say8:—

‘While in Donegnl 1 obtuined {rom a muni-
cipal official au insight into the workings of
the system of coun:y government and tax-
atign for local purpoees, the features of which
will doubtless surprise many readers accus-
tomed to our sysiem of popular representaiion
and official responsibility for expenditures.
There are two distinct rates levied on sll
occoupants of land—the poor rate applied to
the relief of pauperism, and the couoty
cegs or.taxation for genernl purpeses. For
pobr-law objects each county {8 dQiv-
ided -into wunions, snd these again into
sub-divigions. Each union is governed by
a Board of gurardians, one beiog elected from
each sub.division, The elections are annual.
The electors are thosa whose holdings are
valued at.£4 - or upwards, and the voting is
cumulative, £20 valoation giving two votes,
£50 three, £100 fouar, and so on up to twenty
votes which is the largest number that can bu
cast by one msn. This puts a tremeundous
powar in the hands of the large land-owners,
who by their camulative suoffrage can olten

outvote the larger . nmumber of the
electore., But this s not all, every
magistrate who lives within the limits
of the union and has any real

estate, no matter how liitle, is an ez-gficio
member of the Board of Guardians, and every
magistrate in Ireland is a Iandlord. 8o that
betwesn cmalativs voting and the ex-officio
gquirearchy the landed interest is nearly al-
ways supreme on the board, and carries
matters with a high hand.

UNLOOKED FOR ADMISSIONS.
A BRITISE PEER TELLS THE TRUTH.

Lord Rosebery, one of the most prominent
supporters of Mr. Gladatone, in Scotland, and
pince his marriage withr o Rothschild boiress
ona of the richegt; peera in the British realm,
Spoke recently at a great Liberal meeting
held in Gureenock, Scotland. HEis remurks,
which we give below, show to how great an
extent Irish wrongs ate now appreciated and
in quarters, too, where tho.light of intelli-
gence is supposed to travel least.

Replying to & resolution of confidence in
the goverument, Lord Rosebery said that
the wrongs of Ireland have been appalling,
and I will not go back trom that stutement,
We have ruled Ireland by oppression, by con-
fiscation, nnd by massacre. We took away
the commerce in which tbe [rishmen endea-
vored to engape, and we drove him back to
the occupation of that land which we forbasle
him to own. We bouud the whole natioz,
except the Protestant minority, hand aud
foot. "We denied them the common. rights
of humanity., It was only filty vears ago
that we passed grudgingly and hesitatingly
that insufficient measuro of justice
that we call Qatholic emancipation, (Cheers. )
And yet ufter all this history- of three
centuries we expect the Irish of to-duy
to be a8 contented und a8 loysl es the
inkabitauts of Yorkshire or Perthshire. I
do not thionk weo can wonder if, having
moulded tie Irishman by all that we hawo
done to disaffection, thkat we should find
his demands louder and more menacing
than we could wieh. I con illustrate in one
sentence what I mean when I sny that oppres.
sion and confiscation have affected to their
basis all Boclety in Ireland. 1 have said
that depression destroyed the commerce of
Ireland and diove the Irish people back to the
lan¢ and made them an sgricultural people,
Well, in what position is that land? In
what position was the landed tenure of
Ireland 7 Llauded tonure in Ireland has this
peculiarity, that it appears to be almost en-
tirely the result of confiscation—remote’
configcation if you wil), but still confisca-"
tion, Now, [ will not bs mistaken
when I say that it is the result of confiscation
I do not meun that it has been taken away
from any one that is existing or who can
claim it, and that, therefore, it is not the pro-
perty of the landlord—I simply say that as a
matter of fact, all, or almost a1, land in Xre-
land is held under former coufiscation. Such
confiscation, as .you know, bas hsppened all |
over the world. Some philosophers will tell
you that all -innded property i8 confiscation,
and gsome philosophers will rise to a still
airier height, and will tell you that all
property is cenflscation— (applanze)—but
on this occarion- I think those theories
are a little beside the mark. How-
ever, I will tako o case of confizcation which
is well known to you'all. Youall know that
the property of the church and of the ecclesi-
astical corporations of Great Britaln was
largely confiscated at the time of the refor-
mation and handed over to Iay ownera. But
there is this difference between the confiaca-
tion of the churcnh and the confiscation of
Irish land, that Irfsh Jand was con-
fiscated and the .people. remalned.there——
the -’ people from: whom- the ‘land ¥
taken remsined upon the land.  Now,
suppose when the property of the Ho-
man Catholioc church had  been confis-

cated in Getent . Britaln tho priests and |

WEEEKLY REVIEW -— WHOLESALE
PRICES. ‘
Business during the wesk has not in the

least brightened, in fact the continuance of
unsettiad weather 1s depressing business more
overy day it lasts.

There 18 little, if any,
prospect of the wholesale tradepeing inactive
until after the buatle attendant on the holl-
day Seagon, although the rétall trade may
reasonably be expected to make somewhat of
a spurs. Considering the mnd blockade, the
country dealers are -remitting most
satisfactory and prices ara now, on the whole,
firm. From. statistlca recently Issued we
learn that the exact decreass in the amount
ot wheat shipped from this port this year
from that shipped in 1880 was 2,727,391 bush-
els. 'The decrease in the shipmenr of corn
was 3,865,660 bushels, and of peas 91,069
bushels. On the 15th of the present month
there was In stock in the city of Montreal,
122,344 bughels of wheat, 54,015 bushels of
corn and 163,243 busheld of peas, while at the
ssme time last year there was in store 115,494
bushels of wheat, 23,000 bushels of corn and
34,635 bushels of peas,

Dry Goops,—Business in this line romains
dall, although a fair number of letter orders
are belng received from the West, where the
weather has not had sach a depressing in-
fluence on trade. Remlttances are on the
whole good. Prices of goods will not pro-
bably be cheaper for many months than at
present. 'The Montreal and Canada Ootton
Company’s have, in sympathy with similar
moves in the United Biates, raised their
prices all round 5 per cent and 5 to 10 per
cent respectively.” Several buyers have re-
turned from England, where they report the
markets to be closer for cotions, woollens and
Jinens. A considerable advance has taken
place in England in winceys and woellen
goods.
