| y HE WORLD’S ANNUAL COALOUTPUT

i The Planetary Cellars Are Not Altogether
Inexhaustible,

The coal pit is not inexhaustible. ~The
bottom may not be in sight, nor. its fature
cleaning up be of any immediate concern,
but its eventuality is none the less a pre-
determined fact. It may or may not be of
any appreciable concern when its last con-
tribution to human service is dumped in &
cool bin, as in the unforseen process of its
manufacture and storage it has evidenced a
creative design, in which the provision of
fuel for man’s use was not limited to an ex-
haustive article. The formation of fuel
was uot arrested when anthracite and bitu.
minous coal became a mineral fact, nor was
the process of formulation stopped when
what is known as the creative week had its
Saturday night. This may qualify, but it
does not annul the fact of a limit to future
coal supplies.

The world’s annual output of coal has, it
is estimated, reached a total of 485,000,000
tons, and the countries contributing to that
enormous total were as follows, together
with the amounts they produced in 1890:
Great Britain and Ireland, 128,000,000 tons;
America, United States (estimated for 1891),
141,000,000 tons; German 90,000,000 tons;
France, 28,000,000 tons; Belgium,’ 20,000,-
000 tons; Austria, '9,000,000 tons; Russia
(1888), 6,000,000 tons; others 9,000,000 tons.
During the last twenty years there has
been a marked increase 1o the consumption
of coal, which was, no doubt, commen-
surate with increased industrial activity.
Thus, comparing European countries alone,
the average annual output for the period of
1881-90 was upward of 62,000,000 tons
greater than during the previous decade,
and that rate of increase bade fair to be
maintained, so that the world’s consump-
tion of coal wounld soon reach 500,000,000
tons per annum, if it had not already done
80.
In an investigation made by a royal com-
missioner as to the ascertainable sourees of
coal in Great Britain it was ascertained
that not more than 146,773,000,000 tons
were available at depths not exceeding
4,000 feet from the surface, & reserve
which, at the present rate of increase of
vepulation and of coal consumuption. would

Women on Dutch Rallways

The British consul at The Hague says
that, as regards the employment of women
and children on railways, iv ie stated that
the latter ars mostly made use of at the
several railway works, their parents being
glad of the one or two florins they are able
to earn for comparatively light work. They
are occasionally put to similar work on the
permanent way, being paid at the rate of
75 or 80 cents. The women are chiefly em.
ployed in cleaning the carriages, working on
an average eight hours & day on the State
railway, with light work on alternate 8un-
days, and ing 14 florins 25 cents wages

er fortnight ; on the Holland railway ten
Eours a day without Sunday work, with a
daily wage of 1 floren 30 cents, or else
watching the lines, turn about with their
husbands, the ‘““wegwachters” or canton-
niers. On the State railway their
work averages twelve hours (the men
taking the night duty) and thkey are

id at the rate of 25 cents a day being
odged besides, the husbands earning 90

cents a day. On the Holland railway the
average hours of ‘work are about the same,
the women receiving pay at the rate of 55
cents a day, 1 florin 65 cents a week being,
however, deducted for the lodging allowed
them.
For women with families the work is con.
sidered trying, especially when they are
kep: on duty as long as sixteen hours, as is
the case at certain points, where the traffic
bappens to be very heavy. As regards the
general conditions under which the persons
in the employ of the great Dutch railway
copanies carry on their work, the testi-
mony of the numerous witnesaes examined by
thecommission, withafew exceptions wentto,
show that thev are well satisfied both as te
the wages they receive and as to the treat-
ment awarded them.  One witness was of
the opinion that the wages of railway sar-
vants compared favorably with thoese of
most factory hands.

AN ENGLISH BIGOT.

Rebuked bv a Radical News-
paper.
Reyrold’s Newspaper in a late 1ssue
administers the following castigation to
a rabid anti-Catholic fanatic.

When we compare the kindness,
hospitality and affection shown by the
Irish peasants with the brutality and
demoralization prevailing 1n inany of
our English towns and country districts,
it is simply astonishing that any one
can tolerate the audacious assertions of
these reckless parsonical bagmen.
Doberty would be much better employed
if, instead ot spouting falsehoods on
English platforms, he went down into
the slums of our great towns and ende-
avored to rescue the British pagans from
the terrible condition under which they

exist. )

On Indulgences,

It is a pity that so many Protestants
sbould be so 1ill-informed about the
doctrine of indulgences as to suppose
that it means the.forgiveness of asin, or
ti:e permission to commit a sin.

By an indulgence i me#nt not the for-
giveness of a sin, or & permission to com~
mit a sin, but & remission tbrough the
merits of Jesus Corist, of the whole or
part of the debt of temporal punishment
due to sin. The guilt and everlasting
punishment of which bave, through the
merits of Jesus Clarist, been already for-
given ir. the sacrament of penance.
Indulgences do not secure heaven, but
hasten the time of eutering it to those
who 1 aving obtained forgiveness of their
sins, and put themselves in a state of
grace before death.

Catholics believe that the power of
granting indulgences was left by Christ
to tke Church. It is included in the
promise made by Jesus Chrst to St.
Peter: “And whatsoever thou shalt
looge upon earth shalt be loosed also in
neaven.” (St. Mati. xvi. 18.) - These
words contain an ample and universal
power given to 8t. Peter and his succes-
sors of Ioosing a properly dieposed person
from everything that may hinder him
from going to heaven; and the debt of
temporal punishment does hinder for &
time at least a justified soul from going
into eternal bliss; that is, until that debt
be paid or remitted.

It may be said, at least according to
their principles, that Protestants give in
their way, a kind of plenary or full in-
dulgence toevery one, when they say
that works of penance are not necessary,
but Catholics believe that trom ail of us
poor sinners works of penance are requir-
ed, and that the power of binding and
loosing, which includes that of granting
an indulgence, was left to the legitimate
successors of the Apostiess, in whom
alone this power is still vested.

Thus the criminal Corinthian was
subjected to a very severe penauce by
St. Paul, At length however, upen
the solicijation of the brethren, the
Apostle granted to that repentant sinner
an igdulgence, suspended the punish-
ment inflicted upon him,and readmitted
him to the communion of the faithfull
{1 Cor., v. and 2 Cor. ii.) .

Experience proves that this granting
of an indulgence is very wusefal; it
encourages the faithful to deeper repen-
tance, to have more frequent recourse to
the sacraments of penance and to exer-
cise works of charity and devotion ; for
it is the doctrine of the Catbolic Church
tha! in order to obtain an indulgence the
soul must be in & state of grace, that is
must be free from. mortal sin; and the
conditions for gaining a plenary indul-
gence almost always are, that the ap-
plicant should worthily receive the
sacraments of penance and the Holy
Eucharist as a preparation for the indal-
gence, and perform some outward works
of piety. Therefore an indulgence grant-
ed under such conditions, far from being
an inducement to sin, encourages us to
repent and do penance, and otber works

MANITOBA SCHOOL QUESTION.

Senator Bernier’s Able Appeal
in Behalf of the Catholic
Schools.

Hon. Senator Bernier, on July
20th Tast, in the Dominion Senate,
after routine business,” obtained
per mission to draw attention to
that vital question in Manitoba—
Separate Schools.  Herewith we
append the speech in full:

Before the Orders of the Day are taken
up, with the consent of the House I
should like to say a few wordson a
question which the Cathplic members of
Manitoba Lhave very much at heart. I
quite understand that this 1s not the
proper time to make long speeches, but
I wish to say a few words. At the
opening of this session, I had the honour
of making & motion for the production of
papers in connection with the Manitoba
schol question. I expected these papers
would have been brought down early in
the session, and would be printed and

distributed amongst the membhers so
that g1l the facts connected with that
questior would be before the House and
discussed, and it was my intention then
to make a motion fonnded on these docu-
ments. Itis a disappointment to me
not to have had those documents printed
and distributed, but I have to deal with
the circumstances as they exist, and.
after all, as there is an appeal pending
at present before the Privy Council, there
may be no harm in suspending the con-
sideration of the matter. T want however
to inferm the governinent, the House
and the country,that whatever may be
the outcome ot that apFeal, we have no
intention to recede from the ition
which we took at the cutset, and 1t is the
intention of the Catholic members of
Manitoba to pursue their csse as strong-
lly as any constitutional meauns will allow,

I want to referto the legislation of the
Manitpba Legislature during this ‘ast
spring. These are public statutes to
which I may refer. y the law of 1890
we contended that we had a right
through the municipalities to levy scool
taxes to maintain our schools.

THE BIBLE IN THE SCHOOLS.

The evil consequences wbich have
regulted from the separation of education
from religion in the state schools have
8o deeply impressed a number of pro-
minent persons in Chicago, that, at a
recent meeting in that city, a plan was
formulated, the main object of which is
to secure, if possibie, the reading in the
schools of certain passages from Holy
Writ regarding whose meaning Chris-
tians of all denominations are practically
agreed.

Even if this this plan should be suc-
cessfully adopted—it is said to be in
operation in some Canadjan cities—it
would fall very far short of satisfying the
the proper demands of those parents
who believe that their children should
receive religious as well as mental in-
struction in the schools that they attend
daily. The mere perfunctory realding of
certain scriptural passages, upon which
the teacher would be forbidden to make
any comment, lest, forsooth, be should
render himself open (o the charge of
sectarian teaching. would be verv slim
and inadequate religious instruction for
his pupils to receive, and it is doubtful
if it would impress them with any greater
love of truth, virtué or morality than
does the present system, with its total
absence of ali religious instructfon.

The grand mistake of those who think
that any such balf-way measures as this
can snpply the defects in the system of
education at present prevailing in the
pubic schools, consist in this, that they
fail to recoguize that the religious instruc-
tion of youth 18 as important as their
mental training.” They lose sight of the
fact that if five, six, seven or more hours
are g over each day to teaching
children how to read, to write to figure
and so forth, it i8 not too much to ask
that half an hoar or more should be
devoted to instructing them in their
moral duties and resposibilities, Abp,
Ryan madeseme very pertinent remarks
on this subject at Chicago last year, in
the address that he delivered on Catho-
lic educational day, when he asked if it
were not fully as important that a child
should be taught trath, temperance and
chastity, as that it should be instructed
in arithmetic, reading or geography.

. This Chicago plan would not remedy
a single defect, that exists in the present
public school system; it would not
remove a single objection which consci-
entious Catholic parents have to that
system.  The only good feature about 1t,
is that its forwmulation shows that the
glaring defisiencies of the public schools
in the matter of furnishing the pupils
with the religious instruction they need
and should have, are being more gener-
ally recognized. Intime such recogni-
tion will find an adequate remed y for
those deficiencies, but that remedy will
be a far more radical one, than what this
Chicago plan proposes.

His Merits Appreciated.

Prof, Henry Le Marche Receives a Higher
Position.

After seven years of unceasing toil in
the educational order Prof. Henrv Le

Marche, of St. Joseph’s school. connected
with the [pimaculate Conception chuaich
in this City leaves for 2 higher position.

Mr. Moor’s South Sea Islanders.

To the Editor of the NORTHWEST REVIEW.

Dear Sir,—The day before the arrival
of the South Sea Islanders in Winnipey
1 learned, through a letter to friend of
mine, that many of them were Catholics
and could sing the hymns of the
Chareti.  Having heard and read wnuch
about the charm and virtue of these
Polynesian Cbristians, I was eager to
meet them. So I went to the railway
station on the'r arrival at noon Thurs-
day last. The papers have dilated on
their splendid physical development and
the unconscious grace of their move-
ments ; I bad eves for other beauties of
the soul, soul-felt. As soon as they left
the cars they formed in procession. The
Catholics were easily distinguished by
the medals, crosses or rosaries they wore
around their neck8 with the same easy
bearing with which the men walked
naked to the waist and the women with
bare arms; and “were not ashamed;” they
wore the badges of Catholicism as they
wore their bright yellow skins and their
great stiff crowns of brown, lime-bleach-
ed hair.  One of the taller men caught
sight of me in the crowd, and, seeing by
my cassock that I was a priest, he
smiled sweetly, waved his right hand as
in recognition and then gracefully made
a big sign of the cross On my repeating
that same sign which has been the
touchstone of true Christianity from the
beginning, he nodded approvingly and
strode on. Several other Islanders who
had noticed this, also blessed them-
selves.

‘That sams afternoon, during the hour
that immediately preceded their first
public performance in Fort Garry Park,
I went with another priest to see the
Islanders in their tenis. One large tent
was occupied mainly by Catholics; some
have called them converts, but the
expression is not quite correct, the men
and women under five-and-twenty—and
most of them are less than that age—
- being chiefly children of Catholic
parents. Here a few figures and facts
may help to a realization of who and
what they are. In latitude they range
from the equator (Gilbert Jslands) 1o
20° south; in Jongitude from: 172° East
{Fiji lslands) to 170° West (Samoan
Islands). The Catholic natives who
lately visited us are under two bishops,
the Vicars Apostolic of Central Oceanica
and Samoa, and under one Prefect Apos-
tolic of Fiji. Of the 24,000 natives in
Central Oceanica, whick comprises espe-
cially the Tonga or Friendly Isles, 10,-
500 are Catholics, more than 5000 of
these latter being the only inhabitants
of Wallis or Uvea and Futuna. In 1878
I had the good fortune to have many
most intercesting conversations with the
then bishop of these islands, Mgr. Eloy.

e was especially loud in his praises of
the Catholics of Wallig and Futuna,both
of which islands have representatives in
Mr. Moor'’s company. "The good bishop,
who had risked being eaten by thew to
win them {ro n cannibalism, averrad that,

lives would sbame the most Christian
communities of Furope and America.
Bamoa counts some 7,000 Catholics
among its 35,000 natives; Fiji, 10,000
Catholics out of 130,000 inhabitants. As
in all these groups most of tbe non-Cath-
olic natives profess some form of Christ-
lanity, it will be seen at a glance that
the Protestant natives are at least five
times as numerous a8 the Catholics.
Yet this picked band of islanders is more
than halt Catholic, and from the non-
Catholic remainder must be deducted
eight or ten Gilbert Islanders who are
not Christian at all, As Mr. Moor must
have selected the members of his com-
pany with great care in regard not mer-
ely of physical and intellectual excell-
ence but also of moral qualities and
good manners, the preponderance of the
Catholic element speaks volumes for the
efficiency of our missionaries. who, by
the way, are not Jesnits, as some said—
there are no Jesuits in Polynesia-~but
Marists or Fathers of the Society of
Mary. .
However, in all fairness I must add
that among the most finished types of
courtliness and urbanity were the great
chief Laula and his wife, who are Pro-
testants. A gracious lady at the top of
the Winnipeg social ladder yielded to
the happy thought of inviting them to
ber own Juxurious home, where they
won the hearts of all the zuests by their
simple dignity and ease of manner.
Another Protestant, an unmarried
woman, who said the Catholics call her
Mary and the Presbyterians Hannah,
was ill during her stay here and was
carefully tended by Mrs. Sullivan, the
wife of the caretaker at Fort Garry
Park. Mr. Sullivan says bis charming
three-year-old daughter was quite ena-
mored of the tawny Mary-Hanuaah.
After shaking bands with all the
Islanders, talking o those who could
speak Engligh, and gathering trom their

Mang-mang
walked away amid the applause of the
bystanders witk: utter unconcern, with-
out even a sauncy toss of her pretty
bead. She had chastised an insulter
and given everybody a wholesome
lesson. :

What
struck me most in their music is the
keen sense of time, cadence and cimax.
At the stress of the 1ilt forty war-clubs
smote the floor a8 one. At the end of a
song the stop was so sudden as to.be
startling. In the war-chants the ever
Increasing rapidity of the fugue-like
rush of rising notes almost Bwept one’s
soul away., The dances were a bewil-
dering maze ~of expressive gestures,
gently swaying movements and steps to
and fro. None of our dances can com-
pare in modesty to theirs. They never
kick, high or low, nor do they 8o much as

On Friday morning [ was unexpecting-
Iy delighted to welcome at St. Boniface
college two Samoans who had come to
return my visii of the previous day.
I'hey were now fully dressed with small
tweed caps nestling in the midst of their
luxuriant hair. My visitors were Val-
eriano and Kalolo, two of the finest
youug men in the company. As they
both speak English, it was g pleazureto
showtliem the college. I made Kalolo
speak through the telephone to a triend
two miles off, and he took to it qnite
naturally. When I pointed to a picture
of the Madonna, they said: “Anh! yes,
Sancta Maria ”I' When I showed one of
them an engraving of the Sacred Heart
of Jesus, hLe 8aid, as if explaining what
it was: “Cor Jesn Sacratissimum.”
Kal_olo, who stands over gix feet though
he is only seventeen and has a most
prépossessing face, when complimented
by somebody on his Leight and fine
appearance, raised hiseyebrows as if that
sort of talk bored him’ or as ifit was
really not his tault that he was so well
built. I may here interject the remark
that the expressiveness of the eyes,
mouth and whole face in these Polynes-
ians is quite as striking as in the best
specimens of the Caucasian race. Vai-
eériano, to whom I showed a map of.
Polynesia, indicated the names of the
different islands with the number of
priests, churches and schools in each.
Ixalo]o noticed some new bhenches just
varnished, and said immediately : “Var-
nish; I carpenter,” and it was easy to
see that he was qaite familiar with
Joinery. When the Angelus bell rang
at noon, I knelt with my two friends in
the middle of the floor, and they knelt
both upright without any support like
men accustomed to kneeling. They
gave allthe responses to the differcnt
parts of the Angelus in Latin and were
particular)y distinct in the answer to the
ve Maria I wanted to keep them
longer; but they had an appointment
and took their leave in the nicest poss-~
ible way. .
Father McCarthy, having arranged
that the Catholic Islanders should hear
mass on Sunday morning at seven, 80
a8 to be ready
Grand Forks at ten o'clock, was some-
what surprised to see them arrive at St.
Mary’s church at six. He employed
the intervening hour by saying the
beads with them in Latin, to which they
answered in the same langnage, and by
preaching to them in English. When T
reached the church at seven, ! found it
filled with Protestants as weil as Cath-
olics. Our separated brethrer, for whom
the early hours of Sunday morning are a
time sacred t¢ repose, performed many
acts of gelf-denial that morning, There
were about exghteen Islanders present,
all men, the three Catholic women being
busy packing for the move. The singing,
though less perfect because of the ab-
sence of the women, was very touching.

Tbey sang “O Salataris,” “Tantum
frgo’.and “Ave Maris Stella.” Their
ehavior during the low mass said

by Father McCarthy was full of artless
devotion, At theend of the Mags Rev.
Father Langevin welcomed them in 8
few truly eloquent words. He was glad
to see them. All Catholics  greeted
them not only as brothers in human
nature but also and especially as
brothers in the taith, They held the

same belief, they said the same prayers,

they sang the same hymns as we do.
Their presence here was a striking wit-
ness to the world-wide living unity of
the Catholic cburch. Then Rev. Father
Langevin went among them as they sat
in the front pews on the gospel side, and
gave each of them a medal.

As these good Catholic men filed out
of the church door, they were stopped
for a few minutes by the outgoing and
highly interested crowd. Here again
their gentlsness and absolute freedom

from self-consciousness was appar-
ent.  They readily answered ail
questions. Hemmed in closely on all

sides by eager ladies and gentlemen
they never lost their amiability and

self-possession ; and, when at last they

Started toward the railway station, they
Shook hands all round and bid us #
bearty good-bye. May God speed and
keep them still unspoiled in their many

journeyings: for of a truth, their short

visit has been to us a joy of the spirit
and a source of no little edification.
