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WHILE BULGARIANS HALT

~ PORTE RENEWS EFFORTS

T0 BRING

ABOUT PEACE

Servians Called Upon to Back Up the Bulgars
Before Making Assault on Tchatalja---Powers
Unlikely to Make Move Unless Balkan
States Join in Turkey’s Request.

LONDON, Nov. 5.—(Can. Press.)—
If, as reported, the Bulgarian attack
on Tchatalja forts has alreary begun,
po details have yet been received.
Doubtless the Tprks may be fighting

. small engagemerks with a view to de-

laying the Bulgarian advance, but it is
bardly likely that the Bulgarian army
has sufficiently recovered after recent
exertions to undertake a sustained
battle. The Bulgarians are now a long
distance from their -base of supplies,
and the four days’ battle must have ne-
cessitated a renewal of the supplies of
food and ammunition.

The fact that the Servian army has
been called o the aid of the Bulgarians
48 held by some to indicate that the
Bulgarians realize that it will be no
easy task to reduce Constantinople.
The report that the Constantinople
water supply has been cut -oﬂ is not
confirmed. Derkas, where the cutting
is alleged to have occurred, is within
the Tchatalia lines.

Second Appeal for Mediation.
The Porte is redoubling its efforts to

save the capital, and has made a sec-
ond appeal to Franee for mediation.
But there is no sign that the powers
will move in the matter unless the al-
led states make a similar application,
which is excéedingly unlikely.

In the meantime the Turks continue
mobilizing in Syria, and are taking all
possible measures for a strong resist-
ance. at. Tchatalja. Constantinope. is
quiet but the embassises have
applied to the Porte for permission for
the passage of a second cruiser of each
power thru the Dardanelles.

F‘ortru.ﬁ Hold Out.

Scutari and Adrianople still hold out,
and there is no important news from
the field of operations in other direc-
tions. r

In reply to the Turkish request for
mediation, the Russian Government in-
formed the Turkish ambassador that
Russia was willing to mediate in co-
operation with the-other powers, pro-
vided they were given “pleins pouvo-
frs” (full powers.)

NEW G.T.R. PASSENGER
STATION AT HAMILTON

Coming Competition Moves Rail-
way Co. to Plan Important

Changes Including Larger

Freight Terminals and Yard
Extensions.

fiton line to be operated by the Cana-
dian Northern, the Grand Trunk Rail-
way is to make the City of Hamilton
one of the most important terminals
on the entire Grand Trunk System.
With this object in view, they have
completed an additional ten
tracks, but this is a mere start on what
they intend doing.

In fact, the A Grand
Trunk is to make an announcement of
its Hamilton plans before the end of

mation comes from a reliable source
that the plans dnélude a splendid new
passenger station, or failing this,. the
remodeling and doubling the size of
the present station, a number of big
and important improvements and ex-
tensions to their yards and terminal

MANY STATES DOUBTFUL
BUT VICTORY DECISIVE

Wilson Will Have at Least 300 Votes in Elect-

- oral College—Pennsylvania Vote Very Close|

—Illinois, lowa, Michigan and Kansas Prob-

ably for Roosevelt.

NEW YORX, Nov. 5.—(Can. Press.)
—With the election of Woodrow Wilson
to the presidency, and Thomas R. Mar-
shall to the vice-presidency assured by
the earlier returns tonight, the reports
up to mmnié‘ht gave indications that
the electoral vote of the Democratic
candidate would pass the 300 mark.

x‘“%;\sﬁze of the popular majority
given the Democratic national ticket,
or the /states outside of Tllinols that
might Eive electoral votes to either
Taft or Roosevelt, were matters of
conjecture at midnight. It was cer-
tain, however, that Illinois would give
an oVerwhelmi’ns majority to Roose-
velt; lwhile the race in Pennsylvania
was 80 close’ as to bring all three can-
aidates within range of success.

Early Petuyns gave Gov. Wilson and
Gov. Marshall the *“solid south” and
the States of Connecticut, Delaware,
Kentucky, Maine, Maryland, Massa~-
chusetts, New York, West Virginia, In-
diana and Missourl.

Gains in West,
As the night advanced and returns

from the west began to come in, these
earlier estimates were confirmed, and
Montana, New Jersey and New Mex-
ico were added to those that seemed
oertain for the Democratic candidates,
while scattering returng from San
Francisco and Los Angeles made it
probable that California might join
the Wilson-Marshall column,

Rhode Islapd also became a doubt-

ful state on the returns near mid-
night, and based on the later votes re-
perted, it sedmed not wholly improb-
able that its five electoral votes would
80 to Wilson. The early returns gave
ar apparent victory to Taft in New
Hampshire and Vermont, but the Taft
plurality dwindled as midnight ap-
proached to a very few hundred votes
in each state, gnd seemed likely to be
wiped out entirely.

P.nn-yr\;;nia Very Close.

The vote in Utah, as reflected in the
despatches up to midnight, gave indi-
cations that the state might be carried
for Taft. The vote in Pennsylvania
was amazingly close, the returns from
over a thousand precincts embracing
over 185,000 votes, giving each of the
three leading presidential candidates
more than 60,000 votes,

President Taft's lead in Philadeiphia
districts was offset by the heavy vote
polled by Roosevelt in other parts of
the state.

Many surprises were shown in the
returns. The New York State assem-
bly seemed to be overwhelmingly De-
mocratic.. In Illinois indications werg
that Judge Dunne, the Democratic can-
didate for governor, had won, notwith-
standing the heavy Roosevelt victory.
Former Speaker Cannon seemed
have been defeated for re-election to
congress In Illinois.

In addition to certain Roosevelt vic-
tory in Illinois, the confident claims of
the Roosevelt managers - that Iowa,

Chaperoned by Mr. Hubert Macrae,
managing director of the British and
Colonial Land and Securities Company,
Limited, a party yesterday inspected
Toronto’s newest suburb, lying between
St. Clair and Eglinton avenues, and
immediately west of Bathurst street.
The party included Mayor Hocken and
most of the other members of the ecity
council, His Honor Sir John Gibson,
lieutenant-governor of Ontario, W. F.
Maclean, M.P., 8ir Henry Pelatt, Lt.-
Col. Maclean, and others traveled by
motors. The property, which consists
of about 800 acres, was reached from
the city hall in less tham twenty min-
utes.” A careful inspection of the-vari-
ous boulevards and drives was under-
taken and the inherent beauty of the
subdivision <was unanimously recog-
nized.

The owners of Cedarvale, the name
by which this subdivision is known,
are sparing no expense to place it in
the forefront ¢f residential Ilayouts.

'PRESIDENT OF U. §.

‘Woodrow. Wilson has been schooling
himseif, perhaps unconsciously, but
nevertheless, carefully and studiously
for forty years for the exalted office
he will assume on March 4 next.

There has never been a closer stu-
dent of American political affairs since
Hamilton and Madison.. There is
nothing about congress or the White
House that will take him greatly by
surprise.. At the age of twenty-nine
he had written a college thesis that
showed him to be even ‘at that time
one of the lkeenest analysts of
the . national legislature the .States

bad, And .in later years
his sharp scrutiny
White House and
treatises on the powers and limitations
of the president that have ever been
published. : ;

Aside from these special investiga-
tions his whole life has been a long
and exhaustive study of the American
people in their social and political re-
lations, as, indeed, were those of his
forebears before him.

Woodrow Wilson was born in Staun-
ton, Virginia) in 1856. It was during
Christmas week and the cheer of that
occas.on has never left him. He will
be the eighth occupant of the White
House from the old dominion.

" Made Himself Authority.

At Princeton he devoted all
his energy and every fac-
ulty he possessed to the furnishing
and the training of his mind to the end
that he might be an authority on gov-

ment and be a leader in the affairs of
his country.

In those dayshe was not remarkably
ready in extempore speaking. Today
he is without a peer in the American
nation in the art. There have been
very few men in public life who have
dared to trust themselves to deliver
important speeches without carefully
writing them out, but to get Mr. Wil-
son to write a speech in advance is a
hard matter.

In the autumn of 18838 he entered
Johns Hopkins University and took up
a course in history and political eco-
nomy under the late Herbert B. Ad-
ams and Dr. Richard T. Ely..

Called to Professorship. .

After receiving his degree at Johns

Hopkins, Dr. Wilson was called to a
professorship in the new college for
women at Bryn Mawr.
" However, he took advantage of his
vacation that summer to journey to
Savannah, Georgia, and marry Miss
Ellen Louise Azon, the daughter of a
long line of Georgia clergymen. In the
autumn the young professor and his
bride started housekeeping in one of
the prettiest towns along what |is
called the “main line” out of Phila-
delphia.

The trustees of Princeton, finding
the chair of jurisprudence and politics
i vacant in the autumn of 1890, at once
‘turned to the now distinguished alum-
nus of old Nassau and offered him the
chair. He accepted with pride and
Joy.

The Child’s Vocabulary.

Children are wonderful learners of
,Words. It'ds amazing to see how their
é"oc&bulary develops, and how they at-
tempt o use every new word they
hear. Reasonablé care should be taken
in the home circle to have the family
discussions bemneficial to the echild in
wonrds and tone. Of course the con-
versation cannot always be regulated
rto suit the chuid; but when the child-
ish ears are wide open, let the wopds
heard he heupful rather than harm-
ful. Disputes of any kind arve not
@ood things for a. child to hear. And
to glve an exhibition of temper:is the
quickest way to lose influence over a
ehild. .

Children pick up words and use them
often before they grasp their meaning.
The word may be a good one to use
or not; but in elther case let the mo-
ther explain the meaning to help “the
child decide whether the new wond
should become part of his vocabulary.

New words are very real affairs to
a child, since they stand for ideas.
The parents wha explain the right way
to use these words are making the
ideas clear in the childish mind and
helping aong his education. Then, too,
the child’s ¢onfidence in his parents is
strengthened. He looks up to them as
| wonderfully wise people Who can help
solve all his difficulties.

A simple explanation that the new
word is foolish slang, or a useless ex-
pression, and that peovle who ‘reaily
know good words would not think of
jusing it, will be much more effective
i than the sharp reprimand to “‘never let
ime hear you say that again.”

By sensibie management a child can
be made ashamed to use certain wonrds,
or can be made to see that it is ridicu-
lous for him to use them. When this
treatment is used, the child likes
use correct words: and will never get
the idea that altho he must use cer-
tain expressions at home—awdy from it
he can talk as he pleases. The home
i standard is the natural one for him to
: follow, and father and mother are his

supreme examples,
