FREIGHT CARS JUMP;
CONDUCTOR KILLED

Main Line Traffic Delayed on
G.T.R. by Minor
Freight Wreck.

Robert Norris, 108 Withrow avenue, a
freight conductor on the Grand Trunk,
was so badly injured last night when
he was crushed beneath an overturned
freight car that he died an hour after
the accident cceurred, in St. Michael's
Hospital. Norris' was riding on top of
the car when it jumped the track. He
was unable to jump far enough and was
pinned beneath the car, breaklng his
back. Four other trainmen jumped from
the train and escaped injury. The en-|
gineer and fireman stayed in the engine

to a standstill and, fearing that it might
be pulled off by the cars, jumped from
the cabin.

The accident happened at 6.30 last
evening on the Don esplanade, south of
Queen street.

At the inquest last night to fn-
quire into the death of Joseph Berre-
dillia, the Italian laborer, who was
found in the ward at one o'clock on
the morning of Tuesday, Sept. 28, with

{a bullet wound in the abdomen, seven

Joseph Nicoletti, a ung Canadian
of Italian parentage, sald that on Mon-
day night at eleven o’clock he, a man
named Alfonse, Frank Lombardi and
tWo young -women obtained the car
of Tony Calarco, who keeps a butcher
store at the southeast corner of Cen-
tre avenue and Elm street, and drove
thru the city, returning to Elm street
and pulling up in front of Calarco’s on
Elm street at about 12 o’clock. As
the car stopped several young men
approached and Frank Lombardi or-
dered them away, With the exception
of Berredillla they compliied. Lom-
bardi ordered Berrediilia away again
and he refused to go. Lombardk then
Jumped out of the car and pushed
him. Nicoletti %aid he then got out
of the car himself and saw Berredillia
with a razor in his hand and Lom-
bardi with a revolver, Then witness ran
and when about a hundred yards away
heard a shot,

Carmichael Challenges Gov-
ernment to Hold Searching
Investigation.

W. J. Carmicaael, general organizer
of the Grand Army of Canada, de-
clared t6 The World last night that
nothing but a judicial gation,
refore an Iimporiant ‘gould
‘bring the facts to light in connection
with conditions at the Kapuskasing
soldiers’ colony, -

Mr. Carmichael took 0g excep-
tion to the reports issued by the G.
W. V. A. and provincial government
in regard to this md%er and stated
that he“was prepared to stand by his
charges and to go into the witness
box if need be.

“I want to state that Herbert Lewis,
" of the G. W. V. A, is double-crossing
¢3¢ returned men,” said Mr. -Car-
michael, “and 1 challenge the provin-
cial government and the department
of lands to bring the soldier settlers
“before an impartial board to state
their case, ;

Rejterating that conditions in <he
ecolony were deplorable, Mr. Car-
michael related his recemt trip there
in company with Herbert Lewis, of
the G. W. V. A, and Deputy Minister
Grigg, of the department of lands.

“When the setilers realized that Mr,
Lewis was from the~G. W. V. A. they
- refused to recognize him, Qe declared,

adding that the G. W. V. A. represen-
tative did not get a chance to investi-
gate conditions fully during the short
. time he was there, 3 \
Signed Statements

Mr. Carmichael stated that his re-
- eent trip to the colony was the thi
time he had been there. He said that
the time previous he was accompanied
by Fred Uffles, to Hartley
Dewart, who took down the men’s
statements, which were signed by
them. These were laid before the
prime minister of Ontario who prom-
ised to eend a representative to the
colony with full authority to act.

“There are only two men satisfied
with conditions in the colony and they
have been got at by the government
officials,” stated Mr. Carmichael

In regard to the statement by Her-
bert Lewis that his attack on con-
ditions was inspired by political mo-
tives, Mr. Carmichael statéd emphat-
icaZy that he had no political aspir-
ationsg whatever, and that Toronto
would never see him In the political
field. He declared that his agitation
in connection with Kapuskasing was
prompted by his desire to better the
conditions of the settlers there and for
no other motive. y

My. Carmichael concluded by say-
ing that if he was unabls to prove his
charges in the witness box, before an
impartial board of ‘investigation, then
it was up to the government to put
him in jail.

A fuM report on the matter is to be
‘prepared by Mr, Carmichael to be sub-
mitted to the government.

This accounts for
the large surplus of “profits of the E.
F. C, on the one hand, and the money

Referring to a committee at work on
plans for raising money, Mr. Flynn
said it was not a committee of his, but
one composed of two or three private
men, headed by Attorney A. Roebuck
of Toronto. If the government could
have found the money to carry on the

his hands a compnehensive plan provid-
ing for the application of ald to veter-
ans with a maximum degree of equity
and economy,

“I am impressed,” said Mr. MacNeil,
““that the only phase of the question that
has not been fully dealt with ih this plan
is whether the proposed scheme is with-
in our country’s financial resources.’”” He
was ready to submit This suggestions
when the committee. was ready for them.
The concrete plan was evolved by those
members of the G.W.V.A. who originally
evolved the $2000 bonus scheme, which
had now been reconstructed.

‘ Claime Flynn Jeopardizes.

“As returned soldiers,” asserted Mr.
MacNeil, “representing returned soldiers
in Canada in a responsible manner, we
desire to disassociate ourselves entirely
from the statements made by Mr. Flynn,
which seriously reflect upon British in
stitutions and sense of fair play, and
are not in acecord with the ideals for
which Canada’s citizen soldiers hava
served and now seek to maintain. Those
who are sincerely desirous of promoting
the welfare of returned soldiers in a
reasonable and constitutional manner,
and who consider some system of bonus
payment as the Kroper method of rel'ef
consider that such statements have seri-
ously jeopardized the sympathetic con-
sideration of the needs of the dependents
of those who have fallen, and disabled
men.”

C. G. Wheeler, president of the Im-
perial Veterans, supported Mr. MacNeil
in everything.

Fiynn Repfies,

Mr. Flynn asked to be allowed to re-
ply. He was representing the maas of
returned men, and said he had not been
given a proper examination. G. W. V.
A. officials who did not stand behind
the demands of the returned men were
not representing their constituencies,
put working for ‘themselves. Mr. Cal-
der said the witness should not leave
his chair until he had placed all
views before the committee. The wit-
ness spoke of ‘“‘cheap minds” who dis-
associated themselves from his platform,
and said he was not satisfied with the
fact that his religion, name and resi-
dence had been given more gonsidera-
tion than the needs of returned
soldiers. Asked if he wished to state
any further demands, the witness said
{1 he did not.

B. W. Nesbitt called attention to the
fact that all other witnesses had .pre-
sented documents and resolutions show-
ing whom they represented, while Mr.
Flynn had not done so.
