The injured manw’s wounds were
dressed by Dr. W, E. Smith at the time,
but Dr. Sipsey, the family physician, was
subsequently called in, Durdsall kept grow-
ing worse and finally, ou the 16th, was re-
moved to the hospital. Dr. Sipsey states
that inflammation of the brain resulted
from: the blow and caused death.

Sir Henry Hawkins Was Feared for
the Severity of His Sentences. ~

Chief Justice Coleridge in the
Tichborne Trial and Greatly Ine-
eren,ed His Reputation as an
Advocate by the Sikill Displayed
in the Cross-Examination—Stand-
ing Counsel for the Jockey Club.

London, Dec. 19.-~Hon. Sir Henry Haw-

‘kins, one of the Justices of the Queen's

Bench Division of the High Court-of Ju-
dicature, and owing to- the severity of his
sentences known as thé ‘‘hanging™ judge,”
has resigned.

Mr. Justice Hawkins, whq was born Bept.
14, 1817, was educated at Bedford, admit-
ted to the bar in 1848 and made a Queen's
counsel in 1858. The 1876 he whs appolnted
judge of the Queen's Bench Division, be-
ing subsequently transferred by sign mau-
ual to the Exchequer Division. He was as-
soclated with Chlef Justice Coleridge; ‘n
the first Tichborne trial, when he parilcu-
larly distinguished himself by his exhaus-
tive cross-examination. Later,” when ‘the
cialmant was prosecuted for perjury, Haw-
kins, then Mr. Hawkins, 1ed for the Crown,
and the skill he displayed in this trial, one
of the most rewarkable in the annals of
English jurlsprudence, grewtly increased his
reputation as an advocate. He acted for
the Royal Commissloners in the purchase
of the site for the present Royal Courts of
Justice in the Strand, London; and for
many years was standing counsel for (he
Jockey Club, of which he is now a mein-
ber. Many years ago, with Mr. Hdwia
James, he defended Slmon Bernard, who
was tried as accessory to the couspiracy
against the life of Emperor Louis Napoy
leon.

Montreal Expert Will Work Over-
time on Canadian Defenders
This Coming Season.

Montreal, Dec. 19.—It seems that the de-
lay in finally settling the details of the ar-

James Tyson Started in Life at $150
a Yedr, and Died Worth Many
Millions.

Brisbané Australls, Dec. 10.—The death
is. announied of James Tyson, the richest
man In Australia. The deceased was 75
yvears old,jand started in life as an overseer
in the mifhes at a salary of $150 per year.
The beginning of Tyson's wealth is traced
back to 1853, when he started a butchering
business with his savings. This he carried
on with great success until 1855, when he
purchased large tracts of land for sheep
raising. This brought him such immense
wealth that many years ago he was able to
offer the Government of Queensland a loan
of $2,000,000, and in 1892, at a time of great
financial strain for the colony, he took up
§1.500,000 of Treasury bills in order to as-
sist the Government.

THE APPEAL DISMISSED,

Magistrate Denison Can Try
Corporations for Breaches of
a Civie Bylaw.

In the vestibule case, Justices Falcon-
bridge and Street yesterday handed out
judgment in the Divisional Court, uphold-
ing the judgment of Justice Rose that the
case may be tried by the Police Magistrate,

The judgment says that the City Counell
passed a bylaw which was ultra vires, that
authorized a penalty for not providing vesti-
Lules, and that the Council’s decision
should not be allowed ta be defeated on a
mwere technicality. The bylaw imposes a
penalty upon a corporation. The code might
not definitely provide for summary con-
victions agalnst a corporation, yet the code
affords the only means of enforcing offences
for breaches of municipal bylaws, and there
is no mode of enforcing convictions where
offenders are corporations unless it can be
done under provisions of the code.
