The mercury
touched 82. There were signs of
thunderstorms in the sky, and a few
big drops splashed into the bay late
4n the afternoon, but the regular down-
pour that would have brought a re-
greshing coolness didn't a'rive- Up in
the Georgian Bay district, down to
the Ottawz Valley and in the Province
of Q{xebec thgre were heavy thunder-
ptorms. The Northwest also has been
paving more than its share of moisture.

Few Scattered Showers,

But the peninsula of Ontario, be-
tween Toronto and Montreal, has been
donning summer attire because the
Rain God has held singularly aloof
and because Old Sol has been beam-
ing down with an intensity that has
put the heat record at 20 degrees above
the average for this season of the
wear. Early Wednesday morning there
were pretty heavy showers thruout the
southwestern part of Ontario, and the
thunderstorms in the north and east
will likely be repeated to-day. Scat-
tered showers are also held out to the
hope of Torontonians, Last night,there
was a heavy rain storm in the Western
States, traveling northward into Mani-
toba, and Ontario may get the benefit
of some of it before long.

Meanwhile, farmers are beginning ftc
worry over the fate .of their crops
Last year it was too much rain that
gave them alarm and caused heavy
losses. With the vegetation scorching
up, a clouded sky and a heavy show-
er, if a good iong rain is not available
will be welcomed by the farmers witi

. sighs of relief and hymns of thanks-
giving.
Situation Alarming,

C. C. James, Deputy Minister of
Agriculture, regards the situation as
elarming and nothing less than a cop
jous downpour of rain can save the
grain crops and grass from withering
beyond any hope of saving. There have

.been a few lgcal thunderstorms, and
on Tuesday night a portion of the
western section of the province was
well drenched by a steady fall, but
the general situation is far from re-
@ssuring. Everything in the fields is
withering unddr the scorching sun, and
mpoisture is ore badly:needed now
than at any time in the past several
years. L

The hope of the Deputy Minister is
that the long delayed showers may
come in the next day or so. The in-
dications point that way, he thinks
and the benefit to the farmers would
be inestimable.

He was thrown
head-downwards and caught about the
chest between the floor and the eleva-
tor.

Hearing the agonized shrieks of.the
mother, Albert Burke, who was runnin;y
the elevator, immediately reversed, and
the little lad was extricated with diffi- |
culty. Some men who were near by
carried the little fellow to the drug de-
partment, but finding the doctor ab-
sent, hastened to St. Michael's, wheie
the little fellow died a few minutes
after his arrival. The exact naturas of
his injuries is hard to determine, as the
body is disfigured but little, but it is
thought that some Internal injuries
caused by having his chest crushed be*
tween the floor and the elevator caus-
ed death. ThHere was scarcely any mark
left by the blow on the head.

The little boy wags the son of Willlam
Buchler, a cigarmaker, who lives at
354 Wilton-avenue, He was five years
old last November and attended the
Park 8chool Kindergarten. Coroner
Crawford will hold an inquest at St.
Michael's Hospitnl gt 8 o’clock to-
night.

TH-LOUISIA!\'A PURCHASE
EXHIBITION,

The Louisiana purchase exhibition,
to be held In St. Louls, celebrates
an important event in the history of the
United States- The use of the word
Louisiana may be somewhat mislead-
ing. The State of Louisiana is a very
small part of the territory purphased
from Napoleon a hundred years ago, the
greater part of which now forms the
Northern and Central States of the
They are the Dakotas, Mon-
tana, Minnesota, Wyoming, Nebraska,
lowa, Xangas, Missouri, Oklahoma,
Indian Territory, Arkansas and Louisi-
ana. ' The region includes the whole
of the fertile Missisgippi valley, per-
haps the richest in the Union. The
Literary Digest says that its assessed
value is $6,500,000,000; that the Exposi-
tion alone will cost four times the orig-
inal purchase money of $15,000,000, and
that the district contains 15,000,000 peo-
ple. :

That Napoleon consented to part with
this territory so readily is to be ac-
counted for”by the fact that North
America then cut-a very 1nslggiﬂcaxlt
figure in comparison with Europe. Yet
it was at one time included within the
scope of his ambitious designs.

Hopkins was
employed in getting out “Morang’s An-
nual Register,” from :April, 1901, to
June, 1902, for which he received $1500
as salary and the cost of a typewriter,
printing and other work, outside of
binding, totalled $3393.

ELECTION AFTER THE SESSION.

Reasons Given For the Proposed
Action of the Government,

New York, May 21.—The Post has the fol-
lowing from - its Montreal correspondent :
I have it on good authority that the Domnin-
ion government will appeal to the country
soon after the close of the present session.
An.excellent excusel for doing so will be
found in the Redistribution bill now before
parliament. The usual course, foi'ow ng a
decennial census, is for the administration
to bring down a redistribution bill at the
next ensuing sess’on, and then dissolve par-
liament, so that those districts which have
gained in population may have the benefit
of the increased representation to which
they are entitled. It is in the interest of
the government to follow the establishd
practice, as the new bill, based on the cen-
SUs n( 1901, gives largely increased repre-
sentation to Manitoba, the Northwest Terri-
tories and British Columbia, while reducing
the numper of members {rom Ontario and.
the Maritime Provinces: and it so happens
tl‘sat the weak points in the armor of the
:|‘m|n|stmtlcvn are just these latter pmro-
vinces, while the West, like Quehee,
present stands solid for the governnfent.

The Redistribution b'li is not. however,
the only reason, or even the chief reason,
for the proposed appeal to the country. The
root of the matter lies much deeper. Not-
withistanding all statements to the contrary,
the Canadian Premier. Sig Wlifrid Laurier,
is a very sick man. He has never recovered
from the effects of the arduous imper al
eonferences at the time of the coronatipn,
following closely upon a partiularly fry-
ing sess‘on at Ottawa. TITis trip h
South enabled him to pull hiy If together
for a time, but the pre<ent session, still in
its early gtages, and promiging to be a very
long one, has already undone any gocsl re-
sults of the rest. A few weeks' parla-
mentary work and warry have wronght
shocking changes in,him.

He is breaking down, like higs great pre
decessor, Sir John A, Macdonald. and it is
doubtless hecause his eolleagues and others
near him, who are alarmed at the precari
_ong state of his health, are anxious to save
him from Maecdonald’s fate, that it is now
propose d to bring tm the general elections
this autumn. Sir Wilfrid will, it is believed
ead his party thru another election, his

Howard Residence and
Monumernt in Sad Repair,

In a letter to the Mayor, which ex-
plains itself, ex-Ald. Denison direets
attention to the sadly neglected con-
dition ‘of the residence and monument

It is a matter which is entitled to the
prompt attention of the civie authori-
ties. Mr. Howard's benevolence pro-
vided Toronto with one of the finest
natural parks of its kind in America,

and there is no reason why the city
should not have fulfilled its very simple
duty in the performance of the agree-
ment. Mr. Denison's letter is as fol-
lows :

Deéar Mr. Mayor,—I know you are a
gealous, painstaking chief magistrate,
and therefore as a citizen I appeal to
you to seé justice done in the matter
of carrying out the agreement with
the late John G. Howard, who so imag-
nanimously dedicated High Park to the
City of Toronto to'be retained as a
park forever, subject to certain con-
ditions in which the following were
set forth: |

His residence was to be kept in good
repair and Jhis monument preserved
just as it was when handed over to
the city. I found the fence enclosing
the rose garden in front of the monu-
ment down, and the garden itself neg
lected and running wild. No stone or
other memorial has been placed in the
park.to inform visitors of thegfact
that, this park was the gift of Mr.
Howard.

"The residence is suffering from neg-
Ject. The eaves, gutters and down
pipes are leaking and falling away
The chimney stones are crumbling, and
the centre woodwork is perishing fo:
the want of a thoro painting. "Three
hundred dollars would repair the resi-
dence, $100 would erect a fence and
§200 would yprovide a suitable rock
with shield’ memorial carved thereon
In all $600. This is not too much to
ask, and are we not honor bound tc
do this much?
