Ottawa, Jan. 8.—The board of com-
merce today issued a statement as to
its reasons for rescinding the order
for limitation of sugar profits, made
last Septembér. and for the issue of a
new order fixing a maximum refhil
price for sugar’ and making the same
price of 16c per -pound at retail ap-
blicable thruout.Qanada.is.. . .

In its statement the  board points
out that when the previous order was
made, raw sugar was procurable at
its. place of origin at about 61gc per
pound. It now costs at place of origin
11%c per pound. Granulated sugar
was then selling for 10c per pound in
the United States and 12¢ in Canada.
1t is now selling at from 18c to 22¢
per pound in.the United States, and
is lJikely to, go ‘higher.

Neither United . States nor Canadian
1efiners can ‘control the situation. It
is due (o the advanced cost of raw sugar
which is produced, so far as Canada’s
suppifes for refined are concerned, in
Cula, Peru, the West Indies and .other
-warm - countries. Canada’s hest sugar
rroduction is only, about one and one-
quarter per cent. of Canada’s refined
sugar output.

A highly significant announcement
comés from the headquarters of the
railway brotherhood. It is reécognized
there by the brainy men of the broth-
erhood that the boosting of wages is
not a solution of the economic situa-
tion. As fast.as wages are boosted the
cost of living rises and the last state
of the wage earner is no better if not
a great dea] worse than the first. Bert
M. Jewell, acting president of the rail-
way employes’ department of the Fed-
eration of Labor, has voiced the view
that “an increase of pay will not solve
the problem.” &

The solution favored is one that has

is to some extent in operation in Can-
ada, particularly in Saskatchewan and
the west. The American application
of the idea is.an outcome of the farm-
er-labor conference last November in
Chicago. The formation of the “All-
America ' Farmer-Labor Co-operative
Commission” has been announced as
the result of action then resolved up-
on. Should labor decide to cut out
the middleman in this'way, the effect
upon prices is likely to be radical.
The essence of co-operative store-
keeping is selling at cost, and as tHe
stores only deal in staples their busi-
ness is as safe as a church or as
Hydro-Electric, which is founded on
the same principle. * Profiteering is, of
course, eliminated, and there is no
Wwatered stock. The  latter js the
fundamental feature of all these pub-
lic co-operative plans, and it makes
them practically unwreckable. The
spread of co-operation is certain on
this side of the Atlantic as in England
if labor takes it up. e

The fact that politically the farmer
and labor parties are sympathetic
will tend to strengthen the commer-
cial‘bonds which co-operative store
'Interest will’ create. It provides a
direct and steady market for the
farmers’ produce, and it guarantees
the labor consumer his necessaries at
a reasonable and uninflated ﬁgure.a

Perhaps'‘these are reasons why the
farmers’ political liveliness is not re-
garded with special favor in quarters
where charges of profiteering are re-
pelled with contempt.

OAKOAL’S NEW PlI.ANT
ABOUT TO BE ERECTED

The Oakoal Oom!bany' (Canada),
Limited, whose construction engineer
has just returned from New York and
Pennsylvania states, after visiting
briquetting plants in the various cit-
ies, have their plans and specifica-
tions in hand for their new plant to
be erected in Ashbridge’s Bay indus-
trial section.

The buildings will be brick struc-
tures, with steel sashes and fireproof
corrugated glass, The garbage will
be received in a separate building to
the briquetting plant. In the garbage
building the non-combustibles will be
separated from the combustible, and
after traveling over the sorting belt,
over which a large magnetic roll will
be suspended for rémoving all parti-
cles of metals, it will be ground by a
specially-designed grinder; thence put
through a specially-designed rotary
dryer, and by its introduétion to some
300 degrees of steam and heat and
chemicals will be thoroughly steriliz-
ed.

The garbage will then be conveyed
by automatic conveyors into the
briquetting plant, where both the pre-
pared garbage and coal dust will pass
through another set of grinders, or
pulverizers, and after being thorough-
ly mixed both will be elevated to the
mulcher, where the preservatives, de-
odorants and waterproof chemicals are
added. From this point the fluxed mass
is conveyed into a pug mill, and thence
into a gigantic #¥ that will turn.
out twenty tons d6f briquettes per hour.

The Oakoal people claim that their
product is the only briquette that will
stand poking or shaking while burn-
ing, as, t depanding on chemicals
for a binder, there will be no disin-
tegration, as in the case of chemical-
bound briquettes. The product has
been put under every test by scoree

Canada Life President Re-
b piews Canadian Affairs. -

The first full year since the signing
of the armist.ce and the virtual con-
clusfon of peace -has brought many
/ problems, some of them as et un-
solved, and many surprises, not all
of which have been unpleasant. The
pest minds are focused upon the
former and are bring.ng to their so-
ution a judgment And experience
proadened by the years of warfare and
tempered by the new spirit of tolera-
tion which these years have created.
The readjustments, naturally difficult
end tedious, are made more so by the
attitude of Important sections of the
community who should rather facilitate
- them, but in spite of this some head-
way is being made. No opportunity
ghould be lost of impressing upon each
{ndividual citizen of the allied coun-
tries the vital importance and necessity
of the fullest conservation of our re-
sources and the utmost production of
which we are capable, if we are not to
be outstripped by our recent enemies,
who, we are told by the highest author-
ities, -have already addressed them-
selves to the full limit of their power to
regaining what they have lost through
and during the ‘war.

The great fever of unrest disturb-
ing the world and upsetting the rela-
tions betweéen employer and employee
is perhaps a natural outcome of the
recent experiences, and it has been
suggested that not'so much in profit-
sharing as in happiness-sharing will be
found the solution as between Capital
and Labor. Already the creative mind
has done much in evolving ways of
assuring to the workman a greater
share of the wealth which his industry
and energy help to create, and many
large employers, looking beyond the im-
mediate -present, have made through
group life assurance provision for the
families of their employees in the event
of the death of the last named. A larger
measure of personal contact and un-
derstanding between the heads and
bands of our great industrial under-
takings should do much to smooth out
the rough places.

Allies” War Debts.

The press‘ng necessity and task with
which the allies are presently faced:is,
of course, the provision for ultimately
meeting the enormous obligations
which have been created in carrying on
the war. Many authorities favor the
funding of all allied war debts, with a
new schedule of taxation in'each coun-
try and a new tariff to obtain between
the allies, the farmer to be equitable in
all regards, and the latter such o
encourage rather than deter tradedwit
each other. TIts supporters believe this
method will finally prove to be the so-
lutlon of the situation.

Conditions in Canada.

retain our own young men.

There have bgen periods in our his-
tory when the allness of our stature
as a nation preventéd the realization
of the visions of these boys, and they
eft us to Join the already full-grown
Republic to the south, to the great ad-
vantage of those United States. It has
been impressed upon us of late, how-
ever, that our own country has now
attained its manhood and that within
its borders lies not merely potential,
but actual wealth. No longer is ‘it
necessary for our men to seek oppor-
tunity elsewhere. We may well ask the
reason for the prosperity ‘which
abounds within the Dominion, and find
the answer in th> spirit of progress ex-
hibited by her people awmong them-
selves, the internal trade which we
sometimes overlook in our concentra-
tion upon exports and imports. The
thrift of the people of Canada, as well
as their reputed’ extravagance, re-
quires some emphasis, and we have in
the great volume of life insurance be-
ing transacted an evidence not only of
immediate savings, but, what is even
more important, a proof of wunselfish-
ness. and self-denial which is beyond
all praise. We may with confidence
put our faith in a people who have ha®
the desire to protect their homes to the
extent of new assurances approxi-
mating six hundred millions of dollars
guring the past year. No pessiu.usm as
to the quality of our citizenship can
stand against this solid fact. Men per-
manently given to extreme views as to
the rights of Capital and Labor, or a
people hard driven and without pros-
perity do not set aside their savings for
so unselfish a purpose ’as life insur-
ance.

Mr. Herbert C. Cox R,eview;s Busine#s of 1919--Mortality
Rate Much Lower--Dividends to Policyholders Maintained

In common with other companies,
we have shared in the pronounced
demand for insurance apparent
throughout the twelve months, and be-

for the end of the, year had achieved
our objective -of ﬂfty miHions of new
business, enabling us to report issued
and revived policies of $46,380,000, an
amount greatly in excess of any pre-
vious year. Ordinarily this large un-
derwriting would involve an expense
which we should have some hesita-
tion in undertaking, but our earnings
for the year to which reference will
be made later have been so extremely
satisfactory that we have been able
to absorb it without difficulty and
without change ih the scale of divi-
dends upon existing policies.

Our insurances in force now total
$230,000,000, an increase of $34,000,-
000, which is a gratifying percentage
of the new issues for the year.

While the growth in our Canadian
business has been marked, We are
happy to report an important im-
provement in QGreat Britain, due in
varying measure to the maintaining
of our dividend scale, to a wider
organization and to a greater'confi-
dence in things Canadian,

Some Business Not Accepted.

Approaching every applicant with
the desire to have him become a
polieyholder, it is most unfortunate
that 'in some instances the impair-
ments are such that we are unable
to accept him. That the number of
cases in which this is necessary is
only three per cent. of the whole, in-
dicates a consistent endeavor to per-
form our normal function.

War Claims Paid.

The last of our war claims are now
being cared for, and we record the
total from this source since the com-
mencement of hostilities as $1,800,-
This is a very reasonable
amount, being less than 'one per cent.
of our total assurances, -and in meet-
ing it wé have had no difficulty or
disturbance in regard to other obliga-
tions or promises.

Largest Earnings of Surplus. -

In the early months of the year;
wes suffered rather ‘severely  from
deaths' resulting from the continuance
of the influenza epidemic, but as this
cleared away our recovery was so
rapid and our normal death losses so
much below thé amount provided for
that we have a saving or profit from
this source of $938,000, as against
$68,000 for the previous year. In addi-
tion to tHis, the other elements which
contribute to surplus have been s0
fatorable that we are able to report
the largest surplus earnings in the
history of the company, namely, $1,-
877,

.clders’ Dividends Maintained.

That we have met without hesita-
tion the wholly unlooked for demand
upon us in'the form of new business,
and that we carry forward the above
very handsome surplus, which enables
ygs to continue without reduction our
usual rate of profit distribution to
those policies sharing this year, 1is
altogether - gratifying. That the ad-
vantage of our strength in this regard
has had a perceptible effect upon our
success in Great Britain, is already
apparent on this continent, and must

become of increasing value as the
man in the street more fully realizes
its significance, The speécial reserve of
$500,000 accumulated during the last
five years still remains as a safety
valve in the event of any unforeseen
demand upon us. .

Cash Profits Paid. .

This year marks the end of anothe
quinquennium, or five-year pertod,
and we have had the pleasure of
allotting to policies entitled to partic-
ipate dividends of which the cash
value reaches the -highly important
total of $2,761,000. A portion of this
has already been distributed, the bal-
ance to be available during the ensu-
ing year as determined by the prem-
ium due dates of the individual poli-
cies to which they apply.

all policies issued prior to 1900 had

Anticipating the” demand likely to
arise for group insurance as soon as
it saould be sanctioned by the finance
department, we prepared our policy
forms and premium - rates and had
them appraeved by the superintendent
of insuranxce. The - rates we have
adopted' are, we - believe, ample to
gecure us. against loss while being at
the same time sufficiently low to en-
able us to compete on reasonable terms
with other institutions.

Victory Loan—$12,500,000.

Phe requirements’ of the government
{or war purposes have again made a
heavy demand . upen Canadian life
assurance: companiesy -which have re-
sponded 'witii subscriptions totalling
$51,500,000. This' company - was ghe
largestsdindivideal ' subscriber amo
it fellosds, and the second largest in
the entirg list, applying for $12,5600,000,
on account of which we have been
allotted $7,800,000, ' While doihg our
share in this regard we have still been
able to take advantage of a favorable
marke: to purchase $1,814,000 of other
government, provincial and municipal
jrsves, and to lend $3,625,000 upon real
estate mortgages. The demand for the
latter has been amuca better than in
1918, with the result. that we have
invested in :his way not only our prin-
cipal repayments, tut ‘an additional
amount, which gives us a material net
increase in our mortgage loans. As
we maintain a strong and aggressive
loaning organization thruout the west-
ern provinces, it has been possible for
us to take full and prompt advantage
of any favorable change in the loan
market and the service thus placed at
the disposal of our clients is greatly
appreciated and productive of muca

.arge debenture issues were sold in
undue anticipation’ of future,develop~
ment, but presumably under the sup-
ervision of their provincial govern-
ments, Some of these towns and cities
have applied to the holdiers of their
debentyres for relief and it wonld
seem at this must be afforded in
some measure to enable the .munici~
palities to carry on. ' Every effort has
been made, but without avail, to per-
suade the provincial governments tol
comé to the redcue of their réspectivel
municipalities in view of the bearingl
which these delinquencies will havel
upon the general credit and borrowingt
power of the provinces themselvesi
and their stronger' municipalities. The
future’ will doubtless demonstrate to
them the shortsightedness of their
yresent policy of alootness and non-
responsibility.

If the demand persists, and We hope
it may, the government and those
seeking the protection wm'look to tha
properly authorized agencies to sup-
ply it. Can these agencies meet ‘I}fe
call without leaning unduly upon their
existing members ? It is an open
secret that a policy does not become
s¢lf-sustaining until it has been in|
force for a period of four or ﬂv_e
years, and that in the meantime °‘t
must rely upon assistance from the
seneral earnings or surplus, it in turn
a§ it becomes older contributing ifs
stare of help to the newcomer. This
process can Dbe carried on falrly and
without injury to old members‘ up ‘o
a point, but beyond that point the
