Furtuer ParTicuLARS.—We have now arrived
at- what we conceive to be the most important part of
our narrative, inasmuch as it is the opinion of every
one with whom we have conversed, that the proceed-
ings which directly followed 1he arrival of the Re-
corder and Corporation at the Mansion House, were
the most immediate cause of all the disgraceful and
ever to be deplored events which have subsequently
transpired. A few minutes after their alighting, a
rush was made on the populace, by a posse of special

Baistor, Nov. 1.—Sunday morning, Oct. 30,11
o'clock. Our Recorder has at length fatul proof that
there is no re-action in the City of Buistol.  We are
in a state of excitement that is dreadful to eonteri-
plate ; the lower order of people are imerching in
thousands towards College Green, whilst the niore
respectable classes, in groups of from six to twenty,
are canvassing the fatal events that are passing around
them. At this moment two persons are being curi-
ed past my window, the one a fine looking lad of
about 15, shot ‘in the thorax, oaly just alive; the
other apparently a sailor, the blood streaming from
him on the persons who were carrying fim, -vith lit=
tle hopes of recovery. They are taking them to the
Infirmary. Whil:lxm soldiers are keeping up aa in-
cessant fire on the Green, respectable fomales, on
their way to church, seem panic struck, end hard'y to
know which way to go for safety. This is the state
of things at the present moment. I will now giveyou
8 brief detail of the procébdings of yesterday.

It is usual for the Mayor, and the Sheriils, and the
Civie c to meet the Recorder at Tottertown,
sbout a mile from the City. There he leaves lis
own_carriage, and enters the more goigeous one of
the Mayor. Our present mayor is a reformor, axd
might have been very popular, but since he cutered
on office he has kept himself entirely aloof. He was
attended by a crowd of a little more than a thousand
P , who, on the app h of the recorder, set uyp
& mout discordant noise of groans and hisses.  Gir
Charles appeared very pale, and his hand was by no
means firm as he placed it on the panuel of tiie coach
to assist him in. He immediately shrunk intoa cor-
mer of the coach, and was very little scen by the
crowd.

At Hillsbridge the crowd increased, and in sowe
way information was sent to the Magistrates, that it
was intended here to drag Sir Charles from the coach,
aad throw him in the river ; a troop of the 14‘h vas
stationed about 100 vards up he ranks ir the New
Market. I should have stated ihat in the cowamence-
ment of the week three troops of horse had airived,
and shown themselves in the city, and were quarteced
in the neighbourhood. There were about 300 speci-
al bles i diately surrounding the coach; -
ny, I may say most of the respectable trcdesmen had
refused to be sworn in andmany hirelings were enga-
ged, who had ncither temper nor judgement, and to
this circumstance, may be attributed most of the sub-
sequent calamities.

On the road to the Guildhull ¢he crowd continved
to increase, but many turned off to the bridge, to
await his arrival at the Mansion House in the Sguere.
‘The most dreadful noises continued the wlhole way,
and occasionally, I regret to say, a stone was thrown,
but ne injury was done.  After the ission 1vas

bles, for the purpose of securing the persons by
whom the missiles had just been thrown, and an indi-
vidual was taken hold of, and dragged into the Man-
sion House. Again, another rush took place, and
another capture was made ; and this was repeated se-
veral times ; the conviction being pretty general that
persons were selected at random. The least show of

‘| epposition on the part of the populace, who, during

these. proceedings were really guiltless of any new
outrage, suhjected them to the most brutal sttacks
of some of {he persons who sssuiaed to be special
constables, many of whom by iniprudently brandish-
ing their staves, did much to excite the feelings of
the people.  We sow one man carried away froma
quarter where an affray had just taken place, and were
formed that he had been knocked down, by a blow
on his head, and alterwards unmercifully bLeaten.—
We have since learned that his skull was fractured,
and that he is dead.  The constables, it will never be
fofgotten, acted wholly without any system of organi-
zation.  No Magistrate made his appearance to regu-
late their proceedings, to direct their operations, orto
remonstrate with the populace,

At *his moment t‘:e number of persons collected
in the square could ot have heon less than 10,000 !
2ud a cry havinz been raised of “ To the Duck,”
whese piles of fuggots end firewood are usually kept,
a large body procceded thither, and baving armed
themse!ves with sticks, greturned in a few minutes to
the scene of action. It was then that, for the first
tim.¢ we apprehended any serious collision; but the
constables, rushing out in @ body, in a moment infused
terror into the people, and the sticks were soon to be
scon strewed in every direction upon the zround.
These were then gathered vp in bundles and carried
off. This was about half past twelve o’clock, from
that period ti!l about four o'cloc’;, the tine was passed
in occasional skizmishes between the constables and
ths populace, which zenerally ended with some one
beine teked into custody,  During these proceedings,
it was visible that the people were becoming more
and more exasperated.  Nowand then a pans of glass
was swashed in, or clubs hurled at the heads of the
constableg, and thece attacks generally led to mea-
sures which heightened, rather then delayed the popu-
lox feeling.

Aiahout 4 o'clock, when the :hades of nighs were
rapidl; approaching, a considerable nortion of the con-
stabulary forcs was most unadvisedly permitted to re-
theiv homes for the purpuse of Refreshing
celves, witl an understanding that they should
return to relieve the remainder at six o'clock.  From
that woment the mol becam? ninve daring in their
atiacks on the Mansion Heuse, uniil at icngth the
IMayor came forward o beg of them to desist and to
retire peaczably to their homes. His Worship, during
his address, wes assanlied with stoaes, and a very
nrgs ome very narrowly missed striking him on the
ioed.  The Hiot Act was then read, bac without pro-
ducing the least zood effect upon the mob, who per-
ceiving the weakness of the force opposed to thein,
rushed upon he constables, disam\e({j them, and best
them severely. In this affray we bave heard of some
osing their lives, othess haviyg theic limbs broken,
aad very riany being severely injured. One consta-
bie, as 3 coadiiion of release from their veageance,

opened, (and during the ceremony public feeling
could not be restrained ; and Sir Charles was impru-
dent enough to threaten to commit aay onz who
should be brought before him) the procession proceed-
ed to the Mansion House, but without the usual cor-
tege of earriages. The two Sheriffs weze in the first,
the Mayor, Rtecorder, &c.in the second, and Sir
Charles’s followsd empty. Down Coen street and
Clare street the crowd and the noise continued to
increase, and along the quay thousands joined. On
entering the square the constables began to strike the
crowd that pressed upon them, and several stones
were thrown. The Sheriffs were allowed to alight
and enter very peaceably ; the constables then form-
ed a dense line between the carriage and the door of
the house, and the moment Sir Charles alighted he
<cowered down, and ran into the house. At this ino-
aent a cloud of stones were thrown at the carriage,
which greatly damaged it, and a blow from a thick
stick demolished a glass of the door. The earriages
then drove off, the people became peaceable, and if
the constables had gone into the Hall and shut the
door, or had at once retired, the people would very
soon have dispersed to their homes. They had ex-
pressed their opinion, and I believe that was all they

desired up to that time,
But as soon as Sir Charles was safely housed, and
the earriages withdrawn, the specials collected into
a solid mass, and made a desperate rush into the
crowd, in the direction whence the stones had come.
Their corduct was truly ferocious. The people, un-
-armed, fied in all directions ; many were struck down
and several severely bruised, and were sent off to the
Infirmary. Loud cries of vengeance now arose, and
many left the square as I thought, to go home ; but
in about ten minutes, they rushed through one of the
avenues from the back, where they had been to arm
themselves with stones, Then followed a desperate
attack on the constables, who again rushed out ina
body, and bore down sll before them. Desperate
blows were struck on both sides, and the large area
of the square hud something the appearance of a field
of battle. The mob several times succeeded in sepa-
rating two or three constables from the rest, but they
d themselves with disarming them, and break-

ing their staves.

There was a good deal of skirmishing afterwards,
“but mothing decisive till dusk; then the mob had
grm}]y increased, and the sailors and shipwrights had
joined. A desperate attack was now made on the
Constables, and they were entirely defeated. Hav-
ing cleared the area before the Mansion House, they
amade a more regular attack on the house itself, Two
or three of the magistrates attempted to read the riot
-met, but were each time driven in by showers of
stones. Every pane of glass was broken, and the door
shivered to atome. The mob got entire possession of
the house, but how the Mayor, Sir Charles, and the
Aldermen escaped, unless by the roof of the house, is
not known. Every room was searched, with the
most dreadful impreeations ; the furniture and the
{a.nncls of the rooms were broken to pieces, and the

eautiful chandelier in the b ing room shared

the same fate. The dinner and wines very soon dis-
. appeared. In about half an hour a troop of the 8d
Dragoons rode into the square, and the officer briefly
. addressed themok, entreating them to disperse. They

were received with loud cheers, and the crowd sany
% God save the King.” [

Not much farther violence was offered, except put-
~ting several rows of large stones across the streets to
impede the progress of the cavalry, und breaking the
gn-pipu,- utting the whole square in darkness.—

be erowd did not entirely disperse all night. Seve-
val prisoners had been taken in the course of the day,

and eommitted to Bridewell, but to rescuc them on
their way thither was but the work of an instant.—
This led to several sushes of the mob in different
parts of the City, which greatly increased the ex-
<itement.

Nothing can exceed the excellent behaviour of the
troops, (except the 14th.) They have conducted
themselves with  admirable temper ; I am at a loss,

* therefore, not having been out this morning, to ac-

-eount for the fatal conflict which has taken place.

was pelled to throw bis cwn staff, at the Mayor's
windows ; others were obliged toscek refuge ia fiight ;
and one was aciually chased into the Hoat (dock)
whence Lie was taken up by & hont hook.
Nothing now remaining to curl the mob, the werk
of violence immediately commenced by a general and
simultaneous attuck on every part of the Mansion
Ttouse. Ia an instant, the windows nnd sushes were
smushed to atoms ; the shutters werve broken to pie-
ces ;- the dooss forced ; and ever#hr(idc of furniture
on the ground floor broken up. Tabl:s, chairs, side-
boards, mirrors, chimney glasses-in faci evéry thing
that was found was demolished. The iron palisades,
wogether with curb-stones in which they set, were
thrown down as if they had been mere reeds stuck in
& mud bank, and furnished many a desperate villain
with & formidabla iron bar ; young trees were torn up
by the roots and converted into weapons of destruc-
tion alls were thrown down to provide bricks witli
which to assail the upper windows and straw and com-
bustibles were procured with which to five the whole
premises. At this eritical moment it was, as we have
been informed, that Sir Charles effected his retreat,in
disguise, through the adjoining premises ; but it was
not made know nuntil 12 o'clock on the following day,
Sunday, that he had left the city. For the present,
however, the Mansion house was saved from confla-
gration by the arrival of the troops.
Under the protection of the military, the constables
and specials azain collected in considerable numbers,
und some of the most daring of the mob were made
prisoners.  Still it was found impossible to clear the
square or the streets vdjacent. The soldiers trotted
their horses backward and forward amidst the cheers
of the mob, but not the slig]nostdispouitiun was shown
to disperse. .'The Col. of the district, Col, Brereton,
exerted himself in the most humane aud laudable man-
ner. He harangued the multitude, begged and en-
treated them to repair to their honies, and cautioned
them of the dreadful consequences which their con-
duct otherwise would infalfil:]y draw upon them.—
He was every where received with the greatest cor-
diality, and with loud cheers.
In the manner already described, things proceeded
in the square until 12 o'clock at night. ~Alout this
time a party of the rioters, disappointed by the re-
straint which the troops imposed upon them, proceed-
1

to wreik their vengeance on them for the wounds they
Lad inflicted on the preceding evening, and particular-
ly to be revenged for the killing of the man on the
top of the Pithay. They attacked them witha show-
er of stoues and ﬁrirklmls, which the men wereunable
to resist, no magistrate being in_attendance to make
the respousibility of orders to that effect. The Al-
dermen, we have been assured, cousidering this to be
the exclusive duty of the Mayor, refused to give the
word, and the latter, it would appear, was overpower-
ed by his feelings. In this state of things the com-
manding officer yudged it prudent to withdraw the
troops, (the 14th Light Dragoons,) and replace them
with a body of the 3d Dragoon Guards. On the re-
tirement of the former, they were followed by a large
portion of the mob, who continued their assaults upon
them along the xuny and over the drawbridge. On
arriving at St. Augustine’s Back, being provoked be-
yond further forbearance, they turned round and fired
several shots on their assailants, and a further loss of
life was the result. The mob however, nothing daunt-
ed, still continued to follotv them, and in College
Green some further firing occur In this place a
considerable number of persons had assembled, expect-
ing that Sir Charles, as usual, would attend divine
service, in the Mayor's Chapel.  Still the mob con-
tinued their assaults, hanzing upon the soldier's heels.
until they arrived at their quarters in the Boar's Head
yard, when they were again firod upon.  The dischar-
res, s the resuit must show, were however but par-
the number of killed, ts near £s we could
taain, being 1, and wounded 7 or 8. One poor
who had taken no part in the disturlances, was
through the uym as he was standing upon the quay,
o the opposite side.

Tmmediately after these occurrences, Colonel Bre-
reton rode down to the square, followed by a conside-
reble vumber of mea and boys, who checred him on
Lis way thither. e assured them that there should
be no more firing, that the 14th should be immediately
sent out of the city, and again exhorted them toreturn
to their homes,

This was about 11 o'clock, apd it was truly n“_'l'u]
to reflect on the scenes which were lmesing at the time
when service was commencing in the churchesin the
neighbourhood.

Iu the square, with the exception of the scenes of
diunkenness which were still going on, nothing parti-
cular transpired until the evening, with the exeeption
that an individual mounted the statne of ing Willi-
am, and fixing a tri-colored cap on a long pole, pro-
nounced aloud, “ The Cap of Liberty.” Th» soldiers
were drawn up in front of the Mansion House, and
the mob scemed nowise disposed to molest thein. Af-
ter a while, however, they manifested a restlessness
for action, and a party, by no means numerous, pro-

ceeded to the
BRIDEWELL ¢

for the purpose of rescuing the prisoners. On their
arrival they lost no time in procuring cledyge hammers
from the nearest smith’s shop, and immediately pro-
caeded to knocking in the doors.  The l:ceper, we are
informed, had just sat down to dianer vhen he receiv-
cd the visit of the unwelcome intruders, Having suc-
ceeded in opening the doore, they became ap) rehensive
that the large folding gates which at night shut up the
thoroughfare, woullf be closed upon them, and they
directly sat about vemoving them. 'T'Lis they accom-
plished with most astonishing facility, and disposed of
them by throwing them over the bridge into the float ;
they then proceeded to liberate the prisoners, and, ha-
ving accomplished their end, they forthwith set the
building on fire. During their ‘operations not the
lightest molestation was offered them. This happened
about two o'clock. Ablout the same time, a strong
party of rioters, comprisirg, indeed, almost the whole
body, proceeded to

THE NEW GAOL,
a strong built modernbuilding, having been built about
ten years since, at a cost of £lout 100,000 When
we first heard of this moyement, we regarded any at-
temyt on the prison as the wildest echeme that conld
have been imagined ; but we lost no time in repairing
to th> epot. The seene which there presented itselt
will never be effaced from our memory.  Along the
New Cut, in front of the gaol, a dense mass of the ri-
oters had assembled 5 and on the opposite bank of the
river, and, indeed, wherever the cye could range, the
jeople were posted in thousands. The mob had already
succeeded in forcine an entrance into the yard and the
Governor's house, and were busily eniployed in throw-
ing every moveable article iato the New River, and,
as the tide was fast ebbing, all was carried off by the
streum.  The Caravan,used for conveying the prison-
ers to Guildhall, was launched iuto the or entire,
and thither also were consigned the Governor's books,
and (he apparatus for constructing the diop.  The ri-
oters, we have heard, procured immense hammers om
the n-]joining ship yard, and with them t“‘m massive
locks on the iron doors of the different wings, were
smashed to atoms. The Yrismmrs\

o

now relensed,
and the scenes which followed were heyond descrip-
tion. Many of them, both male and female, stripped
of their prison clothes, proceeded on their way, almost
in a state of nudity. Xs they passed along, the mob
cheered them, and followed after them with exulta-
tions. Many of them met their friends on the out-
side, and it is not easy to depict the extravagant joy
with which they mutually embraced each other.
Alter the prisoners had been liberated, amounting
altogether, exclusive of debtors, to more than ]()(),‘I.he
next stop taken was that of setting the prison on fire;
and a black handkerchief having been tied to the wea-
thercock on the top of the porter's lodge, over the
gateway, it scemed to be the signal for commencing
operations, for immediatcly after, dense clouds of smoke
were seen to issue from every part of the building.
The flames were first secn to {rc:xk out from the tread
mill, which burnt with fury until it was quite consn-
med. In about an hour the Governor’s house, over
which was the chapel, was completely enveloped in
flames, and the regection on the heavens was grand
and terrific.  The wings, however, being built almost
exclusively of stone and iron, with iron roofs, were
but little injured by the fire ; though the rioters left
behind them every possible mark of wanton outrage.—
During the proceedings, and while the prisoners were
in course of liberation, a party of the 3(1 Dragoons ar-
rived, about 20 'nj\ number ; but the mob np{-'u:lred no-

ed to the Council house, where they ¢ ope-
rations by smashing the windows. Meanwhile orders
were given to the cavalry to make a charge, and here
the scene became one of the greatest confusion.  The
veople, who van in all directions, were pursued through
the strects for a considerable distance by the soldiers,
and several of them received severe cuts from their sa-
bres. Many of the people took refuge in the various
passages in Wine street, from whence they assailed
ehie troops with stones, particularly at the top of the
Pithay, where one of the soldiers {a\'ing been struck
he immediately turned round and shota man dead
upon the spot. It has been currently reported that
he dismounted and followed him, but we have been
assured; on good authority, that this was not the case.
‘This was at half pust twelve, and the soldiers conti-
nuing to gailop about the streets, prevented the reas-
sembling of the mob during the night.

On Sunday morning the people ugain began to ns-
semble at an carly hour in Queen square, but every
thing remaining quiet, end it being hoped danger had
subsided, the troops were withdrawn for some refresh-
ment, having been on duty more than twenty-four
hours.  They had scarcely disappeared, when tlie mol
again commenced their outrages, Ascending now to
the upper rooms of the Mansion house, they proceeded
to throw out the valuable furniture into the square.—
The drawers and other depositories were rausacked,
and wearing apparel, bed and table linen, china, &c.
were plundered or wantonly destroyed.

But another and a miost davgerous exciting cause
now began to develope itself. During the sacking of
the Mansion House, the wine cellars were forced, and
it is supposed that at the least one-third of a stock
of three hundred dozen of choice wines was carried off,
and wasted and drank by the mob. It is needless to
say that the result was fraught with the worst possi-
ble effects ; they became madly infuriate, and regard-
less alike of what mischief they committed, or what'
risk they incurred. The scene at this moment was of
the most depraved description ; all ages, of both sex-
es, were to be scen greeaily swallowing the intoxica-
ting liquors, while upon the ground, the bodies of
scores were to be found dead with drunkenness, The
streets, too, remote from the scene of action, from this
time became noisy from the turbulence of wretches
who were to be séen staggering about in all directions.

':!‘he lrooor were then speedily replaced, but the infu-
riated W

thing intimid; the contrary, they cheered the
troops, who acknowledged the compliment by taking
off their caps, and almost immediately after, turned
round and departed. As soon as the work of destrue-
tion was here completed, the rioters divided themselves
into parties, the one proceeding to the
TOLL-HOUSES,
at Prince’s street bridge, another to the one at Wells,
#nd another to the one at St. Philip’s.  These, in the
present state of things, were considered minor affairs,
and were speedily in flames.  Tle teuants, we are in-
formed, had liberty given them to remove their effects.
While these were being destroyed, the fire at the pri-
son raged with the greatest fury. 'I'ke mob then set
off, about seven o’clock, to the
GLOUCESTER COUKRTY PRISON,
Lawford's gate, which in a short time was broken into,
the priwncrs all released, and the buildings also fired.
Here the flumes were as appalling as at the New Gaol.
At the same time, also, a party proceeded to Bride-
well, which had only partially been destroyed, and kin-
dled up the wing occupied by the keeper ; so that the
three Prisons were in flames at the same instant.—
‘I'here was not even the appearance of a check to the
licentiousness of the mob, nor indced had there been
since the firing of the soldiers in the moming ; Lut
they now seemed to revei in the consciousness of their
security, Accordingly a mere handful of the miscre-
ants procceded to
THE BISHOP'S PALACE,
Canon’s marsh, and, having effccted an entrance, im-
mediately commenced the work of destruction. A
few individuals, however, were hastily collected, and,
for a while succeeded in staying their diabolical de-
signs.  Orders were then sent for the military, who
had been guarding
THE MANSION HOUSE,
to repair for the protection of the Bishop's residence.
—'They had no sooncr, however, left for that purpose,
than the mob, who had all day meditated the total de-
struction of the Mangion House. commenced opera-
tions, and in a very short period set it on fire, commen-
cing in the kitchen under the banqueting room. On
the arrival of the tron;lls at the Bishop's palace, they
found things there tolerably secure ; but the flames
which even then arose from the Maunsion House, too

plainly indicated that they had gone to the protection

Yegan 1o act on the otfensive, and saughs | of the one place at the expense of the destruction of

the other. They, however, turnegd back again, and by
the time of their return to the square, the refiection on
the npp«wiu- side of the Froom, made it apparent that,
by their endeavours to protect both places, each had
been sacrificed to the fury of the incendiaries. When
they arrived in the square, they found the whole of
the back premises of the Mansion House burning with
fury, and the apartments in front of the building were
occupied by wretches facilitating the destruction, by
firing all parts simultancously.

The infatuated creatures. no less intoxicated with
their successful career than with liquor, ‘pressed for-
ward to the windows, and waved their handkerchicts,
checring at the same time, in exultation of the final
accomplishment of their designs on the ill-fated build-
ing. W¢ are almost certain, however, that many of
them paid the forfeit of their lives for their eriminal
temerity. From the rapid progress of the flames, it
is sup{msed that some were cut from a retreat, and
that they thus met with an untimely end. The fire
gprcnd with most surprising quickness, and in about

wenty minutes the roof fell in, and, together with the
wliole front, came down into the street with a tre-
metidous crash,

By this time the fire at the Bishop's Palace raged
througliout the whole pile of building, which, in a short
period wus reduced to ashes. The Right Rev. the
Bishop, who lappened to have been in town during
the last 10 or 124days, removed out of the city about
the middle of the duy ; und we hear that the most va-
luable of lis eficets had also been removed, as a mea-
sure of precaution,  He preached, we believe, at the
Cathedral in the moruning.

But to return to the square.— After the destruetion
of the Mansion 1ouse, it was lioped that the fury of
the mob would have Leen appeased ; but unfortunately
it was.otherwise.  The mlitary having no orders to
act otherwise than as mere spectators, were, immedi-
ately after their arrival, withdrawn, and we believe
joined the remainder of their comrades, altogether few
in number, in protecting the Council House, which it
was expected would be the next public building attack-
ed. It wasut least hoped that the house adjoining
the Mansion House, if not protected from the fiames,
would be the last that would be permitted to be des-
troyed ; but we blush for the honor of our city, while
we record the fiendlike conduct that fellowed. The
rioters conceived the plan of fiving the adjoining hou-
ses, and by twelve at night. the whole mass, from the
Miunsion House to the Middle Avenue, including

THE CUSTOM HOUSE,
and all the back buildings in Little King-Street,
were one immense mass of fire.  The Custom
House, as may readily be supposed, was a large
builling, and the expertuess of the wretches in
lighting it up here, it is certain, proved the destruction
of many who were ranging the upper apartments,—
Many of them were seea as they approuched the win-
dows, to drop into the flames, and others, among whom
was a female, threw themselves in desperation from
the windows. The latter wascarried to the Infirma-
ry, where slic has since died. Again the hope was
raised that the dreadful work would now cease ; but
it wasin vain. A small band, chiefly boys, who seem-
ed to go about their work asif they {md been regular-
ly trained to the hellish employment, proceeded to ex-
tend the devouring element, preceding their operations
by giving hall an hour's notice to the immates to rvetire.
The windows were afterwards smashed in, the furni-
ture thrown out and carricd off, and the premises ig-
nited with a rapidity truly astonishing. In this man-
ner they swept away one whole side, and then pro-
ceeded to another ; commencing with

THE EXCISE OFFICE,
at the corner. To follow up the acconnt from this
time, three o'clack in the morning, would only be a
repetition of the details at which our heart a[rcndy
sicikens, Uurestrained as were the flamos, they ex-
tended to the housps of the parallel streets ; and as
in this quarter of The city ave many of the principal
wine and spirits stores, the fury of the devouring ele-
ment can scarcely be conceived. :

Altogether there have been completely destroved
forty-two dwelling houses and ware-houses, exclusive
of the Mansicn House, Excise Office, Custom House,
the four Toll Fouses, the three Prisons, and the Bi-
shop's Palace.

Not the least painful reflection is, that after the de-
struction of the Custom House, the remainder of the
mischiei was owing to the wanton fury of a truly in-
significant number of wretches, almost exclusively boys.
We saw three urchins, apparently not mere than 10
or 12 vears of age, who when their retreat {rom the
attic floor of one of the houses lid Leen cut off, and
whilst the flumes were burs out fromw heneath them,
coolly elamber ulong a coping, projecting not inore than
three inches, and entering an adjoining house, imme-
diately set fire to a bedstead and furniture.  From the
time we named, many of the older oncs gave
themselves up wholly to drinking and revelling in the
scenes arcund them.  We feel certain, that it 50 men
could bave been collected, more than one Lalf the pro-
perty could have been effectually protected.  But the
whole city seemed panic-struck, and but few cared ex-
cept for their personal safety.  On this night, at least,
it may truly be said, that the city was given up to

lunder. In the heart of the town, young fellows, in
parties of four, five, or six, repaired to liquor shops and
public liouses, at the time intoxicated, knocked at the
doors and demianded drink or blood.  In some instan-
ces, we know they broke into premises, Lelped them-
selves, and insulted the owners.  And then the mili-
tary, brou it out {or our special protection, could not
act for want of orders !

Morning dawned on such a scene as never had be-
fore been witnessed in this place. . The flames, it is
true, were subsided, Lut the appearance of Queen-
square was appalling in the extreme. Numerous
butldings were reduced to a Leap of smoking ruins, and
others were momentarily falling in ; while around, in

senseless intoxication, and with countenances more re-
sembling fiends than men. Meantime the soldiers,
who had Leen ordered out of town, were remanded ;
and the magistrates, having re-assembled, came at
length to a decision, called out the posse comitatus, and
made an application to Mr. Hapspatch, through the
medium of My, Under Sheriff Have, for assistance of
the Bristol General Union Ilouse.

Mr. Herapath, their Vice President, called the
Members together by public notice, a course which we
understand he had alveady determined on, and ina
short time a large body of .them had collected toge-
ther ; previous to which Mr. Herapath was invested
by the magistracy, with an authority equal to that of
the Under Sheriff.  We are sorry to have to record
anotlier’ piece of folly—wanton cruelty we would call
it—it it hiad not, as Lelieve, originated in the utter
ignorance of the magistrates, of the state of the city.
‘The shops had remained unopened, aud the military
were ordered to clear the streets—an ovder wiich was
fulfilled to the letter by a party of the troops which
liad experienced some rough treatment, and had in
consequence fired upon the people on the previous
day. 'I'he sight of this useless piece of duty was pe-
culiarly distressing ; nothing was to be seen on every
side but unoffénding wowmen and children, running and
screaming in every direction, whilg several men, appa-
rently on their way to work, were deliberately cut ut
and severely injured, and some killed. A poor fellow,
wlio attempting to take refuge in a house from which
we were just emesging on business connected with the
restovation of tranquillity, was wounded by our side.
Yet worse effects might have followed this ill-advised
measure, if the soldiers kad not been shortly after with-
drawn from their bloody work, and the streets princi-
pally manned with the inhabitants, armed with good
strong staves, and having strips of white linen tied
round the left arm—a regulation suggested by the
magistrates to distinguish them, supposing the inter-
position of the military should be again required.  Se-
veral troops, however, of soldiers, together with the
11th Regt. of I'oot, continued to arrive during the
day ; and in the course of the afternoon intelligence
having arrived that there was some disturbance in the
neighbourhood of Lawrence-hill, a party galloped off,

various parts, lay several rioters, in the last stage of { ™

guns were fired, and every thing was prepared for an
attack. The Earl of Liverpool was moored in the
centre of the river, and mounted with guns, an attack
on her in particular being expected ; but happily these
anticipations were not realized. Itbeing glwug it pos-
cible that if the rioters commenced their attempts,
they would, in all probability, endeavour to reduce the
stroets to total darkness, by cutting off the gas pipes,
the magistrates issued a notice, recommending the in-
habitants to illuminate their houses, 2 recommendation
which was generally complied to. The churches also

rishes were stationed in them, a constant guard being
kept up, and relieved at stated intcr_\'all; the members
of the Union paraded the whole mgh‘t. Th.ese mea-
cures will be the undoubted means of restoring tran.
quillity ; already have they effected much, for up to
the hour of our publication, we have heard of no fur-
ther ontrage ; and we cannot but regret that the want
of common energy in the magistracy should have pre-
vented the having recourse to the same measures ear~
ly on the Sunday morning, since it is evident that the
actual destruction of property might have been as ea-
sily prevented as the places have been saved which
were early marked for destruction.

E Estimated loss of Life and Property.

The total number of killed and wounded, as fer as
we have been able to ascertain, is as follows :—Four
men and one woman ; the latter in consequence of
several bruises reccived in one of the houses where
she Liad been engaged in plundering ; a little boy ulso
who was shot through the bowels, is not expected to
recover ; filty-one other persons, including four wo-
men, have also received injuries, some of them very
severe eues, principally salve wounds ; a few in con-
stquence of the parties leaping from burning houses.
In this account we enumerate the cascs taken to the
public hospitals only. Many lives were lost in the
tlames, and several persons who received injury having.
been taken to their own homes, we have no means of
acquiring the requisite information respecting them.—
Tae loss of Property is estimated at £450,000.

We may now say thatconfidence is restored, though
the city still wears the appearance of gloom—very
few shops leing open, and business stiil being in a
measure suspended.  We have now sincere pleasure
in stating that tle parish authorities are, at the pre-
sent moment employing the most efficient means to
bring the plunderers and incendiaries to that jostice
which their crimes deserve. Being authorized by the
magistrates to search all places where they had a sus-
picion any of the stolen property was secreted, and to
arrest all persons in whose possession such property
was found, they have already exercised that power
with such success that, at the time we write, there are
confined in the Exchange no fewer than sixty indivi-
duals, men, women, aud children, some of the latter
(corrohorating our previous statement) not more than
10 or 11 years of age. In the same place there is also
a considerable quantity of furniture, mostly in a shat-
tered condition, which was found in the residences of
the prisoners, many of whom werediscovered in a state
of intoxication, and in the act of enjoying themselves
over the wine which they had purloined from the cel-
lars in thesquare. Thereis now evidently a reaction ;
and, in their turn, the plunderers have been seized
with a panie. We hear that all sorts of stratagems
have been resorted toly them to dispossess themselves
of their ill gotten booty.

We have also heard,” but we cannot vouch for the
truth of the statement, that seventeen of the ring-
leaders, in the outrages of Sunday, are confined in the
most seenre wing of the gaol. the dilapidated building
being now guarded by a strong body of soldiers —
The persons already apprehended were principally
found in Back street, Great gardens, Lewin's mead,
Host Strect, Temple street, the Pithay, and Bed-
minster.  'We have just loarnt that the 52d regiment,
from Southampton, will arrive here to-morrow, and
the 35th was to leave Portsmouth this morning for the
same destination.  We regret to add that the fires are
not yet extinguished, though there is no fear of their
extending beyond the premises previously materially
damaged. e

GREAT BRITAIN AND HER COLONIES.
(From Mr. Cooney's forthcoming Work upon New-
Brunswick. )

Although we protest against the unwarrantable va-
nity, that would betray us into the institution nfaco!n-
parison between New Brunswick and other Colonies
of Great Britain; we feel satisfied that no one \\:11]
impeach our consistency, if we briefly allude to the rise
and progress of the maritime strength and 5‘0!3)1119ruml

rosperity of the latter ; thenee modestly hinting, that
er Colonies have eminently contributed to both.

Considerations of this kind, though perhaps destitute
of any intrinsic utility, are on this occmajnn, recom-
mended by a sort of natural pertinency, inasmuch as
they may exhibit the general importance of Colonial
poseessions ; and embody an expression of the senti-
ments, as well as an avowal of the principles, cherished
by the inhabitants of this Province in particular.

I am, moreover, induced to make these preliminary
remarks, from a view of the injustice of some late mea-
sures of Colouial policy; as well as from a dignified
conception of our own co-relative situation, as the sub-
jects of a country, of which we area constituent part ;
‘under whose laws we live; by whom we are protect-
ed ; of whose greatness we participate ; and to whose
institutions we are attached. .

Towards the close of the 15th century, Venice and
Genoa were the only great commercial powers in Eu-
yope. Between these two nations a similarity o] pur-
suit inspired mutual rivalship; but in trade,” Venice

intained the pre-eminence. She engrossed the
whole commerce of India, then carried on through the
interior of Asia, or by way of Egypt and the Red Sea.
America, comprising the great western Continent, and
includingalmost innumerable Islands, wasthena Terra
Incognita, or an unknown land.

Under these circumstances, the trade of England
was very limited ; we did little more than wander
through the Mediterranean, or crawl along the coust
of Africa. This was the extent of our navigativn;
and the few ships employed therein, were, as well as
our Naval Stores, imported. We purchased all manu-
factured metals from Germany; we were dependant
on Portugal for Sugar; we bought American produce
from Spain; and we had to pay the Venetiuus and
Genoese for the commoditics of India.

At this time, the revenue of England did not exceed
£36,000 a year. Such was the state of our trade, und
of our finance, when Elizabeth ascended the Thegpe. .

The cautious policy of Henry VIL had precluded
us from the advantages of Columbus’s service ; but the
liberality of his grand-daughter admitted us to a parti-
cipation of them. The intrepid navigator had, by pe-
netrating beyond the imaginary precinets of the g]uluf,
enlarged the circumference of visible creation. At his
touch the western boundary receded; and !llqn Em-
pires and Kingdoms issued {rom the sea, while the
mist that overshaded it resolved itself into a world.
These discoveries inflamed the zeal of the Queen, and
roused the energies of the nation ; and having once in-
haled the spirit of enkerprise,. we ‘enhsled science for
our guide—pursued territory into its last retreat ; and
in the recesses of obscurity, established new dominions.

In prosecuting her research, England neither ac-
knowledged an obstacle, nor recoguized a difficulty.
She neither calculated the danger, nor measured the
distance; her discernment taught her the value of
commerce, and her insular situation convinced her of
the necessity of its cultivation. She saw other powers
enriched by its possession, and she determined to rival
them ; the decree went forth, and the monopoly of the
south was destroyed forever.

Then did the Genoese navy ehrink into a few gal-
lies ; then did commerce slumber on the bosom of the
Adriatic; and then did the produce of Brazil become
a drug on the Tagus. :

The French people, groaning under a most oppres-
sive despotism, viewed the struggle with intense anx-
iety s every victory gained by the revolted colonists
gratified and reproached them; and the issue of the
contest inspired them with emulation. The besotted
Court of Versailles had not sufficient penctration to
rceive, that the revolutionary infection had been
rought home.  Affluence had closed their ears against
the cries of distress; bloated with pride, remonstrance
could not reach their vanity ; debauched by luxury,
they measured a nation’s energy by the scale of their
own effeminacy ; and blinded by dissipation, they were
unable to read an admonitionin symptoms. The good
natured but passive Louis reclined upon his Throne,
unconscious of the bloody grave that was yawning at
his feet. -
What the French King endeavoured to estallish in
America, that was he destined to endure at howe.—
When his troops returned from the rehearsal, the
were prepared for the performance ; they had seen Ii-
berty meretriciously drest in the camp of Washington,
and allured by her appearance, they became enamoured
of her person.

England deplored the miseries of her rival, and ge-
nerously determined to alleviate them.  She saw with
horror the fearful re-action of Louis’s mistaken policy,
and she condemned the spirit, as well as the extent of
the reprisal.  She had been deprived of a valualle co-
lony, partly by theintervention of the monarch, whom
she now saw zill under the recuperation of his own

confusion, and civil war, England drew her sword

When
ever her allies were teirified into vacillation, her con-
stancy reproved them ; and wlen they were caioled
into indecision, her unfiinching bravery shamed them
into resolution. Kingdoms di ppeared, but she re-
mained immoveable; and when Kingshecame paupors,
and beggars reigned, she learned v m from the vi-
cissitude, and acquired strength 1 application.
Nupoleon aspired to universal dominion, and th
withering curse of his cupidity descended upon ev
thing, and blighted all it tovched.  Like the rerd sm
ten by the storm, Legitimate Monarchy, and every
other venerable Institute, fell to the ground; and from
their ruins rose a rabble of Mushroom Kings, and Mi-
litury Nobles.  Crowns degenerated into camp furni-
ture ; Marshals' batons were exchanged for sceptres;
the vocabulary of honcrs wos ransacked for the crea-
