The ships were manoeuvring
without hights. It is believed that several
of the men were killed by the  impact.

BRITISH GOVERNMENT
IS SHORT OF MONEY

—

Financial Depression! Has Made
it Impossible to Fulfil Intention
of Irise Hand Purchase Act

London, April 3.—The prolonged de-
pression in the money market which has
made it impossible for the government to
raise further large loans required to ful-
fill the intentions of the Irish land pur-
chase act of 1903, resu]bed in the ap-
pointment of a committee of the treas-
ury *which has just reported in favor of
several financial expedients to tide over
the difficulty.

According to William O’Brien, nation-
alist member of parliament, in a double
column letter in the Daily Telegraph, this
morning, these expedients will only com-
plicate and - prolong the decadlock and
practically suspend the land purchase for
a decade. He argues that the whole diffi-
culty has arisen through the extraordi-
nary and unexpected success of the land
| aet. Instead of purchases amounting to
$25.000.000 yearly, which was the outside
limit anticipated by the former secretary
for Ireland, Mr. Wyndham, when he in-
troduced the bill, there have been trans-
fers amounting to $300,000,000 within four
vears and it is certain, he savs, that an-
other $300.000,000 in sales could be ef-
fected next vear, if advances were forth-
coming. This would virtually abolish the
agrarian problem in Ireland. 'This, he
adds, is England’s first euccessful legisla-
tive achievement in Treland and is having
most beneficient effects upon ‘her prop-
erty.

Mr. O’Brien suggests the calling of a
conference representative of all who are
interested in the problem of Jlandlords
and tenants in order that a compromise
may be found to eolve the difficulty, in-
stead of permitting treasury officials to
4 stifle good work.

William Swanton Comes
in for a Lecture and

New Bedford, Mass., April 2—Postage
stamps valued at upwards of $100,000,
forming a consignment in process of ship-
ment from New York to Newfoundland,
have been washed ashore at the Island
of Cuttyhunk from the wreck of the
steamer Silvia. The stamps are of the cur-
rent Newfoundland issue and were being
shipped by the American Banknote Com-
pany of New York to the Newfoundland
government.

BUILDING OPERATIONS
SHOW LARGE DECREASE

Montreal’s Building Permist Had
Big Falling off During March

(Montreal Star.)
According to the official report of the

*$uilding inspector issued today at the City

Hall, there has been a decided decrease
in the value of building permits issued
during March. The decrease as compared
with the permits issued in March of last
year is nearly half a million—the exact
figures being $445,038.

For the month 101 permits were
granted, valued at $137,568. For altera-
tions, 51 permits were issued, valued at
$60,115.

For the month of March, 1907, 99 per
mits were issued. - The-value was $534,636.
For alterations, 54 permits were granted,
valued at $108.985.

While the outlook for building opera-
tions is not particularly bright, the build-
ing inspector is of the opinion that many
dwallings will be erected in all parts of
the city during the coming summer. The
great majority of the permits issued up to
date are for small dwellings in the out-
lying districts. Several of the big office
buildings that were commenced last year
are now well under way, and it is
thaught that many of the unemployed in
the building trades will be put to work
as soon as the weather conditions will
permit.

Sydney, N. 8., April 3.—(Special).—The
retrenchment idea inaugurated about
three months ago by Mr. Mitchell of Mon-
treal, superintendent of the Dominion
Iron and Steel Company, still continues to
be enforced whenever possible.

The producing departments, such as
blast furnaces, open-hearth, billet and rail
mills are working to their full capacity.

The cause for reduction in the staff is
due to the fact that no further expansion
iin the way of construction, etc., will be
undertaken until a decision is given by
the privy council in the steel-coal case
row pending.

Therefore, the drawing office and shop
forces have been materially curtailed, also
large gangs of unskilled labor have had
their numbers lessened to an appreciable
extent. '

H. J. ANDERSON'S SUIT FOR
RIGHTS CLAIMED AS PARTNER

In the equity ocourt yesterday, hear
ing in the euit of H. J. Anderson vs. R.
D. Isaacs, The Northwestern Land & In-
vestment Co., Ltd., et al, was begun be-
fore Chief Justice Barker. It was
continued at 10 o’clock this morning. H.
D. Forbes and ‘M. G.. Teed, K. C., repre-
sent the plaintiff, and L. P. D. Tilley
and H. A. Powell, K. C., represent the
defendants. Gyl e :

Up to the early part of 1807 a partner
ehip was carried on under the name of
The Northwestern Land & Investment
Company for the purpose of dealing in
western lands and doing a general broker-
age business. On or about February of
last year a company was incorporated for
the same purposes, and it took over the
"business of the partnership.

The phintiff claims to have had an
interest in the partnership and ‘seeks a
share 'of its profits. The defendants
deny that he was a partner and say that
he was a salaried employe of the partner-
ship. :

Yesterday the bill and answers were
read and Alfred A. Clark was called on
behalf of the plaintiff. He testified that
he had bought three lots of land from the
partnership, and that on one occasion,
while in their office, Mr. Isaacs, desig-
nating the plaintiff, said “This is my
partner,” or words of like significance.

The secretary-treasurer of the company,
H. Leslie Coombs, was also called for
the plaintiff. His evidence was that for
some time previous to February 1907 a
partnership * subsisted beétween R. D.
Issace and Mrs. Coombs, wife of the wit-
ness, its business being the same as that
of the company which was afterwards in-

corporated and which now buys and eells
lands, etc.  The plaintiff and the witness
were esalaried employes of the partner-
ship, as the witness now is of thegcom-
pany.

Mr. Teed pointed out that the books
of the partnership showed the witness,
the plaintiff and Mr. Isaacs to have
drawn almost corresponding amounte.
The witness explained that to his know-
ledge there was no salary fixed for Mr.
Igaacs.

The plaintifi’s counsel then, put in evi-
dence a chéque drawn on the Union
Bank of Halifax for $25. It was drawn
by H. J. Anderson, “treasurer,” but with
no further designation. H. Leslie Coombs
was the payee and the cheque was in-

dorsed by him. The witness eaid that|

the cheque was drawn by Anderson
as “treasurer’ because of his having de-
posited as “treasurer,” $25 in the Union
Bank, where the partnership did not
have an account, and in order to obtain
the amount he had to sign the cheque
in the same capacity in which he had de-
posited it. It did not mean that he was
treasurer of the partnership.

The incorporators of the company were:
R. D. Isaacs, Wm. H. Meneray, Wm.
Banks, Mrs. H. Leslie Coombs and John
Hannah.

Mr. Teed referred to a draft petition
for incorporation prepared in the fall of
1806 by E. R. Chapman. It contained the

name of the plaintiff as a proposed incor-|-

porator. It was not placed in evidence
however.

H. A. Powell, K. C., cross-examined

SUSPENDED FOR INSUBORDINATION

WERE

Ottawa, April 2—The leader of the op-

pesition asked the premier, when the house
met today, if the report, that Judge Wal-
ter Cassels refused to act as commissioner
fo enquire into the marine department,
was correct. -
" Sir Wilfrid Laurier replied that he had
just received a letter from Mr. Cassels as
he was entering the chamber, but had
not yet time to. read.it.

Mr. Borden wanted to know on what
grounds the oﬁicia}s of ‘the marine depart-
ment were suspended, seeing that the
charges of the commissioners were general.

Mr. Brodeur eaid that one of the offi-
cers, A. W. Owen, the accountant, was
suspended sometime ‘ago. After the re-
port of the royal commission was received,
J. F. Fraser, the commissioner of lights,
and J. U. Gregory, the agent at Quebec,
were suspended. They'were suspended be-
cause orders he had given were disregard-
ed by them.

The document quotes the following para-
graph in reference to the department from
the report:

“There would also seem to be a lack of
conscience. In connection with the enor-
mous expenditures which are deemed nec-
essary the word ‘discount’ never appears.
It is tacitly assumed there is no such
thing, - but the whole commercial world
knows otherwise. If anyone gets any bene-
fit from trade with the government except
the trader, then it must ‘be ¢lear that in
those great purchases made by the govern-
ment without discount, its officers must
be assisting the trader to get better prices
from the government than he can get any-
where else, for everywhere -else the has to

give a discount. In other words some of
the government officers are merving two !
masters. and apparently succeediig with
both, scripture notwithstandiyg.”

The order concludes with/ the recom-
mendation that Hon. Waltgr Cassels be
a commissioner to investigate and report
upon the foregoing statements contained
in the said report of the civil service com-
mission reflecting upon the integrity- of
officials of the department of marine and
fisheries.

OVERSEAS MAIL CONTRACT
* HAS ABOUT EXPIRED

Montreal, April 2-—Fhere is a prospect
that the famous *‘‘Oferseas Mail” insti-
tuted last year by the Canadian Pacific
Raiiway and steamship service between
Livérpoo] and Hong Kong will come to
an end within a few weeks, by the expiry
of the contract.

The present contract with the British
government comes to an end in about
« month. In fact the overseas mail,
which leaves Liverpool for the Orient
Friday by the Empress of Ireland, will
be the last westbound mail under the

old. contract, while, one more overseas
will make the trip from Hong Kong to
Liverpool under the same arrangement.

Whether the service will be continued
or not depends upon the action of the
British government.  Negotiations are
now under way between the Canadian
Pacific and the home government for a

renewal of the contract, and it is ex-
pected that this will be done. Until the
imperial ' government reaches a decision,
however, nothing can be said on this
side as to whether the famous service
will be continued or not.

TITLE OR DEBT
CUTS NO FIGURE

Theodore Shonts Says all
His Titled Son-in-Law
Wants is a Chance

Chicago, April 2.—“A title docs
not make a ﬂmn; neither do debts.”’

This is thé first public statement
that Theodore P. Shonts has made
concerning hig titled son-in-law, Iluc
de Chalnes et de Picquiny. It was
given today at the Auditorium An-
nex, where Mr. Shonts was lunching
after a conference witk financiers.

MR. DAWSON’S WORK

Anyone who ‘has spent an hour or so
in discussion of imperial Auestions with
Mr. A. J. Dawson of the London Stan-
ward is not surprised at that gentleman’s
success in promoting the Standard of Em-
pire, the new weekly, which is destined
to do much to make the people of Britain
at home, and of Britain overseas, more
fully acquainted with each other, and
thus to advance the interests of a sane
and wholesome imperialism.

Mr. Daweon is the very opposite of a
Little Englander. Though a young man, he
has been a sailor in eastern seas, hag
roughed it in Australia and South Africa,
and learned to know the oversea lands
even better than his own. Therefore he
looks upon all imperial questions from
the view-point of one who hae learned to
think with the men abroad as well as the
men at home. In Victoria, B. C., he said
to the Canadian club that the people of
Canada had in hand not alone the build-
ing of a nation, but of “the centre-piece
and besis of the greatest empire the
world has ever seen,” and he believed,
also, “the future site of the government
and control of that empire.”

That which Mr. Dawson proposes, and
which he has rendered certain of accom-
ﬁlishment, is the issue every Friday of a
16-page journal devoted to news from
Britain oversess, the larger portion from
Canada. This weeRly will go out free of
cost to every reader of the London Stan-
dard. Folded inside the Friday issue of
the Standard every eubscriber will find
on his breakfast table this weekly mes-
‘sage from his kin beyond the sea. It costs
him nothing, and he gets it whether he
wants it or not. He may care little about
it at firet, then he will become interest-
ed, and finally he will look for its week-
ly visit. For it will ‘contain news glean.ed
by clever and careful men, familiar with
the life of the provinces or states from
which they write, and competent to dis-
cuss all matters that are of news interest
from week to week, from the standpoint
of those immediately concerned. Thus,
the chief nmews of one week in New
Brunswick, eo far as it relates to pro-
vincial development, will be read in the
Standard of Empire, and so
of other provinces of Canada, Australia
and Greater Britain in general. By this
means readere in the United Kingdom
will be reached who are not now reached
at all, and a process of education carried
on which cannot but be of enormous ad-
vantage to the Britain overseas. The
average Englishmen is not well informed
concerning the outlying portions of the
empire, therefore Mr. Dawson’s project
has at once commended itself to the gov-
ernments of provinces and the heads of
the great transportation companies.

THE PINCH IS FELT .

Labqr as well as capital must bear its
share of hard times. The manufacturer
who cannot produce goods at a profit be-
cause of low prices and dull markets has
no resource but to reduce wages or cease
production. Such conditions are most un-
fortunate, but the genius of man has not
as yet been able to produce conditions
under which times are always good and
work and money plentiful. The cycle of
inflation is invariably followed by one of
depression, which affects every branch of
industry to some extent. Those classes
are of course most seriously affected who
have the smallest resources to fall back
upon; and these are the improvident per-
sons who in periods of good times spend
as if prosperity would mever fail. Those
persons who are careful, and of frugal
habits, even if poor, are best able to
weather the storm of temporary adversi-
ty. It is the case with too many, how-
ever, that in good times the money which
should be saved or invested is @ent‘in
dissipation or the mere pursuit of pleas-
ure. Improvidence in good times means
poverty in hard times. Unfortunately,
there are always, among the unemployed
in cities a considerable number who have
no desire to work; and the existence of
these makes the conditions infinitely hard-
er for those who would work if they
oould, but are temporarily in need. The
public has a tendency to class them with
the other and regard them with sus-
picion.

In the United States at the present
time the pinch of hard times is felt. The
Boston Journal, in the following article,
sets forth the conditions in that city:

“That there are men out of work in
and around Boston who would rather be
at work, is an unfortunate fact. But
these men are not in general of the same
caliber as those who parade around and
call themselves the ‘army of the unem-
ployed.” As a matter of record, at the
meeting held here under the auspices of
the Central Labor Union last Sunday,
this trotting up and down Beacon Hill
was oondemned ‘as ‘simply making the la-
bor men the laughing stock of the com-
munity.’ The local cigarmakers report
the most depressing season they have had
in more than a dozen years. The brick-
layers, carpentere and painters also report
a large percentage of men out of work;
but men in these trades are subject to
periodic lay-offs. However, the men who
drive trucks and tipcarts are not, and
vet they, too, report dull and hard times.
Altogether a majority of the twenty-six
unions heard from had an unusually large
number of members unemployed. In but
ten unions was the percentage of non-em-
ployed normal. Turning from the unem-
ployed to the working people whose
wages have been reduced owing to\ slack
business, we find a cut of ten per cent.
already in force among 60,000 operatives
in New England cotton mills, and a sim-
ilar cut pending that will affect fully 60,
000 more. There is a disposition among
the operatives in some places to resist
this reduction, but in the mi]l offices here
in Boston there is said to be a feeling
that even a second cut will be necessary
to meet the low condition of the market.
In Fall River the mills may have to shut
their gates every other week. Last week’s
production of print cloth in the Fall Riv-
er mills was reduced 155,000 pieces, ‘the
largest amount,’” we are told, ‘held from
the market this year.’ Thus instead of
improving, conditions are growing wonse.”

MAY FURNISH SOLUTION
| FOR PROBLEM OF LIVING

Students of Sociology Will At-
tempt to Live on $1.50 per
" Week.--An Interesting Ex-

perime

Springfield, Mass., April 1—That men
can live and keep in the pink of condition
on - the small sum of $1.50 a week} pay
rent and use a gas range amid & financial
panic is being proved by Harry 0. Mec-
Guire, of Toronto, Ont., who is taking the
physical training course at the Y_ox;ng
Men’s Christian  Association ‘training
school, and is a member of th? senior class.
The subject of his study is ° The greatest
possible economy of diet _thhout impair-
ment to physical and mte:lleotual effi-
ciency.” To secure the desired facts he
readily obtained volunteers to undergo
the trial of “living low” at least for a
time. ‘The faculty co-operated with t.,he
echeme and installed the necessary heating
apparatus for cooking in one of the rooms
§n the gymnasium building. :

The principal object of the experiment
s to find out on how little and how cheap-
}y a group could live and maintain the
efficiency necessary to carry on the re-
quired work. It is not to be either a low
or a high proteid diet, but a simple test
in economy and efficiency. This experi-
ment was suggested by the fact that ot
only at the training school do some of the
men find it compulsory to practice the ut-
most economy to meet their expenses
necessary to complete the courses of study,
but in nearly every institution there are
some who are obliged to prepare the food
they eat in their rooms. And th)g practice
|s often done at the risk of impairing and
andermining the health permanently, be-
cause of the lack of knowledge of the
2ourishing properties of economical foods.
Chere have been students who seemed to
possess the knowledge of food values and
xho apparently exercised their best Ju.dg:
ment and care in buying and preparing:
what they eat, but who, after only a short
time, would fall below par in general
health and ability to do the best work.
Yhey seemed to lack that _s)xbtle some-
thing that comes with sociability, compan-
ionship and change of interest at meal-
time. Special attention is be}ng given to
the social side of Mr, McGuire’s test, in
that the young men try always to main-
tain a lively and interesting conversation

R el [

during meal-time.

In making up the group two were se-
lected because of their experience in the
culinary ait to do the wvooking; phe
others are respomsible for the other
necessary work. This is the sixth week
of the study, and some of the results
thus far observed are interesting. Tt
was found that every fellow lost :n
weight to the extent of from three to
six pounds during the first week, and
each one noticed a spell of faintness be-
tween meals. The faintness was due to
the fact that they ate only one-half the
quantity to which they had been ac-
customed. More time, however, was spent
in munching and eating this smaller por-
tion, and the result corroborated the
date obtained in the “Fletcher” exper-
ments, proving that the appetite is ap-
peased with less food when it is thor-
oughly masticated. This habit of mastica-
tion alone has been one of the marked
benefits of only six wecks’ experimenting.
‘They found also, as did Fletcher, that
the smaller quantity more thoroughly
masticated prevented that tired feeling
that eo often follows a hearty and hastily
! eaten meal. Where a nap after dinner
! had been necessary to put them in proper|
condition for the work of the afternoon!
and evening, in each case the boys were}
ready, almost immediately after the|
meal, to go on the gymmasium. ﬂoor!
without feeling any discomfort from-the|
food taken.

Thus far the diet has been on a low!
proteid basis, not intentionally, however,
for the low proteid foods seem to have'
been the cheaper, meat and butter being
the most expemsive articles of food.
Food-stuffs which have been used up to
the present time consist of cereals in the
form of rice, Quaker oats and corn meal,
the latter proving the most economical
and the one which permitted of greater
variety of uses. In the line of vegetables,
potatoes were wused extensively, also
onions, ocarrots, parsnips, spinach, lettuce
and lentils. Fruits such as apples and
bananas, prunes and dates have been
used. In addition to the above, the
menus contained bread, crackers, butter,
canned jam,sugar, coffee, coca, tea and
milk. Brown or what is known as “C”
sugar was used with hot water and milk|
as an excellent substitute for coffee and
tea.

In buying, where it was possible to!
make a very marked saving by getting n'
larger quantity it wes always dome. Tha|
test is being carefully watched, and has!
aroused the deep interest of Prof. Elmer'
Berry, Dr. Walter H. Chapin, of this
citv., who has experimented very exten-
gively along these lines, and also the
members ot the school faculty. Besides
Mr. McGuire, the following men are in
the test group: John D. Brook, of Brook-
lyn; James H. Greenwood, of Lynn; C.

| STREETS OF WASHINGTON

As An “After Dark’ City it is More Dan-
gerous Than New York According to
This Woman’s Opininion

Washington, April 2.—That the re-
spectable woman has no protection
on the streets of the Capital of the
nation, that this condition exists
both day and night, was a revelation
to a newspaper correspondent who
was in attendance at the Motners’
Congress.

Being a woman engaged in news-
paper work,  the correspondent’s du-
ties took her out alcne at night, and
often at late hours. It never had oc-
curred to her there was the slightest
cause for fear. Never in all her ex-
periences in New York City had she
the least unpleasant or discourteous
encounter on the streets. Her news-
paper work takes her around th=
Brooklyn Briége, within the shadsw
of Chinatown, the Bowery, Park Row
the financial district, Broad, Wal)
and Nassau streets, during the day
and often late at night.

At the crush of the Bridge en‘rance
to the subway she often waited for a
girl chum, when leaving for home ai-
ter a hard day. Never once had she
experienced such sights ag she saw in
this beautiful Capital City.

rerhars it is the very crowds of
New Yc¥ that afford that sense of
protection that a woman feels when
alone. In Washington it is almost
impossible to go from a hotel to the
cable office on Pennsylvania avenue
after dark, without being spoken to,
and otherwise annoyed.

One evening, a few days ago, it
was necessary for the woman corre-
spondent to dispatch to New York &
special message about ten o’ciovi.
She left her hotel at Fifteenth and G
streets, and walked to Fourtecnth
street, to the Western Union building
only two shoért blocks.

I knew she was a stranger in
Washington as she was stopping at
the same hotel, I was. Since that
day 1 have spoken to her and askod
her about the incident I speak of.

‘Yes,” she said, ‘I seldom go shop-

MONTREAL’S HUGE
" INFANT MORTALITY

id to be Greater Than in
- Any Other City in the World

(Montreal Herald.)
Interesting but appalling figures in
connection with infant mortality were
made public at the City Hall this morn-

mg'he infantile death mte—by which
is meant the death rate among children
under five years of age—in Montreal has
been stated to be the highest in the
world.

There are, however, no statistics forth-
coming to prove this, nor are the civic
medical authorities willing to accept re-
sponsibility for such a statement.

They do, however, go so far as to state
that the infantile death rate in this city
is abnormally high, and greatly exceg,ds
that in a half a dozen representative
American cities, as well as in other great
centres of population abroad.

They quote in support of this the fact
that whereas the infantile death rate in
Montreal is 58 per cent., in the follow-
ing cities it is much less: St. Louis,
26.05; Philadelphia, 32.21; Boston, 31.27;
London, Eng., 36.02; New York, 36.19;
Lowell, Maes., 39.02; Providence, 34.44,
and Chicago,, 41.86. .

Thus' the infantile death rate in
Montreal is at least 16 per cent. higher
than of any of the eight large cities
mentioned, with which it may fairly be

compared.

The medical officer of health for the
city, Dr. L. Laberge, has for a long time
ocontended that such comparisons are un-

" fair, because the Montreal figures includa|,

illegitimate children, whereas, so he says,
those of other cities do not.

An examination of certain annual re-
ports from other cities, however, fails to
prove that Dr. Laberge's contention holds
good in the generality of cases, though in
some it is epecifically stated that the
deaths of illegitimate children are not in-
tluded in the percentages given out.

What is of especial interest in this con-
nection i the division of the mortality
rates among the different nationalities in
Montreal. i

The 58 per cent. applies to the city
generally, without discrimination of race.

1f the French-Canadian race be taken
alone, however, it will be found—accord-
ing to figures officially supplied to The
Herald this morning, that the infantile
mortality death rate is no less than 62.31
per cent., while that among the English-
speaking people of the city is only 41.17
per cent., or lower than that of the city
of Chicago.

Newcastle, N. B., April 2—The inquest
into the death of Brakeman Robert W.
Lamkey, killed yesterday at Derby Junc-
tion, in a head-on collision between C.
Dixon’s special and No. 60, was held here
this afternoon before Coromer Desmond.

Relief Despatcher Hugh Quilty, the first
witness, testified that No. 60 left New-
castle for Indiantown fifteen minutes late.

Chipman Dixon, conductor of the west
bound special, sworn, said that his crew
were Edward Doyle, driver, deceased, and
Frank Leahy, brakeman; C. Melanson, fire-
man. He had twenty-four cars from Monc-
ton. BSpecials are supposed to keep clear
of regular trains. The air brakes had
worked well up to just before the collision.
Having no orders regarding No. 60, he
knew it was his duty to stop at Derby

Junction and enquire, and he intended to
do s0. When approaching the Southwest
bridge he felt the engmeer checking speed
but not fast enough to stop the train at
Derby Junction. He himself then almost
immediately applied the air brakes in the
van. He noticed the pressure was reduc-
ed some six or eight pounds. When ap-
plying the brakes he heard air but it made
much less noise than it should have done.
He failed to stop the train. It struck No.
60, twenty-four car lengths past the sta-
tion. He bhastened to the front, saw
Lamkey in the ditch and carried him up
the bank. He was dead. He explained the
wreck by the brakes not having enough
air pressure.

SCHOOL BOARDNOT
T0 HANDLE MONEY

Legislation to Be Sought Vest-
ing in Chamberlain Power of
Disbursing for School
Purposes

OVERDRAFTS THE CAUSE

Suggestion That Yearly Salary of
$2,400 or $2,500 Should Attach |
to Office of Recorder--City Asked |
to Advertise in Standard of Empire
—Douglas Claim Settled-—Taxes
Time Limit Monday.

At a meeting of the treasury board
last night it was decided to instruct the
bills and bylaws committee to prepare
a bill to be forwarded to the legislature
to transfer the power of disbursing money
for school purposes from the school
board and vest it in the city chamber
lain. The chairman and Ald. Frink were
named to meet a committee from the
board of trade to conmsider the advisa-
bility of the aty taking advertising
space in a new English weekly to be
called the Standard of Empire.

The first business considered was pay-
ment of $24 to St. George’s church, Car-
leton for the maintenance of the clock.
On motion of Ald. Baxter it was decided
to make the payments for the mainten-
ance of clocks a standing order.

W. K. Koster, president of the board of
trade, then introduced Charles E. Stoer
and A. J. Dawson of the London Stand-
ard. They were members of the party of
Canada
They presented to the board
the project of .a new weekly, the first
number of which it is hoped to issue on
Empire Day. The paper will be. issued
gratuitously to subscribers of the Stand-
ard and eold at a yearly sub-
scription rate to those mnot sub-
scribers to the Standard.  The
contents will be colonial news exclusive-
ly, about two-thirds Canadian. Messrs.
Stoer and Dawson represented that many
of the Canadian western provinces and
municipalities have taken - advertising
space. New Brunswick will have an
eighth of a page, which will cost $1,500.
They wished to induce the city to take
space also.

Ald. Frink and the chairman will dis-
cuss the matter with a board of trade
committee. ;

The recorder announced that he had
been able to settle the Robert B. Doug-
las claim on the Loch Lomond extension
for $600.
