No international complications can
possibly result from the attempt of a
German to blow up the C. P. R, bridge
which spans the St. Croix river. The
roan is a foreign subject, who went from
the United States into Canada and com-
mitted a crime.

The Canadian, authorities demand his
extradition, and the United States gov-
ernment will naturally g.ant the réquest.

Hotel, near the I. C. R. station here,
was destroyed by fire, which broke out
about five oclock this morning.

LONDON DAILY NEWS
AGREES WITH WILSON
ON SHIP PURCHASE BlL.

London, Feb. 8—Raids by German
submarines on British commerce might
make a United States merchant marine
valuable to Great Britain as a means of
supplying food, in the opinion of the
Daily News, which prints an editorial
Justifying President Wilson’s attitude on
the ship purchase bill now before con-
gress.

The paper says this “unprecedented
development of state socialism’ is the
only means whereby the United States
can recover its place in the world of
shipping.” The editorial sets forth that
in the present war the submarine has
become a serious menace to England’s
food supply, and in any future war will
dominate her position unless, in the
meantime, science should discover some
means of defence.

Adam by Supt. Grout of the C. P. R.
and evidence was given by A. Tague,
F. Mills, James Rideout, P. Crandelmire,
H. Kellog, and John Hawthorne, chief
of police at McAdam. F. R. Taylor, K.
C., acted for the company.

Steps have been taken to extradite
Horne.. Hon. C. J. Doherty, mifiister of
Justi yesterday -said: he' thought the
crime ‘was . extraditable.. ‘The applica-
tion for the extradition of Horne reached
the British embassy at- Washington last
night. The prébability of Horne basing
his defence on immunity because of the
offence being political is being discussed
in Washington, Ottawa, and elsewhere,
but at least on the Canadian S5ide the
view is held that he can be brought
across for trial.

Attorney-General J. B. M. Baxter was
interviewed on the matter last night.

“In securing the extradition of Horne,”
Mr. Baxter stated, “it is the intention to
prove that this act of his was not an
act of war, There was no German force
behind it; there was no German in-
vasion. It was merely an act of one in-
dividual against another—a corporation.
It is my opinion,” he added, “that this
man was not moved by any authoritive
hand or by any force, but that he com-
mitted the deed "merely to make a
bravado of himself in the eyes of Ger-
many.” :

Mr. Baxter was shown the despatch
from Washington which stated : that
Horne’s extradition depends largely on
the interpretation of the word “Political”
in the extraditicn treaty of 1889, which
declared—"“a fugitive criminal shall not
be surrendered if the offence in respect
of which his surrender is demanded be
one of a political churacter.”

He merely stated that it was the pur-
pose to show that the act was not an
act of war. Later he referred to an ex-
tension of the extradition treaty, added
in 1900, so as to include the offence of
“wilfull and unlawful distruction or ob-
struction of railroads which endangers
human life.”

Machinery to Act,

Regarding the machinery which has to
be set in motion to secure the extradi-
tion, Mr. Baxter said that the justice de-
partment at Ottawa will be asked to
issue a warrant of recipias, which is a
warrant directed to an officer authoriz-
ing him to receive the body and bring
him to Canada. A request is also made
to the department of state at Washing-
ton for the surrender of the accused and
a hearing is had before officials of the
state in which the accused is found for

Mr. Baxter said that he had wired
Attorney-General Pattangall and had
asgurance that the German would be

lay information on this side in order that
the procecdings so far might be com-
plete.

When asked if he knew this had been
done, he replied that Mr. Grout and F.
R Taylor, solicitor for the C. P. R,
were in McAdam and had laid the prop-
er information there.

Asked if he knew what information
had been laid, he said that it was laid
under section 282 of the criminal code,
which upon looking up, he read as fol-
lows:

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THE VANCEBORO OUTRAGE

It is not augprlsing that a German
should attempt to blow up an unguard-
ed bridge over which large quantities of
supplies are carried on their way to
meet the wants of the enemies of Ger-
nany in the field. The surprising thing
is that the German who attempted this
outrage was able to do his work with-
out interruption. ‘Most people have been
taking it for granted that there was a
fairly thorough system for the protection
of bridges and evcrything else that
should be guarded in the interests of the
Empire at this time. During the win-
ter season it is of thc utmost importance
that there be no interruption in the traf-
fic destined for, and passing through, the
port of St. John. Doubtless our own

‘ people will be stimulhted by the Vance-
boro incident to look & little more care-
fully to the protection of Dbridges,
whazrves, elevators, the armory, and rail-
way and steamship terminals generally,
than they have done in the past, even
if. guards have been on duty since
the outbreak of the war. There\ are
very many Germans in the United States
who would be only too glad if it were
in their power to prevent the shipment
or interfere in some way with the
prompt despatch of supplies from Can-
ada to Britain and France. A very vig-
orous and insinuating propaganda is be-
ing continually earried on by Germans
in the United States, and while all talk
of & German invasion from that quarte
may be dismissed as wLolly {mprobable,
it may be teken for granted that such
crimes as that commiled at Vanceboro
would be regarded by werman citizens
of the United Statcs, cr those among
them who share the Guman hatred of
Eagland, as very meriioious perform-
ances. It may be hoped ihat such sub-
stantial justice will be mcted out to the
prisoner at Vanceboro as will have a
tendency to deter cthers of his kind from
atteinpting similar erime.. Canada is at
war. She must recognize the fact and
govern herself acco:Eingiy.

THE WAR NEWS

Today’s reports from Russia are to
the effect that their armies are still
meeting with success both in Poland and
the Carpathians. The German attempt
to break through to Warsaw has not
lieen successful, while the Russian flank
moévements appear to be progressing
satisfactorily. The Germans 'have con-
tinued their desperate efforts to break
ttrough the British lines toward the
French coast ports but without success.
Their losses are reported to be in the
proportion of three to one.

A German official order, referring to
the transportation of British troops to
Fiance says:— “We shall use every
method of war at our disposal against
them” How this order is to be inter-
preted is shown by a German attempt to

torpedo a British hospital ship; and a/'

Berlin newspaper declares that they will
not refrain from torpedoing English mer-
chant ships simply because the lives of &
few are thereby endangered. In other
yords Germany will continue barbarian
methods of warfare.

The London Daily News endorses
President Wilson's attitude in regard to
the ship purchase bill, and expresses the
view that it might be of great import-
ance to England if ships under the
American flag could carry food supplies
1o England. This remark by The News
is suggested by the activity of German
submarines, and the possibility of them
becoming a serious menace to the trade
of British vessels with British ports.

There is nothing in the general news
of the war to discourage British readers,
and the conviction grows that when the
British and French ‘have ' their new
armies in the field in the spring they
will be able to drive the enemy out of
France and Belgium with less difficulty
than had at one time been\anticipated.
A Washington despatch quotes President

Wilson of the United States as saying
‘that he can see nothing definite at the
present time toward the making of
peace in Europe. President Wilson is

quite right. The terms of peace must
be dictated .at Berlin,

Their New Mine Thrower De-
scribed by British Official Eye-
witness

e

London, Feb. 2—A recital of recent
developments in the war by the official
observer attached to British military
headquarters includes a description of’
new projectiles employed by the Ger-

mans.
“In some parts of our front the Ger-

mans are firing a new type of high ex-
plosive shell, detonating with a cloud of
thick white smoke,” the report says.
«“Their 'mine thrower also occasionally

throws a very large grey bomb, or aer-
ial torpedo, three: feet nine inches long
and nearly ten inches wide. It weighs
more than 200 pounds.”

“The anticipations of the enemy as
to the possible duration of the war,” the
observer continues, “are shown by the
measures they are taking to prepare for
any shortage in certain classes of food.
In some towns orders have been issued
that all kitchen refuse mot required by
the inhabitants to feed to their own an-
imals shall be saved, and handed over
to the authorities. Efforts have been
made also to gauge the public taste in
the matter of preserved meats by selling
salted beef, mutton and pork at cost
price.”

Don’t Send Your Boy

THE

Into Professional Base-

ball, Hugh Fullerton’s Advice
To [Fathers

(By Hugh S. Fullerton.) .

“My boy is now nineteen, and will
graduate in June. He has played on his
high school and prep school baseball and
football teams, is a good hitter, the best
player on any team he ever has been
with and has played ball with strong
vacation teams. He wants to go into
professional ball. I want him to enter
college. We had a long talk on the
subject. He will listen to your agvice
and I believe will accept your decision.”

That is a letter I received yesterday
from a feather. I do not know him, al-
though he says he once met me. He
does not know what L think. Here. js
what I wrote—or part-of it—and may=-
be it will apply to other cases.

“The life of a baseball player is ex-
tremely unsatisfactory. I have lived with
them for more than twenty years, and
have found few good men in the profes-
sion who would not have been better off
in any other.

“Your boy is at the age when the
majority come into the upper leagues.
Usuallg-they are swelled headed because
they have been applauded and cheered
as the best in their own class. Among
the veteran ball players they are looked
upon with scorn, chiefly through this
.tendency to freshness. If they are sen-
sitive, or lack determination they . are
broken ‘in spirit and eourage right at
the start.

“I made a list a few years ago, of
nearly 1,000 players—sand about 98 out
of each 100 failed on the first trial to

‘ make good. The great majority are
doomed to failure. Those who succeed
finally are destined to temporary failure.
1 have seen thousands broken in spirit,
ruined entirely by this.

“The life is full of temptations, chief
of which are women and drink. Swarms
of fans urge them to drink, seek to buy
them wine when they succeed, and if
they fail they are apt to drink as a sol-
ace.

“Financially about one in forty play-
ers succeeds moderately and one in a
thousand gets rich. The average earn-
ing of 500 players for a ten-year period
will not exceed $1,000 a year. The av-
erage playing life of a man is about
seven years.

“KEven the high-priced players com-
plain of the difficulty of saving. The
contsant drain of expenses is much high-
er than one would think. A semi-pub-
lis man must spend more than a private
individual. ;

“A $8,000-a-year man has a hard time
saving $500 a year. I know men who
have had salaries of from $3,500 to $7,500
for seven or eight years who have only
a few thousands laid by.

“The worst feature however, is that
|your boy, starting at nineteen, probably
would be done when he was thirty—two
or thirty-phree—done- and out of 7 em-
ployment, with:expensive tastes, expen-
sfve acqlihintances, ¥ knowledge of afiy
trade or business ‘and really just where
he is now. He probably would be worth
$20 a week.

“His one chance is that he has, during
his baseball career, formed the friend-
ship with some wealthy or prominent
man who can place him in a ‘soft’ job.
To me this seems very undesirable.”

The text of the proposed act is as
follows:—

AN ACT RESPECTING FREE PUB-
LIC LABOR BUREAUX, EM-
PLOYERS AND WORK-
PEOPLE .

Short Title.
This act may be cited as the Free Public
Labor Bureaux Act.

Interpretation

In this act, unless the context otherwise
requires—

(a) Minister, means the Minister
of Labor. "
Office, means the Free Pubiic
Labor Bureaux system.

¢

1.—There shall be a permanent office
established, under the minister of labor,
to be called the Free Public Labor
Bureaux Department, for the purpose of
establishing and maintaining a Central
Labor Bureau and Local Free Public
Labor Bureaux. |

The minister of labor may operate and |
maintain them according to regulations
laid down by the governor-in-council,
and may also co-operate with other
authorities maintaining Free Public
Labor Bureaux.

2.—The governor-in-council may ap-
point such officers, subordinate officers,

and servants as the governor-in-council
may determine as necessary.

8—The governor-in-council may pro-
vide for the establishment of advisory
boards, representing the interests of
provincial and municipal authorities, em-
bloyers and workpeople, for the purpose
of giving advice and assistance in the
management of the Central and Local
Labor Bureaux.

4.—The regulations shall also provide
that no person shall suffer disqualification,
or be otherwise prejudiced on aceount of
refusing to accept employment found for
them, when the grounds of refusal are
that a trade dispute which affects the
trade exists, or that the wages offered
are lower than those current in the dis-
trict in which the employment is found.

5.—The expenses incurred in the
carrying out of this act shall be defrayed
out of monies provided for the purposes
by parliament.

(A note says that Clause IV will be
amended to secure strict neutrality
during strikes and lockouts).

The petition, which its authors say has
been promised favorable consideration
by leading members of both parties and
is non-contentious, is described as “a
measure of paramount necessity, con-
ducive to the public weal of the nation,
and in the widest interests of all classes
of the community.”

The central committee at Ottawa on
which are municipal, board of trade,
builders’ exchange, clerical, labor and
national societies representatives, in ur-
ging that the petitions be circulated and
the matter pressed at the coming session
of parliament, submits the following
considerations:—

“At the International Congress on
Combatting Unemployment held in Bel-
gium in 1913, at which twenty-three
countries, municipalities, labdr, philan-
thropic and socialistic bodies were rep-
resented, it was unanimously accepted
after two weeks debates, that a national
government labor bureaux system is an
indispensable necessity in state admin-
istration.

“Other cogent reasons for the immedi-
ate creation of the Canadian system are:

After the Spanish-American war, the
U. S. A. had to feed and keep the re-
turned soldiers in idleness for over four
months, owing to lack of machinery for
putting them in touch with suitable em-
ployment; also, at the National Confer-
ence on Unemployment, held in New
York in 1914 (Feb.), at which states,
municipalities, labor, the churches and
philanthropic societies were represented,
after overwhelming testimony it was
unanimously concurred that the sporadic
state and municipal labor bureaux had
failed in their objects, owing to lack of
proper funds, co-ordination, co-operation,
and broad management, the only solu-
tion being the creation of a federal sys-
tem, to meet which demand a bill has
been drawn up and under consideration
by congress committees, with a view to
passing. ¢

“In order that Canada may profit by
all this experience, before conditions
reach an even worse stage, we are
strenuously fighting to get our bill
through this session, and a strong depu-
tation will present the petition.”

Horton Academy and Young
Hall Destroyed

ALL OVER IN AN HOUR

Fire Overcame All Efforts to Ex-

Wolfville, N. S., Feb. 8—Horton Acad-
emy building and Edward W. Young
Hall were destroyed by fire this morning.
The blaze raged for an hour and over-
came every effort of the local fire vde-
partment to extinguish it 4
A little after nine o’clock, when all
the academy boys were attending morn-
ing chapel, the fire broke. out in the
cellar of the academy building and the;
flames spread rapidly through the wood-!
en structure. Five minutes after the
first outbreak was seen the entire acad-
emy was enveloped in flames and smoke.

From the academy building the flames
swept into Young Hall, adjoining on/
the morthwest corner and used as al
dining hall and quarters for the servants,
Young Hall was also a wooden building
and the fire soon took complete posses-
sion. 'The Wolfville fire department
worked hard in zero weather but were
for¢ed back inch by inch in face of the
tremnendous odds.
