Encouragement of Immigration Urged; Develop-
ment of Coal Resources Recommended; Selec-
tion of Permanent Name Left to Referendum

DOZEN resolutions, crystallizing the work which had been

taken up during the last two
at the first annual meeting of the
Admiral Beatty Hotel here this

proposed constitution and by-laws, involving among other things
the selection of a permanent name for the organization, was started
soon after the meeting opened, but a diversity of opinion as to the
most fitting title for the body arose, and the constitution was
adopted temporarily with the proviso that the executive take a
referendum of the member boards of trade and chambers of com-
merce as to the name and other matters on which there might be

some difference of opinion.

Colvin B. Brown, manager, Organization Service, Chamber of
Commerce of the United States, was the speaker at the noon
luncheon, his subject being the development of the organization.

Members from each province in Can-
ada were named as additional mem-
bers of the executive, with the excep-
tion of that for Saskatchewan, which
was deferred until later. Those elect-

ed were as follows:—British Columbia, |

Among the resolutions passed waél,
one which commended the action of
the Canadian Government in appoint-
ing the Duncan Commission to study
and report on economic conditions in
the Maritime Provinces, and which ex-
pressed the hope that a solution satis-
factory to the Maritimes would result.

The expediting of further British
immigration and the encouragement of
emigration to Canada from selected
countries, and urging increased ap-
propriations for this work;

That the non-collection of over due
sales taxes be investigated;

That the question of Federal income
tax be studied and modifications asked
that will place the country in a posi-
tion of preference to investors; :

Favoring the formation of a Nation-
%1 Foreign Trade Conference for Can-
ada;

Urging a thorough investigation into
cost of government and stressing the
need for economy in all public under-
takings;

Recommending to the government
the advisability of the establishment
of national research laboratories and
urging support of the National Re-
search Council;

Recommending the amendment of
the regulations covering automobile
tourists so as to permit free entry and
circulation for 90 days, instead of one
month, as at present;
n%rgi,ng a cogntry-widc celebration of
the 60th anniversary of the Canadian
Confederation and suggesting that the
Dominion Government express to Their
Majesties The King and Queen the
hope that they will visit Canada dur-
ing the celebration;

Recommending that the members of
the board assist in the relief of the
~attle trade of Canada;

Favoring government effort in the
development of coal and coke indus-
tries to establish the use of Canadian
coals in Canada;

Urging support of the policy of pat-
-onizing Canadian industries and pro-
‘uction.

Total Catch of All Vessels For
1926 is 340,380

LUNENBURG, N. S, Oct. 21—The
year 1926 has been a banner year in
the Nova Scotia fishing industry as far
as the number of quintals of fish
caught is concerned, and the number
of vessels engaged in the industry is
near the century mark—92 vessels in
all—179 trawlers and 13 handliners.

The grand total catch of all vessels
for the year 1926 is 340,380 quintals of
fish, and their valued at $5.056 per
quintal is $1,871,815.

The high liner for the spring and
summer trips combined is Captain
George Himmelman of the schooner
Mayotte, who has 5,450 quintals to his
credit.

OSLO, Oct. 21—The, sweeping vic-
tory of the anti-prohibitionist move-
ment -as evidenced by the plebiscite
throughout Norway, Tuesday, has
caused genuine surprise. Through ali
the returns have not yet been tabu-
lated the vote against prohibition up
to the present is 525,423, as compared
with 415,637 for prohibition.

The anti-prohibitionists gained 223,-
867 votes\and prohibitionists lost 68,-
282. Even in the most stubborn dry
districts the wets gained strength in
many cases 100 per cent.

' WILL ABIDE BY VOTE

The prohibition leaders agree that
the Storting must abide by the opin-
ion expressed by the nation and pro-
hibition must be abolished. The pro-
hibitonists, however, will make efforts
to have rigorous restrictions placed on
the sale of liquor.

DENOUNCES LIQUOR
CONTROL SYSTEM

Mrs. Gordon Wright Declares
Quebec Law “Blackest, Vilest
Enactment”

MANCHESTER, N. H, Oct. 21—
“Government control of liquor traffic
in Canada is a great economic waste
and is retarding the progress and pros-
perity of the Dominion,” Mrs. Gordon
Wright of London, Ont., told the an-
nual convention of the New Hampshire
W. C. T. U. last night.

The systzm increases violation of the
l.guor laws, promotes drinking among
young men and -vomen, and increases
v ce and bootlegging, Mrs. Wright de-
cered. The Qucbec law, she termed
the “Blackest and vilest enactment ever
made.”

She pictured Canada’s present posi-
tion as dark, but predicted a prosper-
ous future, when the Dominion shall
Lhave followed the lead of the United
States and passed a strict prohibition
law. The five provinces where the gov-
ernment controls the liquor traffic, are
undergoing an increase of lawlessness,
she asserted.

PROTEST INVASION

Scots Would Limit Irish Immi-
gration to Country :

GLASGOW, Scotland, Oct. 21—
Steps to induce the British parliament
to pass regulations limiting the num-
ber of Irish immigrants who have been
invading Scotland have been taken
here.

Nine thousand Irish persons came
to Scotland in 1924, and in five years
there have been 45,000 immigrants from
the Free State. Advocates who are de-
girous that parliament intervene, claim
that the Scots are threatened with be-
ing crovided out of their own country.

It is believed that nearly all the
buildings in Havana suffered, damage,
but few of them collapsed.

The decree states that all these notes
will be replaced by new governmental |
bank notes which will be protected in |
a measure by the sugar taxes.

University. I defy human power to pre-
vent me preaching this gospel. I be-
lieve we have here the nucleus of a
body that in these degenerate days, it
may please God to set up as a stand-
ard.”

Dr. Shields stated that steps would
immediately be taken to establish an-
other college apart from McMaster to
teach the Baptist doctrine.

Premiers Doubtfully
Divided On Locarno
Pact

ONDON, Oct. 21.— What

foreign policy mysteries, if
any, Sir Austen Chamberlain re-
vealed to the Overseas Premiers
yesterday, when for an hour or
80 he took off his old diplomatic
ivory mask, is still a dark secret.
The morning papers only print
the official ‘handout,” not half
as much as the British United,
Press was able to send yester-
day. The crux of the statement
was his exposition of the Lo-
carno benefits or otherwise on
which the Dominions are doubt-
fully divided. He did not ap-
peal that the Dominions become
signatories of Locarno, but sim-
ply defended the Treaty from
the criticisms of overseas jurists
who are inclined to suspect a
bold, bad nigger in the wood-
pile.
The main point )of the Dominion’s
objection is the implication that in case
of aggression the guarantor powers
are automatically involved in hostili-
ties even before the League Council
has an opportunity to consider the
trouble. In other words, what is
feared is the creation of smaller but
dynamic super-league.

FOREIGN OFFICE VIEW.

The Foreign Office points out, how-~
ever, that while this was originally
a French theory, Britain has consis-
tently resisted it, contending that any
concerted action must follow the league
process in the exertion of diplomatic
or economic pressure followed by the
blockade before any formal declara-
tion of war by which the league will
have plenty of opportunities to func-
tion. France has now practically ac-
quiesced to the British standpoint.
Speaking of the league, it is believed
here that the conference will consider
and approve Dominion representation
on the League Council, and Canada
will be the first Empire nominee.

Premier Mackenzie King at the press
dinner increased the growing good
opinion he has already created. His
speech was thoughtful, temperate and
good-humored. He made a strong im-
pression. As the Westminster Gazette
says: “King’s outlook was for the
world, while Bruce thought, though
greatly. of Empire alone.”

2. 3 and 4 and others may be admitted,
subject to compliance with the pro-

isions of the Immigration Act.”

2__That the work of the Federal De-
partment of Immigration should in-
Jude active propaganda in the prefer-
red countries of Europe and further
~ffort te stimulate the movement of
.ettlers from the United States.

General.

1—That the government of Canada
should use its influence to secure the
reduction of the ocean rate for all
overseas people of the agricultural
class who are otherwise acceptable for
settlement in Canada.

TRAFALGAR DAY.

Today we celebrate the victory of
Trafalgar over the Emperor Napoleon
Bonaparte and his Spanish allies.
Judged by modern standards, Trafalgar
was a small affalr, yet its effects were
far-reaching — how far-reaching none
can say. Without doubt it changed the
course of Furopean history. If Nelson
had not beaten Villeneuve in Trafalgar
Bay, England would most certainly
have been invaded, possibly conquered
by the then all-victorious Napoleon.
The American colonies would certainly
have been recaptured by France and
perhaps even the young United States
would have been absorbed into the
French Empire.

The Peace of Amiens of 1802 was
merely an armistice designed to permit
Napoleon to regain breath. In 1804 he
proclaimed himself Emperor of France
and began his plans for the invasion of
England. He collected” an army at
Boulogne which was to be conveyed
across the Channel, but to effect this
it was necessary that he should have
command of the Chinnel, where the
British fleet was still intact. The
Fmperor sald: “If we could be masters
of the Channel for six hours we are
masters of the world.”

Napoleon’s first effort was to send
the French and Spanish fleets into the
Atlantic, sailing apparently for the
West Indies. This was intended to
draw Nelson after them. He followed
but lost touch, not difficult to do even
in those days and, like a wise strategist,
returned to home waters. But on the
21st of August 1895, Collingwood was
¢ruising off Cape St. Vincent when he
sighted the French and Spanish fleets
and drove them into Cadiz harbor. He
despatched the Euryalus with news of
this to England.

Nelson was enjoying a spell of leave
He immediately posted to
London, was appointed to
command of the British fleet and set
sail on the Victory on September 14.
On October 21 he with his twenty-
seven line-of-battle ships sighted the
thirty-three French and Spanish vessels.
Villeneuve had written to
Napoleon hoasting that he was certain

Sought U. S. Presidency

CHICAGO, Oct. 21—Eugene V.
\‘D(‘bs, U. S. Socialist leader, died last
" night in a sanitarium-here, where he
had retired after a nervous break-
down. Dr. H. O. Wiseman said Mr.
Debs died peacefully, his strength
gradually ebbing away.. Funeral serv-
ices will be held at Terre Haute, Ind.,
on Friday or Saturday after which
the body will be taken to Indianapolis
to be cremated.

WAS 73 YEARS OLD

Eugene V. Debs, leader of the So-
cialist party in America and five times
its nominee for the presidency, was
dominated by two important factors in
life. He loved his fellow men and re-
mained firm in his convictions, suffer-
ing the consequences, but still up-
holding the principles for which he
fought.

A native of Terre Haute, Ind., born
on November 5, 1855, he remained a
resident of that city and obtained his
first railroad position, locomotive fire-
man, on the Terre Haute and In-
dianapolis railroad working from 1871
to 1874. The next five years he was
employed in a wholesale grocery house
but in 1880 he again answered the call
of railroading.

Debs first came under the political
searchlight in 1879, when he was city
clerk at Terre Haute, Ind., holding the
» position until 1883. In 1885 he was
clected to the Indiana legislature:

Debs opened his labor activities in
1880 when he was chosen grand secre-
tary and treasurer of the Brotherhood
of T.ocomotive Firemen and served un-
til 1893. As president of the Ameri-
can Railway Union he won a strike
on the Great Northern Railway early
in 1894, and in the same year while
managing the strike of the western
railroads, he was charged with con-
spiracy but was acquitted. He served
his first jail sentence at Woodstock,
fll.. where he was held for six months
on a contempt of court charge for
violation of an injunction.

FRIEND\OF FELLOW MEN

them in their misery. He never broke
a prison rule. He transformed a dan-
gerous, refractory negro “lifer” into an
exemplary bprisoner. Debs repeatedly
jeclared himself in favor of Bolshevik
principles of government and said that
he | was “heart and soul for the Rus-
sian Revolution.”

On being released from prison Debs
 left for his home in Terre Haute, and
there was given a public reception.

FOR PRESIDENCY

In 1900, his first campaign for the

nearly 1,000,000. And so his popular-
ity grew. Undaunted by a peniten-

tiary sentence, the Socialist party nom- |

inated him its standard
while he was a prisoner in the Fed-
eral penitentiary at Atlanta, Ga., serv-
ing a ten year sentence’ for violation
of the Espionage Act during the war.

Debs’ conviction came as the result
of a speech he made at Canton, O., in
1918, in which he attacked the gov-
ernment’s part in the war and assailed

CRICKET PLAYER

Hon. Hugh Guthrie Once Was
One of Stars of the Game in
Ontario

Hon. Hugh Guthrie, the new leader
of the Conservative party, was a
well-known cricketer in days gone by,
and an old-timer recalls some of his
feats on the crease. He played in
Hamilton several times, and some of
the men with whom he was associated
in the game at that time are still alive
and able to bat a cricket ball a bit.
In the Review, the correspondent says:

“In 1883 (he was then a member of
the Galt Bar) he scored 16 against
Brandford and 12 against Toronto. In
1885, for Galt against Listowel, he
made 6 and 32—in the Listowel eleven
at that time were no less than four
Hays and two Hackings. During the
same season he contributed for Guelph
3 and 19 in a match against the noted
Sawbones, or medical team, made up
of players from Hamilton, Toronto,
Paris, Listowel, London, Aylmer,
Delaware, Chatham, Strathroy, Petro-
lia and Chicago. In 1886, playing for
Hamilton against the touring team
from the West Indies, Guthrie got into
doubles, with 26. Shortly after, play-
ing for the touring Canadians on the
Merion grounds in, Philadelphia and
while facing some ()f the crack bowl-
ers of that city, he hit up 37 for the
visiting Canucks, following, that feat
with 17 and 87 for the Canadian Zin-
gari against Staten Island. Guthrie
was also on the Ontario Association
team that met the Western Associa-
tion eleven (Chicago, Pullman, Detroit
and Pittsburg) at Spalding & Anson’s
Congress street grounds in Chicago in
1 July, 1885.

PEKING, Oct. 21 — Floundering
deeper day by day into the morass of
militaristic domination, China appears
at the present time to have sunk as |
far as is possible from the Occidental
concepts of central representative gov-
ernment with which she bravely started
in 1912,

In Peking there are many fine gov-
ernmental buildings, occupied by a few
unpaid clerks and minor officials. But
effective authority there is none, save
what can be exercised at the point of
a bayonet. The so-called Republic of
China has become a hollow shell, a
mockery.

Such is the view freely expressed by
foreign residents of all sympathies. It
is the view which is felt, but not ex-
pressed, by all. Chinese of sufficient in-
telligence and prominence to take any
view of the situation as it concerns
anything more than their personal wel-

fare.
. STOP-GAP ACTIVITIES.

The recent allied Chang Tso-lin-Wu
Pei-fu drive upon the Kuominchun or
Nationalist army has cleared the field
politically but has provided no one
ready to enter this cleared field and
assert himself with any degree of posi-
tiveness. Stop-gap activities and flow-
ery phrases to the contrary notwith-
standing, such is the situation today.

To the average Occidental the present
attitude of <Chinese militarists and
politicians alike is incomprehensible.

Granted that affairs had reached a
stage where military action was neces-
sary to bring a settlement — why, it
may well be asked, is it so seemingly
impossible to move constructively when
the phase of military action is past, for
the time being at least?

The answer is not hard to seek for
those who know something of China
and the Chinese.

RELUCTANT LEADERS.

It lies in this—that the leading mili-
tarists are themselves reluctant to enter
the sphere of politics, and the politicians
are reluctant to assume responsibility
without thorough support from the
militarists.

Chang and Wu busy themselves with
abstractions, such as the question of
which of China’s several constitutions
shall be refognized. Wu wishes to
bring into force the Tsao Kun consti-
tution of 1923; Chang objects because
that means that his war against Peking
in 1924, in which overthrow of that
constitution was a watchword, would
be thereby outlawed. Questions of in-
tricate law and precedent are gone into
in great detail.

And all of it, in the view of acute
observers, is Neroesque fiddling while
this great Oriental Rome burns mer-
rily.

The cold fact is as stated—that the
militarists must themselves enter ac-
tive politics for organization of a strong
central government, or they must be
willing to support certain politicians
thoroughly. The old practice of trying
to eat the Chinese cake and have it
too must be realized to be a fallacy.
So say those who should know.

TREACHERY ABOUNDS,

It would seem to the ordinary for-
eign mind that if some leading militar-
ist, such as Chang Tso-lin, wins power,
he might set himself up as a govern-
mental head and try to achieve an uni-
fication of the country directly. But
nowhere in the world does treachery
spring up more quickly, and the lesson
“taught by the past few kaleidoscopic
vears in China — years featured by
flashing rises and falls—have brought a
great degree of caution.

Tsao Kun was a military leader.
1923 he was elected President. In 1924
he was deposed and imprisoned. In
1926 he was glad to win freedom and
effect what probably will be a final
retirement from both military affairs

In

and politics. And Tsao Kun is only
one in a long procession.

Neither Chang nor Wu will take per-
sonal charge of any Peking govern-
ment; that may be considered axioma-
tic. The great question is wether they
will effect more than a seeming toali-
tion in choosing others to take charge,
and whether they will then sibordinate
their own personal ends to the govern-
mental good.

Only time can tell. But optimists on
this question are hard to find in China
today.

FUNCTIONS TO PERFORM.

He next dealt with the export trade
and said that the government had cer-
tain functions to perform. In export
trade there were only two funda-
mentals: the first was the removal of
obstacies and the second was the ap-
plication of urge. To the government
fell the duty of the removal of ob-
stacles to trade. To those present, he
said, fell the duty of applying the urge
or business would be no more.

He said that this organization was
going to be extremely valdable in giv-
ing advice to the government as to how
to promote the free flow of trade.
Business must not become stagnant) he
said. He likened it to a ball which
must be kept rolling. If a ball, he said,
once became flat sided it would be
hard to start up again, but if it was
kept rolling it would gain momentum.
When business went flat it took com-
bined efforts to get the ball rolling and
keep it rolling at a steady speed.

TO AID IMPORT TRADE.

The Department of Trade and Com-
merce was primarily to aid export
business and it was his duty to see
that channels of trade were made for
Canada. Many thought that Canada
was exporting all its raw material, but,
he said that it had imported from the
United States last year $210,000,000 in
raw materials, such as raw cotton,
petroleum and rubber, which was man-
ufactured here. If we were to export
raw materials, he said, it was the duty
of his department to see that the chan-
nels were made easy.

ANOTHER DUTY.

Another duty of the department was
the gathering of statistics of business
in Canada, and he strongly urged his
auditors to make use of these statis-
tics as it applied to their own busi-
nesses. They should take advantage
of these statistics and study and an-
alyze them and see if Canada as a
whole was taking advantage of en-
trance to other countries.

He spoke of the present situation in
the United States and said that people
there were alarmed at the condition
of that country’s foreign trade and the
problems facing the export trade. The
United States was exercised over the
present situation, he said. That coun-
try must have some agreement and
must grant some concessions, and this
it was loath to do. In order to take
advantage of present conditions they
must come to Canada and if things
kept up there would be many branch
factories established here, he said.

CHANCES IN MARITIMES,

He spoke of the opportunities in the
Maritimes and said that they were as
good here as in any other part of the
Dominion, All the people had to do
here, he said, was to apply the urge
that he had mentioned previously.

He next voiced his belief in trade
within the Empire as far as possible.
The different parts must make con-
tributions towards amity and he said
that the load should not rest with the
Mother Country. After the develop-
ment of internal trade the exportable
surplus should go to sister dominions
and something in return taken from
them.

NATIONAL SENTIMENT.,

He spoke of the absolute need of a
national sentiment and said that the
young man in Canada could make as
much progress, could enjoy as fine a
citizenship, and develop as fine a char-
acter here as in any other part of the
world. A strong faith in the country
and its future was more essential than
loyalty.

PLEASED AT ORGANIZATION

“I am,” said Mr. Flemming, “look-
ing into the faces of men represent-
ing the business life of the Dominion
and I am glad to hear that they have
been so successful in the organiza-
tion of this great body which has
a wonderful field in which to work.
The subjects ‘with which you have
been dealing in your sessions here
are too big and important to engage
party division or strife and should
be dealt with on their merits, irre-
spective of politics.

“We sometimes expect too much in
the way of immediate results in de-
velopment, and are apt to imagine
that no progress is being made.
When, however, we look over a peri-
od of years weé can see that much
progress has been made. Last year
in the three prairie provinces there
was grown 800,000,000 bushels of
grain, and only a little over a genera-
tion ago the parliament of the coun-
try was discussing whether it was
worth while building a railway to
establish communication between
these provinces and the eastern part
of Canada. To the north of these we
have another area which is capable
of growing many more millions of
bushels of grain only waiting for rail-
wday communication, to be establish-
ed.

FOREST DEVELOPMENT

“Turning from the soil to the for-
est, there has been a wonderful de-
velopment in the last 35 years. For
the last five years the exports of
pulp and paper have been about $150,-
000,000 a year, and this year they are
hovering - around the $200,000,000
mark, and the end is not yet.

“Let us look at our mineral re-
sources. Firteen years ago the min-
eral production was $100,000,000 and
last year it had grown to $225,000,000,
an increase of more than 100 per
cent in that time. In 1910 the gold
produced in northern Ontario was
valued at $42,000 and last year this
had grown to $30,000,000. Last year
the copper produced was valued at
$16,000,000 and the ore in sight in
western Quebec, northern Ontario
and northern Manitoba give rise of
making this country the chief pro-
ducer of copper in the world. These
few facts show that Canada has a
wonderful future as a producer of
mineral and the surface has only
been touched, as yet.

CONSERVATIVE STAND

“I would like to speak for a few min-
utes of one or two questions, which I
believe are too big for party but de-
serve the best attention of all inter-
ested in the advancement of the coun-
try and I will say, speaking for the
Conservative party, that they will be
found willing to aid in the promotion
of any legislation tending to bring suc-
cess to the agricultural, manufacturing
and labor interests of the Dominion.

VISION OF PROMOTERS

“The vision of the men who pro-
moted these railways and canals was
a succession of loaded trains traveling
east and west with the commerce of
the Dominion and being sent from
Canadian ports to markets overseas.
This vision has not been altogether real-
ized and we have not seen the volume
of Canadian traffic being carried over
our own rails and to our own ports
that we should. We may not hope to
see 100 per cent of the traffic so car-
ried but we can, and should, see an
ever increasing volume so carried. The
railways and canals of Canada bear the
same function and if they do not de-
liver the required amount of trade to
any part of the body politic that part
| becomes weak. I have been glad to see
| the movement of grain from Alberta
| through the port of Vancouver and we
want the same traffic through our At-
lantic Canadian ports.

DUTY OF RAILWAYS

“Tt is not the duty of the railways to
carry this traffic at a loss to themselves
but the country should make it pos-
| sible for Canadian traffic to go through

‘\Canadian channels and any loss sus-
! tained by the government in this oper-
| ation would be more than made up by
‘[the increased earnings of the railways
| and the employment given at the va-
! rious ports of the country.

MATTER OF IMMIGRATION

“I wish to say a few words on the
matter of immigration. I am quite pre-
pared to justify the government in
spending money on bringing people in-
to the country, for we need them, but
I do believe that something should be
done to stop emigration from the coun-
try. For some years now we have lost
an average of 100,000 yearly and it is
necessary to stop this leak if real pros-
perity is to come. Capital and enter-
prise must combine to provide employ-
ment for them and government and
municipal bodies must act together to
make life on the farm more pleasant.
The young men do not go away be-
cause they want to but because they
feel that by so doing they are better-
ing their condition.

NATION-WIDE BODY

“I hope the organization will go on
to increasing success. It is a nation-
! wide body .and can be of great assist-
ance in solving the problems of thew’
day for the good of the people of the |
country.”

‘ The following is in part the address
delivered by J. D. McKenna yesterday
afternoon on “Problems of the East”:

“Many things have transpired in the
Maritime Provinces since the last con-
ference at Winnipeg. 1 have been asked
to discuss Maritime problems. At the
outset I might say that the problems
of the Maritimes are the problems of
Canada as a whole. Too much stress
has been placed upon the problems of.
the Maritimes, of the problems of Cen-
tral Canada and Western Canada, if we
are prepared to view them as national
problems to be solved in a national
way. I believe the Canadian Board of
Trade will fill a long felt want in this
respect, and I believe it is a good
medium to solve these problems. This
Board is Canadian in its scope and
comprises every section of Canada. I
hope every delegate will carry with
him the various messages expressed at
this convention.

John. In presenting that case we were
confronted with statements concerning
the Confederation Pact. The best solu-
tion of Maritime troubles is the carry-
ing out of that pact. The Confedera-
tion Pact was not the British North
America Act, which was later drawn
up. I will submit evidence to show
the fallacy of this. Some time ago A.
P. Patterson, of Saint John, obtained
some data on the Confederation Pact.
This pact was drawn up at a confer-
ence in London on December 4, 1866,
a conference of delegates from the pro-
vinces of Canada, Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick, at the Westminster
Palace Hotel, and known as the West-
minster Pact. Sir John A. Macdonald
was the chiarman, and H. Bernard the
secretary of the conferenc..

IN NATURE OF TREATY.

“In the words of Sir John A. Mac-
donald: ‘The scheme was not one
framed by the Government of Canada
or by the Government of Nova Scotia,
but it was in the nature of treaty
settled between the different colonies,
each clause of, which had been fully
discussed and which had been agreed
to by a system of mutual compromise.
It was highly desirable witk a view
to the maintainance of British power
jon the continent that there should be
confederation * * * if satisfied with the
Government that the scheme as a
whole was for the prosperity and bene-
fit of Canada.”’ Further down he says:
‘We will have the rights of the min-
ority respected.

“In the Westminster Conference re-
port the first two clauses read: “The
best interests and future prosperity of
British North America will be pro-
moted by a Federal Union under the
crown of Great Britain, provided such
union can be effected on principles just
to the several provinces.

“«,  In the Confederation of the
British North American Provinces the
system of Government best adapted
under existing circumstances to pro-
tect the diversified interests of the sev-
eral provinces and secure efficiency,

L C R. STIPULATION.

The British North America Act, Mr.
McKenna continued, framed after the
Westminster conference, called for the
building of a railroad (I. C. R.) from
Halifax to Saint Lawrence. This was
accomplished, but the Westminster
conference called for “the construction
of the Intercolonial Railway being
essential to the consolidation of the
Union of British North America, and
to the assent of the Maritime Provinces
thereto, it is agreed that provision be
made for its immediate construction by

the General Government, and that the |
Imperial guarantee for 8,000,000 pounds |

sterling pledged for this work be ap-
plied thereto, so soon as the necessary
authority has been obtained from the
Imperial Parliament. The communi-
cation with the Northwest territory
and the improvements required, are re-
garded by this conference as subjects
of the highest importance to the Con-
federation, and shall be prosecuted at
the earliest moment that the state of
the finances will permit.”

NEARLY BROKEN.

“The Confederation nearly broke on
the rock of the Constitution of this
country,” said Mr. McKenna. “By an
agreement the members of the House of
Commons were elected by unit of popu-
lation. Quebec was taken as a stand-
ard and was to have 65 members. The
representation of the remainder of
Canada was to be based on the popula-
tion of Quebec and its 65 members.
The Senate was first elected by prov-
inces and equally divided among the
two political parties. Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick were to have 12
members each, Quebec 24 and Ontario
24. Provision was made for Western
Canada for 24 more when the time
came. The Senate was supposed to be
a non-political body, appointed for life
and to serve the people. But it has
been anything but non-partizan. ’foday
it is simply a political body and the
members are elected by the political
party in power.

WEST’S DEVELOPMENT.

“It is not necessary,” said Mr. Mec-
Kenna, “to deal with the development
of the West and its increase in repre-
sentation in the House of Commons
and Senate, and the influence it has
thereby been able to use at Ottawa.
The conditions as they exist are well
known to all; but what should be taken
tiotice of ‘1s” that there has developed
in Canada a political condition which
is a violation of the Confederation
Agreement, and until this is remedied
we cannot hope for national unity.
How to get back to the original con-
dition and have the Senate function as
was intended is a matter which might
well be considered by this convention,
and I would suggest that the matter
be placed in the hands of a committee
with representatives from each of the
nine provinces, to bring in a resolu-
tion containing the committee’s recom-
mendation of what action should be
taken to effect a remedy.

EFFECT OF FAILURE.

“This was not done,” said Mr. Mc-
Kenna. “If this agreement had been
carried out we wouldn’t have any
Maritime, Central Canada or Western
problems to overcome today. This

Another feature that tends for com-
petition is mail order houses, who are
not wholesalers in any sense of the

| word and who do not pay taxes. The

last cause is the need of more popula-
tion. If the wholesaler were supplant-
ed it would mean that the manufac-
turers would have to increase their of-
fice staffs, warehouse space, selling or-
ganization, carry and assume credit
losses, collections and adjust claims, all
of which is done by the wholesaler. It

‘would. mean an increase of many hun-{
dreds and in some cases thousands of

customers. The average manufacturer
might do business with 50 wholesale
accounts, whereas if he sold direct to
the retailer he would have his accounts
increased to about 4,000.

IRADE IMPROVEMENTS

“In connection with improvements in
the wholesale trade, I might say Com-
mercial Protective Association, which
is sponsored by the Wholesale Dry
Goods Association, has to a large ex-
tent stopped smuggling of goods into
the country. Particularly in the dry
goods trade was this felt and today we
can notice a great improyement. The
hand to mouth buying today increases
the amount of book debts and increases
the turnover on small articles. Due to
some depression the stocks of retailers
at present are light and it will mean a
general demand for more goods. The
splendid crops assured fpr the west
this year will have a further bearing
on prosperity which will be felt
throughout the country.

NAMES UNMERITED

“In years gone by a whlesale mer-
chant was known as a merchant prince
but today he is called a profiteer, a
shylock and other names that are not
merited. I am sure that out of this
convention of the business men of Can-
ada great good will come and a new
understanding awakened. .

“] have a picture in my mind of a
great building, a vision as yet, in which
there are many niches and in the niches
are such things as honesty in dealings,
forbearance, good will, fairness in trad-
ing and other gooa policies. I see
names written in the annals of the
wholesale trade such as Mackay, Mec-
Kenzie, Johnson, Greenshields, Gault,
MclIntyre, etc. The memory of this
building gives me confidence in the fu-

ture of the wholesale trade and I leave
the building to walk out into the sun-
shine. On one side of the entrance is

a column on which is written ‘Retailer,” !

on the other side another on which is
inseribed ‘Manufacturer, and in the
centre of stone that is greater than
granite or marble is written ‘Whole-
saler, the keystone and arch of ser-
vice.”

Dr. Brittain Speaks

Dr. H. L. Brittain, director of the
Dominion Bureau of Municipal Re-
search, Toronto, in the final address of
the afternoon, spoke on Municipal Tax-
ation. 'T'his address which was listen-
ed to with much attention, follows:

“It is about as difficult to give a
thorough treatment of the subject of
municipal tax isolated from other
forms of taxation as it would be Fo
write a thesis on the human leg with-
out reference to its bodily attachments.

“Public taxation is a huge complex
which is organically related and cannot
be separated into independent parts
without danger of losing sight of their
vital interrelations. For example, in
Ontario there is a province wide muni-
cipal income tax but no provincial in-
come tax. In Manitoba
Columbia there is no municipal income
tax, but there is a provincial income
tax. Both forms of income tax fall on
the same taxpayers, and, masmuch as
the various prévinces make different
sized grants from provincial revenues
for strictly local purposes, the real unit
of local taxation is provincial taxation
plus municipal taxation. Again in On-
tario the cities are at least for the
main part separated from the county
so that there is no county rate for the
city taxpayer. In other provinces the
cities may be an administrative part
of their counties and may have a coun-
ty levy. In the three prairie provinces
there are direct levies on the municipal
assessment, collected by the municipali-
ties for provincial purposes, while in
most provinces this form of direct pro-
vincial taxation is unknown.

“For purpose of local administration,
however, it is absolutely necessary-to
scrutinize the field of municipal tax-
ation and this may be done with ex-
cellent results if its relation to pro-
vincial taxation and in some degree

WHAT IS TAXATION?

“Before we can go far in such an in-
quiry we must decide on what taxation
is. Perhaps as good a definition as
any is that a tax is a payment for pub-
lic services for which a charge propor-
tional to service rendered cannot be
made at or about the time the service
Taxation is more or less
little relation to the cost "of direct
services rendered.

“Municipal Taxation may be said to
be that part of the municipal revenue
which must be raised by general levy
to make up the difference between the
municipal revenue from sources other
than taxation and the total proposed
current expenditure.

SPECIAL FEATURES,

“In a study of municipal taxation
one is helped by the facts that it is
mostly direct, its results are fairly evi-
dent, and the services for which it
pays are carried on in direct view of
the people who pay the bills, and who,
therefore, have a first hand knowledge
of the local situation, a knowledge
which may be quite lacking in the pro-
vincial and Dominion fields.

“While provincial and national tax-
ation have definite effects on business
and industry over the wide areas affect-
ed, the effects of municipal taxation in
handicapping one municipality as a
home for business and industry in com-
parison with another municipality are
very direct and may have very serious
local consequences.

THE TWO MAIN PHASES.

“A discussion of municipal taxation
naturally falls under two heads:

(a) The amount of taxation.

(b) The sorts of taxation in use.

“The former topic has been too fre-
quently ignored and interest centered
on the latter. I believe this to be a
great mistake as the weight of taxa-
tion is certainly as important as its
incidence. In fact its weight can’ be
readily ascertained but the incidence
is a very complicated matter. It may
even be said that the apparent inci-
dence of a tax is very frequently not
its real incidence. Often the man who

actually hands in the cheque to t$
city treasurer bears only part of t

burden or even none at all. Many
taxpayers are really only convenient
tax collectors for the city. ..

“The failure to pay proper atten-
tion to the amount of taxation is due
to two main factors:

“(a) A tacit assumption that taxa-
tion is unavoidable and cannot bc re-
duced.

“(b) A feeling on the part of many
that their taxes are too large and that
the other fellow should be made to
bear a larger.share.

“A belief that because taxes are un-
avoidable nothing can be done to re-
lieve the situation is not based on
facts.

“One way in which many munici-
palities can cut down their tax bills
is to enforce proper collections for ser-
vices for which direct charges may be
made. For example, many municipali-
ties either own hospitals or pay ‘he
deficits of public hospitals not undgr
direct municipal control. Particularly
in the out-patient departments mamy
hospitals which used to give all treat-
ments and even all medicines free to
out-patients are now making charges
where the patients can pay. This is
not only good for the hospital but good
for the character of the patients. Many
hospitals have also employed a social
investigator to determine the ability
to pay of those applying for free beds.
It is almost amazing what can be done
in this line. Any revenues so collected
diminish hospital deficits and therefore
decrease the amount to be raised by
public taxation. Adequate fees for
overhanging signs, encroachments on
sidewalks, are often given insufficient
consideration.

“There are other fields in which
similar principles may be applied if
there is a sincere desire and deter-
mined purpose to do justice both by
the taxpayer and the user of services.

“Having augmented the revenues
other than taxation if possible and as
far as possible, there still remains
much that can be done.

“Taxes are made necessary by the
cost of municipal service and anything
which may be done to reduce the cost
of such service immediately effects
a reduction in taxation, in which casg
