Winston Churchill in his final budget
speech Thursday, declared a coal stop-
page of fourteen weeks would mean
hard times in Great Britain for at
least two years.

CONFOUNDS PROPHETS.

The present coal situation confounds
most political prophets, who believed
at the end of the general strike the
owners had been rendered more reason-
able by the rally of workers in general
1o help the miners and that the latter
would be less obstinate when the sup-
port of the whole trades union move-
ment was withdrawn from them.

TALK OF COMMISSION

Under British law, parliament is su-
preme, and when the Commons teas-.
sembles the<Premier may introduce
legislation setting up a commission
with Lord Reading as chairman, and
with power to enforce compulsory ar-

.. bitration on both sides. Even then it
is realized that the coal industry is
one in which volunteers cannot sup-
plant miners, and in the last analysis
only starvation can force them baek
to work.

Four nods of the head,
stretched over a period of two and a
half minutes, told a story of the effec-
ltiveness of the hydrocyanic acid
sprayed into the concrete death vault
iin which Jukich sat strapped to a
chair.

SCHOONER QUETAY
IS VICTIM OF FIRE

Vessel Known Hére Burned o

A despatch from Rockland, Me,, this
morning states that the British schooner
Quetay, a sraft familiar along the Saint
John waterfront, has been burned to
the water’s edge at a point one and a
half miles off Schoodic Island whistling
buoy. The schoner was badly damaged
in a stiff blow on Thursday, when the
coastguard took off the crew of five
men. Last night an explosion occurred
on board, and soon the vessel’s cargo
of pulpwood was burning furiously,
lighting up the sea for a long distance.

The United States patrol boat Dallas
was sent to the burning vessel, and
when she left early today her captamn
reported that the schooner had been
destroyed above the water-line. The
Dallas will tow the remains of the craft
ashore today.

Difficult to Get Doctors at Var-
ious Points on Southwest
Coast :

his office and terrorized the countryside
generally, was told with the arrival
here of the alfeged culprits in charge.

RESPONSE PROMPT

While there Is a certain amount of
destitution in the outports during the
winter months, calling for relief by the
government, Newfoundland is rarely
called upon to deal with a situation
precipitated by direct action. The
news that a. considerable portion of

male pepulation -of

neighboring village of Harbor Grace,
demanding food, and on being refused
had committed depredations, was re-
ceived with something akin to con-
sternation. But response to the chal-
lenge made against constituted author-
ity was prompt.

This force was augmented
en route and by the time Upper Isl-
and Cove was reached the expedition
had grown to 20 men.

MET BY FOMENTERS.

The officers of the law were met on
the outskirts of the village by the
fomenters of the trouble and a palaver
ensued. The villagers were given 48
hours in which to deliver up the ring-
leaders. The police then retired to
Harbor Grace. Well within the time
limit set, four men trudged over the
ridge separating the two communities,
crossed the harbor by ferry and sur-
rendered. They were immediately
brought to St. John’s and are now in
jail here awaiting trial.

The residents of Upper Island Cove
received $19,000, in relief during the
winter of 1925. They received relief
fortnightly throughout the past win-
ter. On, April 29, 140 families re-
ceived the usual relief. It was fol-
lowing this distribution that a visit
was paid to Harbor Grace and upon
the relieving officer refusing to hand
out additional supplies that the depre-
dations occurred. i

The critics of the London papers are
uncertain whether to laugh at the film
or denounce it.

ALL-AMERICAN

They all point out, however, with
more or less emphasis, the significant
fact that in the whole picture there is
not a single reference to the part play-
ed in the war by the British, Canadians,
French or any others, and that Ameri-
cans seeing the picture must have had
the impression confirmed that only the
Americans fought the war and won the
war.

While the British war films like “Zee-
brugge” and “Ypres,” which illustrated
phases of the war from the British
standpoint, have not been shown in the
United States at all, this American
film will undoubtedly be shown in all
the British Dominions and colonies,
with doubtful effects upon those whao
do not happen to have a sense of
humor.

TAKES 1T SERIOUSLY.

The Daily Express for one takes the
picture very seriously. It calls the
whole thing “portentous nonesense” and
asks “Do we want the new generation
to regard the war as a boistrous bloody
melodrama and a festival of chewing
gum flirtations with lively French
farm girls?”

This thing is more in the spirit
of Hollywood than of the Soul of
America. It vulgarizes sacred mem-
ories and its raucous hooliganism shat-
{ers the silence of secret places. “The
verdict of the people over here” con-
tinues the Express, “is ilkely to be
they have our money and now they
want our glory.”

A COLOSSAL ADVT.

The Daily Mail says that the film
might be diverting for Americans, but
it should not have been sent to Eu-
rope. Fortunately, it adds, the Brit-
ish people possess a sense of humor.
The Morning Post calls it the most
colossal advertisement the Americans
have yet issued.

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DOMINION ENSIGNS.

The question of individual ensigns for
the Dominions and other parts of the
Empire has been once again brought to
the fore by the debate in the Union
Parliament at Capetown.

There secems to be a great divergence
of opinion, the Empire through, on this
subject. On the one hand it is con-
tended that a single flag, common to
every part of the Empire, is a symboli
of unity and a force to preserve the|

- same. On the other hand, it is main-|
tained that a distinguishing badge for|
each nation will have no disintegrating
effect, that—except perhaps in Aus-
‘tralia—the conjoined crosses of St.
George, St. Andrews and St. Patrick
do not cover the whole mass of the
population in their symbolism of racial
origins and that nationhood demands
fts individual mark.

* ¥ ¥

Both contentions are arguable, There
§s a great deal of sentiment—and senti-
ment is a fine thing—behind it all and
that must be remembered when endeav-
cring to estimate values. As colonies
all naturally flew the Union Jack; when
graduating to independence, that detall
was left unaltered because, presumably,

“nobody thought to do otherwise. Now
8 natural impulse to express individual-
ity impells the Dominions to devise na-
tional ensigns, but South Africa has
beer. the first to consider one from
which the Union Jack is entirely elimi-
nated. That does strike one as a radical
departure, éven if the English, Scot-
tish and Irish races in the Dominions
do not.form the whole mass or do not,
in some cases, even predominate, the
spirit of all the constitutions, the legal
forms and the ideals lcavening the
young nations is entirely British and,
therefore, the insignia of Great\Britain
should undoubtedly find place in their
flags if the new symbol is to have real

meaning.

. *» %

One point sometimes held is that
the discarding of the Union Jack itself
§s disrespect to the Sovereign. This is
hard to follow, since the Royal Stand-
ard, not the Union Jack, is the King’s
personal flag. Furthermore, the Union
Jack, as it now appears, only dates
from 1801.

But, after all, there does appear to
be a fairly general desire throughout
the British Dominions to distinguish|
themselves from the Motherland and
from each other by means of ensigns.
If this be really the wish of the
peoples, then it should be made effec-
five and a simple round-table con-
ference ought to settle the matter of
standardizing designs to a general pat-
tern desirable in the interests of uni-
formity in the eyes of the world.

The year end-
ing April 80 has brought to us a fair
measure of success and progress in our
endeavor to promote the spiritual, in-
tellectual, social and physical wellbeing
of our girls. The ycar has taken from
us Mrs. McAvity, the founder, the
patroness, the fairy god-mother of the
Y. W. C. A. in Saint John. Day by day
as we meet and discuss and plan we
miss her optimism and her vision and
her many points of contact with a large
and influential group—and her vacant
place is still unfiled—nor soon can be
filled—in our hearts and in the work
which she started and which we are
trying to carry on.

PHYSICAL WORK

‘Qur physical department—the phase
3Lo( our work which is best known to
the public, will present a report this
evening—of activities ranging from a
track meet to dancing—from basketball
to swimming.

You had an opportunity last week,
and another on Tuesday evening, to
observe how excellent is the instruction
we offer in the physical branch.

We know that Miss McArthur is a
teacher of the first rank. The pupils
do very finished work. We regret sin-
cerely that she is’ not coming back to
us next year. The physical committee,
headed by Mrs. A. E. Logie is most
devoted and hard working.

SOCIAL ACTIVITIES

The social side of life is never-long
neglected where girls congregate. Our
most ambitious social function of the
year was a father and daughter ban-
quet in early spring. Its purpose was
twofold—to give the fathers a pleasant
opportunity to show their interest in
th.eir daughters’ affairs—and to give the
girls a good time. Mrs. Sommerville
was responsible for the idea and was
general convener for its execution. The
affair was an unqualified success and
we hope to repeat it every year.

Your directors have long felt that the
spiritual and intellectual sides of the
girl’s development suffer greatly when
finances do not permit us to have .a
general secretary. Shortly after the
beginning of 1926 the growing need for
a full-time worker to direct all our ac-
"tivities could no longer be disregarded,
and now we have Miss Edith Poore on
the job every day and all day. Miss
Poore has a remarkable faculty of
getting on with girls—and of settling

Europe Uncertain
WASHINGTON, D. C, May 21—
The market for Canadian and United
States apples and pears in Northern
Europe depends largely on the refusal
of peasants to abandon their old-fashe
ioned methods of horticulture, says a
report issued today by the Department
of Agriculture. “Should there be a de-
velopment toward modern practice in
production, preparation for market and
storage, along with better distributing
and transporting facilities, will be
made,” the report states.

FINANCIAL PROBLEM.

The matter of finanicng the Y. W.
C. A. has proven a baffling problem to
your directors. It is no secret that we
have reached a financial crisis now at
the beginning of our new fiscal ycar.

Early last autumn our finance com-
mittee asked a group of professional
and business men to look into our
affairs, and advise us as to the best
course to pursue in money matters.
This commitee consisted of Messrs. H.
F. Puddington, G. E. Barbour, E. A.
Schofield, Howard P. Robinson and W.
R. Pearce.

After many meetings, after estimates
from valuators and architects—after an
independent survey by a Y. M. C. A.
expert from New York—who gave us
a day—enroute from Summerside to
New York—after 10 days spent by Miss
Ford—head of the finance department
of our own Dominion Council in To-
ronto, our advisory committee came to
the conclusion that we need a large sum
of money for immediate repairs and
improvements to this building—and to
carry us through next year.

HALF MILLION GONE,
BANK MAN INDICTED

Fitchburg, Mass., Financier is
Charged With Larceny on
59 Counts

Frederick C. Nichols, banking, poli-
tical and social power of Fitchburg,
Mass., stands indicted by a special ses-
sion of the Worcester county grand jury
on 59 counts, involving violation of the
banking and insurance laws and charg-
ing statutory larceny of large amounts.

The mystery of what became of near-
ly a half million dollars involved in
transactions over a long period of years
still remained unanswered, after months
of investigation, when Nichols stood
in the Superior Criminal Coprt this
week to answer to the indictment. He
reserved the right .o plead and will
appear before Judge Nelson P. Brown
May 25, when it is expected that the
trial date will be set.

The most interesting revelation con-
cerned Nichols’ connections with the
Fitchburg Mutual Fire Insurance Com-
pany, of which he was a member of
the finance committee. He borrowed
money from this company in large
amounts, it is claimed by the govern-
ment, the smallest being in the neigh-
borhood of $25,000.

He was an official of the Fitchburg
Savings Bank, which lost heavily.

Interesting Discussion in Brit-
ish Commons on Anti-Death
Penalty Motion

LONDON, Mey 22—What is cow-
ardice?

Members of parli;nnent tried to find
an answer to this question in a de-
bate in the House of Commons a few
days ago on a motion by Mr. Thurtle,
Socialist member for Shoreditch, to
abolish the death penalty in the army
for cowardice, or desertion on active
service.

was a story by R. Morrison, another [’

hom, of the experience of a friend of
his during the Great War. While on
outpost duty this friend was the ser-
geant in command of a party of four
men who were cut off without food
or ammunition.

SUGAR KILLS FISH

Remarkable Effects of Recent

Refinery Fire in
Australia

ADELAIDE, Australia, May 22—
Remarkable effects of the recent fire
at the Colonial Sugar Refining Com-
pany’s works at Port Adelaide are now
being revealed.

Burnt and raw sugar which found
its way to the sea has killed animal
and plant life near the piers ‘and in
the river bed, and the thousands of
poisoned fish have driven shoals to-
wards the sea shore, where they have
attracted numerous sharks, greatly to
the alarm of bathers, one of whom lost
his life. Shark-baiting is now pro-
ceeding with the greatest igor.

Probably the most important result
is the reported destruction, for the
present, at all events, of the Teredo
worn, which is extensively damaging
South Australian wharves. Engineers
are examining the piles to ascertain
whether the worm has been killed, but
observations encourage the belief that
the mixture of salt water and sugar
has had surprising results.

Price maintenance as a fair trading
policy, was the subject of an address
felivered last -evening by Joseph T.
Crowder, of Vancouver, Dominion
president of the Retail Merchants’ As-
sociation of Canada, to a representi-
tive body of the local Retail Mer-
chapts’ Asseciation and Wholcsale
Grocers’ Guild, at a banquet at the
JAdmiral Beatty Hotel. oL

M. E. Grass presided with Mr. Crow-
der, L. W. Simms, president of the
' S8aint John Board of Trade, and W, S.
Fisher on his right, and Hon. J. B. M.
Baxter, K.C., Premier of New Bruns-
wick, David Magee and William
Hawker on his left.

Mr. Crowder said that:he had been
travelling since last September and
was now completing a tour which had
taken him into every town of any size
in Canada. In all provinces and local-
fties he had found pricc cutting prev-
slent and going from bad to worse. In
jome instances well known goods were
being sold at less than wholesale prices
with the result that business condi-
lﬁonl were becoming demoralized. The
fomestic trade in Canaaa was twice
s great as its import and export trade
rombined. Such a business was too
important to have demoralized by un-
fair methods.

Mr. Crowder said that a meeting of
retailers, wholesalers and manufac-

A R R
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turers was called at Toronto in March,
and the Canadian Fair Trade League
had been created which would make it
possible for the manufacturer to set a
fair price upon his goods to the con-
sumer and see that the distributors
observed this price.

He pointed out that the idea of the
manufacturer setting his price was not
a new one, but had been carried out
in Canada for many years by a num-
ber of the leading firms, some setting
a fixed price for all localities, others
varying the price for different zones,
as transportation and other charges
made advisable.

Many of the British Columbia retail-
ers had co-operated .with the manu-
facturers on a maintained price -basis
and had materially increased their
sales without charging prices out of
proportion with those charged for
similar commodities and comparable
with those charged in other parts of
Canada.

FALSE IMPRESSIONS.

The speaker said that many false
impressions had been circulated by
people who wished to make it seem
that the Canadian Fair Trade League
wished to raise prices. Such was not
the case. The manufacturer would
state his price which would have to
meet competition from every other
manufacturer in his line. He instanced
.the bar chocolate business as one in
which the price was maintained at five
_cents, and yet competition in this line
was particularly keen.

In Great Britain, Mr. Crowder said,
‘the principle bad been in vogue for
many years, and yet some commodities
that have had their price established
for a quarter of a'century, were felling
there at prices less tham they were
bringing in Canada in a wide ppen
competitive market. He pointed out
that the movement was not a price-
fixing one, but a price-maintaining one.

IS QUESTIONED.

In reply to a question as to whether
the movement would not put chain
and department stores and mail-order
houses out of business the speaker said
that firms did not go out of business
because they sold at a profit but he-
cause they made losses. Competition
for the public favor would remain

10 BE CONTINUED
BY ROYAL MAILLIN

Announcement Received by
Halifax Office From
London

HALIFAX, N.S., May - 21.—

_ That the tender of the Royal
Mail Steamship Packet Company
for the West Indies steamship
services had not been accepted
and that the company would
continue to operate a passenger
and freight service without sub-
sidy, was the announcement con-
tained in the statement issued to-
day by John Hulbert, local man-
ager of the line. The statement
was as follows:

“Advice has been received from Ot-
tawa by the Royal Mail Steam Packet
Company that its tender for the Can-
ada-Bermuda, Windward Island and
Demerara fortnightly freight and pas-
senger service, which was called for
by the Canadian government under the
terms of the recently negotiated West
Indies trade treaty, has not been ac-
cepted.

MONTHLY SERVICE.

“As the result of this non-aceptance
of the tender the head office of the
Royal Mail Steam Packet Company,
London, has cabled the Halifax office
that commencing July, the company
will provide a monthly freight and
passenger service from Canada, calling
at Bermuda, Windward Islands and
Demerara, and that it will do this
without any subsidy whatever.

“The established passenger and
freight fortnightly sailings from Halj-
fax to Bermuda, West Indies and
Demerara under contract with the
government will be maintained for the
month of June.

“On the new monthly service the
ships to be employed will be the well
known passenger and freight steamers
R. M. S. P. Chaleur and R. M. S, P.
Chignecto, each of which carries pas-
senger accommodation for about 100
first and second-class passengers and
75 third-class passengers. These ships
also have refrigerator space for perish-
able produce.”

CANADIANS WILL
HONOR TECUMSEH

Monument to Great Shawnee
Warrior to Be Erected—
Grave Unknown

Tecumseh, the great Shawnee Indian
warrior, ally of the British in the war
of 1812 against the United States, is
to have a monument erected to his
memory by Canadian and Iroquois ad-
mirers of his patriotism and leadership.

Miss Evelyn H. C. Johnson, of
Brantford, Ontario, sister of the famous
Indian poetess, E. Pauline Johnson, is a
leader in the movement to erect a fit-
ting memorial to the Indian hero.

“For over one hundred years,” says
Miss Johnson, “Canada has left the
name of Tecumseh in disgraceful obliv-
fon, without monument or memorial,
save a small boulder, erected by a
historical soclety on the spot where this
great patriot fell. But white men have
accepted the life-blood of the great
Shawnee Indian, who helped to save
Canada and the map of the British
Empire.

“After the great war, people wished
to memorialize their men who fell at
the front doing their duty. This was
light. But Tecumseh sleeps unhonored
by those he fought for—white people.

“Tecumseh was a great warrior, not
a chief. Let him sleep; like Moses, his
grave will never be found. Tecumseh
was not of the Six Nations Indians, but
he was our brother. ILike Captain
Brant, whom the Six Nations Indians
and Canada have honored, Tecumseh
threw in his might and fought for
Great Britain.

“No one will ever find the burial
place of Tecumseh, known only to a
few faithful Indians who followed him.
1t is a mystery. Indians keep silent.”

HALF - WITTED MAN
RESURRECTS  BODY

Was Carrying it Away on His
Shoulders When Prowlers
Frightened Him

Trailed out of St. Agnes’ Cemetery
at Syracuse, N. Y., shortly after day-
light one morning, when he is be-
lieved to have revisited the scene of
his crime, Franklin Allen, 19, a former
inmate of the State School for Mental
Defectives at Rome, N. Y., confessed
he exhumed the body of Mrs. John H.
Murphy and left it lying beside the
grave.

He dug up the body, he told the
police, by mistake, thinking the grave
of Mrs. Murphy ‘was that' of another
woman, with ‘whom he had been ac-
quainted and who died about a year
ago.

CALLS PROVISION WISE

The minister replied that his inves-
tigation into the matter had led him
to the conclusion that the provision re-
quiring that the per cent manufacture
in Canada was an exceedingly wise one.
He had discovered that some motor
plants were not manufacturing, but
were merely assembling in Canada.
