New York, Oct. 2—~The pennent
winning New York Giants ~and
Yankees marshalled their boards of
strategy today for the opening of their
seeond straight contest for the world’s
championship at the Polo Grounds on
Wednesday, The series this year will
be for the best four out'of seven, instead
of five out of nine, as a year ago.

Saturday’s vietory for the Yankees
over the Red Sox, clinching the pen-
nant, proved to be the margin by
which the Hugmen held the top when
the season closed yesterday.. They
dropped the final contest when Wash-
ington hammered Sam Jones to the
tune of 6 to 1, and the St. Louis
Browns, runners up, concluded the sea-
son with their third straight triumph
over Chicago, 2 to 1.

With the National Jeague pennant
decided in favor of the Giants last
week, chief interest in the National
League concluding drive was in the
battle for second place. Cincinnati,
under the leadership of Pat Moran,
ousted Pittsburg from the runner-up
position on the final day by twice
trimming the Pirates, 5 to 4 and 5 to
1. The double setback left the
Pirates in a tie for third place with
the St. Louis Cardinals, who wound
up the season by defeating Chicago
7tol.

Cleveland also upset the standing in
the American League on the final days,
crowding Chicago out of fourth place
by defeating Detroit 6 to 5, while the
White Sox lost to the Browns. The
Tigers held third place by but a single
game.

The Giant regulars, playing behind
Johnson, a recruit pitcher, were
blanked in the first game of a double-
header by Tim McNamara, college
rookie of the Boston Braves, while
McGraw’s substitute aggregation
blanked the visitors in the second con-
test, with Nehf, McQuillan and Scott
on the mound. The scores of both
games were 3 to 0. MeNamara's
victory was his second shutout in 8
week, Brooklyn falling a victim to his
curves a few days ago.

Great Britain’s recession from tle
negitral zone controversy caused no lit-
tle surprise and disappointment here,
but it was generally admitted that this
step was the only thing which could
have steyed Mustapha Kemal Pasha’s
hand. It is pointed to as another evi-
dence of  Britain’s extraordinary
patience and earnest desire to avoid
war.

Up to the time of the issuance of
Brig.-General Harington’s temporizing
note, Saturday night, the situation
looked exceedingly critical. It is mow
conceded that his tact and tolerance,
coupled with the timely arrival of rein-
forcements from England prevented
the Turks from striking at Chanak.

The situation Saturday afternoon
was so strained that a break seemed in-
evitable. The British had orders to de-
fend Chanak at all costs, as the Turks
were slowly enveloping the Dar-
danelles citidal.

On Saturday morning the Turkish
forces were increased by 1,500 calvalry-
men, and everything indicated the be-
ginning of a hostile movement.

Conference Difficulties.

Russian Soviet Note Insists
On Free Passage of Trad-

Moscow, Oct. 2—The Soviet Russian
government has sent a note to Great
protesting
against the blockade of the Dardanelles,
and insisting upon the removal of all
restrictions to the free passage of trad-
ing ships through the straits.

The note contends that Britain is
showing “indifference to the interests of
Russia and the other Black Sea states.”

The Soviet government declares it
has placed orders with European coun-
tries and the U. S. and the majority of :
already loaded upon ships
which,_are designed to be sent through
the straits to the Black Sea ports.

if the company had wadnted to db
busineéss with the city en a just and
ptopér basis, if its désite had beei to
ptotect the inficent Investor, of Which
its agents talk so glibly, it could have
named a price that did not take eare
of watered stock and ghe valug to

tirer claims which the city is not
préepared to recognize. But that is the
cothpany’s owi busiiéss. If it pre-
fers to enter into competition with the
city, if it prefers to makeé as much
trouble as it can rathér than squeeze
out the water from its stock, it is at
liberty to do so, but in that case the
people will pay very little attention to
any squealing about thé Power Com-
pany being “crushed.” 7

The specious argument by Power
Company agents that in order to meet
competition the city could steadily in-
crease taxes will influience no one.

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WEALTH COMPARED

Berlin, Oc¢t. 2~—The total taxable
property heid by the German people
amounts to 1,950 milliards paper
marks, according to an estimate made
by Reconstruction in its current fssue.
Seventy per cent. of the aggregate is
given as personal and real property,

“leleven per cent. as town property, four-

teen per cent. rural, two per cent.
mining, and three per cent. as goods,
ships, " metallic currency, ete.

The average of pre-war estimates
on German-owned private property,
the periodical states, works out at 330
milliards gold marks, from which
amount the following reductions
should be made: Thirty milliards gold
marks in state property (belonging to
the empire, iIndividual states, and
local authorities, such as railways,
canals, forests, €tc.), thirteen milliards
of property held by the poorest classes
which escapes taxation, and, further,
a sum amounting to about twenty per
cent, of the total which is especially
favored by the regulations for econo-
mic reasons, or manages to evade taxa-
tion. This amounts to about sixty=

¥ | five milliards gold marks.

Deducting these 108 milliatds from
the pre-war average of estimates, a
balance of 222 milliards remains.
From this total, however, Reconstruc-
tion states; the following sums must
be deducted as a result of the war:
twenty-five milliards in values de-
stroyed by the war amounting origin-
ally to fifty milliards, one-half having
been made good by reconstruction
thirty milliards loss on captial invest-
ed abroad; twenty-fve milliards loss of
territory, and ten milliards surrendered
to the Entente in railways, ships, etc.

The sum left after taking off these
ninety milliards in losses, the publi-
cation sets roundly at 130 milliards
gold marks. In converting gold into
paper marks, it states, the following
index numbers based on the prices
cutrent in the home German marke
should be employed: Personal and
real property, fifteen; town landed
property, ten; mining property; tem;
and goods, ships, ete., sixty.

When the various categories of pro-
perty: are multiplied by these figures
their values in paper marks are de-
termined. According to this caleula-
tion, the average depreclation index
figure is fifteen, thus giving 1,950 mil-
liards paper marks as equivalent to
180 milliards in gold.

“The question then arises,” says
Reconstruction, “ ‘how is the gold value
of the property to be maintained?
The experts who have made this calcu-
lation during the past few weeks are
convinced that the gold value is con-
tinually diminishing, but an examinha-
tion of this question is an important
factor in any honest economic policy,
whether for financ¢ial or reparation pur-
poses.” .

In the latter
only & few changes have been made
from the old drthodox sérvices, while
Antonin has gone in for simplicity.
He bas dismissed bis cheirs, done away
with theé seeret altars, and holds his
services in the Russian tongue while
stariding in the middle of the church.

STATUE OF 300 B. C.
Discovered by Aséhitect in Dorset Vil-
lage.

London, Sept. 13—(By mail)—An in-
teresting archaeological discovery has
been made by Arnold Mitehell, the
architect, of Hanover Square. While in
Dorset recently Mr. Mitchell came
across a marble Greek statue of gréat
antiquity in one of the villages. The
statue, which has suffered surface in-
jury from exposure, is 6f a woman, and
is now in the Ashmolean Museum at
Oxford, wheré it is considered a valu-
able addition to the exhibits there. It
has been given the hame “Edith.”

Dr. Percy Gatdner, professor of
classical arehaeology at Oxford Uni-
versity, and oné of the greatest living
authorities, piits the age of the statue
at two thousand two hundred years, his
opifiion bdng that this refmarkédble
“find” dates from aboit 800 B. C. As
the marble is the coarse grained ma-
terlal of the islands, Professor Gard-
ner has formed the opinion that the
statue comes from the neighborhood: of
Smyrna.

Toney, though nearing the end of
his usefulness, was rated as the fourth
best pitcher in the National League
last year. His failure to get into con-
dition on time and keep primed
caused. McGraw to cast him loose
without restraint. The Douglas inci-
dent, which resulted in the big fellow
being ousted from organized baseball
for life, was a late development of the
season.

Douglas pitched the Giants’ to two
victories and one defeat against the
Yankees last year, but Toney was less
effective, being knocked out by the
American Leaguers’ ‘“Murderers’ Row”
hoth times he was started, the first
time in the third inning and in the
inical session in his second start.

Unless McGraw introduces some of
his -youngsters, which he will be re-
luctant to do, the burder of carrying
the Giants through this series will fall
upon the shoulders of Virgil Barnes
and Arthur Nehf, with McQuillan
playing the third fiddle. Nehf lost
two of his three starts in the last
series, and Barnes triumphed in his
only ‘two attempts. McQuillan was
not with the Giants last year,

Nehf and Barnes both showed ef-
fectiveness in the 1921 series, and in
doing so confirmed what has been
generilly the case—that a team which
ean slug its way through a 154 game
champion season is quite docile when it
faces a continuity of good slab work.

To illustrate: The Yanks last year

LIVES WERE LOST

Some Say 100,000 Died in
Typhoon. Which Struck
Swatow Region.

Swatow, China, Oct. 2—The typhoon
which struck Swatow and the sur-
rounding region on August 8, resulted in
the loss of more than 60,000 lives and
without doubt was the worst of its
kind on record in China.

The exact amount, of damage prob-
ably never wilt be known, but esti-
mates run to many millions of dollars.
Scarcely a house in the entire city es-
caped damage. Scores are total wrecks.

The death toll is far in excess of
first estimates. The most accurate
figures available show that between
three and four thousand bodies have
been buried in Swatow alone. This
does not account for the possible hun-
dreds swept out to sea. Many villages,
some small and some large, covering an
area of about seventy-five square miles
are totally’ wiped out. The most con-

servative estimates place the total-numn-
ber of dead at 60,000, biit other esti--
mates place the figure as high as 100,-
000.

Dr. O’Brien, Superinten-
dent at the Beaside at Niantic, asserted
in his paper on bone and glandular
tubercluosis that the following results
had been secured:

1. All forms of
the sun cure.

2. Surgical operations are unwise for
the treatment of diseased glands.

3. Pure sunlight, instead of sunlight
filtered through windows is demanded.

4. The intense suffering which ¢hil-
dren ill with bone tuberculosis experi-
ence stops speedily under the sun cure
treatment.

5. The removal of tonsils and ade-
noids has not led to benefit, but to a
decided aggravation of symptoms.
