The Austrians were dealt a smashing blow. It resulted in the Allies making 
new advances pushing forward as far as Vayolia, which was taken by the vic­
torious Italians notwithstanding desperate resistance.

Italian Headquarters on the Piave, Oct. 28—“We used to say that all roads 
led to Rome,” said an Italian general, speaking of the new advance, “but now it 
appears that all roads lead towards the land of the barbarians.”

“German soldiers ! Be vigilant, ’lire 
word ‘armistice’ is current in the trenches 
and camps, but we have not yet leached 
that point.

It was 
along the Piave River below the >)on- 
tello Plateau, where the Austrian armies 
met a terrible defeat last June and July. 
The river has been safely negotiated and 
official statements show that the Allies 
are over three miles eastward of the 
stream and hold the eastern bank for ap­
proximately seven miles. They have 
taken more than 15,000 prisoners. The 
Italian, British and French seriously 
threaten the Important railroad points of 
Conegliano and Oderso, and two of the 
railway lines supporting the Austro- 
Hungarians on the Piave front.

The capture by the Allies of Od^tso 
would probably result in an enforced 
retirement along the Piave River to the 
sea. It is also probable that readjust­
ment of the line northward would be­
come necessary.

Apparently the Allied thrusts in the 
mountain zone between the Piave and 
the Brenta were feints for the purpose 
of attracting the attention of the enemy 
from the more formidable movement 
across the Piave. Troops and supplies 
are being rushed to the Piave front and 
It Is evidently purposed to force the' 
offensive to the utmost. '

In'addition to the British, Italian and 
French troops already taking part in 
the fighting, American troops are re­
ported to be in reserve. The American 
infantry force is not large, probably two 
regiments or less, and not unlikely will 
be brigaded with the Italians or British. 
The fighting east of the Piave has been 
very heavy, the Austrians struggling bit­
terly to prevent the Allies from en­
larging their gains on the west bank.

THE EPIDEMIC

The emergency meeting of women 

called by Hon. Dr. Roberts yesterday 

in the Veterans’ Hall had a very prac­

tical outcome that should aid very ma­

terially In meeting the critical situation 

that exists all over the province as a 

result of the Influenza epidemic. The 

Red Cross branches and the Women’s 

Institutes cover the province fairly well. 

They are already organised anti can act 

at once. There must be, as Dr. Roberts 

pointed out, people In every community 
who are well, and who could give aid to 
those who are ill It is a question of 
organization, of having some one at the 
head In each locality to whom a doctor 
could appeal with some hope of getting 
the required assistance. It is not a ques­
tion of getting a trained nurse, for that 
is In the majority of cases impossible, 
but of getting somebody with a little 
knowledge of nursing who is not afraid 
to lend a hand. There must be many 
such persons who will respond when the 
need is presented through the agency of 
the Red Cross and the Women’s In­
stitutes.

And there is no time to lose. As Dr. 
Roberts pointed ont, what Is done with­
in the next forty-eight or seventy-two 
hours may have a notable effect in check­
ing the spread of the disease. He pot 
the case admirably. Our neighbors are 
sick and dying, and we should not be 
open to the reproach expressed in the 
phrase “man’s inhumanity to man.” 
When the people in each county and lo­
cality get to work with their own or­
ganisation they can do a great and 
needed work, and relieve the pressure 
on this dty, to which come so many 
appeals for help that can ill be spared.

The fact thgt there are at least a 
hundred families in this dty today, not 
all of them poor, but all alike in need 
of either constant nurses or daily visits 
from women with some knowledge of 
nursing; and that none of them have 
yet received the needed assistance, can­
not but impress the women who axe well 
and free to render aid with a sense of 
their duty and responsibility. A great 
deal depends upon what Is done imme­
diately. The epidemic is at Its bright. 
Now is the time to check its ravages, 
and the task lies at the door of those 
who are well.

o that rotate with potatoes, and scientific 
potato farmers are producing crops that 
are prolific and profitable. Now comes 
word that the world’s record produc­
tion of marketable potatoes on one acre 
—49,681 pounds, or 825 bushels—has been 
made on an acre of land near Kanab, 
in the southeastern section of Utah, a 
few miles from the Arizona state line. 
The record yield was made in response 
to a competition fostered by the Mormon* 
church, and the church authorities drew 
a check for $1,000, payable to a repre­
sentative of Kanab Ward of the K»nab 
Stake of the Church, which is responsi­
ble for the production. This yield is 
certified to by more than fifty farmers, 
and is reported in the Reclamation 
Record.

Such a crop of potatoes sold even at 
the old-time standard price of $1 a 
bushel would be immensely profitable, 
though the cost of production is large, 
but it must be remembered that all po­
tatoes must be disposed of during a 
short season. Wheat may be stored 
from year to year, but potatoes become 
valueless about the time the new crop 
appears.

The federal bureau of crop estimates 
has ascertained that the month when 
the smallest fraction of the year’s crop 
is marketed by farmers is June, and this 
is 4 per cent. In July the percentage 
rises to 5.8, and the gain continues to
8.8 per cent in August, to 18.7 per Cent 
in September,, and to 23.5 per cent in 
October, when the maximum is reached. 
Thereafter the percentage declines to
11.8 in November, 5.8 in December, and 
to 4.4 each in January and February. 
In the spring potatoes move more freely 
from farms, and the fraction of the crop 
that is marketed in March and April is 
6.7 per cent, followed by decline to 4.9 
per cent in May and 4 per cent in June. 
Nearly one-fourth of the potato crop is 
sold by farmers in October and over one- 
tenth in each of • the months of Septem­
ber and November, or nearly one-half in 
three months in the main harvest sea­
son, so that every potato grower is com­
peting with every other potato grower, 
and must sell his crop or lose it.

Celebrated Yesterday — Train

WHOLE LIFENYWith the British Army in France and 
Belgium, Oct. 28—(By the Associated 
Press)—Lillie today opened wide her 
gates in formal reception to a divisiu.. 
of the fifth British army. She paid a 
supreme tribute of gratitude to these 
representatives of the army which a few 
days ago released her from the heavy 
hand of German bondage. In 1792 there 
was a similar day of rejoicing in Lille, 
when the Austrian siege of the city was 
broken. A century later came the cen­
tennial celebration of this event. Today’s 
demonstration surpassed Tooth of tliese.

All the inhabitants of Lille and many 
people from the surrounding territory- 
scores of thousands—thronged the streets, 
which were bedecked with the flags of 
the Allies to return thanks to their de­
liverers and to cover the war-scarred 
veterans with flowers. Throughout this 
vast assemblage moved a sjflrit of un­
bounded gratitude that reflected on the 
faces of the people in smiles of welcome 
that mingled with tears of joy.

Lille could have done no more. She 
gave freely from her heart, and no vic­
tors could have had a more noble re­
ward than that given to the British, 
who, when Lille had been freed, chival­
rously stepped aside and requested 

'French troops to be the first to enter 
the capital of the department of the 
north.

The division which was selected by 
the British to represent the army con­
sisted of the territorials who played such 
a gallant part in driving the invaders 
from the city.

Town of Kerkuk Captured — 
Armored Cars Are Used With 
Good Effect

\m.Effet- , vescent London, OcL 28—British troops have 
captured the important town of Kerkuk, 
in Turkish Kurdestan, lying 155 miles 
north of Bagdad. The town 
pied on Friday. The statement says:

“The Turks still held on Friday strong 
positions on Jebel Hamrin, west of the 
mouth of the Lesser Zab. But on the 
previous day some of our armored cars 
by desert track farther west struck in 
on the Turkish line of communications 
in the neighborhood of Kaleh Sherghut, 
where they attacked enemy convoys. At 
the same time our cavalry moved up 
on the left bank of the Tigris, threaten­
ing tiie enemy communications from the 
east

“The pressure of our troops in front, 
combined with the attacks on their com­
munications, compelled the Turks to re­
treat twelve miles to the north on Sat­
urday night to a position three miles 
south of Kaleh Sherghat, where we are 
in close contact with them. Our troops 
are showing great powers of endurance 
in a country possessing no roads and de­
void of supplies.

“Kerkuk was captured by us on Fri­
day after slight opposition, and the 
Turks retreated towards Altyn Kupri. 
Armored cars inflicted many casualties 
on the enemy close to the latter town, 
and on Sunday our main body was in 
touch with the Turkish troops covering 
tiie crossing the lessor Zab.”

As 
there is no provincial taxation on per­
sonal property, the only remaining tax­
ation is that imposed by^cities and muni­
cipalities. tA the last session of the leg­
islature it was decided to leave the 
question whether or not Victory Bonds 
were to be taxed to each municipality 
to decide for itself. In St John the 
question hardly is an important one, ; 
owing to the provisions of the new as- i 
sessment act. Under the new act .the ! 
city does not assess on the principal I 
value of stocks and bonds, but merely | 
collects taxes on the income. Thus on I 
a $100 bond, as an illustration, where!

been $2.26, the tax due under the 
act would be only a few cents. On small 
holdings this would be so small that it 
is doubtful if it will be taken into con-i 
sidération at all by the assessors and on ‘ 
large holdings it is not great enough !
