No estimate of the property loss 
has been made, but It is known to be 
exceedingly heavy. Louis Ayers, aged 
tO years, was the victim of the storm. 
He was so frightened by the tornado 
that he died of heart disease after It 
had passed.

A few refugees from Badkeh stated 
that the only Christians escaping the 
rioters are those who became frighten- 
en at the first sign of trouble and fled. 
The Mohammedan mob entered the 
village, slaughtered women, children 
and defenceless men and burned their 
bodies in fires made from their own 
homes.

Mersina, April 29.—The Christian vil­

lage of Badkeh was completely de­
stroyed to-day by a Mohammedan mob 
which murdered nearly all of the in­
habitants, who were mostly Armenians.

The situation throughout Asia Minor 
1= more serious to-day than it has been 
since the anti-Christian uprising be­
gan and no estimate of the dead can 
be made. It is known, however, that 
the number of persons murdered in the 
vilayet of Adana alone totals 35,000 and 
this comprises but a small portion of 
the area in which massacres have been 
going on for days.

Messages rvv., . t u here say that the 
situation at Hadjln Is desperate. It 
has not been learned whether Miss 
Rose Lambert and the four other Am­
erican women missionaries there are 
safe. Meagre advices received here 
early to-day are to the effect that the 
rioting Is continuing and that no relief

The sailors of the St. Louis refuse to 
eat the meat provided by the mess of­
ficers and their protest was so subver­
sive of discipline that three of the crew 
were placed in irons.

Refugees Died From Wounds.
London, April 29.—Thousands of wid­

ows and orphans, who have escaped the 
massacres of the bloody Moslems, are 
swarming toward the mission at Anti­
och, in the province of Aleppo, accord­
ing to a message received here to-day. 
Many of the women and children are 
suffering from horrible wounds and a 
number havy fallen dead on the road.

The missionaries are trying to relieve 
the situation, but are encountering 
great difficulty as the task' is enormous.

Reports received here state that the 
massacres are still sweeping east and 
north and that the situation" is grow­
ing more serious hourly.

Buildings Demolished.
Tupelti, Okla:, April 29.—The fruit 

crop Is severely damaged 'as the result 
of a tornado which hit this section of 
the country last night. A number of 
buildings were wrecked but no loss of 
life has been reported. Telephone and 
telegraph wires were torn down by the 
storm and it is impossible to learn the 
extent of the damage. Meagre reports 
received here, however, indicate that 
the loss is heavy.

situation in Western Canada is grow­
ing more serious. There is only one big 
mining district where coal is being 
mined, Fernie and Michel, 
by the Great Northern railway inter­
ests, and the accusation is made that 
all coal mined there Is being sent into 
the States. The chief consuming 
ters of western Canada are making 
loud complaint at this, and 
ment has been started to petition the 
government to intervene to end the 
strike, or stop the export of 
Lewis, the international 
Sherman, local head of the miners’ 
union, are adjusting their differences, 
and signs of a settlement are in sight.

At Lethbridge 700 miners are idle, and 
the city is feeling the want of coai. Ail 
the public schools are closed there. 
Outside of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way storehouses there1 is no coal there. 
At Moose Jaw supplies are being 
drawn from outside the town. At Swift 
Current there is not a pound of coal.

This story is repeated from smaller 
centers, and suffering was severe dur­
ing the cold spell. Three thousand 
miners are now idle.

Canada has ex­
pressed its willingness to renew its sub­
sidy of 350,000, but information has 
reached the government that New Zea­
land does not feel inclined to do so 
and as the service Cannot be run with­
out a double subsidy, it may have to 
lapse.

Helen Marden, of Somerset, Mass., 
» senior at Smith college 
Was shot by Porter Smith, a 
student at Dartmouth college, who 
killed himself after attacking the girl. 
The double tragedy occurred on the 
campus at Smith college, at 9 o’clock 
this morning.

Smith and Miss Marden became en­
gaged last year, it has been learned, 
hut at Christmas the girl broke the 
engagement. Smith made several efforts 
to effect a reconcilation but was unsuc­
cessful. He then came here and regis­
tered at the Draper hotel several days 
ago. It was generally understood that 
he Intended to make another attempt 
to win back his former finance. As he 
left the hotel early to-day Smith spoke 
cheerfully to several employees and did 

l not appear morose when he arrived at 
the campus.

After meeting Miss Marden, who was 
! on her way to chapel, Smith is sup- 
'* posed to have asked her to discuss 

their differences. She apparently con­
sented and the couple walked about the 
campus for a few minutes, engaged in 
earnest conversation. Suddenly drawing 
i revolver from his pocket Smith fired 
three shots at the girl. One of them 
entered her temple and the others her 
hack. Smith then fired a bullet into his 
own temple and fell dead, his body 
lying four feet from that of his victim.

A gardener, who was working on the 
campus, heard the shots and heard 
Hiss Marden scream twice. Rushing 
to the scene he found Smith dead and 
the girl suffering from fatal wounds. 
An ambulance was summoned and Miss 
Harden rushed to a hospital. Every ef­
fort was made to save her life but she 
died two hours after her arrival here.

A brother of the dead 
man was asleep In the tannery at the 
time of the murder, but did not hear 
the shots and knew nothing of the 
tragedy until this morning.

Constantinople,""April 28.—Ameri can 
missionaries stationed at Hadjin are 
facing starvation to-day if they have 
escaped death at the hands of the Mos­
lems. A letter written by Miss Rose 
Lambert, the American 
was received here to-day.

“Hadjin is almost entirely out of 
food,” writes Miss Lambert,” 
everyone is threatened with starvation, 
aside from the danger of being« murder­
ed. The provincial authorities have re­
fused to protect us and outside aid is 
imperatively needed. Will you send it,?”

The letter was written When the mis­
sionaries were in the greatest peril. It 
states that the uprising 
Christians started several days ago and 
that the troops were unable to 
come the Mohammedans and restore 
order. Miss Lambert describes the ter­
rible ordeal which she and her Ameri­
can companions were compelled to un­
dergo. She declares that the Moslems 
are fiendish and pay absolutely no heed 
to a white flag of truce.

New York, April 26.—Facing three 
weeks military service if the authori­
ties decide that he is a Frenchman, but 
uncertain whether he is a subject of 
the British Crown, although at heart 
a thorough American, James Hopper, 
the California novelist, is technically 
a man wtihout a country to-day.

Conditions in Asia Minor are Daily Growing Worse- 
Foreign Missionaries at Deurtyul in 

Grave Danger.

Beirut, April 27.—The carnage at 
Adana was renewed Sunday night, ac­
cording to delayed dispatches just re-

cribed the districts of rioting and ac­
cused the authorities at Adana of giv­
ing arms to the rioters.

“Early Wednesday, while I was at 
the market,” states the missionary, “I 
observed the Armenians closing their 
shops and hurrying to their homes. Up­
on investigation I learned that they 
had been warned that a massacre was 
Imminent and were preparing to pro­
tect themselves as best they Could.

"An Armenian and a Turk were kill­
ed during that night and the following 
day bloodthirsty mobs paraded the 
streets bearing the corpses of the slain. 
Several minor clashes occurred during 
the early morning and by 11 o’clock 
the rioting was in full swing.

"Accompanied by Wm. Chambers, 
field secretary of the Ÿ.M.C.A., I went 
to the telegraph office to summon the 
British consul. The streets were liter­
ally covered with dead bodies and we 
witnessed horrible scenes.

“We were unable to communicate 
with the consul because the rioters had 
cut the wires.

“Major Doughty-Wylie, British vice- 
consul at Mersina, is among the in­
jured, and his wounds are considered 
serious. He was shot while command­
ing the Vali supply troops at the rail­
road station. The troops were engaged 
in the task of preventing villagers from 
the surrounding country from coming 
to Adana to participate in the mas­
sacre.”

WOULD LIGHTEN THE
BURDEN OF LABOR

Senator Bailey Discusses His 
Income Tax Amend­

ment.

Washington, D. C., April 26.—The 
senate chamber was packed with visi­
tors to-day who wanted to hear Sen­
ator Bailey discuss his income tax 
amendment.

At the outset Bailey discussed the 
general question of taxation. He de­
nounced it as an injustice to many and 
a benefit to a few, and an attempt to 
guarantee profit by law. He declared 
that Americans hired labor as cheap 
as possible. In reply to a member he 
stated that conditions in Ireland were 
not the result of five trade. He said 
that conditions were no worse, if as 
bad as they were before free trade was 
established. He championed low tariff 
on necessities and a high tariff on lux­
uries. Bailey declared 'that the amend­
ment would yield an annual revenue 
of $80,000,000, and to that extent was 
lightening the burden of labor.

Replying to questions, he declared 
that when the wages of American la­
bor was considered upon the basis of 
its profits, it is no better paid than the 
labor of Europe, and when the cost of 
living in this country is considered its 
labor is hot as well paid. He declared 
that this difference was more marked 
in the working man than in the farm­
er. He said that 17,000,000 persons in the 
United States received no benefit what­
ever from the "tariff.

Fear of Further Trouble Following Change of

Constantinople, April 27.—Sultan Abdul Hamid was deposed from 
the throne of Turkey to-day and his brother, Mehemid Rechad Ef- 
fendi, proclaimed his successor.

Abdul Hamid was removed from the palace and his brother installed 
in his stead amid scenes of wildest enthusiasm. The ceremony of en­
thronement of the new Sultan is now in progress.

An immense throng of Young Turks surrounded the palace when 
Mehemid Rechad Effendi was proclaimed ruler of Turkey.

Cries of “The tyrant has fallen, hail to Rechad,’* were heard on 
every side. The crowd went wild with delight and expressions of 
confidence in the new regime were heard on every side.

The deposition of Abdul Hamid was decided upon jointly by the 
national assembly and the Mohammedan church. The assembly took 
a secret vote upon the question and decided that Abdul must be de­
throned. This decision was submitted to Sheikh Ul-Islam, who issued 
a religious edict approving the action.

Church Approves Change.
Sheikh Ul-Islam, who is the head of 

the church, based his decree, approving 
the deposition of Abdul Hamid, on the 
ground that the Sultan had violated 
the laws of the Moslem religion by In­
imical acts and declared that there­
fore it is not an irreligious act to de­
throne him.

The secret session of the assembly 
began at noon yesterday and was con­
tinued to-day. It was charged that 
Abdul's supremacy was harmful to the 
church and when a vote was taken this 
charge was sustained.

As far as is known Abdul Hamid may 
be under guard in the palace. His fate

RUMORED DEATH
OF ABDUL HAMID

Constantinople, April 27.—(Later)— 
Deserted by all his suite except a few 
slaves, Abdul Hamid, deposed Sultan of 
Turkey, was found by soldiers to-day 
lying unconscious on the floor of the 
last chamber of his harem.

The palace servants fled at the ap­
proach of the soldiers, who were com­
pelled to force open door after door 
until they reached the harem.

When the soldier’s entered the palace 
they sent word to the ex-Sultan de­
manding him to meet them in a con­
ference. He refused this and the sol­
diers searched the palace. Abdul was 
picked up by the troops and taken to 
Cheraghari palace on the shore of the 
Bosphorus.

Rumors are thick about the city that 
he died after his arrival at the palace 
but these reports were discredited this 
evening.

Ü London, April 27.—Rumors are 
iurrent in Constantinople this 
ifternoon that Abdul Hamid, 
the deposed Sultan of Turkey, is 
lead, according to a dispatch 
received here from the corres­
pondent of the Exchange Tele­
graph Company.

SETTLERS V. SPECULATORS.

The Colonist, naturally, does not 
agree with John Oliver’s opinion" that 
the public lands of the province ought 
to be reserved for the actual settler, 
pur contemporary holds that a spice 
of speculation is a, good stimulant. Will 
it say that it is promotive of settle­
ment and likely to hasten the day 
when British Columbia shall be self- 
sustaining, when her people will not 
be forced to import and pay for about 
five1 million dollars’ worth of agricul­
tural and horticultural products which 
might just as well be raised within the 
province? We are doing that now. 
Considering the immense area of the 
province, what is the reason for Bri­
tish Columbia occupying such a pecu­
liar position amongst all the other pro- 
Vinces of this great Dominion? The 
Colonist will contend that government 
has nothing to do with it, because, 
with the possible exception of a few 
months, it has supported, and profited 
hugely by, every government which 
has been in power here as long as the 
oldest inhabitant can remember.

The truth is palpable to any thought­
ful observer, however. It is that set­
tlers are not attracted to British Co­
lumbia in any considerable numbers, 
while they are flocking into all the 
other new provinces, where the condi­
tions in general are not nearly so at­
tractive. There must be a reason for 
this condition of affairs. What is that 
reason? The difficulty andjthe expense 
of clearing the land, although a factor 
in the case, is not the sole deterrent 
to settlement. Many immigrants have 
come in and gone disappointed away 
because they could find no public land 
Of any value upon which to ■ plant 
themselves. All the best of what was 
once the public domain is In the hands 
of speculators, who are holding it at 
speculative values. That is not a 
theory. It is an actual fact. There is 
not an area of public land of any po­
tential value within reasonable dis­
tance of an existing railway or a pros­
pective railway or of water c<ynr@uhir 
cation which is not in the hands of 
speculators. There lands can -only be 
obtained upon payment of speculators' 
prices. Is such a condition of affairs 
likely to act as a stimulant to actual 
settlers? Mr. Oliver said the other night 
that the government, seeing the effect 
of its policy in respect of both land 
and timber, had clapped on reserves ; 
but not before. the purposes of Its 
friends had been served. The result is 
that to-day there are sufficient timber 
areas under lease to keep the existing 
mills of the province steadily at work 
for two hundred years and that all the 
land of known value has been alien­
ated to people who have no intention 
of becoming productive settlers. The 
hill tops are reserved for the benefit of 
real farmers. The productive valleys 
can only be brought under cultivation 
upon payment of fancy prices. Is it any 
wonder that the population of British 
Columbia is practically all congested in 
cities and towns or in mining or lum­
ber camps?

If it be a fact that it is a good thing 
and desirable that certain portions of 
the public domain shall be permitted to 
pass into the hands of speculators, why 
not the whole? The case of a govern­
ment which can be' sustained only by 
such absurdities must surely be la­
mentably weak.

He sought to im­
pose , financial conditions which are 
now t admitted to, have been, unreason­
able; So the, opportunity was lost. The 
Newfoundlanders have ever since put 
annexation awdy from their thoughts 
and treated political annexationists with 
contumely. It remains to b_e seen what 
they will do to Sir Robert Bond. Our 
opinion is that Premier Morris will get 
a majority, although in the election 
lately held the parties split exactly 
even. It was because of this deadlock 
that Sir Robert Bond was compelled to 
resign the premiership. Morris goes to 

constituencies not only with the 
prestige of power behind him, but with 
the probable inclination of t^e elector­
ate to bring an end to an embarrassing 
political situation. Consequently the 
union of Newfoundland and Canada 
may still be far off.

Boxes and sacks are made of thinner 
material, crates are substituted for 
boxes, and sacks are now being used by 
some shippers for articles which should 
not be shipped in them. To insure the 
prompt and safe delivery of goods, it ..ii 
necessary for the shipper to plainly 
mark each and every package, bundle of 
piece of any less than a carload ship­
ment, showing this information: con­

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MANY QUARTZ CLAIMS
RECORDED IN YUKON

WEEK FOR REPAIRS

H. B. M. Brown, in .charge of the 
quartz department in the office of 
the gold commissioner, is engaged In 
the preparation of a record that when 
completed will be of great service to 
the officials as well as every one else 
interested In quartz, says the Dawson 
Weekly News. It Is to be an index of 
the many quartz claims staked and 
still in existence with reference to their 
locality, segregated as to the creek or 
watershed upon which they are located.

A glance over the records in the 
quartz office covering thé fiscal year 
ending March 30th, shows that during 
the previous twelve months 288 quartz 
claims were staked, no less than forty 
of which were located and recorded last 
month. The heaviest staking was done 
last July when fifty-eight were offered 
(or record. Thirty-six were received 
each in September and October. The 
smallest number of locations recorded 
in any month was last January, when 
only seven were offered.

The records show the first quartz 
claim staked in the territory to have 
been located by Isabella M. H^ily, 
wife of the late Captain John! J. 
Healy, oh the right limit of the Forty- 
mile river about two and a half miles 
above the village of the same name, the 
record of which was made August 22nd, 
1894, and the claim crown granted Sep­
tember 28th, 1903.

Since that time over a thousand 
quartz claims have been staked in 
the Dawson division of the territory, 
though there are less than that num­
ber now that remain in good standing.

The first crown grant that was issued 
was secured by Messrs, White & Mc- 
Caul for a group of four claims known 
as the "Eldorado Reef," comprising 
201.6 acres, «the grant bearing date of 
June, 1901. From that time to date 
crown grants have been issued to 89 
claims varying in size from a small 
fraction of a few acres to the maximum 
allowed by law, and twenty others have 
been applied for for which grants have 
not as yet been Issued.

Congressman Says Country 
Must Unite to Find

BIG SHOPS AND BRIDGEPittsburg, Pa„ April 28.—That the 
whole country must unite to find a 
solution of the Japanese Immigration 
problem, is the opinion of Congressman 
Duncan McKinlay, of California. At a

I am in 
favor of Roosevelt’s policy of giving 
the Japanese government an oppor­
tunity to settle this matter itself, tf 
it fails, it will be time enough to con­
sider exclusion laws.”

T. P. Contractor Will Start 
Work Immediately at 

Winnipeg.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
Michael J. Haney, a foremost Cana­

dian contractor and builder, head o^ 
the firm of Haney, Quinlan and Rob­
ertson, who will erect the Winnipeg 
shops of the Grand Trunk Pacific, and 
build the substructure of the new rail­
way- bridge over the Red river, arrived 
in the city this morning from the east, 
says the Winnipeg Free Press of Fri­
day. During the early hours of the 
morning he called at the offices of the 
transcontinental railway in St. Boni­
face, and also Interviewed General 
Manager Chamberlin, of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific.

It Is just a third of a century since 
Mr. Haney first saw Winnipeg. In the 
spring of 1876 he came west to look 
over the line of section 15 of the Cana­
dian Pacific for the Dominion govern­
ment, inspecting the work on that line 
from Rat Portage 
that time his nam 
known to all construction men in the 
west, and he has been interested in 
many of the more important railway 
undertakings in this country.

On being asked with reference to his 
contracts here, Mr. Haney said:

“This is very sudden. I have just 
arrived in the city, and have not had 
time to go over the ground where the 
shops will be built. We will have men 
on the ground and. at work Just as soon 
as it is possible to get the machinery 
here. No time will be lost in making a 
beginning. The contract will involve 
the expenditure of about a million and 
a half dollars. The published state­
ment with reference to the subetructure 
of the bridge states that it would cost 
$265,000. The actual cost will be about 
$300,000. This would leave $1,200,000 for 
shops. The exact amount which will 
be expended has not yet been deter­
mined.”

“Your contract involves the construc­
tion of a number of the shops?” was 
suggested.

“Yes. One shop Is of no value with­
out the others. Round houses, machine 
shops, car shops, repair shops, black­
smith shops, etc., are all needed. It 
has not yet been fully determined just 
what will be built or how large the ex­
penditure will be.”

Mr. Haney during the day went over 
the site of the shops in Springfield, 
and also made an examination of the 
approaches to the bridge on both sides 
of the ri^er. A small force of men to 
do the preliminary work on both con­
tracts will be at work early next week.

Kinrade, a farmer, who was a neighbor 
of the Morris boys, swore that Morris 
came to his bouse on the evening of the 
tragedy aboui 7 o’clock and remained 
until 11 o’clocc. Morris was engaged to 
be married tc a daughter of Kinrade’s, 
which accounted for the length of his 
stay. At 11 o’clock Morris left the Kin­
rade home, saving he was going to Mile­
stone. Kinrade told to-day of having fol­
lowed the tracks of the horse Morris rode 
on that evening. He knew the tracks be­
cause the horse only had three shoes, and 
it was- comparatively easy to follow 
them. Morris, according to the marks on 
the road, traveled three miles towards 
Milestone and; then switched off towards 
his own homji.

Should Prepare for Election.
John Oliver, who was received with 

applause which demonstrated his pop­
ularity with the Liberals of Victoria, 
said there was a possibility and some 
probability that before the legislature 
met again there would be an appeal 'to 
the people. A few days, ago in New 
Westminster Premier McBride had 
told the Conservative Association to 
keep its organization ready and lists 
up, because it might be necessary to 
appeal to the people before the expiry 
of the life of parliament. Although 
only two years since it was elected 
three had been three sessions and the 
people had sufficient of Premier Mc­
Bride to know that if he thought any 
party advantage was to be derived 
from bringing on an election before 
next session he would not hesitate to 
do so.

Mr. Oliver proeeded to deal with 
some of the Issues which must oecupy 
public attention in case of such an ap­
peal. The Conservatives claimed to 
have rescued the province from bank­
ruptcy and restored its finances, but 
as he had pointed out last sessiqn, that 
the satisfactory /condition of finances 
was due more to what might be called 
bull luck than wisdom on the part of 
the* province’s administrators. An ex­
amination of the public accounts for 
the last fiscal year would show that 

■the government had fallen short in es­
timates of expenditure by as much as 
eighty per cent, and was one hundred 
per cent, out in some estimates of rev­
enue. This was hardly what would be 
called wise and reasonable administra­
tion. It was a complete answer to the 
claim that a wise financial policy had 
beet), pursued.

Takes Long to Learn Lesson.
In 1903 the government had taxed the 

farmer and the merchant on his book 
debts," his stock, on what he did not 
get, and might never get. At that time 
the Liberals protested and advised the 
government to find out why the B. C. 
Southern had escaped taxation. It had 
taken the government five years to do 
this, the opposition hammering at them 
all the time, and now it was found that 
the sum due the province was $160,000 
annually.

The largest source of revenue was 
from timber licenses and the govern­
ment claimed credit for augmenting it, 
but at what an expense! People did not 
realize that over twelve million acres 
of timber land had been alienated, and 
that the position had become such that 
the government got alarmed and 
put on a reserve. There were under 
twenty-year licenses now, more tim­
ber than would be cut in two hundred 
years at the present rate. To get a re­
turn the licensees either had to slaugh­
ter the timber or get an extension of 
their license. The position had been 
created by, the Conservative govern­
ment, and while not ideal, had to be 
taken as it was. The only proper policy 
in the case was that of extending the 
licenses, making them practically per­
petual, upon conditions which would 
safeguard the rights of the people. 
This was the policy the Liberals ad­
vocated, and the Conservatives, after 
voting it down last year, were now go­
ing to adopt it.

Alienating People’s Heritage.
The agricultural lands of the prov­

ince, the heritage of the people, to 
whiqh every man prepared to usd had 
a God-given right of access, had been 
so administered as to prevent the men 
who would utilize them having access 
to them. Large areas had been hand­
ed over to speculators and were held at 
$15 to $30 an acre, while the people had 
to send five million dollars a year out 
of the province for agricultural pro­
ducts they should be able to raise at 
home, but could not, because settlers 
could not get at the land. The policy 
of reserving lands for actual settle­
ment was one that should be embodied 
in a statute and not left to be exer­
cised by order-in-council at the whim 
of a government.

In the administration of the fisheries 
the policy of the McBride government 
had been to bring about a conflict be­
tween the Dominion and the province 
for Conservative political purposes. 
The attorney-general bad stated that 
he stood for the white fisherman, but 
he was prosecuting white fishermen on 
the Fraser and hindering them from 
earning a livelihood, while no Japanese 
fishermen were prosecuted. Was the 
Jap more law-abiding than the white ? 
No Japanese was supposed to get a li­
cense, but blank books of licenses were 
given to cannery men and by them is­
sued to their Japanese employees.

R. F. LEIGHTON ARRIVES . 
TO TAKE OVER CONTROL

Country Club ^Official Had Se­
lection from Six Hun­

dred Horses.

Robert F. Leighton, the manager of 
the Country Club, has arrived and an 
hour after he set foot on Victoria soil 
he commenced pulling the lines of man­
agement of the Victoria Country Club. 
Seated at the Driard Monday with a 
hat full of telegrams and letters be­
tween his knees, he opened them one 
at a time, read them aloud, and com­
mented on each. "So Dan Ross sent 
some horses up yesterday?” he asked, 
and was told the report was right and 
that several had been taken off the 
Charlotte at Seattle because she had 
steel floors. “Well, well, did they want 
a Pullm- car?” said Leighton, and 
then opened a telegram from Irving H. 
Wheatcroft, who wired from Los An­
geles for a dozen stalls at the Willows 
—a dozen of the best stalls—the wire 
read. He shall have them, said Leigh­
ton and opened another letter as he 
announced that George Rose was com­
ing up to make a book, and so scraps 
of racing news fell like crumbs be­
fore the crowd surrounding him and It 
dawned on the assemblage that Vic­
toria is going to have a race meet and 
that It is going to last sixty days, and 
that Robert Leighton Is the one man 
wanted here to make it a winner.

Robert Leighton is a tall man, he Is 
much over six feet high. He is a Cana­
dian lzed Englishman and bears all the 
marks of the English gentleman turf­
man. And all the time he talks of 
horses, the Willows track, the jockeys 
that will be seen to the saddles here, 
the owners who are coming, the hay 
and feed question. He is a high level 
tank of racing information.

"I have picked out two hundred and 
sixty-five of the best horses owned by 
the most tellable owners of California 
as the first brigade of thoroughbreds 
to come north, and many of these are 
on the way at the present time,” he 
said at the Driard last night.

“I had applications from six hundred 
horses as soon as I made known the 
amounts of the stakes in the south; 
the balance of them I turned down 
but there will be other good ones com­
ing along later and the total number 
of horses to commence the meeting will 
be three hundred and sixty. The popu­
larity pf the meeting was apparent im­
mediately it was made' known in the 
south and almost every scrub on four 
legs was entered as an aspirant for the 
lar-e purses on the Victoria track.

“There are now about two hundred 
horsey on the way up the coaqt.hy rail 
which will arrive here this week, and 
Mr. Fraser has an application for 
ninety more horses. These I will deal 
with later, as I understand the ac­
commodation at the track is limited to 
four hundred horses.

"The success of the Victoria Country 
Club meeting Is certainly assured and 
the patrons who come here for the 
sixty days will get the cleanest kind of 
sport there Is to be had on a race track. 
Anything that is not up to the mark 
will be severely discouraged,” and to 
saying this Mr. Leighton nodded his 
head in a determined manner.

“The San Anita contingent consists 
of 135, which are owned by reliable 
men in the racing business. I reckon 
on at least one hundred horses from 
Washington and British Columbia, 
which, with the Emeryville brigade, 
will make up the happy family that we 
will have In town by June 5th,

“The San Anita horses will have with 
them an average of three persons per 
horse. Among the trainers I know are 
coming are several married men with 
families. These will have to settle here 
for the summer and perhaps forever. In 
their own business they are men of 
repute and stability; that is the only 
kind we want. You will have over a 
thousand persons here this summer 
who will legitimately get their living 
and spend their money In food and 
clothing supplies from the maintaln- 
ence of race horses. You get a mile 
track here and you will have them 
twelve months in the year, but the 
half mile track Is the track for the pub­
lic. No course is so good from the 
public point of view as a good half 
mile. Here is a man who wants more 
stalls. Well, you will have the horses, 
the jockeys and the public. Your city 
is getting a tremendous advertisement 
and you can be sure the men connected 
with racing who are coming here are 
the best in the business. We have cut 
out all whose reputations are no good, 
and I am determined to keep the track 
clean and wholesome while I am con­
nected with it."

Ottawa, April 28.—The final figure, 
of Canada’s trade for the last fiscal 
year, issued to-day, show total im­
ports of >298,123,792, a decrease of 
>60,249,793, compared with the proceed­
ing year. The total exports of domes­
tic products amounted to $259,922,366. ,t. 
decrease of $3,446,586.

The trade for March gives evidence 
of a large increase in this year’s trad», 
the imports totalled >33,863.362, an in­
crease of $3,811,130, and the exports 
$18,397,974, an increase of >454,467,

He will 
continue, as at present, to have his 
official headquarters in Ottawa.

The other three members pf the 
board -will have their offices at Monc- 
tpn. The positions will correspond, so 
far as individual authority goes, to 
the vice-presidencies of the company- 
owned railways.

Mr. Pottinger, for example, will have 
charge of the audit, the stores and the 
pensions branches.

Mr. Tiffin will continue as at present 
to have direction of the traffic, both 
passenger and freight.

Mr. Brady will take care of opera­
tion and maintenance. When differ­
ences of opinion arise between these 
departmental chiefs, the question at is­
sue will go before the chairman, whose 
ruling, like that of a railway presi­
dent, is final.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)
Thirty-seven Chinese, declared by the 

United States officials to be illegally in 
the country, were ordered deported and 
are being sent back to China on the 
liner Manchuria, which has Just arriv­
ed on the other side. But down in the 
steerage of the huge ship, in which the 
deported Chinese are confined behind 
barred doors, there is little sorrow and 
much rejoicing, the reason for which 
has Just been discovered.

One of the neatest, cleverest schemes 
ever worked on unsuspecting officials 
by foreigners is said to be >he result 
of a large number of Chinese being 
deported. Among this nationality there 
is a great love of the "old country," 
there being few Chinese who do not 
go back to China as often as their 
means will permit. There are, however, 
many of the almond-eyed brethren in 
the States who are financially unable 
to make a home visit, and, as a con­
sequence, these have evolved a cunning 
plan which is said to be working with 
great success.

Resident Chinese in the States have 
their "papers" to show that they have 
a legal right to go back and forth be­
tween the United States and China. 
These the poor Chinaman sends by mail 
back to friends in his native land. Per­
haps he can’t afford to buy passage to 
China, but it Is more likely that he can. 
At any rate, he either surrenders him­
self to the authorities, giving a fictiti­
ous name, stating that he, has no right 
to be in the country, or he takes a 
little jaunt down to the Mexican bor­
der and purposely gets caught when 
he is supposed to be smuggling his 
precious self in.

"You have no right in this country 
then,” says Uncle Sam, who is head 
of a very large corporation ; "so we'll 
just give you free transportation back 
to the land where the dragon flies.”

Back the Chinaman goes to China— 
deported. But he has all his passports, 
etc., etc., with which to return. And— 
but what's the use! "The ways of the 
heathen Chinee are shorely pecoollar.”

More than half the Chinese being 
deported on the Manchuria are said to 
have secured free transportation to 
China when they ought to pay for it.

CAPTAIN HAINS ON
TRIAL FOR MURDER

If the necessary arrangements can 
be made in one of the buildings which 
is regarded as admirably suited for the 
purpose, Victoria will be represented 
throughout the A.-Y.-P. exposition 
with a fruit and flower display which 
will be a daily advertisement to the 
thousands who frequent the fair of 
what Victoria and Vancouver Island 
can produce.

This decision was reached Tuesday 
at a meeting of the advertising com­
mittee' of the Victoria branch of the 
Vancouver Island Development League. 
It was decided to place >1,000 apart for 
the purpose in question. The plan will 
involve not only a standing exhibit of 
B. C. minerals, timber, ptc., .but a fruit 
and flower display renewed every alter-, 
nate day.

To carry out the plan it will be 
necessary to have, a man In attendance 
at the fair from the opening to the 
closing, and arrangements will be made 
with the local fruit exchange to for­
ward. seasonable fruits every few days. 
During the strawberry season that de­
lectable fruit which attains nowhere 
to the perfection of the specimens 
grown on this Island, will be in daily 
evidence. Later, cherries and other 
small frluts, and later still the fall 
fruits will receive attention.

In regard to flowers some progress 
has already been made by Mr. Wallace 
and other enthusiasts with regard to 
obtaining a fresh supply of cut flowers 
from private gardens almost dally, and 
If this can be done a feature of great 
Interest and effectiveness will be given 
the island display.

Possibly the fruit and flowers will, on 
losing the'lr first bloom, be donated to 
the hospitals of the Sound city.

The committee decided that this was 
e better course to pursue than to spend 
large sums in indiscriminate advertis­
ing around the fair grounds. Instead 
leaflets will be published and used in 
connection with the display mentioned.

The committee will, however, spend 
about >1,000 in advertising in Canada, 
and an equal amount in the United 
States. Secretary McGaffey will at once 
arrange for the placing of this adver­
tising, and later the English publica­
tions Will be used.

At the meeting in question the com­
mittee were pleased to1 have a report 
indicating that the secretary has lost 
no time in starting a press bureau of 
magazine and newspaper articles for 
publication in some of the standard 
magazines, trade and newspapers 
throughout the country. Mr. McGaffey 
is a facile writer, and has a good con­
nection with magazine and newspaper 
editors, and already his articles are 
finding their way into these publica­
tions.

Prosecution in Opening Ad­
dress Arraigns Defendant 

Unmercifully.
COMPANY FUNDS.

Flushing, L. I„ April 28.—Special 
prosecute- Gregg made the opening ad­
dress to-day in the trial of Captain P. 
C. Hains, slayer of Wm. E. Annis. 
Gregg arraigned the defendant unmer­
cifully and characterized the killing of 
Annis as cold blooded and premedit­
ated.

Skinner and Dr. L. Schuck were 
called upon the witness stand to testify 
to incidents of the shooting. Funke 
testified that Annis said as he lay on 
the float after the shooting:

“Captain, you’ve made an awful mis­
take.” Hains replied: “I may have, 
but I don’t think so.”

Attorney McIntyre secured a ruling 
from the court excluding everything 
said and done by Thornton Hains with 
the exception of his position on the float 
when the shooting occurred.

During the proceedings the defendant 
sat quietly in his chair, glancing nei­
ther at the witnesses nor at the jury.

Interesting Point Raised Arising Out of 
Sudden Death of J. E. Church,

An interesting point, recalling the 
tragically sudden death of J. E. Church 
two years ago, came out in the hearing 
of the case' of Canadian Taylor Auto­
matic Fire Alarm Co. vs. W. T. Mon- I 
teith, in which Mr. Justice Martin gave 
judgment on Tuesday.

Mr. Church was an agent for the 
sale of shares in the company, and in 1 
his business he also had the collection 
of moneys for several people. All the 
moneys he received he deposited along 
with his own private account in the 
Bank of B. N. A. The suit was to have 
a declaration made that the company 
was entitled to be paid $1,174.50 by the 
official administrator as executor of the | 
estate of Mr. Church, who had not > ,1
made a will. The defence was that the 
moneys were not “ear-marked,” and 
that the administrator had no means 
of knowing that the money in the bank 
belonged to anyone in particular, and 
that all creditors must rank alike.

The company relied on the fact that 
at a meeting of directors held on Sat­
urday afternoon, August 4th, 1906. Mr. 
Church informed them that he had sold 
stock to the value of some $1.300 for 
them. He was dead before banking 
hours on Monday, and was thus pre­
vented from' drawing a cheque to the 
company.

His Lordship held that the company 
had a preferential claim and gave 
judgment in their favor with costs. 
Frank Higgins acted for the plaintiff 
company and George Jay for the offi- | 
cial administrator.

The Board.
M. J. Butler, the chairman of the new 

board, has proved himself a vigilant 
and capable administrator since he 
succeeded Mr. Collingwood Schrieber 
in the administration of the depart­
ment four years ago. He is by profes­
sion a civil engineer and provincial 
land surveyor. He was born of Irish 
parentage at Deseronto, Ontario, some 
flffy-three years ago and educated at 
the De La Salle Institute and Toronto 
University, His first professional posi­
tion was that of assistant engineer to 
the Kingston & Pembroke Railway in 
1880. Later he became engineer of con­
struction for the Thousand Islands 
Railway "and the Napanee, Tramworth 
& Quebec. Severing his connection 
with the last named system he went 
for a time to the United States, where 
he became assistant engineer of the 
water service of the Colorado division 
of the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe, 
and then manager of a pulp mill. Re­
turning to Canada in 1899 he became 
chief engineer of the Bay of Quinte 
Railway & Navigation Co., a position 
which* he held until he was appointed 
chief engineer of the Locomotive & 
Machine Company, whose shops at 
Longue Pointe he designed and built. 
Then he was appointed a government 
engineer with jurisdiction over the 
railway system. He was president of 
the Ontario Land Surveyors’ Associa­
tion in 1894. and is a member of the 
Council of the Canadian Society of 
Civil Engineers.

Mr. David Pottinger, who until now 
has been general manager of the gov­
ernment railway system, is a native of 
Pictou, N. S„ where he was born in 
1843. He began his career in the office 
of thé Nova Scotia Railway at Halifax 
in 1863, and has been in the government 
railway service continuously ever since. 
He became cashier of the Nova Scotia 
Railway in 1871 and at the consolida­
tion of the Nova Scotia with the other 
government roads, wnich constituted 
the I. C. R„ he was appointed station- 
master at Halifax. Some years after­
wards he was made general storekeep­
er. In February, 1879, he was appoint­
ed chief superintendent and since 1892 
he has been general manager.

E. Tiffin, who has been at the head 
of the traffic department of the I. C. R. 
since the first year of the century, is 
a Western Ontario man, born in Ham­
ilton in 1859, who won his spurs on the 
Canadian Pacific. His earlier experi­
ences were on the Great Western and 
Credit Valley. On the first he became 
stationmaster at Brantford and on the 
latter general freight agent. Upon the 
absorption of the Credit Valley by the 
C.P.R. he became attached to the C.P. 
R. ffelght department, continuing in 
charge of the line from Toronto to St. 
Thomas. After this he went for some

A few l ave also been seen at 
Findleys, abou two miles from Shaw- 
nigan.

People living in the .neighborhood 
where these birds have beien placed are 
asked to do their best to protect them. 
The birds are expected to be successful 
if they once gît a hold here, as they 
have done well in other localities sim­
ilar to this.

Besides the work which is being done 
In importing the birds on Vancouver 
Island great ef orts have been made on 
the mainland i t different points. It is 
estimated that in all something like 
one thousand l Irds are on that side of 
the straits.

“We trust that your department will 
favorably coils: der our suggestions, and 
that you will i /rite us at an early date 
with the assurance that the govern­
ment will, so f ir as it is possible, agree 
to the above; : ubject of course to such 
other regulath ns as your department 
may see fit to < nact.

“Of course v e realize that no assur­
ance which tlie government may see 
fit to give now will determine the policy 
of future gov< irnments, but we think 
you will agree that we are entitled to 
at least an assurance or expression of 
opinion that :he present government 
will do all in ts power to prevent the 
passing of leg! dation, orders in council, 
or regulations, which will conflict with 
the above suggestions.

He is leaving the work 
and going to the Okanagan to engage 
in fruit farming. Previous to his de­
parture he was given a big send off by 
his Siwash employees at the station. A 
big potlatch was arranged and a num­
ber of valuable presents given to Mr. 
and Mrs. Ruck, among them being a 
purse of gold containing $50. Mr. Ruck 
was well liked by ail his employees 
a^d respected by the whole community.

The Tees brought a cargo of 180 
barrels of oil and 1,100 sacks of fertil­
izer. The Sechart station was reported 
getting an average of about three 
whales a day, but the other station not 
so successful.

“Fifty years ago tttefe was not a red 
deer in New Zealand)arid to-day it Is 
worid-famèd and attracts numbers of 
tourists; it is one of “ the _ cburftry’s 
greatest assets. ‘ Thetr1 f e'd deer* have 
attained a size almost equal to our 
wapiti. While the wapiti is bigger and 
a very noble animal;; thé red deer is 
generally acknowledged to be the neost 
symmetrical of the dSer family.

“There are now four main herds of 
these deer in New Zealand, the largest 
of which originated from about sever! 
deer, two stags and five hinds. They 
were liberated in 1870 and in 1906 were 
estimated to number 10,000 Animals. 
Considering the climate and food sup­
ply there is every reason to expect that 
these deer would do equally well in this 
country.

“There is a good chance of our being 
able to follow the example of New Zea­
land with a stock of ttventy deer, four 
stags and sixteen hinds,1 and at a cost 
not to exceed one thdtisahd dollars. 
Such a chance may ri'éver occur again. 
I am almost certain I can get the deer 
given to me in Scotland free of cost. A 
friend of mine who 'is importing several 
carloads of horses from England is 
keenly interested ih these deer'and will 
undertake to brin#’ them out. He 
leaves here on May 2nd and will return 
in July. Apart from having a capabiC 
man to look after them, this is the very 
time to ship deer as the stags have 
antlers just starting arid are exception­
ally quiet and easy tp^handle."’

Continuing, Mr. WiUâms says that he 
is not certain of being able to obtain the" 
deer, but confidentially expects that he 
will be able to do so. He does not think 
that the government should be asked to 
put up the money as they have all they 
can do in protecting the game.

“New Thought" Professor Will Not Be

Some changes in section three, the 
one to which some members take ob­
jection, were proposed, but Aid.

“You are simply trying to tie up en­
terprise and keep the city back,” he 
declared. “This is a matter which can 
very well be dealt with by the building 
inspector and the council if any cases 
arise where objectionable businesses 
are proposed to ' be placed in really 
residential districts. But it is unwise 
to pass a by-law definitely forbidding 
them anywhere out of the1 fire limits. 
Fort street, from Douglas to Blanch­
ard, is thickly settled now, built up 
with old shacks that would be better 
down. The same is true of View street 
and Yates street, and many others. I 
would like to see those streets used for 
business purposes, even for some of 
the businesses you want to prohibit. 
Better have sawmills and blacksmith 
shops and boiler shops than some of 
the dirty shacks we have now, outside 
the fire limits, but down town for a’l 
that."

Aid. Henderson said the council was 
trying to draw up a sanitary by-law 
under the guise of a building by-law.

“TVe are undertaking to do too much 
here. Vancouver has "none of this hum­
bug we have in this draft,” he said.

Mayor Hall said that the building in­
spector was every day being asked for 
permits to put up buildings outside the 
fire limits, to be used for businesses 
inimical to the public health or com­
fort! but " there was : no by-law which 
would give him power to refuse these.

Reinforced., Concrete. 
Hargreaves & Hargreaves submitted 

plans for a reinforced concrete build­
ing to be used for stores and an apart­
ment house for C. M. Cookson on Pan­
dora avenue1, and asked for a building 
permit, which the by-law does not al­
low the building inspector to issue; aj 
it does not cover the case of reinforced 
concrete buildings.

Building Inspector Northcott recom­
mended that as it was desirable to 
draw up rules for such structures 
without delay, in order not to retard 
building, the fire wardens and himself 
do so, and that Augustus Kempke, who 
successfully supervised the building of 
the high level tank, be asked to assist 
them.

This will be done.
The legislation committee recom­

mended that the building by-law be 
amended so as to remove the doubt as 
to the1 need. for permits for stone or 
brick buildings outside the fire limits, 
and that Yates street frontage, from 
Blanchard to Quadra streets, be in­
cluded in the. limits.

EXPERIMENTS OF QUACKS 
MAY PROVE DISASTROUS

CHILDREN ALONE WHEN
BLAZE BREAKS OUT

Emperor’s Attendants Persuade 
Him to Disregard Advice 

of Physicians.

Retreat Gut Off and Bodies Are 
Found Under

AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
C. P. R. AND BANK LINE

Bed.

London, Apjrti 27.—Emperor Menellk 
of Abyssinia is in greater danger from 
his alleged physicians than from the 
complication of diseases of which he is 
a victim, according to mail advices 
from the British legation in Abyssinia, 
containing the first trustworthy news 
that has been given to the world In a 
month concerning the aged African 
monarch’s condition.

So far as actual disease is concèrned 
it is stated on the authority of the 
medical officer of the legation, the Em­
peror may live another decade. To the 
treatment of skilled physicians who oc­
casionally visit him he responds read­
ily. His political advisors and personal 
attendants are so suspicious of the 
physicians, however, that they are con­
stantly persuading hiip to disregard 
sound medical advice for that of Ori­
ental quacks and African witch doc-

irs, whose experiments have more 
han once reduced him almost to th 

feint of death. Menellk Is said to h 
extremely susceptible to the effect o- 
medical aid though it is a fact that tils 
tremendous constitution is undoubted­
ly breaking down under the strain of 
years of overwork.

Expenses Fair and Reasonable.
Mr. Fielding said the expenses of

No for­
eign government, he said, got its loan 
in London without indemnity. The min­
ister condemned “erroneous statements 
which tended to depreciate the credit 
of the Dominion.” He denied that be­
cause money wTas borrowed -at 294 
per cent, in . 1897 and now cost 4 
per cent, the credit of .Canada was not 
so good. Long term loans, he claimed, 
Should get the best terms, besides 
money was a commodity which rose 
and fell with the fluctuation of the mar­
ket. Mr. Fielding gave instances of 
high class British securities, which had 
varied greatly. .

some cases would have to be taken up 
at a later date, it was much more im­
portant that in the present condition of 
affairs we should await an improved 
financial condition. We think our aim 
should be to provide during the present 
year out of our revenue for all the or­
dinary expenditure and for a consider­
able part of our capital expenditure, if 
not all; probably for all except the ex­
penditure on account of the National 
Transcontinental.

Long String of Surpluses.
“It has been our good fortune to pre­

sent an uninterrupted series of sur­
pluses for a.long period of years. For 
the first year of this government there 
was a deficit of $619,981. but if that 
was deducted, we find that for twelve 
and three-quarter years we have had a 
total surplus of $114.539,106, of an 
average annual surplus of $8,983.469.”

Mr. Fielding said that he regretted 
a disposition on the part of a section 
of the press to create a new standard 
in discussing surpluses and deficits. 
One Conservative paper sent forth in 
flaming headlines a statement that in 
the public accounts for the year there 
was a deficit of $30,000,000. wjth more 
to come. He had seen similar state­
ments in other newspapers, but he 
submitted that that was not a candid 
way of dealing with the public 
accounts. The words “surplus” and 
“deficit” had a meaning which had ex­
isted from the beginning of confeder­
ation. Sir John Rose, the first, to Hon. 
Geo. E. Foster, the last, Conservative 
finance minister, had followed the 
present method of separating the capi­
tal and revenue expenditure.

Mr. Borden asked whether that sys­
tem prevailed in any other country and 
whether this was not a suitable time to 
reform the practice; when Canada had 
been enjoying an enormous superabun­
dance of revenue,

Mr. Fielding: “I think we are more 
concerned with what has been the 
established practice of Canada than 
with what has been the ... established 
practice of the other countries, the 
conditions of which may be utterly un­
like those of Canada, I think there are 
reasons why the practice in England 
would not be a sound practice in Can­
ada. I think a country which has to 
engage in large operations, which 
needs to borrow money in order to de­
velop its resources must establish dif­
ferent conditions from that in an old 
settled country which h^s had hun­
dreds of years of experience.”

The Public Debt.
Touching upon the public debt 

again, Mr. Fielding said that with the 
addition of'$46,000.000 this year to the 
public debt, it would now be $323,- 
960,000. This was à net increase since 
1896 of $86,«3.427, or an -average in­
crease per year of $5,134,386. De- 
dectihg $52,500,000 for the National 
Transcontinental 'railway there was an 
average’ annual increase to the pub­
lic debt of $1,010.925.

Turning- to a comparison, of figures 
on basis of population, the finance min­
ister-said that in 1896 the public debt 
of' Canada was $60.-82 per capita, and in 
1909, $45.72. ' The latter figure was 
reckoned on a £asis of over 7.000,000 
of inhabitants. As to nfet Interest In 
1896 the net interest "paid dn loans was 
$9,132,429, or $1.79 per head. In 1909, 
$9,467.929, op $1-33 per head.

Regarding savings bank deposits Mr. 
Fielding held convenience and security 
were more Idoked to rather than rate 
of interest. Mr. Fielding announced 
that the regulations governing the. im­
portation of beet sugar would be con­
tinued for three-Years longer and then 
for two years further on a reduced 
scale.

At present beet sugar manufacturers 
are allowed- to" import two tons of for­
eign beet sugar,for every ton they 
manufacture from Canadian beets. The 
Canadian manufacturers had complain­
ed at times they were not able to ob­
tain a sufficient quantity of Canadian 
grown sugar. ‘ This was' in part due, 
they said, to a .combination amongst 
the' planters of the West Indies, where­
by Canadian refiners were not able to 
buy on the same terms as. the British 
refiners. He proposed to allow refiners 
the privilege (ft importing one-fifth in 
weight of the-quantity of refined sugar 
which‘tiler prbUnee in their factories.

ap-Small Advance in National Debt.

“A very interesting feature of our 
expenditures, in recent years'has ubèén 
the large amounts' of money^ applied 
to expenditures upon capital hr special 
service with a very moderate addition 
to the public debt. The total capital 
and special outlay for the past twelVe 
and three-quarter years amounted to 
$212,449,526. But what is the fact? 
While we have spent in, tw.elve. and 
three-quarter years, $212,449,000 on 
capital and special charges we . have 
added to public debt only $65,500,000. 
We have provided 69 per cent, of that 
class of expenditure out of the or­
dinary revenue. I venture to say. that 
in no previous period in the history 
of Canada was there ever such a large 
sum spent on capital and special ac­
count with so small an additional pub­
lic debt.

“We have had, during recent years, 
very large borrowing operations. There 
are several causes of this; old loans 
maturing, the . National Transcontin­
ental railway; taking over the Quebec 
bridge, considerable withdrawals from 
government savings bank; a consider­
able loan to the Montreal harbor com­
mission; cost of the seed grain dis­
tribution and a heavy falling off in 
our revenue. The consequences of all 
these demands was that we needed 
to go to the money market more fre­
quently than usual. Since the last 
budget speech, we borrowed in June 
1908, £5,000,000 at 2% per cnet., re­
payable in 1912; in October £5,000,000 at 
354 per cent., repayable in 1950; in Jan­
uary, 1909, £6,000,000 at 3% per cent, is­
sued at 99%, repayable in 1919. This 
last loan was the largest colonial ever 
placed on the London market.

“As is not unusual, it was at first 
only partially taken by the public. 
Forty-one per cent, was taken by the 
public and the balance for-the moment 
remained in the hands of the under­
writers. That loan now stands at a 
premium of nearly 3% per cent., so 
that if it was not immediately taken 
by the public it does not say anything 
against the credit of the Dominion. 
A 3% per cent, loan may now be re­
garded as our standard security. Many 
years ago we issued ope at 254 per 
cent., and then at 3. With improving 
conditions we may come to the 3 per 
cent, rate agajn, but in. the meantime 
we must be content with 354, and it is 
important that We should keep our 354 
per cent, securities on a good basis in 
London. It would have been difficult 
to place another 354 per cent, loan on 
the market, and we decided therefore 
to issue this loan at a rate of 3% per 
cent, and to make it a short loan for a 
period of ten years, with the option 
of redeeming it after five years. The 
loan will thus fall due at a time when 
we will not be embarrassed by other 
loans maturing.

Efforts to Meet Small Investors.
“Then we thought it desirable that 

we should meet the class of small in­
vestors in England. The hon. gentle­
men will know that a large part of the 
French national debt is held tyy the 
French people, who buy the bonds in 
small sums. It was suggested that an 
effort should be made to 
same class in England. We did not 
expect to get any larger ejim or money 
but I thought it desirable to the in­
terest of thousands of small investors 
in England in affairs of Canada that

Trade Statistics.
“Our trade statistics for the past 

year will necessarily be unfavorable, 
but they will not be more unfavorable 
than the statistics of other countries. 
The yedr 1907 was only a partial 
year, a period of ’ nine months, and 
therefore, it is impossible for us to 
make a comparison. The total trade 
for the fiscal year 1908 reached a very 
high figure, being one hundred million 
more than in 1906.

ports amounted to $256.586,630 and in

The imports in 1906 amounted

‘Now, for the fiscal year 1909 we 
have no final returns, but from the 
best information we can obtain our 
exports amounted to $261,379,304. 
imports amounted to $292,358,021 and

000. The exports have fallen slightly 
but there is a considerable decline in 
imports. In *this respect we are able 
to make a very satisfactory comparison 
with the United States. The decline 
in imports for the year has been about 
the same in both countries, but tak­
ing the figures of the calendar year 
the exports of Canada have' decreased 
only to a small extent*whereas the 
ports of‘the United States have de­
creased very largely.

Finance Minister’s Address.

Mr. Fielding began by reviewing two 
fiscal yqar, the one just closed and the 
current year. In 1908 he had counted 
on an actual revenue of $96,500,000 and 
an expeiditure of $77,500,000. The 
actual revenue was $445,000 less than 
the estimate, but the actual expendi- 
utre was $858,000 less than the esti­
mate. The net result was that whereas 
the anticipated surplus was $19,000,000, 
the actual surplus was $19,413,000. In 
addition there was a capital expendi­
ture of $30,429,000, of which $18,910,000 
was chargeable to the N. T. R. There 
was another special expenditure of 
$5,500,000, making a total captial and 
special expenditure of $35,937,000. If 
the surplus and sinking fund and a 
small refund be deducted from this 
capital expenditure, it leaves a total 
net increase in the debt of $14,- 
288,000, or if the N. T. R. had not been 
built there would have been a de­
crease in the debt of over $4,006,000.

Analyzing the revenue for 1908 Mr. 
Fielding showed that the customs con­
tributed $67,500,000, which is the 
largest customs revenue in the history 
of the dominion, while the rate of tax­
ation is lower than existed in former 
times. Calculated on dutiable goods 
only the average rate of duty charged 
in 1896 was $29,974; and in 1908, $26,582. 
Including dutiable and free goods the 
average rate of duty In 1896 was 
$19.129; in 1908 it was $16.48.

“Coming now to the fiscal year which 
lies before us, the year 1909-10. it is 
only fair to assume that with the 
abundant resources and widely recog­
nized energy of the Canadian people, 
we shall be speedily able to overtake 
the declines of the past year.

No Increase in Taxation.
“With this condition of revenue and 

with very many demands being made 
upon us it would be almost unavoid­
able that we should meet the difficul­
ties by an increase in taxation, 
some other countries that seems to be 
the remedy for the financial conditions 
that have risen there.

“The expenditure up to April 10th has 
been $72,939,000. and I estimate the 
total expeiditure will be $83.000,000 
which will leave a surplus of $1,500,000. 
Of capital and special expenditure we 
estimate it will take $25,500,000 for the 
N. T. R., during the past year; taking 
over the Quebec bridge adds $6,424.000; 
other special charges of $17,300,000 
bring the aggregate to $49,224,000. 
Deducting from this the surplus and 
a sinking fund of $1,675,000 there would 
be a balance of $46,029,000 to be added 
to debt.

In our judg­
ment, however, there is no need of in­
creased taxation. We think the truer 
and sounder method is to meet the 
situation by a substantial reduction 
in our expenditures and that is the 
method we have adopted.”

Mr. Fielding submitted figures show­
ing a reduction of $9,324,243 in the 
estimate on consolidated fund expendi­
ture for 1909-10 compared with the ap­
propriations for the previous year. On 
capital account there was a reduction 
of $13,347,215. The total reduction was 
$22,581,458.

“There are demands for public works

"This is a very large increase, but 
it is to be noted that $32,000,000 of
