Reply of the United States to
Spain Given to French
- Ambassador.
~The Terms on Which iﬁe Americans

Declare They Will Termin-
ate the War,

Spain May be Able to Reply to the Terms
this Week.

WASHINGTON, July 81.—The per-:

lities declare ‘that the answer of the
Spanish government. to the terms of
peace outlined by the government of
the United .States. is not to be expeéct--|
ed before Tussday. This opinion is
based upon a knowledge of the time

when the United States: communica-

cabinet, and also the necessity for a
careful framiag of the l'ejomder.‘
is not meant by ' this statement .
question in any manner the full ﬁen-
ipotentiary powers of M. Cambon, the
French ambassad%m dealing = with
the subject. - “On ‘contrary, they
are in latitude wider than! those usu-
ally conferred in sudh cases. ‘But
his position ' is somewhat similar ‘to
that of the president himself, who is

obliged to sesure ‘the sanotion of the

Umted States senate to any treaty of
peace that he may prepare. For:the
ambassador must submit to the Mad-
rid cabinet for its approval any agree-
ment that he may enter into. = But in
the drafting of such an agreement:
Le is fully authorized to poceed in his
discretion and to. guard  against any
possibility of repudiation of his ac-
‘tion, 'he has been given the minutest
definition ‘of the concessions that will
be made by the Spanish government
on every point that by any possibility
could be expected to anse: in the
course of the megotiations. It was
known to our governmént that M.
Cambon had such powers when he
appeared yesterday afternoon-at . the
White House to receive the American
answer, but once the president was
satisfied that he was competent to
deal in an authorized manner with our
government, the production ' of his
credentials were halled with satisfac-
tion, as tending to hasten the reach-
ing of an agreément without: loss of
time and in the most direct manner,
for:technieally the United States is
now treating with Spain without the
interverion: of any thiry party. It
may be said also that M. Cambon is
proceeding  with straightforwardness
toward his object and that there is no
fear of ‘devious diplomacy being in-

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British ° Columbia miners in Cariboo
in 1360, There he remalned for four-
teen years, when he went to Cassiar.
Twenty years were spent there, and
tken working still further north, Mr.
Church struck into the Yukon coun-
try. A man who had the patience and
rerseverance to stick to mining all
those years, certainly deserves to
make a fortune, but luckily as a rule
these old miners do not make the big
stakes. However, Mr. Church has a
fairly heavy bag with him, about $5,-
000, and he has drafts for another $10,-
000 which was sent down on the St.
Paul. This is the result of four years’
work, most of the time as foreman
of one of the big mines on El Dorado
creek. . He s therefore better able
than many to judge of the output of
Klondyke, and he says $10,000,000 is an
outside estimate. The shortage of
water, he says, did not tend to de-
crease the output but made it neces-
sary to continue the work ot wa.shing

‘up longer than usual.

This increased the cost to the mine
owner and on the other hand gave
the -laborers more work. The clean- .
up was pretty well completed when
Mr. Church left Dawson. El Derado
creek turned out as well as expected,
and some parts of upper Bonanza were
also satisfactory, but lower Bonanza
was a great disappojntment.

The new creeks are being booméd
.considerable, ‘“but,”  remarked 'Mr.
Church, “it seems pecunar to me that
the claim osvners on these neéw creeks
do rot do more prospecting. There
are certainly good spots in Dominion,
Sulphur, Hunker and other creeks,
but they are only spotted. The claim
owners seems to be afraid to sink,
preferring to 'sell,”

The prospécts of many of the men
in ‘Pawson are not of the brightest.
According ‘to Mr. Church there is con-
siderable fever and scurvy among the
men andothers are simply worn out |
by the hardships that they have gone -

‘through. Now that mining is over for

the season, there’'are 20,000: fdle’ men
in the c¢ity, séme whith money to
come out; others with a few -mon
provisions, which they wil have to
sell; and still others with neither pro-
visions nor money. They wil have to
wait until winter sets in to get work:
Mr. Church’ will not return:to: the '
chndyke, his health not’ permitting,
and therefore his opinions as to the
