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, Harry Tenny Succumbs to Injuries Received in Fight

'With Frank Neil—Officials Under Arrest.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 1.—Henry
Tenny, who was knocked out last night

by nkie Neil, the bantam champion:
pugllist; g:e'&'itaady;"‘

Physicians who remained at his bed-
side realized his desperate condition
and gave warning that death might be
expected if the fighter could not be re-
suscitated within a short time,

Some"uneasiness was felt last night
by persons connected with the contest,
when the condition of Tenny after the
knockout was noted. He went down

before Neil's hard left hand blows dur-'

ing the fourteenth round, falling near
the centre of the ring.. The timekeeper
counted him out, but in the noise’ of
the shouting Referee Roche did not
hear the completion of the count, and
when Tenny staggered to his feet al-
lowed the fight to proceed.

A howl of derision greeted the re-
feree’s ruling, but it was soon ended, for
Neil went at his opponent like g mad-
man and hammered him in his weak-
ened condition against the ropes. Help-
less and without strength to strike -a
blow in return, Tenny dropped against
the ropes. His head sank on his chest
and his arms dropped to his sides. In
this position Tenny was literally beaten
to the floor by Neil and was counted out
by the referee. He was carried to his
dressing room. When he was revived
an hour later he complained of paing in
his body which he ascribed to the ter-
rific blows with which Neil had reached
his stomach. Later the defeated man
was removed to the bath house, where
he grew worse until death ended his
suffering. 3

plained of terrible pains in his stomach

Shortly afterward he dropped asleep.
No physician” was in aftendance from
that time until he died.

The news of Tenny’s death spread

quickly over the city. Orders were at
once given at police headquarters to
arrest all concerned.
[ Neil soon surrendered himself, as also
{ did James Coffroth, Eddie Graney,
| Willis Britt, Morris Levy and Mark
Shaughnessy. All were charged with
manslaughter, ‘They promptly made
arrangements for release on bail, and
each was released from custody on de-
bositing $500 cash,

It is said that two days ago Tenny
had an epileptic fit,

After making an autopsy, Coroner’s
Surgeon Cussack announced that Ten-
ny’s death was due to cerebral themorr-
hage, caused probably by a blow. It
was discovered that strychnine and
Ppossibly other drugs were given Tenny
during the night, so the stomach was
removed and sent to the city chemist,
who will analyze the contents,

The mother of the dead boy, Mrs.
Israel Tennebaum, this being his real
hame, asserts that he was poisoned. A
brother, James Tennebaum, charges |
that the little fighter was “doped’” be-

Replying to Hazen’s enquiry 42, Sur-
veyor General Sweeney said Jas. Rob-
inson, jr., of Newcastle is chief ranger,
salary $900 and reasonable expenses.

As
it is the duty of the government to
give accurate information in regard to
all public matters, so it is the duty of
the opposition to make truthful criti-
cisms and not disseminate false infor-
mation. No parliamentary language
that can be used in this house is strong
enough to describe a man who circu-
lates statements in regdtd to a pofttical
opponent which he knows to be false,
but if 'a man outside of the walls of
this house said such things I would
characterize him as a liar, and if he
persisted in the statement when shown
the truth I would brand him as a wil-
ful and malicious liar.

Many of the gentlemen who have
made these charges attend  their
churches Sunday after Sunday and
hear there recited the divine command,

“Thou shalt not bear false witness
against thy neighbor,” yet they go on
from day to day repeating these false
statements. An examination of the re- ;
ports of the auditor general will show{
that apart from the case taken before
the judicidl committee of the privy
council, the contingencies of my office,
not one dollar of which came to my
hands, my travelling expenses, which
g0 to railways and hotels, my salary
and sessional indemnity, I have only
received $5,560 from the publie funds
of the province during the past five
years. And yet in the fage of these
facts, gentlemen opposite seek to con-
vey the impression that I have been
robbing the treasury. I ask now if
there is anything to justify such state-
ments? If the leader of the opposition
will rise in his seat and say that the
charges I have made are exces-
sive, we will refer them to any
three eminent barristers.

Hon. Mr, Pugsley—He now mentlohs
for the first time the sums T received

for my services in connéction with the

Eastern® Extension claims, I was not
aware that these services were includ-
ed in his list, for they were performed
long before 1902. Most of them before
I became a member of the government.

The questions to be answered in con-
nection with these charges are two in
number. First, was it right that this
Work should be done, and second, were
the amounts charged for doing this
Work exc¢®ssive? First let me take the
representation case. Ought or ought
not the government to have undertaken
that appeal to the privy council? The
question was discussed in the legisla-
ture, and I think the general opinion
was that the case should be taken up.
‘Will any one say that I should be paid
nothing for 'services that rendered it
necessary for me to cross the Atlantic
and took me so long from my own pri-
vate practice?

A large portion of this sum of $5,550
is connected with my attendance at
Ottawa and Quebec. Much of it is
connected with our claim to the Hali-
fax fishery award. That sum of nearly
five million dollars was paid to Canada
for property which belonged to New
Brunswick, Just as much as if citi-
zens of the United States had been al-
lowed to cut timber on our crown
lands. If you take our share of this
award and add to it simple interest, it
will amount to $1,500,000 at least, and
if compounded it would be nearly
$2,000,000. Were we not justified in
taking some steps to .enforce that
claim? We had been instructed by the
legislature to do sc, yet the atitic of
the opposition censures us.and the gov-
eérnment for our action. Let us call
his attention to the brief which I pre-
bared in this case. ILet him read this
brief, and 1 will ask him if we do not
make out an unanswerablé ‘éase.  Was
it not right that we shouldéiek to re-
cover this money? ‘We have not vet
Succeeded in getting this case before
the supreme court of Canada, We were
led to believe that a case would be
Submitted to the supreme court. We
brepared our case and Submitted it to
the minister of Justice, He agreed to
it, but for some reason or other the
Case was not submitted to the court.
The province of Nova Scotia was
opposed: to it because - the do-
minion parliament by an act
Passed "in 1880 diverted a part of
that money to bounties for the deep
Sea fisheries although the property
taken from us belonged to° the shore
fisheries, Of these bounties the peo-
ple of N. S. received upward of $100,000
a year, while the people of this prov-
ince got but a paltry $13,000. Taking
all ithese : cases together, do the hon.
gentlemen think the $5,500 was a large
sum for me to be paid for my services?
I am leaving out of this account my
services in connection with the eastern
extension claim, which began in 1899,
before I was a member of the govern-
ment. Before dismissing this question

‘I will refer to a small matter which

N. B. Ry. Co. If they were added to
it, it would make our debt $4,241315,
or nearly $800,000 less than has been
stated. It has been stated that our
debt is increased to the extent of
$1,800,000 since 1899. A more grossly
inaccurate statement could not be put
on paper. The net debt of the province
in 1899 was $2,600,000, so that the in-
crease has only been about $900,000,

With regard to the New Brunswick
Coal and Railway Co. he said: ‘While
some gentlemen may say that they are
surprised and pleased at the proposi-
tion that has been made to lease this
road, I am not surprised, because I
have every reason to believe that with
the increased production of coal and
the almost immediate prospect of the
G. T. P. going to Chipman, there will
be such a development of traffic that
the road will easily earn from $30,000
to $40,000 a year. The average freight
rate on coal is one cent per ton per
mile, and with an output of coal of
150,000 tons a year, ‘'which is a conser-
vative estimate, the earnings from coal
alone over the sixty miles of this rail-
way would amount to $90,000-a Yyear.
It is usually thought that the net
earnings should be from 30 to 40 per
cent. of the gross earnings. If we
put them at 35 per cent, the net earn-
ings of the road from coal alone would
be $31,500 a year, without taking any
account of passengers and other
freight. In view of that prospect I
think I should hesitate before accept-
ing §21,000 a year. T feel confident
that the G. T. P., whatever route may
be taken, will g0 to ' Chipman.
I will tell you why. T have been told
by the highest authority that there is
an- excellent route from Boiestown
through Chipman. More than that, a
few days ago I received from the so-
licitor of the G. T, P. notices of branch
lines which were to be applied for.
This was accompanied by a map of both
routes which have been suggested for
that railway, and both made Chipman
a.common point. That means that
there wili be a large traffic over this
railway while the G. T. P. is being
built, and that after it is constructed
the line from Chipman to Minto will
be kept in constant and profitable use,
The whole country will be stimulated,
and already new life is being infused
into Chipman, for a fine hotel is being
built there which will cost a large sum
of money and will be equal to any hotel
in any of the smaller towns of the pro-
vince. Last year I introduced a bill
to ‘guarantee the bonds for the build-
ing of this railway. In this bill au-
thority was given to lease the road for
4 per cent. on the sum expended. This
would be $28,000. The prospects then
were not so bright as they are today.
The road is now beginning ‘to earn
money, and I feel we ought to hekitate
before taking less than 4 per cent. I
did hope that the members of the op-
position would have taken a reasonable
view of this question and given us
their advice. I was surprised to have
a memorandum handed to me stating
that the road had cost $1,100,000, and
that we ought to have 4 per cent. on
that sum. I tkink it is generally re-
cognized that the subsidies to a rail-
way are a gift, and in any case I do
not see what claim we would have to
interest on subsidies given to a rail-
way by the dominion government.

As Hon. Dr.: Pugsley was suffering
from a cold which affected his voice,
the debate was adjourned.

If the artillery in-
structors at Kingstcn did not have the
proper diagrams for teaching the opera-
tions of modern guns some one was to
blame.

All branches
of the permanent force Have been criti-
cised from time to time. It has been
alleged that it had departed from the
intention of the organizers and in-
stead of  being a school for
the militia, had become a small
standing army and a federal
police force. Although the permanent
force has been in existence for thirty
years, it is claimed it has never been
able to .turn out qualified officers in
sufficient  numbers to meet the re-
quirements of the Canadian militia.
All of this criticism will be investigat-
ed and reported upon by a strong in-
vestigating board, which\ will have au-
thority to go into everyt] ng connected
with the permanent force in Canada.
It will not only sit at Kingston, where
the .centre of military instruction is
located in the Royal Military College,
but it will extend its investigations to

the cavalry schools at Toronto and
Winnipeg; artillery school at Quebec,
infantry ‘schools at London, Toronto,
St. Johns, Que., Halifax and Ottawa.

Mr. Emmerson Brings Gont

entment to the People of |

Moncton and Reiterates His Intention of Putting
the Railroad on a Paying Basis---The Inquest Held.

e

MONCTON, Feb, 26—~'You can take
Iny assurance as minister of railways
that the present minister will never!
build the Intercolonial railway shops|
anywhere else than where they have;

and you can take my assurance
that there is no disposition in the gov-
ernment to make any change.You can
8o further than this and say I have
no difficulties with those sitting around
me in the cabinet in regard to the I. C.
R., and whatever difficulties I have are
difficulties created by interested par-
ties,”

In a speech that brought words of
comfort to the citizens of Moncton, to
whom the I C. R. shops mean practical-
ly everything from a business point of
view, Hon. H, R. Emmerson, minister
of railways, spoke the above words this
afternoon st a crowded meeting  held
at the call of J. T. Hawke, president of
the board of trade, to which the city
council, board of trade and ns gen-
erally were Invited. e

The minister epoke for over an hour
and dealt elogquently With' 1. C. R.
methods, speaking in hopeful terms of
his expectations for a surplus and of
methods which would be adopted to-
ward the end of conducting the road
on a paying basis,

J. T.. Hawke, president of the board
of trade, presided at the meeting, and
speakers preceding the minister of
raflways were Chairman Hawke, Sen-
ator McSweney, Hon. ¥, J. McSweeney,
surveyor general, Hon, Speaker C, W.
Robinson, ex-Mayor F. W. Sumner,
Mayor Steeves, E. C. Cole, vice-presid-
ent board of trade; Ald. Masters and
B, A, Smith, Shediac, president of the
County Liberal Association. All these
spoke in the most hopeful terms, but
the announcement of the minister of
railways was eagerly awaited,

“lI had no idéa that the work shops
would not be rebullt when I received
the telegram announcing the fire,”
sald Mr. Emmerson, “and I want to
say to you that they will never be buiit
anywhere else but in Moncton by the
present minister of rallways. If we
can read the signs of times aright, the
present minister of raflways will have
control of the matter. I do not say
this in any dogmatic manner, but I
‘have some knowledge of my colleagues
and some knowledge of the sympathy
which they have shown me in my ef-
forts to manage the I, C. R. and I do
not anticipate any questions being
ralsed.” ;

Mr. Emmerson also dealt with his
administration of the Intercolonial in
& powerful manner, It was only in
August last, he said, that he had beéen
able to come out and give some atten-
tion to the railway, his time previous
to that having been occupled with ses-
sional dutles, election matters and par-
liamentary business. In the meantime
people had been startled to hear that
the road had a deficlt of almost two
millions, and there had been some
strong corporations growing up, {n-
cluding the C. P. R,, McRenzie &
Mann system and the G. T. P., each of
which was working for its own inter-
ests. The I. C. R. looked to them like
a large, juicy plum. Under these eir-
cumstances he felt that if the Inter-
colonial ecould be run without being
dead-wood on the flnances of Canada,
the people of the maritime provinces
must stesl thameelves to realize that
control of the railway must pass out of
the government’s hands. But, he saild,
in the past few months the 1. C. R.
has been showing some surpluses for
éach month of operation. Its critics,
who demand that it be put in the
hands of a commission, ignore this fact.

Mr. Emmerson dealt with the Toron-
to Globe, which is agitating that the
rallway be put into the hands of a
commission, and said the writer ig-
nored the fact that since the first of
July last the road has shown a surplus

government, he 'said, for thése’ ,meg"
would be despots while they had con-
trol of the road. If there is mal-ad-
ministration, then let the people vote
out that member of the administration
who has charge of the department.

Mr, Emmerson referrad to the deflcit
of last .year. :

“Some of it I can understand,” said
he, “as being the results of months of
bad weather. That would account for
some hundreds of thousands in itself,
but there are other parts of it into
which. I shell inquire from my seat in
parliament.” ‘

He referred to the fact that the road
for the past several months had shown
an equilibrium between the spending
and receiving departments, and said
he was sataisfied that that equilibrium
would ‘continue until the end of the
rallway year, when he even expected
that the road would show a small sur-
plus. He had been asked to go about
lessening expenditures {n the same
way which had been done inside of 20
years, by dismissing men all over the
line, but this he would not do, as it
was but a fictitious way of lessenin
expenditures. 7

‘While he had been giving attention
lo railways, the department of canals
had not been neglected, and in this de-
partment,’ hes §ald, there would be be-
fore the ‘sathe overhauling which was
characterizing the methods on the In-
tercolonial, He was not alarmed by
the disaster of Saturday night, and did
not think it would aiter the road’s fin-
ancial showing. The minister said he
was going to adopt the C. P. R, me-
thod in regard to capital account,

In closing, he again dealt with the
question of shops. He did not know
Just where they would be located, but
said the new buildings would be of re-
inforced concrete, equipped with the
latest and best machinery, and arrang-
ed S0 as t3 b the greatest of their
kind in Canadd. He also paid & high
tribute to Deputy Minister Butler,

The meeting unanimously passed the
following resolution :

Whereas, fire in the I. C. R. shops
has brought great loss to the city of
Moncton and to the maritice provitice,
and has thrown many men upon whom
families depend for support, out of
employment: and :

‘‘Whereas, the minister of raflways
has shown his deep sympathy with the
people in their great loss, by his im-
mediate visit to the city; therefore

“Resolved, that we do express our
appreciation 6f the minister's visit to
Moncton at the present time and our
confidence in him and in his loyalty to
his constituency, and our firm belief
that the bulldings and plant destroyed
by fire will by the application of his
ability and energy, be rebuilt upon a
larger scale and in a more modern
manner, and that the city of Moncton
and the maritime provinces willigener:
ally approve of his visit as miaister of
the government of Canada.”

This resolution was moved by D, L
Welch, seconded by F. W. Sumner,
both conservatives, The latter pub-
licly announced his intention of . sup:
porting Mr. Emmerson on spubli¢
grounds, g

SMALLPOX SITUATION AT
WESTFIELD LUMBER CAMPS

HAMPTON, Kings Co., Feb. 27.—
Considerable interest and anxiety has
been expressed as to the actual condi-
tions in regard to smallpox at the
Westfield lumber camps, the measures
taken to control it, and the probabili-
ties of success for those measures.
With the first rumors of the existence
of suspected smallpex, Dr., Wetmore,
chairman of the Kings county board of
health, visited Kennedy's camp, and
vaccingted all the men save two, who
refused to submit to the operation. He
also secured the services of Dr, War-
wick of Westfield, to watch the out-
come and report.

The suspects at the camp are now
practically safe, and it only remains
to clean wup the camps, disinfecting
them as far as possible, as well as the
men’s clothing, and keeping a sharp
outlook for any fresh indication of an
outbreak by reason of men having gone
to other camps, to their homes, or
other places,

With ,the approval of Dr, Fisher, sec-
retary of the provincial board, the
Kings county officials will send up to-
morrow & competent physician with the
necessary disinfecting material and
outfit, including tight boxes for the
men’s clothing. He will also carry with
him a few trunks full of new clothes
for the use of the men while their own
clothing is being cleansed. A careful
surveillance will be kept of the men
and their condition, and also of the
places they may visit, and it is contem-
plated to follow - this up by sending
physicians to other camps to vaccinate
as may be necessary, and to report
upon conditions and fresh develop-
ments,

Nicholas Power, .now chief of the
Halifax police, has been making a
thorough investigation into the Stetka
case and today gave out the following
important statements in regard to his
findings in the case:

“I am here at the request of the at-
torney general to investigate the fire,
and the suspicious death of the Stetka
family.

“The jury, who made a most careful
enquiry, said- it was a very mysterious
and suspicious matter and handed it
over to the crown officer to deal with.
The doctor’s report says that other
than burning they failed to find the
cause of deatd. The jury and doctors
in my opinion are quite correct. .

“I have had some experience in in-
vestigating, suspicious fires and their
cause, and I have more than once come
to a correct solution on the conclusion
of matters of that kind. Very many
theories have been advanced as to the
cause of the.fire, and the death of the
Stetka family, and after a careful in-
vestigation I have arrived at the con-
clusion that no crime was committed.

“My belief is that the Stetka family
were all asleep, when a fire, in some
mysterious way, occurred near the
front door of the house and that Stetka
and his wife, or one of them, awoke
and discovered smoke in the house.

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LIQUOR LICENSH ACT AMEND-
MENTS,

Judging by the explanation which the
leader of the government gives of the
amendments to the liquor license act,
the proposed measure should go a long
way to prevent the distribution of
liquor in Scott Act counties through the
express agencies, Both the shipper and
the carrier will find themselves pre-
vented by law from taking part in this
business. The wholesale trader not only
incurs penalties but places himself in
peril of losing his license if he ships
liquor to persons whom he believes to
be carrying on & trade in Scott Act
counties. This seems to apply to ship-
ments by freight or other conveyance
as well as by express. But it is repre-
s‘eneadthatahrgopartotthm-m;»
ments are not made to people in the
county who are in the regular trade.

- The liquor is sent by the case to a

group of persons who buy for their own
use, or to one who acts as the agent for
other purchasers. These have been in
the habit of ordering a case or more of
liquor, to be paid for when delivered by
the express company, and the money {is
made upt when the liquor is distributed.
_Business of this class is made illegal
by Mr. Tweedie’s bill. It will presum-
ably remain possible for = persons in
Scott Act countles to order by express
luppueg"qg‘ liquor for their own use.
Also it 'woulld seem that wholesale deal-
ers in other provinces may still send
consignments to fllicit dealers in New
Brunswick Scott Act counties. No ex-

planation given by Mr. Tweedie appears
to meet this case,

Last year a protest such as that re-
cently made by temperance bodies was
l1aid before the Nova Scotia legislature.
Objection was taken to legislation on
the lines proposed by Mr, Tweedie. The
argument against the measure was that

liquor by expréss to prohibition com-
munities in Nova Scotla. Mr. Twee-
die cuts off in part this business from
outside by forbidding the express com-
panfes to deliver Hquor in Scott Act
counties and collecting the pay for it.

If the dominion
government undertook to insure its
whole fire risk, policies would have to
be taken for at least $50,000,000, some
of them at exceedingly high rates, At
the average insurance rate throughout
the dominion the premiums would be
$750,000 a year.

Mob Violence Results i Calling Out the
Militia in Springfield.

SPRINGFIELD, Ohio, Feb, 28.—The
rist and race war begun here last night
as a result of the shooting of M. M.
Davis, a railroad man, by Ladd and
Dean, colored, was continued tonight,
the eight companies. of troops called out
to assist the local officials in preserving
order not bheing able to prevent the de-
struction of two houses and the partial
demolition of a dozen or more others
tonight at the hands of the mob.

Up to midnight no casualties had oc-
curred and the riot had consisted main-
ly of marching mobs which set fire to
or stoned the homes of negroes. Hun-
dreds of people were in the streets and
the excitement continued intense.

Martin M, Davis, the brakeman, shot
by the two negroes, Dean and Ladd, is
sald to be dying tonight. Acting
prosecuting attorney Laybourne just
before midnight took the dying state-
ment of Davis, which will be used ag-
ainst the accused mnegroes when they
come to trial.

A committee of lawyers conslst;ns
of City Solicitor Tatum, former Repre-
sentative Charles Stewart and B. E.
Staley has been appointed to prosecute
the cases against the rioters. A mass
meeting has been called by the Com-
mercial Club president, N. H. Fair-
banks, a brother of Vice-president Fair-
banks, to devise means to eradicate
the causes which have made the riot-
ing possible. The meeting has been
calied for tomorrow night.

QUEEN MARGHERITA
FEARS ASSASSINATION,

So It is Reported, and Her Proposed
Trip to the United States Has
Been Cancelled.

NEW YORK, March 1.—According to
a despatch from Rome to the Herald it
is officially announced that Queen Mar-
gherita has abandoned her projected
trip to the United States.

A Washington despatch to the Her-
ald says that while it was impossible
to obtain confirmation last night at the
Italian embassy it is reported at the
capitol that the sudden change in the
plan for a tour by the Dowager Queen
of Italy in the United States is due to
disclosure of a plot to kill her majesty
conceived by the anarchist group, whose
headquarters are at Paterson, N, J. In
that city was arranged the successful
conspiracy to assassinate King. Hum-
bert, of which Bresci was the instru-
ment. It is said at Washington, the de-
spatch asserts, that the Italian consul
general in New York and the embassy
were warned that there was peril for
the queen in the projected American au-
tomobile tour. An investigation it is
announced disclosed the fact that there
was sufficient basis to justify the au-
thorities at Washington in cautioning
the government at Rome that the trip
would be dangerous.

She was
tidily dressed in brown, with a long
gray coat. She is 5 feet tall and and
slender and looks nothing more than 2
child.

Both she and the Jenkins boy claim
that they were legally married in
Nova Scotfa.

A MAINE HUNTER BEFORE

<. JHE LOGAL LEGISLATURE
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As a Practical Woodsman and a Lover of Nature, He
Made a Stroﬁg Plea for the Better Protection of
the Monarch of the American Forests.

FREDERICTON, Feb. 28—T. H.
Heath of Augusta, Me., delivered an
address before ths members of the
house of assembly this morning on the
subject of game protection. He said’
that he was present at the request of
Premier Tweedie, who had asked him
to say a few words on a subject that
was a hobby of his. He said that at
present he had no official position in
connection with game protection, but
had once been conencted with the
Maine Fish and Game Protection Asso-
ciation, and had exceptional opportun-
ity for judging the subject during the
past thirty years.

As a practical woodsman and lover of
nature he had studied the effect of
game laws which he had assisted to
create. He approved heartily of the
law which prohibits the killing of a cow
moose. He held that the cow moose
was not a game animal, being slow and
stupid, and no true sportsman should
want to kill one. It does not require
much skill to call a bull moose during
the rutting season, and he held that
they should not be killed during that
period. Twenty years ago there were.
blenty ‘of mooge 'in Maifne with big
heads, today they had nothing but spike
horns. To his mind there was just as
much glory in killing a heifer as there
was in killing a splke horn moose. In
travelling through the Maine woods
now it was wonderful the number of
cow moose without calves that one
would see. This simply meant that
the state had been prodigal of its
wealth and something would ‘have to
be done to keep the moose from becom- |
ing extinct. The season commenced in '
Maine on October 1st. Had it been ex-
tended back a fortnight to Sept. 15th
the moose would now be extinct. New

At this morning’s sitting of the pub-
lie accounts committee the expenses of
the Provincial Hespital were further
comsidered,- Dr.: Anglin. and.

MUST BE IMPROVED
WITHOUT DELAY

- Says Minister of Railways In Interview

at Montreal—Discusses
Intercolonial.

P

(Montreal Herald.) 7
““Considerably over a million dollars
will be spent by the government in re-
building the Intercolonial railway
shops at Moncton. There is not the

slightest question about rebuilding at
Moncton, and never was; it is much
the best site for such works, centrally
located and In every way convenient.
And in rebuilding the shops will be
put up on a much improved and ex-
tended scale.”

So said Hon. Henry R. Emmerson to
the Herald this morning on his return
from the scene of the recent conflagra-
tion. The minister was accompanied by
his deputy, M. F. Butler, and his sec-
retary, Albert Payne, and is at the
Windsor awaiting the afternoon train
for Otawa.

“As a matter of fact,” saild Hon. Mr.
Emmerson, “the fire was not nearly so
terrible a disaster as might be suppos-
ed. The loss, of course, was very heavy
but our worst loss was in the rolling
stock. The sheds and shops were all
of a very .antiguated pattérn, many of
them were erected .In the early seven-
tles, and were by no means suited to
the requirements of present-day rail-
way work. In any event a general
overhauling and rebuilding was need-
ed, within the near future, and this fire
has simply precipitated matters in that
regard. Other railways- have pulled
down their old shops and bullt new
ones to meet the development of rail-
way work; the Intercolonial had al-
ways deferred this work, which was
growing daily more necessary.

“This was rendered the more
needful by the fact that the G. T.
P, will use the I. C. R. from Moncton
to Halifax and St, John, and this will,
of course, make very heavy additional
demands wupon the Moneton repair
shops.

NEW SHOPS OF CONCRETE.

‘“The new shops will be built of re-!
inforced concrete and steel, and swill be
practically fireproof. Tenders will be
called for at once, and the work will
be rushed during the summer. In the |
meantime enough of the engine and
machine shops are left to carry on the
necessary repairs for the I. C. R. with-
out much inconvenience,

“Our worst loss is in rolling stock.
Several very valuable official cars, a
number of diners and sleepers, and a
great number of freight cars were de-
etroyed. This last is an especially se-
vere loss, and will consgiderably handi-
cap the I. C. R. It will probably take
a year to replace these destroyed cars
and again equip the road to properly
take care of its growing traffic,

“In the meantime the men will be
kept busy, either in the shops that are
left or clearing up the burned up stuff.
Many of these sheds were of wood and
not worth much, but a great deal of
valuable machinery was destroyed.
This, however, will be replaced by
mode modern machines, as well as
shops. Temporary shops are now be-
ing bullt to carry on the necessary
work.” "

CAUSE OF THE FIRE,

As to the cause of the fire, Mr.
Emmerson said that was not absolutely
known, but it was probably caused by
spontaneous combustion, as the punch
record clock showed that the watch-
‘man  had inspected the place where
the fire broke out a few minutes be-
fore the event.. i

“Will there be any enlargement of
the works?” was asked.

“Yes,” said Mr, Emmerson, “having
regard to future necessities of the 1
C. R., and the fact that the G. B
will use our road between Moncton and
Halifax and St. John, This will mear
a considerable Increase in the plant.

C. R. is a source of profit instead
of deficits, especially after the Q. T. P.
comes into operation and uses part of
the iine.” )

After’ dealing with the' situation at
Moncton, Hor. Mr. Emmerson went to
St. John, where he discussed with the
local business interests the plans for
improving the harbor to meet the de-
mands of the new huge C. P. R. and
Allan line steamers. This, of course,
involved the question of the national-
ization of such ports as Montreal, St.
John, Quebec, Halifax and various lake
ports, as recommended by the trans-
bortation commission. &

“But there is a movement on foot to
improve St. John harbor at once,”
said Mr. Emmerson, “and it is import-
ant that this should be done at once,
if Canada’s trade is to be handled
through Canadian ports,

‘“This question of the nationalization
of certain ports will be considered by
the government in a very short time,
and will probably be settled before the
government decides how far it will
assist- in the work at St John, but
when 80 much money is spent in Mont-
real and Quebec, it is inevitable that
aid must be given St. John also in the
Interests of the national trade. In St.
John most of the business men were
anxious for the nationalization of the
port. "

“And do you think this nationaliza-

fon of the ports will be accepted by

e- government?’’

“Well, it was most strongly urged
by the transportation commission. It
is simply now a question as to how
far the government can g0 in this re-
gard—it is not a sectional, but a na-
tional question, and will be dealt with
by the government as such.”

He said this bill was the
result of a conference between the gov-

perance men. The attention of the
government has been called by them
to the fact that the express companies
have been carrying liquors €. O. D.
into Scott Act counties, where cases
were opened and bottles taken out,
thus practically making them vendors.
The government has been asked to
deal with . this matter, and it has done
so in this bill,

The first section declares that it
shall be unlawful for any person hold- i
ing either a wholesale or retajl license |
to send liquor for any person in the!
county, city or town in which the Can-
ada Temperance Act is in force, or into
any locality where the sale of liquor
is prohibited, where such licensed per-
son has reason to believe that the per-
son to whom the liquor is sent is en-
gaged in the sale of liquor, and upon
the board of license commisioners be-
ing satisfied that the offense has been
committed the license of the person so
offending shall be cancelled.

The second section provides that It
shall be unlawful for any person hold-
ing a license to send liquor through
the agency of an express company, in
which the Canada Temperance Act is
in force, or where the sale of liquor is
prohibited, to be paid for on-delivery,
and on any licensee so offending his
license shall be eancelled.

The third section provides an addi-
tional penalty of not less than $40 or
more than $100 againi any persons
guilty of an offense under the preced-
ing sections, and a similar penalty
against the manager or agent of any
express company carrying liquor to be
paid for on delivery into any county in
which the Canada Temperance Act is
in force,

The premier, continuing, said: This
bill seems to meet the views that have
been presented to us by the temper-
ance people. I furnished A. A. Stockton,
their legal adviser, with a copy of the
bill, and he has written to me to ex-
press his satisfaction with it, and has
made some suggestions, which will be
considered when the bill is in commit-
tee,

Mr. Copp then eontinued the budget
debate and said that there was no par-
ticular reason to think-that the prov-
ince was going to the bad because the
public expenditures have increased.
Similar conditions exist throughout the
dominion. Mr. Copp spoke in favor of
better protection for the moose. The

From this reservoir,
which will be about 300 feet above tide
level, the water will be brought through
a pipe of sufficient size to give ample
pressure for fire purposes in all parts
of the town. The cost of this is esti-
mated at.$146,000, which includes a new
distribution system for the town.,
Should the town, however, acquire at a |
reasonable figure ,the piping already
laid in the streets the above estimate
would be materially reduced.

It is estimated that the yearly cost
of running this system, including in-
terest on debentures to be issued, will
not exceed what is now paid for water
in the town, whi}g_—a,qg_increas,e in the

ST. GEORGE, Feb, 27.—Some years
ago granite dealers in Quebec sent
samples of black stone here to be man-
ufactured. “The granite took a very
fair polish ‘and its introduction to the
trade created a demand that compelled
our manufacturers to import large
quantities of this stock from Upper
Canada. It proved expensive, Freight
rates were high, and shipping the stone
from Quebec to St. George, from St.
George to points all over the domin-
fon, had a tendency to eat into the
profits. The facts were that there was
no money in handling the stone, but to
hold the trade one was compelled to
keep a certain amount of black granite
in stock. There is, however, a better |-
article right at home. Somie time early
last summer, Miles and Edward Gill-
mor found a huge boulder of granite
on the Red Rock road, about six miles
from St. George.. They were convinced
that the boulder was black granite and
they lost no time in bringing samples
of their find to the granite men here.
Local dealers, as is customary, were for
a time sceptical of the merits of the

FORM A QUORUM

S0 the Legislature Did Not
Hold an Evening Session

FREDERICTON, Feb. 27.—The houee
met at 8 o’clock.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie moved that the
time for the introduction of private bills
be extended to Friday.By unanimous
consent of the house agreed to.

Hon. Mr., Tweedie laid on the table
the report of the Halifax school for the
blind.

Tweeddale resumed his speech. When
I moved the adjournment of the debate
last evening I was speaking on the agri-
cultural policy of the government.

THE FREDZRICTON BOOM CO.
TELL WHY THEY WANT INCREASE

FREDERICTON, N. B,, February 28—
Corporations committee met at 10 a, m.
to hear the argument regarding the ap-
plication of the Fredericton Boom Com-
bany for increased tolls for handling
lumber.  Lewis H, Bliss, the company‘s
accountant, combatted the log owners’
statement that the bulk of the plant
Wwas uscless. He emphasized the large
items of expense put upon the com-
pany by its lability to hold all logs
that come into its booms, that the com-
pany has to look after 60 miles of shore
and that owing to dredging done by the
Domlnjon government above the booms
for navigation purposes the downward
current has been destroyed at low wa-
ter so that it is now necessary to tow
the bulk of the logs down into the
booms at an expense not incurred in
previous years,

Mr. Bliss pointed out that the increase
in boom rates are not anythng like the
increase in towage rates to St. John,
which is not regulated by the legisla-
ture.

Treasurer Randolph asked why the
boom company was expected to work at
the old rates when log owners pay 6
beér cent. more for handling them, They
can afford to pay better prices.

Mr. Randolph also went into several
other details which he explained fully.

By the Rev.

Poreign missions was the subject of
the sermon by the Rev. Dr.-C, F. J.
‘Wrigley, at: Brooklyn, N. Y., recently.
The text was ‘from Matthew viii.: 4:
“Jesus said go thy way, shew thyself to
the priest ‘anid offer the gift that Moses
comumanded for a testimony ‘to'them.”
Dr. Wrigley ‘said:

This is’ohe 'of the most dramatic in-
cidents' in” the New Testament, Jesus
comes doWr from the mountain and
meets avifeplity who pays 'te "him the
awful and#we-inspiring tribute of di-
vine worghip. He accompanies the act
of worship with the statement, “If thou
wilt, théti’‘“anst make me clean.” In-
stead of'rebuking the man, as St. Paul
and Barnabés -did undér similar cir-
cumstanées Jesus accepted the offer-
ing, and showed how quickly the divine
will responds to the all-compelling will
of the ‘narn cdpable of making a Venture:
of faith “by ‘saying, “I will; be thou
clean.’”” ‘It is a striking representation
of the power of the divine Jesus to save
m=2n from the things from which they
hove no power to save themselves. I'
préss this point, for the reason that;
thére is dange:r of our forgetting it.!
Jesus Christ as a preeminent example |
of a good-gnan is'attractive today. As/
a Saviéur, who alone can save us, Or!
make us completely safe, He is not so
attractive, for the reason that we have
Jargely lost our sense of sin, of sin
which cannot be done away by any

good work that we may perform our-{

selves. Jesus Christ i= our Saviour,
your Saviour and mine, and through
Him, and by Him alone, are we saved
from either the hell of the future or the
hell of the present. ‘
Perhaps too much emphasis has been
daid upon the fact that Christ saves a
anan from a future hell in a future

world. The emphasis today is unques-
tionably laid upon the salvation of the
qnan from the hell of the present world,
but in pressing home our aspect of the
Saviour’s work we must not ignore oth-
er necessary and all-important aspects.
JIf we were to define the work of Jesus
as outlined by Himself, it would be the
salvation of man, from everything that
threatens his life, from any disease of
his natural or moral or spiritual nature
#hat would lead to his death, or deteri-
‘oration, in this or any other world.
fThis is not salvation which comes
through a belief in the fatherhood of
God, and'‘the brotherhood of man, and
in the development of man by ‘educa-
fion, but salvation through Jesus Christ
‘as the only begotten Son of God, who
comes to us to show us, not only a per-
Sefct example of manhood, but through
s divine‘knewiddge: and  power gives
us the moral and spiritual dynamic to
beconae like Himself. This is the reason
for church, ministry and sacraments,
#&nd this is the reason why the Church
is called His Body. It is intended to
keep Him in touch with the world and
men, and furnish the world with a heal-
ing power, competient to save men as
Christ saved them while on earth.

< Now all this is preliminary to an earn-
est word which I wish to speak this
motning on the subject of missions.
How my heart is grieved sometimes
when I hear men:speak about the mis-
sionary work of the church. Listen to
the criticisms: One says that missions
cost too much. He figures out how
many thousands of dollars it costs to
convert one heathen, and he sﬂgska does
it pay? Or perhaps he tells’ you*that
ha has been to-* the land where the
church is carrying on her missionary
work, and the missiong are small and
insignificant, and they have no influ-
ence on the life of the community, and
that the educated people smile when
you ask them what the missions are
really doing. Or again he will tell you
that he does not believe in sending mis-
sionaries to people who have religions
‘of their own, who are cultivated, have
a civilization 0f 'their own, and who re-
sent the idea that they are in need of
being saved.

Thesé ‘are’ the objections which one
hears ofténest today, and before answer-
ing them I want to call your attention
to the fact that most of them are due
to 4 redl misconception of the work
which the miodern missionary is expect-
€d to do.” They are based in fact upon
the philanthropy of the nineteenth cen-
tury, ‘which:* & ‘a recent writer in one
of the maga7ifbs has well observed, was
frankly -individualistic, and largely in-
‘fluenced ‘the theology of the first half
.Of .that cemtury. Men thought of the
world as the kingdom of satan, and the
‘work of ‘the!‘éHuréh was to save out of
this wrét€héd world the membens of
the eledt:!”The church was® busy, in
fact, in s¥¥idg individuals out of a lost
‘world afd from the pains and-penalties
of a ruture hell. The missions:estab-

ished- In heathen lands were '‘instru-
ments of God for saving a few ‘brands
from theharwing.”” and men: looked an-
xiously 61 the number of the converts.
I1f “a large number were reported con-
verted, that is, if a large number pro-
fessed a belief in the creed of the
church, and ifi our Western conception
of the being of God, men were well sat-
‘isfiled that the mission work was justi-
fied.

He must show a growing communicant
dist, and the natural outcome was &

‘Yoday all this has changed. Our
philosophy of life has -changed; our
theological thought has broadened and
deepened. :It: has become - sociological.
To quote again.thewriter Whorn T-men-
tioned a moment ago, “The individual,
apart from society, is an abstraction,
@n unreal being, impossible in fact and
conceivable in theory,” which means
that, in order to save the man, in any
real sense, society ' must be saved. The

_individual man gets his language from

sociéty. He gets his mental and moral
and spiritual development from society;
without society he is the strange crea-
ture pictured by Shakespeare in “Cali-
ban,” a wild, weird, unhuman thing,
&'ag. ‘realizing this, we lay the emphasis
In modern times on the necessity of

: and tolerance and truthfulness, and so

trying to establish on this earth thn
kingdom of God. We are not busied
today in saving a few brands from the
burning. Our conception of our work
is not that of the “Pilgrim’s Progress.”
This is very real work, and a very
necessa y work, but if we have any
conception of the religious thought of
our times, we are not trying to save
ourselves out of the world, but trying
by our Christiau influence to save the
world, make it a highway for our God
and hasten the coming of the kingdom
of Christ, remembering that Christ’s
preaching was always the heralding of
the gospel of the kingdom.

Now, take notice how this broadening
of the theological thinking of the times
has changed our conception of what may
be expected from the Christian mission-
ary. Bishop Graves of Shanghai gave
eloquent expression to the work . ex-
pected from the modern missionary
when he said that in the work at St.
John’s College he did not care to con-
vert the sons of: the merchants of
China to an open profession of Chris-
tianity. “If I ean only get the kind of
men I want, to do the work of the col-
lege,” said the bishop, “I shall be con- |
tent, in the majority of cases, to let
the sons of the better class of China-
men come to StiJohn’s and be thrown
into contact—close;i personal, daily con-
tact—with live Christian men, and then
80 back to their homes with a recollec-
tion of what they have seen and known !
and heard. They will soon learn to |
draw comparisons between Christian |
and Pagan ethics. They will notice the |
difference between the kindness of the
Christian and the-eruelty of their own i
domestic life. They will begin to try |
and replace pagan bigotry and intoler- !
ance and deceit by Christian charity

shall we be able to send into the em- |
pire real, though not professional
Christian influences.” ©Of course, this
kind of mission work' would not be
satisfactory to the man who counts up
the dollars spent by the missionary so-
cieties, and tells us how many thousand
dollars it has cost to convert a heathen, :
but it is the kind of work that tells.
It does not produce “rice Christians,”
and it does not swell the list of con-
varts rapidly, but it is the kind of work
that is in accord, not only with the so- '
cidlogical thought of the day, but is the
kind of work that has proved to be(
best by the practical experience of the
missionary.

It is the kind of work, moreover, that'
is being done in all modern eduational
institutions. President Stewardsom, of
Hobart College, in speaking to a body !
of college men the other day, said that
the modern. college did not call a man
educated when he could read so many
lines of Virgil or Homer and solve so
many problems in . mathematics, but
tried to teach the man a broad human-
ism. Tried in fact, to put the man in
touch with all those influences* which
had the power to save him; to develop
in him a real love for all things in the
natural mind and spiritual life which
would ultimately put him into posses-
sion of the good, ‘the beautiful and the
trué and send him out into the world
as an influence for righteousness, an
an upholder of high ideals. - 8o it may
be that the missions do not show so
many converts who can recite and read
and profess a belief in it as we could
wish, but if the missionary is the right
kind of a many he' is educating men
day by day inte a broad hiimanism and
into a higher conception of the good,
the beautiful and the true, and he is
exerting a constant Christian influence
over all with whom he comes in con-
tact, and we should;be not only gladi
but anxious to plant-as many mission-
ary stations as possible in all heathen
countries, that this great influence for
the high ideals of the Christian church
may be a mighty factor in the develop-
ment of the world. We do not give
enough credit to this silent influence of
the Christian character among a peo-
ple who need the uplifts of righteous-
ness. It is the constant theme of the
greater poets: Browning, in “Pippa
Passes,” gives us a glimpse of its ef-
fectiveness. The ignorant factory girl,
“as insignificant in the eyes of those
whose ‘lot she admires as the gnats
that buzz in the summer sunshine,” by
her own sweet cheerfulness, her glad
songs, her simple faith, touches these
great lives to divine issues. She would
have been surprised if she had been
told that she had influenced their lives.
She did not know them, never came in
contact with them, and yet she dragged
men up from the hells of life to a
higher and nobler plane of living, and
to new and better resolutions..

Now all this does not mean that we
are not to look for results from our
mission, very small and insignificant,
and apparently making little or no pro-
gress, may be doing a far-reaching and
most important work.

Again, another thought suggested by
the fact that the church is not apart
from the world and trying to save a few
people out of it, but in the world, with
a distinet ‘mission to save it, is this,
that the church must save the world in
order to save herself. She was put here
with a distinct mission to men. She
must fulfil the mission or be destroyed.
No other force in the world can accormi-
plish - the sglvation of men. Men who
think that so-called civilization or edu-
cation or culture, or refinement can save
the world are dreamers, and for the
reason that .in order to be saved, or
safe, a man must be guarded against
all the evil that may threaten his men-
tal, moral or spiritual life either in the
present or future world. Religion,
which alone recognizes the infinite ele-
ment in man, can accomplish this re-
sult, and so when Christ Jesus saved
the lepers, he said: “Go and show thy-
self to the priest.” It has been said by
some would-be wise men that Jesus
Yas against the church of His day
and would have been called a heretic in
our day. There never was.a greater
mistake. Jesug Christ faulted the
church of «His day for its lack of human
sympathy and spiritual insight, but He
always recognized its authority and its

s
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absolute necessity to mankind, because
He knew the absolute importance of
any reform movement that did not ap-
peal to the religious motive, The
church-must be recognized today as the
only hope of the world. It is the foun-
tain from which flows the water that
can heal the nations, but it must be a
living church. It must be a fountain
of redemptive life, & source of spiritual
energy, a mighty social dynamic. It
must be able to influence men at home
as-well as abroad, or else men will be-
gin to question its value.” It must show
itself to be what Christ claimed it to
be, not only of inestimable valu »Hut
absolutely necessary to the welfu.c of
man. Then we can answer that other
objection to Christian missions which is
80 often made, viz., Is it not rude to
send missionaries to highly cultivated
nations to try to convert them 'to our
religion? And should we not resent the
impudence of Indians or Shinto or Con-
fucian missionaries being sent to this
country. The answer is no. By all
means, no. If the teachers of Budd-
hism can come to this A country and
show that they have anything superior
to the Christian teaching, by all means
let them come. We know that modern
Buddhism dates only from the third
century after Christ, and all the good
that is in it was taken from the life
of Christ, and surely such a religion
should not be feared by Christians. We
take Christianity to India and China be-
cause we believe it to be essential to
man’s complete salvation in this world
and the next, no matter how perfect
the civilization may bé with which the
man is surrounded, and, knowing its
power, we are willing to walit in pa-
tience and hope until it leavens the
whole world with its benevolence and
sympathy. Every mission that we

i-plant is a centre of influence for gener-

ating this spiritual power and is help-
ing to change the atmosphere in its im-

r mediate vicinity and each mission shows

our own belief in our own Christianity.
This is an important point to remem-

| ber. The church is a power house of
spiritual energy. ‘When it ceases to!
give forth this energy, it has ceased to |
live for others and is dead. It becomes!
a Sunday club, an entertainment bu-.

reau, a survival of the days when reli-
gion was real.

Christ said to the leper, not only shew

that Moses commanded as a testimony
unto them.

TUpon the man who has secured life
and healing an obligation is resting to
convey the same great gifts to his fel-
lows. A man is not only to save him-
self, but the world is to be saved with
him, or he cannot really save himself.
‘What a vast obligation this lays upon
the shoulders of the Christian man and
how completely it tests the reality of
his own faith, Men measure the value
of the Christian church to the world to-
day by the value which-the Christian
places upon his own religion. So do we
stand before the world as valuing or
not valuing God’s greatest gift, by the
willingness we show to pass it on to
our fellow men. ILet us honor the
church by our gifts, and especially by
those gifts which shall enable her to
confer upon others the blessings which
she has popured out upon us with such
a lavish hand. Let us help her with
real largess, and not with stinted and
miserly sums, to proclaim abroad among
the nations the only begotten Son of
God, Who said of Himself: ‘I came
that they may have life, and that they
may have it more abundantly.”

LONDON, March 1.—Lord Curzon of
Kedleston, former viceroy of India, has
written a long lette_r to the Times ex-
pressing his strong disapproval of the
decision of John Morley, secretary for
India, in the matter of the supremacy
of military or civil authority in India.
Lord Curzon contends that Mr, Morley

He never heard
from “Mss; James,” and the matter
passed from his mind until last Christ-
mas, wher: he received a letter from a
lawyer in Kansas that Mrs. James dy-
ing, hau left $150,000 to him.

Dorway left his home on January 20
and came to New York to collect his
legacy, the Kansas lawyer having no-
tified him the money would be paid to
him in this city.

On January 26 a man answering the
description sent here from Canada of
Dorway called at the hotel and asked
if any letters had been received for
that name.

Startiing Increases Reported by Officials
During Past Six Years—A -
Gain of 176,

HALIFAX, Feb. 28.—According to the
report of the medical superintendent
of the Nova Scotlia Hospital, submitted
at today’s meeting of the local house,
insanity in the province of Nova Scotia
is showing a remarkable increase, par-
ticudlarly since 1899, when the total num-
ber of patients at the Nova Scotia Hos-
pital was 401, as compared with 577 un-
der treatment for the present year.

In 1906 the number of admissions was
173 as compared with 127 six years ago.

The 'admissions last year were the
largest in the history of the hospital, '

There were 153 admissions in 1904.

Owing to the overcrowded conditions’

of the institution several of the nurses
and all the attendants have to sleep in
the wards with their patients,

Since the hospital was opened in 1859,
4,326 patients have been admitted.

The recent reports of the county asy-
lums show a similar increase of insan-
ity.

Disaster Make  Important
Recommendations.

SEATTLE, Feb. 28.—Federal Com-
missoners Murray, Smith and Burwell
have concluded their investigation of
steamer Valencia disaster,” that oc-
curred several weeks ago off Vancouver
Island and today made public a portion
of their report containing recommenda-
tions regarding aids to navigation need-
ed along the Pacific coast. The mem-
bers of the board say that there should
be efficient light houses:and fog sig-
nals established at various points and
that communication should be estab-
lished by telephone and telegraph.
