God has designed “for man a grand
and noble destiny. The dealings of God
with man, copspire to put him in pos-
session of bis birth right. But the ad-
versary of man has plotted for his ruin ;
and wan bas confederated with his
direful enemy in bis monstrous acts of
pollution snd robbery.

But to rescue man from the toils of
Satan, from depravity and want, Jesus
Christ she Son of God has become in-
carnate, bas fulfilled the law, has offered
Himsell as an atosement for. transgros-
sion; and, in consequence, has announced
deliverance 1o the deluded and degrad-
ed sons of men,

To render this work of rescue effectu.
al, the Carist still, by His Holy Spirit,
remains in the closest terms of intimacy
with the human race, seeking by ail
means-to save them from folly and sin,
and sanctify unto Himself a peculiar
people zsalous of good works, and re
store to them their forfeited birthright.

The icfl ience of companionship, or
partnership, as the term fellowship
more correctly implies, is recoy-
niz>d as one of the most important
factors in the formation of bhumaa ebar
acter. But, what is pussiog strange, it is
too often Lttle regarded. Surely, its
inflaence, for good or for evil, cannot
well be over estimated. This is especi
ally true to every thoughtful mind, ig
respect to the youth. It is.alo evident
in regard to those possessing riper
years. What reflocting person uoes not
acknowledge its power? Are pot home-
life and early training indelbly stamp-
ed upon the character? Ciassmstss
leave a permanent impression on their
associates. Teachers are reproduced in
their pupils. And the society in which
we move, as well as the books which we
rend, are powerful elements in our de-
velopment.

Does not history abound with ¢xam.
ples of the exercise of this law? Do not
the observing recognize numerous illus-
trations of this principle in operation ?
In paseing, we may be remimded, of the
misanthropy of Byron and its connec-
tion with the early experiences of his
career ; of the selfishly, mean and cruel
ambition and successiul military career
of Napoleon, and their relation to his
youthiul associations and study; of the
pure and illustrious life of the patriarch
Joeepb, contrasting it with the vulgarity,
deceit and cruelty of his brethren, and
its relation to the devout and pious com-
panionship of his father, while his
brethren were permitted to mingle with
and sufler from their associations with
the vulgar herdamen ; of tha strong and
sensitive moral nature of P'sul, and as
sociate it with his religious training as
he sat at the feet of Gamaliel; and of
the sincere and gentle ocharscter of
Timothy, who was scquainted with the
Holy Seriptures trom Lis youth, and who
spent bis early years in the ennobling
companionship of his mother and grand
mother. The men who ate now ming
ling- in the hest of life's conflict find
little diffisulty in tracing their strong
ambition to deyelop worthy characters,
or their discouraging proelivities to pur
sue degrading courses, largely to the
sanociatibne  of previous years. What
often appears (0 be au insolleble mys
tery to parents and gusrdisns, in the
development of charsoter, would be
readily explicable if all the facts of their
environment were known

This principle of buwan nature has

been universaily recognissd in the yar
ous systems of religion, that have pre
vailed in the history of wan | and it has
been utilised, not to seoure man's im
provement, but by pandering 1o his de
graded tastes and  desires, sconlerate
his ruin and rob° him of his rightful
inheritancé The valgar, lostfol and
obscene ceremouies, common (o idola
trous worship, bas & withermg influence
on the morals of its vatarier. Lhe pars
dise that Mobsmet proiibed Do s 4o
lowers, -of necessity, developed their
beastly nature, to the desolation of i
true virtue. Aud hes Dot even Chrie
tinnity, when modified (o suit the fascies
and desires of sintul man, not ouly lost
its intrinsic beauty and glory, but cess
ing to elovate ita adherents, provided o
them a-convenient but false sheller, as
they sink juto the mire of hypoeriey
ahame and ruin

Such is the
unspeskable honor that our Father has
heaped upon our race. Well may we
tremble, when we ocontemplate the re
sponsibilities.

It is appropriate to note some of the
prominent features of this fellowship or
partnership, into which our God has so
graciously called us. 1 It certainly is not
o the proximity of persons. There are

be ke Him? Our moral nature is 8o
tainted by the fall, so weakened by habi-
tual transgression, that it may seem
absurd to dream of holding fellowship
with this first-born Son of God. But
through faith in Christ, and the opera-
tion ot the Holy Spirit, we may become
partakers of the divine nature, and be
called the sons of God. Being grafred
into Christ, we may receive character
and growth from Him. As disciples,
imitators and witnesses, we are led to
entertain the same spirit, develop a
like character and live a consecrated
life. We may have fellowship with Him
in the feelings and convictions of His
pure moral nature. If we examine a
growing tree minutely, we will be sur-
prised at the remarkable resemblance
and vital connection between its several
parts. They are all formed after one
pattern, and constitute one system. This

ived in the
branches, leaves, flywers, fruit and seed
of a perfectly developed tree. We may
spply these characteristics of the tree
and its parts to Christ and His followers.
“[ am the vine, ye are the branches.”
Every Christian will bear some resemb-
lance to Christ, with whom he is vitally
connected by a living feith. He may be
very unlike Christ in many points, but
the vitalizing, transforming power of the
Spirit is surcly conforming him to the
image of the Son of God. He may share
in the life and nature of Jesus. He bas
been called to this fellowship.

This fellowship of nature is tgdwerful
lever in producing the true Cbristian
life. The life throb of Jesus pulsates
throughout His entire mystical body.

This partoership with Christ, honestly
sdministered, is death to selfishness and
inactivity, Under its sway it bebomes
more and more easy to do right, until
the deeds which at the first were a sore
self-denial have become & pleasure. Be
grateful that such a change is possible.
Your graces may grow ripe. hat was
once sour and bitter may become sweet
and agreeable. When you first entered
this fellowship you found it hard to do
like Christ ; and although often discour-
aged your conscienca would give you no
peace until you did. Then you were
often led to ory out, “Thy paths are
through sorrow and self-denial, O Goi "

Another element of the fellowship to
which God has called His people, is the
fellowship of labor, suffering and sscri
fice. To toil, to suffer and to sacrifice
are the lot of kind. But

In truth, we have often more communion
with the distant than the near. Itis a
fellowship of life, character, work and
destiny.

An important characteristio of this
fellowship into which God has called
His obildren, is the fellowship of Faith.

Faith may be considered w a system
of religion, such as “the fuith once deliv
ered to the ssints.” 1t may be ssserted
with emphasis that God has called us
into fellowship with His Bon, in regard
to the truth which we receive and main
tain. The Bible sets forth the faith of
the Son of (iod. As the. times and con
ditions of resn permitted this faith was
revealed. “God, who at sundry times
and o divers manners spake in times
past unto the fathers by the prophets,
hiath in those last days spoken unto us
by His Son.” This decisive revelation
was given for man's guidance and is fioal.

& powerful revival in the North River
section of his field, which has resulted
in the addition of some thirty persons
to vhe church by baptism. Others were
awaiting baptism in another section of
thefield. This field, however, owing to the
number of stations and the amount of tra-
vel necessary, involves more ministerial
labor than any one man can give to it
for any great length of time without
bresking down. This section of the
country is for agriculture one of the best
in the province, the people are generally
well to do,and it would seem that be

fore long there might be two self-sup

porting intereats here instead of one.
By this _means the ministers would be
able to live and work longer, the people
would have mors preaching and other
ministerial labor, and would not, we sus

pect, suffer either as to their temporal

MONDAY mYENING

was, devoted Lo a public missionary meet
ing. The report on Home Missions was
read by Rev. W. Comp, and was fcllowed
by an exoellent address from the secre
tary of the H. M. Board, ltev, A. Cohoon.
He spoke of the importance to the de
nomination of the mision flslds and
churches. From these fielfls many stu
dents had come to the denominational
schools, and many ministers to the
churohes ; from these flelds come also
many valuable members to enlarge the
stronger churches in the growing towns.
Much has been done during the past 12
years to systematize and promote the
work of home missions in these provin-
oes. Fields have been grouped, strug-
gling interests have been helped to be-
come selfsustaining, and important
centres have been ocoupied. This work
goes on. The fruitage of the H. M.work is
most encouraging. During the past 12
years some five: or six thousand persons
have been added to the churches in the
H. M. fields, some 30 churches have been
organizad, and some fifteen or twenty
fields have grown up to be selfsus-
taining churches. The Board needs more
money than it is receiving in order to
carry on its work. hvo of the hrgﬂt
hurches of this i

only about twenty cents per member to
Home Missions. He would not advise
that anything should be taken from the
Foreign Missions in order to advance the
work at home. All our work must move
forward together, s it is all vitally oon-
nected. But the Home Mission work
requires more money. Twelve thousand
dollars have been asked for this year,
and it is all needed. We are trembling
now lest the close of the Convention
year, which is just at hand, shall show a
balance largely on the wrong side of the
sheet. -On motion, the report was
adopted.

The report on Foreign Missions was
presented by Deacon Wilbur, of Monc-
ton, Rev.D. A. Steele was present as

the report on D inational Lit
erature, which had been laid on the
table, was again taken up. Bro. G. A
McDonald spoke in the interests of the
work of the Book Room at Halifax, and
the editor of the MessENGER AND Visrror
in the interests of the paper. Dr. Hop-
per spoke in warm commendation of the
paper, and the report was adopted. The
report on Education; presented by Rev.
Dr. Sawyer, showed that the last year
had been one of the most successful in
the history- of our educational institu
tions. More than 40 candidates for the
ministry had been in attendance at the
institutions during the year. This fact
means great gain for the caurches in the
present and great encouragement for the
future. The ranks of Christian workers
at home and abroad must beé replenished
by young men from our schoo's, aud in
every department of life and action thegs
is need of young men and women edu
oated under (‘hristian influences. Such
facts afford strong reason why our edu
cational institutions should receive the
support of the people. President Haw
yer spoke along the line of the report,
emphasizing its statements. 1t is most
important, he said, that our young peo
ple shall be educated under Christian
influences, and so educated as to under
stand the spirit of their own times and to
work in harmony with that spirit. He
felt mssured that if he oould.bring the
Baptist people of these provinces to his
own point of view in regard to these
things they would give themselves no
peace until they had seen these institu-
tions fully equipped for their work, Rev.
Dr. Hopper fully endorsed the report and
the thoughts presented by Dr.Sawyer,
and p ded to speak parti ly of
the interests of St. Martins Seminary.
The property and buidings at St. Mar-
tins were worth $55,000, and $35,000 had
been putinto them. Subscriptionsto the
amount of $11,000 had been obtained
oconditiondl on making the whole sum
$15,000. But $4,000 then is needed to
secure the $15,000 and to prevent the
sacrifice of the school. The Roman
Catholics are looking with longing eyes
toward St. Martine. What was once a
thﬁlt Seminary in Montreal has be-
come & nunnery. We can't afford to give
up St. Martins to the Roman Catholics.

An suthority, Dr. Babbitt, lays down
the rule that, fgr the ordinary purposes
of life, for all people who are well, or
nearly well, that the full white light as it
comes from the sun, is better than any
of the colored rsys, which are in them-
elves the constituent parts of that light.
t is also most vitalising snd toughening
to all feeble or negative persons. But the
colored rays of sunlight, ss separated in
a solar speotrum, or as strained off by
ueans of colored glass, constitute all the
different sides of power from warmth to
coldness; consequently in the treastment
of disease, which ls & onesidedness of
physiological action, we need

some special color which develops the
other side, and thus brin

It was
first shown that fatigue in animals might
give rise to a fyphoid state, followed fre-
quently. by déath with rapid decomposi-
tion. Later/fhe same was proved to be
true of human beings. Revilliod, in 1880,
made it evident that overwork might
bring on either a typhoid state, or, less
often, that form of cardiac disease known
as ‘“ irritable heart.” He says that mul-
titudes of cases of fever occurring in the
practice of physicians might properly be
classed anong fevets due to fatigue or
overwork.
