MURRAY DRANK
MANY BOTTLES
OF BAY RUM

Annapolis, N. 8., June 9.—That as
a result of having drunk dozens of
bottles of every conceivable kind of
liquor from bay rum and whiskey to
gin and Florida Water, Kenneth Mur-
raf, late yesterday came to an ex-
crulatingly painful death, was the sub-
tance of a verdict rendered by a cor-
ner's jury here this evening.

THE KESWICK DISTRICT.

In Some Places the Fire Section Was
Five Miles Wide.

Fredericton, N. B, June 9.—The
forest fires in the Keswick district
have burned over a section of tim-
ber and farming lands from Bird Set-
tlement to Millville and the burned
district is from one to five miles
wide. Today the wind shifted and this
afternoon came from the northwest
quarter, driving the fires away from
the settlements and into the timber
lands.

Valuable Timber Goes.

The fire which threatemed the des-
truction of the village of Burnside
has been driven by the wind into a
block of 9000 acres of most valuable
timberland, owned by the Keswick
Lumber and Land Company, of Houl-
ton, Me. The fire at Upper Keswick
station on the Gibson branch of the
C. P. R. burned with unusual fierce-
ness, although the wind was not
strong. The country is so parched for
want of rain however, that the fire
raged flercely and made such rapid
progress that two of the corps of fire
fighters had to run for their lives
and had a narrow escape.

The Dorn Ridge and Stone Ridge
fires have also been driven from the
settlements back to the timber lands.
In Sunbury county, the country between
here and the Minto Mines 1is all
ablaze,

Big Bridge Doomed.

Prophesying the
results of elections is easy work in
comparison with an attempt to deter-
mine what will be the situation with
regard to wheat in the prairie provin-
ces a month or two hence. A number
of things may happen to alter the
whole aspect of the crop, and no one
can say that these things will not hap-
pen. But there is reasonable ground
for believing that moderately good
conditions will be the rule from now
on, and the optimists will certainly
have the floor to themselves during the
continuation of the sta of affairs
which has prevailed for the past week.
The Effect on the Country.

Some time in he spring of every
year and usually in May, the an-
nouncement is made that “if this crop
comes off all right the country will
be established on a firm basis, and
everything wijl be all right.” The
large proviso at the beginning is cal-
culated to atone for the risk made
in the prophecy which makes up the
main assertion. As a matter of fact,
the declaration is misleading, both in
proviso and in prophecy. If it be ad-
mitted that the year’s crop is all right,
it follows as a matter of course that
business throughout the west will be
in good shape. That is so clear that
it does not need expression. But the
assumption that a successful season
in grain production definitely estab-
lishes the country on a firm commer-
cial basis is unwarranted. The re-
turns from a big yield in a given sea-
son will meet the obligations for that
year and also go a long way towards
- |liguidating the accumulated liabilities.
They will likewise give encourage-
ment and inspiration for future suc-
- {cess. They will not make the country
solid, except in so far as the wealth
which they represent is judiciously
used in the production of additional
revenue. The prophecy is wrong, too,
in supposing that the country is not
now on a firm basis. It can hold its
own with most of the grain-produc-
ing countries of the world, and is
beaten only by a half dozen. At that
has only started. It fur-
nishes most of the revenue for the
greatest business concern in the Dom-
inion, the Canadian Pacific Railway,
and manages to contribute a few
millions every year to the coffers of
other transportation concerns. The
railway corporations, as is well
known, do business for cash only, and
the statements of their earnings from
week to week can be taken as an in-
Ncation of the amount of specie
which the people of the prairie Pro-
vinces areé paying in their desire to
maintain activity in trade and com-
merce.

The firm basis of the west’s busi-
ness structure does not now depend
entirely upon the products of wheat
but the leading cereal bids fair to
give a good account of itself. The
records which have been “hung up”
during the last few seasons make it
difficult to keep up the old percentage
of gain, but it fs likely that there will
be some advance, The total yield last
year 'was little more than 106,000,000
bushels, and this was high-water
mark so far as this country was con-
cerned. There is a fair probability
that @ new record will be set up this
season. How high it will be placed
may be calculated from the conditions
of the atmosphere between this time
and September 1st.

BATTLE IN
RUSSIAN
PRISON

Tiflis, June 8 —A desperate battle
was fought in the prison here yester-
day, which ended in the killing of eight
prisoners and two wardens and the
l‘morlally wounding of four wardens
and two soldiers.

Five convicts, who were condemned
to death, while being transferred to
the death cells overpowered the war-
dens, wounding and disarming them.
They ran through the coridors, shout-
ing down every one they encounter-
ed. They were finally brought to bay
by a detachment of wardens, but re-
fused to surrender, fighting until they
were crushed by repeated volleys.
During the fighting three other prison:
ers escaped, but were run down by
soldiers, and, as they were putting
up a stubborn resistance, were shot

PAN IS A
HUMBLE

Boston, June 9.—Dressed in a blue
and white silk kimono for which her
mother in Tokio had grown the silk
worms and spun the cloth, besides
cutting and sewing the garment, Miss
BEi Imura spoke on “Japanese Cus-
toms” at the Boston trade school for
girls yesterday afternoon. %

Miss Imura has been at the trade
school a year, observing methods of
instruction. Upon her return to Ja-
pan next fall she intends to teach in
a school for the blind. Yesterday she
wore native costume, to show the Am-
erican girls the difference between To-
kio and Boston styles. With the gray-
blue kimono she wore an- obi, or
broad band, of brown silk, and a pink
silk sash. On her feet were the regu-
lation Japamese sandals, with their
white linen swathing which separates
the big toe from the others.

“There are five important points in
the education of a Japanese child,”
3aid Miss Imura. “He is taught loy-
alty to the Emperor, patriotism for
his country, obedience to his parents,
love ior his brothers and sisters and
sincerity in his friendship.

“A Japanese girl is expected to be
very bashtul, gentle, quiet, sweet and
humble. If she speaks of anything
she knows in a place where others are
present she is criticized as thugh she
were g.a'lty of ertreme rudeness.

“In Jepan the father has supreme
power; then comes the mother, and
then the children. Every one must 7e-
3pect his elders. In marriage, the
young man and wom2n have nothing
to do with the engagement. The
wenlth of a girl’s parents is shwvn by
the size of her ticrseau. Wuer she
marries she takes with her as many
kimonos as possible, and they last a
lifetime.

“The young wife must be the maid-
servant of her parents-in-law, She
must be the first to get up in the
morning and the last to go to bed, and
she must work all day.

“It has been said that Japan is the
children’s paradise, and I think that it
is true. No babies are happier than
our Japanese babies. Japanese parents
make the greatest sacrifices for their
children. There are two holidays in
each year set aside especially for: chil-
drem, the girls’ holiday on Mareh 3,
and the boys’ on March 5. Teaching
ranks very high in our opinion, and
teaching is the highest profession for
a Japanese girl.”

Sir
Wilfrid Laurier may be prouder of him
than ever, but if that is a true state-
ment of his feelings, the Premier
occupies a place of splendid isolation.
Mr. Pugsley is a bold, smooth, but
discredited politician and it is not
the part of wisdom to allow such a
man to preside over one of the great-
est spending departments of the Fed-
eral Government.

HOTEL MAN'S
CASE AGAINST

Station Agent Godfrey W. Ellis gave
evidence that the fire started in the
fréight shed roof by a spark from the
locomotive. The shed had been on
fire a few days previous to its de-
struction.

Roof Leaked, He Says.

Porter LeBlanc who is in charge
of the freight shed, gave evidence that
the roof of the shed was not in a
first class condition. The roof leaked
and often the freight had to be mov-
ed to avoid damage. The eaves of the
shed almost hung over the track.
Cross-examined by Mr. Byrne, he said
that the roof had been somewhat re-
paired shortly before the fire,

Mr. Legere on Stand.

John P. Legere, suppliant, was next
called by Mr. Teed. He said that for
some time the freight shed was in a
dangerous condition, and that on the
24th of May, the very day before the
fire, he had examined the roof and
considered it dangerous. He was awak-
ened about 2 o'clock on the morn-
ing of the 25th. At first the fiire seem-
ed to be confined to the western
side of the freight shed, and he did
not fear that it would spread to his
premises. At first he assisted in get-
ting some of the freight from the
sheds; afterwards gave his attention
to his own buildings. His property
was totally destroyed. From his barn
he only brought out an express wagon
and a cow. The wind was blowing in
the direction of his building on the
night of the fire,

Mr. Legere gave evidence that he
purchased the property in 1898 from
Amos Gallant, and to Mr. Byrne he
sald that there was now a substantial
three and a half story brick building
on the old site with barns adjoining.
Mr. Byrne asked the witness whether
he was bringing this action in his
own name or whether he was not act-
ing in conjunction with insurance com-
panies. Mr. Teed argued that no ob-
Jection should be made now to such
an understanding.

His Lordship said that the defen-
dant had not pleaded this so it coul®
not now be brought in. Mr. Bryne
said that he had not seen the papers
until a few days ago. This closed the
