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Russians Moving Down Seuthern Slopes To-
wards Plains of Hungary — Fight Which
Lasted 80 Days Most Fiercely Contested of

% the War — Capture of Eparges by Allies
an Important Incident in Western Campaign

London, April 12.—With the capture
by the Russians of almost all the main
chain of mountains, the battle of the
Carpathians, which has lasted upwards
of eighty days, is apparently reach-
ing a termination ‘over one extensive
front, and the Russians are said to be
moving at various points, by railways
and roads and along the rivers aund
streams down the southern slopes ‘o-
wards the plains of Hungary.

This movement, if it continues suc-
oesafully, will, in the view of the Rus-
glan military authorities, compel the
retirement, with little or no fighting,
of the Austrians and Germans who
are still porth of the Carpathians, to
the east of Uzsok Pass, and in Hast-

. ern Galicia and Bukowina.

The battle which has been thus s'c-

cessfully conducted by the. Russians
* was, from all accounts, one of the
fiercest of the war, and the manner in
which the Russians overcame the
dificulties of mountain fighting in
mid-winter has been the subject of
praise by those who witnessed the
‘operations, or are acquaninted  with
~the country traversed.

The first phase of the battle of the
‘Woevre also apparently has come 10
an end, and interest now centres vn

o néxt mové of General Joffre, the
French commander, in his effort to
rompel the Germans to release their
hold on St. Mihiel and that part of the
plain of the Woevre included in their
wedge. The capture of Les Eparges

was, in the opinion of British military
critics, a long step in the direction
desired by the allies, but they place
even mdre importance on the advance
from Remnieville toward Thiancoart
in the south, as the latter town is a
railway centre from which the force
at St. Mihiel draws its supplies.
This battle has not, as yet, proved
the prelude to a general offensive in
the west, as was expected. This is
probably due to the fact that, instead
of moving troops, from other poiats
along the line to assist the army of
the Woevre the Germans have
brought their reinforcements from the
interior of Germany, or perhaps right
from the eastern front, and conse-
quently the situation remains com-
paratively quiet on the western front,
German submarines have again been
showing activity, and, besides the
Harpalyce, which, according to one
member of her crew and the officérs
of another steamer, was torpedoed,
théy have attacked, since Saturday
night, the British liner Wayfarer, the

nch steamer Fredetic Franck and|

e littfe steamer President. The
Wayfarer reached Queenstown in a
sinking condition; the Franck was
towed into Plymouth, and the Presi-
dent was still afloat when her crew of
ten left her.

The mystery of the North Sea fir-
ing on Wednesday night last remains
unsolved, so far as the general public
is concerned.

TAXES EFFECTIVE
ON THURSDAY

Go Into- Effect After Midnight
Wednesday— Some Things
to be Remembered.

Ottawa, April 12.—The special war
taxes which will apply to the general
public in Canada will go into effect
immediately after midnight on Wed-
nesday—which will be Thursday moran-
ing. Much inconvenience, as well as
the danger of avoiding a penalty, may
be avoided by a knowledge of some
of the more important requirements
of the law by which the taxes are
levied,

‘The new taxes apply to bank checks,
railway, steamship, parlor car and
sleeping berth tickets; letters, post-
cards and all kinds of mail matter, ex-
cept open letters and circulars; tele-
graph and cable giessages and money
orders.

A stamp tax of two cents re requir
ed on every check, receipt for money
paid to anyone by bank chargeable
against a deposit to his or her credit
(includes & eavings bank receipt),
bank draft, money order or travellers
check; and on every promissory note
or bill of exchange transferred to the
bank so as to make the bank the
holder, or lodged with it for collec-
tion.

The stamp tax on checks, drafts, etc.
must be affixed by the issuer—in the
case of a check by the person who
draws it; in the case of a draft or
money, order, etc, by the issuing
bank, Stamps on promissory notes or
bills of exchange lodged with a trans-
ferred to the bank must be affixed by
the person lodging the item. Stamps
on such items must be cancelled by
the bank which pays or receives the
item. Stampg on bank drafts and
bank money onrders are to be concelled
by the paying bank,

Penalty of $50,

The bank has no authority to affix
the stamp to a check, promissory
note or bill of exchange for a custom-
er, but may sell stamps for this pur
Dose.

A penalty of $50 is provided for the
person who issues a check or signs a
savings bank receipt without affixing
a stamp, and of $100 for the bank
‘which issues any item which should be

stamped, without a stamp, or does not |

cancel the stamp on checks, receipts
for money, bills of exchange or pro-
migsory notes, etc., when paying them.

The person issuing & check, note or
bill must affix the twocent stamp.
The bank will have to cancel. A
check must be cancelled at or before

Premier Borden Exposes Biased Nature of
Minority Report on Boots Inquiry—Liberal
Members of Committee Suppressed Refer-

ence to Extraordinary Conditions on Salis-
bury Plain This Year.

Ottawa, Ont., April 12—In scathing
language the Prime Minister, speak-
ing at midnight tonight, denounced
the partisan nature of the minority
report of the boots inquiry. Partisan-
suip had collided with their patriotism
and he showed their patriotism had
quickly disappeared. “They tell us
in their report,” said Sir Robert, “that
the boots of 1905 and 1910 were not
war boots at all and that the first act
of mobilization should have been to
call a board together to discuss boots.
Yet the report ghows that it took four
yedrs to decide upon a boot. “Could
there be anything much more like
comic opera?’ asked the Premier.
These were peace boots, the Liberals
had argued. Were the great coats
peace coats? Were the guns peace
guns? “I' don’t wonder,” remarked
he, “that E. M. Macdonald is laughing
at his own report.” The member for
Picton was evidently enjoying the
game the minority had played. The
Premier was not prepared to say t‘h:t

bes ; for active service,
s "ths ot Bk ey foma.
The best officers of the department
had said they did not want the British
boot, but prefered the Canadian boot,
and these officers were appointed by
the late administration. The boot
was also the product of the late gov-
ernment, it was a better boot than was
uged in South Africa. The Premier
demanded to know why the Liberal
minority if they had wanted to be fair
had suppressed any reference to the
extraordinary weather conditions at
Valcartier and Salisbury Plains, Yet
the boots stood for ten weeks at Salis-
bury after the worst weather in forty
years and after that they were good.
The great thing was that almost at a
minute’s notice they had to under-
take to send an army across the At-
lantic fully equipped. In six weeks
tLhey had 33,000 men away. It would
be a strange thing under the condit-
fons at Valcartier and Salisbury
Plains if the boots did not give way
now and again, but he was glad to say
that the result had demonstrated the
honor and integrity of the manufac-
turers of this country.

Sir Robert announced that his gov-
ernment insisted upon every matter
being probed to the very bottom and
they would continue this to the very
end.

Ottawa, April 12—When the House
took up the report on soldiers’ boois,
Chairman W, S. Middleboro, of the
committee, moved the adoption of the
report. He referred to the statemeat
in the minority report, that the boot
{ssued for this war was not the same
as the one used in South Africa. It
was pot the same boot, but a better
one, said Mr. Middléboro, as was to
be inferred from the evidence of Gen-
eral Otter, General Hughes and
Charles E. Slater, who had declared it
to be practically the same pattern,
with improvements, and the testimony
of Assistant Director cf Contracts Mc-
Cann, that it was a “decidedly better”
boot than the South African one.

Mr. Middleboro said the Militia De-
partment, in approving the boot issved
to the soldiers this year, had doue so
only after careful consideration, and
with the advantage of the work of the
American army boot, which had evol-
Vied a lighter boot even than the Ca-
nadian pattern.- The British boot had
been reported on, but had been consid-
ered too heavy for Canadian use.

Mr. Middleboro said the boot which
was being worn when war broke out
wasg the product of the late adminis-
tration, had been found very satisfac-
tory by the permanent forces, and al-
so in comparison with the British boot
in the South African war, this being
the only test of foreign service Ca-
nadian soldiers had ever enjoyed. The
officials of the department by whom
it had been approved, were those who
had been appointed under the former
Liberal government, and had been left
in office because Of thejr experience.
Mr. Middleboro said that if this gov-
ernment had replaced them such ac-
tion would certainly have been heard
of in the minority report.

Hon. Mr. Murphy quoted at length
from the evidence taken before the
committee to the effect that members
of regimental boards which condemn-
ed some of the boots. Major General

Alderson and Sir George Perley had

considered boots supplied to the over-
seas contingents too light and unsuit-

ed for use in active service, and in

such wet weather as prevailed on Sal-

isbury Plain. Mr. Murphy said that it

had been brought out in evidence that

Had Already Been Worn Before

Returned as Defective

Mr. Rainville said that the Minister
of Militia acted promptly when the
call had come for troops for the war,
and had do his best to equip the
men. He had found in the department
a pattern shoe which had been adoptr
ed by the Laurier government after
the experience of the South African
war. “In all justice,” he continued,
“must we not give to the administra
tion of a country which has lived at
peace for a hundred years crddit for
the superhuman energy displayed up-
on the outbreak of the war. We are
within the evidence when we state
that a great many of the boots return-
ed as defective had been ‘worn for six
or eight weeks and such, we are told
by the experts, is the time which g
boot may be expected to wear undep
the exceptional conditions at Valcar
tier and in other parts of the country.
A great many of the boots were re-
pairable, but were not repaired, either
through carelessness or from lack of
a cobbler. But for that we cannot ,
blame the government.”

Mr. E. W. Nesbitt of North Oxforg
sald that the manufactures had, to &
large extent, supplied boots in accord-
ance with the samples and the specia
fications given them. But the sam-
ples were not up to the sealed pattern.
and no specifications were given for
the first 5,000 pairs of boots purchas-
ed. Moreever, there was not proper
inspection of the shoes first ordered.

Mr. F. B, McCurdy of Shelburne and ,
Queens, N. 8., said that the criticisms.
of army boots was as old as war ite
self. It had taken the United States
four years to evolve ar army boot,
and already some people in the trade
were agitating for a change. If it
took the United States four years to
decide upon the pattern of the foot-
.wear of its soldiers, surely the Militia
Department could not be expected to
change the typs of shoe used by the
Canadian forces in a week.

Mr. McCurdy pointed out that Mr,
B. W. Nesbitt had agreed with the
majority report that the manufactu-
rers had substantially carried out
their contracts and stated hs hoped
this would dispose of the rumors cur-
rent in the newspapers, which had
greatly injured the Canadian boot in-
dustry. He stated that the manufac
turers had made only moderate prof-
its, only one manufacturer stating
that he had a profit over selling ex-
penses.

TRIBUTES Tt
BEO.N. BABBIT IN
LEBISLATURE

Premier Clarke and Hon, Dr.
Landry Express Regret at
Sudden Passing Away of
Faithful Official,

SEVERAL BILLS
*  BEFORE THE HOUSE.

House in Commtitee Agrees to
Pine Hill Cemetery Bill and
Change in St, John Assess-
ment Act of 1909,

Fredericton, April 12.—Tributes to
the memory of the late Mr. George
Babbitt, 1.8.0., who died at his post on
Saturday. afternoon after 556 years of
faithful service, were paid in the legls-
lature this evening by Premier Clarke
and Hon. Dr. Landry, provincial secre-
tany treasurer.

When the House adjourned this
évening, the Premier moved that the
House do not meet again
o'clock tomorrow evening and mem-
bers of the government and members
of the legislature will attend the fu-
neral tomorrow afternoon in a body.
Among the bills which were consid-
ered during the evening was the Pine
Valley Cemetery Inconporation Act,
which was finally passed and ordered
for third reading tomorrow. Some
decision is anticipated by the municip-
alties committee this week, perhaps
tomorrow or Wednesday, on the tax
exemption and plebiscite on returning
to ward system bills.

Fredericton, N, B, April 12—The
house met at 8.30 o'clock.

Hon. Mr. Clarke said it was his sad
duty to announce to the house the
sudden demise of George N. Babbitt,
deputy provincial treasurer. of the
province. While not required by reg-
ulations to attend to his office on Sat-
urday afternoon, Mr. Babbitt in exer-
cise of that duty which he so faith-
fully performed at all times, return-
ed to the department after lunch to
attend to some work which he felt
was important and pressing. While
engaged there death suddenly over-
took him and he passed away peace-
fully, painlessly and full of years. Mr.
Babbitt served the province for a pe-
riod exceeding half a century, haying
upon his duties on October
29, 1860. During all the time of his
connection with the civil service he
was faithful and true and very much
esteemed. Outside of his immediate
family, none will more sincerely
mourn his sad death than those with
whom he wag officially associated. It
required no word of his to testify to
deceased’s worth. His life was an
open book and on its pages are writ-
ten the story of a devoted friend, good
citizen in the fullest meaning ot those
words. Courteous at all times, ever
kind in his relations with other men,
considerate of those under his con-
trol, faithful in all things, he has gone
to his reward, and the number of those
who mourn him is limited only by the
circle of those who knew him. He de-
sired te express his profound personal
regret at Mr. Babbitt's death, and to
convey in this way to his family an
expression of the deepest sympathy
of the government and of every mem-
ber of the house.

Before saying them, however,
he would wish to express his regret

It was impossible also,
in a few short words, to convey any
appreciable expression of the extent
of the loss to the province through
Mr. Babbitt's death.

As the Premier had remarked he
had been for over fifty years in the
service of the crown, and a more faith-
ful and honest servant could not be
found in any province in Canada.
He (Landry) had been intimately as-
soclated with Mr. Babbitt during the
last couple of years and could say that
he might with advantage be taken as
a guide and example by other officials.
As a citizen every man would recog-
nize him as being one of the most
worthy, and a8 a man, a pattern to
all. Now that he had gone to his re-
ward they could look to him as one
worthy to follow. He might also add
some testimony to Mr. Babbitt's worth
in private life and as a parent, but
such a matter was too personal to be
dealt with lightly. For himself and

It
was with very deepest regret thdat he
realized the loss which he personally,
and the province at large, sustained,
a loss which in many respects was ir-
reparable.

A heavy jam at Peel broke just after
seven and forced the whole body into
action. The ice is quite thick but
honeycombed, and it is thought much
damage will be done. The piers of
the bridge here are standing the strain
in good style, With the starting of
the ice the water at once commenced
to rise and is coming up at the rate
of about a foot an hour. It is expect-
ed that before morning all the lower
levels will be flooded and consider-
able damage may be caused to barns
along the intervales.

People along the river front who
have suffered in former years are
making hasty preparations to flee for
safety, and to remove as much of
their property as possible. At Peel
before the jam broke the water had
overflow the banks and surrounded
the store of Hatfield & Son at Middle
Simonds. A jam at what is known as
Grand Bar, a short distance below
here, is imminent, and if this occurs
disastrous effects will be felt here.
No damage has resulted as far as re-
ported, to any portion of the C. P, R.
tracks running close to the river. A
serious washout occurred at a pldace
called’ Argosy, this side of Grand
Falls.

Paris, Aprfl 12—There has been
given out in Paris a description by an
eye-witness of the attempt made by
the Germans on April 8-and 9 to re-
take a small fort at Beausejour held
by the French.

Two companies of volunteers led
in this attack. They showed an ab-
solute contempt for death, but never
theless they were gtopped by the fire
of the French artillery and infantry.
Only a few of them escaped. Anoth-
er attack, in which the Germans paid
a heavy price, wag successful in cap-
turing the first line of trenches. These
positions were held by two companies
until April 9. The Germans were S0
thick in these trenches that they
crowded each other and interefered
with the freedom of operations. Into
this masg of men the French artillery
fired. Those who escaped the shells
were mostly bayonetted by the French
infantry. Only ten men survived.

EFFORT 10 REPLACE
GERMAN CHEMICALS
N UNITED STATES

Washington, April 12.—American
chemical companies are bending every
effort toward supplying textile mills
and industries using artificial dyes
with home products to replace German
dyestuffs, shut off by the European
war. Reports to the Department of
Commerce just made public show
that at least six plants are in course
of construction for the manufacture
of the coal tar derivities upon which
the colors used in éloth manufacture,
varnishes and other products are
based.

Approximately $6,000,000 is to be
expended, and within a few months
it is estimated that much of the mater-
ial for the simpler dyes which hereto-
fore was purchased in Germany at a
cost of $12,000,000 annually will be
turned out in the United States. A
report of the dyestuff situation, called
for by a resolution of Congress, was
given out by the department. It was
compiled by Thomas -H. Norton, a
commercial agent of the department,
who formerly served as Consul in
Germany and is familiar with the in-
dustry.

Mr. Norton estimates that American
ovens are wasting annually $1,000,000
in by-products that could be saved
and employed in other industries, it
having been preferred heretofore o
depend upon Germon chemicals rath
er than develop an American dyestuff
supply. The American coke industry
the report states, could produce
twenty times as much coal tar as the
world needs for dyes.

In his report Mr. Norton calls atten-
tion to the fact that England has al-
ready taken steps to free herself of
dependence upon the German dye-
stuff mills, and that similar steps have
been taken in France and are con-
templated in Russia.

Carvell’s Actions in Public

Ottawa, Ont., April 12—The Public
Accounts Committee got back to hor-
ses today when more light was thrown
on the purchase of horses in Kings
county, Nova Scotfa. Sensational evi-
dence was given several days ago by
a Kingg county horse dealer and farm-
er to the effect that aged and broken-
down horses were bought by the gov-
ernment. The horse dealer, A. P.
Harvey, openly gloated over the fact
that he had sold, for the use of the
soldfers, useless equines. The farm-
er, 8. 8. Selfridge, claimed he himself
sold good horses, but insisted ‘that his
neighbors palmed off all their old and
worn-out mares on the government
buyers, who were representing Mr.
Arthur DeWit Foster. Both these men
admitted that they were strong Lib-
erals, and after today’s evidence no
one could doubt that they were either
misrepresenting the case for the sake

Dr. Chipman was on the stand all
morning, Examined first by Mr.
Rhodes, Dr. Chipman sald he had
made a careful examination of all the
horses which had been purchased for
the government by Mr. McKay in
King's County. He had looked them
over as to 8ge and soundness. He
had tried out in the saddle those
which were to be used for cavalry
purposes, and in harness, those which
were intended for artillery,

For the four days during which he
worked at Kentville, Woltville, Ber-
wick and Kingston he had receivéd $10
a day, out of which he had to pay his
own expenses. With regard to John
Seltridge’s “horse with a cough,”
which he had passed there, witness
sald he had examined it thoroughly,
as he had been told it had a cough.
But after testing it in every way, he
could not find the cough, and so he
passed the horse.

At Berwick, where Harvey sold his
first horse to the government, Dr.
Chipman said there were about two
hundred horses submitted for sale. He
cxamined between seventy and eighty
and passed between thirty and forty.

According to Harvey's evidence a
horse sold to the government at Ber-
wick for $150 had been sprung in the
knees,

Dr. Chipman gaid that he had known
this horge ever since it was a foal,
and it had inherited its bad knees.
However, that did not make the horse
unsound, and he had raced it himself
on an ice track. It had never stumbled,
and he believed it was suitable for
a cavalry horse and worth $165. Wit-

of party-advantage or ated in
the most preposterous manner. The
veterinary who passed the horses, Dr.
Chipman, very evidently knew his
business and told a straight forward
story. He denied most emphatically
that he had passed any old horses,
and declared he had purchased but
one horse from Mr. Harvey. This
horse, although sprung in the knees,
was sound in every way, and he had
raced it himself at ice races, the hard-
est kind of a test.

Mr. E. N. Rhodes had a whole sheaf
of telegrams from neighbors of Mr.

When Mr. Foster. appeared on the
stand this afternoon he stated he de-
sired to make a statement. There had
been no charge levelled against him
8o far, nothing but dnsinuations in the
press,

Ject to statements like this”

Chairman Murphy—“The commit-
tee hag allowed other persons against
whom insinuations have been made
to testify.”

Mr, Carvell stated he objected to
Mr. Foster coming to the stand to
make statements, but finally the latter
was allowed to read his statement, on
the understanding that it did not go
on the record.

Although the fire waste in Canada is
still enormous, there has been a con-
siderable dec¢rease in the fire loss dur-
ing the first months of this year as
compared with the corresponding pe-
riod of 1914. In part no doubt this is
due to the milder winter, as it is a
recognized fact that very cold weather
is always marked by an unusual num-
ber of outbreaks; but the improve-
ment is probably also partly the result
of the efforts made to reduce Canada's
fire loss. The total losses in the Do-
minion last month were $1,631,696.
This is a decrease of $1,028,970, as
compared with March, 1914, when the
losses amounted to $2,660,666.

Notwithstanding the improvement
which {8 to some extent due to tem-
porary conditions, Canada is facing a
serious situation with fire losses of
more than & million and a half a
month, or some $54,000 a day. These
figures, however, are only for a short
period. Last year, when, by the way,
a decrease was shown as compared
with 1913, the losses were more than
two million a month, or about $67,000
a day.

Fire commissioners agree that a
large proportion of fires are of delib-
erately incendfary origin, that a still

Busi-
ness in the south, with cotton active,
at advancing prices, showed a decided
improvement and crop prospects there
were excellent. In the Western and
Pacific States a general improvement
was noted. The lumber industry was
sald to be recovering, and mining re-
suming on a larger scale. Good crops
‘were predicted. The depression had
not yet wholly left New England, the
middle Atlantic states, and portions of
the central foreign trade, was still lag-
ging, but Maine was the only state in
which there was any real depression.

One of the sensitive measures of
the business pulse is the volume of
bank exchanges, and for this week
Dun’s. reports figures for the first time
in a long time, indicating decidedly
better conditions.

lessness or meglect. The number of
fires resulting from causes beyond hu-
man control constitutes almost a neg-
ligible quantity in the year's total.

How thig situation is to be handled
is a diffcult question, and is being
given serious comnsideration by many
interested organizations. At its last
meeting the Montreal Chambre de
Commerce appointed a committee to
take action in the matter. The law
prescribes punishment for arson, but,
under present conditong and with the
machinery avallable, it is exceedingly
difficult to secure convicting evidence.
The insurance mpanies, being pri-
vate corporations cannot be expected
to prosecute; umless the amount at
issue is sufficientiy®large, and the evi-
dence is conclusive, it is cheaper for
them to pay the Joss than to contest
it.

The police departments of the cities
are not interested in fires unless it be
shown that there are suspicious cir-
cumstances surrounding the occur-
rence. Even should this be demon
strated, there are no trained men con-
nected with the police forces quali-
fled to thoroughly investigate the cir-
cumstances. The Ontario legisiature
at its session in 1914 passed an Act
to appoint a fire marshal, whose duty

I have had both thumbs on triggers of a machine gun, mowing
down Germans just as you would mow down grain with a ecythe. Time
after time the Germans charged at our trenches in solil masses and the
machine guns would sweep them down like grass before the rush of a hail
storm, I don’t know why they came on in solid formation; they were simp-
iy throwing their lives away. Maybethey felt the need of the moral sup-
port of numbers. In a sham battle they would not charge in that way,
A WALL OF DEAD MEN.

“We mowed them down, but still they came on till there was a wall of
dead men five feet high in front of our tremch. It was sheer slaughter.
One thing about the Germans is queer, They will face machine gun and
rifie fire and stand a terrible punishment, but they don't like cold steel.
They would clamber over walls of their dead and wounded, but when our
boys sprang from the treiches and made for them with fixed bayonets they
invariably broke and fled.

“It was fierce work, When you were facing a German charge the ex-
citement keyed you up. All you thought of was making the best play with
your machine gun. You knew it was a case of kill or be killed, and you had
no compunctions about mowing the beggars down. But afterwards—well, I
felt pretty bad at times. Our trenches were not of the best ;the mud was
up to our knees. And even the dug-outs where we snatched a bit of sleep,
or tried to, were mostly mud, I tell you after handling a machine gun
against a German charge I did not sleep much. I would get into a blanket
and lay down, and then I would havea bad attack of nerves. I would lle
thinking about everything, and wondering why I should be there shooting
down Germans, I knew they all had mothers, wives or sweethearts, just like
the rest of us. That was the terrible thing about it, 1 did not mind the
fighting; that was exciting enough, but the thinking about it all—that was
ternible. If I dozed off 1 would beginto dream, and in my dreams I wauld
remember things that did mot impress me much when the fight was on; hor-
rors that in the excitement of action only made a slight impression on me.
Have you seen men mowed down by machine guns? When a man is hit in
the breast he throws up his hands, gives a blood-curdling shriek and gen-:
erally topples backward. When a man is hit in the legs he gives a sort of
squawk, and pitches forward on his face. It is not a pretty business.

GERMANS ATTACKED AT NIGHT.

“Most of the German drives were made in the night time. And in the
morning what you saw in front of the trenches was sickening. Dead men
sprawling in grotesque attitudes; wounded men squirming and crawling with
frightful noises among the dead. Here and there a man, his face a man-
gled horror, would sit up and squirm around, blind and not knowing which
way to crawl. In front of our trench, we had not been able to put up
much barbed wire. But one morning after a desperate charge of the Ger-
mans there were men honging to the barbed wire entanglement, looking for

all the world like scarecrows in a farmer’s field.

While I was in the trenches we did not have to put up with shell fire
from big guns; we were too near the German trenches. But in the daytime
the Germans frequently tried their trench mortars on us, though they did
not do.a great deal of damage. My special chum was killed, however, a
few feet from where I was.” :

Asked if he had stories to tell about German barbarities Mr. Marle
said he had heard a few, but had no personal knowledge of reported atroci-
ties.

“When men are killing one another they don’t have any brotherly feel-
ings,” he added. “But I didn’t hate the Germans except when they were
coming at us. I know they are brave men, whatever else they are. I think
the boys in the trenches on both sides have a certain amount of respect for
one another. But'war is war, and it is no use getting squamish about it.
No doubt the Germans have done a lot of things they should not have done,
but I think probably when you're fighting on an enemy’s territory you do
some things that are not nice. I have helped kill off blacks in Africa in a
way that was not very sportsmanlike.”

“One thing I know is that the boys while waiting in the mud of the
trenches are doing a lot of thinking, and something is going to come out
of it that is going to surprise some people, though I haven’'t figured out
yet what that is going to be.”

After doing his bit in the trenches Mr. Marle resumed his duties with
the bic¢ycle corps and while carrying a message along the front was shot
in the leg by a sniper, and spent some weeks in a hospital.
