French Losses.

Paris, May 7—In flerce attacks on
both banks o the Meuse today the
German forces gained ground from
the Menchi. They entered the French
communicating trenches east of Hill
304, and gained a footing in the first
French lne between Haudromont
and Fort Dousumont, over an extent

of nearly a third of a mile. The offic
fal communication reads as follows:

“On the left bank of the Meuse a
bombdrdment of extreme violence,
which lasted without cessation for
two days, in the region of Hill 304,
was followed by a powerful German
attack delivered against our front be-
tween Hill 304 and Le Mort Homme,
The enemy, after repeated efforts,
penetrated the underground passages
of Hill 304. Everywhere else he was
repulsed with serious losses inflicted
by our machine guns and batteries,
which energetically bombarded the
German lines.

“On the right bank, after intense
artillery preparatiod, the Germans de-
livered several successive attacks
against our trenches between Haudre-
mont wood and Fort Douaumont, In
the western part of the front the ene-
my attack gained a footing for an ex-
tent of about 500 metres in our first
line. To the centre and to the east all
attacks were broken.

MR. MORRISSY'S CASE.

The Standard this morning devotes
considerable space to the publication
of an article replying in general
terms to the most important points
raised by Mn Morrissy in his answer
to Premier Clarke’s letter demanding
his resignation. It well merits care
ful perusal.

It will be noted that in practically
every case Mr. Morrissy's conten-
tions have not been borne out by the
facts. His statement that he had
asked Premier Clarke to appoint a
commission to investigat: the affaire
of his department a. one of the condi-
tions under which he would continue
to act as Minister of Public Works
and that the Premier had refused to
do so takes on a new appearance
when it is recalled that one of the
Premier's first public acts was to ap-
point W. B. Chandler, K. C. such a
commissioner. How did the Minister
of Public Works act toward that com-
mission after it had set to work. Not
only was he not in harmony with it
but on mo occasion did he bestir him-
self to assist in the productioa of in-
formation. His attitude rather was
that of the suspected small boy who,
knowing that his acts were under sus-
picion, walked off grinning in a “they
can’'t get anything on me” frame of
mind.  Instead of assisting the com-
missioner Mr. Morrissy was always
on the defensive, ever ready to take
offence, never willing to assist.

His complaint in regard to the
Moncton bridge contract will bear
detailed comsideration at another
time, but the facts presented else-
where in this issue show that the
Government was entirely justified
in the action it took and that
when the Commissioner of Public
Works awarded the contract as he did
he certainly was not acting in accord
ance with his oath as a member o
the Government of New Brunswick.

Mr. Morrissy has also cttempted to
give to the public some alleged “con-|
fidences” received from his former
colleagues. BEvery one of his state-
ments touching these matters has
met a flat denial from the gentlemen
he quotes as his authorit'es and he
has not yet attempted to prove his
case.

Again the ex-Minister and the oppo-
sition organizer have tried to make
much out of a suggestion said to have
been made to H. M. Blair by Premier
Clarke to the effect that Blalr shoula
feign ill and go away for a time until
the trouble “blew over.” That sugges-
tion was never made.

Before Mr. Morrissy seeks to mis-
represent or attack members of the
Clarke Government there are a few
things on which the public should be
informed. The following simple ques-
tions are accordingly recommended to
that gentleman's attention:

1. Why did Mr. Morrissy award the
Moncton Bridge contract to the high-
est tenderer in the face of the recom-

dation’ of the of the De-
partment that a lower tender be ac
cepted.

2. Why has Mr. Morrissy stated, in
contradiction of the fact, that he
awarded this contract on the recom-
mendation of the Provincial Engi
neer?

3. Why did Mr. Morrissy permit
the acceptance, as a gift, by his son
of $5,000 worth of stock of a com-
pany with which ag Minister of Public
Works Mr. Morrissy was doing busi-
ness on behalf of the Province?

4. Why did Mr. Morrissy permit
his son to accept a contract on the
Miramichi Bridge from the Founda
Hons Company, Limitea, while he
himself continued to hold the position
of Minister of Public Works?

THE LUSITANIA ANNIVERSARY,

- One year ago yesterday, on May 7ta,
~ 1915, a German supmarine sent to the
“Dottom the glant ocean lner Lusitania
jnd 1,150 lives were lost. Of the total
of victims 150 were

them against wanton brutal attack,
or, if attacked, to avenge them.

As already said a year has passed
since they were done to death. ‘In
that twelve months the murder of
these innocent people has not only
been acknowledged but openly adver
tised and flaunted before the world
as a premeditated action, but it has
not in the least been atoned for. Ger
many the wilful slayer of unarmed
men, defenceless women and babes
has talked and bluffed the United
States government into a year of in-
action and has not been forced to so
much as express a word of regret for
her crime, other than to say that she
was sorry there were Americans on a
steamer which she found it necessary
to destroy.

The flendish Von Tirpitz, and ihe
German Emperor at his back, have
paid no penalty for the outrage, not
even that of humiliation. Instead
they have repeated their attack many
times and today American diplomacy
is engaged in negotiating with Ger.
many, not over the Lusitania, but
over the case of the Sussex, a vessel
torpedoed eleven months later.

Yet, while the United States govera-
ment sends note after note and Ger
many replies with evasion, the whiten-
ing bones of the Lusitania dead
stand to the world ae a protest against
the gross inhumanity and cruelty of
which they were the innocent victims.

The Boston newspaper
did not know that this utterance of
the Toromto Globe represented only
the bitter partisanship of a marrow
group of Liberal politicians and press,
and that there was no sentiment among
Canadians that questioned whether
Canada is worth while.
As The Monitor well says: “The
great body of public men and of private
citizens of the Dominion were ready
to surrender all personality and preju-
dice and partisanship and to devote
themselves to their country and its
motherland. The marvelous resuits of
these sacrifices and of this devotion
have been recorded. They have sur-
prised Canada itself, they have won
the unconcealed admiration of its near
est neighbor, and they have earned the
praise and gratitude of the Empire
and its Allies.”

| Professedly Their “Allies”
in London,

THE IMPORTANCE OF
BALKAN THEATRE.

Serbian Army of 150,000 at
Corfu Trained and Equip-
ped and Ready to Take the
Field at Hour’s Notice.

By R, A, ScottJames in the London
Chronicle.

Monsfeur Pasitch remains in Lon-
don for a few days after the depar-
ture of the Prince Regent, He - re-
celved me in the hotel which has been
his headquarters during & busy week
of receptions and conversations. He
is the Prime Minister who has guided
his country through the two success-
ful wars against Turkey and Bulgaria
and through the more devastating
war now.in progress. I eaw him when
he was in Kngland three years ago at
the Conference of London.

Bulgarian Treachery.

He plunged at once into the whole
subject of Serbia and Near Eastern
affairs,

“My country was equal to the task
of engaging the Austrians and Ger-
mans on the northern frontier. But
we had not enough men to defend our
long exposed eastern front against the
Bulgarian attack in the back, Our
line of communications lay close to
the Bulgarian frontier and it was not
possible for us to defend it long. Per-
petually harassed as we were by the
enemy we had to retreat as best we
could through the mountains of Alban-
fa. Thanks to the help of the Allles,
our army has been transported to
Corfu. There, in Cortu, it has been
fed, nursed back to health, reorganiz-
ed, and re-equipped. We have there
150,000 trained men ready to take the
field in Salonica side by side with the
French and English.”

Help From the West.

1 asked him if he was satisfied with
the arrangements which were being
made at Salonica, and more especially
it he was satisfied with the political
situation in England, and the help
that we were able to promise.

He answered, as I expected, in the as

affirmative.
completely satisfied.”

The question was important, be-
cause there have been rumors in the
air that the British are not regarding
Macedonia as a first-class theatre of

ar. If M. Pasitch had been dissatis-
fied he might not have said so. But,
on the other hand, when I varied my
question, and he repeated his answ-
er, I could detect no sign of uneasi-
ness or doubt in his manner. I felt
confident that M. Pasitch believes that
we shall fully support the Serbian
arms in Macedonia.

“But on the Balkan side the whole
case is different. At present there
are no considerable enemy fortifica-
,tions, and there is a wide area for
manoeuvring. Nor can the enemy
speedily construct fortifications, for
there are few railwa; and roads, and
the country is mountainous.

“When the French and the British
have concentrated a sufficient number
of men, in addition to the Serbian
army, in Southern Macedonia, ther
will be able to sweep all obstacles be-
fore them,

“And not only so. The immediate
result will b& that both Greece and
Rumania will join the mmtente. I am
sure of it. You may count upon the
powerful co-operation of the Greek
and Rumanian armies. Success will
be certain and quick. Bulgaria will be
subdued; the road to Constantinople
cut: Hungary will find herself invad-
ed by Rumania from the east, whilst
the Serbians. The Hungarians are very
ish will sweep triumphantly acro:

We turned to the question of what
was to happen after the war. I re-
minded him of Mr. Asquith’s promise
that we should not make peace until
Belglum and Serbia had obtained “all,
and more than all,” that they possess-
ed before the war. He referred to the
aspirations of Serbia as most of us
have long understood them. ‘She asks
for union with her kindred by blood
and language in Southern Amstria—
with the Serbs, Croats, and Slovenes.

Serbian Macedonla.

“But what,” I said, “sbout Mace-
donia?”

“Macedonia? Macedonia is inhabited
by a race which is one with the Serbs,
the Croats, the Slovenes, It is bone of
our bone; it is our country. For our
country we are ready to give our
lives; we have given them; but we
will not sacrifice our honor.”

1 reminded him that there had been
many differences of opinion on this
subject, and put to him the following
question :~—

“Supposing it came to a choice for
Serbia between a wide expansion on
the Austro-Hungarian side with a
emall share of Macedonia, and, on the
other hand, gains on the Macedonlan
side without expansion in Austria-Hun-
Hungary, which would you and the
Serblan people prefer?”

*Is such a question possible? It is
Hke asking if'I have three children,
which of them I would the more will-
ingly consent to lose? I answer, none
of them. Macedonia is an indivisible
part of the JugoSiav world.

“Even if we gained far less terri-
tory altogether, we should still cling
to our Macedonia. The history of our
people is identified with this region.
The sentiment of Serbia would be out-
raged by the loss of it. Though it is
only right and just that we should be
united to the southern Slavs of Aus-
tria, the loss of Macedonia would
mean the disintegration of the Ser
bian nation.”

Bulgarian Gulle.

When 1 asked if he wished for any
extension of frontier at the expense of
Bulgaria, M. Pasitch was unwilling to
commit himself.

“The time has not yet ceme,” he!
said, “to speak of these things, At
this moment all our efforts, all our en-
ergles, must be directed to the sole
object of bringing this great war to a
successful conclusion.”

But he pointed out that the Bulgar
ian occupation of Strumnitza, which
the Serbians had waived at the Con-
ference of Bucharest, had given to the
enemy an unfair strategical advant-

Claimed That New Device
Will Work Irrespective of
Weather Conditions or
Track Obstructions.

A new automatic control and sig-
nalling device for use on raflway
trains will be tried out in the near
future om the I. C. R,, between Mogc-
ton and Painsec. It is claimed that

this device will work independent of
weather conditfons or obstructions op *

l

the track. It is not dependent on the
engineer, being automatic in its work-
ing. A large number of rallway men
are expected to be present whem the
trial takes place, as if it will do what
the inventor claims for it, the long-
looked-for safety device which will
prevent collisions has been found. W,
W. Macfarlane of Philadelphia is the
inventor, and he is trying the device
out at his own expense by permission
of the I. C. R,

It can aleo be used for telephoning
and as many as three conversations
can be carried on at the same time,
even while the train is in motfon.

The apparatus attached to the en-
gine itself is mot very elaborate. It
consists of a framework attached to
the under part of the locomotive be-
tween the pony truck and the first
pair of driving wheels, from which
depends on either side, in contact
with each track, a special metal shoe,
which picks up the current suppliea
by the storage batteries installed at
intervals along the track. From the
shoe, wires are connected to the ser-
vice of semaphore signals arranged to
be always visible in the emngineer's
cab. The apparatus gives a green sig-
nal to‘the engineer instantly when
thy train is within two blocks of a
preceding train, and automatically re-
duces the speed to any predetermined
number of miles an hour, ‘after the
train has run one hundred feet in this
block. A red signal is given when the
train is within one block of the pre-
ceding locomotive, and the speed re-
duced to one or two miles.

If a switch is thrown in front of
the train on the same block, the en-
gineeer receilves a ped signal and the
brakes are applied instantly and auto-
matically through the specially in-
staled eleotrical mechanism, working
in conjunction with the electric shoes
on the track. If traffic conditions
change in front of the train the engi-
mneer is immediately informed through
his signals, no matter in what part
of the block the train may be. Mr.
Macfarlane claims that this will em-
able the raflways to run more trains
and to run them with absolute safety,
for the engineer is reckoned as a neg-
ligible quantity inasmuch as if he
fails to take heed of the signals given
in his cab, then the device applies the
brakes and safeguards the train auto-
matically.

The system can be operated on the
regular closedblock-cireuit principle
such as now used or ordinary block
signals and it can also be used in con-
junction with the usual semaphores
or without them, he said. The same
current is utilized that is now used
for the operation of electric signals
but a special apparatus is brought in-
to play to pass this current through
the rails.

The telephone system can be oper
ated at the same time as the safety
device is working, or independently—
and three conversations may be held
with the train while it is in motion,
even while the train is speeding at
sixty miles an hour, he claims. This
train telephone system accomplishes
theé fact of putting the train despatch-
er, towerman, etc., in constant com-
munication with the train while it is
moving and the connection between
the engineer and the despatcher is in-
stant,~in any part of the track. The
system also saves much time and
trouble in transmitting messages to
freight traine, and im foggy weather
will enable the engineer and caboose
man of a freight train to keep in
touch with each other, even if a draw-
head pulls out and the caboose is in
one block and the engine in another;
and, said Mr. Macfarlane in conclu-
sion, provided connection is made
with the regular Bell Telephone Sys-
tem, trains can be put into communi-
cation with subscribers.
