McADAM BOY, TRYING |
TO JUMP ON TRAIN,
TERRIBLY INJURED

Ten-year-old Charles Speedy Had
' One Leg Severed and the Other
Badly Mangled.

MoAdam, N, B., March 17—(Special)—
Charles Speedy, the ten-year-old son of
Daniel Speedy, was the victim of a bad
accident tonight. The boy, with two com-
panions, was at the lower crossing on the
8t. JoHn track, when the freight from St. {
John, in charge of Comductor Napier,
came along.

voung Speedy fell under the wheels. One

to be an expert climber, was asked by
Foreman A. Arsenault to climb the pole,
fifteen feet, and fasten the guy. The pole
was thirty-five feet high. Cole readily re-
sponded, but instead of stopping when
he was up fifteen feet he kept on to
the top. He ascended to the second cross
arim which he straddled and called out “all

: right.” Meaning for those below to throw

him a rope. These were the last words he
uttered, for when #ome of his compan-
ions took the mext glanee up they were
horrified to see Cole with hands grasping
wires on each side with head erect and

| stiffened in death.

Iodge Huntley, one of the crew, was
the first to apprehend what had hap-
pened. ‘“My God,” he ghouted
dead.”  His shocked companions gazed
apeechless at the rigid form as it sat up-
right on top of the pole with fire and
smoke issuing from the burning hands
where they clasped the deadly wires. !

Quickly as possible the electric station
was communicated with and the current
shut off, but the deadly fluid had long
since done its work. His comrades, below,
watched the awful contortions of the
body as.it finally ewayed and the head
dropped down on the wire, one cheek

being burned by the heavily charged wire. |

Even after the current was shut off the
dead man was held in position at the
top of the pole by his death grip on the
wires. When a Jadder was erected and
the body was lowered to the ground, it
was with difficulty that the fingers could
be unclasped from the wires. Cole wore
leather mittens but the electricity burned
through the leather like paper and the

i flesh wuas crisped to the bone.

Cole, who was 22 years old, had been
employed- with the I. C. R. only since
the 17th of February last, He was a smart,
bright young man and had been warned
by Electrician Scott to be careful about
electrical works and follow instructions
of euperiors. What prompted him to
climb to the top of the pole when he
was instructed to ascend only fifteen fect
18 mere conjecture. Workmen with him
think as he was an ‘expert climber, he
went on to the top to show that he did
not need spikes to do the trick.

The wires were examined after the
tragedy and found to be insulated, but on
account of them being damp and Cole
wearing wet mittens a connection was
formed the moment he touched the wires.

THEALBERTITE COSL MINES
(By J. 8. Enowles.)

In your issue of the 14th inst., I observed
an article about the reopening of the Al-
bert mines; and, as I remember very dis-
tinetly when the Jirst  specimens weve
. brought down to St. John, as well as a few
interesting facts about this wonderful de-
posit, I thought it might be of interest to
your readers to mention them.

As far as my memory eérves me, it was
in 1854, the year of the cholera, that the
first specimens were brought down here
by Mr. Duffy in Capt. John Woods’
schooner from Hillsboro.

They brought these specimens into my
father’s store on the South wbarf, and I
can well remember its bright, glossy ap-
pearance resembling jet, and as I held a
piece of it over the gas light it burned as
easily as sealing wax. :

| for gasmaking purposes, and so let some-
| thing more valuable than a gold mine slip
| through their fingers. Of course they rea-
lized this fact when it was too lite.

| Some New York capitalists, hearing of
| the rich deposit, came down to investigate
and captured the prize that the gas com-
pany refused. I do not know the price
paid, but it is a well known fact that they
took severa] million dollars worth of Al-
bertite from the mines during the quarter
of a century they worked them.

A long law suit was carried on to test
the nature of the deposit, whether csal or
asphaltum? which was decided in favor of
coal.

Allison & Spurr (Edward Allison and
James de Wolf Spurr, who is still agile on
the golf links), erected a building over at
Union Point and for some years manufac-
tured oil, which -they called *‘Albertmne,”
for illuminating purposes.

John Moore, uncle, if I remember cor-
rectly, of John E. Moore, our esteemed
fellow citizen, was the manager of the oil
works, and they had a eelling depot in
Prince William street. As it made a bril-
liant light, it met with a ready sale.

At this time the gas company resold
some of the Albertite, mixed with English
Newcastle coal for making gas. It pro-
duced about 20,000 citbic feet to the ton,
which was more than 5,000 more than the
“Bog-head” (anmel ¢-al, said to have beeh
the richest coal for then
known.

The New York owners, represented here
by Gilbert & Company, of which firm our

gas-making

could dispose of it for oil-making purposes
to more profitable advantage in the United
States, and cut off the supply here, until
the discovery of the oil wells in Pehnsyl-
vania, against which they could not suc-
cessfully compete; after which the gas
company were able to purchase scme at $20
a ton and continued to use it until the
mines were worked out.

Important Objects.

It will be seen that these are very im-
portant ‘objects, classifying the land, ascer-
taining the nature of the lumber, whether
spruce pine or hardwood and its accessi-
bility, things that it is very necessary for
us to know. In some districts the quality
of the lJumber may be good and the con-
ditions favorable to rapid growth, but eo
difficult of access that ite value is greatly

When we see the difficulty and loss that
are caused by. lumber being hung up it
seems 10 be the duty of the government
to take notice of thise faot and endeavor
to amend it. If I have anything to do
with the administration of this law; I will
take care to have competent men to meke
this survey, men whose reports will be of
some value. When we come to a district
suitable for settlement they will marg 1t
off in 100 acre lots. It is very desirable
where land is being settled that ag many
families should be got together as possible.
This survey will do awvay with the neces-
sity of another survey when settlers have
to be provided for.

The section with reference to undersized
and scrubby timber is a- very siccessary
one. \Ve are constantly receiving letters
from licensees complaining that parts of
their lands are of this character. It is
therefore necessary for us to know where
such land is situated.

1 have always felt that it was an absurd-
ity to put up lands at the same upset
price, some being worth ten times as much
as ethers.

The second section of the act provides
for the making of proper plans and maps
of the crown timber lands of the province.

The third section provides that the gov-
ernor-in-council may make such regulations
as may be necessary to properly protect
the lumber industry, subject to the ap-
proval of the legislature, and for the ex-
tension of existing licenses for such areas
as are reasonable and necessary for tae
permanent carrying on of existing lumber-
ing industries. This is an important mat-
ter, which ‘was referred to in my budget
apeech, that where an operator has made
a Jarge outlay in building a mill he ehould
not have to came into competition with a
strenger, but shoukl be assigned such an
area as would be necessary to supply his
mill provided he paid what the govern-
ment considered a fair price. If he does
mnot choose to accepl these conditions, he
can go on until the expiry of his lease, and
then will come into competition with oth-
ers. If he accepts the terms he will have
permanency of tenure. ;

The fourth clause authonizes the lieunten-
ant-governor-in-council to make regulations
mequiring the removal from the forest of
themlock trees which have been cut down
for their bark. Such trees are a menace
to the forest.

Mr. Hazen—I have a letter from an oper-
ator in Sunbwry county, who has been
reading your budget epeech, in which it is
stated that the tops of hembock trees must
be removed. Ie says that it would cost
more to remove the tops than it would be
to haul the logs.

Hon. Mr. T'weedie—There is a misunder-
standing here. It is not the intention to
require the top of the tree to be removed,
but only that portion of it which is avail-
able and useful. We are not asking lum-
bermen to do anything that is unreason-
able. The company that bought the Rich-
ards property is taking out everything that
can be made useful and giving quite an ob-
ject lesson to some of our peovle. ‘I'he
policy we propose is one that will meet
the views of all practica] men. Thig, how-
ever, is merely an outline, for nothing will
be fixed until we have the experts’ report.

Mr. Hazen—Where do vou expect to find
experts fit for this work?

1Hon. Mr. Tweedie—I am hardly in a
position to answer that question now. 1f
they can be had in the province we ehall
of course prefer our own men.

The tenth section authorizes the lieu-
tenant governor in council to reserve from
settlement or from licensed crown timber |
lands at or near the head waters of rivers |
to such an extent as may be deemed ad-!

supply. ; :

The eleventh section authorizes the lieu- !
tenant governor in council to make regu-|
lations for the protection and preserva-
tion of clambeds which are the property
of the province under recent decisions of
the privy council. While the 12th section
authorizes the surveying and leasing of
such clambeds.

That is the bill which we have prepared
for the purpose of preserving and protect-
ing the public domain, It has been care-
fully considered by the government but it
will not' be hurried through the house.
We will have it printed eo that the hon.
gentlemen will have a chance to fully
counsider its provieions. I trust that it may
meet the views of the members of this
;egiahm and of the people of the prov-
ince. It has been prepared with a eingle
desire to benefit the province and to guard
the interests of the people.

This road is nothing more or less
than a tramway to bring out coal, and
serves no general railway purposes or any
population. There was no reason why
the mine owners should not build this tavo
and @ half miles themselves. One speak-
er last year said in this house that the
royalty would reach $90,000 a year to the
province, but the road has been shut down
a long time.

( Ottawa, March 16—(Special)—When
Hon. John Haggart resumed his speech
jon the Intercolonial Railway today he

Etook strong exceptions to the carrying of
ibay free to the farmers of Prince Ed-
lw&nd Island. 1t was done during election
time, and he was told some of it was
carried free to Sydney and then sold in
'Newfoundland by speculators. This was
,one of the ways of securing votes for the
| government. About 8125000 wus expend-
ted in this way, making, as the minister
|said, a loss to the road of $140,000. The
‘only excuse of Mr. Emmerson was that
a rchate was given on Noéva Scotia coal
going to Ontario. But there was only
496 tons of coal and the rebate would not
‘have exceeded $1,000.

In the opinion of Mr. Haggart, parlia-
ment alone could give authority for such
expenditure. He agreed with the Mont-
real Gazette’s statement that the I. C., R.
{was a bankrupt concern. That was the
{whole truth of the matter. :

Taking up the statement of Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy in regard to capital, Mr.
Haggart disputed the statement that Mr.
Emmerson was following the e prin-
ciple. There was an amount $300,000
charged to capital in connection with
the laying of new rails which, hatl the C.
P. R. system been adopted, would have
been charged to revenue. There were
also amounts charged to capital for loco-
motives which should have gone to rev-
enue. There were §264,000 charged to
capital for strengthening bridges which
should have been charged to revenue.

Mr. Haggart declared that the road was
a miemanaged concern. All expenditures
along the line for everything should be
! charged to revenue. There should be no
capital expenditures. For the past nine
vears $24,000,000 was spent on the I, C.
R. It was a' political machine and. in-
stead of being a pack horse, as the min-
ister said, it was a ‘“pack track.” The
only hope left for the road was that some
one outside the maritime provinces should
be placed in charge. This country will not
stand for any morc capital expenditure on
an old railway like the Intercolonial.

He spoke of the road as a sink hole
and said $25,000,000 could not be got for
it, although it cost the country more :han
$80,000,000. He had not much faith in
commissions but it was the duty of the
maritime province members to insist on
a more economical management, Mr, Hag-
gart regretted that Mr. Emmerson was
not present.

H. J. Logan.

H. J. Logan, in repiying to Mr. Jiag-
gart, said that at last the peiple of tle
maritime provinces found nut tie policy
of the opposition in regard to the I. C.
R. Mr. Haggart was the mouthpizce of
the opposition on railway matiecs. It
was to e presumed, thereinre, tL.t he
was speaking the opinion of the wen who
sat beside him.

His reference to .the minister of rail-
ways was unfortunate. Mr. Emmerson
was called away on public business. If
the minister of railways knew the char-
acter of Mr. Haggart's statements he
would have dropped his public duties so
as to be present. Some time ago the al-
leged policy of the opposition was to in-
orease the mileage of the I. C. R. to
(Gieorgian Bay. Today the road was con-
demned in as strong language as the ex-
minister of railways could use.

The government railway was never
built as a commercial imstitution; it was
intended for cementing confederation so
as to ronnect the upper provinces with
that portion of the dominion down by
the sea.

Mr. Haggart refers to the I. C. R. as a
bankrupt concern for which $25,000,000
could not be obtained, yet it cost the
i people of Canada more than - $80,000,000.

fCompamon of Sebago in Board of Health License

Necessary for Milkmen
and Storekeepers

It will now be necessary for all vendors
=m’ milk in the city to take out a license.
{ This decision was reached by the board
of health at the monthly meeting Mon-
| day.

The members of the board will also in-
sist upon the strict observance of the

herds of cattle by a veterinary surgeon.
{  Every milk dealer is supposed to be pro-
{ vided with a certificate signed by a veter-
| inary to the effect that his milch cows are
! healthy, and such certificate must be pre-
sentcd to the board of health by the dealer
when he applies in May for his yearly
license. The cost is $1, except where
| there is but one cow, then the cost will be
fifty cents. 'The other license, affecting
milk vendors, will not cost anythmg

The reqmrcment from the men who
bring the milk to the city is that they
| shall have a veterinary’s certificate that
| their cows are not unhealthy. The propo-
sition relative to the storekeepers who sell
milk to the people is that they shall be
brought under control of the health board.
They must keep the milk in covered crocks
—not cans—and everything must be_s0
kept that the milk shall not become im-
pure.

The board officials say their action is
not hased upon any special complaints,
but is decided on simply i in the protection
of the public health,

TWO WOMEN NEARLY
SUFFOCATED IN BOSTON
RESTAURANT FIRE

Boston. March 18—Two women were
nearly suffocated and another woman and
several male waiters were compelled to
make a hasty flight to the street during
a fire which damaged the hotel restaurant
Marliave early today. There were no
| guests at the hotel at the time, as the
establishment has been used more as a
restautant than a lodging house.

The women, who were overcome by the
smoke and who were taken out by- the
firemen after the flames had been extin-
guished were Marie de Brign, and a
French girl known only as France, aged
19 years.

The servants were all in their rooms
on the upper floors and all the men reach-
ed the street by the stairways, but an-
other aged servant, Adela Delora, was
carried down over the fire escape by, fire-
men.

The hotel ou,upled two small blocks on
Bosworth street, and each runs through
| to Bromfield street. One of the blocks is
‘cm old wooden structure on the third
’ﬂom of which wae the kitchen. The fire
originated near this Kkitchen and was
burning Driskly when the first engine
company arrived. The firemen made a
dash into the building and helped out
the men as they came down the stairs
and camried the women over the fire
escape. The fire was soon extinguished
and then it was learned that there were
still two women in the rooms of the
upper floor.

Half a dozen firemen and policemen
rushed up ‘to the upper floors and after a
search found the women unconscious from
the smoke An ambulance was summoned
and the women were taken to the relief
| hospital. The younger one revived when
brought to the street but the elder was
still insensible when placed in the am-
bulance.

The damage to the hotel and its fit-
tings is estimated at $10,000.

AMERICAN CONSULS’
'REPORT ON RESOURCES
OF THE DOMINION

ply and Another of Its Timber—
Steamship Combine Against Amer-
icans Also Alleged.

Washington, March 17—Steamehip dis-
crimination against American ship, ing is
reported to the bureau of manufactu.ers
from Singapore by Consui General Wilb.r,
who advises that a combination has been
effected between the Barber Line, Kas.
Asiatic and some of the Standard Ou
wteamens, all of which are under the Ing-
lish flag, and the Hamburg-American line.
The freight raves beuween South Asia and
America have been greatly advanced.

This is a move on the part of the Euro-
pean shipping conference to aid English
and German dealers in East Indian pro-
ducts’ to regain eontrol of the business
which they have been gmdua.l]y losing.
The consul believes that what is needed
throughout the Orient is an Ameriean line
of steamers under the American flag 1un-
ning from New York through the Suez
Canal entirely independent of any combi-
nation.

Consul Ifft has reported to the bureau of
manufacturers from Chatham, Canada, on
the subject of the future wood supply of
this continent, bearing specially on the
devastation of the American forests. He
quoted a Canadian authority as saying that
the matured timber of the Dominion
amounts to only 532,000,000,000 feet, which
the United States could use up in eleven
years at the present rate of oonsurmptuon

The coal supply of Canada is reported
by Consul Shank of Winnipeg at 22,000,-
000,000 tons. The dominion is now pro-
dusing yearly about. 8,000,000 tons of coal
and 550,000 tons of coke, worth almgether
nearly $17,000,000.

THOMAS MAHAR, OF
MILLTOWN, KILLED
SATURDAY AFTERNOON

| St. Stephen, N. B, March 18—(Special)
—Thomas Mahar, aged sixty, of Milltown,
was accidentally Killed Saturday at Wood-
Jand (Me.), a short distance above here.

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SCHIDLOFSKI FOUND
GUILTY OF MURDER

Jury Only Two Hours in Deciding—
Killed His Wife in Brutal Way Be-
cause She Hadn’t as Much Money
as He Thought.

Cambridge, Mass., March 17—A verdict
of guilty of murder in the first degree
was returned today against John Schid-
lofski by a jury in the Middlesex Superior
Court. The veredict was reached after de-
liberations lasting less than two hours and
was received by Schidlofski without no-
ticeable emotion.

The man who is a Russian, 40 years of
age, with a residence in Brockton, was
accused of having killed his wifé on the
12th of last July, because; as al-
leged by the prosecution,  she
did not have as much money as
he expected she did when he married
her about three years ago. The murder
was a mowst atrocious ome, the woman
having been killed, it is alleged, after her
husband had accompanied her on a trol-
ley ride to Belmont.

Her mutilated body was found on the
Arlington golf links by workmen on July
13th, and as soon as it had been identi-
fied, search was made for the husband
and it was found that he had taken a
train for the west and after some days
he was arrested at La Junta (Col.)

Officers who made the arrest testified
at the trial that the man confessed to
having killed his wife because she had
deceived him with reference to her money.

The trial began last Monday and on
Friday Schidlofski himself took the stand
in his own defence. He claimed that he
and his wife had quarreled after they had
gone to Belmont but stated that he had
no recollection of having killed her or of
how he reached the place where he was
arrested.

Arguments in the case were made late
yesterday and this forenoon and the jury
took the case after the judge’s charge,
shortly before 2 o’clock. The jury return-
ed at about twenty minutes past four
and Benjamin N. Nichols of Woburn, the
foreman, announced the verdict.
