The
most industrious cabinet-makers now
admit that he cannot be spared from
that office, and that he must be allow-
ed to hold it and the premiership as
iong as possible, ILord Lansdowne is
now relegated by the rumormongers
to Dublin. Lord Balfour of Burleigh is
named for the war office, and Mr.
Rachie for the admiralty. Mr. Wynd-
ham and Mr. Brodnrick are promoted to
tae cabinet. Each day produces a new
combination from the friends of am-
bitious or restless statesmen.

The admirailty, according to the Lon-
don Daily Mail, is about to organize
an additional reserve squadron under
Rear Admiral Sir Gerard Henry Noel
for home waters.

LORD ROSEBERY’'S NEW BOOK.

London, Oct. 22.—Lord Rosebery has
for some time been engaged in writing
a book dealing with Napoleon, chiefly
with his life at St. Helena, but includ-
ing a general estimate of the man. It
will be published under the title of
“Napoleon: The Last Phase.”

“HOOLIGANISM.”

Though the reports to the effect that
the plague had broken out in London
are incorrect, another species of

ecourge is rife. This is ‘“Hooliganism,”
which is considered by some to be more
fatal than the plague. Hold-ups, as-
saults and murders, committed chiefly
by youthful offenders, are of frequent
occurrenceé. The Spectator suggests as
a remedy that all murderers should be
hanged regardless of tender years. The
Lancet advocates flogging.

TO KILI. EMPEROR NICHOILAS,

The Sebastopol correspondent of the
London Daily Telegraph sends details
of an alleged plot & month ago against
the life of Emperor Nicholas. It ap-
pears that about a fortnight before
the czar and czarina began their jour-
ney to the Crimea, a student of Mos-
cow Unlversity was arrested for act-
ing in a suspicious manner in the vi-
cimnity of a railway tunnel near Sebas-
topol. The police, after the arrest,
found wa IJlarge quantity of explosives
deposited where they would have in-
evitably wrecked the tunnel when the
imperial train was passing. The plot
is credited to the Bresci group of An-
archists.

FIVE BLOODY DAYS.

Paris, Oct. 22.—A special dispatch
from Constantinople to the Petit Bleu
says new and frightful massacres of
Armenians have just occurred in the
district of Diarbekir. The Mussulmans,
it is asserted, pillaged, outraged, and
killed during five days, without the
intervention of Turkish troops.

A PARIS PAPER'S SNARIL.

Paris, Oct. 22.—The Eclair, in an ar-
ticle on the Anglo-Saxon agreement,
points out the previously antagonlstic
attitude of England and Germany in
China. The paper says: *“Berlin de-
nounced the monopolist schemes of
England, end Londoners predicted an
invasion of the Yang Tse Kiang valley
by Germany. Now the two nations
embrace and constitute themselves the
champions of Chinese integrity. It is
curious to see two knaves adopt this
ettitude.”

WILLIAM'S LATEST,

Berlin, Oct. 22.—"'I believe,” said Em-
peror William recently, ‘that it is to
Germany’s advantage for England to
have the Boer republics.™ The remark
weas made in the course of a conver-
sation between the emperor and one
of the leading Germans, whose advice
in matters of commercial policy his
majesty greatly relies upon, and who,
by the way, is not a lover of Great
Britain and her works.

THE PAPERS WERE “OFF.”

For several days the English and
oontinentai papers had contained hints,
and even a4assertions, that Russia,
France and Germany were contemplat-
ing joint action with the {dea of coerc-
ing Great Britain into granting at least
a degree of independence to the Boers.
Several correspondents have adduced
the most circumstantial details to
prove the existence of this under-
current of projected diplomacy between
the powers mentioned, and this reiter-
ated statement has even affected the
markets. Whether Russia and France
ever contemplated such action is not
known, but the circumstances under
which Emperor William spoke effectu-
ally and definitely disposed of ali possi-
bility of amy European intervention,
for it is acknowledged on ell sides
that Russia and France would not act
without Germany.

There is even further significance in
his majesty’s pronouncement, for, since
he made the statement referred to, his
interviewer has comnferred with the
Poer delegates, and it can be inferred
that Dr. Leyds was informed that it

. would be hopeless to expect any aid

from Emperor Wiliiam towards the {n-
tervention campaign planned to syn-
chronize with Mr. Kruger's arrival in
Europe.

His majesty's conviction that 1t
would be to Germany's advantage to
heve the British control the Boer re-
publis

here as

sprang, apparently, not from \

any {dea of galning counter-conces- |
sicns, or from a general poliey ol !
friendship, but from a distinet idea !
that Germany's commerce would be '
immensely benefited thereby, and that |

the adjacent German territory wouid
be improved.

The Premier Tendered a Magnifi-
cent Ovation at Parkhill.

Was Greeted by Thousands of
Enthusiastic Electors.

The Largest Political Gathering Ever Assembled in Rural Middle-
sex---A Monster Procession---Thousands Unable to Gain En-
trance to the Rink, So Great Was the Crowd---Stirring
and Eloquent Addresses by Sir Wilfrid, Hon. David
Mills, the Candidate, V. Ratz, W. S. Calvert
and George C. Gibbons,

.
Sir Wilfrld YLaurler's meeting at
Parkhill on Saturday afternoon, judged
as a purely political gathering, was un-
doubtedly the largest, the most spon-
taneously enthusiastic, that has ever
been held in rural Middlesex. The de-
monstration was one that the Liberals
of North Middlesex might well be
proud of, a demonstration that wili
never be forgotten by those who par-
ticipated in it; one that will remain
as an abundant attestation of the faith
of the electorate in the Liberal Gov-
ernment, and the marvelous popular-
ity of its leader. The journey of Sir
Wilfrid and his party was interrupted
at St. Marys, @t Lucan, and at Ailsa
Craig, where he made short speeches
to the awaiting crowds, from the rear
platform of the car. At each of these
places the utmost enthusiasm prevail-
ed, and his bright, pithy addresses
elicited much applause.

The 'crowd on the train was aug-
mented at each station.

Rarly on Saturday morning Parkhill

was a village, and the people there
could be counted by hundreds; when
noontime came, its numbers had swol-
len to thousands, and in the crowd
nwere the representative men of the rich
country of the north of Middlesex, who
appreciate the efforts of a progressive
government, and were anxious to show
their allegiance to it.

When Sir Wilfrid alighted from the
car, the welcoming music of the band !
was drowned by thousands of voices,
cheering excitedly, vociferously, unre-
strainedly. No man in public life had
ever received such a welcome in those |
parts. 'As quickly as possible, the |
prime minister and his parly made
their way through the turbulent crowd
that was expressing such extravagant
admiration for him.

A MONSTER PROCESSION.

A monster procession of carriages
and horsemen had been formed, under
the direction of Marshal T. S. Wurtz,
and, headed by the Exeter Brass Band,
it paraded to the large rink, where the
meeting was held. Although it would

hold several thousands, it was utterly |
inadequate to accommodate the great |
throngs who sought admitcvance. The |
presence of scores of ladies, for whom
a space had been reserved, gave a
charm, an additional enimation and
brightness to the scene, that would
have been sadly missed.

Mr. W. S. Calvert.

The chairman espied Mr. W. S. Cal-
wvert, the brilliant young candidate in
the west riding, seated in the crowd,
and his request that Mr. Calvert would
address the meeting met with the in-
stant approval of the audience. Mr,.
Calvert’s reception was warm and sin-
cere. His congratulations to Mr. Ratz
and the committee in charge upon the
magnificent success of their reception
bore with them an acknowledgment of
the excellent effect produced upon the
electors by the presence of the prime
minister, for he told of his own eager
desire to have Sir Wilfrid address his
own’ people in Strathroy, a wish that
it was inmwpossible to have filled, as his
friend. Ratz seemingly had the inside
track. Then Mr. Calvert reverted to
the bombastic statements of Sir Chas.
Tupper. His statement that the Con-
servative party would sweep the coun-
try from end to end, the speaker con-
sidered in @& jocular vein that seemed
to coincide with the manner in which
his hearers viewed it. Sir Charles’
contention reminded him of a tale told
of two Irishmen who met one day, and
became friendly, as Irishmen will. Af-
ter some talk, one asked the other his
occupation. “I am a soldier in the dra-
goons,” he was told. “And what are
you?” “A soldier of the Lord,” was
the reply. “Well,” said his friend, “I
think it’ll be a long time befo you
reach your barracks.” The laughter
that greeted the conclusion of the story
became heartier than before, and was
mingled with cries of ‘“Hear; hear,”
when the speaker suggested that it
would be a long time before Sir Chas.

Resuming a serious tone,
Mr. Calvert said that it could easily
be seen by a perusal of the daily pa-
pers, Conservative as well as Liberal,
where public sentiment lies. It had
been shown, not only in French Mon-
treal, but also in English Toronto,
where the Liberal leader had met such
demonstrations as  must satisfy the
most ardent Liberal. It had been
shown by a comparjson of the hun-
dreds that attended the meeting of the
Conservative leaders in Strathroy, and
the thousands who attended the splen-
did meeting of the Liberal leader m
Parkhill.

met in the city of Brandon at a great
meeting. The Liberal press was per-
fectly willing to publish the proceed-
ings, the Conservative press ignored
them, for the simple reason that Mr.
Sifton had so signally defeated Sir Hib-
bert. Mr. Calvert referred humorously
to the egotism of the leader of the op-
position, to his assumption of personal
achievements in the upbuilding of Can-
ada. Judging by his own words, Sir
Charles laid the corner-stone of Can-
ada. His self-satisfaction suggested
the story of a traveler, who, while
passing through a village, saw a hen
fly out across the road, cackling loud-
ly, and making a great fuss. He in-
quired of a gentleman near the mean-
ing of its agitation. *“Oh,” said he,
“they’ve just laid the corner-stone of
a church over there, and the hnen
thinks she laid it.” The inference was
laughingly accepted by the crowd. The
Conservative party, he continued, was
led by a man, of whom scarcely a word
of favor is heard, whose principles were
such as would permit him to say to
the people of Quebec, “Laurier is too
British for me,” and in Ontario say
that Laurier was a man of the French
nation, working against British insti-
tions.

London, Oct. 21.—A Cape Town dis-
patch says: Lord Methuen has reoccu-

ied Zeerust and captured numerous
wagons, a large quantity of stores and
many cattie and sheep.

Kelly-Kenny reports Capt. C. G.
Henty, 16th (L.ondon Irish) Rifle Brig-
ade, endeavored to surprise a party of
Beers near Bloemfontein, but the party
turned out to be stronger than was
expected, and our little force had to
retire, which it did unmolested after
three hours’ fighting. Our losses were
nine wounded, including Lieut. Slater,
67th company, Imperial Yeomanry
(lég). Lieut. Thomas, Ceylon Mounted
Intantry, reported missing, is believed
to be dead. Henty states that the
Boers suffered heavily.

Full particulars of the mishap to the
3ritish convoy near De Jager's Drift
have Dbeen received. They show that
the earlier reports rather under-esti-
mated the extent of the unfortunate
affair. The Boers numbered 450, and
were under the command of Com-
mandant Chris Botha. Our men—all
Durban volunteers—were taken com-
pletely by surprise.

Letters received from Africa .this
morning state positively that the ori-
ginal A and B Compamnies of the first
Canadian contingent, will remain in
the sowth until the war is over. Al-

in at the finish.”

The letters state that when the Can-
adians’ time was up, it was the great
wish of Lord Robents that they would
stay and see the end, take part in the
annexation ceremonies, and go to Eng-
land and be in the great march past
the Queen. The commanders of the
companies were ordered to learn the
opinions of the men. A AND B COM-
PANIES VOLUNTEERED TO A MAN

THE STRIKE
- SITUATION

In Pennsylvania Shows Little
Change.

The Working Collieries Make No &ain
in the Number of Men Employed—
Hostile Demonstration,

Hazleton, Pa., Oct. 22.—Reports from
the few collieries that are still in oper-
ation in this region showed that the
number of men at work today was not
greater than last week. Today was
looked upon by some mine officiais as
cne that would witness a break in the
ranks of the strikers, but it did mnot
come,

In regard to the Reading Company,
the United Mine Workers would be
ready to call the strike off against
that organization if the miners from
the different regions had not bound
themselves to stand together. This
company has all along been selling
powder at $1650 a keg, so #t 1s not con-
cerned in that question, but must wait
until the miners and other operators
come 10 some agreement.

Scranton, Oect. 22.—The first hostile
demonstration of the miners’ strike in
the Lackawanna region was made this
morning at Olyphant, near here, where
it was determined to close down the
Grassy Island coal washery, operated
by the Delaware and Hudson Company.
The place has been working a force of
30 men during the past two weeks, and
was daily turning out 1,000 tons of the
smaller sizes of fuel for the market.
This morning several hundred strikers
gathered along the road near the wash-
ery, and when the workmen appeared
circled around them and gave them to
understand they must not work until
the strike should be settled.

Mount <Carmel, Pa., Oct. 22.—The
miners’ relief committee of this place
has issued a circular letter, asking for
contributions in aid of the striking
miners of this district. The committee

asserts that while it §s hoped that tha |

strike will be ended within a few days,

this will not materially change the de- |

plorable condition of the miners. It

will be at least four weeks bhefore those |

returning to work will receive any pay,
and their families must be cared for
in the interval. The committee is not
connected in any way with the United
Mine Works of America.

the 'wine he drank.” The book of
Daniel, said Rev. Mr. Cobbledick, af-
fords material for a number of excel-
lent pictures. One might have a
statesman at prayer; another a pro-
phet condemning his king to eat grass
as an ox; third, a seer with vision to
discern amid earthly kings a coming
King and Prince of Peace. But if I
were an artist I would prefer to paint
a picture of a boy of Jewish descent,
dark eye and fclean' cut countenance,
declining his first proffered meal of
rich wines and costly wviands, and I
would call that picture ‘A Holy Pur-
pose.” I prefer this picture because
it explains all the others, It
represented the clash of two
opposing forces—the boy’s pur-
pose and the king's purpose. The lat-
ter mas aided by every advantage of
position and environment, while the
former was saved by his cultured con-
science, resulting from his early years
of religious training. Though only 16
vears of age, he had been for eleven
yvears the subject of instruction in the
Jewish religion and schooled in faith
of Jehovah, but refused food which
pertained to i4dol worship.
