London, June 29.—Debate upon the renewal of the Anglo- 

Japanese alliance, in which the attitude of the various overseas 
dominions of Great Britain will be thoroughly explained, began 
when the imperial conference, in session here, opened this morn­
ing. Arthur Meighen, the Canadian premier, was expected to open 
the debate, laying the views of Canada before the conference.

Lord Curzon, secretary of state for foreign affairs, laid before 
the conference yesterday the details of the proposed renewal of the 
alliance, together with the political situation bearing on the sub-

London, June 29.— Lady Randolph 
Churchill, who was Miss Jennie Jerome 
of New York, died here today. She re­
cently underwent an operation on her 
right foot, which was injured in a fall 
down a flight of steps. She married 
Lord Randolph Churchill, second son 
of the seventh Duke of Marlborough, 
and one of Great Britain's most influ­
ential political leaders of his day, in 
1874.

Lady Randolph Churchill's death oc­
curred suddenly from heart failure fol­
lowing a hemorrhage. Her son, Win­
ston Spencer Churchill, secretary of 
state for the colonies, was with her 
at the end.

Lady Randolph Churchill was a wo­
man of diversified talents, with con­
ceded literary and artistic ability, and 
from the time of her marriage to Lord 
Randolph Churchill took a keen inter- 
est in political affairs. This interest did 
not cease with the death of Lord Ran­
dolph Churchill in 1895, and her in­
fluence upon the career of her son. Win 
ston Spencer Churchill, has been gen­
erally set down as of no small import­
ance.

Lady Churchill was thrice married, 
her second marriage occurring in 1900 
to Lieut. George Cornwallis-West, her 
junior by many years. They were 
divorced in 1914. Her third marriage

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OIL WELL IN THE ARCTIC.
[Seattle Post-Intelligencer.]

Canada is experiencing something of 
a “rush" to the new oil fields in its 
Northwest territory. Petroleum in 
substantial quantities has been foundI 
at the edge of the Arctic Circle, more 
than 1,400 miles from the nearest rail­
way, and 1,500 miles north of the near­
est oil well. One gusher has been 
brought in, according to reports, with 
an output of 1,000 to 1,500 barrels daily. 
This well is 40 miles north of Fort 
Norman, a fur trading post, which has 
a population of about ten whites and 
thirty-five native families. The pros­
pecting and preliminary work has been 
accomplished by private capital through 
the Imperial Oil Company, Limited, a 
subsidiary of the Standard Oil Company 
of New Jersey.

While the remoteness of the new oil 
field is a great handicap, plans are in 
the making to pipe the product to a

MacDONALD COLLEGE.

The chief points to consider in plan­
ning and furnishing the sleeping porch 
are protection from rain and insects, 
privacy, and proper shelter for the 
eyes from early morning light. A roof­
ed balcony or a strong canvas awning, 
screens, and a dark curtain on rings 
so that it may be easily pulled, meet 
these requirements.

Good sense must be used in placing 
the couch, in making it comfortable, 
and in putting at least as much bed- 
ing under the boy’s body as over it. 
One sometimes sees a hammock or 
light frame cot heaped high with 
blankets and perhaps one thickness of 
canvas or a thin mattress between the 
sleeper's body and the cold air, and is 
not surprised to hear that Johny can­
not stand sleeping out, except in very 
warm weather.

If half the clothing were under him 
the other half on top, he would not 
get so cold. The bedding should be 
chosen carefully, such as will not soil 
too quickly, but can nevertheless be 
washed.

Flannelette sheets or blankets are for 
better than cotton or linen, except in 
extreme heat, but the pillow and pil­
lowcase should be the same as used 
in the house. The sleeper should wear 
flannelette night clothes, and have 
woolen sleeping socks for cold nights. 
If his head is protected from draughts 
he soon becomes accustomed to the 
air and prefers not to wear any head 
covering, and it is much better that 
he should not.

OTTAWA, June 28.—(By Canadian

TILLSONBURG, June 28.—Following 

the announcement that the local con­
densed milk factory would close on 
July 10 an effort is being made to dis­
pose of the surplus milk to be thrown 
on the market.

A local grocer will also 
dispense milk over the counter at 6 
cents per quart. Very strong rumors 
are in circulation today that all dis­
trict milk plants will again cut the 
price to the patrons on July 1.

The entire district right through to 
Lake Erie enjoyed a thirteen-hour rain 
starting last night. The shower is 
worth thousands of dollars to all crops. 
Wheat and oats were rapidly turning 
but not filling as they should, while 
much garden stuff was almost cooked. 
After the rain everything points to 
a bumper crop for South Oxford, with 
no depreciation in the amount of land 
seeded.

TORONTO, June 28.—Dr. Bryant, M. 
p, headed a large deputation from 
South Essex which waited upon Attor­
ney-General W. E. Raney today and 
protested against the dredging of sand 
and gravel from Point Pelee by United 
States and Canadian vessels. They 
stated that eight American vessels, as 
well as Canadian craft, were engaged 
night and day dredging gravel and 
sand, most of the material being sent 
to United States cities on the lake.
