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WHAT 1S A WORKING MAN?

Grir can never passively contemplate the perplexities
which afifict all carnest searehers after truth, and he has
therefore witnessed with pain the conflict that has been
going on for many days past aronnd the important gues-

THE POLITICAL NURSDBRY.

Tue engeruess of the Globe to build up a good caso against the
