1. Cost of conducting the business and profits.
2. Conflagration reserve.
3. Climate and physical geography.
4. Taxation, licenses and fees.
5. Municipal or community protection.
6. Degrees of combustibility and damageability 

(construction).
7. Occupancy hazards.
8. Deficiencies and faults of management.
9. Exposures.
10. Private protection.
11. Term of jiolicy.
These elements may be split up into a variety 

of phases, particularly the portion dealing with 
bustibility. including construction. The tariff maker 
must decide what amount of detail will best 
out the aims of the system in the hands of those who 
use it—lest it be too cumbersome on the one hand, 
or too meagre on the other. But each of the eleven 
elements must lie included, or else a time of testing 
will come when the omission will appear in glaring 
prominence. Fire rate-making is indeed no business 
for the amateur or the half-educated jiotitician with 
an axe to grind. It requires a degree of technical 
knowledge and a width of experience that can lie 
obtained only by a close study of the problems in­
volved, and active daily contact with the business 
a prolonged [icriod.
