Some Correspondence About Buffalo 
Friends— Life of Right Rev. John 
Timon, First Bishop of Buffalo— 
“The Catholic” Newspaper of Ham­
ilton and its Editor, Very Rev. 
William Peter Macdonald, V.G. 
Who Baptised the Late Queen Vic­
toria of England—“The Liberal ’ 
Newspaper, which Contained Re­
ports of the Irish Stole Trial of 
1844—Sir Charles Metcalfe's Char­
ity—“Ten Days' Later News From 
Europe ’ via Steamer “Hibernia.”

1 have to acknowledge the receipt 
o! several kind communications from 
Bufialo and elsewhere regarding some 
of my recent items, which 1 have 
pleasure in acknowledging. Mr. John 
Mi Manus, in a postscript, writes : 
“There are a few pardonable inac­
curacies in your otherwise charming 
and exceedingly interesting story. 
The “Sister of Charity” whom you 
quote, was indeed a “>oung girl,” but 
is now a venerable matron and the 
mother of “our” thirteen children.” 
Mr. John W. Lewis says: “Do you 
know Mr. Severance, secretary of our 
Historical Society? You would be 
of great value to him in some of hi * 
work, writing up interesting events 
of years ago.” He informs me that 
Mr. and Mrs. Dormer (whom 1 men­
tioned) are now in France. Dr. Park 
Lewis and family met them at the 
Parliament House in London. The 
latter sailed from Liverpool on the 
7th of September, and are now, in all 
probability, at home in Buffalo.

In my recent remarks about the 
late Bishop Timon, the first bishop of 
Buffalo, I said I was not aware ot 
that ecclesiastic’s nationality, and 
Mr. James Pierce of Dublin, Ontario, 
kindly writes to enlighten me with 
full particulars of his nationality and 
life, which I gladly present here, as 
follows:

“Dear Sir,—In reading over Old- 
Timer’s reminlscenses in a late num­
ber of the Catholic Register ( which, 
by the way, we take great pleasure 
in reading), I notice you are remiss 
in your remarks about the late Bishop 
Tirnon of Buffalo, N.Y., especially Ins 
career as a missionary in the West­
ern States, Texas and Mexico; his 
birth, nationality, etc. Allow me 
to give you some information regard­
ing him taken from “The Life and 
Times of Right Reverend John Timon 
of the Diocese of Buffalo, X.Y.,” by 
Charles O. Deuther, his friend and 
college companion.

• Bishop John Tirnon was born at 
Conevaga, Adams Co., Penn. His 
parents were James Tirnon and Mai 
garet Leddy, who were born in Bel- 
lurbet, County of Cavan, Ireland. 
John was born on the 12th Febru­
ary, 1797, soon after his parents 
had landed in America. His sponsors 
were John Kuhn and Christina Wolf 
A few years later the family removed 
to St Louis, Mo , and the father 
entered into the dry goods business 
there. As John grew up his father 
took him in as assistant, but his 
mind led him to the chureh. In 
April, 1823, he joined the Community 
of the Lazarists. He entered to 
deaconship by Rt. Rev. Bishop Ros- 
etti. Soon after he joined the Order 
of St. Vincent de Paul. On Sept. 
5th, 1817, he was appointed Visitor 
of Congregation; was next sent to 
Texas as envoy of Rome; next he was 
offered and refused the Episcopal See 
of St. Louis. He was offered and ac­
cepted the appointment of Bishop of 
Buffalo, X.Y., the same year. Be­
tween the years 1842 and 1817 the 
Bishops of Cincinnati, Louisville, 
Philadelphia and New York, urged 
him to take charge of their respec­

tive seminaries. As to his labors for 
the ( hurch in Buffalo, there are L>t- 
iag memorials, such as the erection 

|of St. Jo ph's Ca'hedral, for which 
He was impelled to travel as a mis­
sionary through Mexico in order to 

I collect funds for its completion, and 
brought home Here let me
rlatt w hi
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nromiums he bestowed 
on the Mexicans: “These people,” he 
-aid, “are represented bv writers and 
travellers as a vile and despised race, 
but r would sooner lav down my lot 
anioir them than any other tlass of 
peop e I ever visited. The carillon of 
hells (13 in number) in the city of. 
Mexico, is the second best in tho 
world.” The writer of this letter 
is a Tirnon hv descent, as my mo­
ther was a first cousin to the bishop. 
My fat lier spent twenty-two years in 
the English army. He was a color- 
sergeant and received as trophies two 
medals; one for honor and one as a 
gratuity for long service and good 
conduct in the 29th regiment of foot. 
As I am now in my 8Uth year, you 
will please excuse mv poor calipra- 
phy.”

When I next visit Buffalo I will 
surely see Mr. Severance, Secretary 
of the Historical Society, and ask 
him to secure a copy of this life of 
Bishop Tirnon for the library of the 
Association. I was not aware of the ; 
existence before of such a valuable 
book, which should also find a place 
iu the public library, uu*. in all Ca­
tholic libraries.

During the visit of the children,par­
ents and trustees of the Separate 
schools of Hamilton, and priests ot 
several parishes, on an excursion to 
Centre island, Toronto, a few weeks 
ago, Mrs. C. J. Bird, wife of the 
secretary of the School Board, pre­
sented “Old Timer,” who was a 
guest, with a loan of a copy of 
“The Catholic” newspaper, dated 
“Hamilton, Gore District, May 17, 
1813.” The Catholic was the first 
Catholic newspaper published in Up­
per Canada. It was printed and pub­
lished every Wednesday morning, at 
21 John street, or the north-east cor­
ner of John and King William streets, 
which was then occupied by a two- 
story frame building. The editor and 
proprietor was tho Very Rev. Wil­
liam Peter Macdonald, Y.G., who was 
the first Vicar-General of Hamilton, 
and I believe the first regular parish 
priest. He was then a very old man 
and was familially known as “the old 
Vicar.” The Catholic was first pub­
lished in Kingston, where Father 
Macdonald resided "before his appoint­
ment to Hamilton; but 1813 was its 
last year. The editor hail grown 
too old and feeble and was unassisted 
in the arduous woik of publication. 
John Robertson, the printer, was not 
a Catholic. He changed the name of 
the paper to that of “The Liberal," 
and continued the publication of that 
paper for a few months of the year 
1811, at his office, which was remov­
ed to the south-east coiner of King 
and Houghs streets, over Oliver's 
auction rooms. Father Macdonald, in 
a short time was called to Toronto 
by Bishop Power, to reside at the 
Palace, and died there in the year 
1847, the same year that' Bishop Pow­
er died, having ex nosed himself and 
caught the terrible emigrant fever, of 
which thousands died in Canada the 
same eventful and disastrous year, 
greatly mourned and sorrowed, Vi­
car-General Gordon of Niagara was 
Vicar-General Macdonald’s successor 
in Hamilton

A good maby anecdotes have been 
told of “the old Vicar," as he was 
often affectionately called. Bishop 
Macdonald, the first bishop of Upper 
Canada, brought him to this country 
to take charge of his seminary at 
Alexandria, Glengarry County, for 
the education of priests. He was a 
Highlander and had been a chaplain 
to a Highland regiment in the British 
army, and I believe the Duke of Kent 
was his general. The Duchess of 
Kent, Queen Victoria’s mother, was .1 
Catholic, and Fat hen Macdonald w as 
a frequent visitor at lier palace. On 
the occasion of one of those visits 
the Duchess asked him to administer 
the Sacrament of Baptism to one of 
her young children, and this lie did. 
The child that was thus baptized was 
afterwards Queen Victoria, the gra­
cious mother of our present beloved 
sovereign, King Edward. This anec­
dote was discussed at the late meet­
ing at the Island, and this version 
of the event was vouched for by Mrs. 
Biid, who said the Vicar was a fre­
quent visitor at the house of her 
father, the late Mr. John Brick,where 
he told the story himself in her pres­
ence. But there is another version 
of it that was communicated to me 
by Mr. Wardeil of Dtmdas, at whose 
house the Vicar was also a frequent 
visitor.

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DEFINE SOCIALISM
Dr. Barry, the English Writer, Calls 

for more Precise Information from 
those who call themselves Social­
ists—They Don’t \gree.

Dr. William Barry, the Eng ish 
writer, takes to task through the -ol- 
umns of the Liverpool Catholic 
Times “A Catholic and a Socialist,” 
one, James Murphy, who had Invited 
the attack by an article in a previous 
issue. Father Barry s article is of 
interest to readers in America as well 
as England for here also we occa­
sionally encounter the “Catholic 
and Socialist," though the combin­
ation usually results in a hazy sort 
of creature that cannot well be defin­
ed as either the one or the other. 
Father Barry writes:

Like Mr. James Murphy of Liver­
pool, I am an Irishman and a Catho­
lic. It happens also that I am a 
priest, and by Roman diploma may 
term myself a theologian. All these 
words in common use are clearly de­
fined. But what is socialism? What, 
again, is democracy? These, the 
shibboleths of a “new dispensation,” 
bear many meanings. To Mr. Mur­
phy, one article which they cover is, 
I conclude, that “private” property 
was ikver intended to exist. But in 
Mr. Bellamy’s “Looking Backward” 
every citizen has a large private in­
come which he can spend as he choos­
es. Yet “Looking Backward” ex­
pressed the convictions of many so­
cialists and democrats. Moreover, 
the scheme which is technically de­
scribed as “collectivism” does not 
propose to do away with i (dividual 
possessions. It would aboli.-n pri­
vate capital, not private property. 
I nder it 1 may hold movable goods 
to any extent, so long as I do not 
use them as my stock-in-trade. Will 
Mr. Murphy draw up a series of pro­
positions on which a’l who march 
under the Hag of socialism are agreed? 
Until that is done, we cannot from 
the name itself get any light on its 
relation to Catholic doctrine. For we 
know that there are Christian social­
ists in England, who quote Holy 
Scriptures as he does. And there are 
anti-Christian socialists here and 
abroad, to whom the Catholic Church 
is an abomination, the Bible a nan-el 
of legends, the supernatural a myth, 
and religion a disease. Which of all 
the kinds now going about are we 
to welcome as Catholics and Itish- 
men?

1 will put a few more questions to 
Mr. Murphy. How does he propose 
to secure freedom of conscience in a 
state which owns ever) thing" Under 
officials who control the resources of 
wealth, every foot of land, every hi i< k 
and stone and t ree, every machine, 
every book, ami the service of every 
human being that is able to work? 
These bureaucrats, elected by ballot, 
if you please, will he masters of the 
food, clothing, shelter due to citizens. 
They will lay down laws for educa­
tion, labor, mat riage, divorce—pos-i- 
blv Malthusian limits to the birth­
rate quite conceivably no limits to 
“free love.” Where is the guarantee 
of the citizens' freedom'.’ He will 
own nothing whatevei, least of all 
himself. I .et Mr. Murphy answer 
this one note of interrogation. 1 low 
am 1 to be free, in a country where I 
possess neither house nor land nor 
money; where I must submit to the 
government mould in the school, the 
field, the mine, the workshop, the 
playground, the camp, and even the 
church? For the church belongs to 
the state and can be shut up any mo­
ment as being public property. Where, 
I ask, will freedom he when it has no 
weapons of assault or defense against 
an all-pervading, all-embracing Hr a li­
ny such as this? Now we groan un­
der many masters; then we should 
be throttled by one master, the ro-

cialiit Nero of Caligula, omnipotent 
over mind and body.

“A concerted union of the peoples 
of Europe endowed with universal in­
telligence,” says Mr. Murphy, would 
nrrvent what he calls “democratic 
failures," i.e., more Jacobin French 
revolutions. Are we really to guide 
ourselves by dreams? It would ap­
pear that we may expect “uphea­
vals” of a disastrous kind until Eur­
ope is concerted on a popular basis 
and “universal intelligence” prevail. 
Hut a universal proletaiiat (which is 
the basis of collectivism), however in­
telligent it might be, would lie help­
less at the feet of bureaucracy, armed 
with power to which the sole bound 
was exhaustion of the public resourc­
es. How could resistance begin? Any 
partial strike would be suppressed, as 
the other day in France by M. Clem­
enceau, precisely after the fashion of 
old times, “with instruments of hu­
man laughter.” And a strike all 
round would starve the strikers. No; 
socialism spells despotism. It means 
absolute government by officials. It 
would be a tyranny established and 
endowed as no church, no state ever 
was since the worid began. Had en­
ough in one country, what measure of 
justice would it deal out to an in­
dividual who should object to vio­
lence done him, were Europe confed­
erated? Does Mr. Murphy assure us 
that the Catholic religion would be 
permitted to breathe in a system con­
structed on these lines? If he doej, 
he stands alone. The Church knows 
better. So do the “leaders” who tell 
us that clericalism is the enemy.

Socialists, yes, we have heard of 
them before. But how about anar­
chists? The considerations on which 
I have been touching are so patent 
that revolutionaries as determined as 
Prince Kropotkin and his predeces­
sor Bakounin have set up their cry

-. list the state which Mr. Murphy 
seems to eoptemplate with satisfac­
tion. They declare it to be the least 
endurable of tyrannies. I have spoken 
with philosophic adherents of this 
“new dispensation.” To the ahltst 
among them—for example, Mr. G. B. 
Shaw—it would appear that all these 
collective schemes are so many 

'stages of transition, ending in some 
I Utopia where the state has ceased to 
govern. I do not feel by any means 

j clear that Mr. Murphy is not in the 
long run, a supersocialist. If he is, 
let him say so. But, then, what be­
comes of the logic and his labels ? 
Whenever, in conversation, 1 have 
raised these difficulties which the no­

tion of an absolute state brings with 
it, my socialist friends have encour­
aged me with an assurance that it 
would not be so absolute, after all. 
This, being interpreted, can hut mean 
that a certain degree of independence, 
founded on possession, would he left 
to the individual and to groups.

I strongly advise our Irish brethren 
to stand by liberty and the Catholic 
Church. We do not require to be 
taught the meaning of brotherly love 
by strangers to our faith, our ideals, 
and our creed. The Church rises 
far above socialism, far above anar­
chism. She denies no rights, she 
inculcates all duties. She did not 
create the social misery which drives 
men mad to see it. She condemns all 
wealing, usuiious bargains, sacrifices 
to Mammon of the mother and the 
child. She declares that covetous­
ness is the root of all evil. But she 
believes in the life to come. There­
fore she cannot agree with revolu­
tionaries who bound their horizon by 
the grave. She fears nothing; she 
hopes all good things. And she 
knows the heart of man, as they do 
not who flatter him with pernicious 
dreams. 1 commend to Mr. Murphy 
these words wrilten by the great 
American, Lowell: “We have begun 
obscurely to recognize that popular 
government is not in itself a panacea 
—is no better than any other form 
except as the xirfue and wisdom of 
the people make it so.”

The day revealed to tne Jew­
ish legislator was the Sabbath, or 
Saturday. “Remember that thou 
keep holy the Sabbath day." “Ob­
serve the day of the Sabbath to sanc­
tify it as the Lord thy God hath 
commanded thee." (Deut. v. 12). In 
the Old Testament there are over 
seventy passages recalling the will 
of God formally expressed that this 
day be blessed and sanctified by His 
people

Under the Christian dispensation, 
the Sabbath was changed to Sun- 
dat. out of respect for the great 
event of the Resurrection of Our 
Lord, which occurred on that day. 
In the ages of fervor, when it would 
seem, people ielt more vividly than 
thev do now their dependence upon 
G<d, and when His laws were con­
sidered as of paramount importance, 
the obligation of keeping the Sun­
day holy was strictly observed. 
We have only to consult rhe history 
of the Church to see how our fore­
fathers interpreted the command of 
God and how they legislated in this 
matter ol Sunday rest and sanctifica­
tion. Even in our days, among Chris­
tians, who feel the weight of their 
responsibilities towards their Hea­
venly Father, and show it in their 
strong faith, the day is still kept 
in its primitive rigor, and with a 
deep earnestness. Pilgrims in this 
vale of nears, those Christians seem 
to îealize that one day in seven is 
not too much to he spent in prepar­
ing for the end which is sure to come, 
and in communing with Him with 
Whom they shall, after a little, com­
mune eternally.

With true Catholics the spirit of 
God’s law, and not the letter, vivi­
fies their attitude towards Sunday. 
For them it is the day of the soul, 
during which acts of faith, adora­
tion, confidence, and love, are made 
to Him Whom they recognize as their 
Father. It is on that day that they 
leatn from t. e lips of 1 heir pastors 
the extent of their obligations and 
the means of carrying them out.

The care of the soul is the primary- 
object of the Lord’s day. A second­
ary object is legitimate rest and 
recreation for the body. God very- 
well. knows that after the efforts at 
bread-winning of six days, ihe vody 
needs repose, and He ordered a ces­
sation from servile work not merely 
by those who command, hut by 
those who serve as well. ‘‘Six days 
shall thou labor. The seventh is the 
day of the Sabbath that is the rest 
of the Lord thy God Thou shall 
not do any work therein, thou nor 
thy servant, nor thy daughter, nor 
thy man servant, nor thy maid ser­
vant, nor thy ox, nor thy ass, nor 
any of thy beasts, nor the stranger 
that is within thy gates; that thy 
man-servant and thy maid-servant 
may rest even as thyself." (Peut. v. 
15.)

i nh&ppily, in these days of feverish 
activity, many of God’s laws are ig­
nored, or have, by man's perversity, 
been deprived of their early rigor. 
The law regarding the sanctification 
of the Sunday and Ihe abstention 
from servile work is one in the ob­
servance of which men have grow n 
lax. The craving for wealth and 
pleasure, carelessness, and greater 
than all, probably, the economic con­
ditions of tne age in which we live, 
have given an aspect to Sunday it 
never had in prereeding ages. With 
many of us it is no longer the su­
p-tine interests of the soul that are 
considered, nor is Sunday any long­
er a day of recreation for wearied 
bodies, but rather a day of laxity in 
religious matters and of boisterous 
activity in the sot la!.

If this assertion were true of indi­
viduals only, there might be some 
palliation of the offence; for Indi­
viduals may remain Christians amid 
their excesses; they may repent of 
their sin and return to a better life. 
But it * mid seem that whole na­
tions are ailing in their duties in re­
spect of he Lord’s day. The law of 
Sunday, which is perhaps the only 
external link which unites human so­
ciety to iik Autliot, the only funda­
mental covenant of ’he Creator with 
I lis people, is in tlie.e day.- broken 
with impunity; and yet people do 
„ot seem to realize that the viola­
tion of the Sunday precept is a per­
manent rebellion against God; a rup­
ture of the relations which exist be­
tween heaven and earth; which tends 
to the destruction of social order.

A nation that ignores the law of 
Sunday rest and sanctification is a 
nation that does not pray. It is 
hard to believe that citizens who will 
not give at least one day out of seven 
to God, are going to give time night 
and morning to prayer. And when 
people cease to pray the link binding 
t.h -m to God is broken. The concept 
of a God—just, pro’ 'lent, watchful— 
l . adualh dwindles from the minds of 
men, who soon give up all religious 
worship and do not scruple about 
making a public display of their 
atheism. This is the logical outcome, 
for when people cease to keep the 
Sunday, or to frequent the House of 
God, His ministers have no longer the 
opportunity of putting themselves in 
communication with 1 hem ; there are 
no nunds ready to be enlightened, no 
hearts willing to be moved, no ears 
mien to hear the sivlng truths; the 
Ea< raments are necessarily neglected, 
men no longer live in a supernatural 
atmosphere; they accustom themselves

to fix their minds on the things of 
earth, tnere is no longer any moral 
restraint to hold them hack from 
social, commercial, political, personal 
corruption. The nation, in fact, has 
practically drifted into paganism.

Under these conditions, we can ap­
preciate the anxiety which fr.r-seeing 
statesmen feel regarding the non-ob­
servance of the laird's day and its ef­
fects upon public morality, and we 
can understand why they try so of­
ten to legislate in favor of its ob­
servance. We have nothing but ap­
plause for their efforts as long as 
they keep within the bounds of rea­
son. What thev do is good as far as 
it goes, but experience shows that 
penal laws and sanctions have but lit­
tle effect for good on the human con­
science. The fear of fines and prison 
stripes is a sorry substitute for the

Church
lion. Moreover, the pleasures of >o- 
cial life are limited for a workman 
who is absent during the v eek-days 
from his famtiv. Sunday is given 
him, then, to live in the intimai v of 
his home and to cultivate the affec­
tum of his spouse and children.

Similar considérâtio*s may he made 
with regard to our neighbor. We are 
social beings who should find our 
delight in living In peace aiut good 
will with our fellow-men. On the 
Lord’s dav, when we kneel at the 
sa ne allai and listen together to the 
uiBr words of instruction and hope 
that f«ll from tin- lips of those who 
are placed over us bv the Church,and 
who speak to us with authority, bro­
therly love and fellow-citizenship are 
fostered in the community.

These are a few of the reasons, 
founded on the well-being of men and 
nations, wltv we should observe the 
law of Sunday rest. The fact, also, 
that it is a pledge of out union with 
God, both in time aid eternity, 
should he a sufficient reason for all
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solemn command of God. Oi.ee a na- should urge us, both individually and

Besides 
the Far East, Abyssinia and Brazil 
became the scenes of missionary la­
bors. On Loyola’s death, Laznez 
took his place at the head of the 
Company, and Borgia followed. Af­
ter Borgia’s death, no Spaniard was 
general until Gonzalez (1687rl7G5). 
Ten generals have been Italians; two 
Germans; four Belgians and Nether- 
landers. During the Russian exile, 
the vicars-general were Poles. Neith­
er France nor our other motherland 
has yet been honored by the post of 
general.”

HIGHER EDUCATION FOR ENG­
LISH-SPEAKING CATHOLICS.

Perhaps in the long, but never suf­
ficiently earnest, discussion of the 
subject of higher education for the 
English-speaking Catholics of Can­
ada, and of the place of the Univer­
sity of Ottawa in the aspirations u 
our English-speaking Catholic peo­
ple, the teaching order in charge of 
that institition has not, after all, 
been adequately heard. It has some­
times occurred to us that the true 
remedy for The complaints so often 
raised with regard to the University 
could be suggested by some responsi­
ble and experienced member of the 
Oblate Congregation.

We have now before us a pamphlet 
entitled “A Searchlight, Showing the 
Need of a University for the English- 
speaking Cath'dics of Canada,” the 
manifest object of which is to put the 
Order upon the defensive and thus 
open the door to discussion so fully 
that the people whose educational in­
terests are at stake may themselves 
perceive where and why actual con­
ditions fall short ot the requirements 
of the university and of the English- 
speaking Catholic community.

There is no occasion at this time 
of day to prove the need for Catholic 
higher education. I .et the fact be ad­
mitted. Then let the pivotal proposi­
tion of this pamphlet be put, Is the 
University ul Ottawa alone available 
for the centralization of the educa­
tional units of the English-speaking 
Catholics of Canada? If this is the 
sole proposition we have to discuss 
as English-speaking Catliolics, we 
must be quite frank and say that the 
community interested has never been 
sufficiently canvassed. Nor will it do 
to affirm that Fi ench-Canadian Influ­
ence inside the University has ren­
dered English-speaking Catholics in­
different about their birthright. If 
English-speaking Catholics through­
out this Dominion, knowing as they 
do that higher education is their 
birthright, ever felt the pressure of a 
conviction that the University of Ot­
tawa was alone available to them, 
the question of higher Catholic edu­
cation would have been taken up 
amongst them years ago as it has 
been taken up in Ireland, in England 
and in the United States.

We do not say that the University 
of Ottawa in its original plan and 
character was not Intended to fore­
stall the proposition stated above, or 
that a national Catholic University 
is outside the desire or beyond the 
attainment of English-speaking Cana­
dian Catholics. Although the Univer­
sity of Ottawa was founded for Eng­
lish-speaking Catholics and the expec­
tation of its earliest directors was 
that it should till somewhere in the 
future the place of a national univer­
sity, as does Laval, the practical 
question is, What has been done? Has 
the university been directed to a na­
tional destiny? The pamphlet before 
us, insofar as it deals with the his­
tory of the institution from the date 
of its charter to the restoration af­
ter the fire in 1903, gives a negative 
answer at all points.

The authors of the pamphlet, for 
their part, scarcely rise to the view- 
noint from which the magnitude and 
importance of the great question of 
higher education for Catholics can be 
fully embraced. That their motives 
are sincere and their purposes plainlv 
stated, no one will question. But if 
they would deal with the issue so 
well raised and stated in the opening 
pages of the brochure, one essential 
above all others to he complied with 
was not *o have lost sight for a mo­
ment of the importance of that issue. 
The interests of the English-speaking 
Catholic community throughout the 
Dominion must be exhaustively con­
sulted at every point of investigation 
of the case, and in doing this it may 
be very much the better way to for­
get the conflicting opinions and in­
terests in the immediate vicinity of 
O.tawa.

And 
in the case of a monopoly which has 
never shown delicacy of honor, whose 
history is one of selfish greed, It is 
not likely that fines will change their 
mode of action. The rebating will 
continue and grow more aggravated 
according as the fines become l eav 
ier But something is making r.n im­
pression: Die hostile attitude of the 
press. This seriously affects the 
company’s export trade. And their 
officials complain that the attacks 
upon the business methods of the 
company reflect upon the quality- of 
its product. Upon this the Boston 
Herald remarks that notwithstanding 
the callousness of this the most suc­
cessful of industrial combinations, 
events prove that public favor is an 
asset the loss of which may prove of 
serious detriment to its business. Nor 
is there a desire to cut off the fore­
ign trade or inteifere with the legi­
timate profits of the company, a large 
portion of which come from the in­
telligent, industrious and proper use 
of their opportunities. .Ml that the 
press complains of is that reba*cn are 
a fraud and illegal. It is a pity

that public opinion in the States is 
so long-suffering, so slow m forming. 
We see very little difference between 
rebates from competition. Govern­
ments do not lay down a scale of va­
lue Selfishness takes advantage of 
the situation, to sell at a reduced 
price so as to have the district, and 
eventually the country, for the opera­
tions of the ever-reaching monopoly. 
Intelligence and industry may work 
very fast along these lines, and suc­
ceed beyond all primary plans or ex­
pectations; hut they are so stamped 
with selfishness that they must ever 
stand at the bar of public opinion de­
graded, condemned and ostracized. 
Society must he metre or less unself­
ish, whilst monopolies such as the 
Standard Oil are essentially and econ­
omically grasping and selfish. No 
fines can repress their doubtful meth­
ods, public opinion may reach them, 
and be instrumental in bringing them 
to a sense of responsibility and hon­
or.
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A PALPABLE HIT.

PERSECUTION MEANS 
CIVIL WAR

Abbe LeBd, of Chartres, Discusses 
the Religious Crisis of France

“If the present persecution of the 
church in France continues," said 
Abbe L. L. Le Bel, of Chartres, 
France, to a representative of the 
Montreal Star, "1 leel certain that 
it will result in civil war In two- 
t hi ids ol the country. In the re­
maining portion, however, the de- 
paitments of the centre, the people 
are indifferent to a greater or lesser 
degree in matters of religion and the 
probability is that they will not take 
steps of any kind. The ultimate re­
sult will be nothing less than entire 
victory for the Church and a new 
ardor of faith amongst the people."

As this statement shows the Rev. 
Abbe, while pessimistic in regard to 
present conditions, is decidedly op­
timistic about the final result. He 
is an honorary canon of the cathedral 
at Chartres, and is also a professor 
at Ottawa College, and was on his 
way to that institution from a recent 
trip to France.

In reply to a question regarding 
the present assembly of bishops at 
Paris and its probable result, he 
answered:

"It is difficult to say just what, line 
of policy they will adopt, and 1 do 
not feel warranted to give expression 
to mere surmises. But of one thing 
I am absolutely certain and that is 
that the assembly will result in the 
formation of a definite policy for the 
church in France, and that tliis policy 
will be carried out in its entirety by 
the French Church as by one man. 
The spirit of discipline is still strong 
amongst French Catholics and they 
will certainly obey the orders of their 
bishops and priests."

The Abbe was reminded that the 
charge of religious laxity had been 
brought against the Catholics of 
France in general.

"It may be," he replied, "that they 
are not such practical church-goers as 
the people are in this country, but 
when it is clearly brought In me to 
them that their failli is being attack­
ed there will he no hesitation on 
their part. When they see their 
schools anil churches closed and their 
priests driven into exile, they will 
lake action and to the purpose. In 
fact 1 don’t believe that the govern­
ment will venture to carry out its 
iniquitous programme in its entirety. 
The people will never permit them to 
do so without civil war."

"Is there anything in France at the 
present dav of the nature of a move­
ment of return to the Catholic 
Church?"

"There certainly is, and the move­
ment is seen amongst the most in­
tellectual classes. The conversion of 
such men as Ferdinand Brunetiere, 
Paul Bourget, and Francois Cop pee is 
significant of this movement of re­
turn to old principles. The movement 
too, is rapidly extending down to the 
masses and lias already effected sur­
prising changes. A remarkable thing 
atiout it is the number of government 
officials who are among the converts. 
These men, while obeying the orders 
of their superiors, are still filled with 
a distaste for much of the govern­
ment’s policy, and if their sense of 
justice is outraged much further they 
will revoit. The large ventres, such 
as Paris, Bordeaux, Marseilles, and 
others, are also strong!) Catholic,and 
in these places the persecution of the 
church is meeting with greater ami 
greater opposition from the people. 
Open rebellion can lie the only result 
of its continuance."

fn conclusion, Abbe LeHel stated 
that while the troubles between the 
Church and State in France hud al­
ready caused much injury to the 
Church, and were likely to cause still 
more in the next three or tour years 
to come, he had no doubt whatever 
as to the result.

"I say this," he added, "not only, 
from my belief in the supernatural 
nature of the Church, but also from 
my knowledge of present conditions 
amongst French Catholics. The Chuich 

I is becoming stronger every day, as 

j her children turn to her in her hour 
of trial with a new and more anient 
faith, and in the end she will gain a 
glorious victory."

Bishop-Fled Walsh of Portland, 
Maine

Bishop-elect Walsh, says the Pilot, 
is a native of Salem. Mass. He made 
his preliminary studies at the local 
schools, graduating from the high 
school in 1876. at the age of 17. He 
continued his studies at Holy Cross 
College of the Jesuits, at tlie Grand 
Seminary of the Sulpicians, Mon­
treal at the Grand Seminary of the 
same order in Paris, and finally in 
Rome, where he was ordained to the 
priesthood in 1882. After two years 
at St. Joseph’s Church, West End, 
Boston, he was appointed to a pro­
fessorship in the just opened St. 
John's Seminary, Brighton.

Nearly ten years ago Archbishop 
Williams, anxious for the progress of 
the Catholic school system of the 
archdiocese, appointed Dr. Walsh as 
its first supervisor. A task of no 
ordinary difficulty awaited the young 
priest, as the schools were numerous 
and a great variety of religious com­
munities. with considerable difference 
in methods, were represented among 
the teachers. Dr. Walsh’s kindly taut 
and firmness, however, accomplished 
tlie desired unification, and tlie Ca­
tholic free schools of the Boston 
Archdiocese can successfully chal­
lenge comparison with any in the 
land. There are now nearly 17,mm 
hoy s and girls in tliese schools.

Dr. Walsh is president of the paro­
chial school department of the Catho­
lic Educational Association. lie is 
a fine linguist, especially proficient in 
French. There is a laigc French-Ca- 
nadian element in the diocese.

Tlie Diocese of Portland covers the 
entire State of Maine—an aiea of 29,- 
895 square miles. The Catholic po­
pulation is 110,321. It has 121 
priests, 378 religious teachers and a 
total of 10,133 young people under 
Catholic care. The Catholic history 
of Maine is long, going back full 3oo 
years to the expedition of the Sieur 
de Monts, under Henry IV. of France, 
and including the successive missions 
of the Recollets, tlie Capuchins and 
the .Jesuits, with the martyrdom of 
Fathei Sebastian Rasle, of the last- 
named order, and that of seven con­
verted Indians who sought to save 
him at the cost of their own lives. 
So the soil of Maine should be fruit­
ful in true Christians, as indeed itf 
has been There are still flourishing 
Indian missions in tliat State, in 
charge of devoted Catholic priests 
and religious.
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Father Vaughan’s Accusations

"Yorkshire Evening Post," that he 
had not made any statements in his 
recent sermons without having first 
obtained the fullest evidence and sat­
isfied himself completely of their 
truth.

League

The following appears in the Otta­
wa Journal:

Practical Work of a Chicago Priest

Church, Chicago, says the Kecord- 
llerald of that citv. has accomplished 
a reform in tlie district about his 
church which all the police of the lo­
cality have been unable to carry out 

; in the entire euur.se of their exist­
ence.

Hut a little more than a year ago 
Archbishop Quigley decided that a 
chureh was necessary for tlie religion 
in the vicinity > ! Emerald av n< ,.i:d 
Thirtnlli street, and when fu at]’ a 
site xvas secured at YL;rX.,-*«i. nd

fot a suitable man to be put in ehalge 
of the parish.

, At tliat time Father Cummins was 
i located in Irondale, w here be had been 
' fur t wo years or so, but t lie new s of 
what he had accomplished in that 
abode of the rolling mill men and tlie 
harvester works employes vailed at­
tention to tlie strenuous methods 
it was found that Father Criminiiis 
which he had adopted. In two years 
bad done more to bring about peace 
and quiet in that neighborhood than 
had ever been done by any of tlieciti- 

| zens in the secular walks of life. Ski 
F'atlier Crimniins was assigned to the 
new St. David’s Church, and then la­
gan a cleaning up which it had never 
experienced before

Probably the district in tlie vicin­
ity of St. David’s t'huich is as near 
the heart of Chicago as any that can 
be found. It was not a slum dis­
trict, hut it had been allowed to fall 
into devious ways. Fully three- 
quarters of the people in that neigh­
borhood owned their own homes, hut 
i* had come t'o be a custom of the 
householders to oppose all local im­
provements, sueli as sidewalks, pav­
ing and other things w hich are con­
sidered as a necessity in other parts 
of Chicago. And this was tlie rea­
son that when Father Crimmins mov­
ed in he found tlie streets partially 
paved with tlie ancient cedar block 
paving, and most cf it not paved at 
all. Tlie children of the neighborhood 
bail become so accustomed to pulling 

I up the pavement foi firewood iiiat hut 
little remained in any of the evreets 
and when a rainstorm came the- place 
was hut little better than a quag­
mire. It didn’t take F'atlier ('rim- 
mins long to start a healthy agita­
tion . ,o- g th in'ischcilders for local 
improvements, and soon he had creat­
ed a public sentiment which frowned 
upon Ilia short-sighted people who 
continued to oppose the march of pro­
gress.

“Tlie trouble with you people d 
here i<." said .Father Crimmins to th 
obstinate residents of the district,
“that you have always stood in your 
own light. Tlie money you will he 
assessed for paving and other im­
provements will all come hack to you 
in time in the increased value of vonr 
property. What we want Is pave­
ments down here, asphalt if we can 
get it, hut any kind of pavement to 
get rid of the mudholes which have 
existed here for so long. In fact, 
there’s no reason whv Union avenue 
shouldn't be a boulevard in time.”

The sentiments of F’atlier Crimmins 
appeared almost revolutionary at 
first, but as the priest had a brand 
new parish house fronting on t.’nion 
avenue and a church and school which 
promised to be a credit to the neigh­
borhood, the people were stirred up 
and the paving soon became a real­
ity. That was tin- beginning of the 
reform era for Union avenue.

Hut the reforming of the streets 
and Hie physical condition of the en­
vironments of liis church was not the 
only improvement aimed at bv F'alh- 
vr Crimmins. Tlie saloon is one of 
Che neighborhood institutions down 
there, and night after night the pas­
tor of St. David's saw childicn with 
pails and cans and pitchers going in 
the various saloons to tiring beer 
home to their parents. The priest 
does not profess to he a temperance 
agitator, hut he was opposed to the 
children acting as carrying agents for 
the saloons, and lie stalled an agita­
tion looking toward its suppression.

The police had seen these tilings 
happening for so long that tliey had 
come to look upon it as a matter of 
course, while the parents’of the chil­
dren made no efforts to do anything 
to stop it. in his early days Father 
Crimmins had been a base hall pitch­
er, and a g< d one. ;* or six or eizht 
years lie had been a 1 wirier on his 
school and college team when he was 
training for tlie priesthood, and tlie 
training had left him a vigorous 
constitution and a bodily activity 
which aie not the possessions of the 
average priest. So when the large 
and corpulent policeman failed to 
arouse themselves over what F’atlier 
Crimmins regarded as xvrong, he took 
the laxv into his own hands. Night 
after night he took tours round the 
streets, remoustrating with the chil- 
ilien who were carrying beer to their 
homes, and when they proved obdur­
ate, taking the cans and pitchers from 
them and emptying the contents on 
ibe ground.

Soon the children themselves began 
to object to go on these errands for 
their parents because, they said, F’a- 
ther Crimmins was likelx to get after 
them and take their pails away. Then 
it dawned upon the parents that it 
would he better if they were obliged 
10 have beer to gel it for themselves.
So now it is a rare spectacle to see 
a child carrying beer in the neighbor­
hood. Hut the hardest fight F’atlier 
Cummins bail on his iiands was when 
he came to deal with the gangs of 
men and hoys who congregated in 
the alleys nights and laid the founda­
tions foi criminal cateers by insult-| Weary­
ing passers-by and acting generally 
as hoodlums. This was a common 
and glowing evil in the neighborhood 
of his church, and he aimed particu­
larly to put a stop to it. The police 
promised him their co-operation, and 
some of them did the best they could, 
hut accomplished little. Hushing the 
can xvas one of their favorite diver­
sions, and there were many neighhor- 

! hood gangs which defied the efforts of 
I lie police to hri them UP. So F’a- 
tber Crimmins constituted himself a 
patrol guard of one, x'siting the al- 
lexs b> nights and dispersing the 
gangs of reckless and duMirdcrlj young 
men xvliiih hail terrorized the neigh­
borhood. If anv of them refused to

“Such episodes as this are due to 
the political influence that is brought 
to bear upon our Justices," said 
F'ather Cummins in discussing the 
rase “Tiie police find themselves 
greatly hampered in all they try to 
do by some petty politicians who 
wield a greater influence than the 
good respectable citizens Captain 
Hayes is doing all lie can to rid this 
neighborhood of criminals, hut lie 
•■an accomplish little when his police­
men make arrests and then the Jus­
tices turn them loose.

“Hut this is not whab might he 
called a disorderly neighborhood, al­
though there have been several burg­
laries and hold-ups about here 
don’t suppose it is any worse 
other quarters of the city. Hut 1 
ain determined to go to the front 
and call attention to the exils which 
I have been lighting against so long.
We have succeeded In getting paxc 
ments and other improvements which 
our people need here, and next we are 
going to have an orderly place when 
it is safe to go about at night.

“I adopted the same methods in 
, Iruiniuli that I have done here, ai d 
j they were successful, so 1 know what 
il am talking about. 1 tried to keep 
I the children off the streets niguts, 
stopped can rushing, anil got tin- 

wn j young men anil boys to go to church.
It was a different neighborhood when 
I got through with it from what ii 
was when ! began. When I found the 
young men idle and unemployed 1 
tried to get them something to do, 
and usually succeeded. I have done 
the same thing here. They have found 
I will not put up with the gangs 
that hang round in the alleys nights, 
and there is no more can rushing in 
this part of the district.

“And all this has been brought 
about in a year. I am in hopes in 
time to see some of the disorderly 
saloons around here "closed up, and 
they will be if tlie authority of the 
police is not overridden I succeed-1 
ed in having Officer Palmer retained 
on duty down here, and lie alone 
has accomplished wonders. Captain 
Hayes also deserves praise for what 
he has done, hut 1 recognize how he 
is hampered by the politicians down 
here who seem to be in league with 
the rougli element which hangs out at 
some of the neighboring saloons."

F’ather Crimmins is well known in 
Chicago. F'or ten years lie was at­
tached to St. Ann's parish, and lias 
liar) several independent charges of 
his own. He studied for the priest­
hood at St. Francis’ Seminary, in 
Milwaukee, and was one of the lead- ventres
ers in sports and athletic games dur­
ing the days of his studenthood. The 
class of which he was a member pro­
duced a number of priests who have 
risen to high positions in the council 
of rhe Church.

Captain Hayes, of the Thirty-fifth 
street police station, has declared he 
will do all in his power to assist F’a- 
1 her Crimmins in his work, and he 
was out of the city at the time Offi­
cer Palmer made liis arrest. No dis­
turbances have been reported in the 
neighborhoi>d recen tlx.

TOPICS OF AN OLD-TIMER
(Continued from page 1.)

“The Liberal,” the successor to 
“The Catholic,” was, I believe, edit­
ed by Mr John Robertson, the print­
er. It was published at the time of 
tin* great Irish state trials in Dub­
lin, when Daniel O'Connell, Tom 
Steele and several other gentlemen 
prominent in the Repeal movement, 
were arraigned for high treason by 
the government of the day. “ The 
Liberal” had reports every week of 
the progress of the trials, and printed 
the speeches of the advocates that de­
fended “the traversers,” as they wen- 
styled in legal phraseology. It was 
Whiteside, a distinguished Dublin 
barrister, that defended O’Connell 
himself. Shiel, Holmes and Butt 
were counsel for the other "travers­
ers,” and I remember reading Shiel s 
speech, which occupied many columns, 
printed in very small type, in “The 
Liberal” of that day. I want to say- 
further that there was a Repeal As­
sociation then in Hamilton, that used 
to meet in .John Curran's tavern on 
the north side of the Court House 
Square. I do not lemembei who was 
president of the association, but that 
well-known old citizen of those days, 
“Terry” Branigari, was suiely an ac­
tive member of it. John Quinlan was 
its chief orator. Mr. S. McCurdy, 
Edward Allan and Mr. Downey, the 
father of the present local member 
for South Wellington, were also mem­
bers. I think Mr. Samuel B. Free­
man, a prominent Hamilton Keform- 
çr, and afterwards a member of Par­
liament, used to write political arti­
cles for “The IJberal.”

On a margin of one of the pages of 
the copy of “The Catholic” now be­
fore me, are written some lines that 
are signed with tlie name of Philip 
McMahon of Danilas, father of Judge 
McMahon, and that renders the paper 
more interesting and valuable

The paper consists of eight pages, 
each page being 15 inches long and 111 
inches wide, with considerable of a 
margin top and bottom. The sub­
scription price was $3.00 per year, 
payable half-yearly in advance, includ­
ing postage; but those who failed 
to pay in advance were charged with 
the postage at the rat'e of four shill­
ings a year, additional The adver­
tising rates were: Six lines and un­
der 2s. Op. first insertion, and 7Ad. 
each subsequent insertion. Ten lines 
and under 3s. Id. first insertion, and

There is a long, sale.ted article on 
the first page on the “Slave Trade.” 
The second page is the editorial page 
and over the editorial heading is a 
cut of a cross in the clouds. In 
this number, however, the editorials 
are short and scarce. One of those 
is a favorable notice of the then 
Governor-General, Sir Chas. Metcalfe, 
who for the time he was the chief 
executive presented so strong a re­
sistance to the principles of Respon­
sible Government, as advocated by 
the Baldwin and I.afontaine Adminis­
tration. The article is as fellows:

“The liberality of Sir Charles Met­
calfe seems to have no bounds. We 
understand that in addition to the 
sums already enumerated as being giv­
en to the Barriclield church and the 
Mechanics’ Institute, he has besdowed 
fifty pounds on the Roman Catholic 
Church of this place, and ten on the 
Female Benevolent Society. Neither 
has his Excellency been wanting in 
the exercise of individual charity. We 
have heard of several instanees of 
this, but have no right to enter into 
details.” Although in the editorial 
columns of “The Catholic,” 1 find 
the item is credited to the “Cana­
dian Loyalist,” a paper which I have 
now no recollection of, and do not 
know where it was published. Then 
there is a selection beaded “Declara­
tion of the Catholic Bishops,” which 
was first published in 1822, in Eng­
land. Next follows an account of the 
horrors of a religious revival in 
Boss-shire in Scotland, among the 
Covenanters. “Extracts from a 
Discourse Delivered by William Wal­
lace, Esq.," has a prominent posi­
tion on the third page. This has re­
ference to ill-treatment of the Irish 
in their own country. Who this Mr. 
William Wallace was and where he 
lived, is not stated, but it is a pow­
erful arraignment of the British gov­
ernments policy towards Ireland.

Then there is a controversial arti­
cle on the merits of the reform doc­
trine of “Imputation,” by Yanburgh 
Livingston, Esq., recently a member 
of the Protestant Episcopal Church; 
with an introduction bv the Rt. 
Rev. John Hughes, D.D., Bishop of 
New York
