Grâce à l'augmentation ;des droits sur le thé, le café, le sucre et la métasse, décrétée en
juin 1862, le revenu des douanes, qui ne s'est élevé qu'à 84,652.748 en 1862, a été de
85,169,173 pour 1863, ce qui donne une augmentation de $516,125.
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TheFxports of the Province are shown to have amounted, in 1863, to 841,831,532,
an iucre:ase of u pwards of $8,000,000 over 1,862. This large iacrease is chiefly referrible
to the exports of Timber and Lumber.; that item alone, under the head of Produce of the
Forest, iaving exceeded, by more than 84,000,000, the exports of the preceding year.

It is .ibo worthy of note, as indicative of the prosperity of one important branch of
the indistry oftfhe Province, that, whilst tie value of ships built and exported at;Quebec
in 1862 anouunted to orly 9988,428, it rose in 1863 to $2,287,901, shewing un increase in
the latter over the former year of $1,299,473, or rather more than 131 per cent.

The Returns of Distillation and Brcwing show a deerease in the manufacture both ot'
spirits and .ait liquors, viz:

'lie decrease in the distillation of Spirits nay be accounted for by the fact that
thirty-two Distilleries were partially or wholly closed during the y)ear, whilst the falling
off in the manufacture of MaitLiquors uiay, to somle extent,be explained by the suspended
operations of 27 Breweries in Upper Canada, in which section of the Province the decrease
is shown by the Returus to have been 437,023 galls., the increase ia Lower Canada being
83,350 galls.

The average yield of spirits per bushel of grain, as returned by the Collectors of
Inland Revenue, shows some improveient this year upon the product of last year, viz:

With regard to the trade of the Provincial Canals, a glance at the two comparative
Statements, Nos. 11 aud 12, will show that there bas been some falling off in the move-
ment of goodls on the Welland and St. Lawrence Canals in 1863, as compared with 1862,
the decrease on the Welland being 8.26%, and on the St. Lawrence 7.19% :-compared,
however, with 1860, the increase on the Welland has been 20.73% and on the St.
Lawrence 22.1J%. On the Chanibly Canal, the increase in 1863 over 1862 was 37.45%,
and over 1860, 16.67%.

The average decrease of the moveient of property on the six canals in 1863, compared
with 1862, is a fraction less than 2% ; but, when compared with 1860, the six canals show
an aggregate increased trafic of 18.13%.

The Tolls, wholly abrogated in May, 1860, on the St. Lawrence, Burlington Bay and
Ottawa Canals, were re imposed on the 13th April, 1863.

The gross collections from toII8 on all the Provincial Canals, in 1863, anounted to
S385,220.21; in 1862, ta $213,487.41, representing the tolls collected on the Welland and
Chambly Canals only, the other Canals being free.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY:-

The undersigned, Commissioner of Publie Works, has the honor to submit, as re
quired by law, the followin geral report upon the several public works and buildings
under the charge of bis department, for the year ending 3jstSeptenber, 1863.

He thinks proper to remark, that althougli the dut-y oZfurnishing an account of the
transactions of his department for the whole of the past year devolves on hiubyvirtue
of his ofice, he ea only speak of them from personal knowledge since the 23rd of'Jly
last, when, at Your Excelleney's command, he assumed, the responsibility ofdirecting its
affairs; the report of its proceedings iprvious to that date being de-ived froni the records
of bis office.

fn consequence of the necessity which has 'existed for restricting expenditure in
every branch of the service as much as possible, consistent with its efficient administration
and actual requirements, the gross outlay upon ail the Public Works, for construction, and
for repairs and manageaient, during the past year, amounts to the sum of only $821,-
073.31, which, is less than it has been any year since 1851; the average of th annual
expenditure during this period of thirteen years having been S1,216,362.

The details of this expenditure, arranged under their proper heads in the usual
tabular forms, are given in the Statements Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7, appended to tls
report.

No. i. Statement of the several works under the charge of this department, which
are in use and yield revenue; shewing, under different heads, the ixpenditure on construc-
tion, and the amount paid for land damages during the year 1863; the total cost of con-
struction under this department to elc lst January, 1864; and the cost of repairs ,and

The undersigned lias given bis careful attention to the irternil organization and
working of his departient, and is gratified to find that many improvements, tending to its
efflcieney, have of late ycars been introduccd Q nsiderable progress lias also been madi
in collecting the title deeds of the public lands in the chare of this Department, and in
arranging andclnssifying the archives of this olice. le has alsoliad under consideration,
and intends to pu ii practice without delay, a further classification of the different officers
of' the department into special categories, better adapted to the services these officers are
called on to perfori. and the adoptiono certain additions to the present systeni of keeping
the books of his department, for the purpose of rendering it more complote, and by which
the Commissioner will be enabled to guard against unnecessary and unauthorized ex-
penditure.

INLAN) NAVIGATION.

The success of the St. Lawrence, as a competing route for Western trade, is a matter
of such vital importance to the interests of this Province, that the subject bas already
been frequently brough tbefore Your Excellency, in the annual reports of this depart-
ment. It has also been ably discussed by persons whose experience and commercial
standing entitle their opinions t the greatest consicleration ; and the necessity of action
in regard to it becomes year-y more apparent.

It is evident that the Iiver St. Lawrence is lie natural outlet to the vast and
fertile region bordering upon the great interior lakes of'ÑNortih America. Upon the
improvement of this immense stretch of water communication, the Province lias already
expended over fourteen and a lhalf millions of dollars, and established a scale of navi-
gation, unrivalled in point of capacityhetween Chicago aud the head of ocean navi-
gation t Montreal.

But it isto be regretted, that the experience of pasfyears lias proved that the benefits
anticipated from these ,improvements have been, as yet, but partially realized; and that
notwithstanding the undeniable superiority of the Provincial lino, it has attracted but a
small portion of the great stream of traffic, which flows froni the grain-producing dis-
tricts of tlic West to the Atlantic seaboard.

It is thereforeevident that some powerful cause must, be in operation, to produce a
diversion of the trade from the channel which seems to have been ,marked out for it by
Nature, into lateral Iand artifIcial routes of mueli less capacity or speed, aid greatly
increased cost of transport.

The greatest drawback to the sucèsS of this route, as a competitor for European trade,
is therhigh rates of ocean freight from Montreal and Quebec, wlieu compared with those
from New York. The latter city being the great commecial cnporium of the Northern
States, controls the bulk of the import trade; consequently, freiglits rule lower at that
port than auy other on this part of the continent, because vessels arriving out with cargo
canafford to carry produce to Europecheaper than those trading fo Quebec or )iontreal
which, in great part, have fo nake the voyage here in ballast. Besides, as tie staple
exports of Canada are bulky, whilst the tonnage of her imports is comparatively sniali,
it is evident tliat we cannot hope to compote for European freights, except by carrying sOmuch cheaper on our ine of infernal communication, as to compesate for tlé dis-
advantage of the ocean voyage.
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Although the iininun capacitv of the canais isnearly double that of our most for-
midable riväl-the enlarged Erie Canal; and, when taken in' connection withIspeed the
season of navigation iscqually as long as upon the latter it is eyident, from theexisting
state of affairs, that still furtherI advantages must be :fforded, ere we can oain a fair
shore of the trade in question.

I.t is believed that the only means by whic li thiscan be effected, is by an enlargement
of the Welland and St. Lawrence Canals to a uniform draught,.and carrying capacity for
vessels of at least 800 or 850 tons burthen.

This would permit tie majority of the fleet of propellers and lai' ischooners now
engaged in the transport trade on Lake Erie, to descend to Montreal and Quebec without,
breakIg bulk, and there tranship into sea'going vessels, thus considernbly: redueing
freights, and tending to bring about the desired resült.

The manifest acvautage in speed which the route possésses together with the cheapen-
ing of freight referred to, would doubtless operate favorably in 'making Quebec and
Montreal entrepôts for goods imported into the Lake Regions, and thus diminisÏ ocean
c harges, by providing a largpercentage of cargoes both ways. It is also probablethat
theinercantile enterprise of these cities would not be slow to take advantage of such favor-.
able circumstacoes. It must, however, be borne in mind;that.the export trade to Europe
forms by no menas the only important business for which the Provincial canais might sue-
cessfully compete; as itis now well understood that a very large quanty of the cereals
brought to Albany is consumed lu the New EnglandStates, und never leaves the counitry
at al.

With a view, therefore, of pointedly drawing attention to the means by which it. is
believed that a large share of this, as well as the trans-atatie tradeb secureto
the Province, reference is again made to.the subject.

Even before the present Canal system was in full, operation, it was foreseen that to
ensure anything like an adequate retur1 uponthe large expenditure then being incurred,
it would be nccessary to complete the series, by connecting the waters of the St. Lawrence
with those ofLake Champlain. By this means it was believed that we could successfully
compete with tlhe s Erie Canal, either for the carriage of grain. t the greatl entre of
distribution for home consumption at Albany, or to New York for exportion faEurope.

The inhabitants of the Northern States on the Atlantic seaboard, being ]farely en
gaged in manufactures, have to import food froni the agriculturat districts of the West;
and the magnitude of the trade thus created is estimted ;by valious conpetent authorities,
at from five-eiglts to three-jifths of all the vegetable food Which annually arrives at the
level of tide water in the fudson River.

It would therefore seem, that any well-matured scheme, by which the Provincial
Canals rnight be made the principal channel for so large and profitable a transport, wold
be well worthy of consideration.

in the'existing state of our connections, the cargo of a vessel arriving at Montreal,
loaded with gràin for the Eastern States, cannot be portaged to Lake Olamplain, except
at sucli an increase in the costpQf transport as would nullify all the advanags f teSt
Lawree navigation, and give the Erie route a decided. superiority in point of cheapuess.'

But were the River St. Lawrence united to Lake Champlain by a canal of dimensions
equalto the enlarged scale of navigation abov'e referred to, this serious drawback Would
then be removed and" the Province would reap th full benef*of the cnqualled advan
tages whicl it ought to derive fromn the possession of the natural routd.

The Annual Report for 1862, of the Auditor of Canal Tolls, &c., for the Stato of
New York, shows that the average cost of transport of wheat from Chicago to New York,viBuffalo, or by way of Oswego (including canal talîs), was s fblows:-

This does not seem, however ta include the cost oftranshipment either at Buffalo or
Oswego.

The vast increase in the trade of the latter port, since the opening o the enlarged
Welland :canal in 1845, clearly demonstrates the effect of extended naturi-lnavigation.
Oswego, with vessels of from 250 to 400 to nsburthen, which pass through the Welland
canal, is able to compete with Buffalo, although propellers of. 750 to 1000 tons burthen
arrive there from Chicago.

This arises from the simple fact that thcre are about 118 miles less canal navigation
on the Oswego route than on that v'i(IBuffalo to Albany.

The follawing table will shew the comparative amounts of produce which arrived at
Oswego from the Wëst, from 1845 to 1862-

It may, therefore, be fairly infcrred that a praportionate success would attend the
Champlain route, could vesselsof large tonnage reach Whitehall without breaking bulk;
and that, the cities of Montreal and Quebec would also be greatly benefited, as regards the
increased facilities for transatlantic trade which would r3sult by bringing the large inland
vesse alongside of the ocean ship.

Even at present, a propeller of ordinary speed cerinake the trip from Quebec to Lake
Erie in about five days, and that from Lake Erie ta Quebec in four days; whilst the voyage
by canal boats, of less than one hâlfithcir tonnag., seldom occupies less than 12 days between
Buffalo and tide water in the -Iudson river. Goods shipped from Quebec also reach the
upper lakes eairlier in the spring than those fron New York via the Erie canal;and pro-
duce froni the European market can be shipped laiter fromin Chicago, via Montreal, than by
the Buffialo route, for the reason that the voyage is mad 'on the river and through our
éanals muuch quicker than by the Erie canal.

The tables in the appendix shew the dates of opening and closingof navigation at
the port ofQuebee, the St. Lawrence and Welland canais, the Erie canal at Buffalo, and
the Hudson river.

The Champlain connection would aiso flacilitae "the large export af sawed lumber,
which now finds its way into the United States for homo consun ption from varions points
along the Canadian frontier, by costly and often circuitous routes; aud would enable it to
be laid down at the minimum oftransport charges at the great lumber nartof AIbany. It
would also forim a direct route for that portion of this s4aple product of the Ottawa valley,
required for the American market.

ihus the trade, which now mnerely crosses Lakes On nio and Erie into the United
States, from the West and Ipper Canada, would find a speedierïand Jess expensive route
to market.

This advantage would no doubt be quickly appreciated by merchants and forwarders.
By the returiof the auditor for New York tolls, previously cited, the total movement

in tons of produce of Western States and Canada, an'd other freight which arrived at tid
water by the Erie canal i 1862 was as follows, viz.:

The comparisons of movement of freight arc chiefly confined to the Western- trade,
as bearing directly upon the question now under consideration. Thus in 1862, there was
received at tide water in the' ffudson River 2,917,094 tons, whilst only 756870 tons
arrived at Montreal during the sanie year.

The returns also show tliat the New York Central and New York and Eie railways
carry about 35 per cent. of the aggïregate freight moved both by them and aIl the New
York State s amountd, in 1862; to the large figure of S,619,173 tons.

These facts show conclusively that notwithstanding theYgr'eat length of artificial na-
vigation by the Erie route, it has, thrâugh thie strenüous exertions and far ighted'poliy
of the;State legislature, attracd an immienseztrade; the disadvantages of:the route having
been, as' fa s possible, obvied by contined' and liberal expenditure upon its inprove
ment.:,

The result has bcen, that last ycar a revenue of nearly 5 (five) millions of dollars"wvas
derived from this canal.

It is believed thatthe period lias now arrived when iL is-stili more imperative upon
the Province to adopt a policy calculated tu demonstrate the rcal superiority of the St.
Lawrence route, by complcting our canal systei, and enlarging it to suclidimensions as
will place it beyond the reach of successful' competition, in the cheap transport cf
imported goods for the Western market, or in the speedy export of the vast and overflow-
ing vegetable p-oducts which now find their way through other channels to the Eastern
States and to Europe.

WELLAND CANAL.

The idea of effeeting an uninterrupted water communication betieen Lakes Eric and
Ontario, appears to have been entertained by a few enterprizing individuals, residing in
the Niagarà district, long before the means of carrying it.into practice could be obtained.

For the¢gradual development of the sehenie by which this was ultimately accomplished,
the Province is',however, greatly indebted to the indefatigable exertions of the late lon.
William Hamilton Merritt, who, for iany years, devotcd himself to the work of maturing
our canal system.

ow that the pcriod lias arrived when the demands of trade render it necessary to
enlarge thc capacity of this canal, a brief sketch of its early history, and the difficulties
overcome in its construction, may not be deemed uninterestin.

As far back as the year 1818, .the dividing ridge betecn the Chippewa river and
the head of the Twelve MileCreek was examined, with avicw tu thel uniting of these points
by acanal, and a profile of the rofte was shortly afterwards exhibited at York, to members
of the legislature, which was then in session. Nofurther action was, howcvei', taken in
the matter until 1823, when a line was surveyed; and in 1824 an Act was passed incorpo.
rating the Welland CanalbCompany, with a capital of £40,000, for the purpose of establish-
ing a navigation from lake to lake, for boats of from 20 to 40 tons burthen. The canal to
be, four feet deep, seven feet iideat bottom and 19 feet at water surface.

Ground was broken on the 30tli November, 1824, without any ceremony, nor did the
publie at that time seem to be at all aware of the importance of the work.

It was scarcely commenced, however, upon this small scale, whcn the people beedme
rapidly convinced cof the great benefits which its construction could not fail to confer upon
the trade of the Province, and in 1825, upon a petition from the Company, Parliauent
resolved to increase the capital to£2200,000, and to aid the undertaking by the loan, o
£25,000 This was done with the proviso that the company should construct a canal for
schooner navqation, by incrcasing the dimensions of that originally designed, to T feet 6 in.
depth of water, 34 feet width at bottom, and 52 feet 6in. at top, except through the
"deep eut," which was, tobe only 15 feet wide at bottom and 6 t 6 in. at top. The
locks to bc made of wood, 22'feet wide and 100 feet long

Although £75,000 of this increased"capital stock was readily subscribèd for in New
York, and £25,000 in Upper and Lower Canada, some difliculty axose in disposing of the
remaining £100,000 in the English market, which threatened eriously to interfère with
the progress of thedwork. Under these circumstances, the legislature, in 1827, passed a
13ill by which the Provine becamea shareholder to the amoun t of £50 ;00 and in the same
year the Government of Lower Càiada also aided the scheme by taking stock in iLtfo the
alount cf £25,000.

In 1828, thc company obtained a loan of £50,000 sterling firm the Imperial Goveri-
mpent, at 4 per cent.; being forced, from the embarrascd state of their finances, to apply for
this, even though, by'the acceptance cf the lan, they forfeited a gratuity of £27,000 ister-
ling, offered to their agent by' the , Chanellor of the Exchequer upon certain conditions,
chiefly"relative to the passage of is Mjesty's troops through the canal,,free cf tol.

But at tle close of this year (1828), the enginéer reported that disastrous slips had
occurred in, th " deep ciu," which o ease i p t; m el lagevwg jhindho
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Notwithstanding the occurrence ofthis, and many other unlooked-for diffities,whidh
both, augmented the' outlay ponthe works and retarded their'cmpletionte confidence
of'the projeetors of the canal remained unshaken as to the ultimate síccessif the scheme
At length, by frequent legislative aid, eDipled with indomitable energy oh thepart of the
company,.it was pàrtly; accoiplished; and onthe 30th November, 1829, a schbo rof 85
tons birthen passed bet*è 'Làkes Erie and, Ontairo vüii the Chippewa river.O the
20th May 1833, hoWever, the main route was completed, on the same scale, toPot Col-
borne, and the original project thus;fally carried out. In order to effect this,:the.ProVince
took soine additional stock in the .undertaking-. that yea.

Altliough a through navigation was thus secured, the locks and other.strcutures being
of wood, put together more with reference to present economy than stability, will aceont
for the frè4uýnt failures, the large .outlay for maintenance, änd the financial difficulties of
the company, whieh continued ünabated-after the opening of-the canal.

These continued annually toincrease, and although Goveruinedt aid was given at
arious times, it became quite evident that the company were unable to maintain the.works

in ihat effective condition which their importance demanded.
Represehtatiois having been ffequently made to that effect by the company, who

urged that the work should be controlled wholly by the overnment, the legislature
shortly after the union of the Provinces in 1841, passed an Acttopurchasethe rights of
private stockholdes,-sbsequenlytransferred the management of the danal to the Board
of Works,-and, by the*Act 4,5 Victoria,-cap. 28, £500,000 was appropriated to enlarge
and rendr thisline of navigation permanent throughout.

Up-to the 31stDecamber, 1841, this canal was debitedaon the books of-the Provic e
with £462,856 18s.

Of this amount about $1,400,000 is chargeable . to increasing the depth of water to

ten feet on the mitre sills of the locks, and to widening and ,bottoming of the summit level,
to admit the waters ofLake Erie as a feeder.

This latter work, from the comméecenment of the enlargement under this depar.tment,
has been considered indispensable,fb the gradual failure of the Gr'and ri er as a feeder
to fuir'nish the necessary supply.

But although arrangements were made for carrying it out, various unavoidable causes
obstructed its pi-ogress, and it was proceeded with slowly, even after. the Port Colborne
branch had.been fid dry.(and remained so for several years), with a view of affording an
opportu.nity of executing the work to the best advàntage.

The water, was subsequently let in, and a contract made for itscompletion by means
of steam excavators; but the parties to whom the work was intrusted failed to carry out
their agreement.

At'length arrangements were made with the present contractor, under whose ener-
getie management the work has been conducted as expedit.iously asits nature and attend.
antcircumstances would permit.

The prism of the canal between Allanburg and Port Coiborne las. been nearly doubled
in sectional area; the bottom width, originally intended to bé only 26 feet, ,haring been
made 50 feet, to admit of two vessels passing each otherl at any place on the Line. The
* depth has also been increased fully two feet:for the whole distance.

This, art of the work is now .rapi'aly approaching completion onthIe scale above
stated. The time, however, is not far distant when itscapacity:must be still further
increased

lSit the work of-greatest importance to be undertaken is the constrution of anew
lime of canal from Thorold downwards to Lake Ontario, withi rocks capableof passin~g a
large clasi 'dfgfpellers. Thiis .believed to be so urgently necssary, that;it cannot be
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too often brought under notice. As its execution will necessarily occupy several years, it
early commenient becomes all the more imperative ; and although the Department i
not yet in possession of sufficient information to-enable it to.recommend any précise line
this can bc readily obtained, and the extent of inecessary improvements determincd,
when the means of carrying them out are placed at the disposai of the Government

By the Rteport of the Superiatendent (Appendix B), it will be seen that tic progress
made duringthe. past season with the work on the summit level, has becu such as to war-
ant the belief that two seasans more will suffice for its completion.

The construction of ac'seconds tow-path on the Thorold level, between Hiurst's and

in previous reports)-would so mach facilitate the passage of vessels, that it-is deemed ad-
visable to bring the subject again under notice. The- estimated cost of these workisis
s18,100.

Large fleets of þpward bound essels, being often detained at Port Colborne by winds
which are favorable to dow nward vosels cntering the canal, frequently leads to such an
over-crowding of the harbour as results in considerable dclay and damage; which, it is be-
lieved, can only be obviated by increased accommodation.

This is tie more necessary, from . a large portion of it being gencrally occupied for
purposeos oinected with the Welland, Railway, at the southern terminus of which an
elevator has been erected for"the ,transfer of grain, and the lighterage of vessels of greater
draught than those which can pass with full cargoes' tìrouglh the canal.

The railway, by affording failities for lighterage, has tendnd taCbring a larger cl.ss
of vessels to this port, which has, no doubt, been beneficial to ail the interests concern)ed.

litis therefore believed, that in view of the railway requiring further frontage
and basin accommodation, it might be granted at such a point as would not interfere with
vessels entering or lcaving thc canal, eupon thecompany contributing a reasoiable suin
towards defraying the expenses of the enlargement.

The design of the harbour is such, that its area can be made anc tird rente thau
at present,ý without interruption to the trade or interference with existing works. Its cri-
1argcM ént, which is considcred indispensable, is estimated to cost $64,000.

During the scason of lòw water, yessel.. of ordinary draught cannot pass through the
eut between the look at Port Robinson and thicWelland River. This is fully 300
feet long, and is thon barely six feet in depth. Sirice the works were assumed by Gavern-
ment, no outlay has becu made upon it.

lhere being considerable trade on this route in sawed lumber, grain, &c., it is believed
that the deepening arid- improveuent of the channel would be of suflicient advautage to
warrant the outlay for the work, hich is cs8imated at $2,500.

The staunching of the dam at Dunville, referred to iu previous reports, has been
well tested during the past year (the season being drier than usual), notwithstanding rhich,
the water has been kept up better than heretofore.

Al the various works of repairs and maintenance have been promptly attended to, as
they became necessary, and spare gates provided ta meet any ordinary emergecy which
may occur during the coming season. On the 13th April navigation was opened, and was
closed on the 13th December. n 1 openedawa

During the season, threce interruptions occurred, by the breaking of lock-gates, which
collectively anounted to four days.

The storm of the-st January of the present year has damaged the piers at Port
Colborne harbour; but beinpdo cvred u by arge masses o ice, an estiat af the
probable eost of repairing them cannot now be arrived a

WILLIAMSBURG CANALS.

These canals I-the highest in the St. Lawrence series, and have less sectional area
than any of the others; their bottomwidth iùeutting being only 50 feet. The compara-
tively slight rapids which they were constructed to ovecoMe, are generally navigated both
ways by passenger steamers, so that they are principally used by upward bound freight craft.

They, re now in three divisions, and are collectively 11 miles in length; but separa-
ted by stretchesof rivernavigation 4:j and 10 miles respectively in liength.

When these canals weie first open ed, the embankments on the river side were; in many
plaecs, but slightly proteetcd with stone, and the iner face of them was left wholly ex
posed to the action of the water. This has necessitated a considerable expenditure for the
past few years in facing and lining them with stone.

During the past year, nearly one lineal mile of this class of work has been done, and
the banks raised anWdstrengthened at all the lowest and weakest points. Another season's
work, even at this rate of progress, will complote the whole. With an ordinary outlay for
repairs, these canals have been kept in other respectà in an efficient state throughout the
season of navigation, which commenced on the 1st day of May, and elosed on the 7th of
December.

One pair'f oek-gates wcre built and brouglit into use last spring; but in order to be
prepared:for casualties, oneþair of spare gates should, be provided this year.

The north pier at the upper entrance of Rapide du Plat Canal, which for some years
was muei out of repair, lias been rebuilt from,,the foundation upwards, for a lenth of138
feet. The superstructure has, however, yet to be put on.

To remove slides, and the mnaterial deposited in these canals by the action of the water,
previous to the a-s having been lied with stone, a steam dredge was set to work in
September last, and is found to be the no"st economical mode of elearing out the channel
without interfering with the navigation.

The dredge can be similarly enpIoyed with advantage fdir the whole of th nex
season, as, uow that the water in the St. Lawrence is low, deeply-laden vessels cannot pass
through the 'upperreaches of the canais unless the channel be cleared out.

The necessity of proceeding with the several works recommended in the last nnual
report of this Department, but for which no appropriation was made, is urgently called
for.

CORNWALL CANAL.

This is the largest of the S Lawrnce Canals, being nearly doublethebottem with
of those immediately above it, and one-fourth-wider than those below. The locks arealso
10 feet wider than any of the others which form'.the series.

By the carefulness of the superintendent, the high embankients forming the upper
reach, which are constructed of porcus material, have been maintained in good order
throughout the season, at à coinparativelysmall 3utlay.

For about a fortnight previous to the opening of the canal, on the 2nd of May last,
the water was drawn off to enable the necessary repairs to be made. The season lasted for
223 days, having , closed on the 12th December,iti but a, single interruption of eight
hours, viz., on the 2Oth of August, 5hilst repii g one ôf the mitre sills of Lock No. 19.

The three pairs"of spare, 6tes deliverâd last year make, together'withthose on hand,
eight pairâ in all. It is believed that these are sufficient to ineet any ordinary contingeùcy
for some years.

The various works referred to in last year's report as béing required, have now become
urgently neeessary. The are as follows, vis. ;--Rebuildingthe *harves at the üp"er and
lower entrances of the canal, and the wharf adjoining theTown of Cornwall.

The othei matters necessary to bé attended to, are the raising and protection of the
embankmèb2s during the coming season, for which 200 tords of'stone ïhôud be furnished
this winter and mooring:posts provided and fixed.

Some of the recess platforms of the locks require tôo e replanked, and new ségments
providéd and laid before the opening of navigation. No steps having bèen takei by the
lessees of the water-ÿowers at Cornwall to place the head gates to their 'nills in proper re-
pair; the suËerintendenit reports that if this be not attended to atod~e, danger naybe
appreliended to the navigation of the canal.

SIt therefore seéms advfsàble to notify them, that unless theÉe repaiis are at once effect-
ed, beforc the canal is opened next spring, that the water will be cut off from their mills by
dams or otherwie.

Tliehsup'rstriitüre of thepier tthe upper etrande 'reqûires o be ebdi aud suit-
able timber should be'delivered this' inter for thatpurpose.
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The hy-wash at St. Timothy was partiy repaird last spring; but sóne leakage havn
been found in it last summer, it will require further attention before the season opens.

it must, however, he pieceedecd with next season.
Three pairs of new lock-gates wre provided last year, one of whichvas imidediately

brought into use at Look No. 8. There are now six pairs of spare, gates on hand but
some of thfm being old gates repaired, it is believéd that two pairs of neùWupper gates
should be providcd this year.

The pier at the iower entrance referred to in the last annual report, and for the e
tension of which no appropriation was made, should be léngthened in order to afbrd suffi-
cient àccommodation for vessels navigating the canal as much inconvenience and delay
are, experienced frorm large numbers being collected there without havina proper mooring
space, it is important that this work should be done ncxt seàson. Its estimiat6d'costis
$7000.

The navigation of this canal which was opened on the 2nd of May, was maintained
untiltthe 4th December, with but one interruption of àbout18 hours, whilstrepairing the
loeler gates of Lock No. 10,3 vhich were carried awy by a vssel. This ocure-d on the
16Gth May last.

LACHINE CNAL.

The Ottawa river enters the St. Lawrence above Lachine b two branches: ohe oppo-
te the foot of the Beauharnois Caual, and the other (or n -vigable canel) a few miles

further oawn Lake St. Louis.
The influx If this large body of water bas the effect, in time of floodà, of g-eatly in-

creasing the fluctuation te which the St. Lawrence itself is liable, and necessitates all the
works at the head of the Lachine Canalbeing eadapted for avariation of at ]east seven
feet between extreme higlh and low water.

The repairs of Niharves, dock-walls, flour shedý, &c., at the oot cf Ic canal,
together with'thosesrequired at Lachine, greatly incrcase: the annuai cost of maintenance.

The excessive current produced in this canal, by the inordinate supply of water used
for milling purposes at various points ålong the lne has led to so much difficulty in its
navigation, as to be a heavy tax upon the trade.

Representations to this effect having been frequently made by frwrders 'at4dhers
this Departinent, several years ago, took steps to limit the supply te what was then in use.
But, notwvithstandia'the uncertainty of furnishing even that quantity of low water,
and the well known injury inflicted on the trade, some of the lessees claim the right to a
greater supply than they at present receive though hey have alreddy fillydouble the
amount of power considered available at the time when the icasesere granted

It would, therefore, appear that the. interest of these parties are directly opposed te
the successful and unimpeded navigation of one of the iost important of the canals; and,.
with a view of settling these matters the whole question is now before the Provincial
Arbritrators.

Another great drawback upon the trade is the dficiency of wharfage adbasin a
commodation at Montreal; vessels beirig freqnéftly detained several days waiting for a
berth at whih they can uhload. This has' been freqently referréd to in the annal
reports of this Dpartment; 'but no moans having been appiropriated for the:purpose of
remèdying it, it;i is therefore consideed adisable to draw attention te th, urget de'cessity
whichstill exists fer these improveiments

CARILLON AND GRENVILLE CANALS.
No expenditure bas taken place on these canals, since their transfer to the Government

n 1856, beyond what lia been found absolutely necessary to mUanain them in a passable
condition, owing to the seale of nayigation being so limited, and màny parts of the works
radically defective in location.

Eighfof the locks are from 128 to 182~feet long, and from 321 to 321 feet wide,
whilst the remaining three are only frota 106k to 108½ feet long. and frô 1 tô I9½ feet
wide, with barely five feet draught of water.

The prism is also of very irregular form, the bottom width varying from 18 to 40
feet, and that at the surface from 50 to 90 feet.

The navigation of these canals opened, onthe 1st of iay, and closed on the 2nd of
December, with only one interruption of 21 days during the season, which was caused by
the failure of one of the lock gates. Four pairs of newlock gates were built last season, and
will be brought into use next spring; three pairs arc, however,nog9required, and should
be constructed before the openingof navigation.

The superstructure of the pier at the head of the Grenville Canal was rebilt last year,
and such other indispensable repairs effected"às were nccessary to keep thle canais open.

In August and September Iast, the water of the Ottawa being unusually iow, the depth
at the upper entrancc of the Grenville Canal was só muclI reduced as to cause serious
detention to vessels at that place.

A few years ago, a channel was partially cleared out by means of ä' float, and scoop,
worked by a capstain from the shore. This process, although slow, was tolerably effective;
but the channel, being narrow, and the banks steep and graveily, the action oflhigh water
and frost on thembas again tended to fill it up, so thaît the ,passage of loaded square-
bottomed barges is greatly impeded at period of low water.

To remove these obstructiOnsg itis proposed to emnploy a dredging machine next sum-
mer, the expenses connected with which are ctimated at $1200.

The structures on these canals are generally in a very had condition, and Considerable
repairs to thei must now become frequently necessary.

The north wall of Lock No. 2 leaks considerably and will require to be staunched next
spring, by pointing both sides and puddling in the rear.

The breast wall of Lock No. 10 must also be rebuilt, which, togethiqr with the general
repairs to the other locks, is estimated to cost 2,035. Repairing dam at North iver, and
clearing out feeder, together with the removal ot deposit from the canal bottom, raising
the banks, &c., $3,25.I Making the total estimated outlay for repairs net season to be
$6,460.

and others thoroughly repaired since the canalwas transerre to th Govern t''

As stated in previous reports,many of, the works were ein rui oadition
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and from the comparatively small revenue derived from the trafl,,the outlay has been
confined to such works 6f maintenance as could not be dispensed with.

Tic navigation of this canal, whice was opened on the lst la, and closedat the er d
of November, was uninterrupted througiout the season. The floo of lat sprg; althougi
nearly as higli as that of the preceding year (which caused so much damage ), passed off
without accident to the works ; ample provision having been made for its control in the
new structures., There is, however, some difficulty experiencdo from jams of ice and drift-
wood in the spring, to remedy which; booms wili.have to be provided.

A thorough repair of all the nuimerous works on this long ine ofcanalwould, of
course, involve a very large outlay, besides being at a variance with the poliby which ha.
bitherto guided its maintenance. Although, no doubt, desirable, it, could not, however, be
recommended as an expenditure upon which an adequate return might be anticipated.

The superintendent, id hisreport of last ycar ( Vide Appendix D.), estimates the cost
ofplacing the canal in fair condition at $16,317.93; but ads thät some of the works
embraced in this estimate might be postponed for another season. By this' means, the
expenditure "for next year would be reduced to $S,777.43, which should be ici-eased by
the cost of six pairs of new lock gates, which appear to be urgently required. Thiswould
make a total of $13,577.33. bb

Various applications been received by the Depàtment,for'additional bidges
along this line of canal, rendered necessary for the convenience of te opublic by theiin.
crease of settlers and the erection of mills in the vicinity, it is believed that, considering
the small number of these structures now existing; and the long distances by which they
are separated, the memorials for the erection of others may, in some cases be favorably
entertained.

BURLINGTON BAY CANAL.
In November last a vessel, in entering tis caial, struck both the side piers with, suchl

force as resulted in the sinking of the vessel, but caused vcry little damage to the work,.
The vessel was, however, raised soon afterwards, without interruption to the navigation.

All the principal works are otherwise in good condition, and have required no outlay
for maintenance last year.

But the ferry seow, which lias been in use for many years, is now nearly win out.
The construction of a new one and certain repairs to the wale pieces, &c., are estimated by
the superintendent to cOst $60. ie has been authorized to have these works executed.

INLAND NAVIGATION-NEWCASTLE DISTRICT.
The nature and situation of the works on thisline of navigation are such as to cali for

considerable annual èxpenditure. If the necessity for maintaining them, however, con-
tinues to exist, the outlay inust of course, increase inroportio to the decay of the
structures.

Many claims have been, and still continue to be, made for damages alleged to arise
from various causes in connection with the works; and as they yield no revenue whatever,
whilst the cost of their construction, management, &c., has, so far, been borne whôlly by
the Government, it seems reasonable that the parties or localities benefited should con-
tribute towards keeping them in repair, either by the payment of tolls, or by the muanici-
palities assuming their control and the responsibility of their proper maintenance.

Duringlast season, some repairs were made to the dam at Bobcaygeon, and the lock
gates put in better working order. The dam requires to be further staunched next season,
and the lock should be cleared out.

Some repairs and additional gravelling are required to the dam at Buckhorn. The
navigation of the Scugog river is obstructed by sharp bends in its course, togetherwith
fallen trees and stumps, which should be removed.

The damat Lindsay was repaired and staunched last season, and the slidein con-
nection with it placed~ in better condition.

The construction of a bridge over the-Scugog at the Town of Lindsay was placd unde
contract in June last. It consists of three spans. The piers and-abutments are of a good
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class of maonry; the superstructure is oftimber work. ;The approaches-have abeen exe-
cuted by the municipality on a 'valuation previoély fixedby the'chief engineer, ,ith the
roviso that the Corporation shouild assume all responsibility in comiection therewith.

The contract works bave notbeen-proceeded with in, anxpeditious manner, and the
coffer-dams yet remain to be removed, besides several ninor matters still to be: attended to.

On the completion of this work, it will be trausferred without delay tothe Corporation
of Lindsay.

LAKE ST. PETER.
The deepening and imnprovement of the navigable channel between Qu.ebec and o

treal was assumed in 1860 as a Provincial work; but the Montreàl 1-arbour Trust (under
whom operations were carried on for the previous nine years) were still ,harged with its
management under certain stipulations, chiefly regarding .the dimensions of the channel,
and the relative responsibilities of the Government and that Corporation for pa e f
expenditure incurred in completing the work.

ln accordance with the understanding then arrived at, and for the guidance of this
Department, the chief engineer was instructed to obtain, by personal examination, the ne-
cessary infornation regarding the mode of conducting the dredging operatiôons, together
with the progress made, and the financial and other" arrangements conncectcd threwith;
but, from several unavoidable causes, his "report bas been"delayed. In the meantime,
however, he furnishes the following statements respecting thermattcr in question.

Çommencingat Montreal and proceeding downwards, the channel-way at Pointe-aux-
Trembles. and Yerchèresýhas beendeepened andinproved to a depth of 20 feet.

Between La Valtrie and Isle Plate, there yet remains about two miles in length
which, at low:water,-is now only 18 feet in depth.

At the upper part of Lake St, Peter, there are yet between-Si and A miles to be
deepened fron 1-to 2 feet, From this point to the foot of the Lake, the ýhannel is the
full depth ofI20 feet at low ater. Thence to Quebec, there is also a ,like depth; but the
channel.would bemuch improved by removing asmall shoalwhich ,lies ofthe mouth of
the Becancour river. This shoalis not marked on theAmiralty Chart.
extent, and bas 17 feet over it at low watèris.

The point of the shoal oppoi e Ste. Anne de la Parade, hold 'also be rmoved.
There are also thrce small shoals or I Poullier," one off Cape Levrant, another a short dis-
tance below this, and the third off Cap La Roche. These should be deepened.

Thework to be done at the various points enumerated aboye, .appears to embrace all
that is necessary in the way of dredging, to establish a ship channel of 20 feet in depth,
at low water, between Montreal ând Quebec.

Additional buoys will, however, be required at various points to more clearly mark it
out.

li orderto execute this work as rapidly as possible, it is very desirable that all the
dredges and plant (under the trust) should be thorouglhly repaired; and that those gene-
rally employed in the Lake shfould continue their operations until'the fulldepthis obtain
ed. The dredges employred in the Hiaîbour of Montreal (owned by the Commissioners)
should alsobe brouglt down -o la Valtrie, for (the purpose of siu iutaneously dredging
the channel to the required depth at that point.

The obstructions*referred to below theseplaces canbe subse uently attended to; and
it:iasbelieved that were ýthe dredges kept constantly at Work in then!manner indicated
the whole might be completed by the season of low .water in 1885

LAKE AND' RIVER LIQHT-HOUSES BUOYS &c:
ABOVE LACHINE.

It is the practice, of this Departmient annually to invite teaders, for theà principal sup-
plies requirel for the light-houme service., A VesseI is subsequently clartered for their
delivery, which generally occupies from 15 to 20 days.

To enable this system to be properly carried out, the superintendent makes a return
in detail of the articlés, on haud every year, and in the spring, sumitsa'satement of the
supplies required for the ensuing season.

On the completion of his annual inspection, he reports, the condition of the lighting
apparatus, towers, &c, at the respective stations.

Works of general repairs and maintenance are executed under the immediateorder
of the superinterident‡; but in carrying out those whieh'intvolve large outlay, the localities
are usually visited and plans for them matured by the chief engineer. There are fßfty-one
light stations under the control of thisD Bepartment. At three of these one 'keeper has
charge of two lights-at four-stations thre 'are two keepers to -,one' ight-aud: at Port
Dover the Company who purchasedth e larour provided a light-keeper:-thus-ti a erage
thraughout is onéskeeper to eac' ligh. .

The Iiglió yeepers are considerede permäiient officers, and are retained whilst t ej oi
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tinue faithfully to discharge the duties entrusted to them They are paid fixed salaries,
according to the service perforned. Elach keeper makes a quarterly return of-,thearticles
consumed at his station, together with a statement of the supplies on hand; and notes any
special occurrence which takes place during that period.

The liights are exhibited fron shortly after sundown until a little before sunrise, com-
mencing (in the lakes) gencrally between the 1st an'd l5th of pril, and continuing until
bctween the 15th and 25th December, cach year; and in the river the time of lighting
up in'the spring and extinguishing in the fali is regulated by the opening andlosingof
the navigation.

Thirty-nine of the light houses are now illuminated by means of coal or mineral oil;
and it is intended that all the other catoptiic or reflector lights shall be fitted up this year
for he use of that kind of oil. No change is, however, at present contemplated in regard
to the lenticular liglits, on Georgian Bay and Lake Huron.

The usual repairs incident to such works have been promptly attended to during "the'
past ycar; and severao ôf the structures connected with them have also been rebuilt or
strengthened. Of the latter cs re:--

The construction of protection works adjoining Point Claire lithouse pier; raising
and securing the superstructure on which the Lancaster light 'stands;thoroughly over-
hauling the bull, and renewing the deck of the light-ship rnoored in Lake St. Francis;
painting aUnd fitting uplight-ships, Lake St. Louis.

Arrangements have also beenx-nade for the erection of a dwelling house for the light
keeper at Wolfe Island.

The construction of additional protection works on the lake side of the light-house on
Pelée Island, Lake Erie, rendered necessary by the action of the waves during high winds,
by whiec the north point of the Island was cut away.

Filling, and levelling up with a heavy class of masonry in hydraulic mortar, the
interior of the caisson on Pointe Pelée reef; putting on and securing iron bands round
the structure; caulking and painting the light-house and constructing a landing place;
putting up boat cranes and other necessary fixtures for the conyeniencesof the keepers,
and for the delivery of stores.

The works at-Pointe Pelée are well-advanced but not yet completed. Several of the
repairs and works recomnended in the previous reports of this Department, but for which
no means bave been provided, are of course, through laps of time, now more urgently
necessary. The principal of these are:

A new range light at Grosse Point, head of Beauharnois Canal ffurither protection
works, and a new lantern at McKie's Point, Lake St. Francis; building a pier round Gull
Island light-bouse, on Lake Ontario, (indispensable to its safety); construction of a break-
water at Long Point lightehouse, Lake Erie ; -and also at Nottawasaga Island, Georgian
Bay. All of which, together with ordinary repairs, are estimated to cost $8,500.

L10FT-UOUSES BELOW QUEBEC.

The only work of any extent which ws carried 'n under this Department, in connoo-
tion with this service during the past year, was an additiont o the lighthousepier at
CraneislandShoal, reidered neceëssary in order to protect tiat structure fro the' effects
cf the batture icè. This 'wasput under contract in the latter end of September bt'
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before i as qute finished, the winter had set in. lt i e resumed and completed
next sprng. .

Nothing bas yet bëen done towards the construction of lights citherâôd e Bi Rock
or Cape Ray. The importance of these has been repeatedly pointed out by minarërs!by
the Quebec and Montreal Boards of Trade and by others direcl interested in the Atlan
ticraile.It has also been frequently brought under notice ii the annual reports of this
Department, and the sites for the light-houses in question have been examined and reported
upon in detail by the hief engineer, who also suggests the mode ofcarryng out:the works.

The objects to be obtained by these improvements are : the diminishin the risks f
navigation the reduction of rates oF insurance; -and the general benefits which would
consequently ensue to the trade.

It is believed that these considerations are of such importance as to demand the early
construction of leading sea-lights at the two places above named andAthis beconies ail the
more necessary, in vieviof the enlargement of the Provincial Canais, by'wÿhich a' larger
share of the Western exports'to Europe will doubtless be secured to vessels la' ating
the Biver and Gulf of St. Lawrence.

TUG SERVICE, UPPER ST. 1 AWRENCE.
In order that the vessels passing through the Canals may experience no delay on the.

river and lakes connecting the St.Lawrence Canals, it is necessary that an fficient tug
service should exist on each of the four sections, viz-

From Lachine to Beauharnois Canal;
Beauharnois Canal to Cornwall Canal
Cornwall Canal toý Prescott;

" Prescott to Kingston.
This service has for many years past been sustained by Goverament subsidies, which

have decreased from time to time, as ithe trad f'the St. Lawrence increased. Thus th
bonus given with'rthe contract which expired in the fall o1860 was S24,000'; with that
which expiredin 1862, $20,000 ; and with that of 1863, 16,000,. ith a tariff of ten per
cent. less than;that of the former contracts. The business doné du'ring thepast year is
given in the following statement taken from returns furnished by the contrcors.t t
exhibits the number of towages on each division up and don, and the amounts collected
undér thie contract tarif :

As comyared with the business of 1862, this shews a falling of in the number of

towages of 13 ½ per cent., and in the amount collected of 23 per cent.
t was feared that if tie Government were suddenly to withdraw its aid and control,

without giving due notice and affording time for the preparations which such a proceeding
would render necessary on the part of the forwarders to enable them to carry on thoir
business, the trade would suffer considerable inconvenience and loss. Tenders were thcre-
fore'invited lastsummer for the performance of the servi"e for a periodr of' three years,
commencing the 1st May, 1864. Two were received, one asking a bonus of $10,000, and
the other' $12000, a year: the tarif for towage in both cases to be 10 per cent. lowerthan
that of previous years.

But, as the latter tendér' offered to place er nmber.o vessels oan'dwas, in other respects, advantageous, it wa g drered of t e sei wouldie morewas ,considered tatIthesii~ vu bmr
efficiently performed, and the public interests best consulted, bymits acceptance Arrange-
ments were therefore entered into for one year, with Messrs. Calviiand~ Blreck, who hàd
hitherto care out their contracts for similar service in' a satisfactory manner
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RIVER WORKS.

OTTAWA WRRS
Ail the public works on the Ottawa and its tributaries under the charge of this

Department were placed in good order by the superintendt during the astrinter, and
withstood the pressure of the spring foods, the shoving of the ice, aud the passago of more
than the usual number of cribs and timber of saw logs, without sueffring any serious dam-
age or calling for more than the ordinary repairs. They have been maintained throughout
the year ia perfectworking order, and a moderate outlay will now suffice to kecp them in
the same efficient state for the busites ofhe preent year.

The cost of repairs and management for the past year, notwithsta.ding the increase
of business, is nearly the same as for the previous year, as may be seon by te followin«
statement:

To facilitate the runniug of timber down the main channel of the Otta walriver, it was

found necessary- to clear it of certain formidable obstructions lying directly in the course
of the crib channel nt Portage du Fort, and atheuper etrace of the Littie Chaudière
slide.

The former of these obstructions, known as the B3lack IRocks, was successfully removed
by blasting. The latter consists of a rocky shoal, the excavation of which wd'as placed under
contract; but, owing to the failure of the contractor, itis not yet completed. It is, how-
ever, expected that the woi-kwilbe finishcdby his securities in due tinie, before the rise
of water in spring. The expenditure on these works is inltded in, the foregoigstate-
ment of the cost of repairs for 1868.

The ncecessary repairs for 1864 are estimiated by the superintendent to cost $4,910.22.
A detailed statement of them is given in lis report, Appendix E.

It being necessary that these repairs should be eompleted before the breaking up of
the ice in spring, authority of Council was obtiied for proceding itlh them during the
winter. They arc now well advanced, and it is confidently expected hüil the works
wilIl b placed in good order before the spring business commences.

As regards the lumber business of the past year, it is satisfactory to observe a con-
tinued increase, in this branch of our productive industry. The returns present the
ollowing -eàult for bi'e past two yearn:

NEW WORKS.

The 'inprovenen 1s auhorized on this tributary by the appropriations of 88,850 of the
last Session of Parliament were coin pleted last spring. They extend frtinthe mouth of
this river to the head of the Long Rapids, a distance of 45 miles, and consist of the various
works enumerated in the report of the superintendeut, given in the Appendix ,. For a
considerable distance above bte Long Rapids lhe river is free from any natural obstruction
to the running of timber,,and the effect ofthese iimprovenicots bas .been, as originally
intended, to open up 80> miles of this river to the lumbrrade. So far as they eïtendï
they answer the purpose and have given generalsatisfactiou but aÑpi'cation as recntl
been made to this Departnient for further imwprovements on the upr p.art o- it, on
the ground that the proýrietors cannot avail theinselves of their lin.its, on wiclèy hai
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to pay Crown dues, nor bring down to market thec'ber eut upon them, until theSe
obstructions are removed.

Without some more satisfactory information in reference to the situation, nature, and
extent of the luiprovements called for than is at present iu the possession of this Depart-
ment, it is impossible to forma any opinion as to the propriety, or otherwise, of undertaking
them as publie works. For the purpose of obtaining such information of a7 reliable
character, the superintendent has been instructed t make-an examinatiou of the river, to
report upon the application, and to submit an estimate of the probableeost of;thiproposed
improvements.

THE PETAWAIVA.

Further improvements have likewise been ,prayed for by the manufacturers of lumber
and holders of licenses on this river, to enable thei to carry.onstheir business successfully.
Their memorial having been referred to the superintendent, an examination of the river
wasmade byI m at the season of low water, in August last. From his reportit-would
appear that the several iniprovements asked for by them, and estimated by hini to cost
$15,847.89, are of a class that migbht legitiimately be undertaken as a portion of the public
works on that tributary, provided tie parties getting out lumber on it agree to pay an
additional toll, to make good this expenditure. He remarks tha, "as the Petawawa is oe

of the principal feeders of the Ottawa, and the lminberman has made little or no-
croachment onits upper forests, it appears to ue that the extension of the chain of river
works as far as Cedar lakewould be advantageous botih to the Governmunt and the
lumberman ; since, with reasonabletolls throughoat, the iower works already constructed
by the Department would yield au inereased revanue,aun large quantities of valuable
timber that might otherwise be destroyed by fire or:le left standin in the woodswould
be takento market." There are not less than ten limits still further up the stram that

would be affected' by the proposed improvements ;between Cedar lake and Trout Jake
which would thus be made to yiel revenu

T.UE COVLONGL

Itappers to have been the settled policy in reference to the publie improvements on
the Îttawa, -ve sic thi firs commiencement, to confine the pulr epniuea

much as possible to the main chanuel of the river, and onl to extend it to such of its
principal tributaries draining arge and valuable tracts of well timbered lands as were of
sufficient"magnitude and importance to warrant the iîuprovemIent of thein as public works
leaving the minor streams to private enterprise.

But),from the nature of the lumber trade, private enterprise is always inadnceo
the Governmeat Works. In extending these operations up the numerous tributarystrcams,
all abounding in valuable timbe the lumberien oft n nd ittcessry to ndenie the
construction of extensive works, to enable thenuIt ,get out their property and protect it
from injury in passing the rapids, the cost of whil-h:isjust sormuch sunken capital.

To avoid such unprofitable investments, as wellxis to secure the advantage of authori
tative conrol they cal upon the Government ,to tuake the iiprovements and maintain the
booms as a part of the systen of publie works. 13 ut, coming from interested parties sueh
applicationsbaie to be entertairkd-with caution.

Inquiry must first be instituted as to the nature and cost cf the works, the character
aâd extent of the ,forests, aid the probable production and perdanence of spply

Up to this time the public expendi.ture bas been confined to the four great tri
butaries a-TheGtineaiu, the Madawaiska., he etewawa, and the Du M.oine.

This .Department is òow called upon by the holders of limts and parties ngaged
in gettingout square timber and sa-logs on the River Coulonge, who have sustained
great losses on their property, to undertake the improvement ofthis.ivers publie
work;idastep have been taken to obtain the necessary information-T. esuprintend
ent haseninedthe aier nd submîitted a plan'and estimate'of the worksthat-arerequired
fsr its improvement. t aears from his report that the difficulties te be overconie are of
rather a fermidable chaiactër.

The chasi of thc Hi 1 Falls necessitaesthe constructi on of asld upwdofh
a mile n gth, to pasa1a fall6f 25 feet in this distanc; adione placedt id
nüat be Spendcd ageint the face of a perpendieular rock rising fort'fet îe th
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eurfaceof the water. The cost of this slide is estinated at S13890.61, and ithe total out-
lay on the rir, ludin the cost of a boom at the mouth, May amount to -15000

ST. MAURICE WORtKS.
Ail thté works on this river have been operated with entire sUccees thioughout the

past season. Thea ha beeu uno accident worthy of remark, nor any loss oftimber, and
the management appears to have given general satisfaction.

The works are iu good order and will orequire a greater outhly than $600, includ-
ing provision for a storehouse at the mouth of the rivereto prepare then for the active
operations in spring; and, under your Excelleney's authority, tiiesuperintendent has been
instructed to proceed ivith, the 'ecssy repairs, ai called for in his repot;, Appendix F.

An appropriation havingbeen granted at the last Session of Parliament for thée pur-
chuse of land at the inouth of river, for right If way and mearn of access to tle publie
booms, and as a site for a storehouse for the safe keeping of» the property connected with
them, the undersigned direted one of his engineers to lay off the land so required to be
taken, and buh eutered into arrangements with the proprictors frthe purchase of it.
Some delay has been ocdasioned n searching for titles, but it is expected that the transfer
will shortly be effected, and all fiñther inconvenience5 and difficulty attending the man-
agement of the works at this point will thonbe removed.

Theceost of repairs and management for the past year contrasts favorably with that of
the previous one, as shewa by th following statement:

From the represeutations of the person in charge, it appears to be indispensably ne-

cessary to incur a small expenditure oF about $200 for the créetion of a storehouse for the
protection of the Government property connected with the works, as well as to afford shel-
ter for himself and his arsistant in working the slida daring bad weather.

ROADS IN UPPER CANADA.
The under-mentioned turepike roads, constructed in Upper Canada by this Pepartanent

and subsaquently, under the authority of theActs of Parliament, 12 Vic., cap. 5, and' 13
and 14 Vic., cap. 14, transferred to certain.incorporated companies, ,by Orders in Council
in 1851 and 18Ô2, on the conditions therein set forth, have thisear been again resumed by
the Government, in consequence of the failuro of these companies to perform'the conditions
of tbe transfer.; andihetolls since collected on them have been paid to the credit of the
Receiver Goneral.

The Hamilton and Port Dover Road, 37 niles in lengh, including the bridge over
the Grand:River at Caledonia, was resumed by Order in Council, dated 18th May, 1863.

The Windsor and Scugog Road, 10 miles in length, and Whitby Harbour were re-
sumed by OrdeinnCouncil datedr 19th M4ay, 1863.

The Töronto Roads East West, .North, and Lake Shore, altogether 73 miles i
Iength, were resumed by Order in2 Council of the 4th Septem.ber, 1S63.

HAMILTON AND PORT DOVER' OAD.
The holders of this road not onlyfailed in making their payments to the Government

as they feil due, but 8o utterly neglected the necessary repairs for several yearspast as to
allow it to go to destruction and become almost impassable, wvhile they stilI cotuied to
exact tols. To remedy the evil, legal steps were taken by the local mIuMicipalities to compel
the holders either to make the repairs or to desistfrom taking tols; but faing in this
thcy made formal complaints by memorial to the Government, representing the dangerous
state of the road and that persons travalling on it not only incurred great loss and incon-
venience, but were;ìhiaditionrrongflh ob]iged to pay toll.

A thorough examination of the condition of the road and bridges was therefore ordered
to be made by an engineer of this Departmnit. This duty was pcrformcd by Mr. G. F.
Baillargé in the month of August last, Frotm is report it appears that the whole road
with the exception of four miles Macadamized near Elamilton, and the seven miles gravelled
on top of the anking iu thevicinity of flagarsville, vas then in such bad order as to
reuder it absolutely dangerous to travel on. Ten out of the twelve bridges were only pre-
vented from falling by props undeeath, and the Caledonia bridge itsolf was supported mn
the like teinporary manner.

Should these supports be carried away by the spring flood, as they aro eryikely to
be, this important structure will become a complete wreck, and traffic wi be suspen

The estimate which he has submitted for rcpairing the road in the meoat ednòmical
manner, merely to render it passable, including the rebuilding of the Caledonia Bridge
and the other bridges and culverts where indispnsably necessary, amounts to $ 53 7 100

e also estimates the probable grcss revenue from olis, on the conipleton of thà rpair
at $12,yM a year.

The undersigned, having recived your Excellency's authority, on th l5h SIem
ber last, to expend the sum of 620,0 towards the repairing of this ,road "where most
needed to put it in such a condition thatit might be disposed of on terms advaatlageous to
the public, caused the works to be proceeded with at once.

The superintendence of the repairs was entrusted to Mr. exandcr Macdonell, an
expcrienced contractor; and under his judicious and energetic mandgement this import-
ant highway between the two great lakes has been 'so far repaired and put in erder as to
warrant the re-imposition of tous, which took place on the 7th December lat. Thi&work-
ing seasou having soon after comeý to a close, the works were suspended on the 16th of
December.

From his report of the progress thus mtade, it appears that the superintendent suic-
ceeded, in the short time allowed, and in wet and unfavorable weather, ln putting the most
important part of the road--that portion between Hamilton aànd Hagarsville, 24 milles in
length-in such good coadition as to give genoral satisfaction to the public. The -epairs
on this portion, owing to its, being very much travelled on, aye be mor8 costly thanrto, wnY4 a
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they will be on the remainim part, which is not se much used. Newpianks were laid ou
six miles; old planks relaid on two miles; and five miles have been gravelled1whichwec'
formerly planked. Four bridges and four culverts have been rebuilt, and the remainiog
ones have undergone general repairs. Thcsouthern portion, froni agarsville to Pört

'over, 13 miles, is ail panked, and has been only pzrtially rpaired.
The cxpenditure in 1863 has been 816,000. In additionto this thire will"yet be re-

quired to complete the repairs of this road in sueh a ianner as to put it assable-orde
and justify the continued collection of tolls, 11or the general repairs of the remainder
of the road, bridges, anJ culvcrts n thesame inanner as the rest.. ..... $14,000

Immediatcly after possession of these roads was resumed by the Gncrnment, the

collector was calledupento report their condition and furnish a statement of the nýcessary
repairs. On the 19th October last he rcported that

The Yeung Street Rond, for a distanc èof miles from the city, was ncarly worn out,
an ýin some places, eut through ; the next five miles not quite so bad; and the remaining
twenty three miles in fair condition. The repairs on this rend he estimated at $12,650.

The Kingsto Road,for a distance of three miles froin the city, was in téry bad order;
the next five miles very much worn and requiring heavy repairs; and the remaining nine
miles in fair order. The Don Bridge is considered unsafe, but may be prcserved for two
years longer by a present outlay of S40). The bridge at Rouge mill also requires sonie
repairs, and, altogether, the necessary repairs on this rdâd arc estiinated at 88,540.

The Dundas, Street Road is reported to bc in a ruinous state owing to the wet and
sandy nature of the soi landthe absence of proper drainage. The repairs on this red' re
estimated at $10,490.

The Lake Shore Road, for the firthree miles, is in tolcrably fair condition, but the
remaining portion, which was planked, is worn out and mmt be made over again.

The cost of repairs and reconstruction is estimated at f740.
The total estiniîted cost of repairs is $33,420.
On this report, the undersigned received your Excellency's authority, on the 3I.st

October lst, to expcnd the sunof' S 10,Q00 dollar8 for the repairs of such portions ofthese
rods as miglit appear nost urgently to reqre them but the season was then too far
advaneed to admit of doing them bofore winter set i Authority has been given to the
collector to procure stones and have them broken thi9 winter, te bo in readiness for use in
the spring, and thisik is now in progress.

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WINDSOR AND SCUGOG ROAD.

This road' runs from Whitby Harbour on Lake Ontario to Port Perry, at-the head of
Lako Scugog, and is nineteen miles in length.,

The repairs called for last year are not of a serious nature. Authority was given to
the collcetor to expend $300 on thé road' and a like sum on the harbour ; but the accounts
not having come in, no expenditure is charged to this work in 1863.

LANCASTER ROAD, U. C.

Under the appropriation of 1854, a new road of a little more than four miles in
length bas been iade and opened in the front concession in the township of Lancaster,
County of Glengarry, between the old Province-line and the village of Lancaster, as a
substitute for the old road, rendered impassable for a large portion of the year by the higl
water in Lake St. Francis. The new road branches 'off from the old one abouta mile and
a half west of the Province line near the centre of Lot No. 11, and runs in a dire2t course
to the centre of lot No. 28, and tien down the centre of that lot, toits interscction, with
the oldi road at a point abouttwo miles east of Lancaster Village, being about 22,100 feet
in length. It has been graded, ditched, and' fenced, and substantial bridges have been
built over the three creeks that cross it. ' ,

All the work was performed under one contract entered into in Marh last. It was
commelcnced in June and fully completed in August for the contract sum of $8,147. The
total expenditure, including the cost of superintendence, is 88,284. Previous te its, comn-
Liucerent; a by-law of the Municipality of the Township ofiancaster was passed, on the
23rd February, 1863, for opening and establishing this new linet as a public highway; and
sice its completion, and' in pursuance-of the provisions of the statute; ithas been delivered
over te the local iaunicipality by proclamation of the <Jth December'last, to be 'maitained
by that body from and aftcr the 1st January, 1864. Itis very' desirable that all"works of
this class, after they have once been constructed and opened for the public at tic expense
or theProvince, should in this manner be given over to, and be received by, tlie local
municipalities through which they -uo, to be' thereafter maintained and kept in order by
the people who use thcm ; the Government being thus relieved of all further control over
themn.

ROADS IN LOWER ÇANADA.

THE CAUGENAWAGA ROAD.

When the sumn of $1,500 was voted by the Legislature for the repairstof tie road
across the Indian Reserve at Caughnawaga, the season was too far advanced to allow this
Department to get the work performed by contract last fail.

Al1 that could bc accomplished, therefore,' towards improving the condiion of th
road leading from Caugihnawaga te St. Martin and-to Chateauguay bas b'en performed by
days labour, uLider a coupetent foreman. t th ythe worst parts have been repaired
and made passable a an ,oultay of $767.51. The reniinder will bc completed in the en-
suing spriug.

TEMIsCOUATA ROAD.

No work was don towards the 'completion and repair of this road during the past
year, in consequenc& of the late date-tic 15th October-at which the apropriation
was made. The amount entred in thei Statement No. 3 was expendedmn 1863 is for pay-
ment of services rendered by Joseph Hudon, Esquire,as paymaster'during the construction
of the road.

There still remain one and thrce-quarters of a mile of road te be comploted, and the
eneral repairs so much needed ini,many places, .the cost of which, as given in.the annual

MATANE AND CA.P CHATTE ROAD.

Certain portions of this road, more partidularly the banks-of the Ruisseau à Sem7 and
the Ruisseau de la Vapeur, were oted byrpt r. Rosa, the superintendent of the Meta-
pedia Road, in the month of September last, to be in a dangerous state. Authority was
then given him to procecd at once with such repairs as wcro indispensbly necessary to
maintain it in a safe condition. These repairs, estimated to cost 81,000, will be défrayed
out of the gencral appropriation of 1862 for roads in Lower Canada, of which. there is a
balance yet on hand available for this purpose.

These repairs were commenced too late in the Scason to admit of their completion last
fall.

The bridge over the Grand Mechin bas becn secured, and the timber has been got
out for the bridge over the Ruisseau à Sein, which will be about 2, 0 feet long and 38 feet
high, and, when finished e willnable travellers to avoid two dangerous hills.

The repairs which Mr. Rosa bas undertaken will be completed carly in the ensuing
spring, within the estimate; but there will stif remain, about en miles of road to be
repaircd and a bridge to be constructed over the Ruisscau d la apeur, the banks of
which are stecp" and dangerous. The amount required for these works next summerwill
be about $1,725, in addition to the $1,000 alrcady authorized.

The amount expended iii 1863 was$8178.10.

METAPEDTA ROAD.

This important line of communication between Canada aud New Brunswick, con nect-
ing the settlement on-the St. Lawrence with those on the Bay of Chaleurs by the most
practicable passage acrossthe groat pepinsula of Gaspé is now so far completed as to be
available for carrying the mails, and has beon used this ycar by travellers to and from the
Lower Provinces ; but, considerin its position and th" purposes it was designed to serve,
it is still in an imperfect condition.

The portions of it undertaken by this Departmont have been completed in a-manner
suitable for a provincial highway ; but owing to the rough state of the connecting links
formed by the old Kempt road, it issaa whole impcrroct, either as a military road, or
oven as a good common road, for the use of th sotleients it was intended to serve.

The old Kempt rond had been traced out and construeied as carly ns the yoar 1830,
and soine improvements made upon it in the years 1842, 1843, and 1844; but it wasnever
clcared out more than fifteen feet in width, nor formed as a road, and was little botter than
a bridle-path, by which th(, mails wre carried on horsc-back in summer and by dog-teams
in winter.

By,the direct course which it took over the mountaînous region which intervenes be-
tween 'tho üSt.iawrence and the Ristigouche, it nocessarily presented a succession ofsteep
hils 'and'bad sà ps wholly unsuited for the location of a provincial road oia transit of
merchandize. Hence ithoccurrcd that after it had been reported by Major Robinon that
the valley of the Mi etapodia afforded the most feasible line for the contemplatod intercolo-
niairilway having a summit of only 763 feotaübove the sea' the linë of the old Ken t
roa<d was abandònod, and the roads since k-nown as the not hnd soth Metpedia, ollow-
ing nearly the"liie' of his survey, have been undertaken by this Department.

The northern division, begun in 1857, extends from St. Flavie, on
the St. Lawrence o thehead of Lde Metapedia, a distance of 33 miles.

The southern division;. commenced in 1859,extends from Noble's, at
the forks, of the- Causapséal, along,1bteý NetapoediaVd1ey, t
intersection "with the, istigoucheand-thence, along the left bank
of this river, to the residence of Mr. James Sillars, a distance of 38 "

The central division extends from the hcad of Lake Metapedia, along
the west.side of that lake to Nobles at themouth.ofthe Causaps-
cal,-a distance of 27f miles by the old R pt road. Anew
location is necessary, to avoid the hills and swamp of. the old
,rod, but the 'distance may ho assumed to be thesanme...........27j "

Making in a1..... .............. iles.
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The old Kempt road was se badly traccd in thié first-instance that ne part of it could
emade.to work in with the now line chosen for the northern division oris it expeted

that any parof the central division, now formiing an limperfect connection between the
other two, divisions will be available-when an equally good class of road is to be made
while-on the southern division a neewline altogether has beentaken which; although more
circuitous than the old line, is yet the only practicable one for the kind of road thàt has
been constructed.

Tlie reason for this general abandonment of the line of the old Kempt road is found
in the fact that th, hills encountered upon it are very numerous, and frequently present
inclinations as steep as one in sixi'sometimes one in four, and in one case, for a distance of
300 feet, one in three ; while those on the orthern and southera divisions, as far as com-
pltted, have been reduced,-the former gencrally toone in fourteen, andin a fev cases to
one in ten,-the latter generally to one in twenty, and in some cases to one in fourteen.

It is easier, therefore, to change the line and avoid the hills than to undertake the r-
duction of them to a corresponding inclination.

The progress made on this road during the past year, under Mr. Rosa's superintend-
once, is as follows

Worthern Division.
Five miles of road coinpleted under contracts. A truss-bridge of three spans of 50

feet each constructed ove the River Métis-measuring in all 271 feet in length. .Some
portions of the old road repaired.'

With the exception of two sections of about seven arpents each, all the work given
out by contract on this division ias been completed. Thes sectio however, onlyrequire
a litle more crowning of the roadway, for which a sufficient drawback has been retained
to finish them in the spring.

The total length' of new road now complcted on this division is about 25î miles, leav-
ing only 7f miles to be made through the forest and one bridge to be constructed over the
River Blanche, to make the connection between thé St.Lawrence and Lake Metapedia.
The completion of these 7, miles of road will be a great benefit to traellers, as this art
of the old Komépt road, which they arc now obliged to use, is very hilly and rougl

Southtern Division.
There have been completed under contract this year a truss-bridge over the .Assenet-

quagan, a bridge of round oedar-logs over the Thrce IslandsGulch, and 57 sections,-mak-
'ing in all 15 miles of road.

There still remainto e completed 34 sections, of an aggregate length of 8î, mil
which were placed under contract. Of these, 16 sections have been abandoned by the con-
tráctors, seven of which have since bengen out toI others, and the remaining nine will
have tO be finished next year, at an advance u onthe original contract prico.

This division, even in its present unfinished state, is passable throughout, and'has
been used"this year bythes mail-carriers ýaud by ail travellers in preference to theold oad.

Central Division.
This consista at present of the old Kempt road on which it has been necessary to

make certain repairs in order to keep up the communicaton. Two bidlges of round cd'
logs, put. under contract last year, have been completed, those across the Metapedia snd
Causapscal repaired, and many parts$ of the road cleared of underbrush and otlierwise
improved.

The total expenditure this year has been 836,449.86.

Tihe cxcess of this over the former estimates subniitted by this Department in its pre-
vious aninual reports, is aecounted for as follows

first.-As regards the wors undertakea on the norther and southera divisions, a
beîter lass of road has been constructed' since the time when it. was considcred expedient
to render it av'iilable as a military road, for îluich purpose it has been made wider, with
eHsier grades aud stronger bridges tian contemplated by tIc first specification.

Seond1.-As regards the Central, and certain un finished portions ot the northeru
division, it was originally iàtended to muake use of the old Kompt road, without change of
lin; but the superintendent bas now provided in his estimate formakie a ncw road on
these portions also, on the same scale as te( rest, but on au cntirely ncw ocation, so as to
avoid the hils whieh render the old line incapable o fimprovement if the same sp cification
is to rule.

Ulpon the inexpediency of attempting the anclioration ot the old road and mking
uses o it to complote the connection, the undersigned submits the special report of the
superintendent, given in Appendix G

Prom this report it appears that, owi'g toits unfavorable location, the old road is im-
practicable as a military road, fromu thc flet that many of the hills on it are very steep,
having somo inclinations of one in four, and the others raginig generally frou one in six to
one in eiglit; while to clear i out to the proper width, build the bridges, and make such
iinprovenients.as it adniits of, would cost" $17,262, which is more than half the estimate for
the botter class of roLd; and still, with ail this expenditure, it would bô' inforior to the
otlier divisions, and the money spent on it would be wasted.

GAS1'É ROADS.

No work bas been perfort d ou any of these roads by ihis Departmut during the
pa. yoar., The sum of $219.15, taken out of the geneûral appropriation of 1862 for roads
in Lower Canhdavas paid to one of the contractors, bcing the balance duc im for work
performed in 1862.

NORTH S110tE ROADS.

As no monoy was voted fo y of these roads last ycar, the works werc not resumed,
and ther has been no expenditure, oxcopt $21 for a survy on the Escouaims road,
which was paid for out of the sante appropriation as above.

PROINCIAL STEAMERS
These vessels are four in number "Three of them, the " Q Vecria," " apoleon

1/1," and "Dady Head," are iron screw-steams and the other, the "A ance,' is a
woodon side-paddle-steamer.

They have all, with n exceptioh, boon employed iig the pastyêaer in the same
service as before, that is to sayin visiting and delivering supplies to the lightihouses and
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dépôts on the river and Gulf of St. Lawence, and, attendingto the buoys and beacons
under-the charge of the Trinity House ofQuobec;.in theaniual exanid'tions of the
channels, by officers of the Trinity House andô pprñticed ilôts, as required by te
Statute in the Postal Service to the lower ports; in towing for the trade, nd elievi
vessels in distres. ut the use of any of these steamers for the protection of the Fisheries
ws superseded by the employimnt of the Provincial sohooner Il Lu Canaduc." This

vessel, which was wrocked in 1S6 at PoliutCqaribou, on the North Shore, vas brought
back to Quebec, and repaired ami refitted by this Dcpart ent in time tt perfi:m the service
for tie fishcries in 186.

The partienlar service rendered by ench of these steamers is as follows :--Th C
Feacd," carrying the meilo passengers and freight to Pictou, Nova Scotia, and the inter-
mediate ports in Canada and New Brunswielk, euamneed her first trip on the 6th May,
and continued regularly iu the service untilts12broke her sliaft on ber eighth trip, -while
onher way to Pictou, thirty miles below Shediae. She w'as "bMrught back to Quebee by
tI " Napolaon," and there laid up for the remnainder of the season. A n shaft nd
screw wcre fitted in"this vessel in tirme to permit ber to go into winter-quarters on the 30tl
Noveuber, in the floating-dock ut Palais Harbour.

The " Vctoria," after going into Gilnòur's dock to receive a new screw, a spare one
being on hand, was made ready for service ou the t9th May. On1the -lth June, she was
sent te Iictou in the service of the m ilitary authoritios, with a detachmentof HerMajesty's
troops: and, on the 25th of the same month, was despatched to the assistance of the
shipwrecked passengers aud crow op Canadian Royal Mail steamer "Norwegr , lost
on St. Paul's islaud. On the Sth Septembr shetook the place of the, "Ladylad," and
performed th postal service to the lower ports for the reiainder of the season. The
wholc nuiber of trips made in 1863, notwithstandiug thelneakdown cf the " ad Hea,
was fourteen, the same as in prcedig years.

The IlVapoleon 111" was ready at lier wharf on the 5th May for towing vessels for
the trade.. She left early in June, in th serice of' the Trinity louse, for the light-hoifses
and dép3ts along the river and Gulf, down te the-Straits cf Belleu-sle. taking with her
seyeral passengrs for the salmon, fisheries on the Rives 'GdbouttjWie, andMinan,
returning toQuebec onthe 12thJTuly. She remained from that time until the ugust
in the service of the, tradewhenshe was again despatched on thc Trinity ewue service,
to visit and provision the light-honses ono the St. Lawrence between Quebec and Father
Point. On the 14th September, she started-on nier third trip. in con nectionc with ,that
service, taking down the autumn supplies to the liglihouses anddpôts on the river and
guff. Shereturned on the 3rd Qetober, and reuained from, that tim t e , disposai, off
the trade, towing vessels, until the 19th November, when she was sent to convey to Ani.
costi the light-house keeperippointed ,in place of Mr. Ballantine, deceased, and to bring
back the family of the latter. She was placed in winter-quarters in Blais' booms on the
30th November.

The iãvance. "-lIt was considerei necessary to nake very extcnsivc epairs te the
hull of this vesiel,,and to procure her a new boiler, causing an expenlditure of $1 93
which is chargcd to the service of the j 'rovincial steaners. These repairs were completed
by the 6th August, wheu this vessel wa placed at the service of the Trinity House, and
made,, during that month, the customary annualtrpt the , pilot ground in the lower part
off therier with the officers of the Trinity House and tie pprenticed pýPiots, for the exami.
nationof the channls, as required by law. After having towed some vessels f r herade,
she was employed at the close of the navigation l taking up tihe buoy in the upper and
lower parts of the river, and ibnnging up the floating light.ship froin the Traverse
and, finally, on tle lst December, went into winter-quarters at Blais' booms.

The authority ofYour Excellency having been obtained, on the13th October last, tosell
the " Queen"Victoria" and "NapoleofIL," public notice was give, inviting.tenders for
them up to the 23rdINovenber last. ,Upon this,.notice eighteen tenderswere received, but
as tbey were all either too low or unsatisfactory asregards the mode of payment proposed,
none could be accepted ; and-another notice lias been issued, again inviting tenders,and
fi ing the lst March next as the time for receiving them.

HARBOURS O'REFUGE.
CffANTRY ISLAND-LAKE HURON.

The Breakwater Pier at Chantry Island, off the port of Southampton, was constructed
by this department in 1858, at a coit of $29,208, and, in connection with the light-house
on that island, is of great advantage to the general trade of this lake, as well as to that of
this port in particular.

It extends from the north-east end of the island in a direction towards the main land,
and under its leo vessels find shelter and good anchorage; but, from a desire to run it out
as far as possible with the funds appropriated, it was not raised sufficiently ligh in the first
itstance toprevent the sea breaking over lit and doing injury to the works.

The pier was examined by the chief engineer in the uionth ofJuly last, and was found
to be considerably daniaged by the action of the waves and of ice. The covering planks
were loose and liable to be torn off; a part of the island had been washed away somo years
previously, and there was then an opening of 120 feet between, it and the end of the pier

Onis, report and recommendation, sucli repairs as were indispensable for the safety
and preserivation of the works were proceeded with, and completed by contra;t lait autumn,
at a cost of $442.50, and charged to the appropriation of last year.

tUnder the authority of, the same appropriation, the other works for raisingthe pier
and connecting it with the island will be put under contract ii the ensuing spring.

LANDING PIERS BELOW QUEBEC.
RIIMOUSKI PIER

The works designed forhe protection of this picr andplaced under, control in Octo-
ber, 1862, and on vhich some progress was made in that year, vere resumed lat spring by
the contractor, and completed by the ddof the season.

They consist of an additional width of 15 feet of crib-work, extending for a distance
of 255 feet from the ouier end of the pier along it' castern face, and the levelling up of
the sunken portion of the old pier to one uniforI height.

The expenditure in 1863, including the cost of superintendence, was 85,l61.77, which
amount lias been charged to the approparition, 24 Vie., cap. 1, 'for repairs ofexistingworks.

The repairs begun at this pier in 1862, being sc lias were essential to the protection
of this important work,, were completed last ycar at a cost of 8480.87, which sumà' has been
chIrged to the saine appropriation as above.

lIn regard to these piers generally, itis highly important thatsonë 'measures should
soonl be adped dfor their future dare and Tnaintenance. The seven andig iers were
constructedý between 'nine anddÈen years sinéc, at an outliy of' $7 . 2 t.) Constructi,
and *21,013.54 for repairs up th te present time

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From natural decay and exposure to the grinding effects of the. ie, they are aIl be-
ginning, as might be expected, to demand an annual ôutlay for repairs. Iitherto these
repairs have been borrne by the Government, without receiving in return any revenue 'fromI
the works, which are of so much importance to the coasting trade as welI asto theparishes
for whose benefit tliey were constructed. If thoy are to remain as a permanent charge on
the Government, it is necessary that a person shouild be appointed at each pier to take care
of it and keep it in repair; that regulations should be adopted for the proper using of
them; and that tolls should be levied on ail vessels touching, and on ail property landed or
shipped at these piers; the tols ta be recgulated so as to be sufficient to pay the cost of
management and repairs, and thui preservo this valuable property fronm deterioration, atid
mnaintain it for the benefit of the trade on the Lower St. Lawrence.

With a view, of ascertaining thoir present condition, a survey of ail these pierseas
made last surmmer by énof the engin ers of this department, from which it appears th a
in addition to the sums already spent, a further outlay will ho rcquired on each to put them
i'ngood order, as follows

'1te follaving remars a;re added :
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SPENCER WOOD.-The expenditure on this property was chiefly for the completion
and fitting up of the residence in a suitable manner, aud for the clearing-up and improve-
ment of the grounds.

it comprchends the balance due on the contract, the protection of the external walls
by clap-boarding; the inside painting, papering, bell-hanging, and plumbers' work; the
construction, of a conservatory ; the painting and glazing of the out-offices; the repairs of
fences and barracks; the planting of trees, and putting the grounds in proper order.

The payments for rents, repairs and, maintenance of publie buildings aIount to
$34,802.67. Of this sum there have been paid $14,674 for the rents of the several build-
ings in Quebec now occupied by the Dopartments of the Civil Government, and $1,536.95
for repairs to the masonry of the old Custom-house at Quebec; the balance is for the
ordinary repairs aud maintenance of these and the other buildings iu Quebec, Montreal,
and Toronto, the property of the Government.

Of the public buildings throughout the Province, it is only necessary to state generally
that there was expended on the Marine Hospital at Quebee the sum of $1,641.32 for
internaI repairs, plastering, and painting, and for repairing the roof. On the Court House
at Quebec, $120 for repairing the boundary wall. On the Court Hlouse at Montreal, $525
for insurance, and S21.29 for Iatting Up a stove in the Registrar's Ofice; and, on tbe Post
Ofice at London, $358 for internal fittings.

COURT-H1OUSE AND JAIL, SAULT STE. MARIE.

As the amount voted for the ereclon of a Court-house and Jail-for the Dictriet of
A.lgoma falls short of the estimated cost of the buildings, if constructed according to the
plan prepared for them by the architect of this Department to ieet the requirements of
the Board of Prison Inspectors, it is necessary that another plan, falling within the limits
of the vote, should be prepared and submitted for the approval of that Board, before the
works can be procceded with.

The estimated cost of a stone building on the plan above referred to, including cost of
drainage, water-supply, and a jail yard enclosure, was $17,800.

Another plan, conformable to the present conditions, is now in course of preparation,
to secure, if possible, the erection of suitable buildings for the amount appropriated.

NEW DISTRICT COURT H1OUSES AND JAILS L.C.

There has been paid out, during the past year, the sum of $861.20 for various inci-
dental expenses connected with these buildings, including balances due on contraets and
some minor works required for their completion or repair.

At the Court-house at Malbaie, it was found necessary to construct a retaining-wharf
for the protection of the building, and to fence in the grounds. For these purposes the
expenditure of $1140 was sanctioned by Your Excellency on the 6th October last, and the

orks are now in progress.

Adtitional Works Require

The thirteen Court-houses and Jails which werc erected by this Department for the
judicial districts in Lower Canada, under the authority of the Act 20 Vic., cap. 44, and
duly handed over to the local authorities in the years 1861 and 186 2, have since been exa
mined officially by the Prison Inspectors'; and in their reports they recommend the fol-
lowing additional'works as indispensably necessary at every place:

The enclosure of the jail-yard, for the use and safe keeping of the prisoners, by a high
stone wall. (This was referred to and recommended in the last annual report, but no pro-
vision has yet, been made for it);

The erection of porches at the entrance-doors, wood-s'neds, aad outside privies.
The cost of these several works for each district is estimated ut $1,718, and for the

thirteen districts the total outlay required to, carry out the récommendations of the Inspec-
tors will be 22,334.
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NEW JAIL, QUEBEEC.

This building, which, according to the contract, should have been fully completed by
the 1st Noveimber, 1862, is still in an unfinished state.

The works were resumed at the beginning of the last scason by the contractors' secu-
rities, and have since been prosecuted by them in a satisfactory Manner. Although they
were obliged to take down and rebuild a largeportion of the outer walls and of interior
brick-work which had been daïnaged by exposare to the wintr frosts and rains, they have
completcd the masonry and brick-work, got the building roofed in and enclosCd, and per-
formed a large share of the interior finishing. The works were suspended on the 1st
January last, but will be resumed' shortly. With proper exertion they can be comnpleted
by the lst June next

As the building was not covered in until late last autumn, the brick Vaultig of the
cells and corridors became saturated by the fallrains; and for the protection of the build-
ing during winter, it was necessary that this brick work should not be allowed to freeze.
To guard against this, the contractors were called upon to heat the building during the
winter, as obliged by the contract; but, having refused to do so, this expense has, for the
present, to be borne by this Department. It is estimated to cost $1,000, in addition to
$578 paid for stoves and pipes, which, under any circumstances, would haee to be pro-
vided, to heat the building when finished.

Mr. P. Gauvreau, of this Department, who has, since May last succeeded to Mr.
Baillargé in the superintendence of this work, has furnished a report on the present posi-
tion of the contract and additional works, from which the following statement is derived

3. -A dditional Workcs Requi·ed.

It will be necessary to have the water laid on from'ithe city water-works for the ser-
vice of this prison, the cost of which is estimated at $1,000. The lighting of it, either
with gas or coal oil, has also engaged the attention of this department, but no decision on
this subject has yet been arrived at.

To meet the requirements of the Board·of Prison Inspectors, and enable them to carry
out their views in reference to prison discipline, it will be necessary, before this jail an
be used, that it should be enclosed by a high stone wall, and that this enclosure should be
divided off into separate yards for males and females.

About twenty acres of the Bonner property have been reserved for the use of this
prison, to aford space for carrying on the varions mechanical trades in which the.prisoners
may be usefully employed. This reserve will baye to be enclosed by a rubbie-stone wall
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and a road made anid iaintained all around it but thib is not irmnmediately necessary. It
will be sufficient for present purposes to provide for the interior walls, enclosing a space of
about 4 acres, includiug the jail as now built and the projected extension of the southern
and western wings. This wal, 18 feet in height, is cstimaed to cost$1000 Is iume-
diate construction is necessary, to affrd the maeans of p uniIg in operation, this year, the
systen of management and classification recommended by the Inspectors.

If this were donc, it would secm quite practicable, with a' properly-organized system
of prison labor, to perforn ail the works remlaining to conwplete the jail and its enclosure
according to the original design, and thus provide, at the least possible expense, double
the amount of accommodation afforded by the building as it now stands.

The works which might bi accomplished in this imanner by prison labor, and which
miglit be prosecuted froui year to ycar at a moderate outlay, consist of those refered to in
this and former reports, which have been estimated to cost, if perforned by contract, as
follows

The extension of the southern wing ...... ... ..... ... S201000.

The construction of the external boundary walls and of the road around it 18,800

It may be renarked that all the rubble-stone required for these works can be quarried

on the spot, by the prisoners themselves, within the limits of the reserve set apart for the
use of this prison.

KAMOURASKA JAIL.

Under the authority et the appropriation by the Legislature, in its last session, cf
58,000 for repairing this building, which was partially dcstroyed by fire inDccember,18G2,
the works required for its restoration were put under contract the ist Decenmber last,
and are now in progress. It is expcoted that they will be completed by the st May next,
as required by the contract.

IMMIGRATION SERVICE.
On the recommendation of the Honorable the Minister of' Agriculture, approved by

Your Excellency on the 12th March last, a shed has been crected on the wharf at the old
Custon-house, fo the use of immigrants arriving in this city, in place of the one at the
fndia wharf, which had been given up; and oD tue farther recommendation of'tlie Parlia-
mentary Comniittee on Immigration and Colouization, with the same approval, a landing
slip has been constructed, and the wharf repaired .and enclosed by a hand-railing as a
security against accident. Offices have beentted up for the EmnigrantAgént, in the old
Customn-house, and water Ltid on for the use of itnuiigrants. The cost of these improve-
monts was .$2,247.45.

Thcre lias also been expended the further sum of' S 82 50 for the ugeneral repairs of
the wharf and' buildings at the Grosse Isle station ; making the whole outlay on this ser-
vice $3,279.95 as entered in Statemenit No 4 o Appenoi. A.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, OTTAWA.
The report of the Commission of enquiry into matters conne ted with these buildings

liaving been submnitted in the latter end f' January,186&, authority cf' Counil was shortly
afterwards granted for the resumption of the works upon the basis therein recommended.

As the original.contractors had delivered and, prepared i large quantity of materials,
and were fully'provided with the necessary plant before the suspesion,off' the works in
1861; it was deemed. advisable te' offer them the completion of' the buildings, u;pon the
termsset forth in the report above referred to.

This offer having been accepted by them (after certain preliminary arrangements.were
made), eontracts in accordance therewith were entered into on the- 18th April; 1863.
Early in the fôllowving month, work co menced on all the buildiny, and was vigorously
piceeded with until the witer set in, when iýtbecame neceésary tt' cotifine operations to
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the interior, and to the preparation of materials for next season's use. This is now ybeing

expeditiously prôceedcd with.
The progress made during the past ycar is strikingly nianifest by the present impos-

ing appearance of the buildings; and an idea of Ïvhat will be their ultimate architectura.l
effect has been largely developed.

They forai three sides of a quadrangle, containing an area of nearly ten acres; and
arc situated upon a rocky point rising about 160 feet above thc level of the Ottawa, whichI
flows at its base.

This elevation commands an uninterrupted view of tlhe river, the city and the sur-
rounding country; thus enhancing the suitableness of the site, which is, in olier respects,
an advantageous one.

Entering the square from Wellington Street (its southern boundary), the east and west
sides are flanked by the Departmental Blocks; and the north side is formed by the prini
pal front of the Parliament Buildings.

Even in the present unfinished state of the works, it will be seen that the qutdrangte
faces of the blocks are sufficiently diversified in outline to avoid the monotouy which such
au extent of similar stylel miglit be supposed to entail; whilst the more regular horizontal
Unes, and the grand central tower of the Parliament Building, form a pleasing contrast to
all the rest, producing a combined efect of grandeur and I harnony which, it is believed,
cannot be surpassed by any other publie buildings on this continent.

The main' roofs of the Departmental Blocks are completed and slated throughout. The
roof ofIthe principal front of the Parliament Buildings is also put on, and that part ofit west
of the main tower slated.

The roofs of the Legislative chambers andLibrary have not yet been eonimenced; the
latter portion of the building remaining nearly as it was when the works were suspended.

The towers of the Departmental Blocks have generally been carricd above the level of
the roofs, and then temporarily covered in, it having been decided to direct all efforts, after
the resinption of the vorks, to prepare them for occupation at as early a date as possible;
for which purpose the completion of the towers was, of course, not of pressing necessity.

In the Parliament Buildings, the front angle towers are carried up full heiglit, and
the western lnes roofed; whilst the central tower stands a considerable height above the
mnain cornice. The Speaker's towers have also been cariied up and covered in.

The windows arc in place, and glazed; and it will thus be seen that the exterior
fronts of the buildings present a finished appearance, with the exception of the portions
above named.

The principal works which have boen proceeded vith on the Parliament Buldings,
in addition to those above-mentioned, are as follows, viz

The Basements have been prepared for the floors; the air-ducts covered with flagging,
the hot-air and steam-vaults completod, and the ceilings, &à., made ready for plastering.

The division walls in the outer portion of the Library have been carried up to the
height of the basement; and the iron joists and concrete floors laid over thein.

The Boiler-hoiuse bas been paved ; and ItLe ducts cvered with flagging-the division
walls and arches under the fuel tram-wayand the side walls aboie it have been carrie d up
fuli height ; the necessary iron joists and, concrete laid-and the building roofed-stairs
constructed, and the side walls carried up to receive the roof of themain building.

Groundfoor. The iron joists and concrete floors have been laid in the corridor, mar-
ble pillars placed, and arches constructed in Mnibers' lobbies-interior side and end walls
of both chambers carried up-marble pilasters placed, and cornice laid around galleries ; and
walls of legislative chamber carried up to heiglt of roof.

First floor. Ail the interior walls bave been carricd up to full height. and the hon
joists and'concrete fluors laid throughout. The interior walls are carried up, and the cornice
laid on the flanks and rear of thie buildings. About 20 of the chirmney-tops are completcd,
and tbe others carried up above the roof.

During the season, about 4200 cubic yards of masonry were biilt-nearly three milllins
of bricks laid-about 2500 cubie yards of concrete laid-upwards of 165 tons of iron floor
joists placed-:nd over 30 tonsof lead used on the flats of the roofs and for other purposes.

On the De artmenâtl Baidings, progrcss has been made on the following wor s in
addition to those'referred to above, viz:
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Levelling up and laying concrete floors-paving boiler-house and fuel-rooms-com-
plcting air and steam-vaults-cvering ducts and carrying up division-walls-laying con-
crete foors in the first and part of the second storics-plastering and finishing the basements
and part of the first stories.

During the scason about 4500 eubic yards of masonry werc built, fully one million of
bricks laid, and over 2760 cubic yards of concrete.

Considerablc inconvenience has been experienccd by the non-arriçal of thé iron joists
from England for part of the upper floors and ceilings of these buildings, and for the
boiler-houses. Steps have. however, been taken to ensure their delivery carly next spring.

The various works connected with the systema of heating and ventilation have also
been carried on as expeditiously as circuustances would permit.

SIR,-I have the honor to submit my annual report on the works under imy charge,
in coniliance with your lcttdr to that effeCt; to me, Nö. 47.922, of the 4tli, i'stant;

lIt having been announced tfat the canal woùld be opeù on thé 13th April, it
was fouhd necessary, owing to the firm state of the ice, to 'break a channel-by means
of an ice-braker in order to allow vessels to pass through on that'day, which must other-
wise have been-detained some days.

Thiere 'have been three interruptions in the navigation this year, causing a delay of
about four -days:' The first occuired on the Sth July, by the steamer " Bristol" breaking

lat at lock No:21; on the 16th September, the 'fourgates at 'lock No. 23 were carried

away by the propeller "Vermout," and on the 14th Novémber, one of thé upper Sgates of
lòok No. 2 wa:s destroyed by the schooier lSelkirk," The cost of-makig these repairs
was promptly paid. The navigation has otherwise been efficiently maintained throughout
the season.

The canal was closed by frost on the 10th December. The weather subsequently
moderating 'a clannil was opened on the 12th, .by means of'the ice-breaker, to -pass a
steamer through, which had been detained from reaching the canal by adverse weather.
it may be considered as closed on the 13th December, on which day the last boat passed
through, making 244 days of navigation for the season, inclusive of interruption.

IEPAIRS AND MANAGEMENT.

The repairs of the sill of the lock at Port Robinson were attended with considerable
trouble, in consequence of-great leakage; but this- was fially overcoie, and theï-repairs
properly effécted.

The repairs authorized upon the other works of the canal, so far as practioable, were
completedbefore tlie opening of navigation. Dâring the season; the 'rincipal attention
has beeri in theImaintenance of the wôrks and repairs of casualties.'

The staunching at the Dunuville dam,"alludéd to in 'my,"last report, has been f*ully
tested this year, and the result is highly satisfactory; with mdre thanordinary drought,
the levelof the canal has been much 'better maintained thân hithértd.

WORK OF CONSTRUCTION.

This work comprises the en'argement of the canal above Allanburgh, and consists of
the deepcning 'an'dwideing of it,t adit thewater of Lake Erie as 'the summit level.
The progress made is much more satisfactory than hitherto. At the same rate; this wôrk
may be completed' in two years. There"will be rgu'ired an appropriation· of $60 0 for
carrying it on another year.

The necessity for the formation of a s.cond towing-path upon the Thorold level, be-
tween Hurst's and Marlatt's bridges, ftully justifies niy"again subinitting it"fòr"your favor-
able consideration. 'Its estinmatéd cost is $18'100.'

Repeated complaints have een made by millers, scowmen, and others, of the insuf-

ficiency of'water in the "hannel leading froni'the lock aà Port'Robitisbn to tli River
Wïlland. ' This channel hasibut seven feet depth u't brdina'ry water lel, 'but' when he
water is low thère is scarcely six feet. This dèp'th does"'not adnifftofbdats passinùgwith'a
full load. The probable cost of sinking the1 channel to a sufficiént'depth .say-eiglit'feet at
low water, will be about $2,500. This'suinappeas àa small'otl'ay, compared with the. be-
nefits which willbe derived thèrefrää.as ldrge"t'rade is carried on through it

TlNe.ément of the harbor accommod'ation at Poit Colborne is muchi called for.
Large'fle'etsf"vessels are frequently detained inthe harbor by head-winds, and as these
winds are favorable for those vessels making the canal and the southern, terniiiius of the
Welland railway, the overcrowding of the harbor'"is scldfi iat muéh'delay atid'consider-
able damage frequently ensue. In the estimate a sum of $64,000 is submitted for enlarg-
ing it and the pier work on its south-east-side

Of
the repairs $3,535.50 have been levied against vessels for damaging the works of the canal.

Of the amount shewn as collected, $8,253.1 (notp:ntd)-were c recived by the pay-
master. The residue was received by the Departnient, viz: $309.12 from Oldfield, and
$452.50 from Hendershot. A portion of the amount shewn as arrears cannot be enforeed,
from the reasons shewn in my last report (notpjrinted).

ScheduLe No. 5 shews the land, &c., disposed of, not being required for canal par-
poses. 0f the sales there have been paid 8516.33 this ycar, leaving in arrears S28,940.5S
for the sales of lands made to James R. Benson on behalf of the Welland Canal Loan
Company and the municipality of the County of Welland The landsbelonging tothese
Co-porations comprised valuable tracts, large portions of which have been disposed of\by
them, and from their sales there are annually falling due large amounts, no portion of
which bas been applied towards liquidating their debts; and as the arrears have been
accumulating over a period of ten years, during which tim e nopayments have beenmade,
it seems as though no moneys willbe collected from these sales, unless enforced.

Sc7cd'le No. 6 gives a list of the vessels, &o., upon. which penalties have been
enforced for committing breaches of the canals regulations. The several sums collected this
year amount to $4,664.50.

Schedule No. 7 gives an approximate estimate of the probable cost of making the
ordinary canal repairs for the year 1861, amounting to $17,500 (lot p2)ned).

Appended are statements shewing the revenue collected and the number cf vessels
passed through the canal for several years. There is a decrease of 905 vessels, and 165,865
tons, fron last year; but in the tonnage ofeach vessel there is an increase of 6 per cent.,
while there is a decrease in the numnber of 18 per cent., compared with last year. In the
tolls there is an apparent decrease of a trifle over 16 per cent., in the amount collected last
year. But of that collection on'all shipments passing down the canal to Canadian ports,
99 per cent. was refunded. It is, therefore, quite probable ,that the revenue of this year
will shew an increase over that of last.

Annual Report for 1863.

BEÀTHARNOIS CANAL.

The water was shut out of this canal on the l5th day of April, and such examinations
and repairs made as the limited time would admit of, preparatory to its being opened for
the season, when the main canal and structures connected thcrewith were generally placed
in good order. The water was againlet in the canal on the 29th day of April, and opened
te the trade on the 2nd day of May, after which the navigation was maintained, with nine
feet depth of water on the sills, until the 4th day of December, when it was closed by iée.

During the time the trade vas only interrupted eighteen hours, when replacing the
,ower gates at look No. 10, which werc carried away by the propeller"Colonit," n the
16th day of'May.

The banks, ditches,.dykes, dams, and ail other works, have been kept in an efficient
state throughout the season.

The dyke through Hungry Bay continues to settle at several points, and about 4,000
lineal feet of the dyke have been raised twenty inches; and it is considered that a like o-
tcnt will reluire raising next year.

The season was so unfavorable that the lock-walls were not pointed last April, as
intended; but, if thc weather:prove at all favorable, this must be attended to next spring.

Threc pairs of new ilock-gates, built by contract at Morrisburg, were dclivered in Sep
tember. The set for lock No. 8 was immediately brouglht into use,, and gates substituted
at other places, as became necessary.

There are at present three pairs of spare lower lock-gates on hand, and one pair for
the guard-lock, with but two pairs of upper gates. One pair of these must be hàuled out
and repaired; the other pair aie old framed gates that have been repaired, and should' not
be used except in case of emergency. At least two new pairs of upper gates should be
provided for this canal.

All the swing-bridges, except'at lock No. 14, have been well painted, and are Lu good
order. The bridge at lock No. 13 must be thoroughly overhauled during the winter; new
timber has been proviled for that purpose. Several other bridges have been re-planked
and repaired.

The regulating weirs are, generally in good orde
The breast-wall of the by-wash at St. Timothy. was partia1ly rebuilt last spring; but

later in the season, a leakage was discovered in a portion of the foundation, which was
effectually stopped without drawing down the water. A further examination will be neces-
sary before opeuing the canal next spring.

The work of extending the south pier, at the lower entrance of the canal, referred te
in last year's report, should be proceeded with as early as possible. Much delay and con-
fusion has been experienced during the busy season, caused by the present limited accom-
modation for mooring vessels, the entrance to the lock being at times entirely blockedup.

The difficulty in obtaining timber for repairing tle superstructure of the pier at the
head cf the canal has prevented the work from being done. It is desirable that auhority
should be granted to obtain suitable timberduring the present winter, and the repairs made
as early as possible next season.

A statement cf the fines and damages collected by order of the local supeintendent,
amounting to $608.8S, will be found' enclosed.

The cost cf repairs and maiutenance for 1863 amout to S5,942.13,and $8,902 .91
for working expenses. The ordinary repairs for 1864 are estirnated to cost $7165 00.

LACHINE ØANAL.

Te various works. connected wit this canal have been e cientl m aintained thogh

eut the year. The expenditure for i.epairs and maintenance is necessarily much larger
than for any other division of the St. Lawrence Canais, causcd by the strong eurrent ere-
ated in supplying water for the nills, the additionaL trade of the entire Ottawa route, and
the .maintenance of the dock.valls, wharves, sheds and basins at Moritreal and Lachine. A
large portion of this expenditure is, however, caused by the inordinate current prodhced
in supplying mill-power, which tends to rcnder vessels unmanageable, washes the banks,
and fills up and forms barsliii the channels and basins.

The delays experienced last year below lock No. 1 have, to a great exteut, been remen-
died by the action of the Harbor Master.

The construction of the regulating weir and bridge, at lock No. 3, referred to in report
for 1862, should be prodecded with as early as practicable.

The limited dock and basin accor modation afforded by the canal at Montreal, no doubt
operates unfavorably towards the natural developient of the trade; a large increase in
trade canunot be expected until suitable accommodations arc provided.

Accommodation for the wood nd lumbertrade deserves special attention
The Montreal, or bridge No. t, was thoroughly overhauled, and the largest portion of

tihe wocd-work roewed last winter. Timber has been prcpared for repairing bridges Nos.
3 and 4, at Brwsters and at Côte St. Paul. These repairs have of nccessity to be done in
winter, when a temporary bridge is forned by the ice. The water-wheel and machinery
for working the Montreal b-idge must also be repaircd.

The new pair of- low gates for locks Nos. 1 and 2, that were under contract at the
date cf last year's report, wcr deliv-red carly in the season The sparè lower gatesl for
locks 3 and 4 have been put in good order., Oitc new pair of gates shoulcd be built for the
guard lock ; any accident of a serious nature occurring at this lock would be attended with
disastrous results. Tie gates nov in use should be taken out and repairec, but this cannot
be donc until otiers are provided. A new pair of gates have becn built for tie old lock,
usedi as a graving-dock at Montreal; and a new blk-head. with large sluice gates, placed
in the old lock at Lachine, used as a regulating eir. The flow of water from this lock
cheeks the cross curreat from the regular, weir and enables vessels to enter or leave the
lock with greater case and safety.

The walls of locks Nos. S and 4 have for years been bad; temporary repairs prove to
beo f little scrvice, beyond barely keeping them in working order; the faced stones are
frecuently forced out of place by the pressure of water from the rear. The entire walls of
the locks must of n1ecessity be rebuilt in cement mortar before they can be considered safe.

The bridge and decayed portion of the wood-work above surface-water in the large
waste wcir at basin No. 2 must be renewed, and special attention given to grouting and
pointing the dock-walls in front of the mills.

The steam-dredge and scows were put in good ordr' last spring, and have been
employed the entire season in basins 2, 3 and 4.

The cani was tully opened on the 4th day of May and finally closed on the 10th day
of Deceinber; 'very little business, however, was done after the 1st.

Propellers and other large vessels engaged inthe through trade between the West
and Montreal, suffer much inconvenience and loss in consequence of being obliged to break
bulk by the discharge of a portion of their cargo before entering the St. Lawrence Canals,
which must necessarily increase the cost of transportation, and is an inducement on their
part to force their way through the St. Lawrence Canals, drawing more than nine feet of
water-the depth of water being 10 feet iri the Welland Canal and 9 feet in the St Law-
rence Canals. This difficuity can only be overcome by establishing a uniform scale of navi-
gation throughout. The small locks on the Welland Canal are 150 feet in length- by 26
in width, with 10 feet water, while the locks on. the St. Lawrence Canals are 200 feet iu
length by 45 in width ith feet water. Stili vessels pass through the Weland Canal
with nearly one-third more cargo than through th St. Lawrence Canais. It is, therefore
of great importance to the. trade of the Province, and especially with the West, that;the
depth of water in the St. Lawrcnce Canals should be increased to 10 feet, as in the Wei-
]and Canal. Until this is accomplished, this groat iniand schòoe of navigation must remain
imperfect and, to a certain extent, unsatisfactory

CARILLON AND GRENVILLE CANALS.
The water in the Ottawa river was unusually low during a large portion of the montbs

of August and September, causing serious inconvenience to vessels at the upper entrance
to the Grenville Canal. This portion of the canal is subject te the fluctuations of the
Ottawa river, and is annually filling up with earth, store and gravel washed from the banks
by the surge in higli water, which interferes with the passage of large square-bottomed
heavy-laden vessels at low water. The temporary dredging which has kept this channel
comparatively fiee for the past three or four years, is found to bc insufficientfor the require-
ments of the trade, which is rapidly increasiýng. The maintenahce of these canals in an
efficient state for its accommodatiois now a matter of absolute neessity The channel
above the guard-lock at Grenville should therefore be enlargened and deepened during
medium high water, in the early part of next season, by one of the stcan-dredges récently
employed on the St. Lawrence Canals. After this is done there will be little difficulty in
keeping the full draft of water for which these canais were or1iginally constructcd.

Four pairs of new lock-gates bave been built by contract. Tiiey were completed late
in: Novembbr, and will.be broiight ito use early next season. One pair of lower gates for
look No. 2, and a full set for lock No. 3, should be eonstructed this winter. The old gates
are sn rottenthat no dependence can be placed upon their, stability. One of the lower
gates at lock No. 3 gave way in August, but was soon repaired. This cáused a delay of
about two and a, half days,; fortunately but few vessels were detained.

The walls of Ilock No. 2 ieak badly. The water appears to find its way through the
north wall, and is vashing awty the bank in rear, ad is discharged into the river below
lock No. 1. These walls of the lock naust be thoroughly overha]d, and pointed on both
sides, and well puddled up in rear before the opening ofnavigation. The breast-wall and
mitre sill at lock No. 10 has. been crumbiing away for some years. A portion cf it gave
way in Sèptember, and was témporarily rèpaired with tin'iber, without much interruption to
the trade. This wall must be rebuilt in April neàt.

The suterstrutotrè cf the pier-head at Grenville bas been rebuilt frotu surface of low
water and the general repairs, as in former years, confined to suchlworks as were absolu-
tely necessary for keeping the canal in a passable state. Nearly ail the structures"bein4 in
a dilapidated condition, the cost of keeping themin repair must of necessity increase from
year to year, as the structures deteriorate. lThe maintenance ol the North Itiver dams and

These canals were opened on the 1st day of May; and closed for the season on the 2nd
day of December.

ST. ANNE'S LOC AND DAM.

The expenditure at this place for the past year has been confied strictly to working
expeUses; but, at the same time, in works of this description, wher e such large quantities
of, timber have been employed in their construction, there must of neeessity be more or less
repairs required. The timber ia the superstructure, of, fully 200 feet of the wing dam
above the lock, is now quite rotten, and must be renewed next èeason ; and about 500 feet
of tho face, or inside, sheeted witih tamarc or elm plank.

The mooring posts in ,the north, or land pier, below the lockmust also be renewed;
and the docking on the river side of the lock repaired and sheeted with plank, to seoure it
fro darnage caused by rafts and ice during high water

The trade through his lock has been much largor than in 1862, but the revenue less,
owing to the diminished rate of ,tolls, which collectively amount to 85,013.64. The esti-
miated cost of repairs for 1864 amounts to $1,200, details of which. will he forwarded here-
with, with a statement ofthe trade furnished by the collector.

The navigation was opened on, the 28th day of April, and closed on the 5th day of
December.

ST. OURS LooK AND DAM.

The water in the River Richelieu was again unusually high during the early part of
the scason, which inundated a large portion off the works, and caucd considerable damage.
The coping on the west abutmeut of the dam and east-wing-wall off the lock was much
shaken and displaced by the'ice, and the bank bètween, the lock and main shore, noar the
mill, injured. These damages have been made gcod-the bank raised and the surface
paved with field-stone, to secures it from further injury by high' water. For the past two
years the water has risen above the protection walls, at cah end of the dam, cutting into
the batiks and causing slides. These walls should be raised, so as to protect he banks
against the action of the water.

About 128 toises of stone have been used in'connection with the works, viz
80 toises placed in the apron-cribs below the dam.
10 sink holes above the dam.
38 repairs to protection-walls, batnks and piers at locks.
The scow s have been repaired, and a new scow built for breaking the water on the

dam.
The lock-gates above the surface water have been painted, and new chains furnished

for working them.
The segment plates, on which the toc rollors of the lower gates work, appear to be

out of order, and will probably have to be repaired before the end of next season.
There has been $1,961.95 expended in reyairs, leaving $838.15 of the amount autho

rized wuiexpended, which, it i8 thougit,, will 1be sffcient for ordinary repairs for 1864.
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There bas been 89.25 collected for'fines and danïages, by orderof the superintendent
a detailed statement of which will be forwarded herewith.

The dam has been thoroughly examined, and the top part for about 300 feet was laid
dry, where the cribs were found in good order.

Heavy-laden vesselà experienced some difficulty a short distance below the lock, at the
season of low water, where the remains of an old dam still exist. This obstructio should
be removed.

This lock was opened for the passing of vessels on the 29th day of April, and cosed
on the 3rd day of December. The delays during the season amount to be about 30 hours,
while adjusting the rollers on the lower gates and removing one of the collars.

CHAMBLY CANAL.

This canal was opened on the first day of May, and closed on the 8th day of Decem-
ber: The only detentions were caused bylvessels grounding when overloaded; this only
occurred to large fIat-bottomned vessels, which are always Hable to strike the toe of the inside
slopes, especially at the curves, and where banks have been formedby the small creeks and
ditches discharging into the canal. The large number of steamboats used, for towing on
this route wash and destroy the banks, which also increases the deposit and expenditure
for repairs., The high water in the river during the nionths of May and June softened
the banks between the Island of St. Thêérse and St. Johns, causing slides and damaging
the slope-walls, especially on the outside or river-slope; repairs from this cause have added
largely to the cost of maintenance.

There was one pair of lower gates for lock No. 4Iand a new bridge buit by the lock
and bridge.tenders last winter, and the gates and bridges on the entire canal put in work
ing order.

A large amount of silt and mud was removed from the bottom of the canal last spring.
This deposit is annually accumulating, which, to a great extent, is the cause of detention
to vessels, especially on the long level between locks Nos. 1 and 2. The removal of this
deposit is very expensive and difficult. The steamu-dredge could be employed here during
the entire season to good advantage.

The banks between locks Nos. 3 and 6 have been raised, and about 150 toises of stone
used on such portions as required proteeting and strengthening.

The walls of locks Nos. 1 and 7 leak badly, and will require special attention before
opening the canal. Portions of the breast and upper recess-walls at lock No. 7 may have
to be rebuilt ; but an ,effort will b made to put them in working order for another season
without incurring much expense.

The planks in the bottoms of loeks Nos. 4, 5 and 6 have been raising at different times
during the season. The entire bottom between the walls of the locks must be replanked,
the upper gates at locks Nos. 2 and 4 rebuilt during the winter, and the gates at locks Nos.
5 and 7 repaired.

The bridges are generally in very good order. The wood-workof No. 8 should be
renewed, and others replanked.

The superstructure of the upper, or south portion of the wharf at St. Johns is in a
very dilapidated condition, and should be repaired.

The by-washes are in good order.
The trade 'over this route bas been very active throughout the entire season, which has,

undoubtedly, been one of the most prosperous on record.

A new road has been bu it from the centre of lot No. 1 to the centre of lot No. 28,
a the front concesson of Lancaster, County of Glengary, as a substitute for the old road,

rendered impassable for a large portion of the. year by the high water iu Lake St. Franois.
Tbis work was comienced in June andsfully completed in August.

The worst portions of the roads on the Indian Reserve, leading from Caughnawaga to
St. Martin, aud to Chateauguay, have been repaired aud made passable. The season was
well advanced when the work was comnmenced; the r'epairs were, therefore, confined to
such portions as were considered impassable. The work slould be resumced in May or
June next.

APPENDIX D.

RIDEAU CANAL.

SR,-tn compliance with instructions conveyed to me ia your letter dàted 4th inst.,
No. 47,919, I beg respectfuly to submit the following report on the state of the works
under my charge.

The navigation of the Rideau Canal has been niaintained during the past season, viz
from the 1st of May to the end of the m"onth of Noveaber, without any interruption.

A sudden risc of the water occurred on the 14th of April, causing aflood whicl
lasted about te.n days which vas almost as high as the one of 1862, that did sonch
damage to the canal. Additional provision had, however, been nada in the wrks recently
constructed to pass such floods, and the water now ea. easily be passed; the chief difficuty
eonsistain managing the ice and drift wood. A waste-weir, or overflow, of, ample dinen-
sions, should be constructed, if possible, at each station on the Rideau river, to pass these.
The want of this provision has beca a fruitful sourde ofI expense aad trouble.

Appended isa comparati vestateient of:the eipenditare on the canal, for severai years
past; also a statement shewing in detail ail the works andrepairs requiredduring the next
season, amountiag to e16,317.93, as shewa ia-the schedule. ome off these, however, mayl
last another season with some slight repai's, but they canotbe depended upon with eer
tainty. It would, however be advisabic to have the timberprovided for the lock-gates,
and h ave them fram.edas there are no spae ones on hand,, in case an accident or breakage
should occur. This canal is now in a better sthat than fornaerly, when it was transfered
to the Provincial Goverrament. A r-eference 't the Hona theGöonimissioner's report for
1858 wi1l shew the sta te of the works at tat tinîe thatwere dangerous., MostoftheewhihIn9,Lsto l

required reconstructior have since been rebuilt. Tlicy were chiefly wooden structures or
depending upon woodefi structures for support. They had served thei time, and were
decayed and dilapidated.

The following is a brief description of the different works on the canais, and their
condition at present.

OTTAWA STATION.

The masonry of th combined locks, eight in number, is in good order Two pairs of
lock-gates ae old and much decayed.. They may last another year by care and some amall
repairs, but are not to be depended upon.

The old dry-dock ixight be made useful at a moderate cost; vessels have now to be
repaired in the locks. 'flic lower lock and entrance to the canal is gradually being filled
up with refuse from the saw-mills at the Chaudière as has frequently been:reported.

The embankment at Dow's Swanp, whieh is 25 to 30 feet high, is subject to slips in
the spring, on adcount of not having sifficient ilope on te outside. The inner slope is,
'however, good and faced with gravcl; the top is low and narrow, and has been sonmewhat
worn by the action of the water. ft requires a quantity of gravel to make it quite secure.

HART WELTS.

At this statiua thrr a locks combined: connected hercwith is a cut-stonewaste-
weir, lith a small opening in the centre to run oR the water. The masonry of the locks
is in tolerable good order, haviog been well grouted during the stoppage of' the navigation
last year. Te' masonrv of the waste-weir is bad; the stones have been displaced by the
frost.

A new pair of gates are re uired here; the preseut ones are old and bave had the posts
spliced, and have been patehed as much as they will bear.

From this station to Iogsback, a distance of a mile, the canal is located partly on
side hill cutting ; thebottom is about 30 feet above the Rideau river. Slips bave occur-
red here which have been expensive to repair, and particular attention has to be paid te
these banîks

ntoos]ACK.
At this station the side-cut frem Ottawa, 5ý miles long, enters the Rideau river. The

works are two locks combined, a retaining dam 45 fect high and 200 feet long, a bulk-head
with five openings or sluice igates, '0 feet wide by 15 feet doep each, and a by-wash, or
waste-weirsover asrocky iedge about 100 feet wide. The chamber walI of the lower look,
on the westerly side, is bulged in very considerably, and look dangerous. It has been in
this condition ton or twelve ycars or more. It may do dutyli ints present condition for
some time to cone, but. it is uncertain.

The dam las been raised and faced with stone this fail. The other works are in good
order. While the canal was lowered in 1832, a large quantity of sunken timber got dry,
and when the water was lot in, it floated. This increased the ordinary quanitity of drift-
wood very nuch. Daring the flood last spring au unusual collection, several acres ini
extent., accumulated in the bay above this station, and carne down ln a body against the
bulk-head. No damage occurred beyond the expense of the removal of the jam. Sone-
thing iore will have to be donc here to kcep back the flood-wood and ice from 'the
si i ces.

BLACK& RAPIDS.
At this stationwlel is four miles above Hogsback, there is one lock, one cutstone

sluice, retaining dam, a wooden waste-weir dam 300 feet long across the river, with a 20
feet sluice-gate in it fUr drawiog lowa the water. The n asoary of the Stone slilce is very
shaky and out cf repair. [t is preveated froin falling by timber work. The wooden dan
was lately built in place of a stone one, which had become unserviceable. There is a leak
under the lower;lok-gate" which will necessitate the pumping of the lock. T his, however,
vill not be expensive.

LoNi ISLAND.

The principal works at this station are three locks combined, a càrved stone retaining-
dam 340 long and 30 feet high, a long earth retaining dam, crib-work retaining dai 'at
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the foot of the islaud; thiough this there are two sluiòe-gates each 15 feet wide One and
a half' milesaboveat the White Ilorse Shoal, there is a guard-dam, opposite to which, in
the westerly chaniel, there is a bulk-bead with five 20 feet openings or sluice-gates. There
is no waste-weir dam at this station. Considerable expense and danger are iucurreri ever-y
spring in passing the ice and fiood wood through the sIuices.

The reacli above is 27 miles in length. Every precaution should, thereflre be used
to prevent accidents Séveral minor works 'have lately been constructed to prevent
damag-c, viz:ice-brak-ers, sa boom, guard-dam and au apron at the dam at the foot
oftý the Island.

The" repairs,-equired at'this station are very consiaerabie. The stones Composing the.
two centre silIs of the locks are very much broken, and should be re-built, the cost of
which will perhapsbe $2,600. The upper stones have been bolted down sooften that they
are all Split to pieces. These sills might perhaps be repaired in a temporary manner, by
fastening timber over thci to niake them last a while longer it will, however, bc rinning
some risk of failure.

BURRITT'S RA1tIDS.

There is a side eut here upwards of a mile in length, oue lock, one swing-bridge
long retaining dams of earth, wooden waste-weir dam 200 feet long across the river, with
shuice gate The shecting of the dani requires renewal some gravel is also required.

N IC'oIOLSoN S.

Two locks detached, stond vaste-weir, dam across ti river, two sluice- gats the
side cut is partly throughi rock,and the canal formed by a dry stone retaining walla
portion of which, about 800 feet in length, is overhanging, and soue of it will probably
fall in the spring. It ought to bo taken down and re-bui t, but it màay possibly lat short
time longer.

CLoWEs.

One lock, cut stone sluice, curved stone waste-weir, dam across the river,50 feet long;
several small repairs are required, amongst which is a new bridgeover the by-wash or
sluice, and machinery for raising the, stop-logs.

MERRrCKVILLE

There are three locks at rlhis station detached, but con nected by iasonry walls,
enclosing small basins, one swing-bridge, rctaining embankmeuts and a wooden waste-
weir dam 130 feet long across the iver, with small sluice-gates at each end of it. One
of these sluice-gates is unserviceable aud will have to ho rebuilt Some other repairs are
requircd.,,. rr. 1 TN

One look of small variable lift, one swing-bridge, emibankments and low wooden dam
lately built across the river.

During low water, trouble was formerly experienced here. A considerable quantity
of water finds its way through sone low lands called the break-grounds, on the easterly
Side,of the station, and about oue and a half mile distant. The late Ordnance built.dams
here, but the inhabitants eut them down, as they fiooded a largeuantity of valuable
meadow land, and was an obstruction to their fisbing-boats. Since the dam at the lock
was rebuilt and made water-tight, there has, been sufficient water for navigation.

E EDMONDs.

Que lock, cut.stone i1uice aud waste-weir, dam about 500 fee long acros the rver
Sone grave and sundry small repairs are required here,.

1L SLY'S

Two looks combined, one draw-bridge, curved stone refniuing dam, and wooden sluide.
The masonry of the upper ving yall of the lock is iu very bad order, and must be rcbuilt
the first opportunity that oceurs.

The.reaèh above this station has been much injured.by the saw-mill people and man
ufacturers of wood at Snitifs Falls, allowing the saw.dust and other refuse fron their
wills to fall ino th- canal until the navigatonis almost detroyed
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SMITH'S FALLs.

At this station there are thrce locks 'lombined, one swing-bridge, long retaining
embankments and wooden flat pressure dam with sluicegate. The basin above these
locks has been made by raising the water upon a lime stono rock full of seams, and it is
very leaky. Many ineffcetual efforts vere made by theilate Ordnance.to stop these leaks

n very dry seasons the water partially drains off; in this case a supply is let down from
the station above to pass ve.sels. A quantity of gravel and sundry repairs are required
here.

SMITH 'S rALLS DETACREL.

One lock; retaining'embankment and waste-weir dam, composed of posts and struts
with stop-logs in front. The dam is very old, and portions of it break away occasionally,
but it is easily patched up Ugain. The lower gates require two new rails and the heel
posts to be spliced.

P<00NAMALIE.

This is the outiet of Rideau Lake. The works here are a side cut over a mile in
length, One lock, a retaining emnbankmcnt, long low dam of posts and struts, with stop logs
in front. A sluice-gate fer regulating the water was constructed ere last summer, and a
boom about 500 feet long for retaining the'drift wood; this boom is old and decayed, and
reqUires recwing.

The lower Rideau Lake, above this station, is 191 miles long, and in one place seven
or eight miles wide. It is the principal reservoir for supplying the navigation during dry
weathcr, so that much depcnds upon the proper management of the watcr at, this statiou.
.Duriug the wirt'.r the watcr is drawn down as loas possible, and as much retained of the
spring floois las the works wil allow. The River Tay enters the lake at Pike Falls, about fivu
miles above Poonamualie. There arc "quite a number of dams on this stream, constructed
in a very poor and cheap mianner ; these dams r-etain in the aggregate a large quantity of'
water, and are frequently carried.away during floods, tlhereby increasing the" trouble on the
canal.

NAItROWS.

The station is at the outlet of th Upper Rideau Lake, which is the summit level of the
Rideau Canal ; it is reckoned to be 402 feet above the level cf the sea, 292 feet above the
level of the fliver Ottawa at this city, aud 165 feet above the level of Lake Ontario. The
works ere are one lock, ono long retaining dam and -a small wooden sluico-gate. The
mxasoury of this lock is very shaky ;one upper wing wall will have to be taken down and
rebuilt. Th e gates also require some repairs. Piers are necessary here for vessels to fasten
to, while wiiting for the lock ; one above the lock must berebuit, and the one bolow ropaircd.
The supply of water to the suimit level is of importauce. Thore are several lakes counected
together by cvecks, upon wh ich inilîs are built, extending fromlBedford to the upper Rideau
Lake, viz. : Saud Lake, West Rideau Lake. and Clear Lttke. West Rideau Lake is about
25, miles area, und poxidage could bogot hore to the depth cf four fet it is believed, Iwith-
.ut doing nuch iajury ot privte property, as the banks are high. The Ordnance did
once construot for the pùrpose a dam at the outlet of West Rideau Lake, but the lumberers
cut it down and it bas not been rebuilt sirce.

The water was ]ost at this level about seven years ago; the: trade was then continued
by transporting the goods and merèhandize across tho isthmus with waggons for about six
weeks. This subject of* additional pondage has been mooted, and the mill.oweers onthe
Rideau have mumorialized tlie Departnint respecting it; the greatest trouble will be to
avoid infringing private rights, as people keepa sharp look-out for claims upon Govern-
ment for damages either real or iniaginary. It is intended to make some further examina-
tion during this winter on the ice in relation to this subject.

ISTHMUS.

This is the first look dowawards towards Kingston. There is one lock, a high
woodcn Qucen post truss-bridge with stone abutments lately built, and the rock cut
through the dividing ridge about one and a half mile in length. This rock will requiro
to be pumped to repair the gates and sills; it is proposed to make the dam atthe entrance
of the cut, so as to clear it from stones that have fallen'into it from the bu nkIs.
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CHAFFEY' S.

From Newboro', or Isthn2us, the canal passes throtgh1 Mad, Clear anC India or
Opinocan Lakes, to Chaffey's Station.

The works are one lock, a cut-stone sluice eonueoted thercwith. New machnery for
raising stop-logs is required.
i , .

From Chaffey's the canal passes throughi Davis Lake to Davis Station. There s one
lock, retaining embankment, and wooden sluice-gate buit last winter. Repairs are re-
quired to the gates, which must be lifted; some of the posts have to be spliced.

rONEs' FhLLS.

From Davis the canal pakss through Sald Lake, threc Miles to this station. The
works hre are extensive, and cost upwards of £80 000 sterling. Tlhere are four locks in all
(overcoming a fall of 60 feet, three combined, and one detached, but connected by a
basin ; a dressed-stone curved retaining dam 60 foet high and 800 feet long ; the wastc
water runs through an extensive"cut in the rock, and is regulated by stop-logs.

The repairs required 'are the ,renewal of two pairs of lock-gates, oneafor thèlower
gates ofsthe lower lock, and one for the lower gates of the upper combined lok; a retain-
ing wall at the basin connected with the wing wall of the combined locks, is overhanging,
and should bo taken down and rc-buil

These lakes are not the Clear and Sand Lakes mentioned before; they had their out-
let formerly down Whitcfish Crck to Gananoque, but the water was raiscd by building a
dam in the Whitefish Creek, in wbich thore are two sIuice-gates, througrh which a portion o
the surplus water passes, and the canal lowered when requircd.

nREWER'S UI'Rr IILLs.

This station is 1i miles from Jones Falls, passiug througl Cranbri·y Lake. This
was formerly an extensive swamp, but by raising the water it was converted into a lake
which connected the waters of the Gananoque and Cataraqui. The works bora are two
locks combined, retaining dam, smuall sluice-gate, and swing-bridge; the latter will soon
require renewing. L

3 EWE S LWERt MILLS.

On andthree quarter miles below ; ona dek, retaining dam, woodan sluice. nundrv
repairs required.

I Nso M.1Ls.
Ton aud a half miles below Brever's Mills, the canal passes through the chanuel of

Cataraqui Creek and lakes of drowaedlands, to Kingston Mills Station. There are fou
locks (overcoming a fall of 45 feet), thlree combined and one detached, but conneoted to-
gether by. a basin, a very long retaining dam on each side of the locks, a cut-stone sluice-
gate, a swing-bridge, and a wooden bridge over the old channel 250 feet long on the public
road.

The repairs rcquiried here rre the renewai of a pair cf gates for lower look; facinC
portions of the long dama with stone (this has to be done more or less every season, and
will be until the wboie is faced); repairs to swing-bridge, and sundry repairs to the locks
and machinery. A ,u of $120 will have to ba laid out for sheeting one-half of the long
bridge and renewing the band-rail.

A macadamized rond has lately been made to intersect the Whitefish macadamized
road, which has brought a large amount of travel over this bridge, for whieh the road
company received tolls. The rond compauy ought ta do something to keep the bridge
in repair, or take it altogether; if an accident should occur, the Government will, I suppose,
now b respcusible.

Thc tolls received during the past season amount to 88,242.38. The number of
lockages at Kingston Mills has been 3120-being 2928 for vessels, and 192 for rafts. At
Ottawa, the nurmber of lockages were 744 for vessels, and 396 for rafts-total.

Sîa,-I have the honor ta acknowledge the receipt of your communication, o
47,920, of the 4th inst., requesting me to send to the Department, as early as possible, my
annual report on the state"of the works under my charge.

For the information of the Hon the Commissioner, I would state that the river works
on "the Ottawa and its tributaries were little damagd by cither the shoving of the ice or
the spring floods; one of the support-piers of the Gatineau boom and a snubbing-pier in
the Chats Lake, immediately above the 'rapids, were somewhat damaged, but not so much
as to render them altogether useless for the purposes of the lumbermen I should also
add that Certain portions ofltwo dams on the north branch of the Petewawa River were de-
stroyed by fire. In, reporting on the works in detail, I will commence with those at tho
upper station on the main river, viz

The long line of booms and support-piers at the head of the slides, the dam and buik-
head extending from the head of Chaudière Island to Russell Island, the bulkhead in
Buchanan channel, and the dams connected with the water-privilegcs at this station, require
no repairs.

UNION SUSPENSION BRIDOE.

Both courses of roadway pianking are worn out; thl lower tier is white pine, three
inches thick, and the upper one oak, two inches thick. The latter is cxposed tothe great
tear and wear caused by the Upper Ottawa traffic, ,while the pine or lower sheeting rots
speedily from the effects of the spray from the Chaudière Falls. I would, therefore, recom-
mend that cedar planking be substituted for pine, as being lighter and more durable, and
that black ash be laid on the surface instead of oak, which is scarce and expensive in this
part of the country ,but, beforc the change is made, I would suggest that the Deputy.
Commissionèr or Chief Engineer of the Department should be consulted on the subject.

Forming the southern approach to the Union Suspension Bridge, having been repaired
lately, may be used another year. The wooden bridge over the Hull side channel requires
no repairs. Pooley's bridge is in good order. In former reports-for reasons therein set
forth-I recommended that this bridge be handed over to the corporation of this city. I
would now respectfully repeat that recommendation.

CARILLON DAMS.

The water in the Ottawa River was lower last seaso nthan it has been since 1846, and
the consequence was, at this station, that several boulders were found to be in the way of
the timber. In winter, the channel between the long dam and the shore -is generally
blocked up with ice, to the exclusion of water. Should such be the case this winter, I
wculd recommend that these boulders be removed, as the work can be doue without going
to the expense of constructing a coffer-dam.

SiR,-IU eumpliance with your instructions of the 4th instant I bcg to snbmit mny
aunual report on the state of the St. Maurice River Works for 1863.

During; the season how closed the St. Maurice works havc been carried on withi much
success, gim, I believe, entire satisfaction, so fat as the umuanement of the works were
concerned, to every lumber nierchant uponthe river. With the exception ofone piece of
boom, whicl was broken at Shawenegan, but hieh ocasioned no loss of lumber, nO acci-
dent lias occurred during the year.

About thc usual amount of business has been done upon the river during the past
season. Theìe will, howevcr, probably be a mnaterial inercase during the coning year, in
consequence of the American mills at this place, \vhich have becu idle for the past six
years, going again into operation.

The repairs recommended by me on thue 7th July 863, and authorised by the de-
partment on the 15th Septen-be', have been made within the amount named in my ap-
proximate estimate.

It may bc secn by refcrence to.my letter of the 27th July, above maentioned, that two
small anehor piers and a seow fbr LaTuque., an one anchor pier and a scow for Shawenegan
will be required before the opening of navigation uext spring. Probable cost. $400.

It will be noticedithat the cost of repairs in ereases from year to year. This will oc-
easion no surprise when it is eonsidered that there arc 43,181 lineal foot of expensive
bootUs, 181 piers, 2,841 feet of side dams and 1,000 feet of slidcs, most of which arc now
about 12 years old.

The lumber trade on 'th St. Maurice is retarded ta a very groat extent ia consequence

of the inaccessibility of the timbe. Those limits bordering upon the main river have been
worked so long that they beginto show signs of exhaustion ; while ta penetrate the in-
terior by the way of the tributaries, so iany obstacles prescnt themselves as nearly to
amount to a prohibition. I am of the opinion thatwcre some of the larger tributaries, sucli
as the Mattawa, Vermillon and Bostonais, improved,it would be a great boon to the tradex
atud ltimately bc a source of revenue to the Province.

REPORT 0F THE SUPERINTENDENT OF THE METAPEDIAC ROAD.

(Trànslation.)
QUEBEC, 22nd Jan., 1864.

T. TRuDEAu, Eq., Secretary,
Department of Public Works, Quebee.

SîR,-aIn answer to your letter of the 20th instant, in which you requcst me to report
on the possibility of making use of the Kempt road for the central division of the Meta-
pediac road, instead of constructing a new road, as proposed.

I have the honor to report that by making improvernents on the Kempt road it might
be adopted for the central division of the Metapèdiac roadbut the portion thus used will
always be inferior to the north and southl divisions of the road, especially as regards level,
owing to the fact that:many of the numerous hills whiich are found on it have a grade of
one in four'; the others generally of one in six or eight, whereaà on the north and south
divisions the steepest grade is one in ten.

If the Kempt road be adopted for the central division the improvements to be 'made
will cost $17,252, as follows

road, it will, owing to its position, rcquire repairs almost every sdason, and after some years
will have'cost as much as the other portions of the road, and will bemuch inferior to them
in every respect.

I think it ny duty to add that the Kcmpt road appears never to have been formed
like an ordinary road. The timber was only cleared 12 to 16 feet wide, and the ground
levelled, hence the centre of the road, being 12 to 15 inches lower than the sides, acts as
a ditch.

The works accomplished on the northern, central and southcrn divisions of this road

during the ycar 1863, arc ns follows

Fiv e miles of road, under contract, completed. A truss bridge 271 feet long, 18
feetwidc, comprising three spans of 50 feet each, constructed over tic River ML'étis.

Some portions of the road repaired.
All the work given out by contract on this division has been completed, with the ex-

ception of two sections of about seven arpents each, which only require more crowning, and
for whiclr a sufficient drawback has been retaincd to ensure their completion next spring,
within the contract price.

The total longth of ncw road now completed in this division is about 2511-Ï miles.
There still remains 71 miles of road to be made through forcst, and a bridge to be

constructed over the " Rivière Blanche," to complete the last link unfinished between the
River St. Lawrence and Lake Metapediac. fTlhe construction of thes 7 miles will be a
great boon to thtravelling-public, as this part of the old Kempt road which thcy arc now
obliged to use, is very hilly and roughI

CENTRAL DIVISION.
The two bridges of round codar timber, which were given out by con tract last year,

have been completed. No other work can be donc on this division until the lino is located

SOUTHERN DIVISION.

This di vision of the road is passable throughout, and has been used this year by tc1
mail-courriers and all travellers fo and from Ristigouche.

A truss-bridge over the River Assetmefquagan, a bridge of round cedar tiimber over
the " Three Islands Gulclh," :and 57 sections, making in all about15.} miles of road under
contract, have been P.ompleted this year.

There sti:ll remains 34 sections, forming an agregate length of about 8; miles unfiri-
ishèd'; 16 of these lots have been abandoned by their respective contractors, of which seven
lots have been given out y private contractý,and the remaining nine will also have to be
completed next ycar, at an advance on the original contract price.

The total lenth of road comprisedIin this division from the forks of the River 1eta-
pediac to the residence of James SillD, nsq., o tbe î ie r is igouche, is aboud38 ý
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miles; of this distance 13j. miles were commenced and nearly completed under Mr. Lefeb-
vre's superintendence, and the remaining 25 miles were given out by contract last year.

KEMPT ROAD.

The temporary repairs of the Kempt road, wiich w e commenced list ycar, have
been completed, and the flooring of the bridges over the Rivers Metapediac and Causaps-
cal rcpaired.

and Cap Chatte road, the work of securing the pier supporting the bridge over the Rivière
du <C Grand Mechin" was commenced on tho 26th of October, and completed in November;
but owing to the latenes of the season, only a few of the worst portions of the road were
repaired.

'In the beginning of this month (December) I set mon at work toget out the noces-
sary timber for the construction of a bridge over the "Ruisseau à Sem'n" this bridge will
be about 200 fect long and 38 feet high' and, when finished, will avoid two very dangerous
hills.

There stili romains, about ton miles of road to ho repaired, and a bridge to be con-
structed over the "Ruisseau à la Wapper." The banks of this streain are steep and
dangýerous, and a bridge is very much wanted.

The amount rcquired to build this bridge aud to repair the ton- miles of road next
summer will be about $1,725.

TEMISCOUATA ROAD.

The repairs to b3 done consist chicfly in the rcplacing of the iron straps, fendcrs,

sheting and planking torn off from the. ends and sides of the piers, and fron the slips
thercof, by the-ice or the vessels frcquenting the saie.

In other respects all the piers arc generally in good order. This, I bclievo, is the
ninth or tcnth year since they were constructcd. Their present condition shows that
nothing bas been expcnded on themn hitherto, but what was essential te render then sub-
stantial and durable, and that the workc formerly doue bas been well donc in its nost
important parts.

IRON STRAPPING AND L'OLTS.
In repairing the iron work it is advisablethat the heads of all the bolts for tho straps

to be put on, should be counters;unk and the bolts should be raggcd, as they will thon be
lesshliable to be 'drawn out, not only by the ice, but especially by those who, II arm told, nike
it a practice to tcar off the iron strtps and to dispose f them afterwards; when the straps
arc torn off by ice, or vessels, they fall generally into the rivers, whcrc several of then have
been already found and might still ,b found if a sliglit remnuneration was oflered to the
boatmen at each locality. Some of thc angle straps are fa.tcned partly with copperbolts;
although these resist the action of the salt water botter than the iron bous, bccausc the
hcads last longer, their use is not advisable, because, in the first place, they arc too expon-
siVe, and, in the second place, they offer too mueh temuptation to draw thni out.

FENDERS.

Many of the fenders have beon torn off for the want cf proper beads to tlc boltI;
this should be provided against hereafter. The L'Eslet and Rimouski piers are thosethat
have suffered thé most iu this respect; there and elsewhere severai of the fenders have I
been either split in two, or almost worn away by the ice; the new fenders should be of
tamarack, red pine or black birch.

ZINC COVERS FOR SNUBBING POSTS.
At most of the piers the zinc covers put on the heads of the snubbing posts have been

eut through purposely with axes, or pierced with musket shot, nails, walki'g cane and
otherwise, against which cast iron covers alone would be sebre ; but these, offcourse,
would be two expensive, owing to the great number required and' the p-ice of each say
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$4. I have, thercfore, estimated new zinC covors, of No. 15 zinc, to restore the damaged,
or missing ones, to preserve thie posts against rot With the exception of Berthier where
nearly all the posts are decayed, the posts elsewhere appear-to be generally sound thoseat
Berthier are of o mwhich seems to account for their rapid decay.

FLOORING0 AND SIDEWALKS.

At B]iïthicrial the planking at the outer ,end of the pier and part of that on the
sidewalks is decayed and requires renewal, togethor. with the kerb-pieces or binders. 'At
L'Islet a portion ofIthe planking and kerb-pieces on the top of the pier"is worn out, owing
to the cartage and piling of large quantities oC firewood of which thore wore"upwards of
40 cords ready for loading at the time of my inspection. Any replanking donc hereafter
on the tops ofthe piers should bo fastened with 6-inch nails of abont 14 to the pound, in-
stead of spikes, which would savo a cousiderable quantity of iron; the planking of some of
the groatest thorbugihfares of Quebec. is fastened with sucli nails, which are found to be
quite sufficient, after an experience of"several years.

PAVINOGObF SLIPS.

The slip at Malbaie and L'Islct are thosé that have suffered the most, and where
repaving is the ni ost urgently requircd they should be repaired this fall if possible.

SLTbE TTMBERS.

The slide timbers at"the end of the picrsat L'Islet and Rivière du Loup, 'at or near
the line of Iow water of spring tides, require to be repaired to prevent the escape of the
stone filling; a fow pieces of timber, if put ia imnediately, would secure such portions of
the works against further damages düring the coming winter.

At l'Islet, part of the plank and timber required is alrcady on the spot.
'flfirst three piers to be attended to, thcrefore, arc those of l'Islet and Rivière du

Loup and Malbaio.
If the season was not so f advancod, it would have beon desirable to do ail ihe re-

pairs this fall, in order to scoure tho piers against stillfurther damage during the winter.
If, with the exception just noted, the repaiis are postponed until next spring, I do not

hîoweve anticipate any material damage, excepting the loss of some of the iron strapping
-several strops ou the ugles and sides of the piers being partly loose for thowant of
proper boiting but theso might bo sccurcd at once, during one tide or two, by a couple of
n mn provided w'ih i and 9-inch spikes at each of the piers.

LOWER CANADA.
OROWN LANDS.

The sales during the year amounted to 235,390* acres; the purchase'money to 8121,-
070.77'; and the receipts to $75,981.02.

On the Colonization Roads 6681 acres were located as free grants to actual settlers.
To the 5,908,557 acres disposable at the commencement oftheyear, 37,461 acreswere

added by surveys, making a total of 6,246,018 acres, from which dcducting the sales and
free grants, 242,071* acres, a balance of 6,003,946 acres remainson han.d.

CLERGY LANDS.

Forty-four thousand six hundred and three and two-third acres were sold 'in 1863,
which, deducted from the quantity remaining unsold at the commencement of the year,
355,9981 acres, leaves a balance of 311,394 acres still disposable. The price of the lands
sold during the year is 833,918.20, and the gross amnount received in payment of instal-
ments, rent, &c., was $38,766.18, from which taking, the refunds and commission,
$7,850.81,there remains a net revenue of $30,915.37 on: account of the C« Lower Canada
Municipalities Fund," Consolidated Statutes of Canada, chapter 25, section 6.

TESUITS' ESTATES.

The t)epartrnn t. also disposed of another property belonging to these estates, in 1863,
viz., thw Benl miill of the scigniory of Cap de la Magdeleine, situatewitbin a league of
Three Rivers. T bis property wa Ll under an emhph/téotique lease for 21 years from
1850. ut 82S, pr+ atenwv. The lcssee',had been very unfortunate in his latter occupation
of this nill. ha ving laid out several bundreds of pounds in uselessly making, a canal to in-
creasethe supîlly of water and in re-buildiig the dam which had been carried away, when
the abolitipn of the droit d bmïalté in adjoining seigniories, by indueing competition, had
a seri, us effect in reducirg the reue of thc property. One of.the gables of the building,
which is of) stone and a very old stutefure, having giý'en.away, the mill wasstopped, and
the lessce having reported that he. was unable and unwilling to reconstruct:it a reduction
was muade in the arrearscf rent he owed, for the loss of banalité and stoppage of the ,mili,
and the Icase being cancelled with his couset, tei property wassold at auction. $2040,
with 850 to cover costs of sale, was the suti realized-the price payable one-fourth cash
and the balance as in the case of the Beauport farm.

back the property and treat, bim as a tenant. This b'ing donc', the'property was again sold
in May last. The, mill was put up soparately fron a fan which was attached thereto, aud
the sum ,realiz'ed for the former 'was 1,360, and for thelatter $622, both being payable
by five instalments.

THE LATE' SIR JOHN 9l1l1WELL'S ESTATE.

A large'samofmoney is still due to the Crown by the estate of tic late Sir John
Caldwell, in virtue of the judgment obtained by rer Majesty for the amount of Sir John's
indebtedness,,to Goveinment.

The revenues- arising from the Seigniory of Lauzou, 'ornerly his property, previous
to its having been purchased by the Crown, at tic Sheriff's sa-e'which took place in 1845
under the'above judgment, were received by the late A. A. 'Parent, Esq.,the Curator
appointed to the vacant estate; these were, on several occasions, accounted for to Court by
Mr. Parent, and the Crowa collocatcd for considerable sums. For some years past, how-
ever, there remained over a report of the Curator, no action having been taken to have it
homologated, andthe consequence was that thesiu then in hand remained in Mr. Parent's
possession, with the moneys subsequently received by hi. This fact came to the kow-
ledge of the Department, and although-notrthen"specially entrusted with ths business, the
attention of the <Cro-wn.Law Oficers was soie tue since, .nvertheless, by it directed
thereto,' with the object of' obtaininga.full report from thc Curator, and hlavingithie moneys
paid up' to date ' Mr.Iarent being old and infirn, theadvisability of appointing Nr.Félix
Fortier, the agent foi the Seigniory of Lauzon, in his stead, Vas at the same tie suggested.
Mr. Parent since died, and Mr. Fortier, upon" tie actior' of ths Department, was named
by'assenUéer :dea parents, ir hi8 lieu and place, and- the-proper steps; were at Once taken'a
by:thed atter .tor reeive kfrome the -late "Mr.: Parent's representatives tIe sumL ,in ljandt at-
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the time of his death. This amount has bean paid over to Mr. Fortier. By Order in
Council of the 16tIDcember, 1862, this offio, ,which had thus taken thë iatter in hand,
was authorized to receive from the Court the uoneys for which the Crown niit be col
located, and entrusted with the settlement of all iatters between the Crown and tie estate.
But for the action taken by officers ofthis IDepartment, it i probable that this matter,
which had"been so long neglected, would still be unattendcd to,"zand the Crown have con-
tinuéd to lose thc use of the ioneys it is entitled to receive. The sui innd, as declared
by the late Mr. Parent, in court, amounted, in 1È47 groae, to neariy 83,600 and th suam
received by Mr. Fortier from Mr. ]Parent's estate, with that since collected by hm,
reaches over $8,500. The proper legal steps having becn takcn to cause this sum to be
paid over tothe Departuent (afrer deduction of disbursemou.s, &'.; and costs), it will be
accounted for in 1864.

UPPER CANA DA
CRIwN LANDS.

At the commencement of 1863 there wee 2,889.358ý acres of surveyed CrowU lands
on hand,-in addition thereto, 289,737 acres werc sibdivided, making a total cf 3,129,005½
acres, of which 91,069 acres were sold, and 0,289 acres toeated as free grauts on the
colonization roads, leaving a baIlance of 3,028,787k acres disposable ut the end of the year.

The purchase money of the lands sold during the ycar is 890,482.73-the amount
collected $171,021.09.

CLERGY LANDS.

There were 11,912 acres sold during the year, leaving 82,925¾ acres disposable.
The price of the lands sold during the year is 127,67426
The gross amount of collections was 8132,970.10 the disbursements, includ.iUg

commission and Trefunds, 828,532.71, leaing a net addition to the " Upper Canada
Municipality Fund" of $104,487.39.

GRAMMAR SCHOOL LANDs.
One thousand five hundred and eighty acres of these lands werc sold, leaving 50,134

acres still in the market. The purchase money of the laods sold during the year is
$1,198.90. The gross receipts, $7,887.73. The net proceeds, deducting commission and
refunds (81,577.53), were 86,310.20.

of lands, and the balance (5,995.39) was the Ordnance Land agent's disbursements.

WOODS AND FORESTS.
The amount cf revenue, accrued from timber dues and ground rents during the year

863~ was $827,389.411 and frooslido dues, $62,185:99; making the totalecrued from

The amount of revenue collected from timber dues-and ground rents was $39,7O.11;and from slide dues, 87 2,763 .05,-making the total revenue collected during the year 1863,S468,463.16 ; in addition to which the surmof.$7,364.79 was collected for other services

viz. : Clergy, School,-Indian, and Jesuits' Estates; and $27,324.30, value of settlers' timber.Total, 8503,152.25.
The charges of management for collecting timber dues and ground rents are $25,927.87.and for collecting slide dues, $1,000.00, making the total cost 826,927.87. These chargesdo not include the salaries of the Woods and Forests Branch at head-quarters, nor thefollowing sums: 83,235.32, refunds; 85,474.08,, transferred; .nd $1,106.15 for surveysspecimens of Canadian woods, special services, &c

INDIAN AFFAIRS.
The receiptsfor lands and timber in 1863 were 870,763.781 ; terest on investmnts

SO,756.36; annuities and grants, -5,020.00,-making a total of $174,540.14. The
payients, comoprehendinîg annuities and interst money to [ndians, salaries, surveys andincidenta:iexpenses, amounted to 8147,816.54.

At the commencement of the year the total suin, as represented in the books of thisDepartment, at the credit of the various Indian bands, was 81,484,653.93. At the cloue ofthe ycar, fromn payments of instalments on lands, from new sales, timber, &c., the amount,after: payig salaries and all other charges, was $1,530,288.40"' showing an increase of$45,634.47. This would have been further augimented to 867,620,39, hadthe interest forthe quarter, amounting to 821,985.92, due on the 31st December, 1863, been credited, aswas done in tlie year 1862, to Indian funds. This sum wili come into the accounts of1864.
The smaller amount realized in 1863 from land and timuber, as compared with 1862,is owing to the fact that the lands soldin 1863 were generally "of an inferior quality, andsold at lower rates.

FISHERTES.

The report for last year rcfers to certain defective and contradictory provisionsof thefishery laws which it is desirable to amcd, and to alterations in the system of disposi gof fisheries, such as might be adopted with advantage to the publiýcand to fishing interests.Owing to the abrupt termination of legi.ative business in the last Parliament,.therequi-
site amendments could notlbe completed. These'defects are such as would seriouslyimpair any improvement in the' organization of the fisheries' service, and hinder effectualoperations under the present statute. Consequently, I have not sought any extension. ofthe system of leasing and licensing fisheries heretofore in practice, but merely continuedtemporary arrangementÈ throughout the past season.

Inpoint of econony this years expenses abundantly prove that uchcan be savedfrom outlay for current disbursements, by strict official control. Numerous expenses hadbeen allowed at the mere discretion of fishery officers, vestedby law with some independentpowers. Many of the expenses thus incurred wcre not justified by results discoverable on,4ritical ,iquiry. Other expenses, also, havoeoccurred at the instance of' different depart-ment,. Charges became grafted on the expenditure which bore nopractical relation tothe maintenance of the service. Waiting legislationthese faults are partiallyremediedbyconcentratiug in ny,D epartment authority for each outlay, and by denying every expese
that does not appear to be indispcnsably necessary.

Compared with the expenditure of 1862, that for the pastyear shows a reductionoupwards of five thousana dollars. The whole eost of the service, in Upper Canada, during1862 was $6,665.19, and in 1863 it is 84,937.88 decrease of 81,72731. In LowerCanada, for1862 it was $20389'. 10; andlin 1863 it is25;720.6&; being 83,668 ess.
For:both;sectonsof the province the total difference amounts"to $5;395.73. It sliåldîeremarked, that the bulk of this decrease'consists of reductions in the contingent expenes
ofthe fishery oficers, thé habitual: outlay which would have continued' s a tmatter 0f course,-rathe 'than in the regular and unavoidable 'disbursements o the service. Two itemsformingpart:of the expensesreckoned fo 1863 arein excess of he prevÌons ys but
these could not be controlled by the department. "One is he amount payal!ï fr shing
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bounties, and the other is the cost of extraordinary repairs renderedneessary byfthe wreck
of La'"Canadienne in the preceding year. These added together make a.suim £87,Q48.62.
I believe, ifan efficient law be passäd, that al needful iotection and increasingdeyelop-
ment of the fislieries of both sections of the Province, can be attained, at stilless elpense
than at present.

The aleses granted by my predecessokrsterminate on the 15th,,Marcb,1864. lIt
was, therefore, neccssary to advertise in advance for tenders and proposais to renew. This
I have dÔne' liutiting the time for receiving offers to about the end of February next. In
order that new leases may commence with an improved systen, it is hoped the Legislature
'will, at its approaching session> amend the fishery laws.

Actual collections 'from fisheries to the 3lst December,, amount ,to?6,213.28. r This
sum, is composed as follows .- In Lower Canada-rents on.leases,3,913.26; fees on
licenses 81,762.75; fines, $60.05; and in -Upper Canada-license fees, $477.22.

Claini for fishing bounties, itohe amount of $9035,50 for the year 1862, rere paid
in this year. Those for 1863 are not yet complete. The amount of those alreadynotified
is $6,157.50. Those in abeyance may be estimated at $3,320.0 Byd.epartmental notice
of the 1 th of May, I caused all ddocuments relative to bounty claims toh e sent direct to
this office. Subsequent scrutiny hus led to the detection of -grossiirregularities and, eva-
sions, armounting in some cases to fraud. Closer attention has thus beenattracted, to the
operation of the bounty system, and owards faults of the statute ,which have favored
laxity and tempted imposition.

Reports of the several officera engaged ina pr.otecting the fisheries will be found among
theýappendices. These reports represent the condition of our fisheries to be, on the wh ole,
satisfactory.

UPPER CANADA SURVEYS.

l Appendix No 19 to this report will be found a statemènt showing the surveys
completed during the past year, with the name of the surveyor, and the cost thereof; it
will alsoW e seen thereby that most of the surveys enumerated were ordered in the years
1860,'61 and '62, but only finally completed during the past ye,r.

Instructions have been also issued for the subdivision into farm lots of the Township
of Monek, part of the Township of Wylie, and residue of the Townships ofWollaston and
Dungan non; also for tho subdivision of tho town plot of Muskokaville, and f'Thorah
[shd, in Lake Sinmco, al of which will be in the nMarket before the lt ofMay next. The
surveys offour townships, namely . Shequiandah, Assiginack, Elowland and-BidWel], on
the Manitoulin Island, are being proceeded with, and will be returned for se bòfore<the
Ist of June next.

The rapid settlement taking place to the north and westof the Muskoka River in
the direction of the Musioka and Parry Sound Road, will soon call for a further .u di
vision into farm lots of such townships in that section of the Province.

The snrveyors engaged in the subdivision of Wylieéli Monck Wollaston, ia'nd Dungan-
non, report that they have met with considerable tracts of hardwood and. , wel itted for
settlement in these townships.

A colored map of part of' the Ottawa cnd Huron Territory, shewing the character öf
the country with respect to timber and soil, ccompanies-the appendi. This map has
been coinpiled from the tiiber maps furnished by the surveyors who subdividled e town-
ships into farm lots.

Maps of the country north of Lakes Euron. anl Superior willalso be found accompa-
nying the appendix.

In the District of St. Francis, a large proportion of the Townships of Ditton Ches
and Woburn, almost centrally traversed by the proposed colonization road ieading'from
Bury to the Arnold River, L the Townsh p of Woburn, was laid out into lotssand rangds
for actual settlemeut, back, fromu the: ranges already surveyed fronting on the ,Prposed
road lune,presenting, together with the verified part of the prinitive subdivision fth
Township of Marston, over 1,400 lots for actual settlement, of .100 acres each, and contain
ing, including broken lots, 140,748 acres of land.

In te District of Yamaska, a survey of some importane to establish the bOundaries of
the property of the St. Francis and Abenàkis tribe of Indians, on the River St. Franois,was
carried out under the authority of the Attorney General East.

QUEBEO,

he District of Quebee, ai ne of road of considerabled imortance, in t interest of
colonization and settlement lof the public lands back of the seigniories in the neighhorlià d
of Quebec, was traced and xmarked in the field al distance of ten miles and aì ifconeet
ing the settlemàents of the Parish of St. Raymond, on the River S-eàneand passing
tbrough the Township of Gosford, with the old settiements situate in the seigniories'ofSt
Gabriel and Fossambault, and with the public road leading therefromnto the City of Quebeo.

BEAUCE.

In the Districtof Beauce about fifty milesof road line were run and marked7intb
field, from the chapel in the 8th range of CramnbourneCounty of Dorchester, on or ear
the preîent Government road; Jeading from St. Edouard de FramoDton, 't aersing the re-
maining southerly ranges of this township and the whole bireadth of the rownsip öat-
ford transversely, and then obliquely through the Township of Lenière, to its intersection
with the Kennebee ],Road half a mile north of the chapel at the "Grnde Coudée" river
a tributary of River du Loup.

Another road line, cannecting the River Etchemin, in Cranbourne, with the River
La Famine, ia Watford, was also run aad marked, and lots laid out fronting the same, which,
together with the rear lines of the road ranges, aggregate 141 miles of survey. Also another
line of road was traced and marked 'on the riht bauk of the River Ohaudiére, in thé County
ofBeauce, from the southern jimits of'the seigniory of Aubin-Delisle, traversing the front
of the Townships of Jersey, Marlow, Rixborough and Spalding, to the outletof-Lake Me-
gantic, atotai distance of3l ofroad obtains considerable importance from
the two-fold. reasons of its traversing generally good and' favorable lands for 'agricultura
purposes, and leading through the now well established ,auriferous régions inthis part of
Lower Canada, and accordingly merits due consideration.

RIMOUsKI. '

In the District of Rimouski, the Township of Tessier, situate in rear of the seigniory
of Matane, ans containing 25,587 acres of land, was surveyed and laid eout intolots; also,
the residue of the Township of Cabot, i rear of the seigniory o?3fétis containig 11,528
acres. Part of this iesidue, lying on the new 31stapediac Road, was s iùt out this

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CHICOUTIMI.

In the District of Chicoutimi, 38,980 acres of land, in the Township of Otis, situate on
the south side of the Saguenay river, were laid ont into lots and rangès. IA-range of lots
on both sides of the St. Paul and Grand Bay Rload was set off, as well alsoas around a very
considerable lake, alinost centrally situate in the township.

A large proportion of the projected Township of Boilleau, situate on the 48thl parallel
of latitude, and traversed by the St. Urbain and Grand Bay Mail Road, to the extent of
3,101 acres, has-been surveyed and subdivided into lots and ranges. The grand lake

Ha! Ha ! offers a favorable frontage for actual settlement on its borders. Also the ara-
ble-extent of laud, about 6,312 acres, was divided into lots in the projectcd Township of
Falardeau, situate in rear of the Townships of Tremblay and Simard; the aggregate area of
the land laid out in this district being therefore, 78,393 acres.

GASPÉ.

In the District and County of Gaspé, a survey eu bornage, to establish the division
ne between the seigniory of Grande Vallée des Monts fronting on the Gulf of St. Law-

rance, and the adjacent lands of the Crown, was effected with the co-operation of"the pro-
prietor, he defraying half the cost of survey, as customary in such cases.

The whole quantity of land thus lid out and subdivided 'into lots for actual settl-
ment, in the counties and districts of Lower Canada hereinbefore mentioned, aggregates
337,461 acres ; the average cost of survey of which, including outlines, not exceeding 5J
cents per acre, and exclusiveof? outlines, la fraction over 4 cents per acre; accordingly
ranging 1 cent less per acre thian tbe average cost of surveys in the year 1862.

As regards the surveys of colonization road lines, which frequently involve many
miles of exploration before fixing the best line for the road, the ayerage cost does not
exceed $20 per mile for the road lines run and marked, as hereinabove stated, under the
head of each district or county.

The undersigned bas abstained from entering into any description of the topograph-
ical character of the tracts surveyed, as hereinabove enumerated, inasmuch as a full account
and description of the land in each tract or township will be given in the abstracts of the
surveyors' reports contained in the appendi of? the annual report of the Contissioner for
the year 1863. AIl the foregoing surveys were performed under instructions issued in the
years 1861 and 1862.

wing.to the scarcity of provisions arising from the failure of the crops in 1862, somae

of the settiers have left,-the population is consequently less than last year. Although
the season was favorable, the quantity of agrieltural produce raised was, owing to the want
of seed, not mucli greater than the year before. 285 acres have been cleared during the
year, and 150 acres chopped.

Mr. Perry, the resident agent, estimates the aggregate value of the settlers produce
for the year at $31,465.80.

The employment afforded by the works on the road has been of great benefit te t
inhabitants. For statistical details, see'Mr. Perry's report, Appendix No. 26.

THE BOBCAYGEON ROAD.
Mr. Hughes, the resident agent, reports that the population on the southerl ortion

of the road has increased to 1,002-the number of acres cleared to 2,449i; chopped 322
and the crops much larger than in 1862.

The population has increased more rapidiy than the free grants, as the old setier
have subdivided their>'lots, and sold portions to new comers. Mr. Hughes values the
crops and other produets of the settlers' labor, at- $35,373.20. (See details in his rport,
Appendix No.I 28.)

On the northerly part of this-road which is under the charge of Mr. Boswell, there
are 39 settlers, occupying free grant lots. They have cleared 144k acres. lHe values their
produce at $4,407.80. They have 63 head of live stock.

THE HASTINGS ROAD.

Twenty-two new settlers have 'been 'located on this road during the year, making a
total of 398 locatees in possession of free grant lots on it. "r'. Hayes, the resident agent,
bas also sold 7,200 'acres of lands in the townships' adjacent. 81T acres have been cleared,
or are in process of clearing; making a total of 5,370- acres under improvement. Mr. Hayes
values the crops and industrial products of the settlers on the road at $62,725.20.'

The crops were not injured by auy kind of insect, rust, orblight, and were, in general,
al that could be desired.

Saw and grist mills have been kept in operation during the year; several schools have
also been kept open. The number of post offices have been increased, and'thesettle-
ments have' been regularly visited by clergmen' o diferent denominations. For details,
see Mr. Hayes' report, Appendix No. 29. '

THE, MUSKOKA ROAD. -

Owing to the facility of access and greatI extent of good land on this road, it promises
to be the most important and prosperous of the colonization roads in Upper Canada. The
population and agricultural produce have nearly doubled during the hast-year. 613 acres
have been cleared, and 200 chopped, and 47 houses and 13 barns bu.ilt in1863.

±Mr. Oliver, the resident agent, values the0produceof-the year at$16207.50. The
settlers have 222 head of live- stock. 'He sold': acres- inthe townships adjoining
the road, in which there are now upwards -of eight hundred inhabitants, who haveialready
cleared about 1;200 acres and chopped upwards of 200 in addition. Mr. Olivevalues the
year's prödiice of these settlers 'at $823,034.02; raing atotaiof $41,99 .20 in his igê'ey.
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A good harvest .has rewarded the toil of che settiers, and grist and saw mills, taverns,
stores, post-offices and 'shool-houses are among the mprovemets of the year: See
Appendix No. 30 for detailed state,.>ent.

THE OPEONGO ROAD.

Twenty-threep"ersons have taken lands on this road during the year; nine of' these have
taken the place of settlers who have voluntarily rèsigned their lots, and six have taken for-
feited lots. Only eleven are lonâfide settlers ; the others took the lots for the purpose of
securing the pine timber on ther. 2,237 ares were undèr crop last ycar, whiclh Mr.
Franch values at $50,728.66. There are uow eight conimon schoul ou the road, well
attended. For details, sec Mr. French's report, Appendix No. 31.

PROGRESS 0F SETTLEMENT ON THE LOWER CANADA COLONIZAION
IROADS.

THE ELGIN ROAD.

Two hundred and if'tyeight lots have been located on this road, on which there are
93 actual residents. The population amounts to 470 souls. 1507 acres have been cleared,
and 741T-chopped. T.. e settlers have 342 head of live stock. They sowed 1068 bushels
of grain and potatoes but, owing to the drought in June and Jufyand the lrost.in
the beginning of September, the harvest was not sufficiert for their support, and they
were obliged, to seek for employnent in the lumbering establishments in their neighborhood.

Mr. Drapeau, the resident agent, estimates the value of their crop at $4359.30, and
oftheir other industrial products, at $3487.58. For details, sec bis report, Appendix No.
33.

THE TACHÉ ROAD.

On the south-westerly section of this road Mi)r. Drapeau has located 312 lots, on
which are 160 families residing, forning a total population of 745 souls. 3034 acres have
been prepared for cultivation, and 480 ùiore are in process of preparation. The settlers
have buit-146 houses and 151 barns They have 1009 head of cattle. Mr. Drapeau
values their harest(which appears not to have suffered from the drought and carly frosts)
at 816,056.92, and their industrial products at 88,913.37. See his Rieport before referred
to.

On the north-easterly prt.of this road, which is -under the superintendence of ir.
J. B. Lepage,'there are ,now 21 settiers in actual occupation of their lands. 323 acres
have been cleared, and 74 choppcd. Mr. Lepage values the crop of last year at $1,584.77,
the product of domestic industry (woollen and linen stuff), at $157.02. Tbe settlers have
179 head of live stock, valued at $1,462.50.

Mr. Lepage, who superintends the settlemenut of the lands on this road, reports that
they are progressing rapidly. 74 lots have been located 29 of which are-occupied by
actual.settlers, who hiave cleared 989k acres, and chopped186. He values their harvest
of last year at 3,711È7, and other industrial products at $289.36. They have 363 head
of live stock, valued at $2,853

The Mfatane andý Cap Chatte Road, on the south shore of the St. Iawrence, is 36 miles

long.
Seventeen thousand five hundred and'fifty-four acres on this road have been subdivided

into lots for gratuitous location. 11,078 acres have been located,ofwhich 9,322 acre are
oceupied by actual settlers. The first Free Grants were madeinOctober, 1860. There
are now10 families residing on the lots, 32 of whonm settled last year. The total popu.
lation is 5T6 seuls.

Mr.,, harl1 iR, Provincial Land Surveyor, the resident agent, reports that the4arvest.f lastear ivas below the average, owing to he:loss by fire, in July of100
b ls of graigsiown Ths also lesened the increase of the live stock as it diminished

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the amounti 6f fodder. There are 75 acres ' for the plough, 1452 acres cleared and
already chopped, and 943 acres being cleared.

Seven lhundrecd and fifty.five acres were under crop last year, yielding 14,209 bushèls
Air. Roy values the crop of 1863 at $13,123; the live stock at $6,112 the produce

of the fisheries at $4,732. A church and two saw-mills have been erècted.

THE GULF ROAD.

he ine of this road extends from Cap Chatte to the Great Fox River (a ditne
of 128 miles), connecting the settlenients on the south shoreof the Gulf of St Lawrence
with the rest of the Province. The settlement of this road has also been entrustcd to Mr.
C. Roy. Only 141 miles from Cap Chattcsdownwards have been opened. The line for
the residue was surveyed by Provincial Land Surveyor G. H. Baillargé, in 1861, as near
thesshore of the St. Lawrence as the nature of thecountry would permit, for thecon-
venience of the different fishing establishments on the coast.

In 1861 the total resident population on the Crown Lands between St. Anne des
Monts and the River lagdalen, was only 95 souls; now there are 209. The settlers had
116 acres fit for the plough, 156f cleared and cropped, and 167J chopped. They had 163
acres under cultivation last year. Mr. Roy estimates their harvest at 82,361 ; the live
stck (200'hcad) at $2,007; anda the produce of thkir fisheries at $4004. For furthcr
particulars, see his report, Appendix'No. 32

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS.
sALES.

The quantity of public lands sold during the year 1863 was not quite equa:l to that
of 1862. The falling off was in Upper Canada. In Lower Canada the quantity sold was
slightly in eicess of the previous year. 'The total amoiunt of revenue from lands collected
last year, as compared with 1862, shows a still greater diminution; the amount collected
in 1862 being $701,890, while that collected last year was only $555,016. In îny
report for 1862 I anticiprted these results, and 'stated the cIauses, which in my judgen>ent
would sufficiently account for them. I sec no reason to qualify the statements thenmade.
A large amount of arrears are still due for public lands, amounting nominallyto 'six or
seven millions 6f dollars. It is impossible to effect any considerable reduction ,of these
arrears without a resort to measures of severity. The leniency of the Government in its
past dealings, with. purchasers of public Iands has induced a very general feeling of security
against forfeiture or loss on account of the non-performance cf their engagements, se that
mere threats by the Department producc littlc effect. in fact, the large accumalation of
arrears operates rather to deter, than hasten payment. The hope of obtaiing areduc-
tion of the original price, as well as of the interest accrued upon it, whic lithe Government
has encouraged by its action in numerous cases, floods the departiment with application
from debtors te be relieved from paying their debts, or somet portion of them. These
applications are often'supported by affidavits, petitions cf municipalities, recomendations
of members of Parliament, clergymen, &c., 'causing much labor to the subordinate officers
cf the department, and ne. .ttle trouble to its' head. The revenue of the department,
however, is net much benefited by the corresponden ce. Regulations were adopted in
1859 embodying the following provisions

"15. That' prompt payment' ins al cases be made cf the essence of the contract, and
any defâult.to be on pain of forfeiture of all previus payments and cf al right in the
lands. •

"16. That in the cases of salesalready made; payment of arrears be required, and
that public notice be given iniihe Official Gazette, and through the usual channels, that
uniess such arrears be paid within twelve months frm the' first of January,- 1859, the
land id' respect; of-which- default shall continues wilI be 'résumred by the' Ci-own aud resold,
aDd that in regard. te' 'all purchase money and 'interest hereafter 'te fall.due,, prompt- pay-
menV will be exacted.

S"17. ,Thatithe system, cf recognising unauthorised occupation of land: commouly
known as '<sq-uattinig,"' be' discontinuedsubject to the followiing provisions, viz:-
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That public and-gcneral notice bc given by the Crown Lands Department that no
claim of pre-emption by reason of such occupation will be entertained after the first day of
September next (1859), and tbat no claim tocshue pre-euptio', not now in a state to be
adiitted, cati be made good by any act of the party hereafter, and that 'herefore his labor
will be thrown away."

These regulationsbhave iot becn rigidly enforced, nor indeed would it be possible to
enforceothein without crcating a general pamin the new settlements, and much alarm and
distress in -rany of thc older ones.

The arrearssduc by purchasers who have not complied with the conditions of settle
ment are not so diffieult to deal with. Euforcing thel regulations in this csese does not
involve ejectmet or depopulation. On the contrary, it leads to a more rapid settlenient of
the country. During the past year I caused lists to bc prepared of all lots which had
been sold in the counties of Grey, fluron, Bruce, and Wellington, and some of the town-
ships of Siicoe, on which notmore than twô instalments had beenpaid (the remaining
instalents being overdue), and ivhich were reportedby the local agents is still unoccupied.
These were declared to be forfeited, and werc advertised for sale at public auction. Several
of the sales have already .(1st March, 18'4) taking place,'and the results are most satis-
faàctory. Whre the original purchaser or his assignec was foUnd to have taken possession
and to have maide substantilimprovements before the day of sàle,,the lot was withdiawn.
In nost cases of'this kind paymnt of a portion, ifnot aill of the arrears,,was secured. The
newv sales were niade ou condition of payweut dowt of two-fifths of the purchase money,
the balance being payable iu threc annual instalments with interest. As a large propor-
tion of the lands thus forleited and resold were of inferior quality--the cause, no doubt, of
their abandoinent by the original purchasers-the condition cf actual settlement was not
impoed. In inany cases these forfcited lots wcre bought by theowners of adjacent
lands, who secured them for the sake of the timber, or with a view to pasturage. A con-
siderable suni bas thus been realized by the Department,the illegal removal ordestruction
of timber on lands, which rcally belogto the Crown prevented, the improvement of
sueh of the lots as are fit for it hastencd, and all of them subjected to municipal taxation.
It is intended to purbue the sanie course in all other counties where lands are found un-
occupied, and subject to forfeiture:under like circunstances. l o'rder not to press too
severely on parties who had paid large suaus to the original purchasers from the Crown for
the transfer of their riglit, and who really intended to occupy their lots, I iustricted the
officer who conducted 'these sales to announce to the public that their bids would be
subject to cancellation if the original purchaser or his assiglule should, before the fi'st day
of July nekt, take possession and pay up thcbalauce due the Orown, with interest Ofn
the two instalüents deposited by the purchaser utauction. I adoptedthis method to
obviate the hardship which it was discovered would occur in numerous cases, where industri-
ous but poor aieu werc laboring in the old setements to obtain the means to pay for their
lots and move upon them.

MINES.

LOWER CANADA.

Numerous discovcries of Gold in Lower Canada, and of Copper, Lead, and other
economnie minerals in both sections of the Province, have been reported during the year.
The fact of the existence of Gold in the valley of the Chaudière, and et other points in
the townships south of the St. Lawrence. had been well established by Sir William Logan,
and announced from time to tirme in his An)nual Reports. But the discovery by the resi-
dents of the locality during last summer, of considerable quantities of the precións metal

-on a suiall streaml called the Gt bert, a tributary of the Chaudire, created some excite-
ment, and induced a number of persons froi difforent parts of the Province, as well as
from the United States, to " prospect" the rivers and valeys of the alleged'god regon.
These facts coming to the knowledge of the IDepartment, together with numerous applica-
tions for the purchase of land in the toenships, admittedly for mining purposes dnd ot
for settlement, I deemed it prudent to' dispatch an officer ofthe Department to the 'localities
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where gold digging was said to be going on, to report. on- the nature and extent of the
miàing operations. Mr. Judah, the officer in charge of th"e Royal Domnin in Lower
Canada, received his instructions on the 12th of September, and on the 8th October his
Report was sent down to the Legislative Assembly (Parliament being then in session), in
answer to an Addres; for reports and papers on the subject. This Report was printed, and
its statements wero thus niade known to the public. It appears that Gold was discovered
on the Oilbert some thirty years ago. This stream, otlierwise known as the Toufe des
Pins, lies within the Seigniory of .Rigaud-Vandreuil. The Seigniors of'that Seigniory
asked for and obtained, in 1846, a patent from the Crown to work the Ryal metals for-
ever on thegwhole of the said Seigniory, subject to a Royalty of ten per ceit. Operations
were carried-on under this patent with little success, till the season of 186à, vhen a
rich alluvial deposit on the Gilbert was accidentally struck by a person searching on his
own account. Dâring the whole summïer froin a dozen . or two, to one or two hundrcd
miners were at work. b Theresuilt, as in all such cases, was variable some were successful,
others not but enough was seen by Mr. Judah to satisfy hin thcthemine had proved
remunerative. The discoverer, with bis three partners, had netted, by thir own admis-
sion, over $10 a day, increased for thc whole season, bly their further adisizsion since made
to Mr. Judah, to about $15.

Mr. Judah reports the total Gold extracted from this river upto the period he visited
it, at over $18,000. Difficulties had occurred between parties to whon the patentees had
leased their right for fifteen years, and the purchàsers of lots on which e mining was
going on; but no serious consequences ensued. The operations were carried on with order
and quiet, but Mr. Judah reports that great inconveience resulted from the fact th-atI the
"claims" were inconveniently laid out; many of them not having the advantage of a river
frontage for the purposeof washing.

It did not appear that any operations of importance wcre then iu progress elsewhere,
and they had alL so far, been exelusively confined to, alluvial diggings. Since the datè of
Mr. Judah's report information basbeen received, fro hich it would appear that opera-
tions were continued on the river in qüestion till the close o- the season ad that the tôtal
season's result may be cstimnated at $40,000 or $50,000.

Explorers report th'e'existeuce of Gold everywhere in the Chaudière valley; "colour"
as it is temed, being found not only in the streams and vallCys, but on ethe hills. -Dis-
coveries of Gold in alluvial. deposits and in quartz veins are reported to have been recently
inade in Ascot, lHatley, andI elsewherc, in the Eastern Townships. A large inflix
of explorers and miners may be expected early in the coming spring, and hence thereis a..,
necessity for some new le islative provisions to determine and prgtet the rights of the
Crown; and of individuals, in, respect to the precidus metals, and the 'niing operations in
progress andin prospect. Such alaw, though founded on the experience of other mining
countries' must be adapted to the special circumstaneo our own. As Gold cid'Silver
are expressly reseryed to the Crown n inthe grants of land to individuals, with the righto f
way and 11the right to use rivers and streanis of ,water in the proess ef mining for them,
there seems to be no difficuhtyinlegislating on the subject. The recognition of a pre-
emptive i-ight in the ownerto work the mines on his own land, on termns sinilar to those
which'may be adopted in the case of mines found on the lands of the Crown, would seem
to be reasonable, and will not, under proper regulatis obstruct the discoverieg and
development of this new source of révenueand wealth.

ta thoughit expedient, under the ciroumstances above detailed, to stay the sale of
the ladsihe townships lying in theauriferous region, until the legisIature shal
have hâlanopportunity to consider the propriety ofIsubjecting them to the' operation of
new mining regulations.

Witheregard tothe inferior metalsinLower Canada, teeule now foliowed is to e-8
serve in the patenta eroyaity of two and a pl pr cent., but no rvision is ruade for ol-I
lectin thioiyi ylty,nov ae there any regulation" applicable to these mines which
wouldaloseen to:be a proper subjeetfor legislation. -

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UPPER CANADA.

Only four mineraI tracts on Lakes Huron" and Superior we sold diring the past
year, comprising togethér about 1,040 acres. They were sold ùnder the regulations of
15th March, 1861, as modifiled by order of the 2lst 'pril, 1862, which'estrceed appli
cants to400 acres each. In the unsurveyed regions the rate is one dollar an acre, to be
paid in full on the sale, the applicant furnishing a plan and deseription of the locality so
that the tracts may bc identified on the officiai map.

In the surveyed townships they are sold at the price of the lands adjacent, which, in
the District of Algoma, ià-20 cents per acre. 'A Royalty of two and a half per cent.'is
chargeable on the value of the ore produced for market at the mine. No other con-
dition is attached to the grants.

Numerou applications having been made to purchase minerai lands, embraced within
the limits of locations, that remain iin the names of the original locatees, under reguai-
tions:of 7th of November, 1846, 29th January, 1847 and 23rd Septeiber, 1853, it is*
necessary to take some definite action in reference to these forfoited locations. - The in
stalents on these purcrases are long past due, and the other conditions remain unfulfilled.

In a few instances considerable sums have been expended in carrying on mining
operations.

Since the above waswritten the undersigned submitted to your Excellency a new
code of regulations for the sale of mineral lands, which, as they have òbtained your Ex-
cellency's approval, and are of much public interest,, I have inserted in 'this report,
although they belong properly to the transactions of the year 1864

"Regulations for the sale of Minerai Lands approved 1y'Hi Excellency the Goveror

6. That in surveyed, townships, lots presenting indications of -inerais be sold on the

above conditions, but atnot less than on. dollarper acre in any townslip and at the same
price as the other lands in the ,township when it is more than one dollar pei acre

7. That not more than one tract.of four hundred acres be sold .to one person
8. Thýeabove regulations do not apply to mines of Gold and; Silve.
9. Ail previous regulations inconsistent with the above are cancelied.

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Somany contradictory statementà have been made respeing the situationóand quality
of the public lands now openfor sale inUpper Canada, thata Ifelt it to be-my duty to-
collect the mostreliable information within-myi'each, not only to gui the Departient in
laying out colonization roads, granting timbefrlicenses, and dealing with theapplications of
squatters and intendig settlers, but to supply necessary data to the Government and the
Legislature for the consideration of measures öof generaL public policy. A oloredm
accompanies, this report, which shows the character of the land an-I timber inthé newly
surveyed townships between the Ottawa River and Georgian Bay. This map has becn
carcfully compiled from the surveyors' field notes, and the timber maps, which since 1859
have formed part of the surveyors' returns. These.returns have been verified by reference
to the reports of surveys for timber limits, colonization roads, exploration lines,., which
have been ,made at varionus times, and have intersected nearly every townshipof Ithe
territory embraced in the colored map. A similar map, but necessarily less completerof
the townships surveyedon the north shores of Lakes Huron and Superior, accompanies this
report.

The policy of coipellingsquatters and otidrs to pay for the lands they occupy, by
brincing them into the market by means of auction sales,,has been continued in Lower
Canada. The lresults have been= very satisfactory. Not onlyhas a considerable sum- of
money becn realized, but numerous claims and long-pending disputes betweenindividuale
have been settled, and the Department ïelieved of a troublesome corrîespondence. The
effect of this special action, as regards revenu, ill be seen, by a °comparisonof the result
of the ordinary collections by local agents and the collections under:the stimulus of these
special sales. Mr. Collins, fron this Department, hd1Rsales last year inthree gencies,
viz., those of Messrs. Kemp, Felton and HTume. These sales Were held in the months"of
August, September and October, and con pare as follows with the corrèsponding months of

Notwithstanding numerous protests against these sales,
before they came"of, by parties who assumtedl to represent: the settlersandwh no'doubt
thought they were doing them a service by trying to erpetuat the old stateof thgno
complaints of injustice or hardship have yet reached me fromn the parties affected 'by
them.

REPORT OP THE AGENT o)F TIF ADIJ,NGTON ROAD.

TA iIoRJT,January Ith 1864.
SIR, -I beg Icave to forward to your lepartmeent the annual rep tor of thic condition

of the Addington Road, and -the prospects of the settlenient thereon.
I found that portion of the road fnot repaired last ycar, which leads over hills, sadly

out of condition; the water has worn off the lighiter material down the slopes, and un-
covercd boulders and rocks, reudering travel diflicult. Many of the wooden causewys
have becomë worn: and broken logs arc frequently met, with that arcreally dangeroüs for
teams to cross. Several casualties occurred last year one poo- an lot a borro e iorse,
and had to pay for it; several horses were seriously injlured: by their feet slipping between
the worn logs,. The Clare River bridge is in a dangerous state; the· head of the pers
that are in the channel have sunk; the up-stri gers have been raised to cör6son ith
the lower ones by blocking, but the sinking continues, and that part over thechannel ià
very sideling, and iustsooner or laettr topple over. AlIsa portion of the bridge at 19ead
of M1arinaw Lakc is Iul damaged froni the raising of thâï lake by a mill dam ; tIé
covering of the south half is afloat during the open part of the year.

Owing to tbe scarcity of provisious, arising froni the loss ofthe crop in 1862, some
poor persons with large families have been forced to remove from the settlemcnt, so that
the census of this year foots less tihan that Of the "prior ; but the places rendered vacant
on that account have been filled by parties with simaller families, and in some instances by
single men; the change is un improveient, althougli it, has lessened the populatio.

The crushing effect of thel disaster of 1862 has not been got over by the good crop of
last year, bceaùse of the paucity of secd grain and roots available last spring. All crops
that wcre sbwn early gave abundant yield, but the extreme smal uantity of sced sown
renders the present crop but little more productive than that of the former year. In the
article of wheat there is a faHIing off, but the quality is So superior that it is of more value
than tliat of 1862. The growth of' that year was readered so defectiv'e by drougbt and
frost, that five busiels by measure produced but noe hundred p6unde of infé'rior our, hilst
two and a half of the present crop yield the sanme amount, and. of au excellent quality. All
the other cereals, as well as roots. are inferior to none raisedin Canada, althoxgi thcre is
not a much greater inercase in the uumabrof bushels piroduced, y the actual valu is
fully double. The mxuuicipality uf Barrie obtaincd, through the " Seed Grain Aet " of
last year, some three hundred bushels of secd grain of vafious kinds but it was so"late in
the season before it was d own, that but little of it riped, and tht ùnîuiciŠàlîf1 has
involved itself in debt without a correspouding benefit.

There is a loss of 13S inhabitants in the consus of thisyear, but it is not allattribut-
able to parties leaving thie settlement severalpersons whohave accoxiplshed theirièet ig
duties on gift lots an'obtained their patents, have become- purchasers of Grown lands, and
portions of their fanilies are engagcd on theirn. The nuüiber of inhabitnts o thë g
lots is 717, and they possess a large nuniber of domcstic animais, excpt hor'es, in h
there hasS been a falling off. They have, during the year, clearcd8 acres of land, and
there remains: ahopped 150 acres of spring learig.

In my intercourse with the settlers during njy' recent visit, I found ail grateful for the
kindness manifested. by the Goverument in providing, througli e work on the road last,
summer, means for theni to procure provisions:, and their oùly regret is that they reie só
short of seed läst spring. All believe that if sced could lavebee, obtainéd siifficiétoe
ïe co'ereed the geround prepaï·ed, conneèted with the aid of the Governnient during

th-.unimer, thatilhe pressure of' the bad crops of 1862 woùild have passed away, but it
iff F éevrely félt next year, for iany settlers cannot,from what they have raised, bread

their faiilies and såivc seed ; hence a great lack will be fo d in tie spring; no can they
devise any feasible plan .within their power to supply the deficiency

Several arties complain of having their aain injured by the grub shoi-ly after, it
sprunb i. Cori, pés and buckweiiat sufféred tbe iost. Competent judges estimate that
thecrop of the above cereils ras shortened one-half.

To the Honorable the Commissioner of Crown Lauds.
SIR,-I have the honor to sublit, for your inspection, a report on the progress, &c.,

of Free Grants on the Bobcaygeon Road. asfar as my agency extends also atable, con-
densed fron information gathered froim Free Grant settlers irdividually, showing the-
amount of crops, with their value, and general information, which show'a large in crease
and irnprovement over n'62. This is owing, no doubfto the favorableeâ éon-theýntire
absene offrost dn at sping. Tbe fet of tesmál ncrease of settlers on
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Fre Grants and the large increase of populatin, may be attributed the nuber o
Free Grant settlers who have sold portions of their lots to new settlers, vhose namesI
have not put down as occupants of lots. No increase has taken place in th mber of
settlers beyond the Peterson Junction. This arises fron tle inferi6r quality fthe Lots
as settlers prefer buying land at sevcnty centsper acre inore aiilable parts of the dis
trict, to settling on Free Grants so iar lack.

I beg also, to mention that the very bad state of thé Bobeaygeoa Road las very much
impeded the sale of lands dur.ing the past season. From Bobcaygeon to Burnt River the
road is just passable, but with a small expenditure, might be very much imprved. rom
Burnt River, the road for six miles is almost in an impassable state, and, in the spring
and fall of the year, is really dangerous for teams. Accidents frequently occur on it.
ThiS state of things very much discourages intending settlers, and I feel satisfied that
money expended on its improvement would soon be refunded. by the increase of sales of
land. In some cases a slight deviation from the road as it is at present, at a small expense,
would avoid the most dangerous places, andgive mueh satisfaction.

Among the improvents for the year are two grist mills in succssful operation-
one at the Gull River, about two miles from the iRoad, the other at Burnt River, where the.
road crosses it, capable, each, of grinding a large quantity of grain; and it is esimated
that there is sufficient wheat now raised in the back country to keepNhem bth cployed.
This will be a great saving to the farmers of the place, as it dispenses with the necessity
which hitherto existed, ofdrawingtheir grain twenty or thirty miles to mill.

Each of these mills has, in connection wiùh it, a saw.-ill, which saw about two
thousand five hundred feet of lumber daily. This nay be contrasted with the fact that
in the Free Grants there are as yet no mills in operation.

There are also two saw-mills completed in the Township of Stanhope, ,from- which
(mills) quantities of lumber are floated down the waters of the Gulf River to meet the
increasing demand.

As to the settilement and population of the townships in the neighbohooÀ of the
road, I think they will be found to contain sextuple the number of inhabitants of the
Prce Grants, and to have a proportionate superiority in the amount of crops raised.

As to the available lands for settlement stili not taken up, I find that large blocks stili
exist in'the Townships of Galway, Snowdon, Cavendish, Stanhope and others, and perhaps
about seventy lots in the Townships of Minden and Sonierville.

In estimating the value of the several items of produce, I have been governed by the
actual prices paid on the Road, and careful to put the price rather below than above the
average. For instance, in the item of oats, I put the price at 40 cents per bushel, although
they are in a brisk demand at present on the upper part of the Road at 50 and 55 cents;
and large sales have been made at these rates. In the item of hay, also I have put the
price at $]16, although many sales have been made at $17 and $18 I have also observed
the samelrule throughout in the collection of the statistics, in all cases where the grain
was not threshed, to put the quantity rather below than over the probable yield, so that
the tables m.iy be relied upon as .statistically correct.

In order that you may be in possession of full information in the most condensed
form possible, I have prepared the following comparative tables, exhibiting the progress of
setlement year by' year, from the opening of my agency in 1856 down to the close of
1853:

- I made it a point, however, to collect
all the information possible from such of the back settlers as I met along the road, and
froiu the township officers and others acquainted.-with the diffrent settlements. Prom the
information thus gathered, and my own knowledge, I am able to form a pretty accurate
estimate of the crops raised in my agency on. lots purchased from the Crown. I estimate
the crops so raised at one-third in extent and value of those raisedý on the Free Grants, or
$21,001. In placing it atthis low estimate, I follow the same rule beforereferred to-of
being rather under than over-so that we are perfectly safe in placing the value lof the
products of this agency for 1863 at $83,725.

The, value of such reports as these made by the agents to the Department of Crown
Latds depends eptirely on their authenticity, and the reliance which canbe placed o the
statements offacts which they contain. The credit ofthe Department is, toa certain extent-
pledged to th correctness of the pubiished reports of its agents. The'accuracy of my
report of cr'ops raisd in 1861 was questioned in a-report of a committee of the Legislative
Assembly, published at the close of. last session; but, as the most incontestible evidence
exists to establish the correctness of my staterments for the year in question, .1'think the
Pepartment is bound, for its own sake, as well as for the interests of truth and justice, to
publish such corroborative evidence.

The year 186.was oneof great success in all the agricultural productsini this section.
my returns of crops were therefore large beyond precedent, and appeared to- offer a fair
mark for attack. Fortunately for me, it was also thd'year of the Provincial census, and
the only one since the commencement of the settlemrent for which I coulid have procured
corroboràtive evid3nce, taken by -public officers of whom I had no kno-wledge or, control.
l'append the figures from my report for 1861, and those of the census returns for Tudor
Lake, and" the Hastings Road for the same year:

30AD IMPROVEMENT8'.

During the summer of 1862 Mr. J.:G. ,Raslett, iP. L. S. and the writer, by the
instructions of the Department, laid out and surveyed a- series of deviations 'fromn thé
I[astings Road, with avie to its improvement, and the:avoidance 6f numerous steeþ hills
alongthe liue. The longest of these alterations was.that froi the YorkRiver bridge on
Iot:54, inFaradày, to lot 41, inMonteagle, 'a distanTc of nearly l1niles. This pioee of
new road was nearly completed during the present'Syearand is proriouneed by áll persons
who have seen, i and who have travelled 6vr the other roads, to be th e be t pieceof
colonization road in theI Province. It is also the cheapest i6 point of cost, and is t*q
miles shorter than the old road betwceu the same points. Thelàtter is also veryhilly,
-while the new roadis almost aperfect levelfrom end to end

Eleven miles:of.anew road laid out byMr.i. Snow, . L. S.,in Tudor, were-also
made this year.

It is very desirable that the alterations laid down between the -orth boundary .of
rTudor.andthe:commiencemeut of:the new rGad.at YorkhRiver should be madeearly next
year. If they were miade, the road would be nearly levl throughout, at least nearly all
,thebad hills swould:be ýavoided, and it :wouldbe müch shorter teams cotld carry fully
ldouble the loads they now.carry, and.the publit ands .in the épër to nships would be
-brought into easy access and stle.

For details of expenditure ou the roads, I beg to refer to tlie account and vouchers
sent in to, theDepaî·tmen t herewith.

Alrite factswhicli have cone to my knowledge in this connec'ionttend strongly to
confirmathe opinion which -have always held and frequently cxpressed. reSpe.ting tie
immense .utdeveloped wealth of thissection of the country.

GENERAL CONDITION99 fl!HE $.ETTLERS.
The year 1862 was one of general hardship-and many trials to settlers in the back-

This farm is. situated near the York branch of the Madawaska river, 53 miles north of
Madoc. It is theretore favorably located to test the capacity of North Central Canada as
an agricultural country. It contains about-310 acres of clear land. the greater portion ef
which has beeni subjccted to a sysgtem of' exhaustive cultivation for the last eighteen years:

The saw and grist iills at L'Amable Lake, in Dungannon, and at the àapinteau river,
in Wicklow, have been in operation all the year. The mili-site at Beaver Ciée is still

"doccupid and unimproved. I would respectfully urge an early re-sale of tise bte, ith
the addition of 500 acres of land as an inducement to capitalists to undertake th erection
of mills, which are much wantbd at this point by the setilers in Tudor atId La'k.

Two. schebls have been keptopeU in Tudor for the, greater part ofthear one fo
a part of the summer in Limerick, and one for the whole yeari n Bauro. Sine more
effective méthod of, applying the aid from the public Poor School Fund to schools in these
back settleteents is" required. The 'technical difficulties existing in the preàen t law and
regulations of the Departmenl of Cormor School Superintendence act 8:s an efecstual bar
to tie reception of aid by the settlers in remote townships, where such aid would seem to
be most required.

The Post Ofice Deparmet has continued to afford every possible aïd byth estab
lishment ôf new offces as fast as the progress of settleinent required them ýand- by
increasing tie services of the offices on the lower part of the Rload. We hav now wo
mails each weikto Bannockburn, Millbridge and Glanmire.- We have five post ices on
the Rod, and two more are about to be opened. 'I feel it incumbent upon me to mention
bere that the settlers are much indebted to Mr. Sweetmin, PostOffice Inspector, for the
very great interest he has. taken iu all inatters conneeted with thè affording oIf every
possible aid in this connectaion, and the.prm a in p

Seven townships are, under my charge, viz: Morrison and Mluskoka, in this county;y
and Draper, Macaulay, Stephenson, iMcLeair and Brunell, in the County of Victoria, about
200,000 acres. Out of this, 23,000 have been sold, and about 16,000 takenù p as Free
Grants.

A new townshiý (Monck), north of Muskoka township hasle recently surveyed
but is not yet in the market. ''here are a number of squatters settled down here, and
they have made large improvements-the land in general being excellent. I ave given a
summary ofthe productions of this township.

The above shows that the eturns of produce have nore than doubled those of last

year.
A good harvest has rewarded the toil of t.he 'settlers this year. F11 wheat has, fir

three seasons, been grown with much sucess ; and a ceonsiderable breadth lias beensown
tis fall. Indeed, grains of every kind do remarkably well, as alse du root crops. One
settier on a Free Grant, in Macaulay, raised over 2000 bushels of turnips this year, it being
only his second year of settlement. Tobacco and flax have been grown with success the
former being on the increase. l

Among the iniprovements of the yer are, one lumber mill a grist mill, n increase in
tavern accommodation, new stores, two more post offices, ard two · lew ochool-houses or
chapelà.

Twenty toiles of road are now in construction ou the Parry's ound Road, à cou-
nection between the maid road and Parry's Sound Hlarbo'r, on Georian Bay. This road
passes through'excellent hardwood land, on which. squatters arc settliù.îign great niinbers.
There is a vasttract o splendid iand as we proced north ârd, which will attract con-
siderable attention if a survey of it bh proceeded with. On some poits of high Iand,
miles (in ne place not less than 40 in distance) of almost cean hardwcod nd'can be seen;
and the soit is known to:bo good. Otte important feature in this vastdistrict is-the ridges
of 'rock, so plentiful in the first townships,'are very scarce here, as also are loose stone add
rock If practicable, no time should bc lost i opening up this tract foi settlement.

The plan lately adpted bythe Department-to have the townships carefully inspected
in order to trace up the available lands for settlement, and to withdraw the useless from
the market-is a step in the rightl direction. It cuables the locil agent to.direct, with
confidence, the settler to the lot that will suit him, thereby securing to hini a great-saving
in time and expynsc. The result of, the inspection of the" Township of Stephenson has
been very satisf*actory, as showing it te be a good one for settlement, and no doub' there
will be a great influx of settlers there. The new Township of Monck is aiso knowrto be a
good ou, as shownàby the amount of improvements recorded in this report.

In iy first visit through the settlementit was most pleasing te fid that contentment
seemed generally to prevail: indeed,, complaints were not,heard, on the contrary much
satisiaction. 'A visit to the settler's humble dwelling is a.subject for thought. Taste and
neatness, of'tentimes under discouraging circunmstanees are te be scen. What method ad.
fertility f arrangement where all was plain rough and scant ! 1t is here, where the elegati
appliances for housewifery are impossible, that woman's most ferile rerces cf tact atd

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hiá business, upon his own resources. A mechanie is the reverse ot this; ho is perpetu-
ally throwa into situations wlere his own judgment must be brought into action. Butwe
need all classes of emigrants. If they have energy, it matters little what nay be their
calling; they can secure an independence in a few years.

This settlemeuthas now passed its rubicon of doubt. A population of 1400 souls
must satisfly the most skeptical that the inducements are such as must bring it into com-
petition with the bcst portions ofCanada, whilst it offers. advantagcs not to be found else-
vherc, being in the centre of what :bust ultimately be the great higlhway from the Atlantie

to the far West.
This settlemnent can be reached from Toronto in eight hours in suanimer, and in one

day in winter; the village of Orllia being a ready market- for all the necessaries of life.
Mill sites abound, and fish and gamle plentiful; the Lakes afford the fin est scencry on the
continent.

l conclusion, I ivould urge the nccessity of extending Free Grants. If emigration
be directed to our shores, provisions must be made for it commensurate with the demand.
There are portions of hind off the road.ia each township adapted for this purpose, without
interfering with the best. Thieswould only be a temporary sacrifice; the ultimnato gaia
would be a speedy populatiou, and an addition to the wealth of the Province. We have a
vast country north of us, in the main well adapted to agriculture ; and I speak advisedly
when I say that, however great the influx of immigration may e, Our availabl land ean
not e exlhausted for a century to come.

I would also suggest the propriety of forming a road fund out of, the sale of lands.
Pive per cent. would answer the purpose Good tracts of land lie in ,the main roads
untouched, simply because of the difficulty and expense of making roads. If such a fund
were available, a few men might combine and enter upon such lands, encouraged by the
aid offered them, upon whieh they could or would not have entured if left to their own
resources. If these two agencies were brought to bear upon the settlements, the work of
four years would be donc in one, that is, as.regards the settlement of the country.

If it be necessary to apologizo for offering these remarks, I would Eay that a local
agent has every opportunity for knowing the thouglits and wants of the iultitudes who
throng to a new settlement,.and he mnust be obtuse indeed, if, from the varions opinions
freely expressed, he ho iot prepared to adviso in the work committed to his charge.

URPORT OF THfF. AOENT FIOR THE OPEONOO ROAD.

CROWN LANDS AGENCY,
Clontarf, 4th January, 1864.

To the flonorable William Mcl)ougall,
Commission er' of Crown Lands, Quebec.

Sia,-I have the honor to report that, ln compliance with the instructions conveyed
in your letter of the 5th ultimo, I have just terminated a careful inspection of the settle-
ment upon the Ottawa and'Opeongo Röad, confided to my charge.

The season of the year rendeied it impossible for me to ascertain, by porsonal exami-
nation, the state of the road itsclf,but I have been 'particuilari inaking myself acquainted,
ns fhr as it was possible, with cthe condition and prospects of the peple who have settled
upon it, and I now respectfully submitthe result of my observations.

The total nunmber of names inmy books is 313, of which g3 were entered duing the
year just closed, cightofthem beingon the Hastings and Opeongo.Junction Road, in the
Township of IRadelie. 0f these 23 new men, 6 took the places of others who ad for-
feitéd'therlots for non'-compliance with the conditiâns upon which they had ieceived
them,ý and 9 took thelplaces of settlers who voluntarily resigned t'heir lots,-receiving,
I think, in most casesa consideration for doing so from the new men.

10
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The number of 23 ncw settlers in a year is snall, and I mueh regret to be obliged
to state that my reccut isit to thc several lots has fully confirmed "the opinion I enter-
tained througli the yearnamely, that even-of this îumber there were some who took uP
the lots, not'withsthe intention of residing upon and, cUltivating thein agreeably to the
regulations, but fori the purpose of, if possible, securing the pine timber growing upon
them. Of these 23new locatious, then, it seems to me now that 12 have applied and
paid for, for this purpose; but owing to the order to "discontinue further inspections of
the rod, unless under special instractionsf" and conveyed in your lettr of 22nd of Janu-
ary, 1863, T have been unable now to satisfy myself of the. frands thus practised, and
which under thc circumstances. I was powerless to prevent.

After thus deducting tle 12 who evidentl neyer intend fulfilling the conditions of
setlement upon the lots takenup by them, there remains"but 1 ;ona.fide settlers during
tie þast year. This shows a considerable falling off frcm former years; but taking iuto
account the uninviting claracter of the land through which the last imade ten miles of the
road pass, and the great objection that still existS to paying the location fee of $5, the
circumstance is not one that can well be wondered at. Exclusive of the 12 lots referred
to which Iregard as vacant, 1 find there are 35 other lots unoccupied ; but these Nere
taken up in former years by old pensioners fron the British arny and some others, ail of
whoin were bâd'judges of land, arid who, after some experience, finding their selections
iinprofitable, abandoned thcni-soníc to return again to the front, others to go farther into

the bush" and aget better farms.
During the past year, I find that there have actually been under crop upon the grant

lots along the road, 2237 acres, whieli have produced the followiug crops, viz.

which shows the average value of yield per acre to be slightly over $22, and this exclusive
of beef, butter and garden vegetables, vhich, ifvalued, would form ne inconsiderable*items.
I must here state thnt although the above figures show a fair paying return for the farner's
labor, it would be still larger were it not for the reluctance of the Prussian settlers to speak
the truth as to tieir crops. There are 38 of then residing on the rond in theo.Townships
of Radcliffe and Sherwood, and I amr certain that not one of theni gave me a correct return
of hlis crop. Several persous, upot whose statements I eau rely, told me that those people
never before had as good crops as they have had the past season, and the daugiter of one
of them who acted. as îny muterpreter, told mc that they wcre not rcplying truthfully to
my questions. They ali seemed impressed with the idea that it wotild be more to their
advantage to make me believe that their crops were.poor and their prospects bad, tliough
why they should do se I u at alos to imagine.

The'twelve miles of the rod lying betweea Clontàrf and Brudeneli Corner is repie-
sented to me as bcing in a sa(tae odcay, and I ean myslf spalk of thecessitythat
exi forépairs o portiot eteeen here and the Boeeiere road, having passed
over it seveial times during the sunrer. god dal of taute r has been expendd
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ail along tie road durig the first seson, but upon sùch a length of road tue anidun't of
work done is searcely perceþtible. Ithorefoï· beg again to repeat my forner reconiñen-
dation, that the next appropriation that is made for this road be epended iii repairing the
40 miles west of its junetion with the B3onncchère rond. This is the longest nade and
thelmost travelled portio'n of the road, and if söilethi'g be not donc arly ne spring
towards repairing it, it wi, uhdoubtedly be imyassible for ail but travellers on foot; n d
strangra coming to seek homes onor in the nigliborldod of it will' bîtied if diet
absolitely prevented, fromchrrying out their'desires. I n a happy to say that since the
repostingof the lots by Mr Bell, n 'land disputes havd arisen, and in ail otic 11 eþe ts
the settlers live on terms of good-fellowship with'cach other.

The rates of wages for agrieultural lahourers still contine higli ail around here ; and
immigrants seeking empioymént during the cnsuing spring and sammu r will, I am certain,
find in this part of the country a remunerative field for heir services.

The GermanSettlement, or "New Germany "-as the sôttlers tierselves have nanied
it-is steadilyprore.sing. Itisaboutfour miles south of'the Opeongo Road in theiTownship

of' Sebastopol. There are now some 22 German families settled here; tley arc all intel-
ligent and industrious, and som quite content with their position anid prospect 'The
Municipal Council have lately taken steps toward opening a rondfrom " New Germany '
to the Opeongo Road, and the Germans are making exertions f' the opening of a school
in which laudable effort, I am persutaded, thelCouncil will aid as far as their poer Will
permit.

There are eight common schools now in operation ou the 35 miles eof the rodig
between Shamrock and Brennan' Creek, and it gives me iuch picasure to be able to say
tiat they arc.wcll attended, and that there is no tax which the poor settlers so cheerfully
pay as that imposed for sehool purposes.

The past yearnhas not witnessed the perpetration of anythig approaching toa crime
upon or in the neighborhood of this road, and eonsidering the newness of the settlement
the great iixture of nationalities and creeds tha> prevail in it, and, I may say the almost
entire absence of' legalrestraint, tie fact speaks well for the cliarcter of the settlers.

The permissionto dispose of the timber gowing upon their lots is one that the set-
tlers are largely availing themselves'of, and mueli "-scattering tiuber" is being taken Out
this winter alon'g ic road and off tihe front lots.

The sleighing is now good, and the drive to te iuber huntiers on tic Madawaska
has fairlybegun. The settlers are consequently all busy iu disposing of and delivering
their surplus produce. The prices they arc receiving, thougi not cousidered high, are yet
weil paying ones, and as the harvest has certainly bceu abundaut; the coning year will7be
one of plenty, and I am perfectly certain tiat the, peace and goodw ill" which has here-
tofore existed will continue o. prevail througout the settement.

from Maitane to Cap Ghate, a that part·of:tie Gulf'Road"assigned to my eare.
3, So:e observtions upon the propriety of openjpg éertain r'fods of comr4iau
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tiOn, which iLoonsider as being the most proper incans toward promoting the colonzation,
in that vast district which you have been pleased to assignuto my care.

GENERAL REMARKS.

In the extent of territory placed under my charge, are cight settlements, contiguous
to the St. Lawrence, and situated along the shore for a distance of 114 miles. The first
ranges of these settlements, with the exception of the Taschereau settIement, are laid out
in fari lots. The superficies of thèse settiements, which have beensurveyed, mav be
divided as follows:

Of the total area surveyed and laid out into fari lots, 17,554 acres are situated along
the road of Matano and'Cap Chatte, and 14,742 acres along the unsettled part of the- Glf'
Road. The 28,239 acres in possession cf settiers contain a population of 1)00 souls.
This country is Watored by a great number of rivers and strcams, which run through it
in eve-y direction. Along some of thse rivers, and especially along the rivers Ste. Ane
vnd Cap Chatte, are found beautiful valleys, vhich for a length of tinýe have alredy
attracted the attention of settlers, and where a good number of our young people would
direct their steps, wcre there a lineocf communication reacshing to that lccality. The soil
of the back of this part of the country is of good quality; tie kinds of. timiber found there
are chiefly spruce, white birch, tamaradblack birch, cedar and, maple. 'Starting frei the
height cf the clilfs which generally border on the river, the lands continue to rise as far as
the middle of the second range, then extending upon the sane level, and fosning, save the
slopes of rivers and streams, a table land which attains the .mcan height of about 200 fect
above the level cf the water. Alung that part in tbe vicinity of the river, the land it
generally uneven, but the sol is ne less very fertile antd offers abundant resources to the
settlers, which you avill be enabled to verify in the course of the present report.

ROAD PROM MATANE TO CAP CHATTE.

This road, which is 36 miles in length, opens a line of communication between the
Matane and Cap Chatte settlements, and is partly conpleted. The Honorable the \inis-
ter of Agriculture has been pleased, froi the appropriation of this year, to devote a
certain amount for" the building of two bridges, which are very much required; two or
three hills yet remain iu want of needful improvenient.

The total superficies of the lands which' are to be found upon the length of the read
from Matane te Cap Chatte is, as i hadftlhe houor to state, 17,554 acres, subdivided into
farma lots. of that superficies 11,078 acres are already giun as Free Grants, and 9322
acres occupied by resident settlers.

A general vicw of the actual state of colonization on theroad from Matane to Cap
Chatte will enable you, I hope, to conclude tat the rapidprogress which celonization lias
niade in that locality during the last three years has been satisfactorv.

The first lanrds giJen as Free G't tupot thic rad from 3atan te Cap Chatte, were

so given on ihe 12th of October, 1860, and now the number of families residing upon the
Iands traversed by this road is 110, of whioh 22 have settled there during last year. Ail
these familles came from the parishes situated along the gulf shore, from the County of
Montmagny to that of Rimouski, with the exception o four families coming from the
County of Charlevoix.

The quantity of fodder grown this year is less than an average. Wliat has specially
contributed to reduce it nuch more here than in other localities, is the loss of more than
100 bushels of grain sown, which was destroyed by the fire that took place last:,July. It
is, consequently, easy to explain why thè increase of cattle, which, in 1862, was in a pro-
portion of 56 per cent. over the year 1861, is this year but in a proportion of 36 per cent.
incrcase on the preccding year. Several settlers, not having the fodder required for their
cattle during the winter, have, at the approach of it, killed their 'cows. This reduction
in the number of their cowsý is a real loss, the effeets of which will, above all things, be
felt during net summer.

In order to point'out, clearly the results obtained during this jear, I submit here a
comparative statement of the live stock for the years 1862 and 1863

about 120 minots to celh resident family,--results wellworthy of attention, if it is
remembered, as 1. have ;ready' stated, that more than onehnndred minots of grain sown
were destroyed July last. These facts acquire, moreover, a double importance when it is
considered that here, as wellas along the whole Gaspé coast, al the clearing operations
are discontinued for more than two, summer months,"during, which time tihe, settlers
employ themselves exclusively in fishing. The LowrS. Lawrence settler is sometimes a
good'farm~er, lwthe is always a fisherman, frj i occupation he has a natural taste"
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therefore, faithful to his ancestors' occupation, the Gaspé settlcr as soon as he has sown
his land, nover forgets, bèfore the timne comnes for harvest, this other providontial resource;
and as the present I1Rcpor.,shows, the 'roduce of the fisheries in the linits of mîy ageney
forms more than one-third in this year's revenue.

Three fishing cstablishments, held by tradrs of the neighbouring parishes, arc uow
in full operation upon the road fron Matane to Cap Chatte. One of these establishineuts
is only two years old, ànd the other two have started tusiness only since last spring.
Thcsc establishmnents, whieh promise to bc of somie importance, are fournI vcry useful to
the settlers, who, without àny trouble, fiud a sonewhat profitable market in excbanging
their fishx.

In the settlements of Cherbourg, Dalibaire and iRomicux, traverscd by the ruad fron
Matane to Cap Chatte, 102 houses and 84 bartns are now crected; 43 buildings wer
huilt in this locality during the year 1863; 18 scttlers having performed considerabh
improvements upon their lots, and not yet resident, intend"'to erect buildings upon thei
landesand reside thereon in the spring. There is now a chapel in theI settlenient o
Romieux, which has been erected under the care of the Rev. Missionary of Ste. Anne de
Monts. This chapel, was opened for worship in September, 1862. There are also twc
saw-mills in the Cherbourg settlement; one of, hich liasbeen in operation for 18 nonths
The hope which I had cxpressed inmy report for the year 1862, of seâing upon the roa<
from Matane to Cap Chatte, a grist-nill put into operation during this last year, coddnot
unfortunately, be realised. However, the quantities of grain harvceted prove more thai
ever the necessity of having a grist-mill crccted in thatlocality. The settlers have to travc
a distance of 24, 30, and some of them even 36 miles to Mill, a laborious journey to mak
where the roads arc bad, and particularly in the winter. I hope that this state of things
considering the growing importance of that locality, will not be of long duration.

In order to give you an exact idca otthe progress of colonization alongthc road fron
Matane to Cap Chatte, I will take the liberty of giving here a recapitulations of the valu

Such arc, honorable sir, the results obtained during the last four years, in a Iocality
whicli bas been su long considered as destined t ,remain forIever wild and uncultivated.
Facts of this importance sufficiently prove the beneficial influence exercised upon the
colonization of tie-couutry by the the opening of roads and the adoption of the Free Grant
system. This influence is perhaps the only one which is now sufficièntly strong, ifnot to
stop, at least to reduce considcably thit current of Canadian emigratin which bas so
long been flowing towards fot:eign lands.

While proving the prosperous state cf colonization along tice road from Matane to Cap
Chatte, I have here to rermark that thé general progress ia suffered by certain partic
wvho, althoughi having obtained their land two or three years agohave totally neglected
cultivating since. 0f these lots17 have been transferred to new settlers during lastjear,
and a still greater nunbef will be transferred during the present year.

I hope therefoï·u, by these means, to put a stop to thisstate oftItings, which 1s the case
heresas upon some other roads where Free Grants"are made,-the new s attl often fali
victims to the sordid speculations of certain vealthy persons who take the lands forsthe sole
purpose of.sellingthein, as t.hcy never intendédtosettle on themi.

TRE GULF ROAP.
The Gulf'Rond starts atihe loer nd of the rnd fron Matune to Cap Chatte. Thi

road, froin its starting point' to te N. end of the Seignioryof Ste. une des
Monts, a distance of 13 miles, has been praeticable for vehieles for many years. .phere are
bridges yet to be built upon the Rivrer St. A nje and Cap Chatte on thnt part ofthe road
but as their construction wilf require considerabldo utlay the ok nigh, be
del yed for af years without any préjudice to thegencral pogress of'oloniztion. Tus
part of the road has beenopened bydcinhabitants ofSt. Anhne and Cap chattée ald is
under the superi'ntendence of the municiplity of St. nae. Starting fron thN
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end of the Seigniory of Ste. Anne des MXonts, the Gulf Road is yet practicable foc vehicles
for a distance of about one mile ; from that point it is ouly traced out througl the forest,
approaching the river shore as much as possible, and is fuï-ther continued as far as the
Great Fox River, a distance of 115 miles.

During many years the want of communication has almost paralyzed the colonization orC
that part of the country traversed by the Gulf Road. The few hardy pioneers who are
scattered along this coast, have always located themnselves in the vicinity of rivers and
streams, which are almost the only accessible places from the shore. At the mouth ofthe
principal rivers, such as the rivers Martres, Marsouin and Glande, the cultivation of land
bas progressed in such a proportion as to met partlya the wants ot the settle's who reside
there.

The total population of settlers residing upon Crown laLnds between Ste. Anne des
Monts and the Magdeleine River was coiposed, in 1861, when the road was traced, of 95
souls, divided into eight families. The hope that tie road would shortly be opened is the
only cause wh' the families residing in that part ofthe couutry have now increased to 45,
forming an aggregate population or 209 souls. These families, a greater part, isolated
from one another, have encamped near the shores of the St. Lawrence, and are awaiting
with anxiety for the opening of the road, which will enable them to ereet buildings along
the line. Some 'of these families, which have already made considerable improvements
upon their lots, intend crecting buildings in the spring along the traced line of the road.
They would all have done so if the distance from the shore, where ini some places the
line is traced, and if the higlciliffs which generally border that coast, would allow au Casy
communication with the shore, which, at present, although very trduous, is the only prac-
ticable route.

I will here subnit a recapitulation of the actual state or the colonization of Crowiî
lands in that part of the County of Gaspé, which extends froi the Seigniory of Ste. Atue.
des Monts to the'Signiory of Grand Madeleine. In this recapitulation I will enter into no
details concerning the seigniories. The population is composed as follows:--

I will
further add, that 26 families whihave settled in different places along the coast dring
the last two years, were al absolutely destitute.

In order to complete that part of my report, in which I believe suficiently to have
shown the tendency towards opening up settlement upon the, ands travers'ed- by the Gulf
Road ine, as also the immediate advàntages derived by those .who settle thereupon,-I
respectfully beg leave to'draw the attention of the Goverfiment to the pressing ecessity
of thisroad being opened up; and of giving Fiee Grants on its whole length1. If now,
notwithstanding tie advantages realizei by the settlers who have sufficient dtermitin
to corne and settle in the locality,. te colonization of the CountylofQaspé has maae fess
progressthan that of other lcalities, it is only d1e to the complete want of neais . of
communîéation., It may be remarked that colonization is progressing even moïearapidly
thaniù11many other parts of tic country along allthe practicable roads in: the county; and

11
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it is a matter of f.ct that not a single road has becn opened which is not partly settled
along the ine. The difficulties which, according to Mr. Baillargé's report, will' have to bo
overcome in the construction of the Gulf road, arc not càlculated to lead to the belief that the
road is impracticable. The greatest difficulty, then, would be the cost of the undortaking.

In this case, though I adhere to the estimate formed of the probable cost of this un-
dertaking when coinpletcl, I will observe, that in the amount of this estimate is included
the outlay for certain bridges and wharves, the building of whieh night be ldelayed for
several years without any great inconvenience. An argumcnt, besides, that miglt be con-
sidered'quite sufficient to warrant the expense which the opcning of the Gulf rond might
necessitate, is the verys importance of that road itself, onI whicli depends essentially the
colonization of all that part of the County of Gaspé situated between Ste.Anne des ont
and the Great Fox River, a distance of' 115 miles. In making this road, the Government
will benefit a population of 4400 souls, residing in the difeLrent settlements spread along
the coast, and which is waiting only till tho road may be opened to ho enabled to estend its
circle, ancl develop the social intercourse.

In oponing up this lie of road, the Government will promote settlement of that
numerous class of Canadian fishermen who arrive here in the spring, and invariably returi
to their homes in the fal, the greatest number witlh the view of spending thewinter in ie
American chantierseoften nevcr to retur, again: Finally, in ndopting this route, the
Government will have completed that great postal communication 'with, the sout , shore
of the St. Lawrence, and Will iudirectly assist the unfortunate seamlen, who often, after
having escaped from the shipwrccks whicl happen along this coast, perish on shore for
want cf sheds to shelter them, and of a practicable road to reach them.

?OPGRESS OF COLONIZATION UWON THE LANDS IN EAR.

Though I have directed my particular efforts tewards the progrcss of colonization
upon the roads specially confided to my care, I have alse appliecd myscf to indnce, as
much as it has been in my power, the settiers tolocate theiselves upon the lands in rear.
of the settlements of Tourelle and Cap" Chatte, and more p:rticularly along the rivors
Ste. Anne and Cap Chatte. It is nost desirable that a largor number of settlers shou]d
come and take posséssion of, and elcar the beautiful lands which arc found in the vallcys
of those two rivers. hie great facility which yet exists of making choice of advanta-
geous placesin the vicinity of the Gul, induces the greatest number of those who arrive
here to settle in the locality, so as to benefit by the advantaes which the fishery offers.
It is tinie to impress our youth with the idea that fishing is net the only mcans cf existence
offered to the settlers of the County of Gasps Thougi it is proper to cede to fishing its
just share of advantage, it is worthy of remark that the comfort of th settlers generally
increases the more in proportion as they neglect fishing, by applying theinselves more par-
ficularly to the cultivation of their lands. Thus"'profiting by tho experience whicli they
have acquired, siome of the settlers are directing their stops towards the settle ments ii
rear. What hbasbeen realisod during thisyoar, lelaie to trust confidently in the future
for a very satisfactory progres ,ln the valley of the River Ste. Anne, 14 settlers have this
year taken possession of lands, fivo of thom have erected houses, and thère are four residen t
families. About 100 'acres of' land have been cleared, a portion of which has prodùcça a
crop this year. There isa'route opened by the settlers along the RiveSte. Anne it
starts fron the, Gulf and is practicable for vehicles to a depth of about three miles. Se-
veral lots have bòcnr taken up beyond that distance. The Government will àssist consi-
derably the cause 'of :colonization here, by having this route continued, whiclh.wi s,
Jargely contribute to the settleimnt cf the lands in rear.

The clearings made this year inthe valloyof the River Cap Chatte , are neay tie
saine as those made in the' valley of tho River Ste. Annuc, with the difference tl>at the
elearings which were commenced a few yoars since inthe foimer, aré much more advanced
than those made in the valley cf the later. Starting from the GuTf and running through
a depth of about four miles, there is, aloog the River Cap Chatte, a good road. of yhich
a procs verbal has now been iade. Were thi road prologed y the Governìent, it
would give a gr'at impùlse to the gene ral progress of the locality

Several lots have been ta kea up this .year iti the3rd auJ4th ranges cf the settlements
of Cap Chatte and Tourelle. The progress of colonization wvuld i norease rapidly i thre



werc easy meaus of coiuiimcatiou for tho settlers. 1Eycrywhcre the soil u toductive
and well fit for verykind of cultivation.

Sucli 13, honorable sir, the officiali account which I have the honr to transuilnt to you,
respecting theIchief requirements, as also the progress and presit state oF colonizaio ii
that part of the country aêsigned to my care. Thi.s statcment bas been made with the
greatest possible accuracy. If, in drawing up this report, I bave taken the liberty. of
making observationsIwhich should not bavc properly formed part of it, niy only object in
so éloing ià to imake known the requiremeu ts ofhotiise localities, and to ive a more cogmplete
idea Of the advantagcs effered to. the settlers in the locality which has becu especially
entrusted to iy care.

the progress of colonization, during the year 1863, alon the roads of which the settie
monts are cdnfided to my care.

TAcnIi ROAD.

TliC work-s upon that part of the road hich bas been Opeued and cornpleted in 1862,
were stoppeI at lot No. 42, in the 4th range of Fleuriau, and have net been further con.
tinued. However, and I am happy to.say it, important works bave becn performed in opening
ofthe road, at a point hvere it intersects the Matapedia Road. This we owe to the
good will of the onorable the Minister of Agriculture, ani it is mny duty to offer a
tribute of respect to this gentleman for his kind attention in granting the request made
lor that purpose.

At present colonization derives great advrntages froin the building of' a bridge on the
Iiver Métise-which this rend crosse and from opening that portion of? the road which lies
bc1tween the bridge and the Metapedia Road.

A remarkable progresshas taken place in that portion of the settlenien t of Fleuriaiu,
where 'te road extends on a length of a little more than two mil s, and I believe it may
be useful to make particular mention of this fact.

The 22 lots situated aloug that part of thè rond are aken up; thcy form part of the
settlement of 29 locatees, 21 of whom reside there. It is a nueleus cf population composed
of 100 souls, of French Canadian orgin, classified as follows:-

A.similar result 'btained in so short a space of time, and in so retricted a ritory
is no doubt vry satisfactory. On this account, there is reason to hope that coloniza-tion will bc rapidly developed along the other parts of the road as the works arc continued.Inorder to justify this hope, it is sufficient to say, that of 74 lots which border the lin'cof road as far as the hinit between he scttlements of Fleuriau and Neiette, more thanhalf are taken up by settlers froM, the Gulf parishes of St. Luce and Ste. Flavie,as thcy
Tvere induced by the excellent quality of the soi], and aniniated by lthc best motives.Already the clearings arc well advanced upon a good number of lots, and the settlc2s' arewVaiting till the road is open to carry on agricultural operations.

I may add that within foùr rniles from the spot where the work on the road wasstopped,'on a depth "of about two miles on each side of the road line, ar 52 magnificent
suganes, in which 26,000 pounds of sugar wemanufactu.ed last sprion; being a valu-
ble resourceas it is the iesult of work which is done during the scason just beforieseed-timne, and which is well calculated to help the settlertin surmounting the difficulties whicharc tó bc encountered in the way of settlement during the first years.

Moreover, as an efficient means of giving a greater impulse to thc colonization of thisregion, and of the neiglhboring settment of Cabot, I have the pleasu t inform-you that
the Episcopal corporation of the diocese lias granted leave to erect a chapel at the inter-section of the Taché and Metapedia -oads, and that even now all the settlers of the Iqca-
ity and of the neighboring places, actuated by the greatest zeal, arc working o prepareand tocarry te the spot the ne essary niaterials for' the building of thisl e hch,
hope will be opened for worship ncxt 1un.er.

Man DIA 3OAD.
This road is intcndcd to open up the townships traversc1 by it. Although thesettlements are somewhat retarded by the delay in its completion, the wcrks performed

during last season have made it practicable ou its whole length.I will here make "a statement as short as possible of the actual state cf caeh cf the
settlements along this line of road, inreference to colonization.

FLEURrvt. That part east of River Métis, ithe first settlement situated along' thisroad. The frce grauts consistof 19 lots of land, form-ing an arca of 1529 acres.
The population is composed of 101 souls, of 'French Canadian origin. -The above-muentioned 19. lots are in occupation. of the locatees, 17 of 'whom are actual settlers. Theagriultural operatious are mucli enlarged, andhe settlers arc in a. comfortable position.The product of the crop 'vould have bécn greatn tuis year had not thé frost 'madod itsappearance, and frustrated the just expec ations of -the settlers. However, the buildingsthe cleanngs, and even the crop and the live stock iave incrcased remarkably, s thaI thinkit well to mention the

The efect of the frost has not been generally felt; in' certain places mor 'exposed to
great currents of air, the crop has suffered no damage. I will mention, for instance, that
a settler has reaped from his land 204 minots- of good barley froni the sowing of 9 n inots;
another lias reaped 97'inots from the sowing of 4-minots.

This small settlement, the resources of which are well in harmony with its wants, may
be 'considered as- coipletely organized and capable of sustaining itself.

CABOT. That pait' of the road whicli traverses' it is alimost completed. 19 lots of
land were granted during the year, in the first' concession of this settlement; 894; acres
arc fit for cultivation, and therc are 55 acres of siashed tiimber' Sen settlers hae sown
upon their clcarings, but the fire hicht originated infhéalashedtimber on theeigbr-g
lots destroyed alniost all the grain sown so thamitaa impossible fo some of thei to
sette theye Only f ouses arc inhabiedand thréebin erced .

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ILÈPAGE and CASUPSCUL. The great extent of, a rich land partly cleared by the
effects of the fire, and adapted to tle settlement of a good nmunber of families ; the existence
of an abundance of water, and-of a great xmany waterpowers, whicli may be easily put in
operation; the important:route of Metapedia, calculated t offer an advantageous commu-
nication; finally, the benefit of free grants-everything concurs in iaking these, townships
places of importance. But as long as the road is, not eitirely completed, colonization will
progress with difficulty; this may also be attributèd to the remoteness of the great centres
of population, of the grist and saw milis, and especially for the Canadian settler (as I h- e
stated in mny former annual report), to theremoteness of the church. However, it is desir
zble that alil those difficulties may be removed before long. With the aid that the Quebec
and Rimouski Colonization Associations nay'furnish, and in order to give stability to the
colonizing elementit is intended to lay the foundation, in so fertile a territory, of k nucleus
of popûlation composed, of young men and of a few families, with no property nor rosþect,
but active and laborious.

The number of located lots along t eroad ine in those two townships reaches the
fihure of 23, divided as follows:

Two families are settled in this locality, one of French Can dian origli, near the centre

of the township of Lepage, in front of Lac à Saumon, for two years ; and the other of
American origin, for many years afthe confluence of the Casupseul and M13etapedia rivers.
This last family receives from the Government an annual subsidy for keeping a station to
assist travellers.

The clearing operations peformed by ihe resident fanilies and by the non.resident
settlers amount to,134 acres, all fit for cultivation. The agricultural products harvested
this year are found satisfactory, and afford proof of a fertile soil, withs a favorable climate.

Mr James Smith, of Rimouski, so well known for his zealin the cause of agriculture,
is of the number of those who have taken up lots of land inCasupscul. with the view of
settling his family. His clearings consist of about 36 acres fit for cultivation14 acres of
which have becn ploughed, in order to be sown in the spring. This year, the product of
a pound and a-half of turnip seed was 500 minots. le has aiso partly built the dam of a
snall saw-mill, and prepared the timber necessary for its construction, and intends puttin
it into operation during next season.

ASSAMETQUAGAN. This township doei not seein to offèr as, many advfntages for colo-
nization as that of Casupscul, so far as easy means of cultivation are concerned; howevcr,
some fine settlement can be formed here. Three settlers of Scotch origin have taken up
lots in this locality for the purpose of settling on them.

IsGTIcoCHE. That part situated along the River Metapedia. Colonization bas made
very little progress yet in this locality. The soil is of good enougih quality, but uneven
:m1d contains in several places a good deal of limestone of a superior quality.

At the moùth of the river Metapedia arc found some old settlements, which I have
meintioned in my report of 1862.

in the least but that this individual good-will, as alsothat existing in the Gvernmeht, will
achieve great results in the future destiny of the popiu1ation, who shre the lands l this
fine country.

The very remarkable progress which, ihad occassièn to note in my preceding annual

report, and which was undoubtedly of suc a characteras to encourage those who are
interested in the welfare of our country, of whatever origiin or religion, is yet too fresh in
your memory ; at-the same tine the public miid'is sufficiently; satisfied with the progress
of settlemet mentioned, as not to authorize me to exolude from this document all nëw
manifestations respecting this centre of population at present so wellknown and' ap-
preciated. In view. of these fa'ets, I ill therefôre content myelf in thisrèport ith
submitting for your consideration, the genéral result of the progress obtained in the
settlement of this road, which miay be enumerated as follows:

P9pulation
The number of lotsin possession of settlers is 258; 93 of which aresettled upon.

The population is composed asfollows :-95 men,69 women, 3& male adults, and 41 female
adults; 119 boys and 110 girls forming a total of 470 souls.

Landed Property.

The land fit for cultivation fôrms an eitent of 1,507 acres, besides 741' acres cho4ped
giving an aggregate of 22481 acres ofi cleared land; together with 83 houses, 79 barns
and stables, and two saw mills, making the total value of landed property to $36248.00.

live Stock
Is classified as flllows:-52 horses,65 milch cows, 55 other horned cattle, 98 sheep

and 72 pigs,-forming a total value of $4,972.00.

Indüstrial Prodücis.

The following is a statement of the ,industrial products :-S,465 pounds of pork,
11,900 pounds of sugar, 3,650 pounds of butter, 115,500 shingles, 210,000 feet of sawn
lamber,or 21,000 boards,62 ells of cloth, 126 ells of fiannél, or 47 ells'oflinen cloth-
all manufactured during the' past year, anýd making a totalvalue of $3,487.55.

Seed sown.
The sowing during tie spring of 1863, consisted of 25 mino sof wheat, 76 niinots of

rye, 279f minots of barley, 19J minois of peas, liminot of buckwheat, 253iKminots of
oats, and 423 minois of potatoes,-forming a total of 1,068 minois sown.

Urop.
The crops of last autumn realized 186 mnnots of wheat, 486 minois of ryed 587

minois of barley,, 127k minots of peas, 20 minotisof buckwheat, l,487 minois of oats,
and 3,418 minots of potatoes, producing a total of 7,252î minots, besides 60 tona of hay,
and 93J tons of straw,-giving.a total value of $4,359.30.

As it is easy to see, only one-third'part of the crop appears here, the remainder
having been lost by the, settlers. The cause is due to the greât drought of the
months of June and July, and afterwards to the early frosts during the first dâys of
September, whiohdestroyed, in a feW hours, whole fields of backward crops.

Notwithstanding this misfortuneý, however, this population, whose faith is suficdient to
enable them 'to sùmit without murmuring to these atmospheric calamities, continued by
their energetic efforts, exerte&inanoter direction, t fintl i -the nihburing lumberers'
shanties, a suffihiency for the wnts of their families during the winterIhere they agerly
availed' themselves of the opportuity thus offred of restoing ta eqlibriuî of pros-
perityand comfort whichvegetation badnot uficientl afforded tïem.

Neyertheless, from the above details this hard populationisyet-to befon inthe
full enjoyment of poper valued at $49,066.85. egual 'ta51649 for eacad ofa
famiily, or 3104&9 per soul, i distributing thî valu e4 allyfamong the residen popula-
tion of the locality.

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I will further add, in conclusion, that the expec ation of thus acquiring landed pro-
perty, is for the settlers sufficient to induce them not to giveup hopes which the progress
of colonization may afford, notwithstanding the heavy losses' that they sometimes experi-
enceaand the numerous diffieulties which usually attend the life ofthe settler during the
first years of his settlement in the midst of the forest.

Il. TACHÉ ROAD (WEST SECTION).

The Taché road, which runs parallel to the river, is situated in the middle of that
imIense forest which extends from the vicinity of the River Chaudière, to the l:nds round
the Lake Metapediac, in the county of Rimouski, and passes along the summit of the
angle formed by the two slopes, one .of which discharges its waters into the St. Lawrence,
and the other into the River St. John, in the State of Maine.

This grand route passes through in the west part of the townships of Buekland, Mail-
loux, Montminy, Patton, Arago, Garneau, Lafontaine, Chapais, Painchaud, Chabot-,Pohé-
négamook, and Armand, and is calculated to offer a vast field for colonization to the surplus,
population of the parishes situated along the river,from Pointe Lévis to River du Loup.
However, it is but partially opened.

There arc 21 miles opened for-settlement in the coünties of Bellechasse and Mont-
magny, and about 30miles in those of L'Islet, and Kamouraska. There is between the
Counties of Montmagny and L'Islet, a distance of 21 miles, yet completely unopened'; also
nearly '35 miles yet in forest, extending from the Mont Carmel roadl to the Temiscouata
road, leaving about one-half ofthe westerly portion ofsthe said road yet to be opened.

The advantages which must be derived from the colonization of this road are incalcu-
lable, since by means of the cross-roads a.tually opened, or which will be opened, between
the parishes on the river and this grand trunk of the colonization roads all the popula-
tion in the interior will be placed in easy communication with that of the seigniories ;s
also, with all the seaports, wharves, and the railroad, and will become for the former an
easy and prompt means of exchanging the surplus of their agricultural produce-all
deriving advantages from the development of the great industrial enterprises which can-
not fail to be established in the middle of those new localities, at a period more or less
remote.

At present the colonization of the Taché iroad includes five townships: Buckland,
Mailloux, Montminy, Garneau and Lafontaine. If is especially in the three first town-
ships that the improvements in agriculture and manufacture are more wonderfully felt, as
being powerfully maintained by a wise ambition that is manifested among those various
groups who share the lands on the road, and are striving for a"place in the growing scale
of colonization.

I am happy to state that colonization -progresses equally well' in the other ranges
adjoining those bounded by the Taché road, in, certain townships above mentioned, but the
progress of which, though it may be important, is not calculated to be taken into account
n the present' stateent.
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,Such is, honorable sir, the aspect of that solitary forest which, scarcely twelve years
ago, no one dared to attack,tbut now, ithans to the scttleis labour and sweat, bears the
stamp of a happy and powerful coniuest, and-what adds to the happiness of these families-
the ce-tainty of being able to cultivate peaceably, in Ithe iheart of the country, farms to
which .they have an undisputed rigiht.

III. CONCLUSION.
In fine, sucI is, sir, the brief account that I have to offer t you, which is of such a

nature as to allow you to ascertain exactly the immense influences exercised on colonization
by the works of the Government, in the completion. onf-rods, by the impulse which is
every where given, as soon as they are opened, 4o taking possession 'of the lands fit for
cultivation.

In order to convince you of the propriety of these remarks, it will be sufficient to state
thatalthough the greatest number of lots in the township of -Chapais have beën'granted
more than a year ago, there is not yet any serious indication of the :idvancement of coloni-
zation in that locality, inrconsequence of the want of communication in order to reach
those lands.

In consideration of the evidence of these facts, I therefore cannot help desiring to call
your particular attention to the urgent necessity of opening up the roads of l'Anse ,à Giles,
Arago Ixwarth, Ste. Héléne, St. Alexandre,'and of Pôhénégamook, in ordér to afford to
the settlers the ficility of reaching the lands of the"Tehé road, which are intended for
settlement.

EXTRACTS FROM THE ORDNANCE LAND AGENT S REPORT FOR 1863.
The improved prospects of the year led to the offering, at public sale portions of the

Ordnance properties in different parts of the Province, and the reult has realized the
expectatioins :formed.

Under your instruction, sales were made at Amherstburgh on Monday, the 16th
November, which produced a sum of $1,540.

On the 21st November, sales were made of portions of the Reserve at Fort Erie-
177 acres and 1 rood-which realized tho sum of $4,278-$22.50 an acre. Instalments
paid, $849.

On the 26th of November, the sales made on Burlington Heights-27 acres 2 roods
and 13 perches-produced $1,521, or $56 an acre. Instalments paid, $304.20.

On the lst December, the sales nmade at Prescott-7 acres and 2 roods-realized
$1,260, or,$170) an acre. Instalments paid,S217.

At Amherstburgh, two wharf lots, with privilege of occupation to deep water; sold for
$770 each. Instalments paid, $308.

The sales were suspended as soonas the market flagged, leaving in allthé above cases
a considerable amount of land to be sold horeafter, which cannot, if judicially managed,
be expected to realize less at any future sale and which, ut Fort Erie, from the character
and positiàn of the remaining lots, may be expected to produce more.

In addition to these lands sold by auction, the claims of certain parties in the Town-
ship of Mailborough to privilege of pre-emption have been recognized by the Department,
and the lands occupied by the parties in question-,7â5, acres 28 perches-reaized a
further suni of 63,210.91. Average por'aere, $4.36. Instalments paid, $381'13.

In allthe above sales, with the exception .'f the Township of Marlborough, one-fifth
of the purchase money was paiddown at the fîne of sale.

Encouragcd by these results further sales have been ordered to take place in the
spring at Kingston, Toronto, Penetanguishene, and at Navy Island, on the River Niagara.

REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT OF COLONIZATION ROADS FOR UPPER CANADA.

WILLOWDALE, 9th February, 1864.
The Hon. William MoDougall,

Commissionerof, Crown Lands, Quebec.
SiR,-In obedience to yoursinstructions,1 have comipleted the account of.expenditure

made by the late, Mr. David Gibson, Superintendent of Colonization Roads in Upper
Canada, on the roads and bridges under his charge, during the year 1863,land I have the
honor to transmit thesame, and the vouchers thereof, with his report.

In the remarks which l shall offer on the operations conducted by Mr. Gibsby during
the past year, I shall observe the sane order in which he introduced the various works in
the last annual report submittcd by him, on the 28th January,-1863.

I. EXPENDlITURE NADE FROM NIPROVEMENT F UND.

1. Southampton and Goderich Road.
In the suminer of 1862, this road sustuined considerable damage from. fireaswhich

swept along it in the Townships of Huron, Kîncardine and Saugeen. Crossways 'werc
destroyed, ýind timber thrown intoind across the road,-and it was otherwise, frôm traffe
and- neglect, in bad condition, and impassable. Certain repairs and improvements were
authorized te belmadk upon it, and these were well:advanced when the wet season, in the
fail of 1862. put a stop to their progress. The works were resumed when thestate of the
ground permitted, in 1863, and were carried to completion. The road is now .n god
condition; but in this state it will not long continue, if it be as before, negleeted by the
municipalities thiough, which it passes., There isý nieaso why it should not be'kept in
proper repair by statute labor. The improvements uad re calculated to fom the ground
work ofs a grave1 road, into which theret is a probability of this road being converåd.

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The aiount expended in thc repairs and improvements of the road was S3,674.05.

After the works ou this road were completed, as stated lu Mr. Gibson's latannual

report, it was found that certain swampy portions. were, iu wet scsons, unft for trael
wing to the great depth of black muck into which horses and wagons would readily sink

Thýeý portions weï·e, duriug 1SG3, iiproved by crowning the road way with gravel and
cay, and the road pis ow in good conditio l0 r travel. The cost of,the improvements was
8265.95.

I my add that the whole works in the wslrn counties, connected with the Iimprove-
ment Fund have now been completed.

I.NPENDTTUREOUT O COLONIZATIOÑ CRANTS.
1. Addèngtou Road.

The'pairs and improvements on the portion of this road which traverses the rocky
ranges in the townships of Shefflield and Kaladarreferred to in Mr. Gibson's last annual
report, were, during 18m3, made by day-labor under the m iiinediate superintendence of Mr.
Ebenezer Perry, at a cost of $1000. The works were earefully and skilfully performed;
and n excellent road is now :nforded through that rugged andbarren section. The repairs
were deigned-and it is.believed will bcfound-to be of a permanent eharaecr, adapted
to the nature of the country, and offering effectual resistance to"the heavy rin, froùn
which, over the rocky range, thc road had principally suffered in previons seasons.

At the dateof Mr. Gibson's lastAnnual Report, this road had been formed-though
not altogether coinpletcd-by Mr. A. 13cerry, to the north boundary of lot 23 in the
eighth concession of Lyndoch; and surveyed and located by him from that point to the
intersection of the Peteison, iRoad in Brudenell. On the 22nd pril last, Mr. Gibson
was inst.rueted to complete the unfinished portion, and construct the road to the Peterson
lio, by dny-labor, under the chargeo? Mr. Niel Stewat.

Mr. Stewart immediately proceeded with the work He finished 2.16 iles ofl the
road fbrmed under Mr. Perry, and, from thopoint where he left off, constructed the road
northw'ard to within a short distance of the Peterson line. Mr. "Stewart discontinued the
works and disnissed his party, undler a misunderstanding of the amount of money appro-
priated, beforo it was all expended, leaving a portion of the rond unfinished But this wna
fortunate. Atthe rate per mile which the road was cotin under the systenriof'dny-labor,
the balance on hanwould not have completed it, but the works r aining were,aiter Mi.
Stewartrlft, let un der-contract to Mr. John Murphy at such iatesas will enable te to
be finished within the sumappropriated. Mr. 1Lrphy bas made sâchp rogress that travel
is rendered practicable over his contracet,-the remaining work will be completed, and the
whole road finished arly in the cusuing season.

he line, as located by Mr., Perry, terminated about the middle of lot No. 29,in tlhe
th concession oF the township of Brudenell, but, under your authority, it was carried

to interseet the 1eterson Rioad, along the side line between lots'25 'and 26. While this
shortens and gives a superior line for the road, the public will be btter' accommodated
than had the, road followed the lie located by Mr. Perry.

Mr. Stewart bestowed mnuch care and attention on the construction of the road. it is
well iiiade, aJ a load of 20 cwt. eau bc dr'awi over it with case'.

2. Bobcaygeon Road.
Since the date of Mr. Gibson's last annual report, the bridge, then in course o? con

struction, over the north0 branchof South Muskoka River has been completed.
No other work was performned on thisroad during 18~63. It was in contemplationto

improve the road between .Ridot and Sherbone, and betweenFranklin and MeClintock,
by devations from the direct line, avoiding certain hills over whieh the road is now earried,
and which otherwise it will e necessary to grade at considerable cost-but no instructions.

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When the change devolvcd on Mr. Gibson, the only contraeti inprogress was that lor
the Great Northern road betwven Garden and Thessalon rivers; a distanceof26.18G miles,
hie %vorks on whiich werc wcll advanced towards complction. On that distancertherc were
numerous small streamns over wbich round-log bridges we built. Echo river was the .only
one of magnitude requiring to b bridgcd. A bridge ona" sign by Mr. Salter was
abandonied after itéhad bcn partly built. The bridge whieh now'spns the river was con-
struicted on plans and specification preparcd by Mr. Gibson. Its eostyas $1,095.47, but
f*rou this Iwas deducted the sun of 897.74, beingthe price of certain material got out for
the bridge, originally designed, anI paid for by the Gtvernment, but which, after that work
was abandoncd, was sold to the contractor and used in the cisting structure.

The various Works on the road had been laid out by Mr. Salter, and were so fhr
advanced that Mr. Gibson liad little oportunity to bring into operation, the systei of
ebnomy which he carried out in other Colonization iloads under bis charge. As stated in
the memorandum in regard toathis road, laid before you on the 7th Deeciîberlast, Mr.
Gibson, on, is only visit to the iorks whîile ii progress, inr 803, " had no sp3cifintiou to
consult. lHe had no instructions tè interfëre with Mr. SaltcrT' orders, nor didi he counterd
mauîîîd theim, excpting to prevent a vcry heavy anti unnceessary expenditure in grading a
lhigb bill ucar to Thiessalon river, over which hierad liatI been chopped-directing the
road to be carried round thehill." When completedI, Mr. Gibson made a Very carcful and
minute measurement of the wholc work, between Garin-antd Thessalon rivers.' On his

case, iverc sent to thie)partmudt, where he contractor's claims werc considered and set-
tied.

Thie total cost of this portion of the ( reat Northe-n road vas $80ß. ,8 iig
s 1,390.00 nstHie average cost per mile, inclusive of bridge.

The road basbeen substantially and well madet the Colonization
R1oads in Upper Canada, constructed by Qr.ßibson, which deviatwithin the 40 feet to
avoid stumps, rocks or other obstructions, the Great Northern road follows a straight liuc,
fromn which all such are reuoved. I This, in a colonization road desigued to open-the country
to settlemert, seems very unnecessary. In many af the aId settletd townships of this see-
tion, stumnps nbound inl the condession and side lies, and the roads wind their devions
ways among then.

These observatiom> believe, enbrace all the operations of' the pst year. Thire
wceks ago Mr. Gibson leflt this place in perfect bcalth to transaet certain lusiness in your
Depaitriient. Wbile in Quebee lie was atttacked by a suddntii illncss, which unhlappily
endedi his li' death.

Mr. Gibso fwas about tel year. ago appointei to the ofic which he beld at his
death. Having been' ssociatei with lim nearlyah tlat tine, as his asistant in the business
of his office, I have hmdt ample opportunities'of obserying th3 sterling-integrity of his
character, th2 zeal uniforuly evinced by him in the scrvice of the Governmient, anti the
anxiety constantly mîîanifested, to proiote the best interests of thie country, where thege
were affectetd bytbe duties entrusteds ta himi. He was consistant and unremnitting in hin
endeavors to hare the works omniitted'tobis charge efliciently and ceouomically performed ;
and while his lhonest independence of eharacterkept hint aloof fron auy act of oppressiou
or injustice towards contractors, ho was ever disposedi to deal by theni with'sneh liberality
as he could, exerceise consistently with his duty to Government. His abilities andtigreat
experience asan engincer, lis extensive acquaintence witl Éie country, the amenity of his
disposition and the confidence which lic in.pired, enablet himîî vory sucessfully ta discharge
the duties of his office. I ln hi I can truthfully say, the Goverûnent has iost a most
valuable and upright servant. I should do violence to my own feelings did . withhold'this
fechle tribute ta Mr. Gibson'sI emory, and i canno think it out of place in discha-ing a
duty whicli the hand of dCath preventedi hiim from pcrforniing.

DEl'AILTMEN T 01 CROWN LANDS,
QUEUEc, 10th November, 186-.

To the lion. the COmmissioner of Crown Lauds.

Sia,--O the fifth of October last I received your instructious of that date t procd
to the exanination of the receut improvemncts made during the past sumImer, upon
the Pembroke and Matawan, the Rastings ar.d Orillia, and Muskoka roads. Also, to
inspect the survey of the Township of Monck, and to examiuc, while in tho vicinity of
the Severn river, the miil-sites upon the cast branch thereo. ' o

The latter duty I have perforiend andspecially reported upon in obedience to yonr
farther verbal order, and [ now preceld to offer ny report upon the road inprovements
and survey above alluded to.

The improvemuent on the Piembroke and Mlatawan road consists of a new road made
frou tie m1outh of the Petcwawa to tLe Chalk river-10 miles-the line being prolonged
and located 10 miles further, to free grant lot No. 4, in the Township of Rolph, on the
old Pembroae and Matawan road, as shown on the accompanying map of this section by a
dotted rd line. After ascnding a prctty long hili the new road trav'erses a geutly
undulatinîg country, dcuded of heavy timber, cropped for some throe or four miles with
broken thickets of piue and cyprcss: even thcse disappear almost totally for two or three
miles, so that a barren, saudy plain, without troc or shrub of any magnitude, is travcrsed,
until somewhere about the 6th or 7th mile, where the road turus 'down into a swampy'and
subsequently more broken country. At and about Chalk River, some evidenes of cay
soil appear, and a tolerable growth of piue timber withsome small admixture o hardwood.
This line, for a distance of about six miles after ascending the bank of the Petevawa River,
needed searcely any formation ; indeed, for the most part over this distance, nothing more

was necessary than, the clearing oF the tract of a brush débris that in soie places littered
it, or where it passed through a littlegrovò o? oypress or pine bushes, to clear them fromnthe

rod. Mr. Johnston hs, howcver, taken out a shallow ditcli on cither side road, and cast
the tufty sods into the centre of the track, the cffect'ofwhich is to render the travelling
upon it roughi ad uneven, whiuh would, if the soil were let in its natural cohdition, be

mnoothî and pleasant. he land, moreover. being almost pure sand, and; excecdingly
porous, uccds no ditching ; and, indved; is only renderec compact (and thus benefitted) hy
the rain; so that a great portion of tCh labor bcstowed on this part ofthe road I consider
to be at lea.t useles

The las four miles of tIe road, passinîg over a differcnt part of tleî country from the
lirst six (as previouslydiscribed), have b.cou carofully and well made. They are thoroughly
.grubbed, ditched and stoned, saliciîently graded aud vcnly cross-laid, whererequired.
The whole eost of the raid (in lcugh, something over ten miles) has beca $3,067.51, ar
au averaec of about S200 per mile.

In order thiat this road nay bc of thu service contemplated in the rejiort of Mcssrs.
Johnston andSinclair. it is absolutcly necessary to continue it northward to the itersection
of the old road c'ir Point Alexander, about 10 milsfurther.

My next examinations wore made' pon the -astings road, in two certain sections'
of vhich we have this year created improveients by altering the-route and inaking a new
road to the extent of about 14 miles in one instance, and 31 in another.

The first is thlrougE Township of Tudor, cotumencing at the Jordan Crcek,
deviating northward from the old road, almost imerdiately' af ter crossing the said stream
and passing through the central parts of ti township, .attaining the doublend o? an
iUc'alulably botter route for a road, and the opening up of the best portions of landiü the
township, therehy scou thei immediate sal 'and settlement.

I a happy. to be abic to state th . Snow, the Provincia baud Surveyor, istructed
by you to explore for nd locate this change, has carefullf andjudiciously performed the
duty, and, as the resnlt of such cfforts. ias succeeded in definng a lineo rodhr
an unusually rough and broken country, which is, nevertheless, upon its completion,
Without anythig seriously dcseming th' name of a Ehl, o even of a heavy grade)and

eE J,
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further (whicl is specially vorthy of consideration) the change iii question avoids entirelyone of the very worst sections of the Hastings road.
The formation f this road is,4n iry estimation, thuIoughly na judiciouslon

s stoned and grubbed completely, Cyery troc found 'standing on the portion of the ro:d Wbe fornied having to bc felled front lie roots and the gdd f of th r
smooth and compact.

T ho marshy and swampy portion s-ofl hi ch th ere is a considerb etent, owing tu
the low lands and creok valleys being generally selected to avoid expensive hil1euttings-are carefully fascined or eross-laid. Whcre au abundant supply of good timiber conld b
obtamied, cross-layiug lias been the nithod chosen as eeno cast expensive. The logs 1arcgenerally of cedtr, well-sortec, of equial length, and partialyflattldl with adzc-work, suthat ncithier great labor for cattle in thc drauglit, n or violent joltng to the load itself,whatever it may be, is experienced. Whcrc good tiber, however, could nt bc obtaiiied,as n' the case of iarshy land, covered over with a sapline or brushwood growh it'tamarac, cedar, pine and oiafuh bed of any desciption o' timber to bec aadi oentis firstlaid at right angles to the road (which, witl ih süpeincumbeit weight afterward
placed upon it, generally sinks its fulil depth iii the swamp, bcing thus,, by perpetualexclusion froiu dry air, preserved from rot); these arc next well covcred and lvelled withbrushwood, and lastly coated with a good ayeruf carth. Thus, in the most 'marsly andswanpy places a road-bed anhusrflee is sccured, ecluallysolid, permanent, and good athatover the dry lands.

About four miles of this chauge y't remai s to bc compctéd. yiz: fromu the crossinof Beaver river to the terminus of the uorth-west corner of udor This is much thecasiest part of the route, aud may be comnpletcd at a cost of S100 less per mile than thopart already constructed. The work is now suspendeI for the winter, but will b csunedand completed carly next scason.
The second improvement on hiroad conimeces inmediate after crossinf the YorkBranch river. Itis also a neNw route soielted to avoid the exceeding hillyand cir uitus

lino of the old road which bas been offected to the extent of shortening the road abouttwo miles in ten, and aining au easy grade witlout a single hil of any serous dillculty.The new route turns westword from the. old one ànd traverses a table flat of tho YorkBranch formed between the said river and a high range of rocky bluffs skirting the riveas far as the,valley of Eird's Creek, whcre, te road turns castwarcfolowing the said valevwhich agan communicates with another small valley lying in a northerly direction, andfinally merges into theo ld road on lot 42, in the Township of Monteagle.Seven and a half miles of this road have bocu onpleted, exhibiting as raked a
contrast with the old road "as an wll b imagincd. Thero is no hill upon the wlioledistanceon this hin. The old routeis au aluost continuous succession of higl hilis fronfirst to last On thc new road twenty cwt. eau bo drawn throughout without the smallestdifficulty. On the old road over some of tic hills, an empty wagon is a sufficient loadfor one team, while a comparison of timo rcquircdo totravel cither route is two to ene -l
favor of the new road.

The road is well made, and is decidedly the very bctpiece of colouization road I havecver travelled. About thrce miles anJ half remain to be ade te complote this change.The wvorks are stayed for te winter, as ou tho Tudor lino previously dcršibed, and in likemanner with that will be taken up and completed carly next season.
In concluding this part of my report, I may"bcsallowed to state that I am o thanever convinced of the propriety and solid advantagc'rctuing from the system of roadmakngas pursued in the above improvoments. Tho grat supriority exhibited in theiover any otherroads of similar character tat- I have examined (evn lvhien, as in theseinstances, constructed under the trammel of eniploying, out of charitable coasideratious,

every class of laborer, young and old, weak and strong, lame or lazy wh prescntedthemselves for employnent),fully demonstrates, I thîink, that under circumstances wllichwould leave the superintendent froc to select such laborers as llis judgpnent approved oits roal economy and practical value wouldbe fùlly established.

The next examinatiu I have to report was made fre i the village of Orillia, in theTownship of NortI Orillia, où Lake Cuclichg oer the rond con!ecting c sad

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village with the south end of the Muskoka ad, wherc it terminates at the outlet of the
Severn river. This road is a most important feeder of the Muskokacolonization road
ad was worthy of the attention directed towards it by the Department in appropriating
the suim of $1,OO (on condition that a like sum shouldbe ocrpended by the municipality
of Orillia) for ifs improvement. This amount bas accordingly,:it is averred, been expended
under contract nrranged by the superintendent, Mr. Gibson; but amI a bouud in candor to
declare that the road is very far from being throughout even a good sh road. * *
Erom this point î proceded up the Muskoka colonization road as far asthe South Falls
of the MÍuskoka. This road, for the most part, i Ian a very bad condition; some few
places have been improved by the settlers, but on the whole little has been done.

Voluntary road-work amounts generilly to but little: The intelligent portion of the
settlers are, however, taking stops to becoineancorporated as a municipality, when a good
dcal of statute labor miay be made available for the benefit of this rond

From the South Falls , passed down the south branch of the river and isited the
Township of Monck, which is bounded on the south-west by the main Muskokaiver,
the easteraboundary being a short distance below the junction of the north and south
branches. I found the Unes of surveys in this township well' opened, posted and blazed.
The river appears to have been carefully traversed, and everything I observed connected
with the survcy indicates the work to have been "performed by one anxious to discharge
bis duty and fullfil his instructions in a creditable manner. Mr. WMrn. Dlane is the
surveyor This township contains a good proportion of very fair, cultivable land as a
consequence heing unusually convenient of access), settlemuent has gone on rapidly, and
every lot in tie township at ail desirable, will very shortly be taken up. Some quite
considerable clearances-are already beginning toappear, and a very fe wyears will, Idoubt
nöt, develop this as an important Imiddle station for market sales and supplies, in this
Nortiwest, , or Parry Sound District of settienient. Good fish abounds in the Muskoka
river and lake, among which salmon-trout, bass nnd pickerel occupy the first place.
IFrom the Township of Monck I passedup the north branci of the river and visited the
saw-mnill crected at the North Falls. Ths is of some importanc to the community
affording, ns it does, small supply of lumber for ,their wants, but it is 'a oor miserable
atifir. The proprietor is cvidently a person possossed of no suflicient menus to improve
the site orutilize the splendid vwter-power that exists here. Any anount of machinery
could be driven at this site under tic ost advantageous application. The North B'ridg
(so called) on the Muskoka road spans tic contraction here fored b the narrow, rocky

orge througi which the river descends.
From this point to ti South Falls by the Muskoka road is three miles.
lteturning from the points lastly described, T Visited the mil-sites on the east branch

of the Severn river, on which 1 have, as before stated, reported il my connunication to
you of the 11hINovember last.

In conclusion. I beg to direct your attention Cenàrally to the i1erensing intiest
wiich is being developed year after year in the Musk'oka and Parry Sourd district. The
'l'ownship of Stephenson, only récently in the markeby is fast filling up with an industrious
population. Mouck, Mcaulay,'Draper and Muskoka are fast inproving, and owingto tho
slowly, but surely demonstrated fact, that, in the section .inquestion, exists tie best agri-
cultural lands tlic Covernment possesses unopened for settlement, nd th excellent fcility
by watcr-communicntion to approach the sani he tide of immiigrtion is naturally and
rcasonably being directed" thitherward. In view of this I would strongly reconmend that
some further appropriation be made the ensuing seasonfor the improveient of the Mus-
koka road asfar as the South Fall wliere a town plot has just beeti surveyed, by instrûe
tions from your Department. $2,000 judicially applied-not by contract, as in the case of
the Orillia road, ddscribed in this report-but after the method so satisfactorily essayed
on the eastings road the past sunmer-would, Ibink, render this rond very passable
one indeed.

SIR,-I beg to offer for your considration the following Genrail Report on Coloniza-

tion Roads in Canada West, and suggestions for appropriations to prolong or repair the
same in the ensuing year-1864

l'EM]EROKE AND MATAWAN BOAD.

LOCATION.-Commnzence., at D',broke on th1 Ottaw. J?,îr anIi k ert th ne as
far as the mouth of tl [cuan:an, about 100 n&s.

This road was opcned and mnade passab1e as ®arly as lhe begiuning off 1854, as a whi-
terroad. Since that pcriod, it appears to have been made and maintained as a snmmer
road, as far as thc mouth of the ctew'nwa. From this .point upwards on the old route the
bridges are mostly' broken down, and the road rendered impassable. IIero, at the I e-
wawa, commences the improvement made duringthe past season a f.lr as Chalk river, and
detailed in ny report of the 10th November last Te only appropriation needed for
this road; I think, is the amount necessary to defray the expenseof making the Petewawa
bridge, now in process'of construction. An appropriatioii of £400 was made by Order in
Councilof 3rd of October, 1857, foirtue construction of a bridge over this river, at the
saine point now chosen. The wurk, howeyer, for some reasons iasneyer proceeded ih.
The brid'ge at present projccted by Mr. Superintetdent Gibson, and aiready contracted for
by Richard Dickson, ofPenbroke, will cost, perc'ontract, S1,81570.

OTTAWA AND OP>EONGO ROA

LOC AT10N..-Fromt Farreil' La>nü on dthe Othtawa, is north -westerly <-Uect on
t~ Opeontgo Lale, ab>out 100 miles.

Tiis road is répresented by the agent to be ina very bal condition, cspecialy fromt
the Renfrew and Addington Junction. upwards.

All this section, however, is pretty well settled, and is undcr the control ofrminicip.,-
lities who should be competent to apply the statute labor in sueli a manner as to rendVr
special aid now (for ordinary repairs) unaccessary. .Unless sone unusual daiage occu
(such as the failure of an expensive bridge, or"an extensive rupture through floods) T ean-
uot perceive that in this, aud similar cases, there should bc a ppropriation for general
repairs * * * *

Withî regard to its furthcr extension at present .Edo no think it would be advisable.
Mr. A. J. Russell, iti bis report to the Burgau of' Agriculture of -e 4th. February, 1859,
states the Iength of this road froni th Ottawate the end of the Madawaska "Yunction Road"
to be 60 miles; and Mr. Gibson, ii his report to this Department of 28th .Yanuary, 1863,
gives the length of road ruade atove the point where thc Junction Road" commences, as
I3 miles. The whole lcngth of tUi Ottawa and Opeongo roads(including the junction road
to the Madawaska) as constr.ctcd and prepared for travel. thorrfore, is about 93 ruiles.
The lnd becomes extremely rough., broken 'and poor at the upper cnd of the road, ania
ià would fori no advantageous connection with any other road, nor lead to any better
section of ianid to extend it, it wfuld not be a b my opinion, t resume operations
upon it for the R TApresent.

FRO2NTENAC ROAD.

Lo chr10I N.-C£oèmneime~ts n the Tou:nsid of Inch/in brooZ, pasñes thzroufgh CYlrendo
an d p t o f Miller te fte 1 sissippi roIll.

This road was built partlyIunder Mr. Godfrcy'ssuperintendence, and paridy under
Mr. Snow's. The, part from the Mississippi river to the Mississippi road is siillIin good
condition, but that part southward cf te river is, aecording to Mr. Gibson's report of the
15th July last, a good' deal out o repair. lTe estimates, however, that fron$600 to $s00
will suffice to put it.in suchaconditionas 'willallow a Jload off 15 cw. to be drawn over it
fron end t end. As the appropriation of $1,000 for repairsupon the roadmade by Order
in Council of 24th of October,1SG2, Ihas not-yet been expeded, ne furthèridto it is
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necessary, unless it should ,be deend dyisable to extenLthe road furthcr northward.
Thisitink-of very doubtful propriety. The location of it, afteïintersecting the Missis-
sippi road (which forms its presint terminus,) for four or five miles, is close to, or identical
with, the last named road. It thon turns more dirèctly northward, bt still converges
somewhat towards the Addington road from -which at its location terminus on the
Madawaska, it is not more than seven or'eight miles distantwhereas, at the same parallel
bêtween the Addington anl the:next colonization road, viz., the Hastings, the distance is
at leastthirty miles. The superintendent suggests upon this subject'whether it would iot
be judiciousto change the site of this road, carryingcit more eastward to the Madawaska.
If it be desirable at all to continue the road, f cntircly'coincide with his opinion; but I
cannot sec that it is requisite to prolongsthe road any frther.

The whole country here is sufficiently accessible through the Opeongo road, the
MNadawaska river, and the Mississippi road, allrunning in north-westerly and nearly parallel
directions and of distances of flot more than ton or t elv miles apart. * * * * *

ADDINGTON RoAD.

LOCATION.-Fom Clareview in Shefeld through Kuladar, between Barrie anci An-
glesea, anad through Abingo,. Denbigh, and then throi' Lyudock and Brudenell to the
Peterson Road Line.

This road had been stayed in its extension until last sprin whcn he prolongation of
it was taken up ori Perry's survey of the line through Lyndoek and Brudenil,, to the
Peterson road, or to (as this part of the lPeterson road is more commonly designated) the
Ottawa and Opeongo junction road.

Laborers were employed by the day under the superintendence of Mr. Neil Stewart,
who, on the above system, had constructed the road as-far as the 7th concession of Brude-
nell, when, itappears, he abandoned the work, and the Superintendent has let the emainde r,

* viz., to the intersection of the IPeterson road, to be completcd by contract.
The sum of $1000 was appropriated by Order in Council of the 2nd March, for con

structing-this part of the Addington road, which amount I infer front Mr. Gibson's ltter
of the 14th November, will be sufficient to complète the road to the junction with the
Peterson.

Last year, in comphance with vaious applications and recommendations, $100 was
appropriated for repairs, chiefly in the Townships of SheffieldI and Kaladar. This amount'
has been expended by thc Agent, Mr. E. Perry, under the Supei-intendent's direction.

TIIE MISSISSIRPI ItOAD.

LOCATION. - ommences inr North, S7erbrooke, anzd asses ticnce throu.& IPalmersion,'
Clarendon, MilleIr, and ilAbinger, to the intersection of th Addington road, to whic7 last
point it is made and travelled.

This road was originally well made, and "if hs generally been conceded,. is a model
roaI. No additional amount has been expendced apon it for repairs since its formation, nor
has any complaint rcached the Department, calling for sucIh aid.

It has been further located through the Townships of Ashby, Mayo and Dungannon
to the intersection -of the Hastings road, somewhere in the valley of York river. The
location through the Township of Ashby is somewhat tortuous and rough, and would;, on
the present site, be expensive to make owing to the exceedingly broken character of that
part of the township.

Mr. Snow lhas .discovered, since the period of theroad survey, amuch betterroutefor
a road,-passing also through very good ham dwood land, west of Thirty Island and Bark Lakes.

This road, with, the above change of location.effccted, will pass through three town-
ships of fair average quality of land, two of which, viz., Dungannon and Mayo, are as.yet
mainly unsurveyed,'Mayo entirely so, and Dungannon ýhaving only one-range ofblocks
adjacentto the Hastings road subdivided. .

The Mississippi :road is thence, viz.,, from its intersection with the Hastings.pro
jected westward to the bridge,. over the eastbranch of the Severn river, ns forming a
grand middle road between the Peterson r0ad atd the navigable waters of Sturgeon
Buckliorn,= Salmion and .Stoney -lakes, passing throughi Faraday;e -Cardiff, -Moumouth,

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Glamorgan, Snowdon, Lutterworth, Digby, Dalton and Rama, and when completed will
forn a nearly direct road-line of communication between the-'Ottawa .and Lake Simcoe.
The full completion of this road, however, cannot be aecomplished in one year; but its
construction is, in my, fpinion, so desirable, and even neceëssary, to forward the settlement
ofthis vast tract of yet comîparatively unsettled country, that PIwould strongly recommend
its progress not to be lost sight of.

TUE HASTINGS ROAD.

LOCATION.-Pron the Village of 31adoc, northward tlough Madoc and Tudor, and
eticen ,Tudor and Lake, Wollaston and Limerick, Farady and Dungannon, Hersche,

MJontengl, &c., &c.
Considerable improvements have. been made on this road during the past summer, as

I have stated in detail in my report of the 16Éh November last.
The improvement contemplated bythe ffastings Ceonty Council (* *

will make this road a good one, as far as the ,Township.of Tudor-say 14 miles.
The improvenent from the Jordan Creek in Tudor, to the south-west corner of

ILimerick, will constitute 14 miles more of excelleUt road, and th e second improvement-
above YorklBrancl again-will add about Il miles more, making in ail about 39 miles of
good road, in an entire distance of about 63 miles. There will still thëre'fore remain, of
thi3 whole distance, about 24 miles of "bad road to comnplete the Hastings asipermnanently
good, as far as the middle of. the Townshipof Monteagle; and as the portion of the
road above this is in a comparatively fair locality,-and a good settlement exists in the
north-wcst corner of Monteagle and the north-east of Herschel--the. people would be very
well able to improve this small part' of the road thenelves, if a small appropriation, were
judiciously expended the ensuing sumnier, upon intermediate sections of it-from York
Branch to Tudor, and from Tudor to Madoc north boundary. The whole of the, Hastings
road might then be pronounced a good colonization road, and immediate and very
encouraging resulis would, I arU confident,-tlrough its settlement and general improve-
nient-be witnessed.

THE BURLEIGH ROAD.

.oCATION.--.ro B eigh Rapids thl ough Burieigh, AnStruther, Chandos, Cardîff;
Monmuuh and Dudle-y, to the Peterson Road.

About twenty-three miles of this road wcre made by contract; twentymore are now
under construction in the sanie manner for the gross sumiof $1,952.50.

The sum of 89,0 was appropriated towards its extension by Order in Couneil of the
24th of October, 1862, $1,500 of which was applied for the settleménu of the1ast contraot.

After completing paynients on the present contract, there will remain, of the lást
appropriation, a balance of $2,547,50.

The completina of this contract will carry imnprovements on the Burleigh road as far
aiW the 43rd mile. There will then remain about thirteen miles ofunfinished ineto reaoh
the >etcrson road.

HE B130CAYGEON ROAD.

As -the "Monck road" will probably pass within four iniles of the present northern
terminus of this road, I think it very desirable that the latter should be extendcd so as to
form a ju6etion therewith-and, I would suggest that a suflicicnt appropriation e iade
for that purpose.

THE ViCTORIA ROAD.

LoCAT i.-From Lot 20 in Edon between Eldon, Fenelon, BexZey, carden, Laxton,
Daîton and Digby-thcnce across Longford and 'Oaley, itersecting the Peterson road
nelar the bridge over the Black Riser.

An appropriation of $4,500 wasImade to complete this road through Longford to its
present terminus, by Order in Council of the 24th of October, 1862 * * *

The contract was tzken by Jcseph Foe and Wm. J. Lindsay, in May, 1863, for
$2,526.27, and reported by the superintendentin Ocobor last, as nearly completd. There
will hence remain, of 'the appropriation made for this road,S*1,973.73, to be applied to
other improvements.

It has been suggested with reference to this road that all the crossways on it should
be covered with earth as far as the Peterson road-that is, in fact, the wholo length of the
same; probable leost-$2,O00.

THE M1USKOKA ROAD.

LOCTio.- Fo m the foot of Lake Couc7iching nortihward ihrough. Mtorrison, Mus'
koka, Drapr, 'acaulay and Stephenson.

This roaWiciompletcd to the vicinity of Fairy and Vernon lakes, and pases through,
much goôd ând fast improving country ; indoed theland ill the way 'fromthc Fells (24
miles beyond -hich the road is made) is of the best quality to be found in this latitude.
At about the ninth ile the Parry S'ond road line branches off fromathis road in anorth-
westerly direction, passino between- Skeleton and Rsseau lakes;, andleading to a large
section of tleiably gooddard for settleient:in that direction. Hence it'will be seen that
the Muskoka road is; for 30 miles of its'length, the highway, n'f only to the section of
country fór the opening up of which it was directly undertaken, but also to thatlying to
the north-weswhich is subseqently to' be reached by the Pïry: Soun& roadwhica
branches off from itat the above cited distance. At a distance of about tåelve miles onIthis
roand ih ofproaches ithin40 chain öf a b of Mùskoka lake, whencein e summer
season,' convènient access Dy boating canbeh to the country lying t0 the westward of
Lakeë Jose;and? aso (th6gi by a somewhat cii-uitous route) to the south dndl-north
falls of th uskoka river.

The greàt' public utility of this road, and its'special claim to support in the interest
of general set'tlemen , induces me torecommend heartily 'a suiall grant to improve it, as far
as thé town plot, laid outa and north of the' S'outh Falîs.

There are hero about twenty miles of road which a judicious oxpenditure of, the above
amount wou d render very passable:

'f his latter distance, at the rate that thd first twcnty miles were coutracted for, would
cost, $4 224, and the total amoun required for the 4 miles of the Parry Sound road
would be $7.888, leaving abalance of the appropriation made for the constructibn of this
road, by Order in Council of the2th October, 1862, of $2412.

It would thus appear that no further appropriation will be necessary the ensuing
season for this roadý, as i iis not at allprobable that more than 43 miles of ary one
roadý will be made inra single yeur.

In 1862, the number of season-lidenses issued was 6 thus showing afallinoff,
during 1863, of nearly one-half the nuimber of lessees, and a Conequent growing spirit of
defiance to the Fisheries Act, and the regulations made thereunder. EIneed not refer here
to the cireumustanees whieh have brought about such a state of feeling amog the fisher-
men, as these were very fully explained in my report for 1862. It nmay, however, safely
be predicted that the system of seasonlicenses will not work in a satisfaetory manner,
cither in the interests of the revenue or the protection of the fisheries, until the Fisheries
Act is amended by the legislaturc.

Without making special reference to all thë difficulties I have, met with, in my
endeavors to induce the fishermnin to take season-licenses, I beg to state that nothing has
had a greater tendency to defeat nmy ,fforts than the knovwledge or the belief that the law
is powerless to compel payment of rent foi fishing in front of private property, and that
this belief has been greatly strengthened on account of the cireumstance- that, no legal
st< ps havo been taken to rec er the large balance still due the department, onaceount of
the three years' leases. If the right of ownership to the channtel bank, elaiid by the
landed proprietors on the Detroitriver, is no" determiimed in a satisfactory manncr,and
the extent of the auihority exercised by the Government ovemr the fisheries in r that river
is not more'exjTicitly established thanpat presentit will he impossible toyinduce an of the
parties fishing therein to'take out a license, beeausc they believe that their own title deeds
have alreaäày conferred the privilege upon them.

Th. lgreatjac ,iease of gill-et fihing in the inland aters of the lay ofQuinté,
Wellington Beacheid àuthe Conseconhas become a matter of loud complaintbythoe

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who use ,the seine-nets in those waters. These parties demand the prohibition of gil-net
fishing altogether; on which condition they profess to be willing to come underthe opera-
tion of týie law and take leases or licenses at a reasonable rental. It will thus be seen
that the control at first secured over the fishermen is steadily declining, and nothing but
a more efficient legal enactment will restore the waning authority.

It will be seen by the aecompanying statement of moneys received, that no part of
the arrears duc on the three years' licenses-a statement cf which accompanied my last
annual report-has yetbeen paidý; neither have I been able to collectany part of the money
due on the season licenses issued in 1862. The fishermen. in arrears in the Bay of Quinté
region promise, however, that they will pay all arrears cheerfuily, providecd only the gill-
net fishing were prohibited.

The past year has, I regret to say, been very unsuccessful in point of revenue; yet
it should not be forgotten that the improved mode of fishing, introduced through the
operation cf the law, is every year tending to inerease the value of the fisheries, an d-has
so far prepared the way for the framing of such measures as, would tend to their still
greater improvement,':and even, I believe, to the creating of a source cf revenue.

Having commented so fully on the condition of the Upper Canada fisheries in niy last
report, and explained, in sofar as my experience has enabled me te judge, the amendnents
which are required to improve the Fisheries Act in the, several letters which accompanied
it; I do not deem it necessary to nake any further remarks thereon, as the experience of
the past year bas only confirmed mnyopinion in the judiciousness of the variousssugges-
tions which I there took the liberty of making.

ABRIDGED REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT OF EISHE IES FOR LOwER CANA DA, 1863
The Hon. Commissioner of Crown Lands,

Crown Lands. Office.
Sia,-I would-now submit to you a statement cf the duty that lhave been engaged in

in that locality within which I 'have been permitted' to at.,
Having been informed that the fishway had been carried away from the mil dam at

the River St. Charles, I visited that Iocality and found that it wiras so. I notified'the owner'
that it must be constructed without delay. On the following week the instructions I had'
given were compiied with, and the fishway bas been in good working order to the end cf
the season.

.The men being engaged in the repair of the dam and the dahl, I advised them te con-
struct a gate, 'so that the whole of the water should flow over the dam when the mill was
not- -in operation,,which they promised te do. There are many things that operate
against the River St. Charles, the aqueduct, the "hipbuilding operations, and the con-
stant seining at the mouth of the. river render it almnost valueless as a salmon river. I do
not"know that any salmon have been taken there this-season.

July 9.-Proceeded' te River Ouelle with the intention of removing the fisheryin oc-
cupation- by Mr. Casgrain', who had' refused te take a license, claimning the "droit de
pêche:" (as seignior);' called on Mr. Casgrain, te whom I had previously written, he-said
he could do' nothin'g, as, since the 'death cf his. father, bthe affairs' cf 'the Seigniory were in
the hands ofhis brother, the Rev. A. Casgrain. Itold him that it was with dép' relue-
tance,:but that-I should be compellcd to cause the net 'to be removed. After consultation
withthe agent and notary (lr. Martin), Mr. Oasgrain consented-te take a license as he
was the person actually in possession' of the fisery. The foloing ý day I exaained l the
fishwaythat was'being constructed on t'e'mill dam bel onging toMr. King, on the River
Quelle; they 'hada taken muchi care in the construction, but it was buiilt cf deals,.and&tie
cross pieces willjI am sure, net be able'to resist the spring freshets.. Mr. Kingf stated it
was' lis inention~ te constrïct a fishway cf square timber.
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I pointed out some defects, which w-re promised to be remedied. I afterwards visited
Mr. Leteier, and went with him to his mil dam; no alteration had been made irrit
though a few hours' work ould make it very effective. hen there is plenty of waterun-
ning over the dai the fish are abieto get over, but in the sumner the river is generaIly
low, with scarce sufficient water to work the different mills, and as a consequence littlewater
flows over the dans, and the salmon congregating undue risk is run of -,their being swept
off by poachers. On neither Mr. Letellier's mil.dam tior on Ar. Casgrain's 'was there any
water flowing over, and 'the river was exceedingly low., There were considerable quantities
of salmon fy in the river, and nany'salmon under Letelier's mill dam.

Drove to Kamouraska river, inthc, rear of River Ouelle, about seven miles distant;
not having a canoeI could not examine much of it, but was inforined there was a succes-
sion of high failIs ;the portion I examined was sluggish and swampy.

'Thé next day I pointed out to Mr. Martin, thegentof Mr. Casgrain, the place it
would' be advisable to construct a fishway. The cifficlty on this river arises from the fact
thai when the water is high the fishcan get aboye the mill'dams belonging to Mr. Letëllier
and aand they think it isunnecessary to construct a fishWày, while acknow-
ledging their iliability to do so. T have mi elf seen the saImon fry swarning above eacb
n tiil dam.

At Mr. King's dani I caused the full powei of Wat e tô be thrown on the fishway and
pointed'out the improvements necessary to its effectuai working and the mon were lmm-
diately set to reniedy the defects. Mr. King has a sincere desire te aid and facilitate in
carrying out the instructions that I gave, and to do ail that he can to coustruct an efficient
salmon pass over the mill dam,. which is the highest in the river. Dove to tie railway
station and thence to 'Quebee.

July 12-14.-Visited the mill dam at Lorette, and the Chaudière and Etchemin.
Jad/IY.-Left Quebec to visit, the various mill dams on the Chateauguay river; at

Chateauguay there are two belonging t the Grey Nuns ; at St. lartin, one belonging to
Mr. DeGuay fat flowick, one. belonging to' the late Hon. E. Ellice; at Durhami, one
belonging to the sane owner; at the portage above Durham there is one dai belonging to
one James Goundry ; at Huntingdon, one dam held'jointly by Mr. Henderson andGeorge
Lighthall. On the Trout river, abranch of the Ohateauguay, there is a mill dam belonging
to Mr. Henderson ; and, within an acre of the boundary line, thre is a very extensive dam
belon ging to aMr. Webster. Having visied these, and given the necessary instructions
for the construction of the fiskways, I crossed, the country through Athehng and again
cut the Chateauguay -drove to the highest mil1 ithin Canadian boundaiy (Johnston's),
and thencë proceeded downward,; examined a mill dam beIonging to Thios. Birehy;pro-
ceeded to ,Huntingdon, and from tlience to the River St. Louis, an inconsiderabie'streani, onù
the dam ofvwhich there is no necessihy*fora fishway.

Called at the office of the seignior, and there, as well as at the different mil' dam
proprietors, gave te necessary instructions for the construction of the fishways in accord-
ance with the law. Saàlin, formerly frequented th Chateauguay and all its branches.
The 'Grey Nuns informed me thàt, some years since, they hadl been engaged in a law suit,,
being charged by the residents with-destroying the river, by building the mill dams, and
thus preventing thé saimon from ascending the river; they proved, however, that the fish
did ascend, having sent their men who captured salmon far above where the mil damhad
been built. At Huntingdon I also was informed that salmon were at one time veryabundant.

Proceeded to Montreal",and from thence by st eaer toQuebec, were I arrivedon
the 24th; a more extended report of, my examinatiun of this extensive district i 'have
already submitted to yOU.

By your let'ter of tle 20th Juiy, my attention was directed to the sale of small sized
grilse in the public markets; and on my return froin Béauharnois, I proceeded te examine
the 'different fisheries on the south shore. Will the Oomnissioner please cause the state-
ment Isubniittëd to him, in relation thereto, to bu appended te this rport?

Havingrheard chat illegal shin- was taking place at ("Brompton'Fails," I proceeded
thithë andefound two persons fishng at the mili dam; the one lhad in ibis possession a
spear, and the otheralanding net, commonly a -d ip-net;>' afri weaiting and ob-
seiving them för an houro two, the only fish thtidaw taken was a suckerf with the dip*
net. I examined the fiybwàys and fonid one 'o b ery effêetive;tle 'other ot o nt

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tothe office at the mill, and told the clerk T was sorry to find that the"men eiploye&atthe
mill should be engaged in. fishing, as 1r. Clarke, senioryinfoimed me that-hewould.fôrbid
it; -thtough differént sorts of fish were doubtlessly killed, yet publi rumorsaid that a
great man 1salmon had been taken at the mill dam.both by not and hy spear. M raser
told. me ,he-could noetfromu personal observation, say that salmon had been taken, though
lie believed manyhad been caught-that pike, ikerel sturgeon, carp, adwhitefish ere
taken at times l great quantities, and that ho had.heartd thé milpeople say that they had
seenx a good.,many salmon;go over tie fishway.

'The nextday I examined thedfishrways with Mr. Clarkejun: .At one fishway ;the
salmon can ascend: casily; at the other the fish-could not getover. While we were stand-
ing near, consultingsthe best method to facilitate the passage of the fish,we'siwasalmon
make many vain'attempts to overcome the difficulty.

The curé was very kind thanked me for tl informa-
tion I had given him, and said he would publicly notify his people on the following Sûn-
day aftcr service, and that he would be happy todo all in his power to-aid in carrying out
so valuable'a law. Continued my course up the river, and examined themill dam on the
Black river (a tributary of the St. Ann), gave the necessary instructions and pointed out
the place where tie fishway should be built; showed the foremnan and owner the plan of
construction. Salmon used to frequent this river in good numbers, which is.well adapted for
spawning; the falls of St. Ann prevent tie salmon from proceeding higher; thougli
there is abundance of good spawning ground. Returned to St. Ann's, called on Mr.
Methot, pointec out to him the requirements of lie law; ,showed him the plan of the fish-
way, gave him the oficial notice, and requested him to sec that the necessaiy work was
constructed as soon as possible, showing him the time of limitation. Mr. Methot evidently
did Inot feel satisfied to comply with tic instruction, and conceived that the chute would
have been, sufficient for the purpose, as the salmon were thought to go up it, inasmuch as
they had been seen above the dam, and, indeed, had been captured under the falls.

The St. Ann is a most excellent salmon river, adm1irably adapted in alrespects to
their habits, swift running, with rapid and deep pools, rocky bottom, with sand and gravel;
it Lonly requires. a little protection to makeîit a valuable salmon river. I would like to see
it in the, hands of some person who would carefully preserve and guard it for two or three
years; it would then have become well stocked with salmon, and thus the lessee and the
public woUld be mutually benefited Proceeded to Batis'can, and thence to Quebec.

Sep. 21st.-Submitted to the Commissioner a communication in relation to the Lake
Magog fisheries, and stated tiat I had-every reason to believe that serious depredations
would take place on these waters, and that it would be absolutely necessary that proper steps,
whichI siutimated, should be taken to preventwanton destruction; verbally I had also
elearly explained what lad previously taken place ; what I felt assured would again take
place, and the necessary means of prevention. To that letter I was surprised to be requested
to state, of what nature were the depredations that I apprehended; though from record, and
mueh: verbal communication it was knonivu that the abuse consisted of the wanton and
destructive spearing of the large lake trout on their spawning beds, and which had caused
much perplexity the preceding year. I replied to that letter immediately, stating the
evils I apprehended. About amonth had elapsed when I received a letter frem G. R.
Robertson, Esq., of Sherbrooke, informing nie that le was assured by several pa:rties that
the inhabitants near Magog were continuing to destroy the fish at the lake. Thisletter
I submitted to the Commissioner, and though I did not doubt but that the statements were
correct, to be doubly sure I wrote to John Wright,, Esq., a resident on the border of the
lake, statingthe purport of Mr.,IRobertson's letter, and asking if it could"be verified. In
answer I was informed that great depredations were taking place, that spearing was almost a
nightly occurrenoe, and that large quantities of trout had been killed.

Again, my attention was directed through the press (by tie Secretary of the Fisi and
Game Protection Society) to the spearing of salmon on the St. Francis- I called on that
gentleman, and received from-him the fallest information in relation to one of the parties
who was an aggressor.

The Collectors of Customs, have, in accordance with the law, transmitted to me their
annual returns of vessels licensed by them mnder the provisions ,of The Bounty clauses of
the Fishery Act. The following are abstraetsifrom the returns. "Total number of vessels

Stn,-For the i 0forntuon of fis E cellency the Governor G-nerali in Council, I
have the honor to submit the following report of my mission to the Gîîlfý'of St. Lawrence,
for the protectionof our maritime and fluvial fîsheries, the maintainiug of' rder and public
peace in our seaports and at the fiähing stations, and for the several otler purposes
enumerated in imy report of last year.

The armed Government schooner La Comulienne, of 230 ton, carpenter's mene
and 109 tons, new mensurecast ashore during the night of the 24th Novembér, 1861
during a snow storm, a little above Little Trinity River, had bee" rtised from lier dan-
gerous position, floated and towed to Quebec, during the month of August, lst year. By
order of the Commissioner of Public Works, she was examined by competent work en. and
found to ,be susceptible of repair, and agaiu rendered fit to be employed in the servic of
protecting the fisheries.

The repairs made ac.cording to instructions from-the Board of Works, by Government
carpenters, under the inspection of Mr. Buteau, began in the spring of thi"-year, but could
only be completed by the 25th of Mayý,at which date the Canadiene was ready for sea.

Unfortunately, this was three weeks-too late, aud I must not lose the opportunity of
expressing a hope, as I have already donc several times, that netyear, the schooner pcr
forming the service in the gulf iay be readytstart at the opening of the navigation ;
that is to say, during the last week of April, or by the beginaing of May, at the latest. it
is almost needless to repent that the greatest uinmber of tishermen and foreign sailors are-
engaged, in the herring fishery, at Magdalen Islands, during the nonth of May and, con-
sequently, it is during thissperiod that the greatcst need of the protection of the schooner
is felt.

a the 27th May, at threc-in the afternoon, everything being rely, we lef Quebec
with a favorable Westerly wind, expecting to make a short trip down thn river; but after a
few leagues the wind shifted to thëeast,l and blew frointhence tili the 30th hen we
anchoredoff Rimouski' harbour.

I went ashore to distribute the ,aluion flshery licenses othat place, and engaged,
for the Department of Public Works, workmen whom I had to bring to Seven Islands to
repair the house, and office of Mn. Smith, Collector of Customs at that port. E lad on
board the schoonri, the necessary 9aterials for these repairs, such as brieks, lime, boards,planks, shingles, hard-'waré, &c., thcreby, causing a great economy to theBoard o? Public
Works ; the;transport ofthese articles fronïi Quebec to Seven Islands being- douewithout
any cost to the province.

The east wind continuing on the 1st, and tilthe night of the 2nd of June we *were
obliged to remain at anchor above Barnabé [sland. Atlast we started withalightbreeze
fromn th.e south west, ad next morniig, on the 3d, we dropped anchor at Godbout river,
where nobody had yet arrived .for salon fishiug. On the'samne day I visited Point es
Monts, Trinity and Caribou Islets Poiut. Lu this last ramed plce, I had to tr# two
parties accuscd of having stolen shipwrecked goods; the proof' boing conclusive they
were fined, and at once paid up. "I delivered salion fishery licenses at these;places.

On the 4th, Ltouched at Pentecost River, where t'issucd one salmon fishing license;
and at the, establishiments of RaggedIslaads, where cod ishing had not ybegen. In
the afte-noon we anchored at Seven Islands. Mr. Siumith, whom had brought' frm
Quebec, with lis family, laâded there ; and allhands were at once'employed unlondingte
effects intended for this port, which work we were engaged atdurint U wholé 0
the 5th.

On the 6th, notwithstandingcont'rary winds and strong currents froni theeastwe
arrived at Moisie river. I visited the fishing posts, and gave ieses for te Eail salîol
fisheries. Salmoöä fisiin had. begua in the river ou the 24thô May, but onlydä~sa
number of fislÎhad beentaken. héirst siòoal o caplin had eenseen oy onb tc

of our arriva;l and before we left for Gaspé, which we did in the evening, sehooners had
comne in with for drafts-of codfish. There was a greater numberoffishermen engaged in
cod fishing at Moisie than in previous years; and if' success attends their exertions, and
remunerates thein as tliey deserve forthriard and dangerous labors, this place will
supply a considerable quantity of dry codfish for foreign expert.

On ti morning of the Sth we were off Magdalen river, with contrary winds; and on
the 9th, at four in the afternoon, wc arrived at Gasp6 Basin. I immediately began granting
salmon fishery licenses for the rivers York, Dartinouth, St. John, Peninsula and Sandy
Beach, and, with the help of Mr.Thomas oyle, fishery overseer for this section, I was
enabled to finish by next mnorning. Many vessels froMI Europe were in Gasp6 Basin, with
carges of salt, merciandize and fishing imîpleimetits. There was the usual number of these
vessels fitted out for cod-fishing, and those for the north shore had perhap slightly-in
c'reased.

On'the 10th at A.M., we set sail, but the breeze being too slight to enable us to icave
the Basin, we started only at 2.45 v.M.

[ the afternoon of the llth we anchored at Percé. Four Candian fishing schooners
were ancliored at this place, and the steamer Lady Ilead also called there on the same day
on lier way fromn Pictou te Quebe.

Caplin had niade ishppearance on the shores of Gaspé and neighborhood at the
ordinary time, that is to say, at the bcginning of June, and had not been very numerous.
Codfish, without being scarce, was not so abundant 'as is usual at this period; but not-
withstanding that, a good uany schooners had been successful in their fishing, and some
of thiem had already caught 10L0 draft of codfish each. This was a very encouraging
beginning, and, lu the cvent of codfish not failing.on the banks, the fishermen should cer-
tainly expect to catch 30) drafts during the scason; which quantity being dried, and
having added to it the cod liver oil, would rprsent a sum of $,000. The number of
fishing boats of Percé and Bonaventure Island was more nuierous than in the previous
years.

On the 12th, at 0.15 A.M., we set sail for Magdalen Islands, with a light bieeze from,
the north cast, and at 4'p.t.,, on the same day, droppedanchor in Amherst Island Harbor,
(Magdalen Islands). I visited theceadfishing stations of this Island named the Basin,
Cape Moule and flouse Hlarbor; and learnt that cd fishing had begun in these places
under the most auspicious circumstances. Fisli as well as bait inre abundant; the only
want felt being fine weather to allow the men to spread their fish whilst on the banks

A.t Deadman landfour schooners, which had arrived on .the 4th of June, had al
ready caught in a single wcek 100,quintals of dodfish. Schooners fishing on the banks in
the offing were in proportion equally succcsful

On the norning of the 13th we anchored in PleasantBay I landed at Amherst
larbor, met the Collector of Custons and the principal inhabitants of the" place, and learnt

that ali thc fsking as successf*ul. Ilerring lad been seen as abundant as usual in Plea-
saut Bay; but on aceouît Uthe low price (caused by the A.merican war closing the South-
crû markets), which. barely repaid thé eost ofbarrelling, there had been caughit only 25,000
barrels, against 60 to 70,000 barrels canght in previous years.

Banks of fluating ice, driven by north-west winds, and covered witliîyoung scals, had
stoþped ,near the orth shors of Grindstone Island, and- the neighbouring inhabitants
hastuned to profit of this ,splendid i.trvust which Providence gave thei, and to reap as
much as pussible by it, iii spite of the dangers attending this lunting-sonetimes pursued
to a distance of two leagues fron the shore. I Whist hundreds of people are engaged on
the ice, the banks move away, driven by iand winds, te eali-hunters have te bc carried
backin eanoes; if' not, those renaining on the ice arc soon doomed todeath-from expo-
sure and luier, assth thing has occurred niany tiimes at Magdalen Islands to poor unfor-
tunutes who could not be got ashore, and disappeared for ever with the banks carrying
themu away. This yar, cases of fruzen foet lad, it is te be regretted, occurred ; one of
which proved fatai. During the few days this hunt asted, there had been collected about
2,500 y6ung seals, of the vaine of one pound cach.

Codfisbig, begun carlier than usual, gave inosi satisfactory results; ner before,
indeed, had thiffish been seen in greater abuudance in Pleasant Bay and all along the
shore than this year; numbes of bonts weretking from 4 te 6 drafts a day.
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Mackerel was seen in Picasant Bay only during the night of our arriVl, but in thick
shoals, and numeraus nough. The Magdalen Islangs fisheruin and selooners fromNv
Scotiaand the United States, made a good catch. TIiÏ boats of one schooner brought back
100 barrels-the product of one single niglt's fishing. Unùfrtunatcly, this did not last
long; mackereT having shonn itself on our shores later than nsual," did uot make a 1o1g
stay, and after having stoppcda fcwe eks, disappeared and went to sén; but came back
in great numbers again, as will hereaftcr appear in mny report. It nust also be renum-
bered that the stormy wcather prevailing during thc few days that ackerel was seen at
the Islands, prevented the fishernien fran reaping ail , hc advantages they might have
expected from thc setting of their nets on the shoals, during the time they entered
Pleasant Bay.

I made a thorough inspection afthe schooners in the harbour, of which the following
is a list:

According to r Cassidy, harbour master, all these schooners had observed the
harbour regulations. As te te maekerel nets, it is truc there were sme in that part of
the bay facing 'Amherst harbour, but I did not interfere with them as they were few in
nUmber and lnot obstructing the navigation, and as, in addition to my having arriveditoo
late to place the liits where it is ailowed tu set nets and where it is
not, the fishing season was nearly aver; and to oblige the fisherme to take up theirtnets,
as they 'were quite radyo do if I had ordered them, would have deprived them of the
profits of the last two or three nights.

The Magdalen Island schooners engaged in seal bunting on the ice, during the monthis
oflMareh, April, and May (there were 24), had returued froni their dangerous jôurnèy
without any great succcss. They reported that, though, there were many seals on the ice,
t.he wids anid euürüents had accumulated theofloating masses and hadprevented them from
going imito places where these amphibious aimais were amost numeroas. This would e

the ebannel of the river on account of the cur. being too strong for nets to bc set thc-ere
but they obstruct it to a considerable extent, and too much so. It is to be hoped that the
commission nanmed byNew Brunswick to regulate and protect the fisherics of the. Resti-
gouche river, will sec the necessity of diminishing the numbers af'nets which must now
in this place, where the river is already narrowed ,by niany islauds gieatly impede the
ascent of salnion fron the sea towards thc upper part of the river, where they go to spawn.
Indeed, a little above Mission Point, as far as the second island up the river,-that is to say,
in a distance of about thrce miles, or a little more perhapsthere are 16 large nets, of
which three arc on the Canadian shore; evidently, it is a great deal too mueh in such a
short space, and if this state of things is allowed to continue lon:;,'inspite of all our
endeavors to protect salmon in the Metapedia river, and on our shores of the ýRestigouce,
no öood results will be attained; and this magnificent river, iustead of having its fresh anl
clear waters abundantly stocked with a kind of salmon So noted for its size, will share the
same fate as our central 'ivers of Canada, formerly so renowned, but whcre now.so few
salmon are seen.

I have made a plan of the Ïhastigouche and of the lower part of the Bay des Chaleurs,
upon which are indicated, as nearly as possible, all the fishing stations. By referring to
it, it will be seen, that on the New Brunswick side frobn ,Black Point to the second island
above Mission Pôint, there are 39 salmon nets, of which 22 are, below Dalhousie, and non-
sequently towards the sea, and the others in the river. On the Canadian side, there are
only 10 im the river, and 12 inCareton Bay, from Maria's Point to Point. Maqusha; and
not a single net on the Canadian shores is set contrary to law. By referring to the inap
above mentioned, any onc will perceive the injurious inanner in which is conducted o
precious a fishing, whieh ought to be preserved at any cost. il would also bring under the
notice of the Governinent, and of the New Brunswick authorities, the illegal destruction
of salmon in the Restigouche and its tributaries, a great deal below high-water mark, and
entirely in contravention to the laws, cither by setting nets during the night in chan-
nels which are easily barred, or by using spears- or other impleinents to catch salmon The
protection'of.the sahuon fisheries in this river requires a great many more officers than
there are now on' the New Brunswick side ; and it is to be hoped that the local authorities,
to regulate and protect the fluvial fisheries, will not fail to fulftl what I consider their posi-
tive duty; that is to appoinitcompetent and active officers to see that the law-is everywhere
observed, where it is now violated with -impunity.

From information recived in the R{istigou ch ethe beginning of salmon fishing would
induce the expectation of good results, especially on the New Brunswick side, although it
was observed that the fish was late to leave the sea.

On the 26th, a9.15 .M. the schooner left Mission Point, and after visiting Cross
Point, Dalhousie and Maguashawe anchored at Carleton on the mornig of the next day.

Sas soon met by Mr. Cook, Fishery Overseer at this place. He ieported the
herring fishery as successful on the coast of Maria, whilst at Carleton it had produced but
ordinary results. Besides, the fishermen did not fish much for herring, on account of the
low price realized, barely giving any profit to put into barrel for export.

After delivering fisherylicenses at Carleton, I gave the order ta start at 2 r.Ni., and
on the 28th, at eleven in the mori gwewere at Paspebiac. There wcre two new arrivals
in this port since our last visit. Everything wa quiet. We were detained there tillthe
afternoon of the 3Oth, on account of repairs to our foresail, which were being made ashore
at Messrs. Roblin & Ca.'s sail loft. Westarted for Port Danie!,,but-on accountof the calm
weather and east wind, could not reach this place before the nextday at 9.45 A.M. Two
schooners engaged in the fish tradewere anchored in the harbour.

A'cording to the information received from Mr. Phelan, the fishery Overseer at
Port Danièl, up to this time salmon fishing had given excellent resuIts, and had indicated
a catch double thatof previous years. There had been no contravention to the ]Fisheries

ct in his division.
On the shores of Part Daniel and neighboring coasts, cod fishing was successful

enougli, but bait was beginning ta get searce. Fishermen had also :rmarked a great
antity of cod-fish on the renowned bank of Micou

i tho évening we lefi for Little Pabos, where w e chored at daylight next norning.
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The fishery overseerbeing absent, his brother, Mr. Thomas Remon, undertook to deliver to
the fishermen whom I could not see, the salmon fishery licenses ,f this division. Reports
on the cod fishery of this place were favorable.

We left at 10 A.31., and in the eveningwe were at Percé. There were six schooners
in the harbour. I nademy usual visit to the fishing estblishments.and found every thing
in order.

On the 3rd of fnly left Percé, at 4 A.M., and at Il A.in, nchord in Graspé basin,
where I took on board theinehor and chain which Messrs. Babineau & Gaudry had sent
to replace the one we had lost at oint, de Monts. Since our last visit io GaspýéBasin,
the whale boats had gone to sea; the otherffishing vessels had left for the north shore and
the harbour was nearly emlpty, Salmon fisliin in the neighboring rivers was good, and
superior to that of 1862.

On the 4th of Julyleft at 4 A.a , and with contrary windtouehedat Grand Griève at
1 p.mi. I there saw the principa proprietors and heads of the fishing establishments.
Thiey had nothing to complain of. Codfishitg in the bay was good, btuzquite lie contrary
at Cape de Rosiers, Griffon's Cove, and Fox river w here cod, and especially baitwere
failing.

At 2 .M., we left for Point St. Peter, where we anchored at . r. At this place I
visited the fishing establishnets of Messrs. Collas, Fuvel and MBÊtle and'found a greater
number of schooners than last year.l Cod fishing had been successful since tle spring, but
bait was beginniug to be scarce since a feW days, and conseguently our fishermen could not
conti'nae their labors with as nuch chance ofsuccessas before; cod fishingbeing successf'l
only when there is plenty of fresh bait to put on the hook attached te the Unes.

It is known that (hesbait first used in the spring on the shiioes of Gaspé, is the her-
ring, and then caplin. But this last fish was scarce this year on the coast.

At 10 .u., we left Point St. Peterfornticosti aud in the afternoon oi the next day
we anchored at South-West point. After having delivere-1 without delay salmon fishing
licensesto2 Mr. Corbett, for the rivers leased by hini on Antieosti [sland, we left at 5 P.Mr.
for Jupiter river, where wcearrived at 7.15 i'.Ni. I immediatelyslatided and found that
the nets of a station weresêt contrary to the Fisheries Act. On the next dlay Icondemned
the violator of the law to a fine andconacated his nets. Fishing ias excellentin the
river.

At 8 A.M., having returned on board, we started. [t was blowing oly a light breeze
but a heavy outside sea tried our masts very much. Towards the evening the east windhaving
set in, we were enabled'to steer towards the north shore. At 10M. we passed the light-
house off the west point of the Island of Anticosti, and on the next day',alittle after two
o'clock in the afternoon we were at St. "John's river.

I found Mr. Joseph Beaulieu at his p9st. Two complaints were laid before me for
desertion of servico; the accused were sumamoned, and on proof, condemnced to pay a fine,
which both did at once. On the bank of the River St. John we fonnd four schooners en-
gaged in the cod fishery, whih had niot been good up to that time. As to salmion fishing,
without having been positively bad,it did uot seem to have been as good as lustycar. There
were in the river two schooners froi Canda, and two cuters fron Dihousie, engaged in
the cod fishery.

At i P.M., having concluded all the business requiring my presence at St. John, we
set sail, but the calmi weather soon obliged us to re-anchor nearly at the sanie place we had
left; and it was only on the next day that we were enabled to reach Long Point. I visited
the establishnents, and found everything in order. Unfortunately, fshing, which had
just begun, did not promise well; cod-fish was very sarce, and it was necessary te go far
to catch it; bait was abuudant.

At night we anchored in Mingan harbour. I delivered to Mr. MeWatt, the Hudson's
Bay Company's agent at this port, liceuses for the greatcst part and the best of the salmon
fishing stations of the seigrniory of Mingan, under lease to the corupany. I toyself licensed
directly eth smaller stations- to those occupying them.

On the 10th, l visited Romaine river, and found all the salmon nets in order. Fish-
ing was tolerably good.

Salmon abounded in Mingan river. Mr. Bruce; ene of the lessees ofthe flydishing
division of the river, laid a complaint against. an Indian named Jean France, for, havig

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set salmon nets in Mingan river. The Indian being absentconsequently could do
nothing for the tine. The fisher verseer, Mr. Joseph Beaulieu, had come to arrange this
affair which had occurred about a fortnight before my arrivaL

Whilst at St. John's river, on the 7th July, eic officers on board found that a large
splinter had aillen on dock from the miain-mast, under thé cross-trecs. The carpenter was
immediately called tovisit the masts, and he wa.s soon convinced that the whole top of the
main must was dry-rotted Supecting something similar with r eerenea to our nuzzen
nast, hewas sent to examine it, andwre were not inistaken; it was also affected by rot, but
not so-much as the main-mast. We' we éu i a critical position; the maasts were too b'ad
for our all service; we were thus obliged to returi to Quebc to get new nasts to the
schooner, for, o the shores of Gasp6, and even in the Bay of Chaleurs there was no timber
of a sufiient size for curmain mast. Still, I had not closed my first visit of our shores, and
to go away without having donc it, was to leave without organization and protection im-
portant fishe'rics on an extent of coast ofnearly 300 miles. 1, therefore, consultedýwithmy
captain and we decided to dismuantle our two. top-masts, and to sail with great care;
sheltering ourselves in harbours when bad weather threatened. By this way, we were
enabled to procecd on our journey.

On the atternoon of the12th of July we went to Esquimau Point, and strengthened
our main nmast, so as to make it surer, and to preveut all danger of its fallingupon our
heads daringa storm.

The village at Esquimaux Point, which was faunded only five or six years ago, already
possesses a population composeA of seventy-five famiis, estimated at nearly six hundred
souls, and has a churc, prcbytery, and resident priest; it is located on a ine sandy beach
of over a mile in length.

Its population is entirely co tiposed oEfishermou,having thirteen schooners (the naines
of which will be found below, with also the quautity of tish taken by each), and they are
engaged in eod and herring fisheries, and in seal hunting on che ice, during che spriug.

This village has increased every year since its establishnent, îtnd.its inhabitants liave
been enabled to earn large profits in the different kinds of fisheries pursucd by'them;some
halve evei made little ortuanes. Iiif'6tnately, this era of prosperity lias been cheûkcd
this yerhy the poor results of' te spring seal hunting, andby tle failure of cod fishing at
the spots usually freqüuented byl these fisherncn,-that is to say, Natashquan, Kegashka,
and other places noeta t1he east, fron whence cthe schooners broughbt ack only about the
fifth part of au ordinary ct. fly'comparing h2 list o schooners e amedthinyer a
sea1hunting with that of lastycar, itwilIbe fuaû that th todue is abt onci ird less.

This poor sucess -in sucli an important branch of industry nust be attributed te the sarme
causes which prevented the MagdaIen Islands' schooners from succeeding in similar expdi
tions,-that is to say. rough weather, great colds and the currents which heaped up the
ice too much.

Wc"lefr Esquimaux Point on the morning of the 6th at nigli t we were off Corneille
river, but couldnet enter it on aceount of the rocks. I handedthe dsbing license, of the
river to a ßshernlwom I met in his boat. We then continued on our roàtc and on the
next day, after having called a tNabatippi river (where I found a schooner from Point
Levi engaged in the cod fishing, which had been very good up te this time, compared
te the neighboring places), I went te Agwanus river. 4 found all the nets in Nàbitippi
and Agwanusrivers set according to law. On the i8th I visited the cod fishing establish-
ments at Natshquan, and was nuch disappointed at finding so smalli a quantity of fish on
the fiakes. Therc snot a single flshing schooner in the harbour, and Iwas informed
that cod-fisli was very searce on hie banks of'Natashquan, and that hardly any fishinge oùid
be done on account of the searcity of ait A great number of schooners from Magdalen
ilands, Nova Scotia and the Tnited States hhdnarrived in the spring, but had soon let
Jfr the Strnits cf Belle Ic, in quest of botter luck. The fify boats belooging to Mr. de
La Parelle, and thôsof other smîalier establishments. had not made more thn halfËan' ordi-
nary catch ; althougli fhe tisherni, especially those from Gaspé, hadi worked hard and
perseveringly.

For a few days herring had been seen iirptho >ay and it was.expected that by using
this fishias bi the fishiug would improve. Quietness aud order had net been disturbed
at NatashDuan During the afternoon f went to the river. Tho lessee of the salmon
fishery of this magnificent stream had elosed his fishing a few days before, and had left for
Gaspé, There Vas only one net inthe river, and it was to be taken up shortly.

Quigley had not fished above high water mark, as reported. Having been told that
thePabove-mentioacd party had set anet at a di tnnceof les than 200 yards from another, I
enquired into the facts, but having no proof of his culpability, Iacquitted hi[n. I was
inforrned that thoefse ef the 'iver had himself been guilty of this infringement of the
law, and l intend to have hit suimoned before me às soon as occasion will permit.

Stanley and Quigley are reperted to have taken about 290 barrels of salmon in Natash-
Juan river. was iuformed tiat the gentlemen fishing "with the fly in the upper part of

the riverpt the irst and second falls, had already found good sport, and had been amply
repaid fo r al their trouble, and the cipenses incurred to reach a place so distant from
Quebee. At Natasqanund in the neighborhood, thero was no infringement cf the law
men tioned.

Towarcls the evening we lit thn plac', and anchored opposite Kegashka river. I
found the nets aIll set according to the regulation.;unfortunatiey, the fishing was very
poor. Sahxonhad appeared but very late in this pretty strein-the first fish was caught
on the 12th cf Jul and just at the close or the fishinge in Natashquan river.These facts
are worthy of notice, sineethe distnüe between these two rivers is only 18 miles attheir
mouths, and only 11 miles at somte distance inland. On the banks of Kegashkacod fishin
had not been more successful than salnon tishing, and this as at Natashquan. was attributei
tec scareity of bait. We found two schooners frohiNovauSeitia, and one belonging te

fisherien o the Ilcality, engaged cod fishing, but with poor success.
During the aftedroon, an casterly wind, followed by fog, which Insted tlic2àrd

coipelled us to romain in the harbour, The wind having changed, we went to Washshe
eootai river, wVhich I visited to the first rapids. Up to this time Mr. Biais had caught
only ciglt barrels ofsalmon; the first fish beingaught on tIc 30th of June, and the second
only on the 18th of uly. .It will he seen that salmoi as late i this river as in tIe
Kegashkarand scarce. This runa cf salmon, at such an advanced period cf the season in the
Washsheecootai, and sente other rivers of this part of the shore, is to be remarkl. 'nd
must partly be attributed, I belie, teJate springs, occasioned by the immense quantit
floating banks of ice in the Straits cf elle £s2eduring the months of May andJune, and
even indhe beginning of July, and partIy te egascarcity cfsnallfish', such as calin
upon whlidhsalmonfet on the neighboring coasts cf theerivers; se that
sahnon wer o ligd te lk fer their ordinary food far fem the plaes w eitý
ist usuallyfoiud and from tie rivers"they generally frèquent. Thisi is one of the prinoipal
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reasons why one rivr ma yield very inuch.one ycar aùd baely nothing the following one,
whon it is taken into cons ieratian that the qua.ntity of salnl contained in the waters of
the sea and in the rivers of tiesplaces cannot vary very much from one year to another.
Thus, when it is said that the fishglir s ,beci bad or good, in one or many rivers; this
does.not nccessarily iiply that, since the precedingsgear, wheu the fishing was goodsal.
mon has decreased by any considerable quantity; but it nust be rather understood that it
is on account of the influence of the temperature of Ithe water, the winds, the currents,
the tides, which have been more or less favorable, and which are not the same every year,
that salmon fishing nay during one year produce much, and in the other little But one
thing must not belost siglit of, it is that with the restrictions sucli as are imposedon·the
salmon fisheries, the spawning fish must increase" ach ear, and Our shores and rivers must
feed a groater number of them from year to ycar.

Mr. Biais, the lese or Washsheecootai river, reinarked'Vhat the, fish he had caught
were smallcr than those of previous years.

At i 1'.M. I returned on board, and'wc left for Treble Islc, where we atichored ,t 3
r.M. Fromthence I went to Olomanosheeboo, or Romaine river, and ascended, ini spite of
a strong wind, nUrly up to the first falls. The nets had j ust becu talcen up; sahion
ishing was over, and had yielded ouly ten barrels. On account of the higli wind and the
late hour I could not proeedta ie residence of Mr. Métivier, lessec af the stream., f
experienced a good deal of trouble on returning on board, for we had to îrw against a
strong wind and very heavy sea; and we lot far Çoacoachoo, where we anchored the next
day at 10 A.1. I isited this curious river, altogether formed by a Chain of lakes joined
by pretty streams, and gave a license to Joseph Aubé6; ho-had caught ouly one barrel and
a blf ofsalhno. I wiil ieîmark here that, although there may ho-a great quantity of salmon
ii Coacoachoa river, on acecount ofihe stroug currents felt as much above as below, and the
great rumber of rocks in the bottom, iisdifficuit to catch salmon in it ; for it is not easy
to set nets advantaeousily, and Mr. Aubé can nover fislh the river in a remunerative way.
It is truc that fornicrly this river yielded as much ns 80, barrels of salmon every year, but
then brush nets were used, which barred the river from on shoire to the other, ant no fish
could escape ; but I have p a s top to this destructive mode ofishingjong ago.

Coacoachoo river is besides eclbrated for its fie and numerous trout which, unfor-
tunately, must destroy a great quantity af smon spawn and fry, of which thcy are very
f'ond; cspecialIy aonc k incd whicl sometimes fighis with te salmon for those delicate mosels.
which the žnale fish are charged to protect.

On the 25th I viseed a lishery occupied by Gilbert JTa at Maniswashi, where lie
had taken 4 barrels of saniiou.

O ithe 26t3h and 27th the wind frorntthe south, and a thick fig, prevented our depar-
turc. On the 8th-westerly wiud and fine weather-we set sail at 7 A.M., and about 12
entered Wapitigon harbour. I spent the remainder afthe day in visiting Etamamu river.
The lessee, Mr. Blais, had taken but 12 barrels of salmon; the first fish was meshed ouly
an the 15th JTuly. Since a fcw days, salinon had been abundant"in the river, and therù
had beea talcen as many as one hundred iii one day ; but as the tine oi' thI fishing ivas
drawiLg to a close, it could not be cpectod tit it would exceed 20 barreis, and-Ithis .was
very little farsofne a river as the Etamamu. But there is no doubt that when tie nels
are taken up, the fish continue to ascend the river for a few wccks more, and Uhe result
will be a morc speedy rc-stocking; o this river, which, for anc reason or another,, tiat L.
cannot explain, as Mr. Blais daes nat use too many nets, does not yicldmueli since a fcw
years, and even seems to decrease. Piherapsthe Indians, by spearing salnon ii the interior,
are the cause of this decrease.

Cod fishin¼ had been very bad.in the neighborhod of Wapitigon, and I saw no fishing
schooners. We left this Ilace on the morning of the 29thandwc arrived at Little Mee-
cattina a little after noon.

Salmon fIn was of no inortance this year, andi caa fishing hldentirely failed,
espeöèiàllyi on accoun oftheeacityýo C baà ;t Ol a e eas a be auliassf

We derd id at Meccactina during the whole afternoon'by fog, and itlwas only on thec
nextday, at 9 t at Whale's Head Tlásameremarks sapaply to
place as ta Meccattina;higdeed the sahuon fisiing yielded bt.9 bar-els. Charl s _ilo
dead beei nmoresuccessfu n adjining sind and had caLon 10 arrels The

cod fishing of. this place was the worst ever seenby Mr. Michael Kenty-a 40 years'xesident
on the coast-and the followiug is the result of theftked sealfishiug iof the previous fit
Michael Kenty lad cauglht 80, and Charles Bilodeau 130.

At 4 r.M. ve started for Blanes Sablons with a fine south-west creze, but the wiod
soon turned east, and wc were obliged, on the cvening or the next day, to enter Bonne
Espérance harbour. Off this place we met with a herd of whales, cbmposed of about twenty
of these ectaccous animals; and a whnlo bot under cominand of Capt."Suddard, was pur-
suing them. During the day the two boats of the schooner could not cou ea asingle
one, but we were since, informed that they had been 'more successfunl towards the 'evening,
anxd had succeeded in harpôoning a middlc-sized hunch-backswhAle. Captain Suddard had
killed ouly 3 whales, whiel lad furnished altogether but 1,44ù gallos of oil, and tho si
other captains from Gaspé engaged in whale fishing, had not beenmyù h more successful
than him. At'latest dates, Capt. Stuart had 3,00 gals. of oil ; Capt. Tripp, 2,400 gails.
and Capt. Baker, 2,100 gals. Capt. Davis had kitled two whales, but it was not ye ascer-
tained what quantity of oil thcy had furnished. The best ime for fishing was over, and
they did not expect to do inuch froi that date to the endort the scason, that is to say,
aboutthe beginning of Soptember

The isBhing, to be productive, sholdhave returned fro 5,000 to ,00 gals. of oil
for each boat.

This failure of such an important brancli of industry to the population of-Gaspé is
attributed in the first iistance to the reduced number of whales, having frequented this
year the shoals extending in thc Straits of Belle Isle, fron Graad Mecenttina to St. John
Island te on.tCeoast of Newfoundland. Our whalcmeu seldoi metmore than 00or 40
fish, and the greatest number of the whales which were killed were so lean that theydid
not furnish a large quantity of oil; whichi would ead us to believe that they did net find
in the places visited by thema during the seasonsufficieutfod, which consists, as every one
knois, of prawns (crustaceaof the family of .salicoquoc) which are very abundant in Iour
waters, either. near the shores or in arge shoals ; and also oflittle fish. And one may imagine
the cnormòus-quantity of food regoired te satisfy their voracious appetite. We found but
one schooner at Bonne Espérance, and not a single one in Sanion Bay-;this showed at
once that cod fishing had failed in these places.

Mr. Chevalier had'taken 60 barrels of salnon in St. Paul's river. Tie first fish having
been eaught on tie 6th of July, and the nets takeu up on the 25th of the saine month, thI
fishing had consequently lasted but 19 days. But the run of sahnon iust have been-very
great in the river, for Mr. Chevalier took 207 in a single day. These fish were of an ordi-
nary size, but not as fat as usual. Salmon fishing along the shore had been mòre prodac-
tive than that of last year, and had yiclded 52 barrel0 in the neighborhoed of Bonne
Espérance and Salon Bay.. Thc sane thing may be said of thec places called Five
Leagues and Middle Bay, where thc catch iad been about 22 barrels. Salmon had been
observed inI the sea up to a very advanced period of the season.

To return te cei tishing, must say, with regret, that the schooners of the above namcd
places had not taken an average of more than .0 quintals, which was insufficient to .repay
the cost of outfit and expenses of the rew.

On the 2nd of August, at 9 ie., we left Bonne Espérance (a thick fog which set iin
during tie niglit having prcveùted us from doing so sooner), and on account of calmi
wcather during the afternoon, the schooner arrived very late in Bradore Bay. At. 7 r. .
I embarked on board my cane, and visited Anse des Dunes, where Mr. Labadie lad taken
this year only 15 seals in his scdentary fishery; le had been prevented by ice from setting
nets early enough to take advantage of the rn of seals at the opening of the seasonp be-
sides having had themI broken mnany times after they ,were set. The ice had never been
known to remain so late near the shores 'in the Straits ef Belle Isle, nor to occasion se mueh
loss toour fishermen.,

On the 3rd, accompanied by my clerk, Mr. Teta, I visited the fishing vessels then in1
Bradore Bkay, and to show what succss they had had i- cod fisling since the spring,
give below a list of all the schooners,~the number ofmen of cach, and thc quaUtity of ced
fish taken at the tine of oy visit: -

living, especially the fisherrmen fron the Gut of Canso, and roi other port of Nova
Scotia.

Fortunately for these poor fisherm ,herring, tha tiaau of the poor inhabitant of
0he northern shores of Europe, as well as of those ofour continent, had appeared since
a week, and thoughý small, promised; to bic abundautatrpady there had been taken i the

seines many thousnndi$ reln of this excellent lsh On thea u isit there ere

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five seias set in the bay and each of those contained fronr500 to 1,000 barreis ofherring,
which couldI be isen swimming in every direction. Noless than 100 oats werc engaged
carrying loads of theanou board the vessels, .vhere work was going on the whole day
and very often during the night to prepare all this fish and putit m barxels. It is well

unown that the fall Labrador lerring, on account of tlieir being very fat, require to be put
up with great care and to be well salted.

Besides the al ove-mentioned schooners, there were in Bradorc Bay 7 small French fish-
ing schooners, enaged codfishing on our shores Since a few days. This being forbidde'n
by th- treaties, I ordeïèd theni to leave, which they did on-the next day.

Shortly after, we left for3Blanes Sablons, and in the. course of the afternoon I visited
the 'establishments at Long Point where I definitively settled a dispute bêtwen two fisher-
men relatiye to the boundaries of their beaches.

On the evening I went to the foot of the bay, and had the pleasure of meeting the
Erench war schooner LC& Fauictte, Commander Cossé, -f the Imperial navy, which was
engaged in the protection of the]french fislierics on the hores of Newfoundland. He
wtis paying a visit of amuity to our hores.

IY will renark here, that besides tïis, thcre is another schooner, La' .JIouchê, and
two steamers Cigaged in the protection of the Frencli fisheries of Newfoundland, on Un
extent of shore barely Cne half of the Canadian fishing shores.

Mr. Cossé informcd me that cod.fishing had been very bad on the north-east shorcs
of Newfoundland, as well as oênthe castern shores of Labrador, from Red Bay towards the
nrth and great destitutiou is apprchended in these parts during the énsuing winter.

Thisunfortunate state of things was again. owing to the ice, which lIad'remaincd
along the shores till the beginning of July, andanot only had cod fishing been affected by
it to a considerable ektent, but eveu many vessels bound t Newfoundland had sustained
heavy injuries on ice-banks, and, amongst others, threc had been smashed' and sunk, one of
which belongcd to Mr. Robinot, oKirpon, who had shown so mu'li disinterested zeal to
helpus last year, when the Kopoleon È. ran aground at the entrance of thisharbour.

On the î5th I visited the fishing establishments of Messrs. LeBoutellier Bros. on
[sle à Bois, and those of Fruing &'Co., at the foots ofthe bay, wihere I was surprised to
learu that on the 2Oth uIly iast, two armed schooners, cmployed by the Customs of New-
ioudliand for the protection of thie fisheries on the coast of Labrador, which is under tlic
j'trisdiction of this province, had anchored at Blanc Sablon. Justice BlnjaminSutherland
was on board one of these schooners, and-Mr: J. Winter, Collector of' Custoinis, onthe
othe r.

The last naned Leutlcmliani went, to the above establishmeuts, and uotwithstanding4
refusal of the agents, in tefirst instance (by reason of these establishments having to this
date being recognized as being on Canadian territory), ha succeede, te collect custoni
daties on the goods then in store:-£184s.8d. stg., at Messrs. LeBoutiliier 3ros'. estab-

lishmen «4an d 6 û.sg.. at, thlat of Mesrs Fi·uing & Co.,

I wa, orbå, nfnhd that dues had béen, collected on empty barrels, intendiito
efiled with fish, an' on s-it or) board the Gaadian and other provincial schooner,

aehored in Blanc Sablons bay. In my quality of customs officer for,these shores, I have
reported te the Coniîssioner- of Custom's, for the information of His Excellency the
Govenor eneral, aIll th circunstances relating to the acts of an oficer ofthe government
of Newfouland at' places which, according to' a diagran furnished to nme by' the Board of
Public Works, throu'h ie honorable the Provineiàî Secrctary.of the provine, are entifely
inside of our Custom bounday.

We fiund 118 schooners i Elane'Sablons bay and at (reen Iland, engaged in the
herriag fisherv, 'which vas abuîndant, alhough the fish were generally small. od fishig
hîad not beî:enî good in the above places, and haI begun' very' late.

Mr. Le Boutillier of Isle h Bis, laid a complaint' beforeime te tlie effect that about
twenty of his uten werô refusing to continue cod fishing they had agreed withhimunder
the pretencethat the fishidasnot good enough.e Baving ietthem, I explainedtothen
ail the obligatiou under whieh they were'to falfil the térms of their engagementuude the
penaty of a fine. Mr La Boutilher told thcn that he onldnotdetaint themmörethan
fivedays Wi t fishüin did not in' prove; upo wthistey pwuall their boat to sea md went
on with thteir work, to tegeatsatisfaction of thNa'h d of theetablishmert
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On the 6th of August, having closed all the business pertaiing to my service at Blancs
Sablons bay, W weighed anclior to steer towards the western part of the shore, but being
hardly off Brulée Island, were obliged by the fog to spend the night ii the nciglhborhood.
On the neit day 'with fine wcather and favorable wind, I was enablcd, with the îid of niy
clerk, Mr. Têtu, to visi Lizotte's fishery, Dog Island, Bay of Rocks, and N abitippi river,
where we were informccl that salmon fishing had yielded more than during previous years.
No infringement of the law had taken place.

On the 8th, stopped at Chicataca, Canso harbour portaige, a rrived at night atSt.
Augustin. Iu all these places, salmon fishing had been more productive than before,
especially at St. Augustin, where the two Kennedy brothers had caught nearly100 barrels
of salmon.

From Bonne Espéraue te St. Augustin, cod fishing had been bad and few shing
schooners had visited the ports bctween these twopoints, some of whicli arc important.

A strong westerly breeze, accompanied with fog, detained us at St. Augustin till the
morning of the 11th, and even then we left withli head wind, west-south-west.

At 8 A.M., I stopped at Pachachoo, at 12 at Kilkpoë, and at 2 nr. at La Tabatière,
whilst the schooner procceded to harbour in Mutton Bay, and I visited the ports fron La
Tabatière to that harbour.

Nearly everywhcre, I noticed an iiprovement in salmon fisheries over last ycar, but it
was quite the contrary for cod fishing. There were not any complaints made against the
infringement of the fishery ]aws.

On the 12th, T sent my Clerk to visit Grand Meccattina river', and colleet the arrears
of rent due by the lessee; Mr. Tetu performed this duty well. a the iorning we had
rough weather. Meccattina river hadsproduced 22 barrels of samon.

Cod fishing had entirely failed at Mutton Bay and in the neighborhood, and the re-
sident fishermen of this place, who mostly depend upon the results of this lishing té furnish
food to their families, were in the poorest state soie of them being actually without food,
and I was obliged to make a small distribution of meat among, three families who had
none whatever, and could not gt it on the shore there was also no fishing then, herring
having not yet been scen.

Some Indian families who l I had met with at St, Paul's river, two weeks before,
were in a similar precarious condition, and were nearly starving. Mauy of them asked to
be allowed to eat on board, after having been more than a day without being able to-get any
food, thero is no use saying that T considered itiy duty to help, as they deservedthse
poor unfortunates who cannot expect mucl.assistance from the white population settled on
the shore.

At11 A. N., we left Mutton Bay vith a favorable south-east breeze, which, however,
shifted to the west and became contrary so that during the afternoon, the sea getting
heavy and the wind strong, we dropped at Whale Head, near St. Mary'sIslaids; and the
same wind lasting all the while, wc remained there on the 14th and 15th.

On the 16th, the wind veered round to the north-west, and wo left. But before
noon, it blew again from the west, and we were obliged to enter Coacoachoo harbour about 2
rr.i. Two whalers, bound like us to the west shore, soon joined us.

On the 17th, sanie wind; and I took advantge of this forced stay te ascend Coaoacho0
river higher than T had yct done. T went to alake about three miles above thefirst, called
Lake Salé, vhlere I found a great quantity lof trout of the finest kind; neither the salmon
nor the trout find any difficulty in reaching the lake, which is veiy picturesque, and its
waters very clear, being the best for the depositing and hatching of their spawn.

On the 1lth, at 4 A.r., we left Coadoachoo, and with a fine E.S.E breeze, we reaàhed
St. Charles harbour on the 20th,at noon, in spite of the fog and contrary windiwhich
occurred on the 19th.

On the next day we entered Esquimaus harbour'.reachèd Mingan on the 22ad,and the
same evening anchored at Long Point. Since my"last visit to these plàces during last
monthb nothing worthy of remark Lad occurred; there was however an improvement in the
cod;flshingat Long- Point.

On the 23rdI visited St. ohn and agpie rivers, and found everything right cod.
jishing was also botter than lastmonth.

On' the 24thIstopped theflhin pests bt weeMagpie aud Thunderi enti

27Vieteia.
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reached Shelldrake towards the evening; but the east wind which was blowing since about:,
2 P., soon became a storm, and raised such a sea:near the shore that we were obligedto
rua before it. On the next day the storm ablated, and the wind having shifted west, we
anchored;atRiver Moisie.

To return "to the posts% whichl 1 had visited on the previous day, I have oly to say
that the fishing had been good, especially in Magpie Bay, -where the most fortunate boats
had caught fromg100 to 120 quintals of codfish. This is a proof that, codfish, caplin and
launce (these two last kinds of fish are used- as, bait), had been abundant.

During ,my visit at Thunder river, two complaints were laid before me for damages
doüe to buildings; I settlede.the cases; and the injured parties received a suitable indei-
nity for the losses they had sustained.

At Moisie river 1 saw the overseer, Mr. Godbout, who told me he had no complaint
to make of any infringement of, the- fishery laws. I visited the establishments, and found
everythiug 'u order. Salmon fishing iwhichl was closed since about a week had been good
without having .been quite so productive as last year. Mr. Holliday hiad caught for his
share from his stations in the river and at.Wood Point, 480 barrels of salmon, Mr. Porlier
35, and W W. Chishol 17.

Cod fishing, which had brought more people than before. at Moisie, had not even been
equal to an average fishing, and the schooners Lad not more, than 60 quintals each. They
would have required nearly as muchmore to make a profit. The failure of this fishery musta
bc attributed to the small quantity of codfish having visited the banks of Moisie thisyear,
and also to the great difficulty the fishermen had u getting bait. Stillsince afewrdays,.the.
fish were more casily caught off the river, and it iwas hoped that the full fishing, whichwas
on the cve of beginning, would 1e botter.

In virtueof my charg; of magistrate, I gave judgment on a complaint brought against
a party for laving sold iutoxicating -liguor. without a license ; the offence being duly
provcd, I coudemnedthe defendant, according to the Act 23 ic., chap. 6, to $g5 pay-
ment ofo a fine and costs, whichv was:paid at once

Since the passing of this Act I have been determiued to have it enforeed ou th
,hores ivhieh, I visit each year; for the sale of intoxicating liquors, without any official
supervision, has the worst effect on the iorals of the fishermen, and is most injurious to
the. fishing industry; I was thon pleased to seize this occasion to inflot a well deserved
punishiment which, I hope, vill prevent other parties frou doing the same thing ou the
north shore. Many complaints for desertion of service w ere laid bef re me, but as the guilty
parties were absent I could do nothing for the tinie.

On the evening we left Moisie, and arrived to Seven Islands the next morning. I
caused the repairs done to the residence of the Collector off Customsat this place to be ex-
amined, so as to report to the Board of Public Works, and after having seen the fewfisher-
mewho were still there, at i1 . I gave oidcrs to start for Quebecwith anE.S.E.,

iud. A thick fogsoon prevented us from seeing the lanàd, and as it did not clcar away, we
were only able to knowv on the next day at 5.30 r.., were wre were,-thatis to say,
opposite Tartigo, on the south shore, between Matane and; Métis.

On the morninof the 29th au ebb'tide and cahn Weather obligcd us to auchoroppo
seIseauxPommes ; but, at 9 A.r, ire pursued.our way with a north east breeze, and on

the nextday, in the morning, a strong westerly'wind againi obliged us to drop inchor op-
posite St. Jean Port Joli at ebb-tide, after having had ourtlying gib tor andone ofournaizen
masts broken by the rolling of the sea. We repaired our injuries,and ith the risin g
tide, ut 3 p.3r., set sail and kept tacking to Crane Island, where we anchored ;t S.30 P.32f,
at low tide. A little after the north westirmnd having set-in we started, but calm weathic'
obliged us to. drop anchor;again, half an hour afterwards.

the'31st, ut 3 A.:., wre left, and the wiud being stilt ahead wre tacked titi we
reached St. Patrick's Hole,.where ebb-tide obliged us to anchor; the following risig tid
bringing us to QuebHe at r.

On the neit dayI transmittedto the Honorable the Çommissionerof Public Works
a report off my rise,texplaia thèereasoawhichlad broughat us toQnebec, in the middle-'
off the seaso;that is, the necessity off having newniasts made--theld ones wh.ich
lasted since 1852.when the schooner wras built, beingrotten, andá consequently off o use.d

The Honorablethe Commissioner gave necessary orders to Mr Buteau tohae eti

mates made of the cost of new nasts and new shrouds, the old ones haviny been con-
demned.

The work soon beganon board La Canadienne; but, some days being lost in finding
spars of the required dimensions, and it being necessary to have cordage made for the
shroud#,s moreover a good deal of work having to be donc, she could not be got ready to
put to sea before the 28th of September.

On the day following the last mentioned date the schooner left the Harbour of Quebee,
with a light south-west breezo, and dropped anchor to St. Denis wharf at 11 .M. We
weighed anchor on the 31st at Il A.M. and on the morning of the 1st of October we were off
Mille. Vaches bay, when the east wind obliged us to anchor under the lee of St. Barnaby
lsland. My forced stay in this place gave me an occasion to visit Rimouski river, which
ascended to Mr. Price's mill-dam, and I inspected the migratory pass built last spring by
George Sylvain, Esq., M.P.P., on' a plan suggested by me. A.ccording to information
received from Mr. Sylvain's brother, and other people"in the neighborhood of the dam, a
great number of salmon and trout went over the pass without nuy difficulty, there having'
been since the spring a sufficient quantity of water to allow salmon to swimup it. The waters
of the river, checked by the dam, have formed above a splendid basis of clear water with
most favorable spotsfor the depositing and'hatching of salmon and trout ova. Three miles
above there is another mill-dam, belonging to Mr. lud'on, and a quarter of a mile further
up there arc seven steep falls which neitner salmon 'nor trout can ascerid. There is no pass
at this last dam, and itis not deemed necessary to have one, therò being no favorable spots
above for spawning beds' Having been unable to visit the place I cannot speak of it from
personal observation, but I expect to be able to do so next year, and I will report on the
matter to the department.

Net fishing, i the Rimouski river haad filed, whilst outside it had been better tharn
for nany years; and the fishermen saw in the increase of sucli an nportant kind of fish
the advantageous results of thefisheries protection service. I must not omit "also to ien-
tion the zeal and interest shewn by Mr. George Sylvain towards the well-doing of' the
fisheries of the province, and the gròat service he renders to the River Rimousli in parti-
cular, by continuing to lease it, with scarcely any profit, but with the intention of pre-
serving the salmon and trout fisheries, and protecting them against intending depredators.

On the cvemng of the 2nd ofûOctober we lef t with a light soutl-west breeze: On the
following day the north-ast wind again blew, aud on the 4th we were obliged to anchor
opposite Bersimis river. I landed and proceeded to the Indian settlement of this place,
where I learned fromn Mr. Fortescuc;agent of the Hudson's Bay Company's post there, that
the Indians had taken iii the river, with nets, about 25 barrels of salhon. and six only with
spears and fiambeauxI but they had been only below the spawning beds. I foundbut few
Indians at Bersimis (all the others having gone to the woocs to hunt, and not one of those
againsthwlom I had warrants did Isece.

I remarked, with pleasure that;thanks the zeilons care of Father Oblats, the Indian
post at Bermimis was in a decided state of progress. The fragile birch bark huts of the
natives were disappearing to be replaced by solid wooden houses.« Sone of thcm, without
however relinquishing tieir favorite labors of fishing and hunting/ attendby degrees to the
cultivation o the land, and succeed in growing some potatoes and other ývegetables. They
even supply themselves with cattle, which they will find no diflicultv to feed, on account of
hay growing in abundance on a large extent offland on dch side of the river. With the re-
sources of the culture of some tracts of land, joined to those of the fish and hunting, thc
fndians of this place ought not to be in future so cxposed to distress a result which foh
lows the failire of the winter hunt and seal fishing of summer.

Whilst in that neighborhood I intendcd to visit the western shore of the peninsula of'
Manicouagan, wherc complaint had been made against a woman accused of havig assiled
and wounded a mani with an axe, but a thick fog which set in did not allow me to do it.

On the 5th at 9 A.M., wind being southwest, ive started for River (?odbout, wherc
we arrived ht G Pr. Mr. Antoine Blais,ý with whom I communicated at once, toldnme'that
salmon fishing had been excellent in Godbout bay,'and that he had caught 20 barrels for
his share. Cod fishing had entirelyýfailed for want of bait. Only a few mackerel had been
seen near the shore, 'and only one American schooner visited the place, but did not fish.
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Idelivèred t Ir. Blais the provisions and ammunition intended for the relief of the
Indians of this port.

On the 6th I visited Point des Monts, Trinity,1 Pentecost river and R.agged Islands.
Everything was in order in all these places. In Pentecost river Ifound 7 vessels (sehooners
and others) engaged in cod fishing, which had been abundant during the season, but was
beginning to fail. At Ragged Islands the eod fishing hadlbeen an average one.

On the 7th, a little after noon, we anchored in the Bay of Scven Islands. We
remained there ill the 10th,. prevented from going out by ersterly winds andd fog. On that
day we tried to'reach Moisie but were prevented by a heavy sea and wind, and we returned
to Seven Islands. At last, on the llth, the weather being fine, we anchored near the
mouths of the River Moisie at 9 A.x. Four vessels were in the river, a brigantine and
thrèe schooners, loading dried codfish for export. Nearly all the fishermen had. left the
establishments, the fishing season being entirely over. Fall fishing had been middling,
and, added to the summer one, had given to the most .successful boats froîm 80 to 100
quintals,. and to the less fortunate ones from 60 to 80 Quietness and order had not been
disturbed since my, last visit, and the-fishery overseei- had no complaint to make regarding
any infringement of the law. About 12, we left Moisie, with a. north-east breeze, which
soon turned to south-east, and we anchored under the lee of Point St. Charles. About'the
evening the wind having, become, favorable, e again set sail.

On the 13th, I visited the fishing establishments of Gibraltar's C(ove, Le Gros' Cove
Shelldrake, and Thunder river,. 1 was informed. that the, fishing had given middling re-
turnsr-that is to say, from 80 to 100 quintals of codfish for each boat, though at Le Groa
Cove some boats had takenas much as 125 quintals eaeh.

At Thunder river, two complaints were laid before me, which I could not decide, by
reason of the absence of the accused;parties.

]During the afternoon, it blew such aLviolent gale from the west, that we had .nothing
else to do but to enter Mingan harbour (without being able to stop at River St. John)
which we did at 5 . We found. no vessel in the harbour, and wereinformed by Mr.
Watt that nothing worthy of notice had taken place siace: our last visit.

On the next day, at 12;&SO we started for Esquimaux Point, and, favored by a strong
west wind, we arrived there at 2.45 .M. AUl the schooners belonging to thi&village had
already returned'from herringJfishin, which, most unfortunately, had only been succèssful
for a few of thei-thisýfish having been: very scarce in the places visited on thea:shore.
The only successful, schooners were those, who went below Cape Charles, on that:part of
the coast; of Labrador washed:by the-Atlan-tic .there,herring had bee the most -abundant
andLas cod fishing had not either:been favorable to the most of the inhabitants ofEsqui-ý
maux Point (which. I have already mentioned), it followed that many of them were em-
barrassed. But they were not disco.iraged, and relied upon a suceessful seal-huntiag next
spring to see abundance revived amongst them.

On the morning of the 15th we left Esqnimaux Point, and reached Natashquani a little
before midnîight. On the dext day I made m.y usual visit' to the fishing establishbinents f
the place, and found that sincé my visitin the month of July, the, fishing had not been
better than before; but this was owing mor-e to the want of bait than to the ,scarcity of
codfish. The schooners belonging to the place had taken about 50 quintals of codfisheach.
Mr. DeLa Perrelle's mea hadsucceeded a little better nevertheless, thisgentleman had
only 2,200 quintàls of codfish to export to Italy- this year, .being much less than last year.
About the endo August,a great quantity of herring ,had been seen for a few days in the
Bay of Natashquan, which is unusual); and many hundred barrels of this fish h.ad been
caught.

Mr. Doré,the agent of the Hudson's Bay Company, who'resides at the river"informed
me that no illegal fishing had taken pla3e since my -last visit, but hecoiplained, of stakesï
used for salmonfishinghaviig'beert left in rmany places at the mouth of the iver, and I
took the necessary, means to punish the parties guilty of thisinfringementof the law, when
I shalhmeet:them

Shortly before & in the afternon, we left Natashquan river, and on the nextoening
I arrived at Xegashka. immediately despatched my constables to snnothe mai
named -uillemette accused ofhaving fihed ithort license, i therier in 181, andE

17'7
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proceeded with the schooner to Kegashka bay. Guillemette 'as brought before me,-he
admitted the offence, but gave as an excuse, the fact that Giroux (Who had been also pro-
secuted for having fished without a "license in the same river) had -shown him a fishery
license for Kegashka river1 which e pretended to have received from the Government.
Judgment was rendered, and Guillemette condemned to a fine of $20, or two months gaol,
in default of payment; but as he could fnot pay at once the fine imposed, being poor, and
to take him to gaol would have been to condemn his wife and children to suffer during
the approaching winter, I granted him delay tilli the 9th June next, to find the amount of
the penalty.

Since My last visit at Kegashka, cod fishing had not been better 'than in the spring;
and this-was owing more to the scarcity of bait than to auy other cause.

Welad now reached the 17th of ,Octobèr, the fall season was consequenily much
advanced,-and I had yetto visit the fishing posts between Kegashka and Anse aux Blancs
Sablons. But by continuiug our journey in that direction, we exposed ourselves to arrive
in the River St. Lawrence at a period of the year when navigation is very dangerous, and.
very hazardous, especially for vessels ascending the river to go to Quebec, and I thought
it my duty to close here rny Labrador cruise, and to steer towards iMagdale Islands. But
we experienced stormy weather and head wind in reaching these islands; for, having left
Kegashka on the 17th at 1.20 p.M., we reached Byron's Island only ou the 21st, at 1 P.M.

Mr.White, who occupies this island, informed me that cod and mackerel had been
very abundant on the shores ,of Byron's Island, near Bird's Rock, and Grosse Isle ; and the
fishermen who had been to ihose places, especially those from Chéticamp, on Cape Breton
Island, and those from the United States, had succeeded admirably, and must have made
good profits with the products of their labors of the season.

Towards the evening, the fog, which had constantly covered the sea since we had left
Kegashka, cleared away, and the wind having set north we left for House Harbour, where
we arrived on the following nmorning.i

I found only eight schooners in theharbour, the others (belonging to this port and num-
bering 15)>, had not yet returned from their Quebec and Halifaxtrips, where they*hadgone
to carry the product of the fishing season just expired, and which consisted of dry codfisb,
pickled herring and mackerel, and codand seal oil. I need hardly mention (having already
stated it,) that the fishing schooners of House Harbour, which went to fish on the north
shore, had returned without having taken almost anything, whilst those which remained at
the islands had had the mosti productive fishing ever seen in these places, either in mackerel
or codfish, so abundant had these fish been during the whole season near the islands as well
as in Pleasant Bay. According to the old fishermenthere hadnot been suc an abun-
dance of fish of cvery kind at the islands, since many years. The grea test quantity of
mackerel had been captured at Allriglht and Grindstone islands; and at l'Etang du Nord,
whidh I visited on the next day, cod fishing had given .very large profits to the fisiermen,
many schooners having captured as" much as 180 drafts of this fish during the season,
whilst others had taken an avèrage of from 90to 120 quintals each. The fishing season
just terminated had been according to Mr. Charles B3ourque, one of the oldest inhabitants
of the locality, the best made since many years ; this success had revived, the 'fishermens
courage, a little, abated by a few, years, of middling fishing, and led them to expect fine
resuits for the future of their fisheries. A greater number of schooners from Cape Breton
,Island, Nova Scotia, and St. Pierre, had been engaged in cod fishing this year, than ever
before, on the shoals of l'Etang du Nord, and Deadman Harbour, and mostly all had suc-
ceeded well. Many even were enabled to make two fishing voyages during the season, so
abundant was the codfish on the banks. According to informationireceived from every-
where, codfish were most numerous during the expired season, in the above named places,
and in the adjacent waters flowing towards Prince Edward's Islaud,,-and there the fisher-
men found the best chance of success. Bait also had all the time been easily found.

The fine results of the labors of foreign fishermen around Magdalen Islands did not
fail to draw the attention of the outfitters and captains of the fishing schooners of
these islands, who are in the habit of going to the coast of Labrador, because they find
there eas and safe harbours, and generally an abundance. of fish (which. fails sometimes,
though, us insthi year and many of them intend next year to fit schooner for the bank
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fisheries, and have already given orders to merchants of Magdalen Islands to import for
them anchoring cables (it is known that a vessel cannot hold on to banks with a chain, but
that cables of hemp or manilla are required, which on account of their elasticity and light-
ness fatigue the vessel less during a Storm). This bank fishery, when productive, gives
comparatively larger profits than the shore fishery, the fislh being sold dearer on the market,
on account of its finer size and better quality. These remarks, which I have made respecting
1'Eiang du Nord and House Harbour, apply equally to Amherst Island. I visited this last
place on the 24th and 25th.

Mr. Fox, Collector of Customs at Magdalen Islands, gave me some very important
information relative to the season's trade of these places; these appear in a table at
the end of the report. They show that the trade has progressed since a few years,
thanks to the liberal protection and. encouragement given by the Government to .the
fisheries.

Dried codfish from Magdalen Islands sold at Ralifax as much as 19s. a quintal
this was a very h J-1 price, giving great profits to our fishermen and to the outfitters.

From 60 t, 80 schooners from the United States had been engaged in mackercl
fishing in the neighboring waters of the islands, and had, with our fishermen from Amherst
Island and fHouse' Harbour, who were engaged in this fishing at Pleasant, Bay, attained
complete success.

The lweather had been very fine at Magdalen tslands since the ,spring, and most
favorable for the fisheries and agricultural purposes. The harvest had been good,
especially that of potatoes.

During my visits at the group of the Magdalen Isr'ands, many complaints had reached
miy ears regarding fishermen belonging to foreign vessels, either from the United States"or
Nova Scotia; who, whilst anchored near the shores, had committed depredations on the
properties of the inhabitants, and, in many instances, had been guilty of robbery of ýsheep
and fowls on Entry Island. These robberies are generally done during the night; and it is,
consequently, very difficult:to discover the culprits. But, as remarked by many of thein-
habitants of the most exposed localities, the presence of the armed schooner in these places
has had the result of diminishing the frequency of these depredations, which our fishermen
had so much to complain of before the establishment of the protection service,

On account of the late period of my leaving Quebec this year, and the loss of time
.occasioned by the repairs to the. schooner's .masts, I was unable to visit Magdalen Islands
more than twice; but I hope that 'next year the fitting out of the schooner will be done
soon enough to allow me to leave for the Gulf by the end of April; then I shal be ableto
make four and even five visitsto these places which, as I have already,remarked, it is se
important to protect, for the future of our maritime trade.

The wreck of a vessel loaded with four, at the north part of Amherst Island, gave a
striking proof of the spirit of order and sense of respect for propriety which exists amongst
the. population ofi those places, since the establishment of the fisheries protection.service.
The vessel threatened wreck ; the whole ofthe cargo, was saved ,with the assistance of the
principal inhabitants and fishermen from the neighborhood, and delivered to the proper
authorities, the insurance agent selling the saved g the spot with thesa
regularity as in one of our large s'ea-ports.

On the 26th, the wind shifted from north-west to north-east, and we left the Island.
OÙ the 28th, in the afternoon, we arrived at Paspebiac. r found in the harbour the

vessels enumerated in the following table:

As usual, every one was at work in the harbour. The greatest activity prevailed to
send cargoes of dried fish to the foreign miarkets, where the prices, according, to the quota-
tions brought by last mail, were very high. According to the calculations ofthe establislh-
ments' agents, 'all the disposable codfish on the coast would be exported, in 'view of the
large profits to be 'made on these products Not being satisfied with the ordinary means of
transport, vessels from England aud Jersey, &c., &c., had been chartered to take at Paspe-
biac and at many otherplaces on the shore, cargoes of codfish at 3s. sterling per cwt. of c"d-
fish to 'be délivered at Opôrto or Cadiz. Last year, for want of means -of transport, nearly
8,000 qintals:of codfish remained in the stores at Paspebiac. I give, at the end of tliis report.
tables shewing the names of the vessels wbich carried cargoes of fish from Paspebiac to
foreigu countries. To these tables, I add others, shewing the ,amount of imports and-exports
from Paspebiac harboùr, with remarks on the trade of this port.

I will only add that, although cod fishing had failed in many parts of our shores. and
although in many other places the scarcity of bait had been injurious to the fishing and pre-
vented its success, still, from the increase in the outfit, and the efforts made on every side
to dip with both hands into the sources of wealth of, the waters bordering our maritime
shores, and procure the alimentary productions so useful to our population, and forming an
article of exchange which alone supplies the greatest part of the Gaspé trad ':-the pro-
ducts of this fishery will not be much below those of last year. ,

I very much desired to visit Bonaventire Island, New Richmond, Carleton, and other
posts in the upper part of the Bay of Chaleurs; but the season was so alvanced, that we
had to think of soon reaching our winter harbour.

I stopped three days and a-half at Paspebiac, and having met;the fishery overseer, Mr.
Phelan, and completed the business of the season with that officer, and written to the other
fishery overseers in the bay to send me their annual"returns, I gave orders to sail for Percé,
intending to stop on the wvay to Pabos, Grand River, and Cape Cove; bût the wind was too
strong and the sea too heavy to allow me to call:at these ports. We ariived at Percé a little
aftcr 5 P. on the 30th, having sailed from Paspebiac to this place in less than six hours.

On the 3Ist, the wind continuing to blow from the sea, I went by land to Cape C'ove,
Grand River and Pabos. In this last place, I met Mr. Remon, the fishery overseer for this
division, who informed me that nothing irregular had occurred in the fisheries on this part
of the coast, but that, on the contrary, everything had been done with order.

In many stations cod fishing had been better than sual,: this fishing, from Pabos to
Çape C nove, mclsively had, taking the whole ofth eason's orations, given ordinary
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results. At Percé, it had been good during the summier, and still better since the begin-
nng of the fall.

Three vessels were in Percé harbour, loading codfish for Europe, but with difficulty
this harbour being badly sheltered from the sea winds, which do not perinitthe boats to go
ashore on account of the surf, which is felt with irresistible force andI violence.

Only few American schooners had visited the shores of Percé and Ueighborhood for
cod fishing during thescason, aithougli this fish had been abundant, especially near Bona-
venture Island.

Herring had been the lait gencrally used by the fishermen from Percé to Pabos.
Sqid had been less abundant than usual; as to Caphn, it is always got with great difficulty.

On the 2nd.of November, I visited by land, Coin du Banc, Barachois, Malbaie (below),
and Point St. Peter. Everything was found to be in order at these different places. At
Barachois, salmon fishing had increased. At Malbaie and Point St. Peter, cod fishing had
been ordinary.

On the 3rd, La Canadienne, which had been stopped by calm weather on the previous
evening, near Percé, during the greatest part of the day, took me in the mnorning at Point
St. Peter, and we soon left for Gaspé Basin, where we anchored in the afternoon.

In that port I visited 16 vessels engaged in thefisheries, the nanes of whih are
given in the following table, -ith remarks on their destination and cargoes

Since the opening of the avigation, trade had always been very active, and to every
appearance was increasing, in a remarkable manner since the establishment of the Free
Port. New Stores, new hangars, new wharfs were rising on both sides of this splendid
basin; and many nierchants and traders ot every kind had settled there since that period7
all appeared successful. IThis was a good proof that at Gasp6 Basin and on the neighbor-
ing shores in he 'supplying of dried codfish ; the staple article cf exchange as above men
tioned:; the amreunt of business was without any deubL larger than that of rany years past,

thenameothishIhave mentioned, in a table annexed te this report, the names cf the vessals having'ti
year taken cargoes of fish from ,Gaspé Basin te foeign countries with their destination
&c. I alse follow it by rémarks on the trade of the Frce Port.

M. Thom'as Boyle, fishery overseer of this division, reperted ne infringemnt of th
law duri gthseason. Aecordingte the information received, salon fishing had been
prcduiv,-there was a grèat quantity of salmon ¢n trout in file, upper paTt' of tle
rîvers; which iaprotthat there is a good proteotionòef the ,fih inthese waters andanay
alse lead us tò expect that, befcre many years the profits of the fishermen may eñ mor

in dùuble.
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During my visit at Gaspé Basin, I was called upon, as last year, by the sechool com-
missioners of the place, to enforce the school law. I instructed my.constables to arrest
many individuals who, up to this tine had baffled the officers of justice of the place, en-
trusted with exccuting the orders of the local courts, and who had always refused to pay
the school tax. When brought before me, they cither paid, or agreed to make some ar-
rangement, which fully satisfied the school commissioners and made me hope thatý there
will be no more difliculty in the future.

The coimissioners are under the painful necessity of making this application, there
being but one magistrate, viz: A. Painchaud, Esq., who will act, (three others being com-
missioners), and no sufficient force to carry out the law.

I beg further to observe that the inspector, T. Tremblay, Esq.,,knowing the difficul-
ties under which this municipality is placed, has ordcred them throu gh me to apply to you.

The port of Gaspé has had this year the visit of threc foreign men-of-war. First,
the French steam corvette Le Marceau, carrying 8 guns, Commander Vavin, came
during the month of July, to take on board Mr. le Baron Gauldrée Boilleau, French Consul,
who was proceeding to study on the spot the resources of the country bordering "the
waters of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, with the intention of creating, or rather developing
the trade, with tUe French possessions of Newfoundland; and it is by making better
known to the French merchants and outfitters the different kinds of produce supplied by
Canada and the other British provinces, in order to supply the numerous wants of their
immense fisheries, and cstablishing the articles they ca give n exchange, that this desir-
able end can be attained in a safer manner. There is no doubt but that this trip of 4Mr.
Boileau, whose intelligence and capacity have been so well appreciated in Canada, will
produce; in a future period, advantageous resuits to the trade of our country,, as well as to
thatýof France.

The United States armed schooner George Magnum, Commander Collins (carrying 7
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guns and a crew of 70 men), which, according to rumor, had ,cruised during a while in the
Gulf of St. Lawrence, expecting to meet cruisers from the Confederate States, also came
in the Basin of Gaspé, but remained only a few days. This vessel was of nearly the same
tonnage as La Canadienne.

Lastly, His Majesty Victor Emmanuels frigate, the Stn Giovani .of 28 guna, Com-
mander Count Fraa di Bruno, with a crew of 360 men, stayed there from the niiddle of
August till the end of September. The population welcomed this vessel witi, pleasure, for
it was seen that her presence was a proof that the principal branch of trade ofthis part of
Canada, that of codfish, had, since a. few years, by its extensive developiment, drawn the
attention of foreign countries, and especially of Italy, where so great a quantity of our dried
fish is consumed.

Already, an Italian consulate had been established last year at Gaspé Basin, and Mr.
Horatio Le Boutillier had been chosen to fill this important post To the advantageous
information respecting our country furnished by this gentleman to the Italian Minister of
Commerce is mainly due the presence of the San Giovanni in our waters.

The commander of the frigate understood at once the importance and wealthof our
maritime fisheries, and he intends to make them known to his Government in a special
report, in which hel will show, amongst other things, the advantage for, Italian vessels to
come and "purchase at our free port of Gaspé a part of the codfish they require, and bring
us in exchange the produces of their country, such as olive oil, dried and preserved fruits,
and especially hemp, whici is cultivated on a large scalc in the centre of Italy, and, of
which we already make a considerable use in Canada since the establishment of cable
factories.

Mr. lHoratio Le Boutillier had especially drawn the attention of the Italian Gove n-
ment to the advantage for the war vessels of their country, stationed on the shores of North
America, to buy their provisions in our ports; this was done for the frigate San, Giovanni,
which bouglit at Gaspé or at Montreal, through the agency of "the Italian Consul
provisions, and a good deal of, other stores, for a six months' cruise, amounting to
$12000 ; the good quality and cheapness of which was well appreciated by the com-
missariat on board.

The urbanity and politeness of the commander, Count Fraa di Bruno, and tIe steadi-
ness of his-crew, won the esteem and respect of the whole population of Gaspé, and lie, the
commander, gave hopes that our maritime shores, and, especially the port of Gaspé, would
agai, next year, be visited by oneof His Majesty's frigates ; andý no doubt that when he
route will, be so well traced, merchant vessels from Italy will hasten to follow it.

* Having closed all ròy business at Gaspé Basin, we left for Quebec on the 6th, at 4 p.x.,
intending, however, to stop at many intermediate posts.

Before proceeding further in 5he description of my journey, I will not miss the oppor-
tunity of expressing my thanks te Mr. Collet Belleau, collector of Customs at Gaspé, an
officer distinguished as well for his assiduity in fu lflling the duties of his situation, as for his
politeness to every one coming to his office forinformation of all kinds, such as that he gave
me on the trade of Gaspé. I can say the same of the Colloctors at New Carlisle and Am-
herst, Messrs. John Fraser and John 'J. Fox, tO whom 1 ani iadebted for statistical tables
of the trade "of their respective ports.

We doubled Cape Gaspé ut 8 a .i.,but during the night we had wind and tide against
us, and on the next day we neared the land, having hardly made any progress. In the
evening we anchored at Griffon's cove. I,landed at this fishing port, and received from
Mr. Veit Mir. John LeBoutillier's agent), information on the fisheries, being infôrmed
at the saime time that only a few American schooners had visited ,lie place during tlie
summer, and that order and public peace had not beer disturbed. At first, codflshing had
been extremely bad, for'the want of bait; later, and especially towards the falli our fisher-
men had been more sueessful in their labors; still, the results of summer and fal fishing
were not even equal to an ordinary one-each vessel averagin, no more than 80 quintals.
Nevertheless, as dry codfish as selling at a very high price(18s. pet quintal), oui fishermen
were, on that account, slightly repaid for the little success of their labors-of the past season.
The harvest had beën abundant, and these resources, added t those of the fisheries;sup-
plied th popilation öf thée localities with enough of provisions te wait fr the,nxtfishing

oason. .
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On the next day we anclhored at Fox river. I also visited this important post, which,
since a fcw years, advances considerably; the population increases as well asthe trade and
in a notable manter. -The same reiarks already made for G-riffon's cove, apply likewise
to this locality,-that is to say, that the fisheries did not produce much Caplin had
entirely failed on the shores of Fox river, as well as in the next postÉ, east and west. There
were 10 fishing schooners more than last year.

The serison was foo far advanced, and the winds too contrary, to visit this fall the posts
of Grand JEtang, Chlorydon, Grande Vallée; and I would have missed the necessary inform-
ation relative to the fisheries of these places, if, with his usual kindness, Mr. Lespérance
had not furnished them to me.

At Grand Etang, the property of the above named outfitter, and one of the Enest
establishments on our shores, cod fishing had been successful, and it was calculated that
each boat had captured about 125 quintals.

At Grande Vallée and Cklorydon the fishing had been bad, on account of the, scareity
of bait; the schooners of these places hadi not exceeded SO quintals.

In the intermediate posts, as Valleau's Cove and Pointe Sèche, the fishing was calcu-
Iated to be 90 quintals for each boat. From and above Fox river, American schooners
had been scarce on the shores, and nowhere was there any complaint of insult or depreda-
tions committcd by those who went ashore.

At noon we left Fox river with head wind; we steered towards the north, expecting
to find a more favorable wind, and we were not disappointed in our expectation; for, on
the morning of the 9th, we had east-north-east wind, which brougit us to Seven Islands
at 2.15 v.'. on the 10th.

We left at 3.30 P.M., after having taken on board the Collector of, Customs, Mr.
Smith; and a "very strong north wind brought us to Pointe des Monts at midnight. But
when there, wC had head winds, and after having tacked during the whole of the next day,
and gained little by it on account of the, ebbing tide, we were ' obliged during a storm of
south-west wind, on the night of the llth, to go and anchor on the morning of the 12th,
in Trinity Bay.

I seized this occasion to sce the fishery overseer, Mr. Comeau, and to coIlect informa-
tion on the shores belonging.to his division. Cod fishing at Cariboo Islets, Trinity and
Godbout had not been good, whilst salmnn fishing in the stations along the coast had been
generally successful and yielded more than in previous years. ie had no complaint to
make for infringement of the fisheryslaws.

On the 13th, at 9.45 A.M., a north-west breeze sprung up, and we hastened to take
advantage of it. At 10.30 A.M. we passed Pointe des Monts light-house, and at 12 r.M.
the Bic light-bouse., The wind was then north-east.

At 1L30 A.M. on the nexit day the wind entirely fel, and we anchored at the Pilgrims
at ebb tide -,but a little after twelve, a breeze sprung up, and at 12.30 P.M., not being able
to sail againgt the ti de, we anchored a second time opposite Pilgrims light-house.

At 3.15 A.M. the breeze increasing, we set sail, and at 9:30 Â.M. anchored in the Port
of Quebec, having the satisfaction to be able to say, in closing the'report of my cruise in
in the Gulf, that we met with no accident or ijuries, and that our new masts and shrouds
were firm and well fixed.

On the 16th, although in the liarbour, I gave 'orders to begin unriggisg the schooner,
and in the evening I discharged 10 sailors.

On the lith, wc went to the Government wharf, and began storing the rigging, goods
and material of the schooner; and on the 20th I discharged the remainder of the crew,
keeping only the mate and the master of the crew to take charge of the schooner till placed
iri dock, which was donc on the 24th.

On the 2Gth; the dock in which La Canadienne was, was towed into Palace harbour,
where she is to winter, and on the next day my officers *ere discharged, and the schooner
placed under Mr. Buteau's Charge.

The cruise of the armcd schooner La Canadienne in the Gulf of St. Lawrence,-for the
protection of the fisheries, during the season just expired began on the 29th of ,May fthe
dateý of our leaving Quebcc, and was interrupted by a trip to Quebce, wheru we remained
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from the 31et of August to the 29th of September, for the purpose of having new masts
put on (the old ones which have lasted since 1855 being rotten at the top), anci terminated
on the 15th of Noveniber. The coasting vessel has thus been engaged actively in the
service:

There remains then 133 days of actaal cruise on the shores. During that period I

visited Magdaletn Islands twice; the principal posts of Anticosti Island once; the shores of
Gaspé twice; Paspebiac three tinies; Percé three times; Gaspé Basin three times; and
made two visits, the second not being quite a complete one, to the north shore of the river
and Guif, from Bersimis to Blancs Sablons, a distance of 501 nautical miles.

During the whole time of my cruise, I made it a duty te stop at all our sahInon and
fishery stations on thenorth and south shores, evcry time it was possible; T visited them
tobe sure that the fishing .was pursued in accordance with the Fisheries Act, and the
regulations made in virtue of the same, and to punish the parties found violating any of
the clauses of the:said Act and said rëgulations; this was donc in many places, as can be
seen by peiuing my report..

will remark here that, from year to year, the fishing law is better understood and
appreciated by our fishing population who understand its object better, and feel less oppo-
sition to it than fornerly. Order and peace prevailed during the last season in our sea
ports, the harbours and rivers where the cod fishing establishments are, and Emay add on
the whole of our shores, From these must be excepted the Magdalen Islands, where during
the mackerel fishing season, during the months of August and September, fishermeu from
schooners engag-id in this fishery went ashore at Entry Island, and on some other'parts of
the group of these Islands, ànd stole sone fowls and cattle. Not being at the islands wheu
these robberies took place, and besides they having. been commritted during the ,night, 'it
follows that it is very difficult, if not in:possible to detect the authors. Consequcntly, the
only means to protect our insular population fromi these depredations, is to ,cruise with La'
Canadiennc in the places fre'quented by foreign schooners during a part of the, mackerel
fishing season, as I have already doue, in order that the presence of the armed schooner
might kecp them constantly on their guard, and caution them against a well deserved
punishment, if they continued to render themselves guilty of suci improper acts towards
population having such gentle manners, and always ready to help strangers. The trp
was oblig d to make to Quebec, and the necessity under which we were te proceed with s
little sail as possible, fromi the 9th of July to the 31st, of August (after having discovered
the bad state of our masts), which extended by many weeks my first visit on the north
coast, prevented me from being at Magdalen Islands at a period when my presence was
greatly wished for, and would have been very necessary.

The result of thxe fisheries was, very aifferent on our shores, this year.. Thus, whilst
salmon fishing was generally good in the rivers, and stations in the north and south shores
of the'Gulf and River St. Lawrence ; côd fishing, this great industry in which our population
is engaged, nearly failed entirely on points generally renowned for the greatest supply of
fish, as at Natashquan, Kegaska, Mutton Bay, Dog Islands, Bonne Espérance and Salmou-
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Bay. These places arc nevertheless visited by a larger nnimber of foreign fisherimen than
of our own.

t Bi'adore Bay and Blancs Sablons, it was over an average. On the shores west of
Mingan, it had been good only at Magpie Bayand Le Gros Cove, everywhere else, the fishing
had been below the avcragc.

On the Gaspé shores fron Bay of Chaleurs to Cape des Rosiers, there was no reason to
complain of'the resuits ofthe year, although, during the surmer, scarcity of hait had imade
the fishing difficult and little remunerative.

From Cape des Rosiers inclusive to Fox river, the fishing had been bad. At Grand
Etang, it had been good ; higher up, on the shures of the St. Lawren'ce it had been, mid-
dling; and at St. Anne des Monts, Cape Chatte and Matanne, the resiilts of the season's
fishing were satisfactory, although the same began very late. What most inju-ed the suc
cess of codfishilng this year, was the scareity of bait, and-the great difficulty for fishermen to
get it, and especially caplin, which, as often remarked in my reports, is the best bai
and the most used by our fishermen. Taking in a whole the products of the different fishing
stations, cod fishing w'as not very good this year, and the resulits not so satisfactory as those
of last ycar. Still as the number of fishermen had inprcased in many places, the quantity of
codfish exportëd into foreign countries will yet b very large, although less than last year.
I will give at the end of this report, a table shewing the quantity of codfish taken at each
establishment on the north aud south shore.

Fall cod fishig having been gcnerally good on the Gaspé shoro, and pursuec with much
zeal and, perseverance, it.follbwed. that large quantities of salted codfish, in barrels or in
bulk, were sent to Quebec andAMontreal, iwhere the schooners arrived nearly ail together,
during te month of October. The result was disastrous to our fishermen, who on account
of the overstockcd niarket, sold their produce too low to expect even ordinary prfits, and
some cargoes werc sold at aloss. Ticonly means to obviate this inconvenience (and our
fishermen intend to do so next year), is to prepare a certaiù quantity of the fall codfish for
export, and to kecp but a small qaantity for Canada, where as it is known, . ie con-
sumption of pickled and dried fish is.too limited to offer an easy .market for the produce
of our Gulf fishermen. Tie produce of the spring herring fisheries have not been so good
as those of previous years, but this is not owing as much to the absence of fish on our
shores as to the little demand of pickled herring for export, caused by the American war
having closed the Southcranmarkets; for this reason our fishermen generally fished only
according to the wants of our country. The herringfall fishing has failed on ur shores,
except at Bradore Bay and Blancs Sablons, where some thousand barrels of this fish have
been caught by foreign and Canadian fishermen, but the fish werc generally small. The
fine fall hemrng which were brouglit to Qucbec this fall were caugit on 'the coast o
Newfoundland, and espccially on that part of Labrador, under the jurisdiction of Ncw-
foundland, and beyond Cape Charles, on the Atlantic.

Our Gaspé shore fishermen cauglit during the month of Augtst, a certain quantity
hich was specially used to bait cod lnes.

As I have already mentioned, the fishing was very good at Magdalen Islands; especiaily
cod fishing which gave abundant produces; and if seal hunting had heen good, the nhabi-
tants of these islands would have reaped more profit from their season's labors, than they
have since miny years.

I furnish statements indicating the quantity and' the yalic of the different fisir caught
in our fisheries.

I will conclude by stating that our fisheries are, compared to what they formerly were,
in a state of prosperity, thanks to the liberal encouragement and effectuai protection of the
Government; and'I hope that this encouragement, eithe- in the shape o? bounties, or free
ports, will not fail se that thefisheries, may soonacquire a development which will cause
theni to be considered all over the country as one of the lnrgest andniost productie in-
dustries of Canada.

'The Perch' is well knownby its compressed body, elongated towards ,the head and
tail; by s:brilliantý colors,ellow,.withgreenish or goldtinge; by itsdark vertical band,
to the number of:five Ior eight, across the back; and by its bright and ,various. colored
fins.

This;fsh, as the name o? the order ln which it is classed shews, has very strong
spinous rays; especiallyat the first dorsal, which is entirely composed of them and is used
to d'efend'itself again'st other fish.

It spawns about spring time, and is very prolific ; there being found in the ovaries of
a feinale fish of this species over a million of eggs.

Wild game wage a continuai war against the small fry in the lakes and rivers, and
destroy an enormous quantity.

LABRAX LINEATUS, PERCA SAXATILIS.

The stripdd Bass is, incontestably, after the salmon, one of the finest and most

delicious fish frequenting the River St. Lawrence and some of its tributaries. It alter-
nately frequents salt and fresh water, where it ,breeds during , the spring.,~ Itasometimes
attais an extraordinary size a frequently some have been caught atdiferent parts o? the
Iiver St. Lawrence, and especially at Sorel Islands and near Crane Island, weighing
from 25 toO 30pounds, and even more.

On the coast df'the United States they are said to have been efound of a stillUarger
size ; and in some ancient works on ichtyology, which·I consuolted, Bass.arespoken of as
having reached the weight of 50, 60, and even 80 pounds. William Herbert,ln.h is ork
on "Fish and Fishing of the UnitedStates," mentions that he 'saw one of 43 pouads.

lIts color is bluish brown above, silvery en .he sides and beneathi. But what dis-
tinguishes this fish areblack.parallel lines along each side fromlead t tail,to' the number
of from seven to nine, making it one of the most remarkable species of the genus Labrz.

The Bass, which properly speaking is a sait water fish, is also~ found on 'the south-
shore of the Guif of St. Lawrence and'in the months of the rivers falling into it; it is
caught in great quantities in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.

Althoughi this fish is said to'frbquent the large streams of the Canadianshore o? the
Bay of Chaleurs and Gaspé, no attempt, to my knowledge, has been made.to fish for it.

This curious littleifish, beingfrom two to twò and a half lnches long,anahlfdnich

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thick, is found in the rivers and brooks of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and the spècies has
numerous kinds in Europe as well as in North America.

The varicty now described, and which is caught in great quantities in thé small rivers,
brooks and Barachois of Magdalen Islands, where it is used as food for cattle and as
manure (400 barrals were caught last year in the barachois of Basque Harbour, Magdalen
Islands) has two free spines on tha back, of a quarrer of an inch long, and a third but
sialler, ,near the dorsal fin The ventrals, represented by a single ray, look more like
two strong spines than like fias. The siLes and the body are protected by over twenty-
five plates, forming a kind of cuirass, so that the Stickleback, besides being very active in
its movemonts, is furnished with offensive and defensive arms, which causes it toebe feared
even by fish larger than it.

This fish is said to be a dangerous enemy to the Pike; it suffers itself to be swal-
lowed by the latter, then with its spines inflicts, either in the mouth or inside, wounds
giave enough to cause death.

But what makes the Stickleback still more remarkable is, that unlike all the other
fish which deposit their ova cither on the m'ud or gravel, agglutinating them to aquatic plants
it builds a regular nest te receive its very numerous eggs; the maie fisi being entrusted
with that work. Several females lay their eggs in this nest made of little sticks and
stalks of grass, cemented together with the mucus that excludes from its skin; but a'single
male impregnatcs alL the cggs of one nest, ad he ias to defend them against the voracity
of other fish, and aven, it is said, of the females themselves, till they.are hatched. The
vigilance of the male ceases when the young are able to do for themselves and provide for
their own safety.

The color of the Stickleback varies greatly, being generally dark olive-grcen above,
gradually intermixing with lighL greenish and yellowish on the sides.

On specimens found 'in Esquimaux Point brook, on the north shore of the Gulf cf
St. Lawrence, I counted

This hideous but bcautifully lemon-colored fish, varied with rcd, is found on our

Gulf shores, and is often caught in fishing for cod It is very voracious la its appetite,
and feeds on the fry of other fish and on young codfish causing sometimes great inconve-
nience te our fishermen. As soon as a certain number of Se iRavens congregate on the
bottoms wherc cod fishing is going on ne more cod is caught, and the fishermen are
obliged te cast their lines elsewhere.

The variety now describcd is not so common on aur shoros as the Cottus Scorpias in.
cluded in my Iist of fish of tie Gulf, in 1862.

.,A Bull-hcal caught last spring in Pleasant Bay (Magdalen Islands), was cf a reddish
color, varied with brown, nia.suriug fourteen inches in length; its enormous head was
furnished with spines intermixed witlirregular cavities, and on each side with cutancous
pendants, giving to the fish a repulsive uglin'ess.

The first dorsal is very long; indecd, it is actually two connecting dorsals. The firs
is composed of sixteen very unequal spinous rays, and the second of thirteen; the pectoral
fin eightecn rays;ý tie ventral two rays preceded of a spine; the anal thirteen, and tie
caudal sixteen.

The Bull-head has the property of swelling up its body to an astonishing extent,
espccially when provoked. Its fiesh is good, though not used in Canada.

TRYNNUS VULGARIS.

This fine species of the family of &ombride inhabits, the seas of, Europe and North

A. 864
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America. It is found in the Moditerranean Soa Lt bing well known te the Phoenicians,
who fishedit onalarge scale also in the Black Sea on the shores of Franco and4British
Islands, in the B3ltio, on the coasts of the United States, Nova Setoia, Newfoùndland and
in the Gulf of St. Lawrence.

It enters B3ay do Chaleurs and Gasp Bay., I have often metit in the Straits of
Belleisle, and sometimos large shoals of thom off Blanes Sablons Bay.

The Tunny often acquires a very large size, and somc arc recorded of eight and oven
nine fet in length, weighing over 500 pounds; but the ordinary size is from five to six
feet and the weight from. one to one hundréd and fifty pounds.

This fish has an elongatedk form similar to that of thè common mackerel, ud its
robust fins make it one of thé best swimmers of our waters; whilst chasing shoals of small
fish which constitute its ordinary food, it is scen springing out of water to a height of five
or six foct.

Color:-Upper surface blackiëh; sides silvery; bcncath pale white. Scales on the
antorior part of the back, in front of the dorsal, and beneath the pectorals, vory large.

The fesh of theTunny is considered delicious food, and is something bhetwecn fish
and meat, being pretty much like veal; the most' delicate part of the stomach. It is caten
fresh, salted for export ýor pickled with oil or salt; so prepared, considerable quantities
of it are cxported from Franco and Italy.

It is captured in the Mediterranean Sea, and especially on hÉ shores of -Provence and
Sicily, with large nets called tlonaires, and others called madragues, nearly similar to those
used by our own fishermen in seal-fishing on the coast of labrador They consist of
chambers made with nets, in whichthe fish is driven-soinctimes in considerable quantitie;
they. are then killed with spears or fire-arms. Tunny fishing is one of the great amusements
of ricli Sicilians, wlho come from the intòrior at the time of the fishing, to wities the
killing of sometimes several thousand fish.

The Tunny is alse caught with the line, especially on the Basques' shore. The boats
being under sail, a sardine, or a piece of cloth resembling a sardine, of which the Tunny Ls
very fond, is tied to the hook, the'fish being very grcedy swallow it at once, and they are
pulled on board, but not without difficulty.

Tunny fishing bogun but a few years ago in the GuIlf. A few are speared every yar
in Gaspé Bay. They are more abundant in Bay des -Chalours and off Caraquette, n tho
month of August, when herring appears. For three ycars past the fishermen at this place
have caught a certain quantity of them, and this year as many as one hundred; using for
that purpose strong steel hooks, tied te solid lines and baited with herring. It is a very
exciting but tiresome fishing, and requires a good deal of skill; th Tunnies, Lu their
efforts teoescape, pull with such violence tliat if the fishermen has flot taken the care te tic
the line te a pin in the boat, lie runs the risk eof being hurt or carried overboard.

Tho Tunnies caught on the shorès of Gaspé are eaten fresh. At Caraquette a certain
quantity was salted and sent to Quebec, but it being the first time, its value could net be
fully appreeiated. Let us hope that it will be otherwise another time.

BLENNIUS GUNNELLUS. GUNNELLUS VULGARIS.

According to information collected on the shores of the Gulf and the Lower St.

Lawrence, this fish which resembles the eel, has seldom an average, length of more than
seven inches. It is found on the sea-shores under stones and in the apertures of rocks
left dry by the tide; under sea-weeds, the moisture of;which permits it to live for several
hours' out of its natural element. The body is' coveredwith a thik coating 'of dnUCus of
the consistence of butter, from wieh is derived its English name of Butter-fis. The
flesh of this fish is not oeatenin ,Canada, although said to be good. It is used in- nglaidý
as hait for larger fish, andh uld be employed similarly lere. Theîdorsafis -veylong
extending nearly to the caudal. On specimens procured from tittle Meccatina River r -

nounted seventy-nie rays, and beneath, a series cbak spots, te the number of ten gener-

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ally, distinguishes this fish. The anal fin is composed of forty-four rays, and extends to
the caud-l; numbering ninetecn-rays; the pectoral eleven, and the ventral only one.

The color is extremely fugacious, bcing generally purplish brown and yellowish
brown.

The Butter-fish ils found in the Northcrn scas, in Europe, in Amcrica; and Valen-
cienucs has described sixteen species.

The Anglei has a'still more repulsive aspect tihan the Bull-head, and is easily known

by its enormously wide and depressed head, by its niouth, armed with very large aid sharp
teeth, and by the three first rays of its antcrior dorsal fin' which entirely project beyond
moving freely on the hcad, and forming a kind of appendage or crest, which caused it to
be termed Lophius by Aristotle.

The stomach- of this fish is very large and its appetite is most voracious. It is gen-
erally couched close to the bottom, buried in the sand, and draWs toward itsclf with its ap-
pendage the fish, which, it does n'ot fail to catch with its mouth. lIt gencrally feeds on
fish, mollusea and crustacea.

The Anglor inhabitsthe seas of Europe and North America. It is also found in the
Gulf, but is seldom caught with the hook or net, ànd the specimens found are those gen
erally thrown on the coast when they cone too near the shore looking for. food. On ac-
count of the smallness of itsglls, this fish eau live long out of water.

The curious fish exhibited at Quebec thrce years ago,. the name of which nobody
knew, and which had been caugbt at .Anse des Dunes, on the coast of Labrador, was
nothing but an Augler. Another fish of the same species was also found two years ago
at Long Point, niear Mingan.

The ordinary size of the AungIler is from three to four and a-half feet.

OTENOLABRUS CERULEUS, CRENILABRUS BURGALL.

It is commonly seen on
the shores. of Gaspé and ,Bay des Chaleurs, andý especially in the harbou' of Paspebiae and
in Gaspé Basin, where it is very improperly named' Tanche.

It is easily caught with the line with any kind of bait, and is an excellent fish.
The Cunner is common on all the shores of Aimerica from Delaware Bay to Newfound-

land. It is also found in Europe.

naturalist,, Lesueur.

Itis known thatthe real carp was not t0 be, found in, lmerica before! having been
intodcedinto the, United Statès, whichws dbne by means of live fishk ofthe species
lbeing conveyed ahout thirty ears ago from rance and placedin sorne lakes f tie ate
ofNew York andt i some parts of the Hudson River, where thefyincreased in an extraor-
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dinary manner. They niay perhaps have" found their way by coming through the
canals and rivers joining the Hudson with the Richelieu and St. Lawrence -Rivers ; but I
am not aware of their baving been seen in our country.

The common Sucker is one of the commonest fish of'the Canadian waters, being
found in the River St. Lawrence, in ail its tributaries and in every inland lake.. There
are a great number of varietics. Those called French Carp and Scabby Snout Suc7ers,
are excellent food:

This fish is found in the rivers of Gaspé and Labrador, but generally in small
numbers. It is abundant in the interior lakes af these places, and constitutes one af the
principal articles of food of the Indians during the winter season. . It is, perhaps most
abundant in St. Augustin and Pachachoo rivers; it is easily caught in this last named

It is easily
known by its reseiblance to herring, being nearl'y of the-same size, by its bright silvery
scales,and especially by its elongated body, and compressed and serrated abdomen.

Thefiesh' is excellent ta eat when fres ;'it is daso good pickled; and will keep very

The Alewive sometimes appears in the lower part of the River St. Lawrene, in some
rivers onL heécoastéof Eabradór,l and especiallyin Grand Meccatina river.

Of the order of M alacopterygii dZdominales; of thc fanily of Esocido; of the genus Esox
3ew fish are so common in Canada as the Pike, being found in the River St. Law-

ronce, and in almost all of our rivets and lakes.
The oidinary length of tie Pike varies from one to thrcc fect, and its weight from

one to six pounds, but it sometimes grows toa larger size, aud some arc caught weighing
fifteen pounds and over: Its formation, strength, and the disposition of its fins make it a
rapid swimmer. Its' extraordinary voracity, the sharp and numerous teeth of its large
mouth, its instincts of depredation, rendcr it the terror of other fish. Not only does the
Pike swallow a large number of fluvial fish of its species, but it also feeds on animals of
small size, aquatie birds, reptiles, &c., &c. it is the fresh water shark.

The flesh of the Pike is white, firm and delicious to eat, cspecially when the water is
cold. It propagates prodigiously, aud as many as 140,000 eggs have been countedin the
body of one fcmale. Its spawn is deposited in the brooks during the spri'ng, and the ova
is promptly hatched.

Although an ordinary inhabitant of rivers, lakes and ponds, the Pike sometimes
appears in the sea, and the salmon fishormen of the rivers of the Gulf will sometimes catch
them in their nets, of a vcry large size. From the information received by Indians
frequenting the interior of Labrador, this fish is found in the upper. part of several rivera
faling into the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and in the lakes of that part of the country.

its color varies-in some it is deep green, varying to blackish on the backIand head,
or bluisli grey, in others it is ofa golden yellow, especially during spawning time.

it is fished with nets in the lakes and rivets, and also with lines having live or arti-
ficial baits. The apparatus called cill-devil is especially much used.

lRod-fishing for Pike is most exciting. It is one of the favorite amusements of a great
many of the sportsmen of the interior of Canada, though very far from equal to salmon or
trout y-fishing, but this last enjoyment is not within the reach of overy one.

They occur
also in several lakes north of the River St. Lawrence, in Lower' Canada, and a they are
sometimes caught in the salmon nets of the Labrador rivers falling into the Gulf one is
inclined to think that it inhabits the upper waters of thèse streams, and the lakes where
they take their sources. The flesh of the Maskalonge is everywhere considcred rmost
delicate and exquisite; even many people consider it equal to salmon. What has been
said o? the voracity amd destructive instincts of the Pike, apply with still greater force to
the Maskalonge; its larger size giving it more strength than the former, and its wide
mouth furnished with long teeth render it a most dangerous enemy to fish frequentinig
the waters it inhabits. This fish spawns in the spring, deposits its ova in small streams
in preference to large rivers.

Its color is generally deop greenish brown, àarker on the back; paler on the sides,
with numerous rounded, destinet, pale yellowish or greyish spots on the sides.

Its ordinary size is from one to three feet, and its weight fron five to fifteen pounds
but some are often scen reaching the size of four feet and over, weighing as much as forty
pounds.

This fish is remarkable on account of the siout
formed by its elongatedjaws the lower being more so than the upper, which presents
some resemblance to a bird's beak. The dorsal and anal fias arise far back an:Gre nearly
equal in let gth, and the lower rays are composed of spurious fins or finletš,as in Makere
or Tunny.

They appear on the United States coast, and are very comuon in'the European seas,
and especially in the Mediterranean sea, comprisig se eral varietics, the type of which
is the Scambresox Saurus, Ours is probably the variety described by Dr. Storer, and
called from his name, Scombresox Storeri.

the large lakes of Canada, especially in Lako Huron, where fishing for it ir carried on on a
large and advantageous sale, and it is aiso found in all thé inland waters of the northern
part of our continent, as far ns the Arctie Ocea.

Several of our lakes, and amongt otlies Lako Temiscounta are renowned for their
White-fish and. they appear in the, St. Lawrence and some other rivers falling into i ;
being very common in the inland lakes of Labrador. They sometimes go to sea and arc
often canght by Canadian fishermen at the mouthis of the rivers flowing into the Gulf.
They are seen perhaps the most often in Little Romaine River.

The White-fish is so well known here that it is useless to give a long description of it.
It wi1l suffice to mention that its ordinary sizo seldom exceeds a foot and a lialf in length
and its weight five pounds, although some are taken weighing as nuch as fifteen and
tweity pounds.

Itsscolor, is greyish blue or yellowish browa above, ,wit grey spots before the. dorsal;
sides and belly white.

One of the two specimens I studied, which had been caught in the St. Lawrence, was
aine inches and a half long, and two inches and a quarter thick. The fine rays wero as
follows :

The females being
then full of eggs and tie maies omelt,-these prettytlitte fiah undoubtedly rpairto
fresh water for tle purpose of spawning, atd aretene witin thick and numerous
shoal Ineed net mention that they are aisavoyd hieltly fsh Éii itoo wellnkon
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in "the lower part of Canada East, where they are cauglit in large quantities with lnes,
seines, nets and boxes. This last named apparaitus is used with much successat/ iCham-
plain and the neighboring parishes on the north shore. They are mostly used there as
food; some arc sold or used for feeding cattle.

The Tom-cod is most abundant in autunn on the coast of Gaspó, in Bay des Chaieurs
especially, at the mouths of the rivers and barachois. But on account of the limited
consumption, they are fished for only during a few weeks, merely to satisfy the ·wants of
the inhabitants of the adjoining localities. In the lower parishes of the south shore.they
appear in summer as well as in the fall, ànd are caught in large quantities during -the
winter when they arc kept fresh by being frozen.

The small size and softness of the fleshb of the Tom-cod :preventsit from bengspickled.
It must, therefore, b caten fresh and cannot be brought far durig summer. They are
keptfrozen in winter, care being taken to keep them as much as possible fromi the contact
of air.

According to some Unitd States naturalists there are several varieties ofthe To:-ý
cod aud the one I examined, thougi nearly the same as that describcd by DeKay, differs
iu the number of the fin rays. Our variety has

and De Kay's,

D. 12.20.18; P. 17; V. 6; A. 20.18 ; O. 37.
The size of the Tom-cod varies from six to twelve inches, and sometimes more.. They

are as voracious as the large cod, and feed on all littlc fisb. I found in the body of o 0f
them measuring eleven inches, a bass two and a half inches long, and a carp of four and
a half inches.

LOTA INORNATA, LOTA VULOARIS.

French-Lotte commune Lotte de rivière
In Canada-Loche.
English--Plain Burbot. Eel. Pout.

Of the order of M1falacopterygii sub-brachiati of the 'family of Gadide; of the genus
Lota.
The size of the Burbot, better known in Canada under the name of Loche, ranges

from one to three feet. It closely resembles the Eel, but the'body is more developed.
Color, dark brown, the head being almost black ; ordinary sized moath, armed with

numerous minute teeth. The first dorsal and the caudal very long. The specimen fur-
nished to nme was tlirteen inches long, and the fin rays were as follows:-

D. 12.7; P. 19; V. 7; A.64: C. 48.
The flesh of the Burbot is good. It commonly occurs in the River St. Lawrence,

and is taken in brush fisheries or with the , line, in winter as' well as in summer.
I did not meet with the Burbot in the Gaspé and Labradorriversbut have been

informed that it often appears there; and the finest species of fish abounding l these
places; no attention whatever is paid toit.

CYCLOPTE RUS LUMPUS. LUMPUS VULGARIs.

French-Cycloptère Lump. Lump. Gros jfaillet.
In Canada-Poue d'eau.
English-Lumpish&. Lump Suckcer.

Of the order of '3alacopterygiisub-brachbiati; of the family of the ckers of the genus
Cyclopeterus.

The Lump fish is often found on the shores of the River and Gulf, after high storms
and sea winds, when thrown on the coast with masses of sea weeds and otheraquatic
plants. It also oceurs in îthe brush fisheries along the coast as far as Trois Pistoles,
and even higher up.

The Lump Suekeris remarkable for its very grotesque ,form, and its fiesh:i softand
flabby. Instead of scales the .body..is covered with minute tubercules and thesides with
threeseries of large ones.

Its color varies muoh; the commonest bcià greenish blue. Some are red, with: the
exception of the belly, hieh is hite; this led todhe belif that here worc several
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species of this fish. Some naturalists pretend that the Lump fisli goiag to spawn in red,
and the spawnin being over, they return to the blueish 'color; whilst others'hold that the
maies are always red and the feinales blue. Ths' is certainly a -og aissertion, for eggs
are found i the bodies of theLumps of both colors.

The Lump fish are generally one foot, long, but measure sometimes two feet and
weigh as muci as twenty pounds; they are short and thick, and heini bad swimmers on
account of their shape, are preyed upon by seals, sharks and other large fish.

The first fiû is covered with a thick skin, and elosely resembles a hump., The second
dorsals, anal and. caudal are comaratively small. The ventral has a peculiar shape; the
rays united beneatif form a sucker, resembling an oval and concave disk, which permits
thetm to adhere firmly to the rocks or any solid substance. The pectorals are vry broad,
partially concealing the disk of the ventrals.

The fiesh of the Lump fish, especially l the spring, is very healthy and good, eut iin
slices and frièd in butter. It is sometimes scrved on the table in Bay des Chaleurs; but
to my knowledge, I am not aware of its Ibeing used, elsewhere in Canada, as food In,
Europe it is considered a great delicacy' and is seen on the fish markets along -with the
highest prizedfish.

CYCLOPTERUS LYPARIS. LIPARTS VULGARIS.

French.-Liparis..
,English.-Unctuous Sucker. Sea-snail.
Of the Order of Malacopterygii sub-brachiati; of the family of' the Suckers; of the

genus Liparis.

The Unctuous Sacker is very, comInon on the coasts of France and England. lIt is a
smaIl fish with an elongated body, compressed, behind and almost entirely covered
with a semi-transparnctd loose membrane. This exterior membrane being taken off, the
skin looks yellow and entirely covered with black spots; the belly is tuaid.

On the specimens obtained at little Meccatina, found. amongst rocks covered witb
sea-weed and left dry at ebb tide, measuring from one and three-quarterss to two inches
in length, I saw no lateral line, and the fin raye, which are very difficult to count, were as
follows:

.D. 26 ; A. 19; C. 22.
faving no magnifying glass with me, I could not count those of the pectorals or

ventrals.
What makes this fisli remarkable is a. sucker placed under its belly, shaped like a

disk, and. having at its circumference thirty bony papillæ covered, as in the Lump-fish,'
by the extremities of the pectoral and ventral fin raye, by the help of which, it adheres to
the rocks.

The fielsh of the Unctuous Sucker, though not excellent, is nevertheless considered
as good on some parts of the Frenci coast.

ACIPENSER OXYRHIfN CHUS.

French-Esturgeon I bec pointu.
Known in Canada under the name of Ecaillé or Maillé.
English-Sharp-nosed Sturgeon. Common Sturqeon.

Of the' order of Chondropterygii; with frec bran'hix; of the family of Sturionido; of
the genas Sturgeon.

This species of the family Sturionùdda much 'resembles the conmon, Sturgeoa of
Europe (Acipenser Sturio) and s peculiar to North America. It has becu well deseribed

by Lesueur.
The ordinary size of theSturgeon je from two to three feet, but larger ones are often

caught. It-je at oneeyknown by its elongated snout, its numerous and strong plates, vary-
mg m number according to the age of the fish, and resembling spinuous>shields, covenng
its body in five series, one, onthe back, two on the sides,,and two underneath. Mouth
beneath the snott,- transversewithout teeth and veryprotactile; with barbels under tic
snout. The dorsal fiav riscs far behind, is pretty-large, and deeply concave atitsmargin
Pectorale short and obtusely, pointed, ventrals still smaller; anal poÈited; caudal fia,ith

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its upper lobe elong±ted, which makes the juil of the Sturgeon reseible that of sem
species of shirks.

The flesh of the Sturgeon very healthy and agrecable, alitughl disliked by rnay
n Canada. It is the revers in urope, where it is highly estinated, antd prescrvel

salted and pickled. This fish ih very couituon in the whole of the St. Lawrenco, and in
many streais emiptying into it. At certain periods of .the year t is caughlt in ,rent
quantity. It is often seen on our mZrkets.

There is mnother specie of Sturgeon commouly called here the racer, having a
rounded anti shorter snout than the sarp-nosed Sturgeon, vih less projecting scales on
the body. it is probably the ocfenser brevirosris of Lesueur. E[aving had no oppor
tunity of examining it 1.can not give a description o'rit.

Sturgeon of a very large size are often caught on tho Gulf shores rescmbling vcry
much the variety known Iin Europe ui der the namie of A4cpenscr Sta.rio. It is Hie com-
mon Sturgeoa of' Western Europe.

£hope to be able next year to got a specinien the Gulf, to make a minute study of
it in order to determine its species.

LAMNA COR NUBICA. SQUALUS CORNUBICUS. SQALUS PUNCTATUS. LAMNA PUNCTATA.

French.-Squaie-nez.
English.-'oreaglie or Beaînnaris Shrark, Ma!ckerel Shar'k, Gr'een-bache(i Shaîrk,

of the order of Chonoopterygii; wüfixed brwnchùe; of -the family of Squalioee; of the
genus lamn.

The Porbeagle occurs in thie vaters of the Gulf of 'St. Lawrence, especially during
the summer, when chasing shoals cf mackci-l, on which it feeds; and In spite of the
well known agility of the imaokerel they eannot escape its pursuit.

The Porbeagle is voracious, its largc mouth furnished with sharp and curved teth
enables it to size its prcy with case.

Body cylindrie ani fusiform, iead comuparatively sumall, terminating in a pointed
and turnetd up snout, te whieh it owes is name of Squale-nez. The dorsal is high and
very strong as well as the peTtoral. Te caudal is fornied cf two nearly equal
lobes. ,T dist guishing feature of this variety of shark is a projecting keel on each
side of its tail.

General color, slatish grey, lighter o the sides and white underneaith. Ordinary
size, from fiveto eight fect. A Porbea-gle was caught last springat Magdalen Islands in
macIkerel nets, mueauring sevon feet. The' flesh was very fat, being more like veal than
fish-we tasted it on board, aud fiound ià excellent. Several otherst were cauglit this year
on the Gulf shores.

The stuffed shark (xhibited at Quc0e and Motratl belongti te that variety and
had been caugit off MatanC.

The Dog-fish, whicl is very'cmmnc on the shores of the Gulf during the sumier,
1 vviarious, as asccrtaiii by fiem n e coast ofLab-:dor. t generaty caught
witih the liuo io places frequt:ed by ti cod, which flies at its approach.

l'Te Log. fis is not se tumerous as formerly, te the great satisfaction cf our fiabermen,
whose nets werüeofen broken jute picces by those disagreeable visitors.

About ten years ago there used te be a great quantity of theni caught at Magdaiem
Islands in the fill,-and itis large liver gave a higbly prized il. Its flesh is hard andi un-
healthy, and is kepa driedt to jeed the cattle during the winter.

The Dog-fish very mueb reisembles the orher sharks, but its size is seldom over two
audti a half feet,, ani rubust spiues are placed anterior to each dorsal fiutr which they use
with great dexterity to wound their eueles. They have no anal fin.

Color.-Slate above; abdomen greyish whito,
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Our fishermien pretend that the wound of the fin spines. is venomous, and fear it
niuch. I could not ascertain the veracity of this opinio, and the naturalists I have con-
suIted do not mention it.

The Dog-fislh occurs in Europe as well as in Anerica, and is foundin 'the northern
seas.

RAI INTERMÉDIA. RAIA OCELLATA.

French-Raie Tachetée.
English- Ocellated Ray.

Of the ordero'f ChOndr> opterygi; of the family of Raäd o the tribe Ra&a
During the month of October last, I got, at Bryon's Island, where this species of fishb

is very common, several specimens of this variety of Rays.
Here follows a short description of the largest:

Branchial apertures, five on cach side, undcerneath the stom.ach; pectorals large
ventrals divided in two lobes; two.dorsals on the tail; mouth transverse, and furnished at
the upper jaw with four series of large truncated base teeth and with five series at the
lower jaw.

Color-Upper srface light brown, with ocellated. black spots from one half to three
quarters of an inch in diameter. From each side of the back, and six inches distant from
the median lne, there is a large spot formed by two joined ocella; the interior one being
one inch and a half large, and the other, one inch. The anterior part-of the abdninßat
a distance of one "inch from the median ine, is covered with minute black spots likd a
crescent, and nine in number, each being about one inch and a half in leagth! The
inferior part of the abdomen, at a distance of two inohes from the median line, is covered
with twenty-one, or twinty-twosblack spots, formin g a slightly curved lie towards the
posterior part of the ventral.

Snout Dointed, and covered with spines, a certain number of which are also"seen above
the eyes, and on the anterior part of the balck Fron the posterior of the back about a
third of the way dowrn, there is a weli-developed.series of robust spines, increasing towards
the tail, and a1so two lateral series on the sane. The abdominal cavity small, and nearly
filled by the enormous liver.

This specimen weighed fory-five pounds. The others were smaller, having nearly
the same appearance.

PETROMYZON.

French-Lamproîe.
English-Lamprey.

0f the order of Chondropterygii, with fixed brauci/4 ; of the family Petromyizonid; of
the genus Petromyzon.
There are several varieties of the genus Petromyzon, nearly all found, probably, in

Canudian fresh and salt waters; such as the sea and fresh-water Lamprey; according to
information received. I cannot give a description of these two varieties, having none, in
my possession.

The Laniprey I examined was eaught in the River St. Liwrence, below Quebec, and
appeared to me to be the same' as the small European Lamprey or Sucet ÇPetromyzon
Planeri Bloch), and 'the .small Lamprey of De Kay, ealled Petromyzon appendix, -al-
though I dlid , not find this, appendage at the auterior part of the ,audal fin, from which
this species was called Petromion apendL; by the author above cited. It might
have been on the fish when alive, but destroyed by the rough hándling of buyers and
fishermien. t

Characteristics ôof this fish e Lngth, eight inches.-Seven well defined brarchiai
apertures. Eyes, moderate. Irides. yellow. A spiraece on-the top of the head riterior
to the eyes. Mouth (opened), circular, armed with numerous incurved and siarp teeth.

t - t - t
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On one side of the throat one large and semi-circular tooth, with seven well-developed
points ; on the Other side a group formed of three large teeth, two on the same, row; the
other farther in the throat. Only one dorsal, beginuing at the centre of the bauik. (This
feature distinguishes this species from the Petrornyzon Americanys and Nigricagof De
Kay, having two distinct dorsals.) The anal fin is uearly one third of the dorsal.

Color-Dark plumbeous above and'along the sides, somewhat paler underneath. Fins
dark brown.

I hope to be enabled next year to describe the other species of Lampreys found in the
Gulf and rivers that fall into it.

The Lamprey is well liked in many parts of Europe,and espeeially in France, where
a large consumption is made. The Sea Lamprey is preferred its flesli is more delicate.
As an article of food it is hardly known here, as well as in 'the other British Provinces;
whilst in the United States it is held in ihigh estimation, and is often seetron the table of
the epicure.

The Lanprey appears to bie very prolific, and they ascend streams in the spring tu
deposit their spawn.

SAa.OUENATY DISTRICT (North shor.)- Theservices of en Overseer r this distriet
were dispensed with, aud the duties performcd from head quarters.

Go.D3ouT isi (North shore)-Alexander Coneau, Overseer.-Reports failure
of the cod-fishery forý want of bait. The yield of salmon has iucreased HIlas no frace
,tions of the fishery laws to report.

Mois1E DISTRiCT (North shore).-iDavid Godbut, Overseer.-feports scarcity of
codfish andthat, comupared 'with the yield of last year, the salmon fishe-y has flleti off.
The fishery laws were duly observed.

MINGAN, ISTRIcT (No'rth shore).-Joseph Beaulieu, Overseer.-Reports the cod
fishing not so good as last year, and the salmon fishiery about an avei-ge. Some ditculty
had been caused by the Indians at Mingati River, through their havirig set several nets in
the river, contrary to law,-and which the lessees of the stream removed and partially de
stroyed. Elsewhere, u6 material infringements of the fishery laws occurred.

Rivnait Du Loni DISTRICT (North shre).-Alfreid Biais, Ovorseer.-Reports 5a1
almost iueredible increase of salmon capturced along the cowt between Point Levi anid
.Rimouski. The take of other éishes of inferior value was also greai. Upwards of 3i0
fishing stations were visited, and the proprictors wcre required to comply with the law, as
regards net-work and gap in brush weirs. Twelve prosecutions were brought. Suggests
some alterations in the pattern and placing of fish-passes on miill dams. Remarks that
great destruction of fry and sumall fishes, and the ova of shad aud herring, &c takes place
for use as manure.

ATAPEDIA DISTRICT (South shore).-Alexander Piaser, Overseer.-7Reports 'large

cuantities of saluon capturcd ii consequence of the presence of a schule ofwhite:porpoises
which scared the sahuon into shioal water along shore, where they became entangled in'the
nets. The want of laws or regulations to restrict within reasonable- bounds the net-fishing
in Nw Brunswick waters, reuders futile alost auy endeavors on the part of Canadian
authorities to preserve from destruction the salmon of Itestigouche river and its tributa-
ris. fias succeeded i preventing Iudians and others from spearing the few salmon still
left in the Matapedia and Casupseal rivers.

NOUVELLE DISTRicT (South shlore).-A. JMcEwan, Overseer.-Reports the take of
salmon as larger than last year.

MARîA DIsTRICT (South shore).-f. Cook, Overseer.--Reports cat.ch of codfish as
decreased, and that of'salmon incrcase.d, since last year.

NEw RICrtoN» Di)sTRcT (South. shore).--R W '. H. Dimock, Overseer.-Reports
that the cod and salmon fisheries have been somewhat less this year than ast. Additional
restrictions and fewer nets, rather than scarcity of salmon, havie occasioned apparent fallig
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off in the latter fishing. The Indians have been preverted from spearing sainon for barter
or salc. This has had the effect;of increasing the stock in rivers within his district. He,
however, draws attention to the killing of foul fish during the spring months, whilst .e-
turning from their spawning grounds.

IPABOS DISTRCT (South shore).-J. M. Renon, Oversor -Uenorts iiireLse in
catch of sahnon, and the cod and herring fisliery as (onr the whol ) better than last year.

Poa2 DÀNIEi DISTRICT (South shore).-Williai Phelan, Overseer.-Reports cod-
fish as scarce; but herrings and mackerel plentiful, and the saluon fishery inproved.

DOUaLASTOWN DISTRICT (South shore).-Ber ard Conly. Overser.-Rieports -
provement of fisherics, and illegal fishing as scarcely known.

(asrt:É-BAsIN DIsRITor (South shore).-T. Byle.-Reports catch of coi mackerel
and salaon as diminislied. States that largo nunibers of trout are killed throngh the
ice, after the close season established by law.

EXTRACTS FROM REPORTS OF SURVEYS IN LoWER CA NAD.
TOWNSHIP OF BOILLEAU.

The township of Boilleau is situated in the county of Chicoutimi, its southcrn limi
beinth48 parallel of latitude, and is traversed by the road lcading from St. Urbai
a p 'arishi on th e River du,QUouffre ý and adjoining the parishi of, St. Paul's Bay, onl the River'
St. Lawronee;.on the east and west sides the township is bounded by waste hrnds of thn
Crown, and on the north by the projectèd township of Ferlanci.

The grand Lake Ha! fa! lies nearly ccntrally in the township, the outilet of which
discharges into the Bay la! Ha! on tho northerly, border ot whioh lies the prosperous
village.of Grand Bay.

The grand Lake fIa! -la ! connects by a sinall strama with the little Lakc [a! Ia !
both presenting, especially the larger lake, and towards its northern border, sonue available
(although more or less clevated) lands for settleinct.

Mr. P. L. S. Gideon Gagnon, wlio surveyed this township, reports as follows
Through the whole extcnt of my survey IL found the soil in th6 neighborhood of the lines

I ran to be of good quality, in soine places consisting of black strong mould, and in others
of a ricli yellow eartli. There are, however, soime localitieswheire the land is rocky, but
still generally fit for cultivation and settleient. he land is well covercd with liard and
soft wood black and white birch, ash, red and white spruce, white and red pine., etc.

ioads could be opened between the ranges with great advantagc. If would also
suggest that a colonization road should be opened from tío St. Urbain road to its inter-
section with tle little Lake la! fia! and following its western shore and that of the gront
lake ia! Ha! as far as the middle of'the township of lBoilleau, and thence reaching the
settlements of Grand Bralé. This road would be of great use to the settlemient ot"'the
township of Boilleau, especially to establish the lots in the north-west portion of the town-
slip, a great part of which are fit for ciltivation. The climate of Boilleau is fatorable,
frost setting in only late in the attumnu.

"The lakes in this township abound in trout.
"The most eligible site for a village reserve would be at the inoutli oflthe discharge

ofLake ali! Ha !
" Good mill sites will be found:on all the rivers in this township."

TOWNSHIP OF TESSIER.

The township of Tessier, lies in the rear of the selguiory of Matane, on the south
side of the St. Lawrcnce, in the county of Rimouski. It is bounded towards the south-
west by the township of MIatane, and towards the north-east lby the township of St. Denis,
and in rear by the waste lands of the Crown.

The River Matane, which intersects the first range of the township; fro'M near the
southerly corner of the seigniory of Matarie, with; its nunerous tributaries, irrigate and
fertilize the lands in the towhship, the general character of whicb is mos favornble for
settlernent and cultivation The srfae of the country although ccasionally uQdglating,
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is not intersectéd by any onsiderable mountains, as will appeai from M'. P. L. Surveyor
Grondin's report of survey of that township:-

On approachinghe River l[aane the soil is generally bad over some of the lts
with the exception or sone plateaux along the borders of the rive' where the alluvial soil
is veryerich' nd productivea. n very other direction the land is level and covered with
wood of the 1inest growth. and quality, such as maple, birch (blackand white') sh, spruce
and elm, nourished hy a calcareous yellow soui, pretty rich in the south-west part of the
centre lin, while on the north-east the soil is alluvial and well adaptèd for cultivation. Il
have no dôubt but that this tovnship will be speedily opened for settiement, as there ap-
pears a great desire on the part of the settlèrs, encouraged by the richness of the soit, ta
hasten. their cléarance, as fast as could divide Wte lots in the first range.

Tle neans of conmmunication supplied by the Government to the settiers, by opening
a road as far as the third 'ange, affords them easy access to these lands; the neighborhood
of Matane an easy and useful mode of exit, with the addition of the q uality of its soil, are
sufficient reason foi securing the speedy settiement of the township. It is to be regretted
that the portion of the road alrcady laid out should not have been locatedon a line regularly
traced, to avoid the dificultics alwys occuring in these cases.

TOWNSIIIP OF FALARDEAU.

The projected tôwnship of alardeau, situ ate inl the count ofOChicou tii, is of irre-
gular figure, coniprisin the arable land extending from the rear boundariesà of the town-
ships'of Simard and Trenblay to the bàse of the mountain range, skirting the right bank
of' the River Margurite.

The surveyor, Mr. P. A. Trenlay, in lis report of survey, describes the general
quality of the land sub-divided into ranges and]òts, as follows :

" The examination I was enabled to make in the course'of my surveying operations of
the land in this township, las convinced me that it is not ft for cultivationand that the
part sub-divided contains all the arable land, I therefore discontinue the.survey.,

The land generally is even, but very rocky even in the marshy parts; on the hills are
extensive quarries of lime-stone, in several places there are baremasses of'radite similar
to that of 'which the nountains in the north are conposed. Nèar the lakes and over the
quarries the timber is well grown, which doubtless deceived those who asked for the sur-
vey of the township.

" The few lots situate between Lake Clair and Lake Charles, being composed of good
land have also led into error those persons who have visited these lakes which abound
with fish."

TOWNSUIP OF OTIS.

This township is situated on the south side of the River Saguenay, in the county of
Chicoutinmi, and is bounded on the west. by the township of Bagot, on the east by waste
lands of the Crown, and on the south by the projected township of' Ferland. It is traversed
along its southern boundary by th Malbaie and Grand ,Bay r'oad, along both sides of
whieh lots have been let off for actual settlement. The report of Mr. P. L S. J. O. Trem-
lay describes the gceneral character of the land ilthis township as follows

" The land on the line between the townships of Otis and Casault, on the centre line,
and south-easterly outline of' Otis,,is very uneven and uncultivable. On the exterior
line I crossed numnerous small lakes bordered by hills of various héights, which appear to
extend some distance to the westward. The briks' produced by these lakes, and ti higlh
grounds surrounding them, by the loss of land they occasion, will always be a serious
obstacle to the opening up the good lands which lie around'them. The same slopè appears
to extend considerably to the east, and suggests the same description of and' atthesame
time the lakes are less numerous along the road and thé land more levél; t'e high groùnd
is composcd ofyellow elày, and the valleys of black mould. At the' south-esst end are'
several mountains which are-intersected by the interior lines.

" On the Malbaie road, froma No. i ta No. 14, alth'oùi the land is riot levei, tlie lots
aire taken on bothi sides, and some of then already cleared. Th"e land is swrtnýý abbee for,
some distancebut the swamp only extendsover x few cais of the secoñd rane, audldoe
not-retard the, settlement of the àts., Withthie exception of some 1ool& rioear th Là'
des Islets, the rest of thelands, along the Mabaie road are of good quality and some of
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them are taken; they are all watered by numerous streaws smone of which are suiciently
Jarge to afford good watcr powers for a four or saw mill.

On tie 3rd, 4th and 5th ranges, the soil is generally good ekcept the north-west
part adjoining the township of Bagot, dver an extent varying from one to two miles, where
the surface is broken and rocky, and some hills cover a considerable extent of ground. The
quality of the wood and soil and general appearance of the land leave po room for doubtas
to the spccdy settlement o theso lots; and I may add that, if the Qovernment opens roads
across thcsc lancs, the squatters, who have already made some extensivo clearings on the
borders of the Lake Otis, will fo llow the progress of the clearing of th road to settle then-
solves on it, and those now on the rangeslines willllw their example.

'The extensive valley situaté to the south-cast of the nmountains, which border the
SagnoIay over a distance of many miles, extends as far as the higlimoun tains of Lake
St. John, ncar the limits of the township of Otis, takingan east and west direction and with
ti large Lake Otis. jtake St. John theL ake des Islets, and the Lac L Garth, offers a
splendid view, and jstres to the cultivator a splendid field of operations, certain to
reiniburse for his labor às soon as it shall be opened,

" The 6th and 7th ranges do not offer quite the samùe advantages, as thcy are miore
distant fri the roads of communication ; but as soon as the roads asked from theC Govern-
mient are naade th y will at once bo settled.

" The soil is good to hd south-east of Lake Otis, as far as the limit of the township or
thercabouts, especially ou the heights abovo tho hkc; in high nuountainous localities saui
lots might ho ine)igible To the north-west of the lake a great amount of land is uncul-
tivable-thro arc a nruber of brokcn rocks and rocky huil. On the banks of the outlet of
Lakc Otis thcrc i somne good àad in various places, but it is maostly thken up before the
survey;. thcr'e is also p]enty of maple on the hills in tlhis direction.

Thc banks of the River Saguenay at this point are very high, consisting ofaofy
inountains, cxtoucling over a mile ; this land is ail uncultivable, except in tie bay formed.
by the outlet of Lr*akC Oti, wherC scttloncUts may hereafter bo mado. There is alread y a
uaw mill built at this pot.

The valley to the nortl-wes of the 7th range, to whicli I allude iii my notes of sur-
vey, would adso efTrd a range of' god laud, and which, ifsurveyed, would certain)y abe at
once taken vp. After a topographical survey of this. territory, I havc, formed an opinion
of te value of the 1anl which I suibjoin

"Fromu thi centre Lne as ir as the limit of the township (range i and rangeA.
exceptcd) the land is af good quaiity and favorable to cultivation, there is hîar-ly any lass.
Al these lots arc taken and will be purhased as sean as offered for sale by the Governent.

In the other part there is some loss, but quito enough left te 'rm some good settlemnts,
soveral of the lots bore are taken. Tic pine wood is not of much value and is very scarco,
there arc a few red spruce and scavtered pines, but in other places woòd fit for building is
found in large quantities, as well as red spruce,cedar and maple.

"Some benevolents persans, having te encourageencnt of colonization At heart, have
risited this locality for the purpose of establishing saw mills. If their project werc carried
eut, it woui have Uic effect of opening up and speedily settling thcse lands."

TowŽIsarp or' CABOT.
'Ihis township is situated iri rcar o the,'seigniories of Métis and Lepage, in the cou nty-

af Rimouski, and is bounded on the south-west by the township of Fleùriau and on tie
north-east by the township of McNider, on tie southeast by the waste lands of the, rown.
It is traversed, by the Kempt roadleading from the parish of Métis on the St. Lawrcnce,
to Lake Matapedia.

Th part now sub-dividcd into lots and ranges constitutes the residue of tie trwnship
Iying in rear' af 'the súigniory et>Métis and lyingbetween -the reaîr fathe Kempt roadl
range aud the township of Mcnider. Tho'nature of thesoil and timber in whici part Bs
described in the following extract ofthe repor iof Mr. P. 1. S Biadly:

aving coampled the sub-dlivision of' the lots in the Ist 2ndlind 3d ranges, and
lu a small portion of' the eourti, £ also ra the range lies in rear of t whose dirc
tion had been changed, so as to prevent encroachments, adto avoid disputes and"con-
ficting claims between setlërs. For the saine reason I alsýoverified and renewed that
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part of the rear line of the lots on theKempt road which interseets diagonally the tl
range as far is the Matapedia road and froi thence to the south-casterly lateraldine
lot , in the fourth range, vhich has been o far obliterated frorndires which have de
toyed the largc woods, that the settler would be unable toefiud it.

T"he quality of the soil is well suited for dultivatid tirough thohole extent o
the Metapedia road which I have surveyecl, although little gravel is to be found, principally
on the hills The surface is generally undulating on the lite of the road, lut is neroBy
level on both sides.

"The principal woods are spruce, pine, birch and hore and there maple and edar
The nattre of the soul varies with the voods; there is a large amount ofIloauciceeded

Saelayey soit covered with black mnould. Thie sil, in lct, is exbellent, aud f have un
oubit that before long theselots will be all taken up. The new atapedia road will be or
ireat advantage to settlers, and for this re-ison I am of opinion thatuesat-divisions
houl be mad e beyond the present limits.

" Starting from the post on the intersection of the northuast lin oi Cabot with that
of the seigniory of Métis, I verified and traceda the division liu between McNider andi
Cabothich I found very much grown over and obliteratcd (bearing sonth5 3 450° east,
atnSUoaicaLlly) as far as the lots laid off on the uorth-cast side of theKompt road, plant-
ing rangc posts at the cud of evcry mile, and thence to the inter ne ion òf the Kempt road.
wiere f plauted a boundary stone and post duly iuscribed. Through the whole length
of this line the (and is ecellent and very level froin the southrly suunnit of the banks
of the River Tttig;o>u as f»r as the Kcinpt road. Tartigou is Càuuded by vcry high banks,
but the slope is geatle; the same feature does not apply to the tanks ou the scaith, which
are crossed alnost perpendicularly, whicla rendis this part 'ofthe eighths range totaily
ut for cultivation. îThe banks of the River Elanche (White river) which qIO.interseu
this liue, luVe ne greater elevation, the sides are on the coutrnry verylevel anti low of an
overllow of vwater in the spring A large amount cf wood for tho mills is luud on these
rivers, which arc cleared for this purpose from their source t theiramouth

The prevailing woods are spruce, pine aud cda , ith, se maple irh, aek ai
white, here and there.

«u In y survey of'the line betwcen the 8th, 9th, I0th, 11th l2th nuJ 13thi augòus of
nabot, I fbati the soi generally excellent, fertile and well adapted for cultivation

The sMrface of the land is also gdnerally level, th River Tartigou alone is bord erld
by h 1igh elffs mostly very steep, fron which circumstauce its banks are little adapted or
cultivation in the loer ranges, but ou the summit of these eliffs are xteusive plains whose
Swrfaec is nbroken by either miountain or hil of any elevation. Ou these plains(plateaux)
the lanti is very ric andi oflers more than, rdiary encouragement to eutivaion. lThe
prevailing ooed is hard-ood tirch, niaple and sprue; the latter is abundant, and is
pretty etensively emnployed by the titber :merchauts of the country.

This township holdsout real induceents"te settlement, and I have no dou t that
this part of it will soon be occupied by hardy ant courageous settlers.'

TOWNSHIe Or EGAN.

This towuship is situated' on the ,#est bank of the Gatiacau river, in the county of
Ottawa, and is bouncled on the south by thè township cf Maniwaki, ouhe àorthr 'oy th'
township cf Lyttonynd. otte wcst by tte division ine between tl e cSnties âf .Ottawa
and Peontiac. It isWttered by tle eset river and its tribütayies. A desription cf h,

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li is situated in middle latitude 46° 30' N. and about 76° 15' W. longtit)Ve from
Greeuwich. It contains an area of 75,750 acres Euglish or statute measure, being equial
to 11s siquare miles. Of this 73,570 acres, equal to 115 square miles, havc been sub-
divided into farm lots.

This township is naturally divided into two scetions, which niay be designated ,the
eastern apd western, by the River Désertwhic1 intersects it from north to south. The
castern, the largcst section, comprises the peninsula formcd by'the iRiveis Deserts and Ga-
tincau. t is likewise the most fertile portion of the township. The land, with few cx-
ceptions, is well adaptcd for' agricultural. pui-poses, and embraces vcry few lots unfit for
settlement. It is clothed witl a thick growth: of wood, arying in species and quality
according to the quality of the soil and isituation. Iardwooc and pine predomiating
where the soil consists of gravel or muixed"clay, sand aud gravel, and greenwood predom-
iuating where the soil is exclusively élay, and the country chanipagne. Here are to be
found iourishingnearly all varieties of Canadian timber, and inay be classitiec in the order
of their preponderauce as follows :Balsam, spruee, birch, maple, basswood, cn, ash, oak,
tamarae, white birch, poplar, pine and cedar. Hcmlock is rarely found, and then only In
barreu situations, dwarlish and stuutod. ,There is very little pine except adjacent Vo the
River Gatineau, and that of au inferior order, all te good quality bciug already manutac-
tured. The surfce is for the most part level, or lightly undulatitg, without any rangek
of il-ountaiîîs and witlthe exception of' one iustanuc, cast of Balsan Lake, te hillocks to
be mt ivith are more uudulatingr.

"The soil ou both sides ofthe River Descrt is chiefiy cay, m mutny cases covered with
loano. In the interior, between the datiueau and :I)esert rivers, it is a mixture of e',
sand and gravel, and therefore, the most available for the indigent settler. Aloug the
Gartineau there are considerable tracts of richl alluvial deposit. Limestouc is frcquently
met along the Rivers artineau and Dert t think it is noV the chrystalline, but rather
helongS to the class called proteooîc.

lTe western section comprises that portion west of the River Desert. Aloug the
River Desert, varying froui 1 - to miles, tie land partakes of the character of the ci.st
side, and is criually well fit for settlement. Westward the suiface is more broken aràd the
land inferio culninating in barrenness towards ihe countyiae and south of the base
liue, along the Eagle river ranges. This portion Ias but few imnited patches of good land.
The good land on the north of the base line is u re frequent and of greater exteut ; and
though in many places rugged and rocky, it couVaius a cousiderable pot tien of good larW.
The sou i tis portion cousists chiefly ft gravel Jr sancd. The surfac6is broken, rocky,
irregular hillocks, alternating with marshes and lakes.

Taken as a whole the township is well adapted for settlcut at least as Far Iack
as the Sth. range ; aud if a good rond was made from Ottawa city to the desert, it would
very soon ho occupied. There are alrcady many settlers along the River Gatineau, the 2nd
range, aud along the Desert. Many others, wlhose nanes I have becen unable to ascertain.
have made sial patches of improvemncuts in ierablc localities, wvho do not reside on
them. 1 These kinds of improvements are knowvn as taking possession.

" Froi the contimted and almost unvarying sterility of the rear of flie to'vuship, I
was coustraincd to desist frou its further subdivision, nor ,would I live persisted so far
were I then possessed of the knowledec I now have, but which au onily be .obtained by
experience. iThus is the surveyor plaed in a most anomalous and 'diflicult position ; con-
sistently with his duty to himiself and the public, he cannot oCutturc to pronounce any
portion of the country, ou niere hcarsay unfit for agricltural purposes ,without a con-
sciousncess based upon facts of bis correctness. From the nature of the surface lie is
unable at any une place to sec but a very limited arca; neither eau ho devote bis time to
explorations, and conscquently can only ascertai its truc character iu the process of
survey.

TowsirS oN F NITTON ND CHESHAMr.

The situation and boundaries of these townships having becn given over tli extra ts
of M)r. P. I. Surveyor 'Dwyer, contained in tlic appeudix to'the Conîissioner of Crown
iLands' report of the surveys performed in I ower Canada, during te ye 1862, it is here
only necessary to remark, that the follwing xtracts of the report of Nr O'Dwyer háve
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reference to the survey and sub-divisions of the residues of those towvnships, performedi and
returned in thc year 1863, lying north and south of the ranges set offlon cither side f the
Bury and Anold iver colonization road line, within the lateral limits ofboth towrihiþs

I" treating of the natural features and capabilities of the tract of country surveyed,
eaci township may properly be considered by itself.

DITTON-IVERS AND NOUNTAI N.

The principal rivers of Ditton arc te Salmon river, divided into cast and' South
branches, with its tributary, the Ditton river, which ailso divides into the Ditton and-Litle
Ditton. Thc widtle of the Salmon river, at ow wateris from 15 to 50 yards, and that of
the Ditton rivcr from 8 te 20 yards. Both arc subject to sudden risc and-fall, and over-
flow the low lands along their banks to a considcrable extent. The Saimon river is large
enougI for floating large timber to market It is ascended by fishing boats at the lowest
stage ofwatcr, and offers a ready mcdiuin for transport to settlers along its bînks. The
Ditton river is obstructed by baîrs and "juains" at low water, butin the event of scttlement
could be inuch imnproved.

"The mneadow lands along the banks of the Saiou and Dittun rivers are-very con-
siderable in extent, and, tbough partially subject to, overf.low in Certain localities, will form
rich lands for settlement.

"The Megantic mountains oclupy a very large tract i the. noth-cast corner of Dit-
ton; the moest is entirelynufit for settlement, and, in conséquence, was not sub.divided i
the present survey. IThese mountains cxtend into Cheshamr, Marston and HiIamdon; a
ood quality of granite is fbuud aroundsthcm, and good spruce timber.

Iine lmuber, lu considerable quantities, was formerly found in Iitton, but within a
fev years past the greater portion bas been taken away, so that but liule comparatively
rmains. A very excelleut quality ' ofspruce timber is lound in inexhaustible quantities
in various parts etf te township, with a heavy growth of birch and mable ia the.higher
tracts.

A uumber of mill sites are to bu fouud ia various parts of the townshipof Ditton,
sufficicnt for the wants ofsettlers aud ianufacturing purposes, if required.

"lie following is a list of the miiill sites that became known during the survey, and
which', without doubt, do iot conprise all that may be found within the limits of the town-
ship :

«No. 1.-G ood mil site; lot No. 21, 1nd range, upon a siall streai called I Galt's
river.'

" No. 7.-Very good will site; lot No. 56, 7th. range, on south branch of Salmon rivei;

strong rapids and fll.
"No, 8,-Very extensive watcr power; lot No. 55, 7tli range; great fals. of south

br.ancb f Salion river; contiuuous very heavy rapids and:fals; portions nearlyaperpen-
dicular, anounting to about 50 feet of fll in four. or faechainsdistance.

"Of the foregoing ocalities, Nos. 4, 5, 6 and 8 offer the best water power; while-No.
5 is the most ftvorably situated vith respect to present settlement, being in good settling
laud, contiguous or belonging te the bottom lands along tie Salmon and Ditton rivers.
This lucation, i act, was-if I am not msng
Ehortly aftrc tie sub division of Ditton was, completed.

Arabe.or Setng Land.

n The gencrai quality of the soil, ancd timber, wheher good or bad, being'dmiatel
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exhibited upon the plan and in the fild-book of survey, it will bc sufficiert berain togive-
a more comprehensive view of those parts that arc best adapted to settlerent at thé presentî
time, taking the different ranges consecutively

irs Range.
"Smo good settling land aloug Newport and Hampden; thu a vein of poor iand,

intermixed with some tolerable patches, Crossing the road line; very good land at the i car
of the lots en the east side of the road ine, and geneially pretty good land to Salmon river;
a belt otvery poor land an the east side of the river, with a strip of tolcrable land adjoiniug
Hampden near the foot of the Megantic hills, at No. 39; thence rough, broken, mountain-
ous land to Cheshan. May be settled froi Newport to Salmon river, more or less.

~Secon d Rang.
Fine settling land flom Newprt, about 14 lots east, takliu in the road liue. This

tract extends south-easterly nearly eight or ninc miles, varyiu n width, and, taken
together, forms a large and advantageous bloek for settiement.

Fi'rom No. 14 ta Saianon river is generaily poor; from Salmon river, poor again.
Some four or five lots, .to the high lauds at the base af tic mountaius, about No. 33, whenee
there are seven or eight lots fit for scttlcment to the Megantic IIills, at Nos. 38 ta 43,
which occupy the remainder cf the luds to Chesham. Two niil-sites are found in this
range, viz., on lots Nos. 21 and 25. 

L

"These ranges are advantgcotely situatcd, frouting an the Hampden and Arnold
river road line; and the greater portion o the haud from Newpart to Sahuou river, a dis-
tance of over four miles, is well adapted ta settloeut, while much of it is of the fiucst
quality. FroinSalmon river, cast the laud-with the exceptian of astrip along the river
-is not good, except in oceasional small patches, till reàchig No. 4S; thence commences
a tract of good settling land in the 4th range, extcudiug into the 5th, which runs casterly
ta Chesham.

The fine botti» nlands along Salmon river comrece i the 3id range, incrcasing in
width southerly along the river.

fVt Racnge.
"lu the vicinity of INewport, this range-aau more particularly the southera part-is

poor, and unfit for settlement.. At No. 10 commences the good tract noticed in the 3rd
and 4th ranges, which extends ncarly ta Salmon river, over 3 miles, and is mostly very
good, arable land. Southerly, this tract of good land cxtends to the north lineof the
south-west quarter of Wilton; and, easterly,joins ta the meadow lans on Salmon river.
The Meadows on the 5th range arc more liable ta be Overflowed tlan clsewhcrê, but they
still form a tract of very good land, while every lot includes miore or less of hlighi land.

"To the east of Salmon river, arid beyond the meadows, the quality of the land is 1not
uniform; good and poor patches occur alternatclyr, cncing at Chcsha lie aud ta the south
of the east fork of Salmon river, in a ridge of fiue higli lands.

"A good mill site is found in the 5th range o lats 52;.35 te forks af the Wilton
and Salmon rivers oceur in this range.

&xth Range, D
"This range contains but 19 lots, from the soqthwest quarter of Dittan to No. 53,

where the 6th range is overlapped by the 5th and 7tih ranges. Ti carger portion is gooad
land, including sone of the finest bottons of Ditton and Salmon riý'ers, which are but little
liable ta overflow in comparison ta their extent. A good mill site is found in 6th range
on lot .51.

The Sth range has some fine land at the western extrenmity, and on the north side as
far as Ditton r'iver. To the wesL of the Ditton, froi No. 44 to Chesai lino at No. 43,
the greater portion of the land is poar and unfit for settlement, vith the exception ofa
smnall tract alongOCheshanu lineta tote south of the south braneh of Salmon rver. The Stb
M~ge has a ~ wellsittated good miii 4te oiu c he Salmon river,
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Some tolerably ood land along the south-west quarter, aid sone better land on the
south side of the range, from No: 34 to No. 48, between the Little Ditton and Ditton; poor
land east of the Ditton, to within four lots of Chesham, wliere there is a start of good land.
There are several good mill sites in this range, on the Little Dittn.

Tenth Range.
"Good settling iand along the south-west quarter, and quite a tract of£land, mostly

good, on the. south side of the range, frorn No. 34 to the Ditton at No. 49. This tract
appears to extend into Enbeìton. There is a strip of good land along the Ditton, and
thence mostly poor land to Cheshani.

"The main portion of the settling land in .Ditton lies west of the Salmon river, extend-
ing continuously in a south-easterly direction, frpmn thc western extremity of the 2nd range
to iear about the, Sthl range, and including the meadow lands on the Salmon and Ditton
rivers. Besides this main tract there are smaller patches and t:acts of considerable extent,
particularly in the 4th and 5th ranges adjoining Chesham.

CHESIAM, IV.RS AND MOUNTAINS.

"Tho rivers in Chesham arc small streanis, bcing the head waters of the Salmon and
Arnold rivers. They are not of suffieient size to be cf much use for lumbering purposes
but they furnish several good mill sites for the use of settlers.

'fThe Mcgantic mountains take up a small portion of the north-west corner of Chesham
and the south-east quarter is very mucli brokenup with the boundary mountain and ridge
or spurs, extending from them ia various directions.

Lumnber and iter Power.
Very little fine timber, comparatively speaking, is to be found in the township of

Cheshan, but spruce of an excellent quality, is abundant, with miaple and bireh in large
quantities in the most parts, except in the south-west quarter of the township, where dark
timber principally prevails. Water-power, sufficient for the wants ofsettlers, is not lacking.
The following is a list of the mili sites that were noticed during the survey -

" No.'1. Tolerable miiill site, lot No. 4, 3rd range, on the west fork of the east branch
of the Salmon river. This streami probably ftrnishes others iù the vicinity.

No. 2. Two or three good mill sites on lots 38, 30 and 40, 4th range, on fork of
Arnoid river ; heavy rapids and falls.

No 3. Good miil site, lot No. 2, 6th range, On cast branch of Salhnon river; rapida
and fls.

No. 4. Tolerabie miil site, lot 14, 8th. range, on fork ofsouth bra'eh of Sa mon
r î Ver.

rable Lands, First Range, Cheshamn.
The western extremity of this range is taken up to the extent of 8 or 9 lots by a

portion of the Megantic mountain range, on the easterly slope of which there is, however,
somîe fine settling land; dieu easterly to Clinton is a large tract of "land, geaeralyl fit for
settlement, with the exception of some small tracts or patches. This tract extenda north.
easterly into Marston.

Second and T hird Ranges.
"A very fine tractn of settling land lies on the sonth-east slop of the Megantie

mountains in these ranges, and between the forks of the east braneh of Salmon river,
joining to a good tract in the 4th range of 'Whitton. A belt of dark tinber and poor
land is found near the east fork, and extending north-easterly. Parther to the east is high
and undulating ; the rîdges generally well-wooded, and adapted for settlement throughout
to Clinton, except the southerly part'of the aid range, near Clinton.

Fourtk and Fifth Ranges.

"Good land adjoining Whitton in the 4th range, and' generally very good landin the
northern part of the range to No. 39, where a.belt of stony, dark timberedland.is found
extending to clinton. This range begins-at lot 21, upon a ridge of hardwoodlandî
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adapted to settlement, to lot No. 31; thence more broken with smnall. tracts of excellent
high lands to No. 41, and. then high underwood' land, gencrally fit for settlement, to
Woburnline. Several good mill sites are found in the 4th range, on lots 38 39 and 40
which forn a desirable location.

xth Rane.

A great poition of this range, from Whitten to No. 21, is generally poor, dark timii-
bered land, a smali part stony, Whitton excepted. The easterly part of the range, from
lot 21, to Woburn, is mostly rough, broken land, with good valleys and p:tehds of snall
extent, not gcnerally favorable to settlement, except a portion of the northern side near
Wrobu'rn:

Seventh awk Jighy/th RanUes.
"Very litte land for àettlecint. Simall patches oÍ go<id land are found i the hilly

parts, but the greater portion is rough and broken, dark timbered, stony land, unfit for
settlenent. Some well-timbered, hirdwood ridgCs are to be met with, but they are gene
rally stony.

Nith nd T(ùnh Ran jes.

The great part poor land, and very rough and mountainous to the east, near the
Provinceline. A good tract of land extends from No. 8 to 24, between the two ranges,
wiich is better adapted for settlement than the same extent in any part south of the 5th
range. The southern part of the 10th range runs up to the height of land wbich foriis
the Province line, and is in great part rough,broken land.

Uajivided Tract, or Gore, aloEj Enertoù ind soi"' of Teth Range.

This rennant or gore of' Iand, withi thc boundaries of Cheshan, is a narrow strip
between the Province line and the east gore of Emberton. It contains about 2400 acres,
and is nostly rough, mountainous land gen erally unfit for tillage. Some finely wooded
valleys are to be found within it, but these are mostly very stony.

C1oncludig Remqrks--Dton.

From what ihas been shw'n in detail it may be seen that the townsiip of:Dittor
offers good inducements to settlers throughout a considerable portioù of it, and although
in the norfh-.ast and south-east quarters there is a great amount of waste land ; yet therc'
is nueh land of a superior (uality along the Salmon add Ditton rivers, which being con-
sidered in connection %vith the abundanceof' water spower, there would seem t exxist no
natural inpediment to this township being opened and settled up as rapidly as any of the
neighboring townshi ps, anud p errhaps with gcatcr rapidity.

"Should the northern and western parts of th· township of Emberton, which is yet
unexplored, contain good iand for settlemont to any considerable anount, the settlement of
Ditton would be still further facilitated by the survey and opening to settlement of the
adjoining township of Emberton.,

Te IIampcen and Arnold rive'r ro:d was opened during the seasoi of 1862, and
completed te a point somewhat over lalf a mile into Diftïoi, aûid in consequence a good
deal of Iand in Hnmpden and the st aund 2nd ranges of Whitton wlas vey shortly f'ter
taken up. Tho bottoms along the Salnion and Wrhitton rivers are aiso settled upon in
various places, nearly as soon as surveyed, with a view to purchase by actualsettlers.

In View of these facts, it is much to be rcconimended for furtlering the more rapid
development of the resources of Whitton, that the ro.Id line surveyed in 1861 with such
modifications, if any, as may be found expedién., should be opcned ns far as Safiuion
river during the present season a distance froi the termiî"ation of the part of the roadl
already completed of somecthing lcss than six niiles

"The Salmon river, being thus rcached by a god traveledroad', would o aäßtral
highway'for communication, that is now to sorbe exteut indecessiblc, Id there ceulde ne
doubt of most of the good land in Ditton being takenup in a few seasons.

-. CH ESHAEM.
"This township does not, oifer the saxeladväntage orstteentas Di't õ;t h$rf

large steams nor great water pwer, whil th sontÉëžn part is eerll l nfli för
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settlement to an amount. The, north-western and northern part, along Marston, las soöme
very fine pine settling land in compact bodies, and here settlements migt advantageously
be mnade when a road of communication, should have been opened froi the nearest settle-
inents alr-eady established in some of the nearest townsbips. The good settling land iu

Mhesham, lying chiefly in a continuous block cntiguous to Marston, and somewhat
separted fromi the bottomsand settling lands in Whitton it becomes worthy of cousidera-
tion upon the presumption that Marston offers equal or greateri iuducemonts for settlement
than Chesham, whether it would not be advantageous to open a road running north-easterly
from the Hampden and Arnold river road, through the north-west quarter of Chesham té
Marston line, aud thence north-easterly through' the most desirable land for settlement, so
as to intersect the most southerly settlements already forned along Lake Megantic to
Victoria Bay.

"Frin the acquaintance I have obtained of the country by having surveyed -a
exploratory line northerly through Marston in 1S61, and from 'knowledge of the lands in
Chesham, acquired by the survey of that township during the last season, I should con-
sider this route as a most desirable link in the chain of colonization roads which are
intended to open up this quarter of the Eastera Townships."

TOWNSHIPS 0F WOBURN AND MiARSTON.

The township of Woburn is situate in the county of Compton, and is bounded on the
north by Hic township of Clinton, on the west by the townships of Chesham and Ditton,
Oi the south and east by the line of boundary established under the treaty of Washington.

This township is of irregular figure, and is traversed and irrigated by the Arnold
river and its tributaries. Through it las been surveyedaand marked a lne of road frm
the head of Lake Megantic to the highlands along the provinde lino, intcnded to cenneet
with a road projected from Wison's Mills, in the State cf New Hampshire.

The township of Marston is situated on the western border of Lake Megantic, in the
county of Compton, and is bounlded on the north by the township of Whitton; on he
south partly*by the townships of Clinton aud Chesham, and on tie wcstby the township
of IHampdcn.

Two linos of road for colonization purposes have beei traced through this township,
cde in continuation of the Victoria road leading fron the townshiU of allnpden, running
transversely with tie ranges of the township of Marston, and the other in continuation.of
the Megantic road, tràversing the township of Whitton and iutcrsecting the Victoria road
extension, and traverping the township of Clinton te its junotion with the Bury and
Arnàld river projected line of road.

A description of the character of the land, its soil and timber, is coiltained seprately
fer cach ofthe said townships of Woburn and Marston in the following extracts of the
report of Mr. P. L. Surveyor Blaiklock:

ecstern o'utline.
The whole depth of the 2nd range is in gcod open hardwood, the timber f a large

growth, &c., the soil a good brown loam, the Iand is undulating and lying to the east
toward the niddle brancI of the west fork of Aruold river. * * * * *

"iThe land trave-sed by the west outline is undulating to near the Province line, where
it ascends a considerable hilli furming the boundary between Canada and tie United States.
Tie soil is a good brown loam, covcred with several inches pf vegetable mould;e ttimber
varies from pure hardwood to a spruce swamp, the former being generally of a heavy
growth. Two considerable brooks are also crossed tributaries of the north brandi of the
Arnold, river.

Rear line of &cond Range.
The land traversed by this lino is undulating hardwood, with a od lightstony soil

there" are alsO several lots of very excellent land, timbered with a heavy growth of maple,
birch, spruce, ash, elmï; cedar &c. ; the soil being a decp black vegetable mouldIonasub
soil of rili browa loamwell. wàtered with numerous sFrings ând small streans. ots
Nos. 63 and64 are traversed by a h gl roeky i; ehich runs in anorth eastei-lyiretieu
ail across the 2nd range; the most of the lots in this range are ellsuited oriculituiral
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purposes, the soil being of a good quality, although rather .tony and, ilpon approach in
the river, somewh t broken by rocky ledges.

Third and ourth Rnge hline.
"Lots Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 4 are nearly all good hardwood land, but the ground i very

stony ; in the 5th and Gth lots Lhe line ascends a steep hardwood hill' which slopes away
to the south fork, and extends north-easterly towards the ran ; from lot No7 'o14
the lland is undulating hardwood, and much of the soil is very fgood, bein N getable
mould overlaying a clay lai subsoil, but generally stony ; from 15 to 21 the land is moie
broken, the line runniug idong the cast si ope ofe Uo high land forming the Province boun-
dary; the timàber is chieflyý hardwood, and the soil a'rich loi, but very stony in some
places, alnost too much so t- forn> good arable land.

"rom 9 te 15 the lud is gently uudulating, tinbered with a heavy growth of birch,
maple,'becel and spruce tie soil a good light loan, but stony for t.he rernainder of tlese
ranges; the line passes over uiixed wood and spruce swamnp; the soil, wliere dry, being
liglit and stony, aud a cold Clay loi where wet.

The 4th range consists of twenty-six lots, and coatains an area of 2,715 superficial
acres. Althougl this range line passes through considerable swanilpy land, I have every
reason to believe it does not extcujd far to thoe Wst, but that there is good hard'wood land
lying between tle high ground travcrsed by the 3rd riange line, and the 4th and 5th, for
upon running.up the centre lin' ffound good hardwood up to thefoot flte hill, forming
the boundary.

"The first five and last five lots on this line are iI good undulating hardwood,
tinibered with a good thrifty growth of inaplebirch, sprce fir, a.h, irouwood, basswood,
&c.; and the soil a good brownloan>, Ie remaining part of this line crosses several steep
and rocky hills, and spurs fr' th( great cain of, the province line. These, however,
all slope away to the west, leavitig a considerable-space of arable land. between"their hases
and the Arnold river, timbered with a vcry heavy growth of birch, imaple,"spruýe, beôhi
cedar and ash. I had occsion to cross this tract at diffe points, and fo u as
I'have des*ribed.

The ninth range, being situate near to and formin the high land of the water-
hed btween the waters of Canada and the United States, is generally too rough, broken

mounLainous for agriculturlpurposes. Altiough in several places t iere appei red t
bo good land, yet there could not be any extensive or continuous settlement made

iFor about one mile on either side of thel Arnold river tlie ha d is flat, timbered with
spruc the ýoil being generally a cold, lay loani, and very sti-ong. In the 7tI range it
crosses the north end of two rocký hills, of mixed timber, vitl samie spots of goodtsoi
between thein.

Froni the Megantic road line to Arnold riyer the line descends very gently through

softwood land and swamp; the soil being light-it thon traverses the river in the alluvial
forming its banks and éfitersa cedar swanp. Leaving this swamp the line ascends ery
gently through an Id brulé, which is now covered with a small second growth of sprupe,
larch and poplar.

"There appears to have been at one time a cousiderable quantity of pine growing
here, as there arè many chàrred stumps of pine still standing. This fiat extends a long
way to the northï and east, as far as he'Spider Lake and Lake Megantie, and forms the
much-talked-of intervale and meadow lands of the Arnold river. These meadows 'are
certninly splendid land, producingwild grass enough to feed a thousand head of cattle, but
the bcst and greatest extent of them are situate ii thl township of Clinton thass in TVoburn
not extending aboxe one mile up the river and -being liiite to sa few acres in depth on
eithèr side.

9 erom the brilé the town line ascends very grailually thruugh good hardwood land
up to the province line.

'.- The nearest point from which access can b had to Woburn is ithere
Megantie the first settlement af' whichis distant 13 miles, or frm Yictoa, 3 miles dis-
tant, ithouteven a winter track ; the first thiîg necessar'y, therofore, to the opening up
of this tawnshiwill be the construction of ither the Victoria and Arnau d riedr re
Megantic rod (both of ,which have been laid out), tte latter of whichI should, in my
opinin, be immediately proceededwith as offeringgreater faciUities for sett4ement along
theline, and being somuch sharter.

' Throu hthe township of Marston the road lne passes through Aho besaf land
fox settIee ndwere t opened eve n i uld ho imed l ea n
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The township of Clinton would likewise soon be settled, as it containsome of the fmest
land in the country, for its extensive prairies offer greater advantagos to the new beginner
than any of the adjoiuing townships, by enabliutg him to cut hay and keep stock several
years in advance of the farmer on the ordinary uplands, until one or the other of these
roads be opened.

ANSE ST. JEAN tOAD.

This read lies in the conuty of Chioutimi, an'd connects thc thriving settleneit of
Anse St. Jean in the township of St. John, with the existing setticfcuts at and above the'
mouth of the Petit Saguenay river.

Although the line, as surveyed, unavoidably traverses some hilly country, yet the
quality of the soil possesses some advantages 'for settiement, as will appear by ýthe following
report of Mr. P. L. Surveyor J. B. Duberger:

After having plotted the whole wood, aînd fixed upon the number of lots te be laid
out on the suitable spaces found fit for agricultural pursuits, I then repaired to Lac à Minette,
in the vicinity of the depth of the 5thj range, froin wh ence I began tomeasure off the four
regular lots marked froi one to four, and running atriglt angles witlh the 5th range, thence
laid of Nos. 5 and G, being irregîîlar, caused by the winding of the lako; then proceded
with the measurenent,,from No. 7 to 24, on saie course; then bad again two other irregu.
lar, Nos. 24 and 25; thon procced'd with thenine reiaining, from 27 to 35, the whole
inscribdl south range, the latter number contiguous tO the settlements of Petit Saguenay,
otherwise adjoining the elearance of Charles ]3ernier.

The North range consists of only 13 lots of different dinensions. Owing to the sinu-
osities of the line road, a great space is left out on account'of the proxiinuty of the mountains
and deep ravines, the latter night'be taken as park lots. The whole cf these lotsý have
their division posts planted and duly inscribed. The line roadin question runs through
the fittest ground that the localitics offered 'or agriultural purposes, and ensures the'greatest
conomy in its construction. The nature of the road froin the point of departure to Lac a

'Minette will not suifer any difficulty for effeoting the saine. The greatcst impedimenrt lies
in the valiley next to the main road cf the River St. John. Even that, thougli obstructed
by fallen trees, is frec of stones, and is offored te be properly made for the snall amount of
$16. From the settlemnrt of Petit Saguenay for 24 miles adjoining there lies an'old pinery
tract, which would take but little time and expense to become passable cven for carts. The
middle space, partly edging the lakes, is here and there obstructed by boulders, but not .f
such size as not to be rolled off or turned aside but with littIe; labor, as happening often in
declivities, besides which there lies sufficient ground at hand tofll up cavities. A particu-
lar spot, mnarked R on the plan odgig ac long, wheie lies a projectinig rock (foot of mnouin-
ain), diyping into the lake, and standing about 10 feet high though passable forfoot pas.

sengers wouId not answer for herse carrages. This might be easily made passable by a
Tow blastings, or bv the erection of a rough wharf edging the lake,:about 3.5 feet long, and
this at a trifling exponse, as ail materials neccssary are on the spot.

"Th nature of the grnroun d throughout is of the best quality, fully accounted for by
the large growth of' tiuber for about 2: miles within the Petit Saguonay settlements. Net
one stone can be found on the trace, and tie soil consists of the very best kind of strong
loan, and no where beitter adapted for the growth of hay, as patcles are often met with in
the wilderness. la speaking of the soil may also remark that this good soil does not
exist throughout the depth of the lots laid out. There is not a single one but is obstructed
in some parts by the existence cf some steep mountains as well as deep valIlcys. Un"der
such disadvantage, I be to be permitted to suggest that the squatters taking possession of
these lots should have the sanie prigiiege as others in some parts of the Province, by à-
taininrg'them gratis, under the restrictions provided in such case. This would be oneourag
ing a prompt- enigration in such ai- isolated country.

"After having closed with thé survey at P etit Saguenay, and then waiting for a, air
opportunity te return to nse St. Jean te return home, I was invited te visit the vaIley of
the Petit Saguenay, about 'the settlements reported. to be an extensive strip bordering the
river and of excellent 'soil. I therefore repaired to it, following an old pinery read Which,
at a former period came eut at' Black river "at its junctionwith the St.Lawrence,,and
useda for the transport of suplies. Thistract felloyed for a couple' of mis and it niy
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be said without exagratin tht 1ith redard to soi and h pine groth of tibe
betteéi n bei found. Thisvallcy had the advantag over th alley ofthe ier St-Iln-
by having more extensive terre de fonds, and widening the more as ou proeced p the
river. [ have been informed by persons who havé gone through that communicatio tht
t hsaie ground extends sa as far is the forks, about eight or nine milés thon osin
towards Black River you again meet, in th icinity of Ikes,seVcral extcnsive patcles of
excellent earth. I would .reconmend, therefore, an exploration through that sectin of
country, and shoild tiat communication ho found as promising as reported, besides e
great advantage of a sortie to the St. lTawrence, the whole of the favorable grouînd :long
and in the vicinity of that communication would be made known and taken up by a rnu-
ber of active yung meufrom this county in r adiness to colonize.

TUE CHKXUDIRE LINE OF ROAD.
This line of road, as located along the right bank of the River Chaudière,in the

county of Beauce, connences where the public road fron Quebec terinates, at-the
southerly boundary 'f the seigniory of Aubert GàlIion, and traverses the front ot the
to wnslhi ps of Jersey, Marluw, Rishorough and Spalding, te the southerly ùi' cf the
township of Ditchfield, at the outlet of the River Chaudière fron Lake Meganti a tota
distance of 37 uiles.

Considering tho iuportance which the public lands ilthis section of the country;
have acquired fronm the auriferous nature of the rock formation, prevailing especially along
the Chaudière and its tributaries the construction of tie proposcd road cannot fil of
obtaining m iost beneficial resuits. For purposes of colonization, the folloving -opor of

Upon the wholel think that a goa
passable road couid be constructed at a low estimate cf expense, but notbeinge xpJrienced
in this kind cf work i caanot state the exact amount.

geThere are only two rivers to cross, which.would require bridges of about sixty fee
star. The first is the Sampson, in the township cf .Marlow, where a bridge is, perhaps
not absolutely required, owing te the flatness cf the -banks and to the gravellynatureof
its bed., Agood ford could be made passable at al seasons, -except at the breakingup of
the ice in spring or aftcr a flood cf irain.

* The second river is the Nibellis, in the to'wnship of Spalding, which would require
a bridge of about forty feet span, building abutments on éach side of eight feet-in height.

My knowledge of thc lauds
composing the townships of Ashuapmouchouan and,,Des Moules exempted: nie fromnî*aking
a second exploration for the trace, as required by the department, I have exhibited on the
plan which accompanies this report. I The principal arteryvWhich follows the range line of
the 1st and gnd ranges fron lot No.' !inclusive, to the crossing place of Riverii l'Ours,
thence it regais the banks of tiei River Ashuapniouchouan, at about hif the depth of the
lots 40 and 41, fbllowing the course of this river along the front of the township of the
samqe nane, and that of Des Mueles; also as fuar as lots 46 aud' 47. and then extends as far
as the we8tern line of Che said towvship to thc south-west of a rising ground which here
borders the River Ashuapmouchouan.

Through the whole extent of this survey the land offers no serions obsta(le to the
construction of a road. Thore is not a single cif to surmount, .ardly an arpent of wet
land to Cross. Two siopes alone areworth mentioning, one on lot 21, in Des Meulos, and
another on nearing Sahdon river. I have drawn on wny plat a trace which follows the
central line of Ashuapmouchouan as far as the line between the 4th and th range, thence
bending to the north-west, f o'llowing this line across the western part of Ashuapmouchouan
as fr asits north-west line, and following the prolongation of tihis line which forms the
liune between the 2nd and 3rd ranges of Des Meules, as far as Salnon river. In the line
betwcen the Asuapmouchouan I have drawn a trace'which leads to the end of the depth of
the 4th ronge of Des Meules. A bye-road by this trace will affordaccess to ,the capital
lands of the 5tht range of Des Mueles, which the lateness of the season prcvented me froni
sub-dividing last year. I have not exhibited a by-road in the centre lino of Des Mucles, one
accoiut oi the gallies which this lino crosses; a road, however, might bo traced cithor to
the eastward or westward of this line, and so avoid these gullies. The excellent land
crossed by the uain artery will, I trust, induedthe Government to open r9ads tihrought it as
ast as the deniandsfor settlenient require it.

"la all those localities where the, trace does not follow the range linos, starting fromt
the north-west line of Indian river as far as the village of Metabotchouan, I have blazed
the trcset suitable points, and planted posts to show the precise dircotion of the trace.
Tlie raug, lino which crosses the Indian reserve between ranges I and Cof Metabetchouan
-the course. of the River Ouiatchouan-and "the bye-road between lots 45 and 40 of
Metabetchouan were laid ont and surveyed by the transit, and smallpostshave been put
dowu to show the width of tho lots. The posts between lots 45 'and 46 not being visible,
I. took tie iean distance, viz.: 13 chains, 85 links, for cadh of these lots between Nos.
44. and 47.

"The water courses crossed by the trace of the fourth section of the Kenogami road
presont tlie only obst-acles of any menent to the complotion of , the 'rond. I have taken
the precis breadIth of the Rivers Metabetchouan and Ouiatchouan. Th former intersects
leber-t street at a breadth of 482 feet in winter, and 64' when tie waters are highest.
The men depth is nine feet, ecpt at a distance of 50 or 60 feet fron the west bank,

where it increaes to 13 feet. In the spring, whcn the water in the lake is higi, the
derli of water is 28 feet on a solid bottom. A little furthcr to the north, betwen thte
tWo point: at its mouth, its brcadth in suinnier is 330 feet; but a sand bank on the west
side, covered by the high waters, would render the erection of a wharf difficult, besides

àhich a bridge at this place would close the entrance to tie principal harbour of Lake St.
John. On the east side the 'river widens la spring 132 foot, which, added to the slope
of the said-bank, where the water crosses a surface of 100 foot, makes upý a becadth of 5J2
feet. Te depth oft water is tho saine as at the place above mentioîed. The building o'
a bridge o this river being very costly, and likely to delay the opening of roads, into
the interior of Ashuapmouchouan nd Tes Meules, i an of opinion that for'some years the
crossing of the River Metabetchouan might be casily effected opposite Hlebert street by

em eans of a r4land.
Tic greatest lengtli of the bridge over the Oaiatehouan willbe 396 foot. lThe bcd

of the river at low water is 132 feot wide. On the western bank thore is a shoal whic*f
raises the levi about 3 feet. The s'lope, 'or east side, of the river, is about 66 feet in
width. eli deptl of watr in summer is fron l to 2 fet and in spring19 feet. The
bed of the river i strcwed with rocks. IThe building of a bride cannt be' delayed
without serious inconvenience. At high water, when the wind blows fon the north,
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crossing is frequuily iiiipossible; at imcan Iicight' of water, owiug to 'l ifrce af the
current the same ineouvenience exists." If d Government wishes tle settlers to profit
by the opening of the Kenogaini road at once, they sliould prepare the ncesary n criak
in the course (f th wiiter, the ' transport being cheap at this scason, aud th-, ettleN
would roceive some of the funds devoted to this purpose. A bridge should be throw
over the 'River Iroquois during the sumner, of about 50 feet in leith. The bridt over
the River & l'Ours (Bear river) will be about Go feet, iucluding the piers I am unable
to say if the intersectioi of thé line between the 1st and 2nd anges with Saino river
is the mnost favorable for a bridge; its breadth at this point is 264 fet; in spem the
depth is about 12 feet.

"It is very necessary that Governient should'construct good r
on lot 19 of tho 1st range of the Township of' Charlevoix, near thle rossing of the Rive
Ouiatehouan. I have estimatied the' cost of a good road at cach cli at about 1,20 dollra.

The visit mado by the Ministor of Colonization last suîmer to this part of ti
Saguenay territory, relieves me froni the uecessity of remarking ou the importuce of
opening eut the fourth section of the Kenogamni rod. A wide fieid is here offercd to
the agriculturist; the settlers are most auxious te, reacl that locality. An easy accss,
being afforded by the Gkovernrcnt would b most favorable to settlemat."

The Kaministiqua river
ilows tirough both towships. The following is an extract ftom Mr rrick's rport of
survey:

Thi townshîips of Nec-Bing and Pai-Paodge are bounded on the eòuth byhighî ranges
et trap rocks, rising in perpendicular precipices some hundred feet high on their north
ad cast sidC, the most promainent roint of which--MKay's mountain-reaches an clova-
ion ol 1,000 feet. The surmits of these mountains arc in general covered-with vhite

aul red pine, while on the sides nay be scen a thick growth of birch, poplar, and sprucee
and in a fcw spots sugar maple. At the base of these iuountains we get into a compara-
tively level plain, formîing the valley ot' thc Kaministiqa river, and at an average eleva-
tioi of0 or 40 feet above the level of the river. The soil in this valley consists in general
of a rcddisl, clayey loai, well adapted for cultivation, and producing a good, growth of
poltr spruce, balsaim, bircli, with an undergrowt of hazel-nut, cherry, &c. Inu some
places, a1o, white and red pine of good quality, tlough not in any great abundance.

Bcei the othe river, th lower part of which] is exceedingly tor-
tuous in its course, are fiats of rich, dark alluvial deposit, rising G or S feet above the level
olthe river, anîd gi ving growth to large elm, ash, baln of Çilead, &c., with an undergrowth

f' wild hops and flowering plants of various descriptions.
Ou the north as weli as ou the south bank of the river, rising fron these flats, ar

bauks'of cd Clay, gravel or sand, 50 to SO feet in height.
flhe land, for a short distace froi the north side of the river, is in generai pretty

qod, and covered with poplar, spruce, birch, balsaîie &c. ,Howcver, proeceding furtier
north froiî the river iu Nec-Bing, the land in general becones wet, and the prevailing
tiîuber is tauarac and spruee; while in CPai-Poonge, most f the country north of the
river, l'or somiie distauce, prescents a dry, sandy appearance.

"Along the norihern boundary of both townships the soi again improves and continues
to do so uutil the range oigranite aiîd trap rocks bounding Tliunder Bay on the uorth aud
rauging towards thie southî-west is again met ivith.

The country .on both sides of the, river is well watcred by numerous creeks, affor·dig
excelleut millsites. Slat river flows with rapid eurrent between high banks of daik ar-
gillaecous slate, lyiug il horizontal layers, and containing limestone h in interlyiunasses,
as well as il large rounded nodules. This slate iu some places is of good quality, presenît-
ing a hard, compact appearance, while lu other places it is soft, and deconposed rcaily-
ucarly pure alum bcig found on the surface in considerable quantity.

Tfls formation of dark slate, intersected in plces by dykes of trap, is found all
through tlie soutlrn portion of Pai-Poonge.

On the north side of the river are, also scvcral crccks or siili rivers, very rapid in
their course, and supplying Casily available watcr power 'to any extent. Telic rocks on the
north side of the river are chiefly of slaty trap, with layers of red jusper, and intersected
by veins O quartz with traces af lcad and copper ores. At thie Paresseu rapids, a vein
appears about 3 'feet in w'idth, chiefly of fluor spar, with particles of lead and copper ores
A small deep river flows through the north of Nec-Bing, about anc cliain in width, and
navigable for sniall boat or canoe foi about 4? miles fron its -r.outh.

.Furthler up thiesriver, ini the north-westrcorr of Ñeeing, are fis 30 ta 40 fect!i
height. llcre appears' a velu running nearly cast and west, 12 to 15 feet wide, chiefly of
white cale spar, and containing 'a onsiderable qxuantity of the ores of l'ead and zinc.

flic only inmpedimuent to navigation of'the liverlainistiqua by lakd steaiers con-
sists of a bar of soft mud or sand, a couple of hundïCd feet wide, at the iith of the river;
oer this br la the channel thereis about fiercet of water. This trifling dieut oecr-
come, the river is n1vigabld foi aod.sizcd steamers t Point dM euiô 0 i' about miles
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from the mouth-there being an average width of about 5 chains, with a de'th of fron S
to 10 feet.

While coasting along Thunde' l'Bay, I lad a good oppôrtunity of examiain h e
noith shore of the Bay with refcrence to harbours, auf found that at Lambrt's sland to
be the only one worth notice.

This bay, sheltered conpletely by Lanibert Island, formed a beautiful barbour, about
half a mile wide by thrce cquarters of a mile deep-the water varying froni two to six
fàthoms in depth. The island which protects it on the south is divided fronthe in
land by a channel a few feet in, width, and affords on its inuer side a secure anchonge
alongside of the island, which riscs fronuten to twcntyfcct in perpendicular basaitie cohimns
from the water.

As far as my experience goes, the climate at Fort William in winter is not more
severe than that ii the ncighborhood of Montreal."

The following
is an extract froni the report of survey:-

TARENTORUS

Is bounded on the north by the township of Aweres, on the east by unsurvyed lands,
on the south by the.township of St. Mary's,,-and on. the west by the township of Korahi.

It was sub-divided in 1859 into sections and quarter sections. Each regul r quart,er sece-
tion contains an area of 160 acres. The township of Tarentorus contains 10,988 ac.es of
land.

"The following is an extract from Provincial Land Surveyor A. P. Salter's report of
survey :

"With the exception of the northerly and north-easterly sections of Tarentorus, the
whole township is lit for settlement; a fcw of thc centre s'ections are rather Iow, but are
susceptible of drainage. The soil'is cither sandy lai, black mould, or red cay, the sub-
soi, red or white clay.

"Aserious drawback to ti settlmient of this township will, I fear, be found in te
scarcity oftinIber, a very considerable portion of it having .been overrun by fire, and in
some sections the surface soit lias been completcly burned off, being of a peaty nature
This is to be rcgrctted, as the sol is generally of good character, and affords a good open-
ing to intending settlers.

SThe surface on the westerly side of this township is somcwhat broken by ravines,
which however, offer no serious obstacle to its settLeent. Numerous small rivltth ot
excellent spriug water cross the country, a great desideratum to an agriculturist.

the iiddle of the second township. This has been a very valuable section in its pite
timber, but there is not much reuaining tint is valuable. witinl the limits of this survey

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There are not, any large streams entering the Ottawa in the country embraced in this
surve.

Itsgeelogal features are uainteresting ; it is what is denominated a boulder country
exccpt a belt o fossiliferous liiestone crossing to th e south of the Ottawa river, at the
head of the Soviellier rapids, which gives a small tract of very good land, at and around
j'el's farmj1.

Tho fheilities for settlem:ent along this road are certaiuly considerable, although thc
road is fhr from being ,what thi public interests require, it being the main thoroughfare

Wit h the exeption cf a part of the east shore cf the north bay and a portion of the
nort1 shore cfsthe east bay, the land around Paudash lake offers every inducement to tho
settler; the soils is 'ih and fertile, and the situation in every way a desirable one for set-
tlement-fr'o its proximity to this large and beautiful lake, abounding in salmon-trout,
and sinaller varictis of.fish, and also being within easy access of the Burleigh road.

"he Ottawa and Opeongo road runs through the north-cast corner of this township.
LI ERICK

Is situated in the county ofHastingz. It is bounded on the north by the township of
Dungannon, on the cast by the township of Cashel, on the south by the township of Tudor,
on the west by flic Elastings free grant ,road. It, contains 54,139 acres including roads
and water, an'd was partly survcycd in 1857by Provincial Land Survcyer Quintin John-
ston ; the residue of the township (10,539 acres) was surveyed last year by Provincial
Land Surveyor McLeod.

The following is an cxtract from Mr. McLeod's report 'of survey
i have classified the soil under threc heads, viz., good, fLir and pocr, about one.fifth of

flhe land may ie placed under the head of good, and is well fitted for the purpose of agri-
culture; tlirec-teiths may be classed as fair, and is rather indifferent'f'r farmings purposes,
bcing shallow and rocky; the remiaining half may be put down as poor, being light, sandy
and rocky, quite unfit for farning. There arc some extensive beaver meadows, from which
fli settlers and lumberers mnow quantities of hay, and which with a little cultivation would
become excellent meadows. Many of the marshes niglit also be made productive at a
small outlay by draining.

'The largest part of the township is covered with hemloek, pine ad cedar; more of
it withImixed timber, such as hcmlock, beech and imple; and the remainder with hard
wood. beech, iaple, &c

Lumbering has been carricd on to a considerable extent inl the north-eastern part of
the township adjoining Egans river.

'There is still, howevcr, a good deal cf' valuablepine in many parts, partieularly about
Sahuon lake. wherc I understand Messrs. Gilmour & Co. intend to lumber this .year.
Thcy have now a larg da n at the outlet of Gull lake whieh raises the watcr in it and
Sahuoan lake ahout six feet, to save water for the flushing of rapid on Beaver Creek when
rumiing their logs.

The township is wll wateredl with streams and lakes, the largest of them, Salmon
ke, covers 1,539 acres. and is a very fine sheet of water. The tributaries o Beaver Creck -

are beautifnl]y clear and 1pure, those of the Madawaska arc dark colored. The total ivater
a·ea is 2,902 acres.

Glnerally tlroughout fhe townsbip the rock is near the surface, and priUncipally coin-
psed of' crystallina linestone, dipping on the average say 30° West, strike say N. 20 E.

1 many parts the stiata ar e onsiderably broken, but they generally lie pretty even.
iAt the saime tiîe my survey was in progrss, lands were occupied by twelve famlies,

MONMOUTI.
The following is an extract from iMr.Fitzgerald's report ofsurvey f residue, in 186R
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"The country along the boundary from lot No. 15 to the lake which commences on
lot No. 22 presents a very favorable appearance, for, with the exccption of an oécasional
swamp, the land is alnost exclusivcly covered with hardwood timbers, the surface gently
undulates, and the soil is dcep and of a richl loany nature. Side ine betwen lots 20 and
21 commences in a swamp, whiclh continues along the line for one quarter of a mile; thc

lne then enters a finc tract of land, gently undulating, and covercd with maple, becch,
basswood, and large hemlock. The line runs through a country presenting the same fen-
turcs to the nmiddle of concession 6,. and on concession line 2-3, e landis of the same
undulating character from lot 16 to lot 25. On concession line 4-5 the land is broken and
rocky westward of lot 20, but eastward to lot 25 the hardwood tract still continues ; about
the niddle of concession 6, side line 20-21, crosses Burnt river, the south shore oi which
is steep and rocky, the north shore is low and level for a short distance, and beyond, the
land is high and rolling.

Tn tie 7th concession the line crosses a large tributary of Burnt river called Otter
creek. In the 8th concession the land ixproves again, and froi this.concession to the
north boundary is a fine tract of land covercd with. maple, beecl, basswood, and clh of a
very large groth. this tract cxtends froni lot 10 to lot 25 in.ail thc concessions from- the
Sth northWards. The soil in this section is of excellent quality, of a dark color, great
dcpth, and very frec. froni stone ; in so:ne places granite boulders appear at and above the
surfaec, but rocks are not prevalent in this locality except in some hardwood ledges which
occasionally traverse the country.

It is remarkable that in- many places partial windfalls occur, alkhough tch soiL
throughout -his tract is'of great depth. The timber here is of large size, maple, bcech,
em, and basswood predominating, pine being rarely met with. The surface of thecouetry
is uudulating, but in sonie places rather-hilly, the country is 'well watered by largcttreams
atd interspered with swamnps of cedar, black ash, and spruce beaver punds arlfrc<qently
imlet with j beaver, otter, and ink are very plentiful, and deer are also itlabundance.
Tlere is a large lake, callcd by tie hunters OLter Lake, towards the uorth of this tow i
ship; it is of a long, narrow shape, and tc shores, in.most places, risc abrùptly from the
water's edge-in sone instances in alulost perpendicular cscarpments, the waters frou it
flow into Burnt river by a large strearh, callèd Qtter Crcek. In the vieinit ot this ake
is au excellent tract offarming land, the soilibeing of the Most fertile natire, coiuposed of
a dark, rich, sandy loaL; it is everywhere or great depth, and generally reststn a sube
stratun of grave1 or coarse sand. Large, healthy elm is very abundant in this section and
the other:timbers also grow to a great size.

SYNOPSIS, OF THE REPORT OF THE DEPUTY SUPERINTENDENT OF :INDIAN AFFAIRS.

The system of sellinglands, the purchase money being payable by instalments with-
out the condition of actualsettlement afollowig, .during the period of inflation inà856
'57 and '58,, threw the greater part of the townships in the Saugeen- peninsula intothe

ands of speculators, who out-bid the intending settlers,-purehasing at extreme rates
in hopes of being able to dispose of the lands before a second instalment became due.
A period of depressioný followed, during which there was but little demand for Indianlands..

The privilege extended to these speculators of allowing then to stirrender the greater
number of their lots, and of applying the instalments paid on thein to complete the pur-
ciase money of the few they ietained,hàs enabled tho Deparment to re-offer these lands
to the publie, and they, togethcr with the uusold lands, have been brouglt into the m arket
at moderate prices, and inquirers for land for actual settlemont are inereasing.

In the Saugeen District the Superintendent has been instructed to sell the lands fit
for tillage tu actual settlers only.. Tiis may temporarily li'mit the quantity sold, but the
benefits arising from the restriction will amply conpensate for it.

No apprehension need be entertained in regard to the payment of both principal and
iuterest by the actual settler. The aid afforded by the Departient to the corporations of
the townships of, Amabel and Keppel in opening a road on the boundary linebetween the
townships, will facilitate the sale of the, lands in that locality.

The Indian lands in the townshipsin the neighborhood of Sault Ste. Marie,,werein
the autumu of 1863, placed for sale jader the charge of Joseph Wilson, EsgE who resides
at the Sault. A inining location has beentaken up in one of these townships (FenwiCk),
which it is hoped will tend to develope the mineral resources of that locality.

The exploration by P. t. S. Dennis of:that portion of the Great Manitoulin Islanda
surrendered by the Indians, has been followed by the survey of the arable lands, which i
now in progress.

So soon as the survey is completed the Indians will be located in terms of, the Treaty
of October, 1862, and the residue of the lands opened for sale to actual settlers.

For the general topography and resources of the Island see P. L. S. Dennis" report
of' his Qxploration in the Appendix No. 41 to the report of the Commissioner of Cro'wn
Lands for 1862.

The practice of individual Indians cutting or disposing of the timber on their reserves
to white men for trifling remuneration, which has so long prevailcd and bcen tacitly over-
looked, bas, as ncarly as possible, been put a stop to, and the leading men among the Indians..
have, as respects certain reserves, conscnted to the timber being disposed of by the Indian de-
partinent, with the understanding that the chief part of the moneys realized from its sale shal
be placed at intcrest for the benefit of the Bands to which the respective reserves belon

In proof of the benefit resulting from this arrangement, it naybe stated that $3000
of bonus for thé right to eut timber on the Anderdon reserve, and $4,115 for that in
Caradoc, bas already been received. This is in addition to the duos chargeable on. the
timberwhen cut.

In the Saugeen District a number of licenses to eut timber were taken out last
autumn, and on that and other Indian lands, considerable quantities of timber are being
made, the charges on which will'make satisfactory additions to the permanent Indian funds.

In Lower Canada also two not unimportant amounts have been received for timber.
See statement E herewith.

Land Sales.
The new sales during the year amount to 16,141 acres, being somewhat lessthan in

1862. Of these 1258 acres in the township of Seîeca were sold at au average of $7.64
an acre, and the remainder, 14,883 acres, at an average of $2.38 an acre.

The quantity of lands surveyed into lots available for sale, amounts to 431,100acres.
For details see statement Hhrewitb.

Lower Canada indians.
Some of the lIoquois of Caughnawaga ihave evinced a disposition to consent to the

sale of their lands in the seiguiory of Sault St. Louis, but owing tothe want of-unanimity
and their valuing the property at too hig' a rate, nothing has.yet-been effected.

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During the year 1862, 1,102 of the Indians on the northi shor of the St. Lawrence

(where the visitation of small pox was apprehended) were vaccinated, and 497 in 18d3.
The expense incurred in procuring and forwarding supphes to the destitute Indians,

and the annuity farnished for the purchase of seed grain and roots and farming implements
for those engaged in agricuitural pursuits, will bc found in tabular statement D, which

contains also other charges upon the Legislative grants to Lower Canada Indians.
Mr. Fortin, the stipendiary Magistrate for the protection of the Fisheries in the Guif,

who distributed the supplies to the destitute Indians, suggests that they should be en-

couraged to turn their attention to cod-fisliing, and be aided by grants of boats and fishing
tackle.

Indian Edcation.
Statement I contains mnuch interesting information on this important subject, the

benefits resulting froin which, are beinning to be appreciated by the [ndins.
The Indian population is given in tabular statement J, and shows a decrease iu num-

bers since 1858.
Repression of lempcrance.

It is gratifying to record that in the Grand River Tract Temperance Societies have

been organized and arc prospering.
Injunctions have been given to the Visiting Superintendent to exert the authority

which the law (though inadequate in its provisions) confers upon them in punishrng with
severity those selling or bartering spirituous liquors to the Indians. The law, however,
ix defective, as it does not provide a punishment for an Indian dealing in spirituous liquors,
who can be made the instrutnent by men of ohr originsifor effecting their disposai; nor
does it provide for the imprison ment of offenders who cannot, or will not, pay the fine im-

posed on them.
Since the issue ol the Report for 180·, the Department has, by death, been deprived

of the serviceslof two of its expericaced oflicers, Capt. George Ironsides, Superintendent

on Manitoulin Tslands and North Shores of Lake E-uron and Superior, and Mr. Francis

Assikinack (a son of the venerable J. B. Assikinack, Head Chief of the Indians of the

Monitoulin Islands), Clerk and Interpreter in the Indian Office, Toronto. Two fHead

Chiefs have also died, naiely, Chief Sawyer, of' the New Credit settlement, on the Grand

River, and Chief Yellowhead, of the Qhippewas, at the Narrows of Lake Simcoe.

Revenue und .Expenditwre.
General Statement E exhibits the receipts and expenditure of the noneys of eaeh

tribe of lndians, and Special Accounts for the ycar 1863.
Their revenue have continued steadily to increase
Schedule F? shews the account bctween the Government and the Indian Department

for 1863, as taken from the books of the latter.
Tabular statement A exhibits the Staff at Ulead Quarters and their salaries for the year.
Schedule B exhibits the salaries, allowances and payments in detail for each Superin-

tendency, Division or Fund for L63.
The Contingent and. Special expenditure for the year will be found in tabular state

ment C, whieh includes the cost of the survey of the islands in the St. Lawrcnce and\Bay

of Quinte, &c., comnenced in 181, and advances to the surveyors employed on the Moni-
Louiiu Islands.

Sehedule K is a list of pensions paid by the Imperial Government to persons who

held appointrnents in the fiidian Depirtient previous to its transfer to the Provincial

Government.
Schodule L is a list of the various bands, to certain agced and destitute members of

which, blnkets have been issud hitherto f rom Imperial funds, but by Order in Council of

3rd Octoberlast, the cost (£275) is to be included in the Provincial Estimates for the futuïre.

The Geand River Institution supplies, at no cost to thelndian Funds, the opportunity
of training the young Indian people in a manner apparently equaUlto existing requirements,
of which niany avail theiselves.

Further, the Departident, which ilaintains, at Victoria College two Indian youths of
consideiable promise can, aà occasion offers, bestow asimilar favor on otherswho may desire
and deserve a good education.

Nearlyaill tho Ilidian Sehools in my«distriet, with the exception of the Mohawks at

Tycndinaga, arc supplicd with teachers by the Weslcyan Methodist Society, and their
salaries are paid by that body.

The R~amna ana Snake .sland Iudians, lowever, contribute $50 a year each ini addition
to the Wcsleyan paymîent.

Much care is taken by the above naned Society, in its selection of those persons
engaged as teachcrs for the ludiau schools, and only those are emiployed whose characters
arc bcyond suspicion as regards muorality.

These teachers, being under the i»mediate superiutendeuce or the 'Wesleyan Confer-
cence, aud not appointed or paid by the Indiau D>cpartnient, are not called upon to report
to any one but the Society that cngages themi.

called upon I)r. Wood, the Gencral Superintendcnt of Weseyau Misions, thinking
thtat hie mîight possess sonie reports. le said he would have been happy to have affordel
the .Department an information in lis power rcgarding the schools supported and estab--
lished by their Society, but that li had only reecivcd a report froni te Alnwick Band.

iRecoids are scarcely ever kept by the teachers of the Iudian schools of the attendance
of the childrcn. I have, howvcver, written to the severai bands under my charge fur in-
formation, but froma those at a distance it ivill be a good vhiile 'before"I can receive
answers, if supplied at ail. When received I will lose no titm in transnitting thcm to

The Indian children are very irreguiar in their attendance at eshool. Therc are threc
scasons of the year when the schools are closed, viz.: in the spring, for sugar iuaking; ini
the winter, the hunting scason, which commences i October and continues tilt the opcning
of .navig'atioa in the spug; and the vild berry scasou. During the sugar-making and
hunting season the Indians close their houses aud mfiove to the bush witlh ailt the meubers
of their family. Their villages look quite desertcd. I the berry season the children arc
kept fron school to assist in gathering the fruit. Indeed, vhenever they absent themsèlvcs
from" school the parents evince great reluctance to enforce their attendance. It is a gene-
ral complaint of all the teachers, bothwhite and native.

1t &n~ugccn
tiere are three schoos-onc supported by tfic Wcsleyans, who pay the teacher $200 a
year-a white teacher. One establishsd by the Congregationalists-a native teacher- and
one established by the Indians thcmselves-the teacher a native. (This sehool is supported
by subscriptions and collections made by the Indians themselves at home and abroad.)

One sChool by WCsileyans-white teacher. One by lChurch of' ngland-ative

toher.
C)hristun l&latt.

One school by Wesleyans iLcvie. Mr. Salt, tieir Missionary, and an Indian. lie taught
their sehool when first cstablished, and was paid a snall sum by a vote of thc Indian
Council. A native teacher, named Luke Sky, has been engaged by this band to tcach
their school for five months, the Indians agrecig te pay hin $30 and the Weslcyans a like
amtount.

Thc school here is under the Wesleyan Society vhich pays the teacher annually

$158 50o. The Indian Funds pay 850-a native teacher.

Wesleyan Mission .hre, supported by Missionary grant of $50, and by IRdian
funds $50.

A portion of these Indians arc settled upon Georgina Island, about nine miles froin
Snake Island, where they have erccted a school bouse, which will be ready for ocupation
next ycar. The Wesleyans have assisted these Indians in their building.

There is a very good school here, under Wesleyan management. The amount p ïid b

their Society is S340. The attendance at this school appears to be pretty regular, which
is attributed to the influence and< example of tieir excellent native cliief and issionary,
the Ròv: John Sunday. Many of those Indians go out on their hunting oxpeditions, but
they are further renoved from their hunting grounds, and therefore do not take their
children with them.

MJIlunebCs of Tyendinaga.
The Indian councillors elcoose 'their teahher, and the Indian funds contribute towards

his support $200. ie isa white man. The Rev. Mr. Anderson, of tie Church of nrg-
iand, is their missionary, :îd a trustee of the school. I have no reports of tlis schocl, but
have written to Mi. Anderson to btain, if possible, the information you require.

of them being under the supervision of the Chief, Missionary, the Rer. .Nelles. The
Wesleyan Conference has a school under the iissionary charge of the Rev. P. Germain.
These scliools arc for the education of children of the Six Nations, but wbo dû not contri-
bute to their support. Mr. Nees infornis us that the cost of maintaining the Inst:itate
ailà sehools 'is over m:en thanand do/lQrs per annum. The Institute now accommodates
(0 boardcrs, but tie building is about to be enlarged so as ta admit of receiving 100 chil-
dren. In the New Credit settleient, Il school is supported at the expense of the Wesleyau
Conference, and is un der the car of thie Rev. Thoma Williams Missionary

Anotler school has Iately been fomed at the expense of the Band an excellent new
building crected, and provision nade for a school-master.

This kind of land when newvly cleared will give
two or three excellent crops of grain,.and thcu a few crops of good hay, bt will, after ten
or twolve years thus occupied, decline so3much in its producing capabilitics, that wlh twoul d 
at one timre grazea horse wilflnot now feed a sheep. I have often heard pcople say stony

iand will make excellent pastures, and that a mani mrray live well ou a dairy f Dr. But
this is a grcat înistako, no land that canuot be' ploughed will long ecntinue to affiord good
pastures,.and cycn if it did, our long and severo winters prchide the possibility of any
farmor gotting a good living on a grasing farm alo, unless ho hàs soUle mcans of raising
a great quantity of fodder; because tie success of nost farmers is determined b y the amount
of stock they are Iable to winter over. Att how can anai lo raises only fromt hdf a
ton to one third of a ton of hay pcr acre, with oat strawv in proportion, be supposed to keop

a stock sufficiently large to give hiniself and fanily a comforLable subsistence i. 'frmer
cannot inuke any profit by k reping cattle ovcr summer, unlss hoecan winter theinbecause
Ian cathtlcin the spring generally cost more thauI thc samre wil cost in the fidl whoe they
are fat. I bave known a grcat niany settlers who lived for Wenty yeairs u j. S such ians
as I have been desoribing, aid after cloaring froxt sixty to a hundred acres, leave tirir
lrus without being able to soll theni for a dollar au acre, and occasionally abandon theia
without rceciving a ceut fer them . Suci will be the* late vcerywlere of occupants etf hoe
and harrow" land as soon as the luiber trade, which is noiv i the vicinity of thim, gets
iciemved ir;to the intiior. As long as the settlers can gcto . 91. and 4s for oats, and
tweUty orforty dollars a toU for hay, with good wages for thmseluvs anid their teams in
winter, theoy can live on almost any kind of land. Ther0 is a considerable proportion of
those hIrdwood lands that contains many small parecls thathunay be ploughed; but tie V'alue
of' such patihes is very much dimlinished b the smallness in cachplace, bcause they ean-
not be advantageously used ,without boing fencod, and utat is a svery costly ad incoî-
venient operation to a smal farmnr. But wihen a settier ean get on e uarter of his land
te plough, say twenty-five acres, l nonc field, with plenty of roih l r his cattle te
run over, ie can maurke a living in a small wiy.

I would rCspcctfully suggest that the G overnnent miglit withhold fron sale al tiose
lots cmbracing the pineryonGrove Creck for an indefinite period; all the lots iticte 2nd
and 3rd concessions cast, to No. 15, for tvo or three years except those tliat are already
occupiel, which will be found ou the Sehedule of settlers, asvel1 as on tie plan. Althoughi
there is a smuali pinery on the north side of the river, yet thc land being of a good quality
1 do not think it vould be advisable to withhold it from sale. Hence ail on the uorth side
of the river, wvhich is\hec best part of the township for farmîing purposes, muay be offered
for sale; vhat pine there is ou it imay o cut off. 5'th. Tiere are a few mon in the ceon-
uunity who endeavor to mak the settler beliee, thathe interests of the lunbernien and
the prosecution of thc trade are hostile to ih intrests of the forter, hcrcas>su a vicw
is entirély erroneous. Under pmper mnanaement the lumberman and the settler help oaci
other very materially, but ltumbermnea au do btter ývithout thc settler than thc latter
without the former. The lumberman would mucl rathier draw his hay and oats a long
distance than rua the risk of haviug his liitit barut by thò lires of the settlcrs; but wheni
the settler goes on the land suitable for fariug pirposes he dods thc lumberman's liit
no injury, and on tii other liaud lic furnishes a grota of hay and oats to thelumberman
more conveniently than it can be drawu froin abroad in. the e rly part oi tie season; and
gradaully lowers the price. But at tic same time tIe settler is the greatest gainer of tIe
two, because he is sure of a great priec for lis coars 1ruduce, and li uns no risk of
injury from thc operations af the labermani, while le cujoys incalculable advantage froi
the roads of the lumberman, and not unfreqiuctly houses himself and family in c of the
lumab erman's shantics.

The protection Of our piue fores>, under such regulatious as woul placno unduc
restrictions ou the progress of settletanct into those portions of the timber couutry that
are suitable for eultivation, is worthy of thc hige st considcration of tie Govemarnent. Tic
lumber trade imiglht be iade to yield a revenue of one million dollars to the country before
the cnd:of seven ytars, without its bcing feà an 'undue burdei on the trade.

To accompli3h this end someo of the nicasures I would suggcst would be the giving
avay of the land intânded. for sCttlement within tic lumber regions te actual settles, at
suc a price as Vould cover the costs ýof survey and management of the C.L.I., with a
small surplus for colonizatiou roads only, and grant the settler no interest in tie pine
whatever, eeept wvhat would be uscd for tic faimn. Instcad of thc presont mode af levying
the duty on timber, I w'ould sugest tiat -in export duty be imposcd on ail tmber sawn or
unsawn leavi(g the Province, without regard to Uic ltand whence it vas taken. If the
lumbemien gct their limits securcd to thoi upon terms more permanent than they iive ;,t
present, with further logislation to adjust the clashing interests of luimbermenand the
owners of small privileges on al the streins used for the descent of timber, with other
facilities that the Goveranmct couidboxtend to the trade, I feel satisfied that the exported
lumiber eould afford te pay ten per cent., whieh on quantity equal tothat vhiel was sold in
1860, viz -10,051,147 worth of laiber, \vould, yield one million of dollars annulUly.
It would be butfir thnt an adjustmt of the duties should take place bctweeu sawlogs
ad square timber; at the prescnt scalo Of duties the latter pays about double tie duty
that the former kind of lumîber doc. This pine or lumber trade, tie Tuost important we
have at present in tic Province, sholdd be lookcd at from a Provincial point of viow, aud
not merely as a question te bo settled an the narrow basis, as between the lumuber inan-
'fa.turer an the settler; because the pine is by far the most valuable crop that wilI bc
taen, off nany tracts of land on which it grows.

6th, Roads.-Thc roads made by Mecssrs. C imour C. tirough Alleyn, Leslie,
Claphai and Iluddersfield, arc of the very greatest importance in"opening these townships
fr, settlement. They have ne road from the nouthi o thc Kazubazna to ter Lake Frn,
and, thence up the Pickanock to the Coulonge river, mnaking a distance of sixty miles of
rond beautifully cut out, wide, with innumerable good cross-roads intersceting this main
line li every direction. Ti rods madte by tlîis firin on the Pickanack, KCazubazua, Stag
Creck and the Coulonge rivers have donc, and are doing more to facilitate the settlement
of'the Oounty aif gntiac tIen a1 tI roads made froni colonizition funds expendoeIunder
the dire àions ai Qovernmn. Ihhy aise erceteda bridèc oier UiC narews Of' News lak
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last sumner, which bas opened direct communication froin Otter Lake depot to the Ottawa
river, in the north-east corner of Litehfield, a convenience af which the settlers were not
slow af avaling themselves, because four or five faimilies moved east and settled on lots on
the east side of News lakc, within two muonths after the building of the bridge. Messrs.
Gilmour & Co. have not made these roads and bridges for the purpose of accommodating
settlers, by anymeaus; they have constructed them for thepurposes af theirown trade, but
they serve the new settlers as well, and I think it but fair to state the fact, which shows that
the clamor raised by the ignorant anI designing deniagogues against the lumubermen as theobstructors o settlemnent and the oppressors of the poor man, are without faundation and
unjust, whereas the poor settier gains far more from the operations af the limberinan than
the lumberîimn gains froi the settlement of the country around hima.

Ile isvery zealous ia promuoting the settlement of the township. lie aets as guide
gratis to every man who cornes to look for land, and hospitably entertains then with board
and lodgings during their sojourn with him e is a man of kindly feelings atd sanguine
temperament, anxious ta get a populous ncighborhood establislied arotnd hin, whih
makes him a more efflient and successful agent in settling Alleyn than any agent in the
employ o the Government could be.

rn,--Having compitod mr examination of the township of MatawatcIan, I beg
leave to report as follows

That portion of' tis twnship on lie uorth-cast is very barren an rugged, being
composed of' rocky, proeiitous hils alternating with small wamps. The timber consists
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almost eniirely of white and red pine, much of which is of inferior quality. In the' val-
l'jâ aïd slopes of mountaii)' the soil is exclusively sand, formed by tho disintegration'of
gnëi'sidjor lauentian rocks. uch of the forest froin tine to time has beon burned.
The brûls are neither large nor continuus, as the swanps arrest the progress of the con-
fliations, sa that the sunmits of the hils are mo.4ly burned and the opes green. 'here
are a few smaUl. patches of alluvial formation along the River Madawaska, conisting of
pùèa änd, and therefore of little wordh as faras. This. is deidedly the inst sterilé anld
uninviting tract that 1 have ever seen. T do uot believe that there is enough of arable
land in the whole extent to make one farmu. The wonder is that any one would sub-divide
it for.setiemnent.

That portion extending from Catton's Crcek castward ta North Canuortd is ailso very
rocky and broken, mostly covercd with pie, and only fit for lunbering' purpose.

That part, extending from tta's to Lackie's Crcek, and thence to the rear of the
townsliiPý is the only tract uvailable for settlement, the gréater part being already occrpied.
The sdil consists of a rich sandy loauwith indications throughout of crystalline lime-
sione. .lhe surface is undulating, and in some places rocky and precipitous. t is covered
with a luxuriant growth . of aIl the varicties of hardwood indigenous to this ýcountry.
Cedar swamps are also occasionally ta be met with. From un exploration I made aloùg
the liùe between Abinger and Dunbigh, I find this tract extends ta the Frontenac road.
Through this tract only a fow scattering pines are here and thero to be met with, princi-
pally on the banks of lakes or along the valleys of crecks.

The other patches of hardwood aloug the Madawaska are occupied.
Th p"inä and hàrdwood tracts are respectively designated on the accompanying plan,

the green border shewing the pine lands and the purple the hardwood.*

Sm,-Hlaving complcted tie exaiination Of thé, township of Miller, I beg leave to
report as follows:

That portion of the township extcnding eastward from the western outlirié ta Brulé
lake, and thence northerly to the township of Matwatchan, and south-ea-4terly to Lakd
No. 10, from thence easterly to Mosquito lake to the southern outline of the township,
comprising the lst, 2nd and 4th concessions, ,nd a small part of the renaining concessions,
is covered with all the vàrieties of hardwood known in this climato, maple prcdominating,
intermixed here and there with hemulock, spruce. &c. Pine is rarely met with in this
section, being confined to smail clumps or scattering trocs on the promontories of lakes,
the, valleys of streams and the abrupt sides of hills, oxcept one grove betwcen Bruilé and
Indian lakes, camprising about 1,100 acres. The surface here is undulating, becoming
rugged and precipitous in the vicinity of lakes. The soit is generally a mbixtute of sand,
gravel and clay, and according to the preponderance of either is prxluctive or barren.
Where hemlock predominates, it is either pure sand or rocks.

It is pretty well adapted f'r settleinent, particularly tlat prt enclosed by thé red
dotted Une on the accompanying plan, and is mostly occuiied by resident or intending
settlers.

Eastward of the aforcsaid line, extending frm Brulé lAke to the northern and
eastern outliues, the surface is mostly clothed with a dense pine forest, white and re'd
species, the former largely prcdominating, and hcmlock.

The mouotony is here and tiere broken by graves of hardwood, ,he principdl afwhich
are exhibited on the accompanying plan, the remainder forming the crests of mòuiltiis,
small and stunted by a scanty slil. This section of' the to*sliip is very irregular, rigged,

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rocky and. broken, barren and uninviting, and therefore entirely unfit for agricultural pur-
suits, with the exception of the patches of hardwood rcferred to, and marked according to
size and quality of soil and containing in the aggregate about 2,000 acres. Th soil in
general is sand, ;tnd not unfrequently baie rocks. In utilizing the pine forest as a source
of wealth and revuue, and considering tie small area herein fit for settlement, it is ques-
tionable if the ultimate advantage of locating these few lots would be commensurate with
the risk incurrel by the periodic fres of the settiler, which prove so disastrous to the pine
in its vicinity.

Though said to exist by Mr. Harper, I have not discovéred any trace of limestone;
from my opportunities of seeing the fixed rock in exposed situations, such as settlers'
clearings and roals, and the Mississippi road, I think if it existed I could lot fail to have
seen it.

On the accomîpanying plan tie red border encloses the bardwood land, and the green
tbe.pine lands. AU that parts of the township south and'wvet of the red dotted line, with
the exception of the land surroun ding Iudian lake, represents the land fit for settlemen .

APPENDIX No. 46e.
CAMP', TOWNSTP> 0F LYNDOOH,

To the lonorable W. Mc.Dougall, 10th December, 1863.
Commissioner Of Crown Lands.

SIr,-Having completcd the examnination of the township of Denbigh, I beg leave
to report as follows :

The pine forest occupies but a comparatively small portion of this township, irrcgularly
distributed, and chiefly confined to the vicinity of the modern and western outlines- eïde
accompanying plan, whercon the pino country is enclosed by ti grcen border, and the
hardwood by thered. Besides this, there is much scattered about through the hardwood
in small insulated groups or single trces; also along the valleys of streams and on the
margins of lakes. Indeed there is not a hill-and in' this township their name is legion-
on whose sumniit, southera and western slopes, there is not more or less pine, therefore
the actual considerably excecds the esti mated area.

B3y far the larger portion is occupied by hardwood, and the different species of green-
wood, the former consisting of maple, beech, birch, basswood, îronwood and sone elm, ash
and oak; the latter of hemlock, cedar, balsam and spruce.

For settiemeut purposes, I have sub-divided the township into two sections, by the
red dotcd tlne on the accompanying plan. The land to the north and west thereof is very
ruggcd, rocily and barreu, and wholly unfit for agriculture, except sImall and isolated
patches occasionally to be met witlh, rarely exceeding a few acres. The soil is chiefly sand
or gravel, with boulder, in many cases the bare rocks protruding, nay, occupying large
areas. This uniuviting tract is traversed by the Addington road from north to south, and
vicevwrsa. Theree are about twenty settlers in this township located along the road,several
of whoni are Geymans. Others have made improvemncuts and abandoned them, as many
of those remuaining nust eventually do from the paucity of arable land. I do not think
that scarcely one of these road lots or free grant lots contains twenty acres of land of
aerage quality, and I have been informed by the settlers that along the road southwards
the land is stili inferior, and almost 'eclusively pine.

The other, or south-eastern section, is tolerably fit for agricultural purposes, containing
arable land in considerable quantities here and there, inter'mixed with rocky eminences
and swaps, a few lots of which are already occupied by resident or intending settlers;
The surface isrolling, oecasionally broken, by steep, lofty and rocky his. The sou con-
sists of sandy loam, a mixture of sand, gravel and clay, either predominating according to
situation audJ like productive agencies.

There is con'iderabia limestone to be met with.
