Originally Chrysanthemum Was
Oommon Field Daisy.

The once-despised dalsy has become
L) fashionable flowei: within  recent
years, and {s now grown in great guant-
ities for market in grecnhouses. Like-
wise, the dandellon is being im;roved
by cultivation, and may yet be develop-
ed Into a really magnificent flower, gold-
en yellow, filve or six Inches in dlameter
and with petals multiplied in number.

The original chrysanthemum, from
which all the superb varieties we know
to-day are descended, was, in its wild
Mate, no bigger or hanasomer than a
dandelion. It is found that the latter
grows with astonishing rapidity and
luxuriance of bloom under cheesecloth
shadce.

Buttercups of several varities and
superior size (the plants helng multi-
plied by dividing the roots) are now
grown in hothouses; likewise yellow and
red violets. In late winter th
demand tor
flowers, ahead of the season; als
pansies.  which themselves were wild
flowers and unknown to gardens up to

1510,
In that year a little girl named Mary
Bennet, u ughter of the Earl of Tank-
t uncertook to plant in her garden
Iton-on-Thames every variety of
she could find. Before long
punsy culture became the rage, and even

to the present day it is a popular fad
Eurupe

Hitherto it has not be found prac-
ticable to tame the wild mayflower or
training arbutus, but discovery has
recently been made of the fact that it
will grow luxuriantly in pots If sup-
plied with sofl composed of half-rotted
onk leaves mixed with 10 per cent. of
gand and a liberal quantity of small,
broken  bits of  old flower-pots for
drainage

Now that this has been ascertained,
it is presumable that the mucn-admired
arbutus will be grown before long In
quantities under glass for the late wint-
er market. In the wil atate it s al
ready rare, owing largely to the caxger
peragtence with which 'n springtime
people seek and pluck the blossoms, ur
even dig up the plantx, thus depriving
them of an opportunity to produce seeds
and keep the species golng —Exchange

THE JUNKER, WHAT IS HE.

What i¢ a Junker, arnd what Is
Junkerthum? are questions
many readers would like to have an
swered, in view of the frequent allus-
fon to the influence of the Junkers
ove" the Prussian militar;” machine

According to Herr Eamberger, “a
Junker (Jung Herr) or Younker, is es-
sentially the sclon of a noble house
(younger soa), which has devoted
ftself to military service—a mixture
of Charles I, Cavailer, Prussian lieut-
enant, German feudal lord and Span-
ish Don Quixote .

In Prussia the term was originally
applied to cadets of the noblesse, and
to young country gentlemen who act.
ed as ensigns and did other squirely
duties; while Junkerthum or Junker-
{sm gradually came to denote the so-
cial qualities which distinguished this
class—family pride (probably deep-
ened by poverty)—reactionery conser-
vatism and arrogant castc demeanor.

In 1848 the worc was applied by
the liberals in a practical sense to
the high Prussian or Conservative
party, mainly composed of the reac-
tionary landed gentry, who loathed
the very name of reform. Mommsen
in his history of Rome speaks of the
narrow-mindedness and short-sighted-
ness as the real and Inallenable priv-
{leges of all genuine Junkerthum.

In his history of Germany, Menzel
says the youthful warriors of the
ancient Germans were called Huns;
that they took a mutual pledge
brethren in arms and elected a ‘eider
by raising him on a shield These
Huns were devoted to war and pledg-
ed to death. War was their business
and their pleasure. Death vas part
of the game.

In his chapter on the anclent Ger-
tribe of Alemanni, the same writ.
er says, referring to the Invazion of
Gaul in 263 A. D.: “A youny warrlor,

scroes the Rhine be utterly destroyed
more than 60 Gailic cities, of which
not one stone was left upon another.'

From their manner of conducting
the sent war the Junkers are &
combfhation of the anclent Hins and
Alemanni and the modern Prussian of-
ficer. Even Blsmarck was a Junker
infected with the blood and iron na-
ture of the ancient Hun, and Aleman-
nian, He was always opposed to any
reform where the people would strive
for rights denied them by the nobil-
fty, and he boastingly gloried In his
Junkerism, when it was a term of re-
progch by the last generation, before
Germany became the Junkerthumme
nation it is to-day .

It was the Junker Bismarck who
told the English Ambassador that At-
tila was a greater man than John
Bright, because he had left a greater
name in history

It was Bismarck also who sald: “All
great cities are mere bodies of an-
archy and revolution, and should be
swept from the earth.”

Paper Lifeboats.

A paper lifeboat can be packed away
in & space of about one cublc foot, but
when Inflated, s seaworthy and
durable, is the Invention of a retired ad-
miral of the Japanese navy. The boat
is constructed from the Japenese paper
called “hashikirazu,”” which (s treated
chemically to make it waterproof. The
paper comes from the mulberry tree. Tt
is unusually durable, and possesscs great
strength when the stresses are in the
direction of the [ibre

A thin sheet of paper that ls strong
when stressed in any direction is made
by pasting together two sheets wiih the
fibres crossing at right angles. This s
the way in which the paper boats are
constructed. The first boat manufactured
by the admiral consisted merely of a
large billow with a depression in the
center, the wh beink wted wi
air.  Because the ease wi'h which
paper can be punctured, it was neces-
sary to change the method of vonstruc-
tiom, %0 eeveral pipe-like bags were made
and placed side by side In the furm of a
raft, which finally was modifie¢ to the
form of a bout

The result i a life-saving cralt prac-
tically immune to wreek, for even If
one or Lo of the pipes are punctured
or broken, the boat still has sufficieat
buoyancy to he seaworthy

Owing to fts st and lightness
