he Moving Mountain. Although for
the last year there has been no move-
ment, and engineers are hoping that
they have succeeded in a fight they
have made through several decades,
in staying its progress, they are not
ready to say that the mountain is
conquered. To the layman, however,
it looks very much as though the
mountain had come out second -best
in its struggie to glide into the wa-
ter of the Columbia, and that, from
now omn, it will remain steadfast in
its present location, as a well<be-
haved mountain should.

There has at no time been anything
very preciptate about the movement
of this Columbia river peak. It
might have gone on indefinitely with-
put attracting attention, if it had not
been for the construction of a rail-
road at its base back in 1880. The
engineers who surveyed the line were
greatly surprised to notice, “fter sev.
eral months, that some action had af-

fected their location stakes. . Ths
change was slight, but sufficient to
arouse their curiosity and apprehen-
sion. Definite observations were
made from month to month,; and
from these it was determined that the
land at this place was sliding tcward
the Columbia at the rate of ten to
fifteen feet a year. At first, it was
thought that the disturbance® might
be confined to a emall and localized
area. Experiments quickly proved
this premise wrong, however.'

The Moving Mountain itself dbor-
oders the river for three-quarters of &

mile. 1Its face is a series of sérn-
tions and there are several areas that
have no surface outlet. Water
gathering in these vadrained basins
sweeps through the soil, reaching
bedrock at a level somewhat below
the surface of the river. To this
drainage water is added seepage from

bedrock where it {s exposed along the

mendous weight on this thorough-
ly.- lubricated surface causes the
movement.

Until recently, surface drainage
was depended on to stop this. Ef-
forts were made to drain the low
areas, for it was reasoned that if the
water did not permeate the mountain,
the side would stop. Surface drain-
age, however, proved a fallure.

The new plan of attack, when ha3s
stopped the slide, at least temporar-
ily, consists of a series of drainage
tunnels. They were built in 1918.

New York, June ~.—Zfforts by
overstocked dealers to unload their
eugar holdings are tending to bring
2 slump in sugar prices, according te
Armin W. Riley, head of the Flying
Squadron.
© Applications from candy makers,
soft_drink manufacturers and bakers
for permission to sell some of their
surplus stocks have been made to Mr.
Riley’s office. Brokers who are ower-
loaded are seeking permission to make
resaleg within the trade. These, Mr.
Rilev said, will be denied.

“They say that forbidding them: to
make reascnable resales inside the
trade is spoilingtheir chances to make
£00d profits. but such transacuons
will not he allowed.” Mr Riley said.
“Avoproving resales would enable the
brokers to pass the sugar from one to
another and keep up prices.”

Dealers in Kansas, Pennsyivania,
Ohic, Colorado and West Virginia
have applied for licenses to sell their
sugar, and cven the Chicago packers
have tzken on more than they need,
Mr Riley declared. Incoming sugars,
including 4,000 tons from the Argen-
tine. probably will be distributed
under Government supervision. and
any surplus stocks on hand here will
be diverted to open trade channeis
reaching cocrsumers.

“There is but a step between
me and death” (v: 3). Jonathan was
teady to do for David whatever he
desived, and when David planned a
test to determine Saul’s present atti-
tude toward him, he readily consent-

occasion for offering sacrifices to God.
It had become a season of feasting in
the king’s court, and all the chief
officers of the king were expected to
be present. David would not expose
himself to death by being present, so
he plamned to absent himself, and
have a report brought to him as to
how tholmg' felt toward him. Jona,
than and Pavid went into ‘a field 'and
consulted how nformation concerning
Saul might be given by Jonathan to
David secretly. Jonathan pledged to
David that, when he had sounded his
father, he would inform him whether
his attitude was friendly or hostile,
Jonathan seems to have known that
David would succeed Saul as king, and
he therefore asked a pledge from
David to show kindness to him and
his house forever. It was customary
for ?aklnx upon ascending the throne
to slay all who might have any ap-
Parent right to reign. David gave his
word, as Joknathan requested, and his
subsequent history shows that he re-
membered the covenan¢ and kept it..

IL Jonathan’s plea for David (vs.
24-34.) 24-31. ", accordance with a
plan agreed upon between David and
Jonathen, David aYsented himself
from the feast that day and hid in
the field. On the first day of the
feast Saul observed that David’s seat
was vacant, but thought he was ab-
gent because he was not ceremonially
clean. His absence on the second day
called forth an inquiry and he asked
Jonathan for an explanation. Jona-
than told him that™David asked per-
mission to attend a family feast at
Bethlehem, and he had granted it.
This led Saul to make unkind charges
against his son. He reproached him
with being the son of a “perverse re-
bellious woman” (v. 50). This was a
most flagrant affr-nt to Jonathan but
was not then consicered a reproath
upon his mother. Saul cLarged Jona-
than with being in league with David.
Then he appealed to Jonathan’s am-
bition, declaring that as long as David
lived there would be no hope of his
occupying the throne of Israe’, and
commanded him to have David
brought to him that he might be put
to death. 32. Wherefore shall he be
slain—Althoug!. Jonuthan saw that his
father was angry both at him and at
David, he undertook the defence of
his friend. What hath he done—Jona-
than asked Saul a question that he
could not answer and be consistent
with his determination to kill David.
David had been the means of preserv-
ing the kingdom of Israel. More than
once he had defeated the Philistines.
He had constantly acted in the high-
est interests of his nation. He had
not been discourteous to ¢he king,
even under the greatest provocation.
He had shown himself to be brave,
large-hearted and highly intelligent.
It was now more than a mere
fit of madness with Saul; there had
come to be a settled purpose to slay
David. 33. Saul cas* a javelln at him
—The king could not answer his son’s
question, and his only reply was to
hurl at him the javelin that was al-
ways within easy reach. Jonathwn
Bmew—The fact that~Saul would k!
his own son or being a friend to
David was enough to convince Jona-
than that David’s life was in serious
jeopardy. Saul’s unfitness to rule was
evident from his course toward David,
even overiooking his past misdeeds.
He wos more concerned te have ven-
geance upen one of wbom he was
jealous than t» have righteousness
prevail in his kingdom. 34. In fierce
anger—Jonathan had been deeply in-
sulted by his father, but he was over-
looking that and giving attention to
Saul’s disposition toward his friend
David. ‘““We should probably under-
stand this .ather of Jonathan's, grief
than of his anger, the latter clause ex-
plaining the former; for he 4vas griev-
ed for David. He was grieved for his
father; he was grieved for his friend.”
—Clarke. Because his father had done
him shame.—Saul had wronged David
publicly by speaking as if he might
be-plotting to gain the kingdom for
himself. _ =

1. Jonathan’s friendship.
on record no more striking example of
noble-minded, ungelfish friendship
than that of Jonathan for David. . It
Wwas heightened by the” disparity of
their positions, and has passed into
proverb. The former was heir appar-
ent to the throne. The latter was
heir of peasant barentage and occupa-
tion until received inte the royal ret-
inue and househald as a reward of his
heroism. A mutual affection appears
to have been awakened at their first
meeting, which centinued uninterrupt-
edly until Jonathan’s untimely death
at the battle of Gilboa. David laments
his departure in one of his noblest
compositions (2 Sam. 1; 19-27). Jonm-
athan bestowed upon David the high-
est Oriental token of esteem fin cloth-
ing him with his own attire and arm-
or. Their covenant made them sworn
brothers for life. It was maintained
in the presence of his father’s extreme
disapproval, which on one ocasion im-
periled his own life. In this friend-
ship Jonathan espoused the cause of
right against. might. No just accusi-
tion could be brought against David.

II. Unconscious service. The simple
and beautiful incident of the gathered
arrows illustrate a great and perma-
uent truth. We never know the full
measure of what we are doing. There
are unconscious workers everywhere,
The lad, in gathering the scattered ar-
TOWS, was conveying a message of Ife
and death. “The lad knew not any
thing”; but David knew that evil was
determined against him, and that his
loval friend was- powerless to avert it.
There is an unintentional and uficon-
scious life’ of which we know nothing.
‘We are observed, and are but instru-
ments, called with our own consent, to
a certain point. Beyond that we are
helpless, not knowing indirest results,
nor measuring the moral meaning of
our action. “No man liveth for him-
self.” This invests life with a solemn
mystery, and clothes it with an over-
whelming magnitude.

III. David’'s departure. The new
exposure to mutual dangers naturally
cemented the friendship on both sides.
It called forth a new expression of
confidence on the part of David, and
of loving seif-denial on the part of
Jopathan, whose exceeding love left
no place for rivalry, though both re-
cognized that he was to be disiYared
on the throne of Israel. Jealousy and
every mean low feeling were strangers
to his generous heart. Valiant and ac-
complished himself he could appreci-
ate the same qualities in others. With
the exception of one brief interview
1 Sam. 23; 16-18), the lesson records
the last meeting of these devoted
friends. With many teahs they part-
ed, Jonathan returniog to his duties in
the suite of his royal father, while
David became for years a fugituve,
followed by Saul's relentless persecu-
tion.

There is-a great
deal of “ ~bo-luck’ ‘spirit among
the chicken men, and especially, be-
ginners. But luck in pouliry never

‘jmede a prize-winner or filled the egg

basket in winter, and it is the up-to-
date commercial poultry-keepers that
are supplying the fresh eggs to-day,
and not the average farm flock, which
willl commence to produce eggs to-
to-day, and not the average farm
flock, which will commence to prouce
eggs in the early spring, when the
price becomes lower. s

A good poultry building ie essential.
It 1s 2 well-known fact that it need not
be good-looking, but it must be wind
and raln-proof: yet there are many
who keep poultry in such buildings. !
PThelr try does not keep those who
‘have leaky roofs and houses that are
full of draughts. Good, flean Zred is
another essential, yet many are eeek-
ing the bargain counter and getting
wheat tha: has been eprouted, ecorn
still full of moisture, screenings that
have had the best taken from them.
low-grade bran and middlings and,
cheap beef scraps. False economy,
and one of the‘“Dont's” not heeded.
Clese culling has been advecated by
those who know. Every flock, no
matter how well bred or raised, will
have its percentage of culls, pullets
and cockerels that under no circum-
stances will make good.

It 18 not so hard to get rid of the
males, but the general tendency of the
poultry-keeper s to keep everything
in the female line, with the resuit that
the real producers are paying for the
slackers. It has been- said that it
takes real courage to be a good culfér.
But it is this kind of a poultry-keeper
that is making good, for the largest
part of Is flook are producers, and
but few dromes are carried along.

How many times one sees the advide
to give the fowls plenty of floor space.
The ewll of overcrowding is se com-
mon, even among those who_know
better, but take a chance, that atl
poultry journals and JDpapers pubMsh-
ing articles on poultry comstantly have
this, warning. It is en evil that is go-
ing to be recognized mere ag the time
goes on. The space rule of two ancl
one-half to three square feet of floor
space ‘for Leghorns and feur square
feet per Bird for the heavy birds is not
one bit too much. This is rather too

| little than too much. as some poulfry-

keepers claim. In summer and fall,
when the fowls are out on the range
or confinédd to yards, they can be
crowded more. for the reason that
only at night do they use the poul-
try quarters. But when winter comes
and they are compelled to stay inside
the greater part of the time, they
must be comfortable. and this is fm-
possible. when too many fowls are
placed 'in the pen or house.

A few years ago the craze was for
large units; 5,000 were kept in one
long house. To-day the tefidency 1
to reduce the units and allow mm&
floor space, and this is based not on
theory, but practical tests thut better
©gg records are made where the units
are sinaller. So much better that the
labor question need not be considered.
Do not use forcing feeds, unless they
have beem thoroughly tried before and
found not wanting, and avoid chang-
ing feeds from time to time. More
pullets have heen kept from laying by
changing of feds and high feeding of
beef scraps, which has impaired their
health, than ‘most poultry-keepers
realize.  While poultry .feeds of the
high-grade brands have made wonder-
ful progress within the past few years,
there is yet no perfectly balanced ra-
tion. and some feeds for which great
claims have been made will give re-
sulte for a time at the expense of the
ben’s health. Do not forget to keep
the drinking water fresh and clean the
vessels. Keep 2 regular fight up
against light and vermin. Keep the
floor of the poultry building well lit-
tered. Happy, contented hens are one
of the factors of good egg production.
They cannet” be contented on dirty
floors., with but a scant covering of
straw.

THE USE OF ARMORIES FOR
POULTRY SHOWS.

The Canadian National Poultry ‘As-
sociatiom recently made representa-
tion to the Federal Department of
Agriculture with a view to obtain per-
mission from the Department of
Militia and Defence to allow the use
of armories for the holding of poultry
shows and exhibitions.

In this comnection the Department
of Militia and Defenoe state that sub-
Ject to the interests of Militia Units
not being adversely affected, instruc-
tlons were issued some time ago to
permit the loan of armories for any
specific purpose by non-military or-
ganizations, subject to either fire in-
surance being taken out on the build-
ing by those proposing to use it, or
special ‘arrangements satisfactory to
kim (the Geheral Officer Commanding
the District) being made to safeguard
the building.

In the event of any Poultry Assoctia-
tion wishing to use an armory for
a request should be
made to the Genmera) Officer Com-
manding the District stating the dates
upon which the show is to be held.—

Tea is the dried leaf of a plant, op
iginally cultivated in China, hut now
grown extensively in India, Ceylom
and Japan, and to a very small extent
in the United States. It has no food
value in itself, for it is a Ppure .stimu-
lant, and as such is injurious unless
used in moderation. Tea and coffee
have virtually the same effect on the
body, and owe their stimulating pro-
perties to the same chemical sub-
stance, though it is called theine when
it appears in coffee. This substanc,e
which we may as well call by its more
Common name, caffeine, is present im
the proportion of about three or four
per cent. in tea and about one-half
to two per cent. in ‘coffee. Since we
use a larger amount of coffee than of
tea to make a cupful the quantity of
caffeine in a cupful of coffee about
equals the quantity in a cupful of tea,

Caffeine is similar in chemical com-
position and in stimylating properties
—as well as in its power to bring
about injurious effects-—to creatineg,
which is present in beef tea. Judging
by the fact that nearly everyone
drinks either tea or coffee it is prob-
able that, except in unusual cases. g
moderate amount of caffeine takem
daily, does no special harm. Those
Who preach against the use of those
beverages assert. however, that they

buted to an excess of uric acid in the
blood—high bleod pressure, rapid
pulse, headache, vertigo, insomnia,
rheumatic pains and disease of the
kidneys. Ope effect of tea or coffees
taken withmeals is to retard digestiol
Which is not always undesirable, a¥%"
prolongs the ‘“‘staying power” of @
meal; but when digestion is poor, of-
ten no benefit results from treatment
until the patient ceases entirely to use
tea and coffee.

We best appreciate the benefit of
tea as a stimulant if we take it in the
afternoon when our energy has begunm
to flag a litle; then a cup of weak
tea, without food, will give us renew-
ed strength to finish thé day’s work.
Two small cupfuls taken an hour op
two apart will do more good than one
large cupful; but there are few of us
who seem to have the time for even
one cupful, although it would perhapg
be better for some of us if we took
a few minutes early in the afternoon
for the cup that cheers, rather than to
wait until later when we are fagged. '

Tea should be poured off the leaves
very quickly; most persons let 1t
stand too long, and thus extract too
much of the caffeine as well as of tan-
nin. It is a curious fact that the tea
habit, or its equivalent in coffee, copm,
Baraguay tea, or guarana, is almogt
world-wide. ~ Caffeine is a far nearer
universal fc2m of stimulant than alco-
hol.

FOR THE FARMER

Collection of Annual Agri-
cultural Statistics.

Duning the past three years the annual
egricultural statistics of the Dominion
have been based upon returns of areas
sown and numbers eof live stock on the
farm, collected from individual farm-
ers in the month of June. This inform-
ation is obtained by ns of a simple
eardboard sghedule, ich is distributed
to farmers thibugh the agency of the
rural schoel teachers and children. The

when completed. are first sent to
the Provincial Goverument, which, after
having them sorted into counties or dis-
tricts, transmits them to the Deminion
Bureau of Statistice at Ottawa for final
compilation into totals by adding ma-
<chinery.

As schedules are now being distributed
for the collection of this year’s returns
of the areas sown and the numbers of
farm enimals, it is desirable to call the
serious attention of farmers to the duty
of filing up the simple schedule required.

y farmer who does not receive a card
efore the end of June should apply for
one either to the achool teacher in his
school district, te the Agricultural De-
partment ef his province, or to the Dom-
inion Bureau of Statistics, Ottawa.

It is hte aim of the Dominion and Pro-
cial statistical authorities to secure an
annual return  from every individua!
farmer dn the Dominion. The issue of
trustworthy annual agrieultural statis.,
tics is impontant for all classes of in-
terests in Canada, but to none is it of
greater importance than to farmers them-
selves, who otherwise carry on thelr in-
dustry in the dark and are liable to be
victimized by unscrupulous traders. No
individual retuns are published, and the
imformatior. collected is not used in any
way for tex.tion purposes. It is con-
fidently expected that as farmers become
better acquaeinted with the system or-
ganized for their benefit and realize
the practical value to then:selves of ac-
curate - -“icultural statistics there will
be a continuous increase in the propor-
tion of returns. Meanwhile, it should be
remembered that ‘whatever degree or
error may attach to the figures issued is
atiributable to the estimate that has to
be made from the actual returns.—E. H.
Godfrey, Dominion Bureau of Statistics,
Ottawa.

at thig time will produce more milk
than will three times the amount fed
after the decline: has taken ' place.
Many will have profited by past ex-

jperiences and have made ' prepara-

tion for the shortage of pasture by
sowing a piece of annual pastore or
soiling ‘crop. Others again may have
some of the previous year's crop of
silage to fall back on. In any, and
particularly the last of the above
methods, we have a very efficient
means of supplementing the pas-
tures. ‘For those who have not yet
made any provision it is not to late
to 80w an extra acre of corn, some
fall ‘turnips, or even a piece of rape.
The - turnips may be pulled as need-
ed and fed tops and all, while the
rape may be pastured off in the late
summer and fall.
