SULTAN’S INVESTURE

GIRDING OF MOHAMMED V.
WITH THE SWORD OF OTHMAN.

Less
Magnificent Than in the Case of
Other Sultans—Symbolical Taking
of Constantinople Again—Heroes
in Khaki,

Constantinople—The Caliph of All the
Faithful is not crowned in the manner
of other rulers of nations. Instead he is
girded with the ancient sword of Oth-
man, the founder of his dynasty. - This
ceremonial the case of
Mohammed took place to-day at the holy
Mosque of Eyub, which lies on the wat-
er’s edge where the Golden Horn bends
toward the Sweet Waters of Europe.

When a Moslem
wishes to make an unbreakable vow he
undertakes a pilgrimage to the Mosque
of Eyub and sacrifices a lamb there. To |

trodden by non-Moslem feet, although
the stasy goes that on one occasion a
venturesome Luropen succeeded in hid-
ing himself over night in the building
and thus witnessed a ceremony upon
which none but the faithful may look
For centuries before Mohammed II.
finally conquered Constantinople the
Ommiad Caliphs had attacked the city
in vain. In one of the sieges, that of
668, Eyub—or, as the Bible spells it,
Job—Ansari died under the walls.
He was a man held in great reverence,
a former companion and standard
bearer of the Prophet. He had prophe-
sied tlat he should fall and that one day
a Mussulman conqueror would discover
his tomb. The exact spot was revealed
in a dream, so the legend says, to an
Imam in the suite of Mohammed ITI., the

or-
nate tomb, then a mosque, then a me-
dresseh, or college.

The Arabic inscription encircling the
dome of the mosque signifies: ““In the
year of the Hejira, 863 (A. D. 1450) Sul-
tan Mohammed II. built this mosque.
May it resemble Paradise! It has heen
made the house of God, whose followers
are to be revered.”” Inside is the holy

costly shawls. At the head is a turban,
at the foot stand tow silver candlesticks
and a jewelled stool on which the sword
has been preserved ever since the Imam
seer solemnly girded it on Mohammed
11,

This then was the spot that was to
witness the solemnity of to-day. For
centuries the taklidi saif (girding with
the sword) has been a ceremony at which
the officiant, by exclusive privilege, has
been the appointee of the chief of the
Mevlevi, or dancing dervishes, a des-
cendant of Djellaled-Din Rumi, one of
the greatest of Oriental mystics, who
founded the order in the days of the
Seljuk Sultans, :

The chief of the Mevlevi bears the
Tartar title of Tehelebi (lord) of Konia
in Anatolia, where the tekke or monas-
tery is situated, the famous blue
mosque. This hereditary head of the
Mevlevi is a person of considerable im-
portance. All who are familiar with the
inner life of Turkey are aware of the
extraordinary influence of the order
through all the political vicissitudes of
the country.

The Tchelebi rarely officiates at this
function. Indeed he so commonly dele-
gates his duty to a brother of his order,
he himself travelling only as far as
Scutari, that the nétion arose that if he
were to cross the Bosporus his rank
would excel that of the Sultan himself.

Ancient usage fixes the girding of the
sword for the fortieth day following the
proclomation of the new Sultan, a per-
lod necessary for the sending of the
couriers to Konia and the Tchelebi’s
journey to the capital; but time moves
more quickly wow in Turkey, and not
only was the interval reduced to a fort-
night but Abdul Halim, for that is the
great man's name, was induced to

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ST. LAWRENCE
CONSECRATION.

Impressive Services al -Father
Brady’s Church Yesterday

In Which Many Dignitaries From
Other Places Took Part.

Magnificent Altar the Gift of R.
O. and A. B. MacKay.

Pomp and ceremony of an unusuglly
impressive character marked the solema
consecration of St. Lawrence’s Chudeh
yesterday by His Grace Archbishop We-
ber, of Berlin, assisted by other eccles-
iastical dignitaries of exalted rank, and
lceal clergy. Pontifical mass was cele-
brated by Right Rev. Thomas Joseph
Dowling, Bishop of the Catholic diocese
of Hamilton, and the dedication sermon
was preached by His Grace Most Rev.
Fergus P. McEvay, Archbishop of On-
tario, representing the city, and other
prominent people.

The sanctuary, bathed in sunlight, with
the clergy in robes of purple and gold,
the magnificent new main altar of Car-
rara marble standing out in bold relief,
and the side altars heavily laden with a
wealth of floral beauty, presented a
scene of splendor. The consecration of
the church and altar took place before
the mass, and was a very solemn cere-
mony. The consecrating prelate, Arci-
bishop Weber, made three rounds around
the exterior and interior of the church.
For five hours candles burned before
twelve immovable crosses on the wall.
His Grace then consecrated the altar, the
relics of which. were carried in solemn
procession last night from the Presby-
tery to the church and left in the vestry
all night for veneration. Yesterday
morning they were deposited in a box
and cemented in the table of the altar
by His Grace. They are never to be re-
nioved. There was also deposited in the
table a record on parchment, signed by
His Grace, giving the date on which he

consecrated the church and altar and the |

relies placed there by him. J

During the conseeration ceremony His
Grace was assisted by Rev, Philip J.
Brady, of St. Mary’s Church, Montreal,
brother of Rev. Father Brady, of St.
Lawrence’s, by Dean Mahoney and Rev.
Father Simoni, of Berlin College, who
acted as master of ceremonies,

The first mass in the consecrated
church was the solemn pontifical mass,
celebrated by Bishop Dowling, assisted
by Rey. Dr. Kidd, of Toronto, secretary
to the Archbishop, Dean Mahoney and
Rev. Dr. Burke, of Toronto, President of
the Catholic Extension movement. Rev.
Father Coty, rector of St. Patrick’s, was
deacon of the mass, and Rev. Father
Bonomi sub-deacon. The Archbishop of
Toronto was attended on his throne by
Father Simoni, and Most, Rev. Arch
bishop Weber by Father Brady, of Mont
real.

The sermon by His Grace Archbishop
McEvay, was a model of dignified
tluugh", a discourse such as might be
expected from one of his exalted posi-
tion. Attired in the stately, purple
robes of office, he made a commanding
figure in the pulpit as he sketched the
growth of the church, touched on the
significance of the solemn occasion for
which they had gathered, and extended
his heartfelt appreciation of the gen
erosity of the congregation and the work
of the rector, Rev. Father Brady, which
made possible the consecration of the
chureh, twenty years after it was built,

“I desire to thank my old friend, the
Bishop of Hamilton, and Father Brady,”
he began, “for the invitation to be with
you this morning on the oceasion of the
consecration of your magnificent altar
and vour solid, commodious church. Tn
this new country in which we live very
few churches are in a position to comply
with the conditions required for the con
secration, and it very rarely happens
that a church is in a position for it,
twenty years after its beginning. Twen-
ty years, after all, is a very short time
in the history of God's church, for that
history began with the founder, ._Iu-u:
Christ, and will last to the end of time.

Dealing with the
Church his grace said that doubtless
most of those present would remember
the laying of the corner-stone and ‘tln:
blessing of the building. At that time
he was connected with the cathedral,
and remembered well how the people in
the northern section of the city prayed
that a church might be built there. He
recalled how anxious Bishop Dowling
was that a church should be erected. and
how he proceeded to establish St. Law-
rence's with faith and confidence in the
generosity of the people, despite those
who prophesied that a church \\nul.d
never be built and never paid for if it
was erected. Father Brady became its
rector, and it soon a flourishing
parish, with the result that within
twenty years they were able to dedicate
the building.

The consecration ceremony on the
altar, his grace explained, was a very
old one in the church of God, dating
back to the days of the apostles. On
this altar the sacrifice of Calvary was
offered daily by the priest. In this
building the sacraments of baptism, con-
fession, holy eucharist, confirfnation,
matrimony and holy orders were admin-
istered. And after death it was there
that friends brought their loved
joining in prayer and sacrifice, imploring
God to have mercy on the souls of the
departed. When one grasped the sig-
nificance of how closely one's whole Jife
was asgociated with the church, was it
any wonder that the people loved the
house of God and made sacrifices to
adorn it.

“And in this church,” said bis grace,
“the word of God is preached. 1t is not
thé mere suggestion or hallucination of
any man. No man has the right to
preach except he be sent from God, and
if he is the ambassador of Christ he will
preach the doctrine of Christ and no
other. Christ preached the doectrine of
a heaven of glory and a hell of punish-
ment, and no man or body of men have
the right to interfere with the eternal
truth laid down by the Master. No
man can interfere with the thunder and
lightning and the other great forces of
nature, and so it is with the word of
God: man’s power is limited after all,
despite all boasting. The whole free-
dom of man as far as the eternal truth
of God is concerned, is limited to one
choice, heaven or hell. It makes no
difference whether he believes in these
things or not, or how much he objects to
them, they exist independent of him.
The choice is one alternative. He must
take one or the other; he has no power
to accept both or to reject both.”

With such a clear propoesition, and the
church providing the means for salva-
tion, it was natural to expect that every
one would insure as far as possible his
or her future happiness.

There were special reasons, he
said, why he should be specially at-
tached to St. Lawrence’s, because that
was’ the first church he built after his
consecration as biship. “At that time,”
he said, “there was an Irishman below
the bridge whe was dying. When he
read in the paper of my consecration he
rose up in the bed and said, ‘Hurrah,
boys, we will have a church at the lake
novw.” That man was a prophet.”

A bishop’s duty, said his lordship, re-
ferring to the opposition he met with
when beginning to build the church, was
to teach and not be taught, but there
were always men willing to give their
advice and seldom anything else. © As
time wen{ on it was consoling to him,
in his position, to see God's work pros-
pering.

Referring to the generous donation of
Messrs. R. 0. and A. B. MacKay his
lordship said, “I am glad that there are
some large-hearted men who recognize
that the prosperity of Hamilton does
not depend merely on its factories,
schools and large buildings. The pros-
perity of a city is associated with the
spiritual, intellectual and moral growth,
I, therefore, heartily thank the Messrs.
MacKay for the good will shown to
Father Brady and this church. T am
told this altar is erected as a monument
to their mother. I honor the man who
honors his father and mother. There is
something good in the heart of the man
who honors the mother that bore him.
What more beautiful monument can a
dutiful son give to his mother than an
altar where the sacrifice of the mass is
daily offered ?”

St. Lawrence Church, as a result of |
the indefatigable efforts of the rector |
and the generosity of his people, is to-
day one of the most beautiful places of
worship in the country. The beautiful
altar of Carrara marble, the munificent
gift of R. O. and A. B. MacKay, is a
beautiful specimen of Italian workman- |
ship. It stands twenty-five feet from
the ground. *“The Last Supper,” by De
Vinci, ic carved in the marble, and on
the altar are statues of two high priests
of the old testament. The emblems of
the four evangelists, the angel, lion,
ox and eagle are also shown. The
panels are of carved lilies, surmounted by
large coping atones and keystone, upon
which rests a four-foot marble cross.
The altar was imported. from Italy and
was set up by H. N. Thomas. The
blessed Virglin's altar is a gift of the
late Jerry McAuliffe.

The decorations of the church, ceiling
and sanctuary contain twenty-eight re-
ligious emblems, painted angels carrying
scrolls on which are insatibed the words
of the Te Denm, that beautiful hymn
of St. Ambrose, the first hymn ever
heard in America. Christopher Colum-
bus intoned it on his first landing in
Tmerica. The angels number nine in
| the sanctuary, which represent the nine
choirs of angels in heaven. Those nine,
with the twenty-four in the nave of the
church, represent the thirty-three years
of our lLord’s life upon earth. The
paintings, which are all done on canvas
by German artists, number in all twen-
ty-four. The circular paintings above
the windows are in the following order,
from right to left of the altar:

“In the case of Walter Blythe I am
commanded to inform you that His
Excellency the Governor-General does
not see fit to interfere further with the

Walter Blythe is the Agincourt rail-
wayman who murdered his wife by
beating her with a poker. He was
sentenced by Judge Riddell to hang
on the 13th of May, but the day before
the execution a reprieve was granted
until June 17.

Judge Winchester, in reply to the pre-
sentment of the Grand Jury of the
Criminal Sessions on Saturday, made an
important pronouncement which throws
the responsibility upon the City Coun-
cil for taking steps to stop the evil.
Judge Winchester directed attention
to the fact that the city of Sheffield,
lu'ng’lland, had passed a by-law pro-
hibiting race-track betting, and the

the suppression of race-track

by-law, afte being tested in all the
courts, was apheld. “I would there-
fore advise,” %aid his Honor, “our
City Council, if they have not al-
l("\d\' the power to pass such a by-
law, that they should go to the On-
tario Legislature and secure such
power.” It was pointed out to the Grand
Jury that the City Council had already

passed by-laws prohibiting other forms
of gambling,
A SCATHING COMM .
In their presentment, the Grand
Jury scathingly commented upon the
prevalence of gambling and the growth
of the evil. They also dwelt upon incon-
sistencies in the law affecting the prac-
tice in Carada. Ineffective laws in On-
tario seemed to be attracting race-track
gamblers to this Province, and the
Grand Jury declared that there was dan-
ger of Omwtario “‘becoming known
throughout the United  States as the
race-track gamblers’ paradise,” They
said: “We beg to call attention to the
mania for gambling which seems to
have seized our public and to the glar-
Ing inconsistency of the laws which per-
mit the public practice of this evil.

There is the sanguine soul which
sasily stirred, ever ready to shout
“Hallelujah!” Next to this is the mel-
ancholy type, which is severe with him
self and others. But there is also the
man of action, who is ready to put pro-
gress in deeds, and the phlegmatic tem-
perament, which thinks things out delib-
erately for himself. Now no type is in
itself religious. A temperament does
uot make us spiritual, but if love guides
we are, Hence to-day people are too
ready to put type agamst type. If a
man finds that he must reason a thing
out on his own lines, some one says he
is losing his spirituality.

be made to educators all over the
country.
One of Ayres’ tests is: How strong-

ly do the schools draw the children
and how long do they hold them?
The average American city carries
all its children to the south grade,
half of them through the eignih grade,
and one-tenth through the high school.

About the hardest thing to maasure;

This means that the average Ameri-
can school is not doing all that it
is assumed to do.

The number of pupils who drop out
before they finish the eighth grade, is
a fair test of any school system. But
how high do they go before they be-
gin to drop out, is another import-
ant question. In the southern cities
many colored children drop out in
the fourth grade. In Baltimore, Cam-
den, N.J., and Newark, N.J., many
drop out in the fifth grade. - The Ohio
cities lost most in the sixth grade.
Minneapolis, Boston and Grand
Rapids keep most of their pupils
until they are through with the sev-
enth grade.

In Quincy and Haverhill, Mass., the
children don’t stop until they are in
the eighth grade.

Another test of school efficiemcy is:
“How many children have to repeat
their grades?”

In Somerville, Mass., only 6.5 per
ocent, of the children have to go
through a grade more than onee; Caimn-
den, N.J., sends 30 per cent. of her
children through her grades twice.
This means that her schools cost her
30 per cent. more than they ought
to.

In the average city only 15 per cent.
of the children are repeaters.
Attendance at school is another test.
There are very few cities in which as
many as three-fourths of the children
go to school three-fourths of the time.
In fifty American cities, Mr. Ayres
vs, it was found that the schools of
35 cities were improving and of 15
cities were going backward

Many schools were found that were
crowded in the Jow grades and con-
tained few pupils in the upper grades.
In these schools many repeaters were
found in the lower grades, which
choked admission to the scnool.

Mr. Ayres sayvs it is wrong to blame
school inefficiency to foreigners. He
says that his figures show that the
presence of a large foreign element al-
ways goes with a high efficiency.

HEAVY TOLL.

12,000 Deaths in Ireland Annually
From Consumption,

New York, June 6.—The Countess of
Aberdeen, whose is the Lord
of Ireland, made two ad-
dresges here to-night, one in Plymouth
Church, Brooklyn, the other at the
Catholic Club in Manhattan, explaining
the work that is being done by the
organization which she founded and di-
reets to stamp out tuberculosis in lIre-
land.

One of the most difficult things to ac-
complish, said Lady Aberdeen, was to
get Irish people in city or country to
keep their windows open. She said
that 12,000 people die every year in lre-
land from a disease that is entirely pre-
ventable, and that ten or twelve times
that many suffer, and finally die. Ire-
land sends constantly to America men
and women with the seeds of consump-
tion in them, and these spread the dis-
ease over here,

“This is surely a subject which con-
cerns us on both sides of the Atlantie,”
said Lady Aberdeen,

To-morrow Lady Aberdeen will go to
Boston, where she will make talks on
the same subject. On Monday she will
go to Montreal, and eventually to Ot-
tawa.

ANNIVERSARY.

Vefcrans Decorated the Graves
of Soldiers of 1813.

School Children Took Part in Im-
posing Procession.

Addresses by President Gardner
and Barlow Cumberland.

Yesterday being the 95th annniver-
sary of the Battle of Stoney Creek, the
Army and Navy Veterans’ Association
of 1866, Wentworth Historical Society
and Stoney Creek Branch, County ol
Wentworth Veterans and Collegiate Ca-
dets assemDed on the Battlefield, where
the British soldiers, are interred who fell
there. The school children of Btoney
Creek and Fruitland marched from the
village to the plot, marshalled by Secre-

plot  w placed small Union Jacks.
Rev, F. E. Howitt, Tural dean, conduct-
ed the religious service. The opening
Hymn, “O God, Our Help in Ages Past,”
was heartily sung by 500 people, large
numbers coming from Dundas, Stoney
Creek and Fruitland, as well as the city.

The world will little note, nor long re-
member what we say here, but it can
never forget what they did here, If it
had not have been for the services ren-
dered in this place 96 years ago to-day

TALENT BEAT THE BOOKS. .
From the Toronto Globe: The idea that

the simple backers of horses at Woodbine

need to be protected against the ralds of the
bookmaker on the earnings of the aforesald
simple backers is only one of many delusions
fervertly held by those who know little of
the turt of its workinge.

A well-informed and long-experiendced lay-
er of odds, who operated at Woodbine, sald
to the Globe yesterday:—*I believe I am well
within the mark when 1 say that tne ring
quit the Woodbine meeting $200.000 loser.
Forty-nine per cent. of the public choices
landed the money, and you know what that
means to the bookmakers. In all, at differ-
eot times during the meeting some 140 dif-
ferent people laid the odds. It wound up
with only 40 of them doing business on the
last day, and I know some of these who
weie financially distressed at the finish.

“Myself, 1 lost §3,400 in the two weeks,
and on Saturday my book showed a winning
on only one race of the seven. That was the
last race of the meeting. I have no com-
plaint, though, nor any growl to reglster.
You had good horses and clean races there,
and when a man gets an even break he has
no kick coming if he loses. When 1 back
my experience and my judgment of the re-
lative abilities of horses against the exper-
lence and judgment of another man I am
willing to abide by whatever result is fairly
brought about.

The largest winning single bet of the
meeting was probably that which a Toronto
citizen put on Mrs. Livingston’s Nod, on the
first Friday of the meeting. As he ‘stood
undecided in front of a bookmaker, Sam
Frank, fingering a bill of unknown denomin-
ation, Frank said, ‘Come on, be a sport and
bet it all. What do you want to back?’

“The citizen wanted to back Nod and the
bill was a fifty. Frank took It and gave
dim a ticket cailing for $1,600 to $50, the price
being 30 to 1. When Nod rolled home the
backer colleoted $1,550, and on Saturday night
Frank discharged his crew and returned to
New York, having left $2,900 altogether of
Kood American money in Toronto.
