Many persons smoke in their houses amd
some smyke and chew. in bed, consequently
the house, furniture and clothing become sat~
urated with nicotine, and when the wife and
children have absorbed it in a certain q:antity
it is as sure to produce death as sewer gas,
und just as unconsciously i* becomes absorbed.
Nearly every one has hereditary tendencies
to diseuse, Scrofulous, Consumptive, or Neu-
ralgic, and wherever these exist this nicotine
lay s hold, und its culmination is death., KEv-
ery persou has a magnetic atmosphere which
extends from two to four feet from the body,
and if the magnetic atmosphere is poisoned by
tol'ucco that poisen is takea into the system of
persous he wseocimtes with, and the second
chiect of this noison is more deleterious thau
the first, and it is only a question of time when
the unconscious vietim will succumb to dis-
euse and death, without the man or his victim
haviug any knewledge of the cause. KEven
many professional men do not understand the
deleterious effécts of nicotine. There was a
dentist who put it in the teeth of a man that
hud used tobaed o for thirty vears, and in less
than half an how afterwards this man fell on
the sidewalk and remained insensible for
hours.

‘I'he temperance movers are aware of the
deleterious effects of alcohol. becaiise they are
so apparent; but the great Red Ribbon
movement is dumb on the subject of
u greater evil, Perhaps. they do not know
that the use of tobacco 1s a form of intemper-
unce, which destroys the comtort, the health,
und the lives of innocent persons. A person
who has formed the habit of using either
opium or tobacco, ix not more lemperate than
one who drinks alcohol.

Tobaceo has doue more to deteriorate and
demoralize the present geueration, than any
other form of intemperance.
