FRENCH, ENGLISH AND AMERI-
CAN INDUSTRY.

The Toronto Mail in a late issue
says:—It is & question whether any va-
tion can pursue with eqnal success at
the same time all the main lines of indus-
try leadiag to wealth. France hss suc-
ceeded better than most nations, yet
while in the pursuit of agriculture and
manufactures her success has been great,
in the development of & mercantile
marine she has not been so sucessful as
in the other lines, her tonnage in ves-
gels baving fallen off year by year
gsince 1873, and of the total of her
steam tonnage now, two-thirds beloug
to one company, the ‘‘Messageries
Maratimes,” largely subsidized by the
Government. England for a time seem~-
ed to be great in all lines. But the
last ten years have proved that she
must abandon largely the agricultaral
line, and that she has sensibly weaka
ened iu the manafactoring line during
the last decade, the deciease being 16
per cent., while her development of
marioe strength has been truly won
derfal, ber docks and her steamers be»
ing such as no other nations can begin
to approach, even at a very long dis-
tance. The “fair trace on" in
England is an attempt u:gure for
the manufacturing line ilggeld pre em-
inence; but the genius of her people,
which tarus to the ocean, the ancient
scene of her triumphs, for new devel-
opments, will prubably prove too pow-
erful to be strapped and bound to the
workshop. The United Sta‘es, with
broad fields, extensive coast line, and
rapidly increasing population, seem to
be in the most favourable position to
try for success where all others have
failed. They are developing into mag
vificent  proportions in -agriculture.
They are securing a splendid expansion
in munafactures, progressing as rapudly
as Great Britain bas declined in that
line. But in'ships they seem to be
witbered, as if a blight bad struck
their ship yards, They attribute this to
causes connected with the civil war of
1861, when seventy thousand men were
withdrawn suddenly from the merchant
service to form an extended blockade;
one and & quarter million tons of mer
chant shipping withdrawn from com
merce to maintain this blockade, and
transport vast armies in defence of the
Ghnion; and eight hundred thousand tons
of American shippiog, suddehly eancell-
ing their register, took refuge under the
British flag. But it would seem Lhat
some principle more comprehensive thao
the twist given to things in general by s
rebellion is at work to prevent success
even in the United States in all three
lines, at one and the same time, in equal
proportions. It remuins, however, for
Canada o try the experiment. She is
developing her agriculture by bringing
under the plough her fertile prairies.
Sheis expanding ber manufactures by
the operation of a fiscal policy based
upon that idea which -led Eugland to
manufacturing greatness first, and then
led the United States, the idea of secur
ing the home market for ber own artisans.
Will she be able to carry progress into
the marine line which. reprejents com-
merce? She has dome well during the
period covered by the use of wooden
sailing ships. The pres-ntis ao epoch
of large iron steamships and Great
Britain, with her preparations of ten
years back, is rapidly. absorbing the
world's carrying trade. It is just at
this point that the statesmanship of the
country, the energy and enterprise of the
people, are to be tried.

LATE TELEGRAMS.

Washington, Nov. 20—Late yester
day afternoon as Guiteau was being con-
veyed from the court room to the jail in
a covered van, & person on horseback
rode up to tue side aud after peering
through the grating to satisfy himself as
to Guiteau's positiun, suddenly fired two
shots through the side of the vehicle,
then put spursio his horse and rode away
at a farious vace. Oune shot was harm=
less but the other inflicted a slight wound
in Guiteau’s hand. The prisoner was
nearly overcome with fear, but was hur-
ried to prison. During the evening a
man named Wm Jones, a farmer living
in the outskirts of the city, was arrested
as the person who fired the shots. He
is an eccentric individual who is well
known to the police. To day one of the
guards who was accompanying ihe van,
and who fired at the assailant, positively
failed to identify Jones, and states hLe is
not the man. Various rumors are io
circulation in the eastern part of the
city regarding attempts which will be
made to shoot Guiteau. Many persons
believe that concerted sction with that
result in view bas been taken siuce the
trial commenced. No apprehensjon is
felt by the officers of the jail that any
further attempt will be made to take the
iite of the prisoner.
