NEWCASTLE MAN 
TRAPPED BY FIRE 

FELLTO DEATH
A telegram was received here 

last Friday afternoon by M.ss 
Maud Ingram telling of the tragic 
death of her brother, George Ingram 
wh ch occurred lit Escanaba, Mich! 
gan. early the same morning.

George Ingram, foreman of the 
contracting concern which was en­
gaged in the task of raising the 
Chicago and Northwestern Rail­
ways No. 3 ore dock. was killed 
In a fire* which, early Friday morn 
ng. had completely burned No. 3 

anu had obtained such headway on 
N$>. 4 dock that it was Impossible 
to save any part of the latter 
structure. The loss totalled 
$%250,000.

George Ingram, together with 
Sherman Sheer, was taken to the 
eitreme end of No. 3 dock, In an 
eàdeavor to rqn a hose over from

explosion, the fire jumped 100 feet 
and surrounded the two men. 
Sheer saved himself by Jumping 
efehty feet into the water of the 
bey. where he was packed up by 
a tug, while George Ingram attempt 
c-4 to slide down a rope. The rope 
turned through, and Mr. Ingram 
was plunged Into a seething caldron

MAJORITY FOR - 
THE“DRYS” HOVERS 

AROUND 40,000
There $s very little change in 

tu» Standing of the vote on the 
Ontario Temperance Act. The ma 
’•ori-.y for pflphfbttlon hovered 
around 40,000 with several hundred 
polls still to be heard from. It 
IS not likely that any close esti­
mate of the majority can be formed 
until the chief election officer as 
nounred the offloal count.

The result of the vote will be 
that the Ontario Temperance Act 
will remain on the statute books. 
This was made clear by Prejpler 
G. Howard Ferguson when he 
announced that the government 
would accept the verd ct of the 
majority and. enforce the Act to 
the best of Its ability.

The Provincial Prime Minister 
was asked it the government would 
bring in a local bill., in v ew of 
the fact that most of the 
big centres of population had vot 
ed aganst prohibition. "The gov 
vernment cannot give any conces 
slons to wet cities" replied Mr. 
■Ferguson. "The result of the 
vote Is apparent and the «sue was 
clearly defined and agreed upon 
by both parties beforehand."

GRAND JURY VISITS 
COUNTY JAIL

The October term of the North 
umberland County Court opened 
here on Tuesday morning at eleven 
o'clock. His Honor Judge McLatchy 
presiding. There were no criminal 
cases to come before the Court, 
and by request of counsel the civil 
eases were stood ovgr till next 
court.

The grand Jury elected R. Waldo 
Crocker, foreman, and through him 
made the following presentment: — 

Court House,

Oct. 21st. 1924.
To His Honour.

Mr. Justice McLatchy. '
We, the Grand Jurors assemble 1 

here this Twenty-first aay of October 
A. D., 1924, as requested by you 
have visited the County Jail to look 
Into the sanitary conditions of same 
and beg leave to report to your 
Honour the conditions wç found the 
building in. &

First: We found two prisoners in 
the centre cell, facing main entrance. 
This cell is very dark. The plumb­
ing is In a very leaky condition and 
water running oyer the floor.

Second f All the cells on the 
Northerly side are not equipped 
with locks and have neither cots 
nor blankets. •

Third: The cells on the Southerly 
side are in a dilapidated and dis- 1 
graceful condition. The plaster 
off the ceiling of several of the cells, j 
In the corridor the plaster on the 
ceiling is also falling off and water j 
is dripping down through the ceil- 
fng. Several of the cots are In a 
broken condition and are not fit for 
a human being to sleep on.

Fourth: In the main entrance
the paper and plaster are falling off 
the walls. In the debtor cells up­
stairs the wainscoting and floors are 
in bad condition. In one z cell 
the wainscoting had been
torn off and bricks removed from 
the wall and prisoners had escaped 
The bricks have been replaced but 
the wainscoting has been only 
temporarily replaced.

Fifth: There is not any drinking 
water in any of the cells except In 
the corridor and prisoners locked In 
the cells cannot procure water un­
less given by the Jailer.

We strongly recommend that these 
conditions be rectified, at once.

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A writer who has spent almost 

a lifetime studying food values 

and the effects of foods on the 

human system, has published the 

toiportant notes on the subject of 

eajting and digestion.

It is admitted that
most people eat too much and that 
a great many of the sicknesses 
from which people suffer are trace 
able to the stomach, which has 
been overworked by too heavy diet 
or injured by unsuitable food. 
Everybody assuredly would profit 
by eating less and_ choosing food 
with greater discrimination.

“As to the length of the diges­
tive process” says this writer “noth 
ïng could be moue ridiculous and 

^disastrous *hr<i the ptatemfrnft in 
almost every book on the subject. 
It is usually assented that digestion 
takes from two to four hours. 
Hence people are under the impres 
sion that they must eat every four 
hours or even (more frequently.

“In many hospitals even, there 
are at least four meals a day. The 
hospitals should represent medical 
science up-to-date as regards foods 
—and everything. I have not the 
•slightest hesitation in saying that 
If a really sensible diet was intro 
duced into hospitals, three quarters 
of the hospitals would no longer be 
needed! *
' “The full digestive process, in­

cluding the digestion not only of 
the body building foods in the sto­

mach but also the digestion and 

assimilation of these foods in the 

intestines through the pancreatic

juice and the digestion and assimi­

lation of starchy and sugary foods 
and fatty footis in thfe intestines, 

may take from nine to thirty hours 

“Instead of , digestion taking from
two to fourç hours, which 
would point to three or four
ae the right number, of m°als in

vtihe day, ctygesttion takes probably 
toot leafs than twelve hours 
most cases, and points to not 
more than two meals a day. What 
an economy of food, money, labor 
«time and jenergy”

Tourist Business
In New Brunswick

At least 70,000' tourists eame to 

New Brunswick during the summer 

according to the estimates prepared 

by C.B AiÇan, 'secretary Jof the 

New Brunswick Tourist Association 

A consdenably larger proportion 01 

the tourists fame by motor than en 
tered the province by. car last year.. 
He said he believed the tourists this 
year had been better satisfied with 
weather conditions, roads and acco 
modation than they had been in 
any previous year. The camp sites 
of which there were about 15 in 
the province, had been, well patron 
ized but he thought some of them 
could still be improved with advan 
tage. Some of the tourists had 
complained to the Tourist Associa 
lion about indifferent accommoda­
tion in vàrious parts of the pro 
vince, having* * * * v special reference to 
the Hotels.

The following letter from Rev. D 
. Mw iGordoni, D.D. -ex-TrineatxiI bf 
Queen's University, Kingston; Ont. 
was read in Parliament düring the 
Church Union Debate. Dr Gordon 
is an ex-moderator of the General 
Assembly. He has had a lOng and 
successful career as a Minister, and 
College Professor in JSastern, Cen 
tral and Western Canada* and 
knows the country as few know it. 
Born in the old town of Pictou, he 
was bnughtup in the Qhurch of 
Scotland there, and laterç was for 
A time Minister of St. Andrew’s 
Church, Halifax, and a Professor In 
Pine HU1 College. As the letter in 
dicates, he was a staunch Union­
ist at one time and he gives'abun­
dant reason for his change of view.

♦ DEAR MR. MACDONALD)—
Permit me to dsaw your atten­

tion to some considerations con- 
neefed with the bill at present be 
fore Parliament for the incorpora­
tion of the United Church of Canada 

For ten years (1906-1816) I was a 
member of the Union committee of 
the Presbyterian church and a 
warm advocate of the movement, 
believing that. If jt could be accom­
plished with the general consent of 
the members. It would tend to pro 
mote very greatly the spiritual life 
of onr people 'and the progress of 
the Kingdom of God In our 
country. *

At the outset, it was stipulated 
that the church would enter Into 
the proposed union only on côndlr 
tlon of the practically unanimous, 
consent of the members. In the 
report of the Union Committee sub­
mitted to the General .Assembly In 
1906 It to stated that, “It wae un6 

«vers&lly. recognized that a union of 
the churches to be real and lasting 
must carry * the consent of the en­
tire membership.’ (Assembly Minu­
tes, Appendix, p. 280) and this 
waa adoptee) unanimously by the 
A sembly. (Ass. Minutes,, p. 46.)

1 can say with the utmost confl 
dence that if we had imagined that 
the proposed union could be secur­
ed only at the coat of the disruption 
of the Presbyterian church the 
movement would have ended with 
the Initial proposal of It Jn our Gen 
era] Assembly.

As negotiations proceeded year 
after year and the basis of union 
was gradually drawn up opposi­
tion to It developed in the courts 
of the church, so that It was deter 
tenmined to submit the matte/ to 
the members to ascertain the mind 
cf the whole church concerning it. 
Accordingly, the Assembly remitted 
it to presbyteries In 1911, to con- 
Milt*lti the oongregAtHonB of the 
church. 681

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did not require the assent of the 
members and that the judgment oi 
presbyteries, synods and General 
Assembly should lie a sutficient 
guide and warrant for proeedure in 
this matter, as in other important 
movements within the ehurch these 
bodies being entailed to represent 
thé entire membership. No organiz 
ed society, however, makes pro 
vision in Its constitution and forms 
of procedure for Its own extinction, 
and, as the church consists not 
merely of its official courts but ot 
its ent.re membership and as it 
was now proposed to merge the 
Presbyterian church in an entirely 
new ecclesiastical organization, thjs 
action in asking for the Judgment 
of all congregations and mem­
bers was both" wise and essential 
Moreover, the pledge given at the 
outset ot the negotiations to con­
summate union only with “the con­
sent of the entire membership- 
could not be evaded.

When, in the assembly of 1912 
the votes of the members were re 
ceived and considered, we were 
greatly surprised to find a sub­
stantial minority opposed to the 
union. Out of a total registered 
membership ot 287,944 only 165,032 
voted; and of those voting only 
106,766 approved while 48.278 were 
opposed. That is 64 per cent ot 
the total membership voted; 37 per 
cent of the total membership for 
union- 17 per cent of the total 
membership against union. See 
Mlniaes of Assembly for 1912 (Ap 
pendlx; p. 330.)

In new of this opposition, the 
assembly resolved as follows:—“In 
i>w of the extent of the minority 
which Is not yet convinced that or 
ganlc union la the best method of 
expressing the unity sincerely de 
sired by all, the assembly deems 
it unwise hnmedlatiely to proceed 
to consummate the union, but be 
lievea that by further conference 
and discussion practically unani­
mous action can be secured within 
a reasonable time.- (Min. of Ass. 
1912. p. 45). Mesnwhlle closer re 
latlons might be fostered between 
the churches and greater coopera­
tion promoted In missionary-, edu 
ca Lon til and social activities.

In 1916 it was again agreed by 
the Genera! Assembly to consaltthe 
members of the church, but when 
the vote was received and consider 
ed by the assembly In 1916, we were 
surprised to find that the opposi­
tion had greatly Increased, that 
while 106,634 members voted In fa 
vor of the Union proposals, 69.913 
voted against them. (Ass. Min. for 
1916; Appendix; p. 679).

Evidently it would have been 
wise at this stage to halt further 
proceedings, even though a major 
Ity of presbyteries favoaed un 
km. Clearly the tone wae not ripe 
for the proposed change. The mind 
of the church was not prepared for 
It; and organic nn'on under such 
conditions would tend rather to bin 
der than to promote spiritual unity

Instead, however. of callhfk I 
halt In the movement, the aasembly 
In 1916 asserted Its adherence to 
union an the policy of the church ; 
but later, in. 1917 the assembly 
agreed to suspend further action In 
connection with II until a year af­
ter the cloae of the war. It wae ex­
pected that experience of the war, 
in uniting all citiaens more closely 
for other purposes .(resting the 
national fife, might also move the 
members of all churches to 
closer unity.

No further action has been taken 
since 1916 to ascertain the mind 
of the member» of the «her* 
ganCag anion. Within thee

tiong of advocates and opponents 
of union. Whatever weight we may 
attach to the many arguments that 
may oe urged in favor of union 
and whatever may be our person­
al predilections in regard to it, 
the outstanding fact is that there is 
resqlute and apparently increasing 
opposition to it on the part of the 
•membership of the Presbyterian 
church. The opponents are probab­
ly still in the minority, but they 
are. quite determined that the Pres 
byterian church must be continued 
in its present organization.

It 1» levildfcnU therefore «that if 
church union is consummated ac­
cording" to the bill for inorpora- 
tion now before parliament, it must 
result to the very serious disrup^ 
tion of the Presbyterian church. 
And when it ia stated, as to the 
preamble to the bill, that the Pres 
byterian church to a party to the 
petition for the act of incorporation 
it should be noted that this to very 
tar from being the petition of the 
entire church.

Will the minority, who are deter 
mined to maintain the existence 
and activities of the Presbyterian 
church, be denied the right to pre 
serve the name of the church as 
hitheito known? This ;s to them a 
matter of serious moment. The ad 

vocate? of unio.i c aim that by the 
act of incorporation the Presbyter­
ian church is merged n the United 
Church ajid therefore© ceasles to ex 
ist as a separate organization. The
minority claflm that they will con-

\tinue to be the Presbyterian church 
after the others have entered the 
new ecclesiastical organizations.
Of course, the minority could agree 
to form a Presbyterian church; 
not even Parliament could prevent 
this, and the advocates of union ad 
mit it. And. for that matter
the body so formed would come to. 
be known as the Presbyterian 
church. But the retention of the 
name and the cla,m of the minority 
/to hxutinue the prfesent orgatiiza 
tion of the Presbyterian church 
might, if admi tted be held to
carry with it tpe Right to all the 
property of the Presbyterian church

Th's has been one of the chief 
obstacles In preventing any con­
ciliation between the two contend­
ing parties. It might, however be 
a matter of agreement between the 
two parties, that the minority 
should still retain the name but 
that the estate should be divided 
according to some equitable ar­
rangement. The advocates of union 
might fitly be requested to make 
some agreement with the minority 
so that they would ccene before 
parliament with a united petition 
fbn the lecfolatfon required lathe 
circumstances.

As to the terms and provision 
of the act:—-It may be noted that 
parliament is aaked to pronounce 
upon the spiritual functions of the 
chuiych aa well as upon the tenure 
of property. This, however la to 
Ignore the proper functions of pan 
Marnent. The church hag the right 
to lire and act as a free self-gov 
coining body with supreme Jurisdic­
tion In spiritual matters. It fa only 
In connection with the tenure and 
administration of property that the 
cnunch la to any way subject to the 
decisions of parliament or of courts 
of Justice.

tlfy and confirm the Basis of Union 
and the guarantee to the church, 
freedom to deal with heij domines 
and teaching as the courts of the 
church may determine. While it is 
a grevions mistake for the church 
thus to ask the sanction of perils 
ment in spiritual matters, it would 
surely be a mistake on the part of 
parliament, even at such a request 
to take action outside of I ta own 
proper Jurisdiction.

Parbment has, however certain 
rights and jurisdiction In regard to 
the tenure and administration of 
property by the church, aa by any 
other body of dt sens, and much of 
the act Is devoted to the transfer 
of the property of the negotiating 
churches to the United church.

The attempt ia made to arrange 
for the assignment of certain prop 
ertlea to the “non-cdocurrir t con­
gregations. A commiuloa is to be 
created to dell with all questions 
that may Irise In connection with 
the dlvlaioo of the properties of 
the church, and the decisions of 
this calm mission are to be absolute 
and final, subject to no kind of re­
view. civil or ecclesiastical. The ef 
feet, and manifestly the purpose of 
this provision Is to fora tall and pre 
vent any litigation between the 
contending parties by cloaing 
against them all the constituted 
courts of Justice and forcing them 
to accept the decision of thin irres­
ponsible commission. The appoint­
ment of such a commission could 
be Justified only with the entire 
conaèht of both pertiee. otherwise 
It ia grossly unjuat. The mnority 
however are not aaked whether 
they agree to thin arrangement, al 
though they may. It they choose be 
represented <m the commission, 
It IS offered to them, as jthe only 
way to’ have their share of the pro 
perty determined, and they are de 
prlved of the right, which every cr 
tlsen to supposed to possess. of ac 
cess to the courts of Justice. This 
is compulsory arbitration with a 
vengeance! Surely auph a proposal 
cannot be sectioned by the parlia­
ment of Canada aa parliament 
stands for protection, not for the 
coercion of minorities.

FARMERS SHOULD 
BUY NEAR HOME

^Why should our farmers pander 

to the United States impie 

ment manufacturers, purchase 

their overstock and at the saiy 

time ruig their own Canadi an manu 

ttictuildrs, when fihse solution ot 

the whole question, to my mind, 

lies in the farmers themselves eb 

tabllshing their own factories In 

the different centres, back them 

with their own money and pledge 

thetntelves to buy all their re­

quirements from such factories ?"
Thus spoke H. H Wtfnman, well 

jfcnowti itetiitfll bus'.tnese man of 
(Moncton, N.B. who together with 
his wife is making his first 
trip to the west and is going as 
far as Vancouver, Victoria and 
Seattle. He is staying at the 
Brunswick Hotel, says the Manitoba 
Free Press.

“The lowering of the tarif 
by the King Government has not 
benefited the farmer one bit” said 
the visitor. “Such assertions are 
mere political bluff. It has, how 
ever, practically ruined our own 
manufacturers. What is required 
is a united Canada, and such legis­
lation does not help in this direc 
tlon. Let the farmers take chat­
ters Into their own hands and let 
them become their own manufaq 
turers Ontario has too many 
implement factories. Let such 
factories be spread more over the 
country and let the fartaers back 
them with their own money and 
see that their money stays in 
this country . This will bring 
about a united Canada.

Mr. Warman considers the coun­
try over legislated and with far too 
heavy a salary list . “Why 
should not the three Maritime IW 
tvinces be amalgamated foi4 purpt 
oses of government?” said he. 
“This would save a lot of money, 
which could be used in the develop 
ment of the great natural, resources 
of these provinces. The high sala­
ries paid by the gpvemments out 
here are absurdly high and tl#e 
same is true of all the big corpora 
tlons of the country. Wash out a 
large portion of such salaries and 
use it for the development of the 
country, for, remember it is the 
poor man who is developing this 
fair Dominion of ours, not the 
rich man. for it is the former who 
raise the large families. I consider 
the salaries paid to the heads of 
of our corporations are a crying 
shame. They are stunting growth 
and getting us nowtiere. Sometimes 
1 think we shall have to begin all 
over again and build up the coun­
try once more on sound lines. 
The United States had to start 
again after Civil war. and why not 
Canada? She built herself up on a 
strong tariff wall aad I am firmly 
of the opinion that a strong tariff 
wall- la what Canada wants today, 
else her cltiiens will/ continue to 
go over to the United States in 
large nupabersk ak they fire st/ll 
doing, from the Maritime Provinces’

He recalled that when he was 
pioneering In British Columbia
