No better proof of the position taken
from the first by the Reform party as to
the outrqgeow character of the Pacific
Syndicate bargain could well be given.
than the sale of 5,000,080 wores of the
Syndicate lands en dloc to a corporation
at $3 per acre. As we have pointed ouf,
the Globe strenuously contended that the
estimate of the Government of $1 per
acre was absurdly low, and that at the
very least they were worth double that
amount, and in all probability much
more. It must be remiembered that ac-
cording to the terms of the contract the
Syndica’e select the choicest land of the
North-West. Every acre, therefore, of
the 25,000,000 granteg to them and count-
“ed as $25,000,000 will be worth tully
as much as the 5,800,000 just disposed of.
Taking this as a basis, we can begin to
form some idea of the amount recklessly
flung away by Sir John Macdonald in his
consummation of this disastrous bargain.

Mr. Sanford Fleming's estimate of the
cost of the entire work was $84,119,000.

This included the $3,119,000 spent in pre-
liminary surveys. The Government esti-
mate of the portions under contract and.
completed when the bargain was made
was $32,250,000, which =deducted from
$81,000,000, leaves 48,750,000 as the ex-
penditure entailed upon the Syndicate
for the completion of the road. How
does the other side of the account stand
in the light of the revelations as to the
real value of the Syndicate lands furnish-
ed by the five million acre transaction?
The Syndicate receive $25,000,000 cash
and 25,000,000 acres, worth $3 per acre;
or $75,000,000—in all $100,000,000! This
gives them a clear profit of cent. per cent.,
or $50,000,000 on the building of the road !

“But,” it may be replied by some of
the Tory apologists, “you forget that the
company is bound to work the road, and
it is probable. that for some years they
will lose heavily on that portion of their
contract” How bound? What guaran-
tee have the public that the Syndicate
will not sell their lands, pocket their $50,-
000,000 profit, and step out, leaving a very
badly constructed road on the hands of
the Government? Nothing—absolutely
nothing, except the miserable insufficient
deposit of a million dollacs, which they
could well afford to sacrifice. Having
$50,000,000 in hand, made in the course
of a few years, they might not unprobably
refuse to risk its loss in running the road
at a yearly sacrifice. The possibility of
such & result was plainly foreseen, and the
Government warned that the depont was
altogether inadegquate to the'n
of the interests at stake. On the 2lst
December, 1880, the Globe said :

There is nothing whatever in the bar-
gain except the deposit of the nominal
sum of $1,000,000 to prevent the Syndi-
cate from ceasing work as soon as it has
built the 900 miles of the plains line, and
has received from the Government in
money and land the proposed $35,000 per
mile, which is more than three times the
sum it is necessary to grant in order to
get that portion of theline built. Having
built this 900 miles the Syndicate might
trangfer to some meutral Company the
11,250,0000 acres of land it would have
earned, and might refuse to go on further
with the contract.”

The first step towards such a consum-
m tion has been taken. The Syndicate,
by handing over their land to a neutral
company loosen the hold of the country
upon them, and diminish the guarantee
for the fulfilment of their contract to the
million dollars in the Dominien treasury.
Our article continued as follows:

“The money subsidy for the plains
section of 900 miles is $10,000 per mile.
The pattern set for the Syndicate to
achieve is the Union Pacific as at first
constructed, when that road stood in the
nature of a revelation to all the world in
respect to its never before or since equal-
led badness. It the Union Pacific is fol.
lowed closely, the road across the plains
need cost the Syndicate but very little
more than the money subsidy of $15,000
a mile. The land subsidy of 11,500,000
acres would be almost clear profit. By
dropping the contract when the 900 miles
was completed the Syndicate could de-
prive us of the land, and at the same
time could enhance the value of its Ameri-
can land.”

It has turned out exactly as we fore.
shadowed with regard to the style in
which the road is being built. The con-
struction is of the worst possible descrip-
tion, the ties being simply laid on the
sod, the embankments filled in with mud,
and no trouble being taken to secure the
requisite drainage. Ten thousand dollars
per mile is an outside figure for railroad
construction after the the fashion in
which the Canadian Pacific line is being
built, and the Union Pacific is no longer
the startling example of how badly
a railroad can be laid. It has been
fairly eclipsed in execrable and unsafe
construction by the work of the Syndi-
cate. Rk

Montreal, June 5.—In the meeting of
the Bank of Montreai, Mr. Smithers, in

his remarks to the shareholders, rather

surprised some of his hearers by putting
before them an exhibit of the facts con-

'cerning the financial . prosperity of the

country ge they; really exist. He was

exceedingly impressive in his method of
putting his points, and his remarks ap-

peared to carry comviction. They were

received with a silence that at least in-

dicated that fact. He* believed that

banking was in a condition that war-
ranted some attention from them. The

increase of deposits in all the banks was

two and a half millions, and one and a
helf millions in circulation. The total

amount of discounts in the country
amounted to $176,000,000, an increase of
$36,000,000 in the past year. The largest
figures previously reached were $160,000;-
000 in 1875, thus showing that the ex-
pansion was now even greater than it
had ever been before. He was well
aware that they were under exceptional
circumstances to-day, but it was well to
look into their position. In some warn-

ing words he recapitulated the dangers
and disasters of the past. He did not
wish to-be called an alarmist, nor would
he say that he saw trouble in the dis-
tance; but it was well to look the danger,
if any, in the face. Banks could not g0
on expanding in the way they were
doing for ever. Trade was not as satis-
factory as it might be. There were now
in operation fifteen cotton mills and
four in construction. Exports had fallen
off, and manufactures had been overdone.
It 13 quite possible that réilway building
might be pushed beyond the wants of
the country. He showed that in the
United States the railways had found
that to be true. The Canada Pacific
Road with its heavy GoverAment subsi-
dies must, however, go on to cempletion
notwithstanding what might happen to
minor roads. The emigration flowing
into Manitoba was largely in excess of
the most sangnine expectations, and the
immigrants carried into that country
about: $9 per capita. while besides this
capital went info that country: from other
quarters, and that place must play a
large part in: the future of the country.

As to the
Pacific bonds, about three millions had
been placed. They were negotiating a
very large sale of lands at present, and
if this were carried out successfully they
would be much nearer the placing of the
whole of the Canada Pacific bonds than
they-h e ever been previously.

It is little wonder that bankers are
finding out the unsatisfactory state of
trade just now. Quebec now complains
that there were not more than two hun-
dred vessels in the spring fleet for their
port, whereas former years often brought
five hundred or more. So far as Mon-
treal is concerned the actual figures
speak for themselves. The number of
vessels from sea to June 3, 1882, was 55,
of which 9 were sailers, against 93 vessels
to the same date in 1881 and 104 in 1880.
If these figures continue for the balance
of the year the exports for out-cargoes
are likely to show even a greater falling
off than is apparent now. It is no
wonder that bankers and far-seeing mer-
chants advise the taking in of sail in
commercial business.

Tre Crop Revorts—New York, May
29.—The World publishes crop reports
fromall sections. They indicate that
there will be an increased acreage and
increased yield of cotton despite the
floods and late frosts. Winter wheat is
unharmed by the frost, and an increased
crop is looked for from the reduced
acreage. Spring wheat has been planted
in increased area, and full crops are ex-
pected. Corn planting is delayed in the
north, but it is thought the late crops
will be large. Reports from the south
west are favorable. An increased yield
of oats is anticipated in the south, and a
late but large crop in the north. The
cultivation of tobacco is lessened in Vir-
ginia by the preference of the negroes
for railroad work. The acreage in the
Ohio valley has been extended. Corn
and distillery fed cattle are scarce, but
grazing cattle are plenty ; particularly in
the far west the outlook is favorable.
There is a decreased present supply of
pork and lard owing to the high prices
of corn, but ample. supplies and more
moderate prices are expected. The wool
clip is late, owing to cold weather. From
the same cause there was unusual mor-
tality among lambs, but the number . of
sheep sheared was never greater. Fruits
suffered somewhat from frosts and cold
weather, especially in the Western and
Northern States. The yield of clover
seed will be curtailed by winter killing.
There will probably be a greatly incr eased
yield of hemp in Kentucky. Barley
promises well at the west. Hops indi-
cate a large yield. The Jersey peach-
crop is expected to be phenominally
large.

The price.of the Hocheléga product is
said o be over 29 cents, or taking an
average of equal quantities of the different
brands, 28.88 cents, thus leaving a profit,
after commission is paid, of 47} per cent.
on the costof production. In 1877, under
the old tariff, the profits per 1b. were 26.7
per cent., notwithstanding. the greater
cost of material and the greater expense
of working necessitated through the ab-
sence of improved machinery. If,instead
of costing the excessive amount of $381,-
000, the Hudon Mill had cost only $14
per spindle, or $238,000, the amount for

a depression in trade.— Toronfo Globe.

AN OUTRAGEOUS CLAIM.

The proposition made by Mr. Fraser at
Keswick Ridge, that York County could
not expect anything from the Govern-
ment until it returned members pledged
to support the administration, is not
new. It has been preached by the
Queen’s and Sunbury Tories for the last
twelvemonth, and practised by the Tories
in the local Government for the past four
years.

If the elector spoils a ballot
paper, or marks it improperly, he should
not destroy it, but give it back to the Re-

turningfofticer who will give him another.

{If the. elector cannot read or

is un-
able to mark his paper ‘himself, the
Returning officer must assist him in the
presence of the sworn agents of the candi-
dates.. These rules apply to every County.
The important thing for the elector to re-
member is that he is to put a cross opposite

the name of the candidate he wishes to vote
for.

Destructive Fire in Montreal.

MoNTREAL, June 14.
The most destructive fire ever occurred ir

General Garibaldi was born at'Nice, on.j;
the 22nd of July, 1807, and so was in his
75th year at the time of his death. His
parents were respectable, but not. rich.
His father owned a trading \essel, and
had been all his life engaged in maritime
pursuits. It was therefore quite natural
that young Garibaldi should have early-
developed a taste for a seafaring life. In
one of his voyages in 1830, in the first
ship which hé commanded, Nostra Sig-
nore della Grazia he fell in with a young
Ligurian, one of the passengers, whose
account of the plans and aspirations of
the Ttalian patriots fanned to a flame his
innate love of Italy. From that time
forward its deliverance became the set-
tled purpose of his life. Two or three
years later he became acquainted with
Mazzina, and the leaders of the . Italian
liberal movement. Taking part in a
* fatile insurrectionary outbreak at Genoa,
he was compelled to save himself by
fleeing in the disguise of a peasant to
Marscilles. Aftera stay of several months
in Marsellies Garibaldi resumed his sea
faring life, and after several other voy-
ages sailed for Rio Janeiro. While
.emgaged in some mercantile business ‘in
Hie Janeiro his:liberal sympathies were
aroused by thé arrival of Tambicari, who
had been sent as prisoner from Rio
Grande. Having thus learned -for the
first time of the struggle in which the
Bitle republic of Uruguay ‘was eugaged
against Rosas, the Dictator of Buenos
Ayres, Garibaldi proffered his services to
the former; and by dint of his wonderful
military talents soon raised himself to
the supreme command of bothnaval and
military operations. In an engagement
absea in the course of this war Gari-
baldi received his first wound, a_severe
eme from a bullet, in the neck. This led
to his capture and imprisonment at
Gualeguay, where, in consequence of an
adtempt to escape, he was beaten and|.
atherwise cruelly maltreated. Uter
being set at liberty he again fought for
Rio Grande, and at the head of an
Halian legion of 800 men was in the
batt) of Salto Sant Antonio.

When in 1848 the war broke out be-
tween Austria and the Liberals - of Italy,
Garibaldi hastened home to cast his
sword into the balance. For four or five
weeks the patriot troops under hisleader-
ship defied the power of ance, and
kept its immense armies at bay. When
his little army was atlength crushed by
overwhelming numbers.  Garibaldi
marched out of Rome as the French
troops poured into it. He afterwards
revisited America, and had for a time
the command of a South American tra-
ding vessel. He was ajeo for. a time a
manufacturer of soap and candles on
Staten Island. After the peace of Vil-
Iafranca, so helpful and yet so bitterly
disappointing to the Italian Liberals in
1859, the sword of the patriot volunteer
did not long remain in its scabbard. = A
series of innsurrections having broken
out in Palermo against the odious rule of
the Neapolitan Bourbon, Ferdinand 11.,,
@arabaldi hastened to the aid of the
imsurgents. - Setting sail from Genoa
with 1,070 volunteers - he landed ‘at
Marsala in Sicily in May, 1860, in sight
and partially under fire of the Neapol-
tan fleet. 'Within a fortnight his little
force had routed an army of 3,600 Nea-
politan troops at Calatafimi, and had
gallantly fought its way, aftera despemte
conflict, into Palermo. In less than four
months Garibaldi's rapidly increasing
army defeated a Royalist army of nearly
thrice their numbers at Melazzo, cap-
tured the garrison at Messina, crossed
over to Calabria, and commenced that
memorable campaign which ended with
his triumphal entry into Naples, not asa
conqueror, but as a welcome liberator of
his fellow-countrymen from their long
and grinding oppression. A few weeks
afterwards he, after a hard fought battle,
inflicting a final defeat upon the King's
forces on the Volturno, the result of the
battle being announced in his laconic
telegram, “Complete victory along the
entire line.” Shortly after he resigned
the command into the hands of King
Victor Emmanuel, whom he saluted as
“ing of Italy,” and in whose name but
against whose expressed wish, if not
seeret will, the war had been begun.
The King and Count Cavour, however
dismayed at a war carried on in the name
of Italy against a friendly Power, were
not slow to improve the situation when
ance the diplomatic knot was so uncere-
moniously cut for them. Garibaldi,
however, absolutely declihed all dis-
tinctions and rewards, refusing to be
reconciled to the man who had sold Nice
to Napoleon, and bidding farewell to his
gallant compatriots, retired once more
to his home on the rock of Caprera, as
poor in purse as when he left it.

Garibaldi’s next movement was less
fortunate. His disastrous and perhaps
ill advised attempt to work for the Hun-
garians the same deliverance he had
wrought for the people of Naples and
Sicily ended in the sad affair of Aspro-
monte, where his little force was coin-
pelled to surrender to a strong body of
royal troops and he himself was severely
wounded by a rifle bullet in the ankle.

can be produced here. Every intelligent
elector will scarcely fail to perceive the great
injustice being done to the people of this
Province generally, and to the pablishers,
printers and hookbinders particularly. The
sum of $247,650.24 is annually paid by the
people of this Province for school books.
nearly all of which amount is sent out of the
country, and our workmen forced to seek
employment elsewhere.
The Board of Education have power to pre-
scribe whatever books they like. and we
claim that they can use that power in a more
judicious way by opening to onur own pub-
lishers the printing of these books, or placing
them out at public competition in the Prov-
ince.

He continued in a masterly
manner, showing the cost of living was
greatly increased under the present tariff.

He explained that
the present tariff favored the farmers in only
two instances, namely, the extra 10 per cent.
on early green stuffs and one cent per pound
on hams and bacon. That these were the
only two solitary instances in which the
National Policy (so called) was of any
benefit to the farmers, while they, at the
same time, were taxed nearly double what they
formerly were on everything they purchased.
He alluded to the reason given by the Gov-
ernment for bringing on the election a year
in advance of the time, and at a season of
the year when farmers are so busy. These
are only a few of the matters on which Mr
King dwelt. It would be impossible in a
mere outline to give any adequate idea of
Mr. King's able and exhaustive speech. His
remarks were frequently applauded during
their delivery and at the close. . He was fol-
lowed by E C MacAlpine, who showed that
the only class benefited by the tariff were a
few manufacturers and monopolists, such as
Redpath in Montreal, who had recently pur-
chased in England Chiselhurst Palace, the
residence of the late Napoleon 3rd. He
showed how the sugar dnties imposed by the
N. P. cost the people of the Dominion $1,500,-
000 per annum, while the loss to the revenue
was $700,000 per annum. He showed how
the tax on breadstuffs cost the Maritime

Provinces $500,000 per annum. He reviewed
a number of other Government extravagan-
